Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiyas: Will the hon.  Minister let us
know the names of those countries whose assistance has not been utilised by
us as also of those whose assistance has been utilised by us . Was there any

political ground for the non-utilisation of such assistances and if so, the
nature thereof ?

Shrimati Tarkeshwari Sinha : The total amount of loan and credit
received by us from foreign countries and utilised is Rs. 2,971 crores.  The
unutilised portion amounts to Rs. 1,227 crores. It means that about 609,
has been utilised by us.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiyas : My questicn has not been replied;

. Mr. Speaker: Reply has not been given but it is not possible to state
as to how much assistance was received from different countries separately
and out of which what has been utilised and what remains unutilised.

Shri Yashpal Singh : Has this Committee made any recommendation
regarding the extent of expenditure on industries and agriculture ?

Shrimati Tarkeshwari Sinha: The Committee’s concern was only
this much as to how we could utilise in a better way the foreign assistance
received by us in the form of loans and credits. They have made some
recommendations in this connection which are being considered.

Shri Yashpal Singh : We have pledged in our Constitution to arrange
for nutritious food for the 44 crores of people of this country. But we have not
been able to make adequate arrangements even for water for the 500 Mem-
bers of Parliament. May I know whether some steps are being taken by the
Government in this regard? '

The Minister of Health (Dr. Sushila Nayar):  The only complaint is
that the water is not available all the 24 hours.  Restricted supply is being made.
I would request the hon. Members to have some buckets of water filled when the
water is available and use it at the time of need.

Shri Yashpal Singh: Kindly supply buckets.

Shri Sidheshwar Prasad : The Government has taken the view that
because of constant increase in the population of the capital, the problem of
water scarcity has baffled all solutions. Is Government not aware that the
population of Delhi is bound to go up further in the next year or years ? If so,
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why the Government has not so far come forward with a scheme to supply to the
people residing in Delhi a reasonable quantity of pure water all the 24 hours?
Does the Government propose to prepare such a scheme ?

Dr. Sushila Nayar : A scheme is in operation to filter 40 million gallons
of more water. The work on the installation of the plant was commenced
last year. But due to several factors the work in this regard has not progressed
as much as it should have. But we do hope that there would not be any such
grievance during the next summer season.

Shri Y.S. Chaudhary: The question of supply of water in Delhi is
voiced hereagain and again. In casethe hon. Minister isin a position to indicate,
I wouldlike to have from him a definite reply to one question. Even the Consti-
tution is being quoted here. May I know whether the water being taken from
Western Jamuna to meet the needs of increasing population is not being taken
at the cost of water requirements of Hissar, Rohtak and Gurgaon areas in Pun-
jab? Do the water requirements of people residing in the above areas are of
less importance than those of white coloured people living in Delhi?

Mr. Speaker : He is trying to oppose the white collared people in the
midst of whom he is himself sitting.

Shri Y.S. Chaudhary: I am fully satisfied with this water.

Dr. Sushila Nayar : The drinking water is being supplied in Delhi.
The hon. Member said something about Hissar, etc. There the question is
one of irrigating the fields. I think the hon. Member would agree that first
priority should be given to drinking water. The question of supply of water for
irrigation purposes cannot be given priority over that of drinking water.

Shri Rameshwaranand : May I know whether in view of the acute
shortage of water, the water being utilised for the lawns in the residences of Min-
isters, Deputy Ministers and Rashtrapati could not be diverted towards irrigat-
ing the agricultural fields? What dothe Government propose to do in this re-
gard ?

Dr. Sushila Nayar : I may inform the hon. Member that the water used
for the lawns cannot be utilised for drinking purposes.

Shri Rameshwaranand: Is it not possible to purify that water:

Mr. Speaker: The hon. Minister would only plead that this water
should be utilised after filtering it.

Shri A.P. Jain : Due to more than one baths taken by Swamis a great
quantity of water is wasted. What is being done to check this thing ?

Shri Sarjoo Pandey (Rasra): There was widespread opposition of the
Gold Control Order when it was promulgated. The purpose of the said Order,
according to the Government, was to check smuggling of Gold as also to keep
check on its prices. But we have not to judge it by mere professions. We

have to see the results obtained.

As a consequence of the Gold Control Order, black market in gold have
increased all the more and people’s love of gold has also increased. Shop-
keepers are now selling gold through back door, like wine.

The proposed Billis also a strange one and its clauses are hardly intelligible.

People have been subjected to untold sufferings. About two lakh gold-
smiths have been rendered unemployed. This is nothing less than social

crime.

Goldsmiths will have to get licences according to the provision in the pro-
posed Bill. The Government is giving unrestrained powers to the adminis-
tration. We know what difficulties the poor goldsmiths have to face while
getting licences. We cannot forget our past experience in this matter,

Why people preferred gold or gold ornaments. In timesof need or adverse
circumstances these things may be of great use. The hon’ble Minister state
thatthe money spent on the purchase of gold should be invested for productive
purpose. I fully concur with this view. But gold could prove itself an
invaluable asset in times of need. There are instances when everything
else lost, gold rendered a great help. The present Bill seeks to prohibit the
mortgage of ornaments, its sale, Similarly the approval of administrator
is essential even in case of acceptance of such ornaments. The present law is
trying to impose restrictions of extreme type. This is trying to convert the
whole country into a prison.

Another objective for bringing the present Bill is to check smuggling. But
smuggling cannot be stopped by enacting legislation. The Government has
proved unable to en any malpractice. Even illegal trade in Gur could not be
brought to an end. Ordinary men and women carrying gur were apprehended
by police while personstaking gur in a large scale in trucks were allowed to go
scot-free. For such a Government to say that smuggling in gold will be
stopped is nothing but a hallucination.

It is also equally wrong that the purity of gold should be reduced. Gold
should continue in its old shape, viz., 22 carret gold. It is another thing if
restriction is imposed on the limit of quantity of gold that an individual might
possess. It would notbe proper to compare the new trend with what is
existing in Europe. In European countries even gold is in use in 10 carret
form. The reason is obvious, these ornaments are manufactured with the
help of machines. Qur goldsmiths, who are highclass artisans can work on gold
only when it is pure. Public opinion should be elicited on the present
measure,

Thus Morarji Desai has been criticised by a large number of ccuntrymen
for this gold control rules. Yet another reason of his unpopularity wes the
Compulsory Savings Scheme. The gold control rules have not resulted in bene-
fit to any class of people in the country.

Shri Rameshwaranand (Karnal): We are told that this legislation has
been brought forward for the purpose of checking smuggling but I fail to under-
stand the necessity of continuity of the Gold Control Rules when the said pur-
pose has now been achieved thereby. It is not unpracticable to check the
smuggling of gold and in case our Government find it so, let it hand over the
charge to us and we would check it. Itis not the layman or an ordinary vill-
ager who indulges in smuggling activities. It is only the rich who do, particu-
larly those belonging to Congress Party. In case the hon. Minister desires
I can count the names of those on my fingers who are smuggling gold.

Only 10-15 d1ys back a businessman of Panipat was killed by his com-
panion after he had sold gold worth Rs. 10,000 and made away with the money
and the police did not even register a case because the Police had to show the
source from which this huge amount came. The smuggling is being carried
out with the connivance of Police. It would be a most appropriate to award
punishments to those Police Officers who are held responsibl? for negligence
or are party to such activities . If the Government continue to ignore this
important aspect of our economy and the major problem of our country then the
masses will have to throw. this Government out of power. Public opinion
has gone against the Government.

Government will have to consider the problem of goldsmiths most seriously.
They are starving to death and the former Minister of Finance opined that if
thousands of Indians could die fighting against chinese, there was no harmif
some goldsmithsalso die. Does aman of this sort deserve toremain ? Minister
The Minister should realise the sufferings of their people and sympathise with
them. Our rulers assured the common folk that they would enforce
‘Ram Raj’ in the country but they could not enforce anything but ‘Kamraj’
The masses are groaning with pain and sufferings under this rule and they
are losing confidence in Congress. The unemployed goldsmiths are taking
shelter under the canopy of communists. Financial assistance has been given
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to goldsmiths as a loan of Rs. 300 per head, but what can be done with such

patty sum. 3,000 goldsmiths out of 35,000 have been given financial aid
in Gujrat but what about the rest of them ?

Only those have given this aid who were connected with Congress in one
way or the other. Such measures are not going to help the country in any way.

The corruption and black marketing is rampant under the very nose of
the Government. I senta man to purchase a kilo of sugar bat he could not
succeed in his efforts and I contected the Minister of Food & Agriculture
to apprise him of the situation but in return he simply delivered a sermon
telling me that I should not consume sugar at all.

The only point I am trying to make out is that mere legislation ¢nd controls
cannot bring good administration in the country. Licences have been
made compulsory for goldsmiths as if licence holders cannot do zny wrong.
The Government are asking the people to declare the quantity of gold in their
possession but I would like to know whether the President, the Vice-President,

the Speaker and Deputy Speaker or any Minister has declared the quantity of
gold in his household ?

It would be difficult for the public to declare the gold possessions for the
fear of their being cleared away by the thieves.

If Government wants to prirchase gold there is only one w=v of doing so.
[t should increase the price and the businessmen would take out their hidden
gold.

It is wrong to claim that gold control hes been successful because the
prices have not gone up. In fact, it is on account of the smuggled gold that the
prices have not gone up.

In the end I would submit that the Minister should not insist on the Bill
being passed because even the congressmen have opposed it.

Shri Sinhasan Singh (Gorakhpur): Mr Deputy Specker, Sir, none of the
members, who have so far spoken, has supported the Bill. One of the members
has expressed the hope thet if the Bill is referred to a Select Committee it would
be scrapped there and the House would not be required to consider it.

The Gold Control Order has created much discontent in the public. The
present Minister of Finance has amended the Order. But it is not proper to
make it a permanent feature.

We are expecting that the Minister would tell as to how far the country has
benefitted by the GeldControl order. The quantity of gold so far declered is very
negligible. The Minister shoula tell the number of goldsmiths rendered
unemployed and of those who have lost their lives as a result of this Order.

The penal clauses contained in the Bill provide thet persons ecting egeinst
the ‘Order would be punished but senction of the Administrator would be
necessary to launch prosecution.

Another drawback of the Bill is that no limit has been laid down regarding
the value of the ornements required to be declered. It would give rise to
corruption. The inspectors would teke undue adventage of their powers and
extract money from publicmen.
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Clause 15 is also defective because therein the religious places have been
given the liberty to keep any quantity of gold. - This would help the smugglers
in hiding the smuggled gold in such places.

I would therefore, submit that this Bill should not be passed. Most of the
Members are against it. I would also request the chief whip of the Party
that Members should be given a free vote.

Shri Kashi Ram'Gupta (Alwar): We hoped that the Government while
bringing this bill, would gvie this information to the House as to how far
the smuggling of gold has been checked?

Under the Gold Control Order Government has been deprived of sales
Tax and Income Tax. The house should be intimated the extent of loss on this
account incurred by the States and the Central Government.

It is said there this is gold worth 4000 crores of rupees in India but the
data received by the Government accounts for gold worth 42 crores of rupees.
So it is evident that the gold is in possession of those persons who have got
black money.

. If the Government does not snatch away the gold deposits of religious
institutions nor takes it away from the millionaires, this legislation would work
against the common man who would not be able tobuy jewellery'at the time of
marraiges and would face difficulty in raising loans.

I agree with Shri Solanki when he says that the smuggling of gold has not
decreased. Shri Morarji Desai contended that it has decreased, whereas Shri
Krishnamachari is of the opinion that he does not know about smuggling.
In that case how does he estimate it to the tune of not to 50 crores of rupees.

In regard to gold even the dealer wishes that it should be nationalised be-
cause the law which is being framed gives a long rope to dishonest persons only.
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The Government should have made a thorough investigation to know whether
there is gold worth of 4 crores of rupees in the country or not, and how that
gold can be recovered. They should have fixed ceiling in the teems of jewellary
and also in t2rmes of other type gold. But this introduction of 14 ct. gold is not
appreciable. None of the members has supported it. But still the Government
is relentlessly arguing in favour of it. Onthe one hand they argue in favour
of purity and against adulteration and on the other hand they are introducing
adulteration in gold. Select Committee may go into the matter rigorously. I
do favour the ceiling of gold holding. If you force a measure in this field that
would be of no use. So you should allow the people to have jewellery for the
marriages and for other such purposes. Instead of that you are allowing free
rope to the millionaires to change their gold into jewellery which they would
never declare. They would deposit those with their relatives who do not pay
income tax and thus they would manage to evade the law.

I request that the bill should be withdrawn and after investigating the
matter as to where the gold is concentrated, such measure should be brought.
The Government should not work under the influence of beaurocracy. Rather
they should realise the public opinion. Then four points require to be in-
vestigated by them, such as who is in possession of gold, why Government does
not nationalise this business. When a legislation gives impetus to smuggling,
how can that be a just measure ? It is going to lead us to a fall. There are
certain reasons for which people have temptation for gold. Firstly our bank-
ing system is not yet fully developed. The system of the Government loans
are beyond. the comprehension of the common man go under the present
circumstances. Government should impose only a ceiling on the possession of
gold. This law would not be useful. If Government is not prepared to
withdraw it I request the Select Committee to recommend for its withdrawal.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Bijnor) : There was a time when gold was
used for ornaments only, but now it has become a source by which the humble

and the poor save according to their means and situation in life. Why these
people prefer keeping gold rather than collect their savings in banks ? It is
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because their faith was for the first time shaken when 100 rupee currency notes
were withdrawn, and the second time, failure of the Palai Bank was a severe
blow to them. Ithas also to be kept in mind that the people of this country
cherish love of gold from times immemorial.

The Gold Control Order was promulgated mainly to put an end to smuggling
but the Government have failed to attain this end. Let us see how and where
this smuggling is carried on. Smuggling is mainly confined to the border areas
and th persons involved in it are generally big people, ministers and other high
police officials. The Government should have attempted to tackle such people
rather than bringing forward such a Bill and persecuting lakhs of goldsmiths.

The one factor responsible for smuggling is over-estimate and under-esti-
mate so far as foreign trade is concerned. If the Government restricts peoples
capacity to import gold they will be compelled to bring other valuable articles,
like watches, transmitters, etc., which have little ultimate value as compared to
gi)ld. Therefore, the Government should take into consideration this factor
a1so.

I have my own views as to why the Government felt inclined to come
forward with this Bill. When Chinese committed aggression on India, our
leaders appealed for donation of blood which people did heartily. Then they
appealed for gold and people again responded enthusiastically. The Govern-
ment perhaps thought that people have sufficient quantities of gold which could
be obtained from them and utilised to their own ends. So the Gold control
Order was promulgated. This attempt on the part of the Government imme-
diately damped the enthusiasm of the people and they hid whatever quantities
of gold they have. That gold has gone underground due to the wrong and
unthought out policies of the Government in this regard.

By the Gold Control Order restriction was imposed on the manufacture of
Jewellery of more then 14 carrots’ purity. But the Jewellery of more than 14
carrots’ purity is even to day being sold in the market surreptitiously. So the
Government itself have provided means of corruption and theft. As a result of
Government’s wrong policy scope for corruption has increased for the excise
inspectors.

Then, the Government are now trying to import corruption even in places
of religious worship by keeping the temiples, Gurudwaras and Mosques out of
the preview of the said order.

Nothing has been laid down clearly regarding the declaration of jewellery
in possession of a particular person. It will further open the doors to curruption
and black mail. Perhaps the aim of these who have drafted this measure is to
further weaken the economic condition of the country. Communism is the
net result of the weakening economic condition and the aim of the initialors of
the proposed measure is to bring here communism. It is better if, keeping in
view the enumerated facts.as also the opinion of the masses, this Bill is
withdrawn. . -

SHRI SONAVANE “in the Chair J'

Shrimati Savitri Nigam (Banda) : Iam surprised to hear some of the
views expressed here. I think the women have maore attachment with-gold and
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only they who contributed their ornaments at the time of national emergency-
There is no doubt about the fact that the misuse of gold was greatest in this
country. It has been pointed out that the proposed measure will disturb our
age-old customs and conventions. I would like to ask these people whether the
customs and conventions are more dear tous than our security and economic
well being ? The object of the proposed measure is to use gold for the welfare
of the country and for making progress in the establishment of a socialistic
pattern of society. I would appeal to the hon. Members of the Select Com-
mittee to see that the inspiration which prompted the promulgation of the
Gold Control Order remains while giving shape to this Bill. '

I know that the goldsmiths have been greatly inconvenienced by the pro-
mulgation of the Gold Control Order, but I also feel that the ornaments in our
country have been put to a wrong use and we must check that misuse in order to
establish a socialistic pattern of society.

An hon. Member, while pointing out that gold is the only meansof effecting
savings for the poor people, over looked the fact that those very poor people are
being exploited by the ornament dealers and goldsmiths. None of the pro-
gressive nations permit the use of gold and ornaments as we do. I earnestly
appeal to the hon. Members to help dissuade the people from attaching too
much importance to gold.

In our country from first to the last day of the life of a person, gold has been
an inseparable part although it has no relation to sanctity or religion as such.
If we want to make a headway this tendency must be checked. Now iron
should take the place of gold, since it is the machine which can help in progress.

We should some how try to take out the gold which has gone underground.
Only that way we shall be able to establish a new society. Itis only then that
the people will have new values. Thereby they will also be saved from ex-
ploitation.

I have to point out again that the same objects should inspire this_ measure
which inspired the Gold Control Order.

Shri Yashpal Singh (Kairana) : I fail to understand the necessity of the
proposed measure when not a single gold smuggler has been given exemplary
punishment so far, and when a number of gold-smiths have become victims of
hunger. Some of them have even committed suicide.

The hon. Finance Minister has referred to the state of Emergency. But
what does this emergency mean when there is no military training, when there
is practically no spirit of Emergency. Not a single Chinese has been made a
prisoner. Not aninch of our territory has been taken back from the aggressors.
That means the state of Emergency is there to mulct people. We would have
appreciated the Government’s efforts had it provided the unemployed goldsmiths
in the employment and also had it given exemplary punishment to the smugglers.
Otherwise this Bill has been brought to harass people. There are 20 crore
women in this country who possess a little or more quantity of ornaments.
Will the Govermnent send women police squads to every nook and corner of the
country to check the same? Furthermore, till this time, there have been no
interference so far as places of workship are concerned, but by this measure the
Government is attempting to import corruption there also. Another thing
which I have failed to comprehend is that the goldsmiths will not be allowed
to work with the moneylenders who mortgage the golden ornaments. I do not
know how this can be effectively implemented, by what means both of them
will be kept apart. This seems to be a funny proivison in the Bill.

It is useless to enact such laws in the name of emergency, when the very
sense of emergency is lacking in the administration. This fact becomes evident
when we see the working of transport undertaking in Delhi where hundreds of
people are found standing in the queues waiting for the buses. Nowhere else
people are treated so badly as in our country.

Another argument being given in favour of the proposed measure is that
there is gold worth rupees 4,000 crores in the country which is hidden under-
ground. I also grant that gold should somehow be brought out and utilised for
the defence of the country, but our Government is not defending the country
even.
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I think about 98 per cent. of the Members are opposed to this measure.
Therefore it should be referred for eliciting opinion of the masses thereon. The
public opinion should never be ignored. Inspite of the sufferings being caused,
the masses are still prepared to offer any number of sacrifices. But their genuine
feelings ought to be respected. They are very much opposed to the proposed
measure.

A very objectionable provision has been added in the Bill. Administrators
are being given wide powers. No appeal will be allowed against an adminis-
trators verdict. These are the ways of dictators which will not be tolerated by
the people for long. This Bill is an attempt to curtail the liberty of the people
and to deprive them of their rights. Even during the British regime inspectors
and poilce officers were not allowed to search the premises of the villagers.

Goldsmiths will have to obtain licences according to this Bill. For getting
a licence a person will be subjected to a number of hardships. The licening
procedure is lengthy. People will have tolick the shoes of inspectors, policemen
and administrators. Today people have to stand in queues for getting water,
milk and other necessities of life. Henceforth they will have to stand in queues
for getting licences.

Therefore, I have to request thatin order to justify emergency people should
be given military training. Lethargy and sloth should be givenanendto. The
proposed measure should be withdrawn and the people affcted by the Gold
Control Order should be given relief.

Shrimati Subhadra Joshi (Balrampur) : T welcome the proposed mea-
sure. So far as women Members are concerned, they oppose this measure
simply because of their age-old love of ornaments. Butwho can deny the fact
that the poor people are being exploited and women folk are being exploited and
befooled so far as gold is concerned.  If any body opposes this Bill in the
name of traditions, it is really surprising,
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[Shrimati Subhadra Joshi] -

The Communist party members had expressed their opinion in favour of
taking out the underground gold, but when an attempt is being made towards
that direction, they surprisingly enough oppose this measure. Shri Yashpal
Singh said that the proposed Bill is an insult to the 44 crore people. I want to
ask whether all these people possess gold? A few people really possess gold in
our country. Itis unfair to oppose such a progressive measure in the interest
of a few rich people.

It has also wrongly been said that the Government isattempting to interfere
in the places of worship. Thisis not a new slogan. As people were robbed
of gold in the names of Gods and Goddesses, so are they now being befooled in
the names of places of worships and traditions.

It is also unfair to say that the people will be deprived of their fundamental
rights by enacting this legislation. No doubt the individual rights will be
affected by the advancement of socialism. But this Bill has been opposed in the
interest of the fundamental rights of a few people and not of the masses.

Whenever any lacunae is found in any enacted legislation, it is imperative
and proper to make amendments in that subsequently. The proposed measure
is also of that type, and is aimed at removing certain lacunae. Therefore this
should be passed.
