SHRI SHIV KUMAR SHASTRI : Mr. Speaker, Sir, before I ask question from
the hon. Minister I wish to apprise yru of my difficulty. I had gone to the Notice Office
tqday for consulting the statement attached to this quesiion but the Hindi Vession of the
statement was not available. We are experiencing such difficulties in the matter of Hindi,
Urdu in your protection. Previously the procedure was that answers to question in Hindi were
given in Hindi by the Minister who ~ knew Hindi while now such questions are answered in
English only. When a complaint was made to you in this regard you said that instruments
are fitted i in the Housc and translated versnon of the original can be heard both in English
and I-Imdn Members mtcrcstcd in Hindi version can swntch on accord' ngly but the same
can be done in the case of those who waat to hear answeérs in English. So I request you to
do something in this regard.

MR. SPEAKER : Let it be postponed to some other occassion.

SHRI SHIV KUMAR SHASTRI : May I know from the hon. Minister whether
Government had recieved such complaints, as are mentioned by the hon. Member Shri

o
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Jyotirmoy Bosu regarding irregularities in election, in regard to his party in the previqus,
election too.. The new reform introduced by the Election Commission regarding the voting
system has rather worsened the situation instead of improving it. Before casting vote one
has to sign on counterfile. The secrecy in this way would vanish and no body would be able

to come boldly for casting the vote. [s the hon. Minister aware of it 2 If so what action
is being taken in this regard.

SHRI NITIRAJ SINGH CHAUDHARY : The hon. Member has complained that

he has not received answer in Hindi. This question was raised in English and not in Hindi.
That is why the answer has been given in English.

SHRI SHIV KUMAR SHASTRI : I was one among those members who have
asked this question and I had put the question in Hindi.

SHRI NITIRAJ SINGH CHAUDHARY : As to the first part of the question of
the hon. Member, we had received such reports about Shri Bosu’s party. Signature on

counterfile does not affect the secrecy of vote because no one knows its number as it is kept
sealed.

SHRI ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE : The hon: Minister will agree that independent
and impartial elections are the basis of democracy. If there are doubts about election in the
mind of the people democracy receive a set back. I want to know if anything can be
done by way of a writ petition in cases where the polling booths were captured in
Bihar. All are agreed that this time a large number of polling booths were raided. The

voters were held back and some others were forced to cast their votes. 1 want to know the
remedy for it ?

I have got few ballot papers from Jammu. A polling officer was caught red handed
by people while he was affixing rubber stamps on these ballot papers at night. How are
you going to deal with such matters ?

MR. SPEAKER : It can be a subject of election petition.

SHRI ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE : Every thing cannot core under the purview
of elcction petition. This is the main difficulty.

MR. SPEAKER : Whatever can be the subject matter of election commission,
should not be raised in this House. ;

SHRI ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE : If there are few such complaints they can be
challenged through election petitions but as such these irregularities have taken place at a
large scale the Government should not have any objection to inquire into. Such complaints
are confined to only few areas but as regard those areas from which such complaints have

come in does the Government propose to set up an Independent Commission for investigation
if no Parliamentary Commission is going to be set up.

SHRI NITIRAJ SINGH CHAUDHARY : An election petition has bean filed in

this regard if it is proved that voters were held back out of fear harrassment the electlon
Would- be declared void.

As far the question of Jammu is concerned I want to know from where the hon.
member has collected these ballot papers we would like to enquire if these are dummy papers
or the real ones. No question of setting up a commission arises as the joint committee is

siezed ‘of the matter. All ‘the meémbers have expressed their -views. 'The committee report
would be published after due consideration.-

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SHRI ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE : Mr. Speaker, Sir what has the report to d o with it.
The report has nothing to do with the results. How can the reportset right the irregularities
committed during election. The report is concerned with the ameandment of law concerning
future elections. I am susprised that the hon. Minister wants to wind ap the whole matter
by taking shelter under the report.

Movement of Coal from Madhya Pradesh

2463. SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWAI : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be
pleased to state :

Coal from Singrauli
fields in Madhya Pradesh can, however, move to the entire Northern region including Punjab

and Uttar Pradesh.

(b) The freight rates of coal from Central India Coalfields to destination in Punjab
and to a few destinations in Uttar Pradesh are marginally cheaper than those from the Bengal-

Bihar fields.

() The present embargo on the movement of coal from Central India Coalfields to
Northern India is due to limited movement capacity on Bina-Jhansi-Agra section and will
Iast till the doubling of the same is completed. After the doubling is over, limited movement
of coal from Central India Coal-fields to these areas except destinations in Uttar Pradesh on
Northern Railway will be permitted. But the bulk of the increased demand for these areas,
is to be met from Singrauli fields of Madhya Pradesh for which extensive capacity has been
developed by the Railways. It is not possible to transport coal from Central India Coalfields
to destinations in Uttar Pradesh on Northern Railway due to long circuitous movement
involved. Coal from Central India Coalfields is to. meet the present and future demand in

Further works are
being carried out of which the important is the Bagmati Embankment Scheme estimated to
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cost Rs, 6,54 crores,

Taking into occount the damage caused by floods in the Ganga and its tributaries in
recent years and particularly in 1971, it has been decided to implement the following schemes
in Bihar on a priority basis :

Our border with Bangla Desh is about 1300 mile long and we an not having
check-posts al! along the border. Unauthorised entry to our border is possible at any point.
It has been stated in the ‘‘Statesman’ published from Calcutta that a bout 150 persons are
crossing over from Bangla Desh every month, They are crossing through the border of
Murshidabad, Malda, West Dinajpur and other districts. Similar reports have been received
from Bihar also. But inspite of this the hon. Minister has stated that only stray instances
have been there. May | know the number of Bihari Muslimes who have crossed over to
India so far ? Is it a fact that the people who are crossing over are bringing with them a certi-
ficate from their MLAs or MPs ?  When our Prime Minister visited Bangla Desh, whether
the issue of non-Bngali Muslims was discussed ? May I know if Government of India is
making an effort that the issue of Bengalis in Pakistan and non-Bengali Muslims in Bangla
Desh should be discussed and solved by Pakistan and Bangla Desh and India should not be
aparty to this issue ?

SHRI K. C. PANT : According to the information available with me, from the end
of March, 1971 upto 6 April, 1972 about 2000 Non-Bengalis have crossed over to India.
Qut of these 2000 people, 600 have gone back and 1400 are still in [ndia.

SHRI K. M. MADHUKAR (Kesaria) : The official figures indicate that Irrigation
and Power Ministry has done a commendable job. Only one fourth of 38 crore acres of
cultivable land in our country is under irrigation. It was estimated that Gandak project will
irrigate ten lack acres of land after incurring an expenditure of Rs. 80 lacks, it is only irriga-
ting 50,000 acres, Water works and field channel work is going on very slowly there.

Position of the Bagmati project also is the same. Similarly, the work of Kosi canal
is going on with very low speed. The potentialities of irrigation schemes are not being
utilised in full.

The surface and underground water is not being utilised fully in our country. No
integrated plan has been drawn for this purpose for the last 25 years. The Government

should formulate a joint scheme for the utilisation of both surface and underground water
for the benefits of the prople.

Necessary attention should also be paid towards small irrigation schemes which will
contribute towards solving the problems of unemployment. The Central Government should

pay necessary attention towards such schemes as the State Governments have no funds to
provide for these schemes,

The projects for linking big rivers are also under consideration. Such projects should
be implemented with faster speed.

Some steps should be taken to settle the inter-state water disputes.

The flood cotrol measures have not so far proved successful. The proposals received
from the various State Governments in this behalf should be given due consideration. Due
attention should also be paid towards soil erosion schemes.

The progress made in the field of electrification is also slow. Some solid steps are
needed to be taken for installing thermal power station in North Bihar.

The funds provided for rural electrification are inadequate. The rural _electrification
work needs to be speeded up.

SHRI R. R. SHARMA (Banda) : It has been observed that the schemes are not
being implemented properly. ' In so far as the question of supply of power is concerned,
Uttar Pradesh is very backward. The per capita consumption of power in U. P. was only
53,7 units in 1969-70 whereas it was 148 units in Maharashtra, 181 units in Punjab, 127
units in Gujarat 116 units, in West Bengal and 123 units in Tamil Nadu during the same
period. The hon. Minister should pay his attention and do something in this regard so that
our state gets adequate water and electricity and production can be increased. The Govern-
ment should concentrate on minor and lift irrigation schemes instead of major irrigation
schemes, because they are more useful and can be implemented with less expenditure, It may
be astonishing to note that the water is not supplied through Chambal canal and Cane canal
at the time of necessity. Severe action should be taken against the officials responsible for
such omissions.

Industrial development has been hampered in Bundelkhand area due to inadequate
supply of power. The hon. Minister should take necessary steps for the development of
this area. The rates of supply of power to industrialists and agriculturists should be same.
There should not be any disparity because agriculture is also an industry,

It is vnderstood that State Government of Uttar Pradesh have forwarded some schemes

for the approval of Central Government, They should approve them and help the State in
their implementation,

SHRI YAMUNA PRASAD MANDAL (Samastipur) : I support the Demands of
Irrigation and Power Ministry and congratulate the hon. Minister for bringing forward the

scheme of linking Yamuna river with Cauvery river. This department has done good work
in the field of rural electrification but still there are thousands of villages where there are
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much scope for work to be done., The year of 1971 had brought tremendous difficulties for
Bihar. Floods etc. had created havoc in that state and many lives had to suffer. Bihar saw
havocs in the years 1923 and 1954 but the devastating floods of 1971 has surpassed all.
About one third of the population was affected by the wrath of the nature. Many houses
were destroyed in the floods and rains. A number of embankments, bunds etc. were damaged
and property worth crores of rupees was lost. The hon. Minister had paid a visit to that
area and took interest in the plight of the people. But the provision of only four
crores rupees for raising and strengthening the present embankments is too small. Ar least
the work on repairing of breaches should be expedited. The rainy season will be coming
after a month or two and if urgent repair works are not undertaken, then you can well
imagine the consequences. The people of Bihar will have to suffer once more.

Bihar is a poor state and it needs relisf from the Government. The Flood Forecasting
Programme has done some good work otherwise the fate of the people would have doomed.
The floods of the year 1971 played havoc on many villages. Although the Government has
shown us rays of hope but I would like to urge that Rs. 27 crores is too meagre for Bihar
because it is the only state where the nature has never been hepful. I am thankful to the
hon. Minister for his sympathy to the problem of Bihar.

SHRI RAM SWARUP (Robertsganj) : 1 would like to draw the attention of the
hon. Minister to the problems of Uttar Pradesh, The northern part of Uttar Pradesh is
surrounded by the range of the Himalayas from where rivers emerge and cause heavy floods
during rainy season. The southern part consists mostly of plateau and hills. The Central
part is plains having rivers like Ganga, Jamuna, Ghagra etc. The water of these rivers is
still to be tapped for which the Uttar Pradesh Government has submitted many schemes to
the Centre. I hope the hon. Minister.will take these into consideration.

I am thank ful for the assurance of setting up Atomic Power Station. Matatila in
Jhanshi will be suitable site for this because it abounds in Granites. Also there will be no
need of evicting people. Moreover it will be convenient to supply power to the backward
areas.

The scheme of electrification of about 20 thousand villages by the Government is most
welcome. The supply of electricity to the Harijan Colonies is a progressive step.

I would like to remind that while preparing anti-Hood schemes of Ganga river,
provision of funds should dlso be made for repairing and strengthening the embankments
and bunds of Mirzapur. Such steps may also be taken for Jaunpur and other cities,

Mirzapur, Allahabad and Varanasi are such districts where droughts often take place.
It experiences great shortage of foodgrains and water. For giving releif to this area the
Government had prepared Bansagar Scheme but it has not been materialised. The Govern-
ment should take up this scheine for implementation.. Alternatively the Government can ask
the U. P. Government to utilize the water of Sone river to give it to Mirzapur. If the U. P,
Government does not take up this scheme, then the Centre can take over it, With these
words, 1 support the Demands of the Ministry,

SHRI R. S. PANDEY (Rajnandgaon) : The question of irrigation has economic
aspect. It is related to our economic policy, farmer, foodgrains etc. As such it should be
given highest priority. No other country in the world has so many rivers as ours.

It was envisaged that about 158 million hectares of land would be brought under irri-
gation but only 82 million hectares of land could be irrigated. It is my submission that work
on the irrigation projects must be carried on war level or on massive scale, This will need
the provision of 500 crores of rupees. If this is not made available then all the irrigation
projects will remain on papers only. We have given slogan of ‘Garibi Hatao’ and this can
only be achieved if proper attention is given to irrigation projects. To-day the farmer is no
more ignorant. He wants water. Had these been desert here, then we would have blamed
the nature. But there is abundance of water resources in our Country.

May I ask from the hon. Minister whether it is not a fact that Madhya Pradesh has
one fifth of the whole water in the country and the rivers are full of water ? Is it not true
that many irrigation projects for this state are lying incomplete. The Narmada river project
has been with the tribunal and the matter is still unresolved. It should be withdrawn from
the tribunal and transferred to the Prime Minister for her verdict. All these tribunals,
Courts, witnesses and reports are of no use. Only our Prime Minister is capable of resolving
this impasse.

So far as the power is concerned, Korba thermal plant can supply power to many
States. We are in abundance of natural resources, Efforts should be made to exploit coal.
Madhya Pradesh has vast resources of water. For the exploitation of this water, provision
of Rs. 200 crores should be made. It is my submission that a special Commission should be
appointed for the pu.pose of surveying the water potentiality in the state.

To-day Madhya Pradesh is not getting fair deal from the Government. The hon.
Minister should do something for Madhya Pradesh. Given proper consideration it can serve
the country in a big way. I urge the Government to make provision of funds to execute
schemes in Madhya Pradesh,
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DR. GOVIND DAS RICHHARIYA (Jhansi) : Last year, the country faced two
challenges. One of the challenges was sent by nature in the form of floods efc. and the

other was from Pakistan.

The great impediment in the way of improving irrigation is that all the states claim on
water of their respective areas. Water is a national property and the whole nation has a
right to utilize it.

The rivers which flow in two or more States, may be surveyed by Central Government
which should distribute the water and power among the States. This would end the dispu-
tes of Narmada valley, Cauvery etc.

The plans to link Ganga with Cauvery and Brahamputra with Ganga may be surveyed
by 15th August.

Of the plans sent by U. P. Government, the orders for Tehri-Garhwal dam have not
been issued.

We are gratful that you are convening a meeting of Chief Ministers of U. P. and
Madhya Pradesh.

I congratulate you and your staff for arranging more facilities for irrigation and
power.

SHRI NATHU RAM MIRDHA (Nagaur) : In the sphere of irrigation and power
ample developments have been made. Still there is much scope for the work to be
done,

With all the irrigation facilities, we are able to irrigate 810 lakh hectares of land.
In the last 20 years we were able to arrange for irrigation facilities for 188 lakh hectares of
land at a cost of 2000 crores of rupees. It is sad that we are not able to utilize this poten-
tial in 38 lakh acres. This means that we are incurring a loss of 350 crores of rupees
every year.  This is a very serious matter. Our policy of development of irrigation facilities
deserves appreciation. If the people of Madhya Pradesh wanted to utilize Narmda water,
the dispute between Maharashtra and Gujarat would not have arisen. The Planning Commi-
ssion and Central Government agreed to give water to Rajasthan after the development of
Narmada, but the tribunal has not accepted it. The Government should see if it can be
changed. This State is dry in itself. It can get water from other States.

The first phase of Rajasthan Canal will be completed by 1974 and it will irrigate areas
upto Chhattisgarh.

There has been ample development in rural electrification. In the sphere of irrigation
from ground water our progress is ahead of targets fixed. But the areas which are still ignored
in respect of rural electrification and irrigation deserves more attention.

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE MINISTRY OF IRRIGATION ‘& POWER
(SHRI B. N. KUREEL) : The hon. Members have given many valuable suggestions which
will receive our due attention,

It is true that there is shortage of power but it is not because there has been decline
in production of power, The fact is that the consumption of power is on the increase and
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it is attributed to the farmers who use it for their tube wells. The installed generated
capacity of power in this country 17 million Kilowatt which was planned to enhanced to be
23 million Kilowatt during the fourth plan. By the end of fourth plan it is likely to be 26
million Kilowatt. In the fifth plan period there is a proposal to enhance the capacity by
further 20 million Killowatts,

The electricity Boards are not able to meet the growing demand of electricity due to
shortage of funds.

SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWALI (Merena) : There is no quorum in the House.
MR. CHAIRMAN : The quarum bell is ringing. Now there is quorum.

SHRI B. N. KUREEL : In the sephere of rural electrifications, rural electrification
compensation given about 133 crores of rupees for 211 schemes in backward areas,

SHRI K. M. MADHUKAR : To what percentage you have given? Have your
observed the slow progress ?

SHRI B. N. KUREEL : I have complete statistics. I shall pass them on to you.

Shri Mayavan has said that the amount sanctioned for electrification of 1200 villages is
insufficient. There is some misunderstanding in this regard. The amount is intended to give
facilities to Harijans who have not been given the facility even after electrification of their
villages. Though small, this is a step towards socialisation. There are various difficulties in
underdeveloped villages, such as absence of roads, non-availability of drinking water, absence
of drains and accumulation of rain water. Our Engineering Deptt. is surveying at these
matters in 25 districts of 17 States. There would be 550 teams comprising of nine persons,
two graduate engineers, one surveyor, one tracer and two unskilled persons. These teams
would submit their reports for the betterment of villages to the Central Government.

There were grave floods in 1954 and thereafter we have lost property worth 2370 crores:
of rupees in floods and 13976 lives were lost. We are trying to make our forecasting system
more powerful, by equiping them with modern equipments and also to have new centres. In
Bihar, a number of lives were saved due to this forecasting.

How do the floods come ? It is because of embankments are overflooded and secondly
due to lack of drains. Priority works have been sanctioned for this; schemes worth 27
crores of rupees in Bihar, worth 38 crore of rupees in Orissa, worth 21.5 crores of rupees in
U. P. and worth 24.8 crores of rupees in West Bengal.

The U. P. Government has sent us ten schemes for electrification worth 741.95 crores
of rupees. Two of them have been cleared. These have 1o go to Planning Commission.

SHRI K. M. MADHUKAR : Regarding North Bihar thermal power project . . .

MR. CHAIRMAN : Please do not jinterrupt and take minimum possible time so
that others may have an opporiunity to speak about their constituency.

SHRI B. N. KUREEL : The remaining eight schemes are being examined.

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SHRI VEKARIA (Junagarh) : It seems that Government would give due importance
to the irrigation programmes as they did last year. The Government have given understand-
ing that they would accept the recommendation made by the Commission regarding the
utilization of hydro-power potential,

It has been observed that the industrial growth in the country is going downward due
to the inadequate irrigation facilities available in the country. Our economy can be promoted
only with the proper development in the field of agriculture.

Gujarat is a chronically drought affected State and the most backward area so far as
the irrigation facilities are concerned. The hon. Deputy Minister has not said anything regard-
ing the Narmada-project, the most important project for the State. The case is pending
with the tribunal for a very long time. I request that early decision should be take in this
matter,

The agricultural land in Gujarat is very fertile. But I am sorry to say that only 2 per
cent of this land can yield two crops in year, while in other States this percentage varies from
20 to 7. In spite of the fact that adequate irrigation facilities are not available in Gujarat,
the State produced 54,55 thousand tonnes of wheet.

We have to import cotton every year involving a heavy amount of Rs. 100 crores.
Government can save the foreign exchange by increasing the production of cotton in Gujarat
which is capable of it. In this cotext, I would like to urge upon the Prime Minister that
she should take up the matter of Narmada project with the Chief Ministers of Maharashtra,
Gujarat and ;Madhya Pradesh. I hope an amicable agreement could be reached on this issue.
Therefore, the case should be withdrawn from the tribunal.

Due to the defective machinery supplied by an American Company for Tarapore
Atomic Plant, it cannot work regularly causing power interruption to the Gujarat State. I
demand that the said defects in the machinery should be removed. It should also be ensured
that in future all such proposed plants are saved from such defects.

I would like to know from the hon. Minister the time by which the work on proposed
atomic plant in Gujarat would be started. I am strictly, opposed to the proposal of selling
the Porbander Thermal Power Station to the Birlas. Government should look into this
matter and cancel the deal if any, in this regard, With there words, I support the demands
of the Ministry,

SHRI M. C. DAGA (Pali) : Tt has been observed that most of the dams constructed
under the irrigation schemes give way due to the substandard material used in them because

of the fact that fifty per cent of the amount allotted for these works goes in the pockets of
the engineers. )

The distribution of water is unfair. Small farmers are getting no benefits from the
dams and reserves made by the Government. Actaully, they are made for big agriculturists.
Thousands of engineers employed by your department are sitting idle. Several schemes regard-
ing soil testing, survey efc. are made by the Government but they are never implemented pro-
perly. I may say that these schemes are implemented only in the constituencies of the
Ministeries while the interest of the needy persons in other areas are ignored badly. 1 would
also like to point out that the major portion of the amount is incurred on the engineers and
not on the actual work.

SHRI BHAGIRATH BHANWAR (Jhabua) : Sir, the case of Narmada Project should
be withdrawn from the tribunal and the dispute should be solved by the Chief Minister of
the concerned States so that the farmers may get benefits from this project at an early date.

I also suggest that the necessary equipments for boring the Tube-wells in the hill areas
should be provided by the Government to the farmers of those areas. It has been observed
that in most of the cases people do not get water from the wells dug by the farmers.

In certain areas such as Jhabua, Ratlam, Khargone efc., power is not available to
farmers causing continuous backwardness in those areas. 1 again request that the Narmada
Project should be implemented as soon as possible. With these words I support the Yemands,

SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWALI : Sir, the water of the canal in Chambal
velley is not available to the farmers as it goes under the ground causing marsh. We received
the complaint that engineers divert the flow of the water towards rivers.

I suggest that Government should undertake plantation programme ro check the soil
erosion. Government should also check sadimentation in rivers to minimise the fiood havoc,
Small rgseryoirs should also be constructed in the rural areas for irrigation purposgs,
