system. The salient {eatures of the said scheme have been embodied in the Medical Council

of Iadia Regulations on undergraduate maeical curriculum wherefor it becomes mandatory
as a statutory requirement to the medical colleges to involve themselves in a greater way to
make medical education sub-servient to the needs of the community at large. [na nutshel
the long and short-term objective of this measure is the Government’s solemn resolve to
render medical education in the country an instrument of bringing about the requisite atti-
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tudinal change in the outlook and priorities amongst medical profession and inculcation of
a spirit of dedication to the community. The Government are, therefore, of the view that
before any more vital and major changes are precipitately brought into the existing under-
graduate medical curriculum, the scheme of ‘Reorientation of medical education’ which has
already been put into operation should be given a fair trial, so that an appraisal of the
result and achievements engandered under the scheme could be carried out. It is, therefore,
inopportune to spell out the National Policy on medical education at this juncture as reco-
mmended by the Estimates Committee.

Therefore
we will have to give a fair trial to reorientation programme which has already been put into
practice.

*838. Dr. Mahadeepak Singh Shakya : Will the Minister of Health and Family Wel-
fare be pleased to state :

The prices of diptheria anti-toxin formulations have also not been
generally revised since 1970, although the Central Research Institute, Kasauli have with
effect from 1-2-1977 marginally increased the price of smaller ampoules The question of
many chiidren dying for want of medical treatment due to excessive rise in the prices of
antidiptheria serum, therefcre, does nct arise.

(b) Mcdical treatment to the common man for diptheria is provided free of cost in
infectious diseases hopsitals.

[Placed in
Library Sec No. L.T. —2207/78].

(b) & (c) Presumably the reference is to casual workers who are generally employed
on daily wages. The information regarding their number in the public and private sec-
tor factories is not available. Guidelines contained in the Model Standing Orders circu-
lated to the employing Ministries is so far as Departmental Undertakings of the Govern-
ment of India are concerned, provide for the regularisation of a casual worker who has
completed six months of continuous service within the meaning of Section 25B(2) (b) of the
Industrial Disputes Act, 1947. While Government’s policy is generally to encourage regu-
larisation of casual employees, the actual situation in each industry or unit would depend on
the particular circumstances of each case.

Supply to Malathion to Gujarat

8330. Shri Dharmasinhbhai Patel : Will the Minister of Healthand Family Welfare
be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that Gujarat Government has asked the Central Government.
to supply ““Malathion” instead of D.D.T. for the eradication of Malaria from Gujarat;

(b) if so, when the demand for ““Malathion” was made and the quantity of “Ma-
lathion™ which has been demanded;

(c) when and for what quantity will this demand be met and in what manner it is
proposed to be met ; and

(d) whether “Malathion”’ is more effective than D.D.T. for the destruction of mos-
quitoes which spread Malaria and the prices of both the insecticides ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (Shri Jagdambi-
Prasad Yadav) : (a) Yes.

(b) The State Government have requested for the supply of about 35,000 M.T. of
Malathion 25% w.d.p. between June and November, 1977.

(c) Asindiscriminate use of Malathion on large scale poses some hazards, itis pro-
posed to go slow on the use of this insecticide for the present. It has bzen decided to make
available 2275 M.T. of Malathion 25% w.d.p. only to Gujarat for use in 1978-79 spray
operations.

(d) D.D.T. is effective where the vectors for Malaria are susceptible to it. Mala-
thion is effective where the malaria sector hasshown resistance toD.D.T.and BHC.

The cost of D.D.T. 75% is Rs. 11200 per M.T. and that of Malathion 25% p:w.d.
Rs. 10,000 per M.T. To protect one million population with DDT 75%— two rounds of
spray are required. Theannual cost of this insecticide only will be about Rs. 11.20 lakhs.
To protect the same population with the use of Malathion 25 % w.d.p. (Three rounds of
spray) the cost of the insecticide only will be about Rs. 90 lakhs.

Telephone Connections in Bihar

+8331. Shri Surendra Jha Suman,: Will the Minister of Communications be pleased
to state :

(a) the number of villages in Bihar which have a population of 4 thousand or more
where telegraph and telephone facilities have not so far been provided ; and
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(b) the time by which this facility will be provided to thoss villages ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Communications (Shri Narhari Prasad Sai): (a)
the number of villages in Bihar which have a population of 4000 or more where telegraph
and telephone facilities have not been provided so far is 901 and 981 respectively.

(b) According to the present policy of the Department, places with a population
of 5000 or more in ordinary areas and 2500 or more in hilly and backward areas will be
provided with telephone and telegraph facilities even on loss without any condition of
minimum revenue. The number of such villages in Bihar which do not have telegraph
and telephone facilities is 1826 and 1934 respectively. Efforts are being made to provide
these facilities at most of these places during the five year period 1978-83. %At . other
places, P.C. Os. can be provided if the proposals are financially viable or thelosses are made
good by interested parties.

Hunger Strike by agents of Railway Book Stals  of A.H. Wheeler

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through bookstall Agents appointed by them. Four ex-bookstall Agents, whose agencies
were terminated 4 to 10 years ago on account of alleged misappropriation of funds, are
reported to have staged agitation in front of their Head Office at Allahabad from January
13 to January 21, 1978. All of them are reported to have either lost legal cases in High
Courts/Lower Courts or have cases against them pending in Courts. At the instance of the
State Labour Minister, the Assistant Labour Comissioner, Uttar Pradesh had gone into

the grievances of the Agents in detail, and the agitation was finally withdrawn on January
21, 1978.

Maedical facilities in Adivasi areas of Gujarat
8388. Shri Amarsinh V. Rathawa : Will the Minister of Health and Family Welfare

be pleased to state :

(a) whether somz specific madical facilities are p;‘opOSed to be provided in adivasi
areas of Gujarat and if so, the broad details thzieof and the expenditure involved therein;

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (Shri Jagdambi
Prasad Yadav) : (a) There are 53 Primary Health Centres in tribal blocks, 11 Subsidiary
Health Units, 7 Upgraded sub Centres with dispensaries, 3 mobile dispensaries, 2 Referral
hospitals, 25-bz14>d Primary Health Centre and 4 Rural hospitals. It covers a popula-

tion of 27 lakh.
The actual expenditure is as follows :-—

1974-75 . g . Rs. 7.73 lakh
1975-76 Rs. 0.81 lakh
1976-77 . Rs. 29.88 lakh
1977-78 . ;. provision of

Rs. 59.95 lakh
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(b) The Primary Health Centres provide preventive, promotive and curative health
services to the people in the Block.

(c) The following measures have been taken under the modified Plan of Operation
in the tribal areas of Gujarat : '

(i) A malaria surveillance worker visits house to house every fortnight for search
of fever cases, takes blood smears of such cases and gives presumptive treatment
in his presence.

(ii) Similarly the blood smears are being collected of all fever cases and given treat-
ment through medical institutions.

(iii) Indoor insecticidal spray operations are being carried out during transmission
season on selective epidemiological conditions.

(iv) To achieve bstter spray coverage the Panchayat are being involved in spray opera-
tions.

(v) Radical treatment of cases with 4-Amin quinoline and Primaquine are under-
taken. In areas with predominence of P.falciparum, Chloroquine and Dara-
prim are in use for treatment.

(vi) It has been planned to orient the village Panchayats/teachers in anti-malaria
operations. Drug distribution Centres and Fever treatment Depots have been
established with the help of village Panchcyats and School teachers for making
the anti-malarials available to fever cases.

The
forms have since been printed and been supplied to the concerned exchanges.

Payment of interest on amount deposited for Telephone Connection

8390. Dr. Laxminarayan Pandey : Will the Minister of Communications be pleased
to state :

(a} whether according to the rules in force at present deposit of an amount of Rs.
1200/- is compulsory for the persons who want to get new telephone connections;

(b) whether even after depositing the said amount telephone connections are not pro-
vided for a long period;
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(c) if so, the period after which telephone connections are expected to be provided
after deposit of the amount; and

(d) whether no interest is paid by the Department on this amount and if so, the rea-
sons therefor ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Communications (Shri Narhari Prasad Sukhdeo
Sai) : (a) According to rules the new applicants for a telephone connection are required
to make payment of advance deposit of Rs. 5000/-, Rs. 4,000/, Rs. 3,000/- in case of OYT
category and Rs. 1,000/- Rs. 800/-, Rs. 600/- and Rs. 400/- for non-OYT category depend -
ing upon the capacity of an exchange from where telephone connection is required.

(b) The telephones are sanctioned as per turn on the waiting list. The date of prio.
rity of each case is fixed from the date of payment of the advance deposit. Since there are
long waiting lisfs in certain exchanges due, to non availability of spare capacity, the appli-
cants have to wait for a long period for their turns to mature in these exchanges.

(c) The period after which a telephone can be given, cannot be specified as it depends,
upon availability of spare capacity in~ an exchange, the number of earlier cases pending
availability of stores and technical feasibility.

(d) The advance deposits carry an interest for the period commencing on the date of
deposit and ending with the date of sanction of telephone at the rate payable by the State
Bank of India on fixed deposits made with such banks for a period of one year.

Ayurvedic System

8413. Dr. Mahadeepak Singh Shakya : Will the Minister of Health and Family Wel-
fare be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that Ayurvedic system of medicine is considered inferior to

(b) Surgery is called Shalya Tantra in Ayurvedic parlance. In the curriculum and
syllabus for undergraduate education prepared by the Central Council of Indian Medicine
and approved by the Government of India for uniform implementation throughout the
country’ adequate provision for training has been made with a view to develop the Shalya
Tantra. The C.C.1.M. has also prepared minimum standards and curriculum for post-
graduate studies and traianing in Shatya Tantra.

At present, postgraduate training Shalya Tantra is being imparted in the Postgra-
duate Department of Indian Medicine, Institute of Medical Sciences, Banaras Hindu Uni-
versity, Varanasi leading to the award of the degree of *‘Doctorate in Ayurvedic Medicine™.
With the assistance of Central Council for Research in Indian Medicine and Homoeopathy,
the Shalya Tantra Department of this Institute is also conducting researches in several sur-
gical problems according to Ayurvedic principles. Their research work on the operation
of fistula-in-Ano (Bhagandara) has produced encouraging results.

As a result
of this, distinct improvement has been noticed in the smelter operations from December,
1977 onwards.

- As aresult of eﬂ‘orls made by the Management and the Government, the strike at
Khetri was called off following the signing of a memorandum of settlement on 17.4.78
between the Management and the Unions; this should now ensure industrial peace at
Khetri.

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Shri Harikesh Bahadur (Gorakhpur) : Sir, I rise to support the finance Bill. We are
thankful to the hon. Finance Minister for the concessions announced by him. Itis a

positive step in the direction of granting relief to all those persons who felt hardpressed on
the preservation of the Budget.

The biggest problem being faced by the society today is the heavy concentration of
ecoromic power in the hands of few persons in the country which took place during the
Congress regime. The previous Government never bothered to examine its adverse effect
on the poor people. The big industrial houses exploited the situation to the detriment of
the common man and strengthened their hold on the economy. For example the capital
of Birlas, which was less than Rs. 100 crores before independence, has grown to the migai-
tude of Rs, 1000 crores. 1 will suggest that our Government should pzrescribsa c:iling on
private capital and take over the capital found in excess thereof so that capitalist are aot
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able to exploitthe people. Vast disparities in income is-also a cause and therefore, I'plead
that a similar ceiling may be imposed on income of big industrial houses and their top
functionaries, who are drawing pay even higher than . that of the President.

The business community was hitherto indulging in economic offences and adopting
various unfair means and practices for tax evasion, whether it be income-tax, excise, etc;
I thank the hon. Minister for taking action against Mohan Meakins. Our existing laws
in this regard are not very effective and thzaction to bz taken under theexisting provisions
is time consuming as well. Moreover, there is no provision for suitable punishment.
Necessary améndments should be carried out in these laws so that stringent punishmen't
could be awarded to the economic offenders without delay. Separate courts may be set
up to deal with the cases of tax evasion expeditiously. I hope government would yield to
no pressure in this regard.

As regards workers, I feel that they have been victims of exploitation by the big in-
dustrialists. Government have tried to grant some relief to the workers in the public sector
but the private sector adopts dubious means to frustrate the effort of government to im-
prove their lot. Inorder to ameliorate the conditions of workers, necessary control should
be exercised on the capitalists. The industries being run by the big business people may be
nationalised, if it becomes necessary to achieve the objective of welfare of the working class.
I would suggest that the Ministry of Finance takes an initiative in evolving a-national wage
policy.

Our government have taken many effective $teps to check smuggling whereas the
previous government had imprisoned a few smugglers to justify its atrocitious regime during
the 19 months. Certain political elements were in league with the smugglers.. An enquiry
should te conducted to identify the §political links of smugglers and stringent action
should be taken against such persons. I congratulate the government for detaining 150
persons recently under COFEPOSA. They should be prosecuted and I would repeat my
in this regard that if needed, the constitution may also be amended for the purpose. It
earlier suggestion is gratifying to note that government seized a large quantity of hashish

Sir, Government have introduced auction of gold. This msasure may b2 appreciated
if it helps bring down the prices of gold and other commodities in the country..

We find that the pace of work of rural development is not satisfactory. It should
be accelerated. The villages are still lacking in irrigation, drinking water, educational and
medical facilities etc. Another problem which should engaged the attention of government
is the problem of unemployment. It should be solved expeditiously.

The sugarcane growers continue to suffer in U.P., .Bihar and other sugar producing
States. Their plight can well be imagined from the fact that they had to burn their standing
crops. Thesugarmillsare working againstthe interests of farmersandthey are indulging
in anti-social activities. They are not taking steps to modernise the sugar mills appre-
hending their nationalisation. So I would suggest that they be nationalised immediately
and modernised. It is in the wider interest of the nation and the farmers.

The opposition has made a issue of plight of Harijans for criticising the government.
The House is well aware of the various steps taken by the Janata Government for improving
thecondition of Harijans. Itis the duty of all the high caste personsto sec thatno injustice

It has been stated that prices are coming down, but one can find that coal is being
sold in Bihar at the highest rates. Therefore, efforts should bs made to bring . down the
prices. An attempt should also be made to remove casteism and to reduce atrocities. on
Harijans. ' ' '
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Shri R.C. Ram (Palamu) : No progress has been made so far to introduce land re-
forms. Government should lay down a period for implementation of land reforms and
programme for land ceiling and consolidation of holdings. Before moving in this direc-
tion any investment by government in land will lead to more economic disparities.

The project for constructing Kutku dam in Polamu district was sanctioned and it
envisaged that the said project would be completed by the end of the Fifth Five year Plan,
but so far even its foundation stone has not been laid. The hon. Minister should allot
more funds for this dam, since this district lies in rain shadow area and is most backward.

~ The number of agriculture labourers among Harijans has increased. The hon.
Minister should ensure that their number does not increase further.

The present Government has definitely made better performance in curbing the atro-
cities on Harijans, However efforts should be made to see free the labour from bondage.

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Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru had given the slogan of socialism and welfare state. But
may I know whether it is a welfare state ? 1Is there socialism in our country ? No, not
all. We have not been able to establish a welfare state. There are very wide economic
disparities in our country. There is a wide gulf between the rich and the poor.

The Britishers created a wedge between Hindus and Muslims. Then after the
Britishers came congress. The congress also created divisions among the people on the
basis of caste and work.

_ Shri D.G. Gawai (Buldhana) : I am grateful to you for having given me an opportunity
to speak on the Finance Bill. I support this Bill and would like to give some suggestions in
tlis regard. before the Janta Party came into power it had made certain promises. The
Janata Party had told the people that it would usher in a just social order and would raise the
living standard of the people by implementing good programmes in rural areas. The people
had great expectations from the budget but those expectations have not been fulfilled.

The condition of our farmers is very bad. Many Members have said that the prices of
commodities are rising. But the prices of which commodities are rising ? The prices of
industrial gf)ods have gone up and the prices of agriculture produce have not increased,
The prices of cement, iron, coal and clothes have gone up but the prices of wheat, rice and
jawar have not increased. The people therefore want to know as to what steps the Janata
Government is taking to improve the lot of these farmers. A provision should be made in

the budget for helping the lot of the poor people

One year has passed since Janata Government came into power. When we go round
the country then people ask us as to what Janata Government is doing for improving the lot
of the poor people. They are not satisfied by programmes merely on paper. They wnat to
see that the programmes are implemented actually. There is a feeling among the people
that the Janata Government has done nothing during their one year rule. They what to see
the results of their programmes. If we want to preserve our parliamentary democracy then
we will have to take up programmes to improve the lot of the people and the farmers.

People say that if Shrimati Indira
Gandbhi or Shri Sanjay Gandhi have committed any offences then why are they not punished
for that. People say that Janata Party has no guts. One of the reasons is that our L.A.S.
Officers have old thinking. In our bureaucracy we have such officers who have misused
emergency and have committed excesses on their subordinates. The government should
take steps against those officers who are harassing people and are trying to defame Janata
Government by their actions.

At the end I would like to say that we hope that the Janata Government will bring about
revolutionary changes in the country during its tenure. It is not enough to blame other
parties. We will also have to show results by taking concrete programmes. '
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- Shri Bharat Bhushan (Naini Tal): Even after 30 years of India’s independence, the
gap between the Government and the people is persisting and there is a general sense of
mistrust and everybady is thinking of others being guilty of corruption. Moreover, there is
so much black money in the country that a parallel economy has been created.

It has been said that Janata government had inherited sound economy. I want to
Congratulate that Government are taking certain long term measures for taking economic
problems like removal of poverty. But the people wanted -certain immediate results.
They will not wait for 10 years. The people should know. that things are moving.

There is a project for construction of a dam at Jimnali. The foundation stone
of the project waslaid in 1974.  Although four years have passed, no progress has been made
for constructing the dam, because engineers are not able to take a decision about a technical
matter. If our machinery functions in this manner, we will not be able to implement our
development projects. Certain persons in our administration- have developed a vested
interest because they have been at a particular place for a long time. There is a need fora

There has been talk of nationalisation of sugar industry since 1967 but it has not bze
nationalised so far. This has resulted in private mill owners not taking any steps to improve
their mills, which have been deteriorating all these years.

The exemption limit of income tax has been raised to Rs. 10,000 but those whose
income will be taxable will have to pay tax on taxable income beyond Rs. 8,000. This will
encourage people to conceal their income by resorting to corrupt practices.

It is not proper to imposea tax on all advertisements. Advertisements are necessary in
certain caess like tourism, but there are not necessary in the case of Cigarettes and

wine. Tax on advertisements would also effect employment of a number of people. So we
will have to change the present policy of imposing a blanket tax on alt advertisements

People are asked to save money but are advised to invest their savings in post offices
or bonds. Those people who put their savings in nationalised banks for a specified period
should also be given the same facilities.

We will have to check fragmentation of land holdings. Because, if we have very small
holdings, it will not be possible to carry out agricultural ‘operations through modern method
and increase production. So steps will have to be taken to stop fragmentation of lands

holdings.
The Government should manufacture small tractors. Till it was possible to do that,
Government should import them.

Prices of agricultural implements and inputs have gone up but ‘prices of agricultural
produce should also be fixed properly. There should be some relationship - between - prices
of agricultural products and prices of goods required by the farmer.

An employee of Modern Bakeries who has been victimised during the emergency and
thrown out of job has appealed for justice. About a year has passed and the employee has
not been able to get justice. Now his service record is being tempered with. = This was.the

sorry state of affairs in our administration,
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The Finance Minister should examine the possibility of doing away ‘with income-tax
and instead imposing expenditure tax. That way those people who saved money and
invested in developmental activities will get relief and those who spent money on luxurious
living will pay tax.

'There should be uniform system of education for all children whether they belonged
to rich families or poor families. All children should study in similar schools and put on
same dress. That will help in ushering in socialism in the country.

Economic policies pursued earlier have created wide economic disparities. Rich have
becomg¢ richer and poor poorer. -The Finance Minister should take steps to correct the
situation and give a new direction to our economy.

Shri M. Satyanarayan Rao (Karimnagar): Mr. Chairman Sir, Janata Party claimed
that their Government was doing much for the agricultural development. Now, the
first need of agricultural development is irrigation. We will like to know from the Finance
Minister as to what are they doing for irrigation. There are many rivers of which the
entire water flowed into the sea and it is not being full y utilised. Perhaps 60 per cent
water flows into the sea and only .40 per cent is being utilised.

A former Minister, Shri K.L. Rao suggested that if Ganga water was connected with
Cauveri, then it will not go to the sea and will not be wasted. What has been done
in that regard ? If this is done, lakhs of acres of land could be irrigated. Government
should pay attention to this matter. _

There is a steel plant in Vishakhapatnam.  As you are aware there has been a
widespread agitation in this regard. This matter has been outstanding for the last 10 years
and the demand is not being conceded.

Mr. Chairman, Telangana is a backward region. There is only a single railway
line. Our demand has been outstanding for a long time. Railway line should be provided
there. The Finance Minister should provide money for the purpose.

Banks should advance money to unemployed persons with a view to solve unemploy-
ment problem.

The law and order situation in the country is deteriorating. But we should see
to the root cause of this problem. The:landless persons in the country should be
allotted surplus land. There should be land reforms to solve this problem. Along with
this land, electricity should also be supplied to the farmers at cheap rates. Seeds and
fertilizers should also be supplied to them.

Shri Ram Naresh Kushwaha (Salempur) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, I support this Bill.
It is heartening to note that the Janta Party Government are gradually proceeding to fulfil
the promises and assurances given by the Janta Party. The Janta Party is committed to
bring about legal equality and the success of the present budget depends upon as how far
they are successful in bringing about this equality.

' The existing law is completely ineffective, because it provides for no investigation
if the theft committed is relating to amount less than Rs. 250. Section 379 has absolutely
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no meaning. It appears that there is full freedom to cut down the crops in farms, because
there is no provision for keeping any watch on them. The police do not provide any pro-
tection to poor or weaker people. Therefore, there is no use in saying that law and order
situation is deteriorating. No rich person has ever been hauled up for any offence whereas
poor people are being harassed even for the most petty things, because they will neither
go to courts and they cannot afford to enter into litigation. The bureaucratic machinery
and even the judiciary of the present Government have totally failed to provide any pro-
tection to the weaker sections of community and implement the law in the real sense.
Corruption and bribery are still rampant on a large scale in the bureaucratic machinery.

So far as reservation of seats is concerned, a question is raised as to what basis should
be there for reservation of seats for backward classes. But thereis a decision of the Supreme
Court that there can not be reservation for more than 50 per cent secats. One can agree
if it is done on the basis of economic considerations but it is not convincing that 50
per cent seats are reserved only for 2 per cent people.
