Shri Gauri Shankar Kakkar (Fatehpur) : I want to say a few things
regarding this Bill which is before the House at present. There is no doubt
about it that the work of the cooperatives have increased in the country.

Every Cooperative Bank is having a paid up Capital worth about alakh at least.
I welcome this Bill.

I may state that the Reserve Bank charged interest at the rate of 1} or 2
per cent from the Appex Banks but a cultivator, who is a member of the Primary
Society, have to pay interest at the rate of 7to 9 per cent. The Reserve Bank
should ensure that there should not be so much disparity in the rates of interests.
The interest of those for whose benefit the cooperative movement is meant for,
should be always kept in mind. They should not be compelled to pay the
Interest at the rate of 7 to 9 per cent on short term loans. ‘

If the Reserve Bank wanted to treat the Cooperative Banks like the non-
sheduled banks, banking and charging of interest by the banks, should be under
the control of the Reserve Bank. That right should not be conferred on the
Registrars. It is very essential that everything pertaining to cooperation should

be watched by the Reserve Bank, so that the agricultuists may reap some
benefit.

I am of the opinion that there is no need for Apex Banks, they should be
stopped. The result of this will be that the rate of interest will come down by
1} to 2 per cent on loan which the members of the Primary Societies get from
district and Cooperative Banks. With these suggestions, - I welcome this Bill.

Shri Sinhasan Singh (Gorakhpur) : It is satisfying to note that the
facilities which Commercial Banks are enjoying will be available to the Coopera-
tive Societies. There is no doubt about it that the present Bill will lead to
great progress in thefield of Cooperation. Ishallurge upon the Government
to change the original Act of 1912, so that the intereference of the Government
officials in the work of the cooperative may stop.

I am sure that if the change is brought about in the Act itself it will lead to
the progress of cooperative movement on which the progress of the country
depends. Itwill bein theinterestof the country if the legislation applicable to
the whole country should be enacted. Thiswillrouse the country wide interest
in the cooperative movement. With these words I welcome the Bill.
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Shri A. S. Saigal (Janjgir) : Irise to support this Bill. Itwas observed
that the rate of interest at which the cooperative’ societies get loan i really
exorbitant. That should be reduced, otherwise it will not be possible for the
cooperative  socleties to funcrtion. The Act of 1912 should
be amended in the light of the changed circumstances. Imust stressthat the
right which the Act has given to the Registrar should be given to persons who
are engaged in the work of cooperative movement. This is a very important

matter.
Government officials should not be allowed to interfere in the work of
cooperatives. If the Government officials impose their  decisions, it will
thwart the progress of cooperation. The provision for the appointment of a
liquidator is welcome. We should also look to this fact that in case a bank is
not working properly, he should have the right to liquidate that Bank.

It has been provided in the Chapter III that the cash reserves of Scheduled
Banks should be kept with the Banks. But I feel that the effect of the present
enactment will be a greatset-back forthe open transactions, which the
Banks are doing at present. A bank should deposit its surplus money if it is
not invested in any business. But, if that money is invested in business, it
should not be required to be deposited. With these words I support the Bill.

Shri U. M. Trivedi (Mandsaur) : I suppori this Bill and feel sorry that it
has not been brought earlier. This is also a well-known factor that there are
number of bogus cooperative societies. The dishonest who are controlling
such societies are making lots of money. The Government have done nothing
in this matter in spite of many complaints. I am of the opinion that the present
Bill when becomes an Act will enable the Government to get money out of the

pockets of such dishonest people.

I am welcoming this Bill in as much as the dishonest persons would be set
right and the State Ministers will also not be able to exercise their influence to
give protection to the corrupt people. It has been hoped that the Central
Ministers will not succumb to the influence of such dishonest persons. The
present enactment should be enforced properly.

I would also like to stress that in sub-section 2 of section 1, a provision
has been made in the Bill that it will come into force on such date as the Central
Government may by notification in the official gazette appoint, I feel that the
Bill should come into force as soon as it is passed. With these words I support

this Bill.

Shri Shree Narayan Das (Darbhanga) : I support this Bill. I am of the
opinion that the cooperative movement should be given a fillip in the country.
This should be done particularly in the backward areas. It is rightly felt that
the Reserve Bank will be very helpful by having its control. I would also like
to draw the attention of the Minister to this effect that so far as the opening of
new branches by 'Ehe coope.ragive banks are concerned, the Reserve Bank should
pay special attention to this important aspect of this matter. If attitude of the
Reserve Bank will not be sympathetic we shall have to face very difficult
situation.  If the cooperative banks have to come into the competition with the
Commercial Bank then they stand nowhere.

At the same time. I may also state that the cooperative banks also be
controlled by the Agricultural Cooperative Department. This factor should
also be kept in mind that when other changes, are being made, the Insurance
Deposit Act should also be amended so that it may also be applicable to the
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‘Cooperative Banks. As far as I know this fact was stated by the Gov:erno:: of
the Reserve Bank in the conference of the Agricultural Ministers. This thing

has not been included into this Bill.

The money that is given to the Cooperative Credit Societies by the Reserve
Bank is for the people. The rate of interest that is charged on this money is
not more than 2 per cent. But the rate of interest, which the members of ghc
Cooperative Societies have to pay is very high. Efforts should be made to bring
it down. In this matter you can strict control over the Cooperative Societies.
We should trear the Cooperative Societies in such a way that the cooperative
movement should spread throughout the country.

Shri D. S. Chaudhri (Mathura): I support this Bill and feel that there is a
great need of such laws which might control the cooperative growth. We should
see that the laws should however, be workable. Our main purpose should be to
develop the Cooperative movement. But, neither the Reserve Bank nor the
State Governments are prepared to offer any practical guidance in respect of
the cooperative movement. We should realize that the farmers in the country
do not know of any production plans. In spite of this such plans serve as the
basis for the grant of loans to them.

This is aiso an important factor, which should be kept in cur mind that is
according to the rules of the Reserve Bank, the Status of a Bank is reduced
from A to B class. Consequently, the extent of loans to be granted to it is
also reduced, if its realization fall short of 80%. I feel that it is not a helpful
practice.

I would also like to stress that the debts on the farmers, should be conver-
ted into medium term or long-term loans, so that they were not compelled to
sell their produce at uneconomic prices. Iam of the opinion that if the Govern-
ment want the share capital of the cooperative to increase, the Act should be
applied to the banks of district level alone. Minister should also see that the
Land Mortgage Banks should be renamed as Land Development Banks. We
should also feel that only laws are not the only thing required, we must adopt
the practical point of view.

Shri K. K. Verma (Sultanpur) : I support the Bill which is at present
before the House. In spite of so many laws enacted to give encouragement to
the cooperative movement, but we find corruption everywhere. The incidents
are rampant thatthe money was misappropriated.

It has come to the notice of all of us that the money advanced to members
of cooperatives is not realized and further loans are granted for the repayment
of old loans. This is a strange thing and I am of the opinion that this is the
main cause of the deteriorated economic condition of the farmers.

We have also seen that in spite of the provision for a democratic set up in
the cooperatives, the elections are generally fictitious and guided by the inspec-
tors and supervisors who are generally interested in the preparation of false
accounts. I will urge that interference by the; bureaucracy should not be

allowed.

I would like to draw the attention of the honourable Minister that the Bill
is good inasmuch as it provides for the control by the Reserve Bank of India,
‘The powers whichare to be given to the Reserve Bank should be vroperly utilis-
ed to check corruption, mismanagement and misappropriation. The cooperative
movement is not doing any progress at all. If the Bill is utilized to improve
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the conditions in this conunection it will be very good. With these words I
welcome this Bill.

Shri B. R. Bhagat : I feel that it is a matter of great pleasure that the:
House has very strongly supported this Bill. Even the non-official elements
associated with the cooperative movement including Prof. Gadgil have given
their support to this measure. The State Governments have also given
their full support to this Bill. As regards the Deposit Insurance Scheme, the:
State Governments are being consulted and its benefits would be extended to
the Cooperative Banks also.

The rural credit system have progressed well in the country except in five
States in the eastern region. In this region we are making arrangements
for rural credit through other agencies. As far as the developed areas are con-
cerned, the present Bill would strengthen the position. The cooperative:
movement has a very good future. The suggestions made during the debate
will be given due consideration. The fears expressed by Shri G. S. Kakkar
regarding difficulties involved in the control provided in Section 19 were
unfounded.

This is a sound banking principle that if the money is obtained for a small
period and is given for a longer period, the position of the capital is weakened.
This principle is applicable in the case of cooperative bankers also. Limita-
tion on investment by Cooperative Banks in the shares of Cooperatives is neces-
sary. However, more money can be given to Cooperative Societies for their
promotional activities.

Thereisnorestriction onCooperative Banks, other thanDistrict Cooperative.
Banks, to open their branches, as had been alleged. The Reserve Bank only Co-
ordinates the expansion programmes of the various banks for opening branches.
As regards the applicability of the same standards to Cooperative Banks as to
other banks, the peculiar requirements and difficulties of the Cooperative Banks,,.
will be given due consideration.

This is also a fact that notification of a date regarding enforcement of the
Act is not possible in the Act for certain preparations have to be made before
actually enforcing the Act. The approval of the Maharashtra Govern-
ment in connection with the Bill has also been obtained. Certain points
were raised by the Maharashtra Chief Minister, the reply of which have been:
given by the Finance Minister. The Bill has nothing to do with the Land.
Mortgage Banks.

Shri Parasher (Shivpuri) : I want to oppose the Bill and the new clause
proposed to be added to it regarding definitions, because Reserve Bank has
caused the cooperative movement to whither away rather than nurture it.
To tighten the control of Reserve Bank over Cooperative Societies in districts
will render them powerless to offer loans to the needy at the time of greatest
need. I would suggest the setting up of an independent Bank for Co-
operatives outside the ambit of the Reserve Bank who will look after the ex-
pansion of Cooperatives and who will be able to understand their difficulties.

I would therefore request that it would be better if some more time is
allotted for consideration of this Bill in the interests of serving Cooperatives
better.

Shri D. S. Patil (Yeotmal) : This Bill affects adversely the Cooperative
Societies particularly in Maharashtra. The objections raised by its Chief
Minister were conveyed to the Finance Minister but they have not been looked
into.

The conditions imposed on Primary Agriculture Credit Societies, mentioned
in clause 2, regarding giving of loans are hypothetical. Because the difficulties
of growers are understood only by these Primary Societies whereas the Re-
serve Bank asks for prerequisits as laid down on paper. ‘A’ class Societies will
be affected still more adversely.

Cooperative land Mortgage Bank mentjoned in the Bill does not exist in
‘Maharashtra Only land Development Banks are there.

Shri B. R. Bhagat : This very bank looks after land mortgage also.

Shri Rameshwaranand (Karnal) : I rise on a point of order sir.
English will not be the official language after 1965. We are living in de-
mocracy. The will of the one percent should not be imposed on 99 percent

of people.
Mr. Speaker : Shri Trivedi.

Shri U.M. Trivedi (Mandsaur) : I feel sorry for what has happened
in the South. Government also failed to duty their duty properly. Who
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is to be blamed. This we have to find out. When we framed the Consti-
tution, it was very clearly laid down that Hindi would become the official
language of the Country after 15 years.: The article 243 and 248 also havea
clear provision to this effect. But due to certain reasons late Shri Jawaharlal
Nehru brought about the Official .anguage Act and was passed by this House,.
a few years ago. After that nothing special has been done in this connection
which might create any apprehensions or fear in the minds of the people
belonging to the non-Hindi States. It was very clearly provided in the Official
Languages Act that English will continue to be the associate language. We
don’t think there has been any attempt in any quarter to impose Hindi on
the Non-Hindi knowing people. But this we should understandthat
English is not our mother tongue. If we can adopt English as our official
language, what is the difficulty in adopting Hindi which is our own, as outr
official language.

I feel we have not done any serious attempt in this direction. We
never tried to teach Hindi to our people. But one thing is certain and that is
that Hindi is understcod in every part of the country. If there is any lan-
guage which can beceme the official language of cur country that is Hindi.
I feel that opposition to Hindi in the South is because of those who always,,
think in terms of Services. They fear that coming of Hindi will lower down
their chances of entering into the Services. I am not Hindi speaking, I come
from Gujrat, but I feel that Hindi is the only language which can really play
a part of being an official language.

It may also be stated that those who had sworn by the Constitution should
coolly think why and how can they oppose Hindi ; as Hindi has been accepted
by the Constitution as the official language. I am of the opinion that if the
Government have taken suitable steps in regard to the introduction of Hindi
from the very beginning, the present difficulties would not have arisen at
all. The Policy of appeasement has been all along the ruin of the country.
It must be stopped forthwith.

Shri Paliwal (Hindaun) : The language issue has really become very
grave. Certain elements, without reason made the situation very grave, due
to the disturbances in the South. We have to consider the issue very ser-
iously. The Government and the people have to be vigilant against the
activities of those elements who want to see the country divided into North
and South. These people want that disturbed conditions to prevail so that
they may have an opportunity to foster their designs and thereby achieve
their ulterior motives.

This should also be very clearly understood that one of the fundamental
factors for the maintenance of unity and integrity of the country is a comimon
language. While we have tc see that all regional languages fully and properly
develope, we have also to see that we have a language which can provide us
a link between the States. Therefore, I feel that ultimately, Hindi have to take

that play. English is a foreign language and cannot continue to play that role
for all times to come.

With these views, I am also of the opini i i
s VS, pinion that the difficulties of

1l have to be protected. Nothing should be done in haste. I wish that

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The overwhelming majority of the people in this country desires that the
unity of the country should be kept up at all costs. Therefore my humble
submission is that the whole matter ought to be considered in a conference
with a cool mind. A phased programme ought to be evolved which may be
acceptable to all concerned. At the same time we must be very alert
to see that the lawlessness does not spread. Government should never fail to
suppress lawless elements who always try to take advantage of the situation.
The activities of such elements have their reactions in other areas. People
should not be made to believe that they can get their demands conceded by
creating lawlessness. People who believe in such like things should be sup-
pressed with iron hand in the interests of the unity of our beloved motherland.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Bijnor) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, unfortunately
I was born in a Hindi speaking state, I regret to say that Hindi has been

meted out a step motherly treatment by the Government during the last
seventeen years.

I vividly remember that a small anti Hindi procession of teen-agers was
taken out in the city of Madras, on the 26th January, 1965. Immediately a
few hours after, a bigger procession of Pro-Hindi people was also taken out.
The situation was quite normal after listening to a policy broadcast by the
Home Minister, Shri Nanda. But a Second birth was given to the anti-
Hindi agitation by the four prominent leaders who met together at Bangalore
on the occasion of the birth day of Shri Nijalingappa. The second tragic
event was that the Congress President Shri Kamraj asked the people in a Public
Meeting to throw away the letters received in Hindi. Now he denies his own
statement and , on the other hand, says that he had simply asked the people
to nqgleg:t the letters received in Hindi. He gives an inconsistant statement
in Hindi speaking areas. Another reason behind this agitation is contradictory
statements made by the two Union Ministers in Hyderabad. This situation
would have subsided but the resignations of two Central Ministers added fuel
to the fire.  With due humility, Sir I would like to point out that the Prime
‘Minister in his broadcast to the nation did not utter a signle word in sympathy

for those who dedicated their lives in saving the Government property during
the past recent riots in Madras,

o If the Central Governm
incidents in Madras, I wish t
-result in more disastrous vi
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ultimately not leave Delhi also uneffected. In that case the entire responsi-
bility will rest on the Government. We are being asked to observe silence in
the name of integrity, we have been doing so, but, now our patience has come
to an end. Today English is being imposed on us in the name of national
integrity. The Government’s policy to knee-down before violence cannot
be supported. I regret to say that while the agitation in Madras had not come
to an end, and there was no peaceful atmosphere, the Prime Minister made
a declaration to hold a Conference of Chief Ministers to consider the language
issue. The Parliament alone and not the Chief Ministers have the consti-
tutional right to take a policy decision on the language issue. I, therefore,
venture to submit that the proposed conference of the Chief Ministers, who
belong to one party only, might be postponed otherwise it would lead to an
unconstitutional convention.

Sir, in the end I would like to point out that the official Languages Act
was passed by the Parliament with a view to implement the assurances given
by late Shri Jawaharlal Nehru. Itis, therefore, absolutely purposeless to
make any further amendments, in the Constitution or the said Act. If the
Tamilnad people are afraid of not getting their due quota in services of the
Central Government due to the switch over to Hindi as official language, I would
suggest to fix a certain quota for each State on the basis of its population .

Lastly, I would like to say that in the context of Hindi agitation we often
talk of South India, but South India is not Madras alone, it consists of three
other States of South as well. Besides these, there are other non-Hindi
speaking States. There are various institutions in Madras itself which are
opposed to the anti-Hindi agitation launched by DMK.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad(Bhagalpur) : It has been stated here that the
Language Policy of the Government is uncertain and it has been wrongly im-
plemented. This factor is responsible for the incidents in Madras. In this
connection, I have only to state that we should understand one thing in this
connection and that the Language Policy of the Government has not been
finally decided by Hindi-speaking people only. If issue was thoroughly con-
sidered by all the people of the entire country. The members of the various
political parties and all the educationists of the country were a party to this
decision. The matter was finally decided after discussions in which repre-
sentatives of all the States, including Madras, Kerala, Mysore, Maharashtra
and Gujarat took full part. Then this is also a fact that Hindi has not become
the official language of the country all of a sudden on the 26th January on the
request of a particular province. The matter was discussed in several con-
ferences. The Chief Ministers of all the States also discussed this problem
in one conference and endorsed the decision taken earlier.

Taking into consideration the difficulties of non-Hindi-speaking people,
it is provided in the Official Languages Act that English will continue as an
associate language along with Hindi even after the 26th January, 1965. Every
step in regard to the Language Policy of the Government is taken with the
approval of the Parliament. I am of the opinion that whatever happened
in Madras is engineered by the left wing of the Communist party, the D.M.K.
party and by those anti-national elements who wanted a division of the
country on the basis of language. The main cause of the trouble in the South
is the misleading propaganda done by the English newspapers. People were
told that Hindi was going to be imposed on them. They were given this
1mpression that they will not be allowed to use their own language. Our
Government have made abundantly clear that, although Hindi would become
the official language of the country from the 26th January, 1965, Engl!sh
could be used as long as the people of the South wanted.

I strongly feel that this assertion that the language policy of the Govern-
ment 1s undecided is absolutely wrong and illfounded. Qur Prime Minister
has many a times reiterated the assurances given by the late Shri Jawaharlal
Nehru. The whole country have faith in those assurances. If the Govern-
ment felt alarmed at the violent activities of certain people, and thereby
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effected any change in any law, this attempt will be very strongly opposed by
all the same elements in the country.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Mongher) : Itis asad fact that the record of
Government during the past 18 years has shown that it has bowed to the pres-
sure of violence and bloodshed and it had acted only after such disturbances
took place though the matter was just and proper and should have been acceded
to before the disturbances took place. The creation of linguistic states of
Andhra and Maharashtra are cases in point where it compromised where their
demands were conceded after wide spread bloodshed . was exhorted to.
Similarly in Goa, its legislature has voted for its merger but the centre has not
moved so far to accede to their demand, perhaps till people do not resort to
violence there. I feel that this violent agitation has taken place the responsibility
of which rests on those‘leaders in Congress, besides the opposition parties and
DMK, who have been Instigating people on the language issue and this aggra-
vated the issue. I condemn those elements in congress including those two
ministers who enacted drama by resigning and then withdrawing their resig-
?atlon on this 1ssue. They have tried to show that this disturbance was be-

ween pro-Hindi and anti-Hindi elements in the country. I do not belong to
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Hindi-speaking area and my  mother-tongue is Marathi and I love it as
much as others and therefore the allegation of partisan attitude cannot
apply to me. I do not understand why this problem has been ascribed to
belong to Anti & Pro-Hindi.

The concession given by the Centre to use regional languages alongwith
English in States is wrong becauise we have seen that even after 18 years
the regional languages are not being used in educational and other spheres,
and then it is said that our languages are not developed. How do you expect
these languages to develop unless we use them in all the spheres, educationa!l
and legal. To retain English means that one or two percent people who know
English want to keep up their authority over the country. In the erstwhile
state of Hyderabad, Urdu was being used in Gwalior, Hindi was used and in
Barogla, Gujarati was being used before the integration of States, but after that
English had been imposed throughout the country. It is quite clear therefore
that the conflictis not between Anti & Pro-Hindi elements, but it is due to
certain elements particularly in the Centreandin the ruling party too who want
English to remain the medium in the country on one pretext or the other.
Therefore Shri Shastri’s plea that English alongwith the regional languages
could be used in states is not a proper thing to do and the people of our country
should oppose this with tooth and nail. As in Kerala where President’s rule
exists to day and the Central Government is reported to have ordered the use
of English alongwith Malyalam. In Andhra, Maharashtra and Bengal there are
complaints that their respective languages have not developed as they ought to
have been. In non-Hindi States, people do not want Hindi, let them not have
it but at least let their own regional languages be used compulsorily there and
English should be completely banned and ousted from the states. I have also
to suggest that restrictions should be imposed on English medium in schools
and only regional languages should be used there. English should be made
an optional subject rather than a compulsory one and Hindi may also be made
optional if there is opposition to Hindi. It might not be imposed on anyone.

‘The Government’s policy at the centre is not quite clear. On the one
hand all the one national languages and on the other there is restriction on
their use here. When we wish that the President may deliver his address in
Telugu instead of English our Prime Minister says that Constitution does not
allow that. I have to say that Constitution does not prevent this also. Had
the President done as we wished the people in the South would also have thought
that their language is being honoured alongwith Hindi.

I have to give some suggestion regarding the future. ThePrime Minister
should, instead of calling a conference of leaders of all Parliamentary parties,
should invite all the leaders of all parties alongwith educationists and other
non-party representatives and then peacefully and calmly consider this matter.
The Chief Ministers Conference might be postponed, and might be held
only after the All-Party Conference had reached a formal decision and Parliament
had discussed this decision.
