Text Books in Regional Languages

*285. Shri Sidheshwar Prasad: Will the Minister of Education be pleased to

refer to the reply given to Starred Question No. 775 on the Tth April, 1965 and

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Education (Shri Bhakt Darshan): (a)
I{nder the Education Ministry’s Scheme for preparation, translation and publica-
thn of standard works of University level, the work relating to the translation and
original writing of books in Hindi is being undertaken in collaboration with Unij-
versities and academic bodies in the States of Delhi, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Madhyg
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Pradesh Maharashtra, Punjab, Rajasthan and West Bengal Work in Gujarati,
Marathi, Punjabi nd Kannad is being undertaken in the States of Gujarat, Maha-
rashtra, Punjab and Mysore. Out of 432 books in Hmdl., 77 in Gujarati, 14 in
Marathi, 9 in Punjabi and 10 in Kannad on which work is in progress, so far 24

books in Hindi and 9 in Gujarati have been publ:shed and the rest are at various
stages of production.

(b) Six books in Hindi have been published since April, 1965.
~(c) The following steps have been taken {o expedite the work:—

(1) Wide publicity is being given to the scheme and U;nivel_'sities.and aca-
demic bodies in various linguistic regions are being urged to -undertake
the work in their respective regional languages.

(2) Besides the .existing 35 translating agencies and 5 whole-time book pro-
duction units, 2 more translating agencies for translation of books in
Marathi and Tamil and one whole-time book productmn unit in Hindi
are proposed to be set up shortly.

(3) The problem of technical terminology, which was a great hurdle in the
production of standard works, has been solved to a great extent with
the publication of a Science Glossary in seven basic sciences upto the
Degree level. The Commission for Scientific and Technical Termino-
logy has also finalised to a large extent the technical terminology,
pertaining to applied sciences (like medicine and agriculture) and
Humanities and Social Sciences.

Shri M.adhu Limaye (Monghyr): Mr. Speaker, regarding the Privilege Motion
I_would like to say that' when I presented my writ petition to the High Court, I
did not mean to show disrespect to anybody nor did I intend to commit a breach
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of privilege. At present a hot discussion is going on regarding the rights of the

courts vis-a-vis_rights guaranteed to the Parliament and the Legislatures by the
Constitution. This issue has crept up in Uttar Pradesh from a case registered by

Shri Keshav Singh in Allahabad High Court. In my writ petition presented to the
Punjab High Court I have sought an information whether under Article 226 of
the. Constitution, I have the right to go to court to seek justice regarding conduct
of business in the house which in my opinion gravely violates the Constitution; 1
wanted to know this much and only for this reason I moved the High Court.

I have not got any copy of the High Court judgement. But I have come to
know from the newspaper reports that the court has not given any definite opi-
nion regarding my case. In one case the court observed that I should have ap-
proached them earlier while regarding the other case, the courts observed that I
should have approached them later on. They refused to give a definite opinion
on the question of law. As far as the rights of the courts and the Parliament are
concerned, they have not given any definite opinion.

In connection with this case I want to approach the Supreme Court and also
want to challenge the laws framed here and this will take some time. Then you
can take up this motion. But if you insist, I have nothing to say and you may
refer the matter to the Privileges Committee. I want to say this much only
that I do not feel I have done any thing wrong. If it is proved, and I feel
that I have made some mistake, I will apologise anybody, But as long as I am
confident that T was doing my duty and had the right to raise a Constitutional

‘Shri Yashpal Singh (Kajrana): I congratulate the hon. Minister for having-
brought forward this Bill. I feel that this Bill should be applicable to the-
whole of India and no exception should be made in the case of State of Jammu
and Kashmir. ‘I have not been able to understand as to why Rajasthan and
Madras have been put together in so far as.the application of this law is con-
cerned. The licences should be given to farmers and not to dealers The
dealers will harass the poor farmers. Now the farmers will have.to.go to the
licence-holder for seeds. This new system of distribution of seeds is faulty.
It will cause many difficulties to the farmers. Government should.evolve some
such scheme that farmers may get seeds fifteen days earlier than the actual.
day of sowing. .The late Sardar Partap Singh Kairon had introduced this scheme -
in Punjab. We talk of decentralisation. If we want this, - we should assign the:
task of distribution to Gram Panchayats. In this manner there would be fair-
distribution and there would be no scope for blackmarket. Government should:

provide small, laboratories in villages for testing the quality of seeds. These
laboratories should be under the control of Panchayats.

I want that a provision should be made under which dealers, who indulge

in bad practices, should be brought to book. I hope that these improvements
would be introduced in this Bill.

Shri Sarjoo Pandey (Rasra): I am not in favour of this Bill. This will
encourage bribery and. black-marketing. It will not be of any help to the
farmers. It will encourage corruption. Under this Bill a licencing authority
will be set up. Inspectors and other employees will be appointed under it.
It is not going to succeed. As you must have found in the case of Food Adul--

teration Act. This Bill is not going to be of any help to the farmers. They.
are already very much in difficulty.

Then farmers will have to fulfil many formalities. They will be required
to go from office to office. These people are already nat happy. You are:
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[Shri Sarjoo Pandey]

-adding to their difficulties all the more by this Bill. .I want that this Bill should
‘be -withdrawn. The farmers should be provided more facilities like irrigation
;and fertilizer etc. etc.

Shri Shree Narayan Das (Darbhanga): The Bill under discussion is imprac-
:ticable in our country. India is predominantly an agricultural country. This
‘Bill will not solve the colossal problem of seeds. ' It is inadequate. I have seen
:that seeds supplied by Government Farms are not good in quality, In such
«circumstances passing of this law is of no use. It will not solve the problem.
It will give an opportunity for the appointment of large number of Inspectors
:and other personnel. It will be another fool in the hands of officers to harass
the farmers. The purpose of this Bill is' very good. It seeks to arrange for
the supply of good seeds to the farmers. The laboratories for ‘testing seeds
‘should be set up. India is a very big country. It is not easy to provide seeds
for all the villages by these laboratories. .

I want that this Bill should be kept in abeyance for some time. The exist-
ing practice under which farmers can get seeds from other farmers will be
done away with and only a licence holder will be entitled to sell seeds. This
will cause many complications. I feel that there is no urgency-in passing this
.at present. I request that this should not be passed now...

Shri D. S. Patil (Yeotmal): This Bill has already been passed by Rajya Sabha.
“The objects of this Bill are very useful. It seeks to regulate the quality control,
-production, marketing and preservation of seeds. It is very unfortunate that
the target of establishing seed farms during the Five Year Plan periods has not
‘been reached. We should try to be practical. There will be a Central Seed
Committee at the Centre and it will have Sub-committees in the States. I find
that no representation has been provided for the farmers on the sub-committees,
All other interests in.the field of agriculture have been given representation on
this committee. I feel that more powers should be given to the sub-committee,
I suggest that local committee or Panchayat Samiti should do the dinspection
work. The Inspectors proposed to be appointed will not be of any use., The
Inspectors have been given very wide powers under this Bill. I feel that they
will make misuse of these powers. There is no penalty provided in the Bill
against such eventuality. If the work regarding seeds is given to Panchayat it
will be very good. '

Shri Raghunath Singh (Varanasi): There are practical difficulties in imple-
menting the provisions of this Bill. Without being implemented the Bill will
have no value. We are becoming unfit to provide meals to our people and for
seeds we are creating agency for licensing. This will definitely increase cor-
ruption. And ultimately this will stand in the way of better production. We
all know that if we want to increase production, some practical methods should
be adopted. One neighbour will not be able to give seed to his another neigh-

bour because for the Ilicence. This will create good eal of confusion in
the prevalent system.

My submission is that if you want to change the old system you must first
evolve a new system of distribution. In my opinion sections 9 and 11 should.
be. removed. Grant of licence under Section 11 will encourage corruption. TI¢
will affect the large number of people of the country and will be against their
interest. FHonest people will also suffer. If you want to know the opinion of
the people regarding this Bill, then send it for eliciting the public opinion,
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With these words, I request that the Bill should be withdrawn; or it should be
circulated for eliciting public opinion thereon.

'Shri Gauri Shankar Kakkar (Fatehpur): I oppose this Bill. Everybody in
this House has opposed it. In this connection, two or three things are impor-
tant. I am of the opinion that if you are capable of making adequate arrange-
ment of distribution, you have no right to have any control. This control will
only spread corruption. I am very happy that even the Congress members are
admitting this fact in this House. A Senior Congress member Shri Raghunath
Singhji has admitted that wherever there is controt or licenc¢es corruption is
inevitable.

I want to urge: upon the Government that if they have faith in democratic
system then the distribution of seeds should be handed over to the Panchayats
and other institutions of like nature, Clause 22 is very dangerous. I support
this suggestion put forward by Shri Raghunath Singh that the Bill be sent for
elicting public oplmon

Even the seeds are not available in the Government stores. Government
have failed to give seeds to the farmer, then why it is coming forward to control
the distribution. . The distributors of seeds will have to get the licence, it will
give rise to corruption to flourish.. To give the rights to the Inspectors to
search the house and freeze the goods. Those farmers who are keeping seeds
for their own use will alse be put to trouble.
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The way how the National Seed Corporation is working, .is not going to
serve any purpose. I may urge upon the Minister that Bill be circulated for

eliciting the public opinion,

Shrimati Sahodra Bai Rai (Damoh): I cannot support this Bill, it goes against
the interests of the cultivators. Cultivators are already facing many difficulties
and this Bill is going to enhance them. According to this Bill whenever a
farmer will go to purchase the seeds, he will have to pay bribe for that.

For the distribution of the seeds the license will be necessary. This will
definitely give encouragement to corruption. I am of the opinion that old
system of distribution is quite suitable and it is going on well. It should not
be changed. The new system will only create difficulties.

I want to urge upon the Minister that he should either withdraw the Bill '

Shri P, G. Sen (Purnea): I cannot make out what benefit the cultwator will
derive from the Seeds Bill. If the Bill is going to provide good seeds for the
cultivator, it is good, but this is not the situation, You will. only have some
Inspectors and the corruption will follow.

There is no doubt that India is an agricultural country and every thing
should be done to improve agriculture. But unfortunately whatever we are
doing will go against the interest of the agriculturists. Whatever is the pro-
duction of seed multiplication farms is not available to the agriculturists. How
the Government will distribute the seeds, is a matter to explore. Advantage of
laboratory is also very doubtful. My suggestion is that penal clause should
