Forward Trading in Foodgrains

The Minister of Commerce (Shri Manubhai Shah): (a) There is
a total blanket ban on forward trading in foodgrains. However,
there were complaints of some illegal forward trading taking place
in some of the pulses like gram, arhar, moong, peas etc. in the guise.
"of free commodities like methi, arhar chuni, moong chuni, mustard
oil cake. Government have, therefore, banned forward trading in
some of the previous free commodities like methi, mustard oil cake,
cor-tander seed, arhar chuni, moong chuni, tamarind seed, tama-
rind oil cake and other items last year. This has since checked
much of such illegal trading.

-(b) No, Sir. Since 1961, 63 complaints about illegal forward
trading have been forwarded by the Forward Markets Commission
to the ‘concerned police authorities for investigation and necessary
action.

(¢) Does not arise.

(d) Necessary steps have been taken and some others are pro-
posed to be taken to stop illegal forward trading by banning for-
ward trading in some free commodities in the garb of which illegal
trading in foodgrains was being carried on; by banning non-trans-
ferable specific delivery contracts in certain other commodities; by
requesting the local police to launch intensive drive against pockets
of illegal forward trading and by effecting in due course amend-
ments to certain provisions of the Forward Contracts (Regulaticn)

Act to plug loopholes.

(a) whether it is a fact that the Light Railway Companies in the
country have outlived their utility; and

proposal to nationalise them?

The Depuiy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sham
Nath): (a) Many of the Light Railways provide a transport service
to areas which would otherwise be badly served for transport, and
traffic on some of these Railways is quiie heavy.

(b) Whenever the option for purchase of one of these branch
lines falls due under the contract, the case is considered on its own
meri‘s. All relevant factors, financial and other, are considered
in deciding whether the option of purchase should be exercised
or not. The efficiency of management of the line, the quality of ser-
vice rendered to the public, its existing pattern of management, its
financial remunerativeness, the amount of any annual subsidy paid,
and the desirability of devoting part of the limited financial resources
to acquiring a line which is already serving the public under the

present arrangements, are some of the considerations which weigh in
the decision.

Bridge over Godavari near Rajahmundry
702. Shri Bade: Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state:

(a) whether a contract has been awarded for the construction of
a railway bridge over Godavari near Rajahmundry;

(b) whether it was proposed to be constructed as a rail-cum-road
bridge and tenders were invited accordingly;

(c) if so, whether the contract now given is only for the construc-
tion of a railway bridge;

(d) whether Government propose to construct a road bridge at
the said site; and

(e) if not, the reasons therefor?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sham
Nath): (a) Contract for foundations and substructure of the bridge
has been awarded.

b) No tenders were invited only for rail bridge.
(c) Yes.

(d) and (e). A road bridge at the site, if constructed would fall
on a State Highway. As such the State Government is responsible
for provision of the road bridge. The possibility of incorporating a
road decking in the rail bridge was examined on the insistence of the
State Government and other interests. The cost of this was put at
Rs. 215 lacs. The State Government offered to contribute only
Rs. 100 lacs; the Transport Ministry regretted their inability to con-
tribute the balance, they having already constructed two road bridges
on the National Highway, about twenty miles down stream, on the
branches of the river. Since any further delay in the construction
of the rail bridge was likely to seriously affect the transport capacity
on the section, the construction of the rail bridge has commenced.

Prime Minister
was speaking in the House, Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia made a submis-
sion that the Prime Minister was speaking in English while his
mother tongue was Hindi.

Shri Bibhuti Mishra (Motihari): I welcome and support the
Budget presented by hon. Railway Minister. There is a decrease in
the freight earned during current year. It is because people prefer
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to send their goods by road transport. The Railway Minister should
see that people’s confidence in Railways is restored. We are going to
increase fares. Side by side we should also see that amenities are also
increased. Both the Railway Ministers were Ministers of Food and
Agriculture previously. They are well aware of the difficulties of
farmers of the country. The freight charges on the articles which
are used by farmers, should not be increased. I would suggest that
there should not be any freight charges on those articles.

Our Government has tried to abolish Zamindari. Constitution
was amended to facilitate this. The Wheeler has been given mono-
poly to have book stalls on all railway stations. If we want to
establigh socialistic pattern of society, these things will have to be
stopped.

A train accident took place recently in my constituency and about
20 or 25 persons were killed. Railway Minister should look into this
matter and help the survivors of those who were killed.

There is no Railway Public Service Commission in my State. The
candidates have to go either to Calcutta or to Allahabad. It causes
great inconvenience.

A road bridge is under construction at Dumaria Ghat on Gandak
river. I suggest tha4 this bridge may be made road-cum-rail bridge.
It will link Punjab with Assam. I request the hon. Minister of
railway that a bridge must be constructed at Dumarighat. Our
district is on the border of Nepal and that country is adjacent to
China. In this way our district has a very strategic position. Keeping
this in view a road from Samastipur to Narkatia Ganj wvia Muzafar-
. pur may be constructed.

The other thing which I want to say is about catering at Railway
stations. These days our Ministers do not travel by trains, but they
travel by aeroplanes. Thus they remain ignorant about the prevalent
conditions at railway stations, I request that proper care should be
taken to ensure sanitation and security at railway stations,

Shri R. S. Pandey (Guna): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I would like to
begin by congratulating the hon. Railway Minister, his colleagues
and the Railway Board for their creditable performance. QOur Rail-
ways are a very large establishment in the Public Sector and it is a
matter of pleasure that they are able to cater to increased passenger
and goods traffic in our country. I hope that we will be able to
develop and modernise our Railways.

MRr. DEPUTY SPEAKER in the Chair

I would emphasise the need to reduce the third class railway
fares and provide some more facilities to the passengers travelling
in that class. Today the overall traffic has grown in the country and
a large proportion of it is going to the road transport because the
road transport has acquired a better efficiency which includes better
service, quick delivery and saving of time of passengers, hence it has
developed as a formidable competitor with the railways.

Today there is a great need to develop and modernise our railways
which include quick delivery, economic service, better service and
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[Shri R.S. Pandey]

safe delivery. We need faster mail and passenger trains in the
country with a view to save a lot of man hours and time of passengers
to reach their destinations. There are countries like England, Japan
etc., which have developed their railways and introduced fast running
trains and they have achieved creditable operational efficiency in
their railways. We should, therefore, tackle this problem with a
scientific approach to develop, modernise and re-equip cur railways
with scientific device and designs. I may also submit that we need to
manufacture more locomotives and increase the number of trains so
that the railways may be able to cater o increased passenger and goods
traffic in the country. It will also help eliminate overcrowding and
relieve congestion in the trains. I would also like to refer that the
allocation of funds made for the railways during the fourth five year
Plan are insufficient for their development and modernisation. It is
a matter of regret that the Railways authorities have not paid due
attention to Madhya Pradesh which is economically backward and
seriously lagging behind in development. There are only three trains
namely G.T. Railway—from Calcutta to Bombay, and one from Delhi
to Madrzs and the third one—the Punjab Mail which go via Madhya
Pradesh. There are various mineral deposits in our State but there
is no transport and traffic facility provided to this State. It is abso-
lutely necessary to construct new lines and connect various places of
this State by linking lines with a view to achieve and promote econo-
mic, social and cultural development which is today considerably
dependent on the development of and the facilities provided by the
railways. Though some new lines are being opened in our State yet
an area of 200 miles causing Kurawai—Sironj, Lateri, Madhusudan-
garh is even today totally deprived of the railway service. So it is
necessary to conduct survey and lay new lines there which is the
pressing need of the State today. So far as catering on railways is
concerned, a departmental catering system has been introduced
there. I may, therefore, suggest that a spirit of competition should be
dev:lloped there so that the passengers may get better and cheap
meals.

I may urge upon the Finance Minister to exempt the Railways
from import levy or import surcharge on imported components. I
may make one more suggestion regarding abolition of the third class
compartment and the facilities provided to the second class comgart-
ment may be extended to the third class compartment. Besides,
class III and class IV employees should be given good-mannerly
treatment and arrangements should also be made for their residential
accommodations,

With these words, I support the Railway Budget.

Shri Gulshan (Bhatinda): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, the Railway
Ministry have provided facilities to the country and have laid new
lines in NEFA and Assam. It is a commendable performance. But
it would be a matter of more credit to them if they make some efforts
to provide more facilities to the passengers travelling in the third
class compartments and eliminating over-crowding in the trains.
Today when there are increased prices of commodities, and still the
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the prices are persistently increasing, the railway labour is meted out
a discriminatory treatment as he gets the same wages which he used
to get ten years ago. So there is a pressing need to revise the policy

regarding their wages.

I would also like and request the Railway Ministry to fill up the
quota in the Railway services reserved for Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes. Their cases regarding appointment should also
not be kept pending for year after their selection. Several cases

* have been brought to my notice where candidates were selected but
they were not given appointment letters by the Railway Ministry or
departments concerned.

It is a matter of regret that there is a large scale corruption in
various wings of the Railway Administration. We see ourselves and
know from the press reports also that high ranking officials are gene-
rally involved in the cases connected with corruption. But it is a
magic show to the utter surprise of every one that the persons con-
cerned often go scot free even after holding a departmental enquiry.
It is true that the Ministry have succeeded in minimising the railway
accidents but the corruption in creeping in day by day in every level
among officials and other employees. There are cases of open bribery
also. It is, therefore, absolutely necessary to take stringent steps
so as in eradicate corruption. Cases of nepotism are also not rare
in the Railway IDepartments.

Bhatinda is the biggest junction on the Northern Railway. But the
condition of the residential accommodations allotted to the Railway
employees there is very miserable. There are many platforms on
that junction but there is no adequate arrangement made for the pas-
sengers to protect themselves from the scorching heat and torrential
rains. There is also not proper and adequate arrangement made at
the railway level-crossing; the gates are generally closed there which
causes much inconvenience to the local farmers.

Chandigarh is the Capital o Punjab and the Government have not
so connected it by railway lines. In Amritsar also, the traders have
to despatch there goods by the road transport. It is necessary to
connec! Amritsar with Bhatinda by a new line wia Tarantaran
and Monga. I would also suggest that the Upper Indian Express
from Howrah to Delhi may be extended to Firozepure.

CODE OF CRIMINAL PROCEDURE (AMENDMENT) BILL.
(Omission of Section 109)

Shri Rain Scwak Yadav (Barabanki): The Bill further to amend
the code of criminal procedure, 1898 was to be moved by Dr. Ram
Manohar Lohia, ktut as he has not been able to attend the sitting
today, for some reasons. I move the Bill as hope that the House
after discussing this Bill would accept it. I may iell the House that
in this countiry lakhs of people have been put behind the bar under
section 109 of the criminal Procedure Code. The ohjects of the sec-
tion are definitely against the fundamental rights provided in the
constitution. Poor pecple have been prey to this legal weapon. 1
shall try to put the facts before the House and impress upon the
House to accept this amendment.

In this section, there is a provision to arrest three categories of
persons. Persons who are concealing their presence in any case, in
which they are wanted by the Police. Second category is of those
persons who have no ostensible means of livelihood. And the third
type is of the persons who give unsatisfactory replies on being intero-
gated. As regards the first category of persons, the question arises,
who will decide this issue, whether the accused person is actually
concealing his presence. As far as the second category is concerned.

we find today that in this vide country there are rores of people who
have no means of livelihood. They have no employment and no land
to till. How will you decide the ostensibility of livelihood. As for the
third type, there are cases where people are challaned out of sheer
vindictiveness. In such cases, we have many times discovered that
the Police are often in league with jagirdars, rich men and influential
people of the area concerned.

In this connection, I may state that person who retused begar
or who raised their voice against any injustice were caught hold of
under the section. Generally we find the Police is unable to trace out
the real culprits in many cases, they take advantage of the section
for showing their vigilance and increasing the number c¢f challans.
Most of the people are arrested under this section for the purpose of
carrying out certain services in the jails. Both high and low caste
people are required in the jails for various services, such as cooking,
sanitation, etc., this Section 109 is generally used as an instrument
for providing the required men. During the British regime and even
after this thing has been going on.

Many cases registered under Section 109, are even today still
based on the posession of a stick, a candle and a match box, This has
been the general practice during the British regime. Even today
the same articles are being used again and again. False evidence is
brought up and the same witnesses are produced again and again.
The Police adopt many other underhand means also to trouble and
haul up poor snd innocent people. And in this way abuse this section,
In this way poverty has come to them as a great curse. There is no
remdy from this curse, no legal safeguard.

When the innocent people are kept in jail like this taking advan-
tage of this section, the result is that by coming in contact with
criminals, they also become criminal. In this way this section has
been responsible for the increase of crime. Even if we consider this
matter keeping in view the Fundamental Rights conferred by our
constitution as also the Human Rights enumerated in U.N. charter,
Section 109 should be omitted from criminal procedure code.

Shri Sarju Pandey (Rasra): I want to support this Bill. We must
know that old world has changed. We are living in new times and
attained our independence about 18 years ago. Any country can feel
ashamed for such a clause. It is injustice with the people who are
tried under this clause. Under this clause, there is no need of any
defence, any argument or any advocate to defend you. You are out
right punished.

That is why, I am of the opinion that it is not proper to keep
section 109 in the Statute Book. It is not in accordance with the
dignity of any independent country like ours, During the days when
the fight for freedom was going on, thousands of people became pray
to this clause and were wrongly punished.

We should feel that it is not proper to have the poor people to
the mercy of the Police the way the poor people suffered under the
provisions of that section was very horrible. People lost their faith
in the justice and rule of law. I would like to appeal that serious
consideration should be given to this matter and Section 109 should
be properly amended, so that poor and innocent people should be given
adequate protection.

Shri Parashar (Shivpuri): I oppose this amending Bill. The
learned mover has not read the clause properly. It has been clearly
stated that:

“Such person is taking such presecution with a view to commiting
any offence”.

The point is that section 109 is meant to preven! an offence. We
must understand that action can only be taken against a person who
is taking precautions to conceal his presence with a view to commit
any offence. Besides every innocent person can indicate his ostensi-
ble means of subsistence.

I oppose this Bill and hope that it will ultimately withdrawn.

Shri Onkar Lal Berwa (Kotah): An hon. member said that Shri
Ram Sewak Yadav is not right in saying that this section is being
misused. If he comes to Kotah with me, I can put him behind the bars
for two days under section 109. Then he will realise how this section
is being misused. Supposing a person comes rom Kotah or Rajasthan
to watch the procession on 26th January, there he has no other place
to sleep but the footpath. Then the policeman will come and ask him
about his identification. But how can a person from Kotah produce
witness in Delhi to prove his identity? The duty of those spare
magistrate is to check the people going on the road side and either to
fine them Ks. 5 to 10 or send them to the prison for 15 days. This
section is used more frequently during the village panchayat elections.
The opposing people are put behind the bars under sections 109, 107

and 370.

This section is mainly used against poor people. I think no income
tax paying person has been caught under this section even though he

may be a car theif.

I thank my hon. friend for bringing this Bill to remove this section
109. I fully support this Bill.

Shri Balmiki (Khurja): I support this Bill. I can say on the basis
of 32 year experience of my life that this section is being misused.

We are fighting for human rights in our country and in the world.
But by keeping this section we are curtailing human rights. All the
Jour sections 107, 108, 109 and 110 are being misused. They are béing
against poor and ordinary citizens. '

Even after the three plans no employment opportunities have
been provided for the poor people. Because of the increase in cost of
living these people are finding it difficult to make both ends meet.
The police in our country plays in the hands of rich people and
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harasses the poor and the common man. I can give an instance. A
bov who was working in Bombay came to my district on leave. The
police challaned him under section 109 and put him behind the bars.
It is a crime to be poor and well-built under the Goonda Act. To save
the poor man from the oppression of the police, I would request the
hon. Minister to support this Bill.

Shri S. N. Chaturvedi (Firozabad): Section 109 is a slur on our
law and penal code and I feel this particular section has been misused

more than any other section.
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The persons who are apprehended under this section are those
who have gone to some other place where they are not in a position to
bring evidence to prove why they are there. I can give you an inst
ance from personal experience.

Once at 2 A.M. I was going with a police officer when I found two
policemen escorting a person. On’ enquiry they told that they found
the person hiding ana so they had arrested him. I took the person
aside and asked him the reason for his arrest. He told me that he was
arrested by the policemen while he was watching a football game,
he had come to the city in search of a job. He gave me the descrip-
tion of the chowki where he had been detailed. Later on I verified
the details and got him released.

The fact is that whenever the crime increases the higher authori-
ties ask the police as to why they have not taken preventive measures.
Then the police arrest some poor and helpless people and feel satisfied
that they have done their duty. Generally the unemployed people
who cannot show ostensible means of living are the victims of this

section.

In this connection I can cite another instance. A relation of a
police official approached him and told him that his two sons were un-
employed. He challaned the two boys under section 109 and told
their father that he had arranged for his sons’ bread for one year. As
such I am in favour of the removal of this section.

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav: Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, the party in
power and the Ministers used to plead for deleting of section 109
before 15th August, 1947 but now they plead for its retention.

Rani of Singrauli has been assassinated but the officers and the
police have not been able to trace the culprits. Perhaps the same
thing is going to happen in the case of the murder of Mr. Kairon.

The poor people do not commit murder or smuggling. It is the
people of high classes who indulge in the smuggling of opium or gold.

The rulings of the High courts quoted by the hon. Minister support
our case. Under this section those people are arrested who do not
have the money for food and clothing. They are not able to defend
themselves for want ofi money. They cannot go to the High Court.
They dont have even the resources to produce witnesses. The magis-
trates are under the administration. They are a sort of police magis-
trates. That results in misuse of power.

The question of administration has been raised. There are
various provisions for facilitating the administration. Section 109 does
not protect the society against offences, it rather makes the people
criminals. There are other objectionable provisions as for example
sections 107, 108 and 110 etc., but this particular section is used against

the poor people.

-

The Government should protect the rights guaranteed under
Article 19 of the Constitution. I urge that this Bill may be referred
to a joint committee or circulated for elicting public opinion thereon.

CONSTITUTION (AMENDMENT) BILL

(Amendment of article 75)

Shri Yashpal Singh (Kairana): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, 1 beg w
move:

“That the Bill iurther to amend the Constitution of jIndia, be takes
into consideration”. Many useful and innocent Bills been intro-
duced by members of opposition parties which are in favour of Gov-
ernment but they are not accepted simply because these Bills have
been introduced by Private Members. This is not a proper course
adopted by Government. The present Bill, too, is very innocent in
nature,

At a time when the whole nation is plunged in griei on the demise
of our late Prime Minister, Shri Nehru, it is not proper to start a
struggle for succession to the post of Prime Minister. Therefore to
obviate such incidents it is desirable to evolve a set practice about
succession, viz., the appointment of the senior most member of the
Cabinet as Prime Minister for the time being.

Therefore I would request that this Bill may be accepted and
constitution amended suitably so as to incorporate the provision that
in the event of the death of a Prime Minister, the senior most mem-
ber of the cabinel be made the Prime Minister for such time till a
regular election is held by the party in power. This time-limit may
also be prescribed and mentioned in the Constitution.
