Shri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr): Sir, many members have wel-
comed this Bill. I will welcome it only after it brings good
results and proves instrumental in bringing out unaccounted mcney
ani checking the large-scale tax-evasion going in the country. Gov-
ernment has armed itself with new powers. In my view the existing
laws have already given vast powers to the Government. There is
bungling in all spheres at present. A few years back a British
economist had said that there is tax-evasion in India of the order
of Rs. 200 or Rs. 300 crores every year. Now this figure must have
reached to a few crores. It is an estimate that there is unaccount-
ed money in the country nearabout of rupees three thousand crores.
The Minister said that about 500 raids have been carried out. This
work was being done by the Enforcement Directorate but now it
has been transferred to the Income-tax Department. Government
should try its best to unearth this hidden money. My information
says the Assistant Commissioner of Bombay Circle has been trans-
ferred. There are frequent transfers which should not be so
frequent.

With regard to raids conducted in Bombay, people had prior
intimation. These raids proved useless. In Calcutta raids were
conducted.  The enquiries have not been done properly, because
the people involved had given donations for Congress session at

Durgapur.,

Similarly I have received information that an Income-tax Officer
assessed J. K. Group of Singhania house and the Assistant Commis-
sioner confirmed the assessment made by the officer. But the
officers were transferred and with the result that no progress could
be made in the matter.

Both Enforcement Directorate and Income Tax Department are
making enquiries in regard to foreign exchange. I want to know
from Finance Minister which Department is doing this work
efficiently and what is difference between the working of both
these departments. Until and unless the high officers do not take
interest in rooting out the evil of tax evasion, no measure, howso-
ever, severe it may be, can be successful.

Shri Onkar Lal Berwa (Kotah): The advantages of this Bill will
be known after sometime; but now the corruption is increasing by
leaps and bounds. I have no objection if certain powers are given
to officers to facilifate their work. But it can be advantageous
only if these rights are not misused. Crores of rupees have been
left: out in the raids conducted in Bombay. We can find out the
corruption in these Five Year Plans if we conduct an enquiry into
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the assets of the relatives of Ministers. But no enquiry is conduct-
ed honestly.

The Finance Minister told that the Congress Party received
Rs. 97 lakhs and Swatantra Party received Rs. 15 lakhs as fund
from different firms. We received Rs. 3,000 but we have returned
this amount.

Shri Onkar Lal Berwa: Now this amount of Rs. 97 lakhs, which
the ruling party received from big firms, should be looked into.
Certain officials have been entrusted the task of finding hidden
money; but it is essential that the assets of these offichals should
also be checked within six months. The enactment of this law
should not be used by officials to harass petty shopkeepers. It
should be particularly taken care of that the big industrialists do
not escape by giving big amounts as fund to the ruling party. The
powers with which officials responsible for finding hidden money
have been vested should not be misused by them.

I also want that where big firms are being searched for hidden
money, the Ministers and their relatives should also be searched
because they are not keeping unaccounted money with them but have
hidden it. The Government conducted 500 raids and received only
Rs. 5 crores. Had it been done carefully and had the officials been
honest, then they could have recovered Rs. 5 crores from a single
party. The Finance Minister should stop this business of collect-
ing funds and instead should seriously devote himself to conducting
raids and finding unaccounted money. In the end I want to stress
that this law should not be misused.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad (Bhagalpur): Mr, Deputy Speaker, Sir,
I welcome the the Railway Budget for 1965-66 presented by the hon.
Railway Minister. It is a balanced budget. The Minister has
thrown a sufficient light on the achievements and progress made
by the Railway Ministry and the adequate increase in the opera-
tional efficiency achieved in the various wings of the Railway

administration.

The Railway Minister, while presenting the budget, mentioned
about the two targets which they want to complete; the first is the
construction of double lines in the country and the other one that of
electrification. So they propose to introduce more fast running
trains by introducing diesel and electric locomotives. Today we
have got 11 thousand locomotives, out of which 9,000 locomotives
can render good service and the remaining 2 thousand engines are
very old or obsolete and as such they are of no use. The Govern-
ment should emphasise the need to manufacture locomotives in our
own country. It is a matter of pleasure and satisfaction that this
work has /been started at Varanasi. In view cof the efficiency
shown by the skilled staff and the trained officers in the Integral
‘Coach Factory and the Chitranjan Locomotives, I further hope that
it will not only enable us to meet our requirements but it will also
place us in a position to export the locomotives. The Government
should, therefore, encourage the skilled workers and the traind
officers with a view to promote the manufacture of locomotives in our

country.

The other objective which has been aimed at is to lay double
lines in the country with a view to provide more transport facilities.
I would like to point out that these are countries like U.S.A,
Japan, ete. where there are not as many as double lines as we have
in our country. Inspite of that the railways render fairly a better
service in those countries so far as their operations are concerned.

The targets fixed for the Third Five Year Plan have since been
completed and I am sure that the Railway Ministry would also
achieve success in fulfilling their objective with regard to construc-
tion of double lines laid down in the Fourth Five Year Plan, more
effectively.

There is a great need to construct a double line from Queel to
Sialda via Bhagalpur. This underdeveloped area has been given a
-step-motherly treatment by the Railway authorities. I am happy
to know that the hon. Railway Minister has now paid his attention
to this under-developed area which needs the establishment of some
industries for its development and therefore, with a view to achieve
this end, it is absolutely necessary to provide transport facilities
to this area in the absence of which the development of the said
area Wwill not be possible.
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There is a great need to connect Dumaka, the district headquarters
by a new railway line. I can suggest that the Bhagalpur visi-
Madarabit Railway line may be further extended to Dumaka so that
it might be connected with the main line. There is also need to
connect Peer Penti, the district headquarters of Santhal by ex-
tending Bhagalpur-Madarabit railway line because it is a place
where most of the inhabitants are Adivasis and their interests
should also be looked into by the Government. The matter of ex-
tension of the Kosi Line to Toomka also requires a full consideration.

I would also like to invite the attention of the hon. Railway
Minister to the Kosi line—where Punsiya has not been developed
into a good station. No station has so far been constructed on
this Kosi line. It appears that that Railway authorities are en-
couraging the ticketless travels there as there is no arrangement
made to check passengers. The former Railway Minister, Sardar
Swaran Singh had approved of the scheme to construct a station
there and accordingly tenders were also invited but no contract has
so far been entered into as no body has come out for offering a
bribe. I, therefore, request the hon, Railway Minister to look into
the matter and take steps to check such matters.

Today the Road transport has developed as a formidable
competitor with the Railways as it provides a better and quicker
service. I may, therefore, suggest that there is a pressing need to
develop our Railways and to provide more facilities to passengers,
to introduce more fast running trains, offer better and quicker
service and safe delivery of goods to the proper destinations with a
view to meet the growing requirements of our developing economy
and cater to increased passenger and goods traffic.

Now I come to the Railway accidents which often occur, parti-
cularly cases of derailment. Though the number of accidents has
fairly decreased, even then suitable measures should be taken to
avoid such accidents. It is observed that lack of thorough inspec-
tion and examination of tracks by the gang detailed for the purpose
is mainly a factor responsible for such accidents. Therefore ade-
quate arrangements should be made to have a thorough and complete
inspection of the tracks by the gang detailed for duty. '

The Railways should also be in possession of spare parts so that
the repairs of the damaged wagons could be carried in time and
also the locomotives gone out of proper working order might be
enabled to render proper service, compared to the railways of
Britain, we have a very poor Railway industry in our country. It
is true that a fairly large amount of money is blocked in the process
of storing the spare parts; but at the same time it helps them
render better and efficient service and avoid railway accidents.

There has been a strong criticism of the persistent increase in
the railway fares and freight charges. But we admit that our deve-

loping economy has a demand for it. But the Railways have also
to perform certain duties towards those who pay more and increased
fares. There is a need to extend more facilities to the Third Class
compartments. The Railways should also be very strict on the
score of punctuality and regularity so far as the arrival and depar-
ture of trains concerned. The problem of overcrowding still re-
mains. Efforts should be made and suitable and necessary measur-
els1 taken by the Railway authorities to eliminate over-crowding in
the trains.

I am very happy to say that the Minister of State has given an
assurance to introduce a passenger train from Kinl to Sialda. There
is also a demand from the public for a halt at Mamalkha station and
there is a need to contruct a new railway station at Eqwari. There
is a pressing need to construct an over-bridge at Peer-Penthi which
requires an expenditure amounting to Rs. 50 thousand to be incur-
red. I have often observed that there is lack of proper arrange-
ments with regard to the reservation of sleeping births in the trains.
The running staff indulges in corrupt practice by way of realising
money from the passengers for which they issue no receipt. The
Railway Administration is in the grip of bureaucracy. No com-
plaint, even there made by the Members of Parliament, are proper-
1y looked into by the officials concerned. There is a need to improve
morale and descipline among officers and other staff, I will request
the hon. Minister to take stringent measures to eradicate corruption
creeping in high levels and eleminate irregularities and malpractices
which have laid their hand on the Railways.
