Tonnel East of Jamalpur
1#845. Dr. Ramji Singh : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to
state :
(a) whether the tunnel east of Jamalpur is now not completely safe for
operation of train ;
(b) if so, whether Government have drawn up a scheme for laying an alter-
native railway track by the hill side ;

. (c) whether this hill tunnel with single railway line is one of the hurdles
in the construction of a double line necessary for removing difficulty in move-
ments of railway traffic because of the location of workshop at Jamalpur ; and

(d) if so, how do Government propose fo remove these di_fﬁcultics'?
The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) No Sir.

(b) Does not arise.

(c) and (d): The existing tunnel cannot accommodate double line. A sur~
vey for augmentation of sectional capacity including doubling between Kiul-
Bhagalpur-Barharwa is in progress. Only on completion of the survey it will be
possible to determine whether a double line is necessary or not.

Dr. Ramji Singh: The hon. Minister is aware that existing tunnel cannot
accommodate double line. This line was laid in the year 1861 and now when
the population has increased many times, double line has not been laid there.
May I know whether there is any proposal line to construct double line thera
for the ccnvenience of travelling public ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : As I have a]ready stated that survey is in progress
and it will not be proper to state any thing before the results of the survey.
come. At present, 17 trains are running on this line as against the capacity of

1
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22 trains. So full capacity is not being utilised. At present there is no difficulty.
In case, the survey necessitate doubling of the line, a second tunnel will have to
be constructed there. But it all depends on the results of the survey.

Dr. Ramji Singh: The hon. Minister has given the same reply which ‘he
has received last year in the office. Perhaps he does not know that in addition
to passenger and express trains, 6 up and 6 down trains are also running but Do
such mention has been made in the reply. If he takes all these things in views,
he will come to know that there is lot of inconvenience in the matter of railway
traffic. I agree that double line cannot be constructed in the tunnel but an aiter
native railway track can be laid by the hill side. Efforts have also been made in
this direction. Will he assure that he will give due consideration on the facts
produced by me and will the survey team also keep in view all these things ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : Hon. Member has stated that I gave the same
reply which I had given last year. I do mnot change my proposals every year.
But if the survey necessitate it, we will certainly change our proposals. So far as
construction of alternate line is concerned, it will be better to build a second
tunnel. But same tunnel cannot accommodate double line. So results of survey
must be awaited.

Shri Yuvraj: Hon. Minister has stated that there is capacity of running

22 trains there. May I know the circumstances under which orders for conduct-
ing survey were issued ?

Prof, Madhu Dandavate : Several Members of Parliament suggested that
survey be conducted there. It has also been pleaded that it will be better to
construct a new line there keeping in; view the traffic potential and development
of area. Our approach is always towards development and not towards traffic
potential. Hence we have agreed to conduct survey.

() The flaring is kept minimised in all refineries and it is only in emer-
gencies like ‘unit upsets’ that the flaring of gas may be unusual for short periods
of time. Hence it is neither practicable nor economical, nor even technically
feasible to utilise the flared gas as a domestic or industrial fuel. In view of the

above, the question of plans to utilise the gas flared in alternate ways ‘does not
arise.

Shri Sukhendra Singh: I want to know whether the storage capacity in
Oil Refineries and pipe lines is not adequate ? As a result the gas is burnt.
I would like to know whether arrangements would be made to increase

-the storage capacity so that this gas may not go waste and it could be utilized
for domestic and industrial purposes ?

Shri H. N. Bahuguna : Sir, inadequate capacity of storage is mot its reason.
There are six reasoms. Firstly, it depends on heater and boiler. We have to
see how much fuel oil is being utilized. Secondly, we have to see production
of L.P.G. can be increased to what extent and decreased. Thirdly we have to
ensure proper monitoring system for cooling water., The fourth factor is pre-
ventive maintenance. The fifth reason is preventive maintenance check, and
lastly we have to see whether our power supply is uninterrupted or mnot. There-
fore inspite of every care the gas in refinery goes up and down every time.

Shri Sukhendra Singh : In part (¢) of my question I had asked the Hon.
Minister whether Government is formulating any scheme to use this gas for
domestic and industrial purposes ? The Minister in his reply has said that it
is not feasible to use this flare gas for domestic and industrial purposes. It is
not possible from technical point of view. Moreover, it is uneconomic. Today
there is shortage of power and other fuels in the country. Usually it takes four
to five years for getting gas connection. Keeping in view these all difficulties,

how far it is correct to say that it is not feasible? I am not able to understand
it.

Shri H, N. Bahuguna : Sir, “Gas” word itself is a wide word and it is not
proper to link it with L.P.G. The gas which is used for domestic purposes is
not a complete gas and the gas flare can not be used for domestic purposes. It
is used for boilers and other things. Therefore, that is not L.P.G.

Invention of Equipment to prevent accidents by an eofficial of DESU

The Minister for Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) to (d) : A state
ment is laid on the table of the House.

(@) Yes, Sir. |

(b) to (d): Shri B. P. Sharma, Superintendent in Delhi’ Electric Supply
Undertaking had claimed that he had invented a system which . would avoid
train accidents. Shri Sharma, was, however, not prepared to indicate the details
of his design but insisted on first giving a demonstration before divulging any-
thing about the system. =

Later Shri B. P. Sharma gave a demonstration of his model .on 12th and
13th Sept. 1977 at Research Designs and Standards Organisation, Lucknow. To
emable a complete assessment of the model being made, he was requested by
Research Designs and Standards Organisation to give circuit details with all
technical data, which he failed to comply.

It was only on 18-3-78 that Shri Sharma furnished the circuit diagram of
the system. The scheme has been examined and it is found to be extremely
cog.tly, impractical and unreliable. The system developed by him is also not fail-
safe.

Shri Anant Ram Jaiswal : I want to know whether Shri B. P. Sharma
claimed about his equipment orally or he demonstrated that equipment and
whether it is ‘not a fact that this equipment gives warning in advance to the
train standing at a station about the trains coming there and in this way there
is no possibility of a train collusion ? At the same time whether this equip-
ment gives advance information about the damaged rail lines and bridges ?

" Prof. Madhu Dandavate : Shri B. P. Sharma, -Superintendent in Delhi
Electric Supply Undertaking has invented a new equipment. This equipment
gives advance indication about a train collusion. OQur officers of R.ID.S.0O. have
examined that equipment. I also saw that equipment. This device was
brought at my residence and demonstrated there. For four or five reasons this
equipment can not be useful.

The first reason is that if this device is to be utilized, we will have to use
wooden sleepers. Our difficulty is that we cannot use wooden sleepers every
where. Because for welded rails concrete sleepers are more suitable and for
bringing in use the said device wooden sleepers are necessary. :

The second difficulty to bring'this device to use is that it requires .inter-
mediate rails at large scale at every station on both sides. These rails will be
20 feet long. In this way we will have additional rails. If it sSo happens, there
wili be great difficulty in ballasting packing. I think there are financial and prac-
tical difficulties in bringing this device in use and therefore this device has not
been accepted. |
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Shri Anant Ram Jaiswal : What is the objection to your Ministry or Rail-

way Board to give him an opportunity for demonstration at some railway yard
or on the rails ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate: I have told that this model can be demonstrated
in some Laboratory. He asked for electric circuit. It was difficult to take the
responsibility until and unless he gave full details. R. D. S. O. has seen full
details. They have seen the circuit and the design. We think it will not be
proper to bring that device in use for safety purposes. Instead, the automatic
warning system, which has been introduced in two sections, is better.

Demand for a High Court Bench for Marathwada Division

1*854. Shri Keshav Rao Dhondge:
Dr. Vasant Kumar Pandit :

Will the Minister of Law, Justice and Company Affairs be pleased to state:

(a) the action taken on the demand of the people of Maharashtra for setting
up a separate bench of the High Court for Marathwada Division ;

(b) if no action has been taken, the reasons therefor ; and

() how much more time Government will take in meeting the above
demand ?

The Minister of Law, Justice and Company Affairs (Shri Shanti Bhushan) :
(@), (b) & (c): In February, 1977, Government of Maharashtra submitted a
proposal for setting up a Bench of the Bombay High Court at Aurangabad.
The State Government were requested to obtain, the views of the Chief Justice
of the Bombay High Court. A communication has very recently been received
from the State Government that their Legislative Assembly has passed a reso-
lution asking for the establishment of Benches at Aurangabad and Pune. The
State Government have added that the views of the Chief Justice are being ob-
tained and will be sent to the Government of India with the recommendations
of the State Government. Further action in the matter can be taken only after
receipt of the views of the Chief Justice of Bombay High Court and the further
communication of the State Goveroment.
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Shri Keshavrao Dhondge : People have been demanding setting of a Bench
of the Bombay High Court at Aurangabad for the last 20 years. Maharashtra
Government also submitted a proposal to this effect. Did the Hon’ble Minister
write to the Chief Justice for obtaining his opinion and if so, when ?

Shri Shanti Bhushan: The opinion of the Chief Justice has not been
obtained so far. The Law Minister of Maharashtra has informed that Maha-
rashtra Legislative Assembly has adopted a resolution demanding setting up of a
bench of High Court at Aurangabad and Poona.

There are different opinions about. the place where the bench of the High
Court should be set up. The matter will be given serious thought when the
opinion of the High Court there is received by us.

Shri Keshavrao Dhondge : I would like to know the opinion of the Central
Government in this regard—whether the Central Government wants to have the
said bench set up there ?

Shri Shanti Bhushan : The Central Government has not formed any opinion
so far. Such demands are being received from different States. We can take
action only after obtaining the opinion of the Chief Justice of the concerned
High Court. About 20 years ago, Setalwad Commiission had gone into this
question and had opined against setting up such benches of the High Courts.
Similar was the opinion of Arrears Committee constituted under the chairman-
ship of Justice Shah. (Imterruptions). The Central Government will formulate
its policy in this regard after obtaining the opinion of the Chief Justice.

Filling up of vacancies in Southern Railway

1*843. Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : Will the Minister of Railways be
pleased to refer to the reply given to Unstarred Question No. 3751 on 13th
December, 1977 regarding vacant posts of LDCs and UDCs in Southern Railway
and state:

(a) when 237 and 11 posts of Lower Division Clerks and Upper Division
Clerks, respectively will be filled in Southern Railway ; and

(b) whether quota reserved for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in
these posts will be filled and if so, the number of posts to be filled by promo~
tion and by direct recruitment, separately ?

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (2) 40 posts of Lower
Division Clerks and 7 posts of Upper Division Clerks have been filled so far.
The remaining will be filled shortly.

(b) Out of 197 vacancies of Lower Division Clerks, 52 are to be filted by
promotion and 145 by direct recruitment. Out of 52 vacancies, 3 are reserved
for Scheduled Castes and 1 for Scheduled Tribes. Out of 145 vacancies to be
filled by direct recruitment, 17 each are reserved for Scheduled Castes and Sche-
duled Tribes.

Out of 4 vacancies of Upper Division Clerks yet to be filled, one is reserved
for Scheduled Castes and three for Scheduled Tribes.

Allotment of Petro] Pumps and Gas Agencies

*847.‘Shri Daya Ram Shakya : Will the Minister of Peirolemm, Chemicals
and Fertilizers be pleased to state :

(@) the number of applications pending with the Government for allotment
of petrol pumps and gas agencies and the additional number of new petrol pumps
and gas agencies to be allotted during 1978-79, State-wise ; and

(b) the categories of persons who will be allotted these agencies ?

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The Minister of Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) :
(a) Since the allotments of retail outlets (Petrol Pumps) and gas agencies are

made by the oil companies, the question of applications pending with Govern-
ment does not arise.

The requirement of Retail Outlets and gas agencies in any State is deter-
mined on the basis of economic viability and trade potential of the area.

During 1978-79, about 200 retail outlets are expected to be set up in the

country, and their locations will be decided on the.basis of certain norms laid
down in this regard. ‘

The question of opening new gas agencies will be considered as and when

additional quantity of LPG becomes available and the existing net work of LPG
distributorships is re-organised.

(b) According to the guidelines issued by Government to all public sector
oil companies, the award of agencies is to be made as under:

(i) 25% for persons belonging to Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes ;
(ii) 2% for physically handicapped persons ; and

(iii) the balance on commercial considerations, preference being given to

genuine Consumer Co-operative Societies and Agro-Industries Corpora~
tions.

Formation of Non-Scheduled Castes and Schednled Tribes Association by
departmental employees of Gorakhpur

1*848. Shri Ram Lal Rahi: Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to
state :

(a) whether he is aware that the departmental employees of Gorakhpur
on North-Eastern Railway have formed an organisation known as Non-Sche-
duled Castes and Scheduled Tribes Welfare Association ; and

(b) if so, the aims and purpose thereof and whether quota reserved for
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes has been jeopardised as a result of for-
mation of this Association ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain):
(@) Yes, Sir.

(b) A copy of the pamphlet enumerating aims and objects of this Associa-
tion is laid on the Table of the House. The formation of this Association has
in no way jeopardised the interests of Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes em-
ployees, as the Government are fully committed to the policy of giving prefer-
ential opportunities to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

Posting of High Court Judges

1*856. Shri G. Y. Krishnan : Will the Minister of Law, Justice and
Company Affairs be pleased to state :

(a) whether in view of the persistent demand from certain Bar Councils /
Bar Associations and for ensuring an independent judiciary, Government con-
template to make it a practice not to post High Court Judges in their respective
States of domicile ; and

(b) if so, what steps Government have taken in this regard ?

The Minister of Law, Justics and Company Affairs (Shri Shanti Bhushan) =
(a) Government have no reason to conclude that, as a class, the impartiality
of the judges of the High Courts drawn from the local Bars or the judicial ser-
vices, 1s questionable. Nor are Govermiment aware of any general demand from
Bar Councils/Bar Associations that judges should, as a normal practice, not be
appointed or posted in their respective States. Government are, therefore, not
considering the adoption of such a practice.

(b) Does not arise.
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Bath rooms of first class coaches.

1*857. Shri Nirmal Chandra Jain : Will the Minister of Railways be
pleased to state whether the showers provided in bathrooms of first class coaches
are in the middle of the bathrooms and water continues to drip from them
jlas a result of which bathrooms always remain dirty and wet and water also
drips on heads while standing near wash basin and if so, whether arrangement

will be made to fit the showers slantingly on one wall of bathrooms or some
alternative arrangement will be made ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain):
The showers are fitted in first class coaches at the centre of the toilets with
a view to provide adequate elbow room while taking bath. If the shower cock
is fully closed, dripping of water does not take place. However, the water lock-

ed up between the shower rose and the wheel cock sometimes drips due to side
oscillation of the coaches.

The possibility of relocating the shower rose had been examined by the
Railways in the past also and was not found feasible.

Acquisition of Agricoltural Land for laying Salaya-Mathura Oil Pipeline

*858. Shri Dharmasinhbhai Patel: Will the Minister of Petreleum, Chemi-
cals and Fertilizers be pleased to lay a statement showing :

(@) whether agricultural land of the farmers of Jogvad, Virpur, Vasai, Ra-
valsor, Khavli, Lakhabaval and other villages in Jamnagar district in Saurashtra,
Gujarat has been acquired for laying Salaya-Mathura Oil pipeline ;

(b) if so, the number of farmers, village-wise, whose land has been acquir-

ed indicating the area of land acquired in each case and when the land was
acquired ;

. (c) the number of such farmers in these villages, (village-wise) who were
paid compensation indicating the dates on which the compensation was paid
and the amount paid in each case ;

.(d) whether no compensation has so far been paid to the villages mention-
ed in part (a) above and whether a memorandum from Jamnagar has been sent
to the Ministry on 11th January, 1978 ;

(e) if so, the action taken or proposed to be taken thereon so far, and

(f) the time by which the villages mentioned in part (a) above will be pa
or paid full compensation ?

The Minister of Petrolewm, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Bahuguna)
(@) to (f) : The Salaya-Viramgam Pipeline Section of the Salaya-Viramgar
Mathura Crude Oil Pipeline runs partly through the District of Jamnagar i
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iGujarat. Only the right of way to lay the pipeline has been acquired in the
concerned areas of 28 villages under the Petroleum and Mineral Pipelines (AcC-
quisition of Right of User in Land) Act, 1962,

The number of farmers village-wise whose land has been acquired, the area
of land so acquired, the date of acquisition etc. are given in the Annexure. It
will be seen therefrom that an amount of Rs. 2,32,252.11 has been paid towards
compensation for damage of standing crops in 23 of the 28 villages between
October 1977 and April 1978. Similar compensation in respect of the remain-
ing 5 villages is likely to be paid in May 1978. A Memorandum dated 11-1-1978
was received from Jamnagar and compensation for damage to crops has since
been paid in respect of the six villages mentioned in the said Memorandum,

In addition to compensation for crop damage already paid, payment of
10% of the value of land covered under the right of way of pipeline will have
to be made towards full compensation payable under the Petroleum and Mineral
Pipelines (Acquisition of Right of User in Land) Act, 1962, after the termina-
tion of pipeline laying operations and the notifying of the date of termination
of operations in the Gazette of India. After the publication of the notification
of the date, 60 days time will be allowed to farmers concerned to lodge the
claim for their compensation. The pipeline construction operations on the Right
of Way are expected fo be terminated by end-June, 1978. The date of termi-
nation will be notified in the Gazette soon thereafter.

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Derailment of Trains

521’941. Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya: Will the Minister of Railways be
pleased to state :

(a) the number of rail-derailments (goods and passenger trains) and acci-
dents occurred in Ratlam Division of Western Railway in March, 1978 ;

(b) the number of engine failures; and
(c) the reasons therefor and the steps taken in this regard? _

The Minister of State in The Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain):
(a) During March, 1978, 4 train accidents took place in Ratlam Division of Western
Railway. All these 4 accidents were in the category of train derailments. One
involved a passenger train and the remaining 3 involved goods trains,

(b) Eleven.

(c) Two derailments were accidental in nature and the causes of the remain-
ing 2 are still under investigation.

Of the 11 cases of engine failures 4 were due to failure of material, 3 due
to faulty material and the remaining 4 due to failure of staff.

Measures to prevent such accidents include tightening of inspections; educa-
tion and counselling of drivers and shed staff; intensification of examination of
trains and spot checks in Carriage and Wagon depots etc. To counteract human
failure, the Safety Organisations are engaged in a relentless campaign to inculcate
greater safety consciousness amongst the staff to ensure that the staff do not violate
rules and indulge in unsafe practices or short cut methods.

Water-taps at Bareilly station

7942. Shri Surendra Bikram : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased
to state :

(a) whether he is aware that the water-taps at platform No. 4 of the Ba-
reilly station remain dry between 4 P.M. and 10 P.M. as a result of which great
bardship is caused to passengers ; and

However, due to bursting of a delivery pipe
of one of the tubewells, the water pressure was not adequate from 31-3-1978
to 2-4-1978 and consequently there was no water in the taps on platform No. 4
during peak hours on those 3 days. The pipeline was repaired on 2-4-1978 and
since then, there is sufficient water in the taps on platform No. 4.

_ Altogether, four complaints were received about insufficiert water out of
which one was on 31-3-1978 and the 2nd on 2-4-1978. The other two complaints.

Bungling and Corruption Charges

The Minister of Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) :
A case in respect of an alleged criminal offence was registered against an officer
of this Ministry in October, 1977. This case is under investigation. The question
of punishment, if any, will arise only after the proceedings have been concluded.
As there is no other case pertaining to the period, the question of a review does
not arise.

Joint Indo-Rumanian Cemmission

The Minister of Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) :
(a) Major areas of cooperation which came up for detailed examination were
Trade and Shipping; Industrial Cooperation and Science and Technology; Petro-
leum, Chemicals, Petrochemicals, Pharmaceuticals and Oilfield equipment; and
Agriculture,

(b) & (c): In the field of trade exchange it was agreed that the respective
foreign trade organisation would take necessary steps to expedite further contract-
ing to ensure implementation of the trade plan,

With regard to industrial cooperation, the joint venture being set up in
Madras for production of finished leather is expected to start production shortly.
The tractor plant at Hyderabad with the collaboration of Rumania for manufac-
ture of 45 H.P. tractor is functioning satisfactorily.

In the field of Petroleum, lube oil complex at Haldia Refinery has been com-
pleted with the Romanian collaboration. Specialists from Rumania are likely to
come to India shortly to assist in the interpretation of the geo-scientific data per-
taining to the Ganga basin.
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New possibilities of cooperation in the fields of machine building industry,
steel and metallurgy, petroleum, chemicals and petrochemicals industry were iden-
tified for which further discussions are to be held between the concerned organisa-
tions of the two countries.

With regard to cooperation in the setting up of projects in third countries,
specific projects for cooperation will be identified as soon as possible.

In the field of Agriculture, Rumania has offered to provide technology for
the production of sunflower. Experts from India are likely to visit Rumania in
the later half of 1978 to study these techniques.

New Railway Crossing between Crossing Nos. 53 and 54 between Dhanakwada
and Jamali Railway Station

$7999. Shri Motibhai R. Chaudhary : Will the Minister of Railways be
pleased to state :

(a) the time since ‘When the demand from the people of Adho, Narota and
Raiya for construction of a new railway crossing between the present Crossing
Nos. 53 and 54 between Dhapakwada and Jamali railway stations on the Palam-
pur-Gandhidham railway line of the Western Railway has bcen pending;

(b) whether the people of -those villages have to encounter a good deal of
inconvenience in the absence of the said railway crossing there as they Have to
cover a distance of one or two kilometers on foot; and

(c) if so, whether the aforesaid demand will be fulfilled shortly?

The Minister of State in The Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain):
(a) A request from the villagers of Odha for the provision of a new level crossing

in between existing level crossing Nos. 53 & 54 and stations Jasali and Dhanak-
wada (on Palanpur-Gandhidbam section) was received in August, 77.

{b) The villagers can conveniently use the existing level crossings on either
side, which are only about a kilometre away.

(c) As per Indian Railway’s Act the cost of the new level crossing has to
be borne entirely by the State Government/local authority. The Railway can
consider the construction of the new level crossing when the proposal is sponsored
by the State Government/local authority together with the undertaking to bear
the cost. Sarpanch of Odha village has already been advised accordingly.

The Minister of Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) ¢
(@), (b), (c), (d), (e) and (f) : Indian Oil Corporation is currently marketing Indane
in 15 towns in the Saurashtra region of Gujarat State, catering to approximately
66,500 customers. Porbandar is one of those towns in which there are approxi-
mately 4,200 Indane customers. Dhoraji and Upleta are served by the Indane
dealer at Junagadh, who has about 9,200 customers. The other towns of
Saurashtra mentioned in part (a) of the Question are not having Indane supply
at present. Currently, the available Indane is fully committed and hence
introduction of Indane in other towns of Saurashtra can be considered only after
ad@iuonal product becomes available, The availability of the product is expected
to improve in the next 2 to 3 years when EPG would be available from the
project for separation of LPG from Bombay High associated gas, by the com-
missioning of the new refineries and by the setting up of additional facilities for
LPG production in the existing refineries. At that time, it may be possible to
extend Indane marketing to more towns in Saurashtra, in accordance with the
procedure laid down by Government, based on the following considerations:—

(D anticipated customer potential;

(ii) nearness of market from the source of supply;
(iii) availability of safe and convenient mode of transport;
(iv) maximum utilisation of distribution equipment ; and
(v) viability in operation.

As and when decisions are taken to open new agencies for distribution of
Indane gas, advertisements will be issued and the applications received in res-

ponse to the same will be considered within the frame-work of the present
policy guidelines.

Falling Standard of Books etc. at Railways Stations

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain) :
(a) There is no fall in the standard of books, magazines etc. being sold from

bookstalls at railway stations.

(b) to (d) : In terms of Agreements entered between the Railways and Book-
stall contractors, sale of obscene or scurrilous literature at railway stations is
strictly prohibited. The Railway Administrations have full right of prohibiting
sale or exhibition of any publication of an obscene or scurrilous nature and of any .
publication to which good, sufficient and reasonable objection can be shown. The
decision of the Railway Administrations is final and binding on the Bookstall
contractors. In the event of violation of these rules, the Railways can impose
fines and in cases of repeated offences of this nature the contract can be termi-
nated. To achieve this objective, Railway officials make regular checks and
inspections of Bookstalls at railway stations. The members of the National
Railway Users Consultative Council and Zonal Railway Users Consultative
Committees also make frequent inspections of Bookstalls at railway stations. As
such, there is no need for conducting any enquiry or appointing a committee.

8057. Shri Ram Vilas Paswan : Will the Minister of Petroleum, Chemicals
and Fertilizers be pleased to state the reasons for closing down Alaktara shed of
Indian Qil Corporation of Barauni ?

The Minister of Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) :
In view of the demand for Bitumen and its economic viability, a Bitumen Unit
of 107,400 tonnes capacity was included in the design of the Bitumen Unit which
was designed by the Soviet Experts. The unit was commissioned in 1966.
However, during trial run it was found that the product was off-specification
and it was established that it was not possible to produce bitumen of the speci-
fication envisaged in the Project Report. The matter was taken up with the
Soviet Authority in February-March, 1968 and as a result, two stage modifica-
tions were recommended by the Soviet experts. After completion of the first
stage of modificafions, the unit was again put on trial run and different grades
of bitumen conforming to the ISI specifications were produced between May-July,
1968. However, when the bitumen was used for actual road service, serious
difficulty was experienced by the customers since the product did not act as a
binder as it had the tendecy to flow to the sides at application temperature.

The problem was referred to Central Road Research Institute and the
position was further reviewed in a meeting attended by Soviet Specialists, CRRI
Scientists and the representative of IOC. It was felt that the product was un-
suitable for road work in plains but could be used only at an altitude of 4000
to 6000 feet within a temperature of 5 to 35 degree centigrade. It was also
decided that the Soviet Specialists would conduct further tests to improve the
viscosity of bitumen by further development in technology. It was later found
that the improved grade of bitumen could be used in Assam and other hilly
areas only. Since the demand of these areas were mostly met by Digboi Refinery,
the production of bitumen at Barauni Refinery was not justified.

~ The position was again reviewed alongwith the scheme of processing of
imported _cruglg at Barauni Refinery, but in view of the increased indigenous
crude availability from Assam, the idea of producing bitumen was given up.

In view of the factors mentioned above, the Bitumen Unit was not restarted.

Consamption of Petrol

8101. Shri Vinayak Prasad Yadav : Will the Minister of Petroleum, Chemi-
cals and Fertilizers be pleased to state :

1977-78 was about 1.39 million tosnes which was wholly met from the indigenous
production. No import of this product was made.

(b) It is not possible to determine the cost of production of any single
product like petrol when several products are produced simultaneously in
different refineries by distillation of crude oil. Since petrol is not imported, the
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question of the price paid by Government for such imports does not arise. A
break-up of the retail selling price of motor spirit at Bombay as worked cut by
the Oil Prices Committee and accepted by Government is given in the attached
statement (Annexure).

The Minister of State for Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri Jane-
shwar Mishra) : (a), (b) and (c) : There are 23 Government fertilizers factories
in the country. A statement giving locations of the Government fertilizer
factories in the country, their installed capacity and production during 1977-78
1s attached. The target of production for various units are fixed at the beginning
of each financial year and are reviewed from time to time, taking into account
the performance of the units and the likely constraints on production such as
Power shortages, labour troubles etc.
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The cost of production of fertilizers varies from plant to plant depending
upon factors such as the capital cost, feedstock used, vintage, process adopted,
location, cost of utilities, etc.

Information regarding the original estimate in respect of setting up of each
of the Government fertilizer factories and the expenditure incurred on each of
these units is being collected and will be laid on the Table of the House.

ernment in the matter. As recommended by the Working Group, the entire staff
of the plants had been allotted to the company administering the plant. In
regard to outlying offices, distribution of staff had been made according to the
requirements of each company. '

No transfer of personnel of Class III and Class IV staff had been made
unless they had opted for it. An option was first given to all the officers in the
Head Offices of the FCI and the NFL whether they would like to be considered
for transfer to the Head Offices of the other companies. The officers who opted
for the other companies were allotted to those companies depending on the
requirements of each company. Thereafter a senioritywise list of officers in each
discipline has been prepared dividing the officers into interchangeable groups.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Law, Justice and Company Affairs
(Shri Nar Singh) : (a) & (b) : There is no proposal under consideration to
amend the Constitution with a view to empowering Village Panchayat to decide
cases in which punishment of six months may be awarded or a fine of Rs. 500
may be imposed.

The Bhagwati Committee on Legal Aid has in its report suggested the
setting up of Nyaya Panchayats for a group of five or more villages consisting
of three members one of whom with knowledge of law, to be called the Panchayat
Judge, with powers to deal with civil cases upto Rs. 1000/- and to exercise
powers of a Third Class Magistrate in criminal cases. The Panchayat Judge
may preside over all the Nyaya Panchayats within a Taluka or a Block. The
recommendations of this Committee are under consideration.

The Government have also constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship

of Shri Ashok Mehta to enquire into the working of Panchayati Raj Institutions
and to suggest measures to strengthen them, so as to enable a decentralised
system of planning and development to be effective. The report of this Com-

mittee is awaited.

Looting of Passengers of Deluxe Train near Etawah

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain) :
(a) A robbery was committed in a second-class sleeper coach No. 7001 of 32
Dn Delux Express train on the night of 6-4-1978 at about 21.15 hours between
Ferozabad and Makhanpur Stations in Tundla-Kanpur section of Northern Rail-
way, and the robbers managed to escape with the booty by pulling the alarm
chain near Makhanpur Station. A case under Section 394 IPC has been registered
by Government Railway Police, Tundla, District Agra, Uttar Pradesh.

(b) A mob of about 1,000 students set fire to the diesel engine of a goods
train at Chapra Katcheri Railway Station on the Chapra-Sonepur Section of North
Eastern Railway rendering it unserviceable. No engine was set on fire at any other
station. A number of passenger trains were detained by disconnecting hose-pipes.

(c) The Deputy Inspector-General of Police/Railways, Uttar Pradesh and
S.R.P./Agra visited the place of occurrence and vigorous efforts are being made
by them to apprehend the criminals. Passenger trains running in the section are
being escorted by the Government Railway Police of Uttar Pradesh whose duties
are being checked by superior officers of the Government Railway Police to kee

Shri Laxmi Narain Naik (Khajuraho): It is good that inspite of hailstorms
and cyclones in some parts of the country, the agricultural production is expected
to be on the high side this year. The Minister and employees of agricultural
department deserve congratulations for this. But steps should be taken to
remove existing difficulties being faced by the farmers.

The problems of landless agricultural labourers should also be solved. The
States should be asked to implement the land ceiling legislations with prompti-
tude and strictness so that surplus land thus made available can be dlstribu;_ted

to the landless labourers.

The agricultural labourers are getting wages at .very low rates. They have
no organisation of their own to raise their voice. - Government should take steps

to see that their wages are increased.

Consolidation of holdings is very much beneficial for the agriculture. But
because of the manner in which the consolidation employees work, some
farmers oppose this scheme. ~ Steps should, therefore, be taken to see that the
consolidation employees work with sincerity and honesty.

The work on Rajghat Dam Scheme, which had been approved a few
years back, should be started early and the districts of Tikamgarh, Shivpuri,
Datia, Bhind and Gwalior should be provided water according to the decision
already taken earlier, District Tikamgarh should not now be excluded from

this scheme.

Steps should also be taken to settle Narmada water dispute expeditiously
and to start the projects relating thereto.

Survey in regard to Orchha Hydro Electric Project has been completed and
the scheme is to be submitted to the Centre shortly for approval. It should

be seen that its approval is expedited.

There has been heavy silting in thousands of old ponds and tanks in
Madhya Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh. Their dredging should be done, so that
more water could be accumulated in them for irrigation. The silt thus removed
can also be utilised for making the waste land fertile.

Every step should be taken to see that the forest wealth of the country is
protected fully. Officers found guilty of giving wrong decisions for deforestation
should be punished. The plots of deforested land on which the farmers are
carrymng on agricultural operations should be given to them on lease. |

Shri Ramanand Tiwari (Buscar): Even today the Indian police continues
to be the same as it was during the British. regime, and there has been mno
change in their attitude during the last 30 years, because the congress has used
them in the same manner as Britishers had done only to terrorise the people
and to continue to their authority over them.

During the emergency, the number of crimes was very high, but the people
could not open their mouth and press could not report them. In Bihar during
the emergency 322 harijans were shot dead by dubbing them as Naxalites,
There were a harrowing tales of atrocities on harijans during the emergency.
During the emergency the crime situation was much worse than it is today, but
the press could not write about it.

. The exaggerated picture of deteriorating law and order situation is .bej
painted with a political motive. An attempt is being made to denigrate the
Home Minister who is a strong and honest man.

We are against police firings. The Government should provide bullets to
the police which cannot kill the people but can only wound them if it becomes
absolutely necessary to resort to firing,

During emergency bribery and corruption had reached its highest Y¥imj
But we should take steps to put an end to corruption. It is good that g .
are being tgk;n for the appointment of Lokpal and Lokayukt. We shoulg
Tmmlt aISImﬂar authority at district level to deal with cases of corruption ag

evel.
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The question of reservation in services has raised a lot of controversy m
Bihar. Article 16(4) gives the state authority to make provision for reservation
of appointments or posts in favour of any backward class of citizens which
i3 not adequately represented in the services under the State. The Janata Party
has made a declaration in their manifesto in accordance with this fprovision
in the Constitution to give representation in services to backward classes. Wae
have made reservation for harijans but there are communities whose condition
is worse than harijans and they have no representation in Services. It is the
obligation of the Home Ministry to look after the welfare of backward classes
and the Ministry should not get away from this responsibility.

Shrimati Ahilya P. Rangnekar (Bombay North-Central) : During the last
two months, there have been firings and in those firings majority of those killed
were farmers and workers. We should not defend these killings. We should
give a proper thought to this matter. The deteriorating situation is not merely
a law and order problem.

‘The workers have a fundamental right to strike. But they are not allowed
to make use of this right. If they do so, there is firing. Section 144 has been
clamped in Hissar and other places in Haryana.

Lock-outs and Lay-offs are responsible for man-days being lost. Produc-
fion is being affected not because of any action on the part of workers but
due to lock-outs and lay-offs. Vested interests are responsible for this. The
Government should take action against them and allow the 'people to exercise
their democratic rights for which they have waged a war.

The Government have announced that they would give pension to families
of those persons who were arrested under MISA and were killed in jail. The
Government have decided only 7 cases out of 78 cases. The remaining 71 cases
have been left to be decided by State Governments. Immediate steps should
be taken in those cases also.

_ MISA hag not been withdrawn so far. There is mini MISA in force in
Bihar and Madhya Pradesh, which are ruled by Janata Party. These states
should be asked to remove MISA.

Proper attention should be paid to the question of atrocities. on Harijans.
There are certain people who are taking advantage of this problem.

There are two reports of Tarkunde Committee. Then there is Bhargave
Commission in Andhra Pradesh. It appears no action has been taken on these
reports. In Kerala nothing has been done in Rajan case. Similar is the position
in Andhra. The Government should see that suitable action is taken in these

matters.

It is good that Minorities Commission has been set up. Minoo Masani has
been made the Chairman of this Commission. What was the harm if a Muslim
had been appointed the Chairman of this Commission ? The minorities want
a Muslim to be the Chairman of this Commission and this long-standing demand
of the people should be accepted.

There are certain schemes for welfare of scheduled tribes. These people
are not getting any benefit ft‘(.m} thQSe schemesj, because major portion of the
money is being spent on administrative expenditure. Steps should be taken to
remedy the situation. State Governments should be asked to implement those

schemes properly..

The States want certain financial powers so that they can properly imple-
ment development projects. At present they have to depend on centre for funds.
The Centre will not get weakened if states are strengthened. A Conference of
Chief Ministers should be called for discussing the question of Centre-State

relations.

It has been stated in the Ministry’s report that 106 posts in the IAS cadre
reserved for scheduled tribes are filled up by taking non-scheduled tribe people
because scheduled tribe people refuse to be appointed. This appears to be anb
incorrect statement. This matter should be enquired into.

In the case of sanction of pensions for freedom fighters. The Government
have not taken the period of trial into account. The result is that certain freedom
fighters cannot get pension. The Government should count the period of trial
also for purposes of sanction of pension. Those people who took part in
Junpaya Vayalar rebellion, Goa liberation movement and struggle against Nizam

should also be regarded as freedom fighters.

Many doctors are going to Iran, Iraq and libya. In this connection, a
lot of corruption and bribery is prevalent in the concerned Department of
the Ministry. The Minister should pay attention to this matter.

The condition of lower ranks of police force is bad. They do not get
adequate pay and other basic facilities. The Government should pay attention

to this matter.

Shri R. N. Rakesh (Chail) : The Janata Government is committed to
eradicate corruption. But the progress in this respect is not satisfactory. Even
now there are officers who continue to indulge in corrupt practices as they have
been doing in the last regime. Some expeditious measures will have to be taken
to bring to book such corrupt officers.

So far as the question of scheduled castes and scheduled tribes and Harijans
is concerned, whereas the number of student of these classes is increasing, the
number of scholarships is being reduced. This has caused great resentment
amongst those people. In U.P. an amount to Rs. 1,92,000 is mis-appropriated
from the scholarships account. It is regrettable that none had been arrested

in this connection so far.

To day Shrimati Gandhi is trying to build her image as the messiah of the
Harijans by shedding crocodile tecars. But we have not forgotten that she is
the same Indira Gandhi who bad, during the emergency, passed an order that
if a Harijan father has more than two children, he will not get any facilities
from the Government. Harijans are 1/5th part of the population of the country.
But for their development, very little is being spent. Their problems have not
been solved during the last 32 years whereas the problems of the refugees have
been solved overnight.

Under Article 16(4) of the Constitution, Government can make re ;
for the scheduled castes and scheduled tribes in services to any extensffv?];g;g
18 no bar on it. All that we got during the last regime was promotion to junio
class I posts. Even after the Janata Government has come to power, not muc’:ﬂ
change is visible in this respect. No Ministry has completed the quota reserved
for Harijans. It is high time Government paid more attention to this Mmatter
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So far as the question of atrocities on Harijans is concerned, I don’t want
to say much as the matter has been debated enough. However, it has to be
regretted that while a shepherd can become the President of the US.A. and a
cobbler can become all powerful in U.S.S.R., in our country Harijans do not have
even the right to live. It is high time Government took some concrete steps to
protect these people from atrocities. So long as this is not done the total
revolution of Shri Jayaprakash Narayan will remain a mere dream.

Most of the atrocities are committed on the question of land. Today,
only a few fortunate people possess land and the majority of Harijans are
landless. So this question of land will have to be considered seriously and a

sohution found.

There should be a separate Ministry for the Harijans and 1/5th part of
the total budget of the Home Ministry should be earmarked for the Harijans

and scheduled castes and scheduled tribes.

- Shri Sukhdev Prasad Vermaa (Chatra): The law and order situation in the
country has assumed such a form which cannot be said to be satisfactory. This
was the position during the previous regime and this is the position undes
the present regime as well. The most important point, therefore, is as to how
to solve this problem. As a matter of fact, the law and order situation is not
the responsibility of Government only; it is the joint responsibility of all,
whether they are in the ruling party or in the opposition or are among the
common masses. To maintain law and order in the country, it is necessary
that all people sit together and find out ways and means for it.

Even after 30 years of independence, the present social set up is the same
old traditional one. The houses of lower classes, of backward classes, Scheduled
Castes or Tribes are situated in different areas than those of the higher classes
in the villages. The class feeling is acute and this is the root cause of all evils.
If this is removed and equality established among all, the law and order

problem can be solved to a great extent.

The Bihar Government have decided to introduce reservations for backward
classes, but the 15 per cent people of higher classes are raising great hue and
cy against this. The reservation is according to the constitutional provisions.
The Home Ministry should, therefore, see that action is taken against those
who create disturbance as a protest against this decision. It should also be
ensured that this decision is implemented soon.

The backward classes and harijans constitute 15-20 percent of the popula-
tion of the country. It should be seen that reservation is provided and filled in
all categories of services in the ratio of population of these classes in the
counfry.

Recommendations made in the report of Kaka Kalelkar Committee should
be implemented.

Education for harijans, tribals and backward classes and weaker sections
should not only be free, but should be made compulsory also. Every child
belonging to harijan and tribals should be given stipend.

I agree that Hindi should not be imposed on any one ; but regional languages
should also develop in respective States; but then it 1s also essential that the
country should have its own national language. Hindi is spoken and understood
by largest number of population in the country and, therefore, is the omly
suitable language to take the place of national language. Hindi has been badly

Shri Ram Bilag Paswan (Hajipur): A good deal has been said about the
atrocities on Harijans. Even a suggestion has been made that a separate Harijan
Ministry should be formed. But unless a radical change is brought about in
the social approach towards them, nothing will prove effective. One can find
that inspite of a Harijan Minister being incharge of Defence Department,
15 percent quota reserved for Harijans has not fulfilled and the regiments on the
basis of castes still continue there. Therefore, in order to improve the situation
in this regard, I will like to suggest that inter-caste marriages should be arranged
and the priests of temples should be appointed not on the basis of caste but
on the basis of education. Then, priority should be given to Harijans in the
matter of distribution of land. Moreover, the root causes of atrocities on
Harijans should be identified and a specified programme should be formulated
to improve the economic condition of these people. At the same time, when
the question of law and order or the question of atrocities on Harijans arises,
the police should change their attitude to these people. ' Even the opposition
Members should give their constructive suggestions and suggest the measures
Which the Government should take up for putting an end to this menace.of
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atrocities on Harijans. On the question of law and order and on the question

of atrocities on Harijans a national programme should be chalked out and solid
steps should be taken to implement it.

Shri Hukmdeo Narain Yadav (Madhubani): We can not blame any parti-
cular period for injustices being done to Harijans. History of thousands of
years is responsible for it. Our Caste System is to be blamed.

After the Janata Party came to power the ‘percentage of Harijans taken in
government services has gone up. In 1977 the percentage was much more than
the percentage for previous years. The figure for 1977 was higher even than
figures for 1975 and 1976 the years of emergency. Similarly the percentage
of Adivasis in government services in 1977 had also increased. If Congress
Government did anything for Harijans they propagated it too much. But the
Janata Government is doing more for Harijans, but they are not propagating it.

During the last 30 years the quota reserved for Harijans and Adivasis in
Government services could not be filled up. It was said that suitable persons
are not available. Who is responsible for not making these people suitable
al] these years? This question has to be properly considered.

In 1978-79 an amount of Rs. 2405 lakh has been allocated for the welfare
of backward classes. This is in addition to Rs. 70 crores kept separately for

adivasis. As against this, only Rs. 8917.78 lakhs, have been spent in 5 years
prior to this.

In Bihar and U.P. backward communities have not progressed whereas
eondition of backward communities in Southern States has improved.. The
reason for this is that in Bihar and U.P. inadequate funds have been spent on
mplift of these communities.
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In Bihar, U.P., Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh, Harijans and other back-
ward people do not know English. These people cannot compete for services
because they do not know English. If we want that these people should also
progress and get into services, we will have to give up love for English.

We will have to remove both the evils of caste system and class system if
we want that our country should progress. We should usher in a casteless and
classless society. Caste System is responsible for the suppression of backward
people. If we want to root out Caste System we should make inter-caste
marriages compulsory. 60 percent of posts in government service, politics,
business and army should be reserved for harijans, adivasis, women and
Muslims. Those who do menial jobs should be given big salaries.

Land should be owned by tillers only. Those who do not cultivate land
should not be owners of land. Land should be taken away from these people.
Also we should follow the policy of one man one job. That is the only way

to tackle the problem of unemployment.
