(c) The State Government of Rajasthan have been apprised of iesults of the
surveys undertaken by the Central Groundwater Board, and it is for them to undertake
development of the groundwater resources of these areas keeping in view the results of
this scientific investigation,

Imposition of ban on cow slaughter falls within the jurisdiction of the States, The
reasons why the States like Kerala, Nagaland, Laccadive and Goa, Daman & Diu have
not imposed partial ban is that in these States there is no objection from the people
against cow Slaughtar, and they consider it in the interest of public health,

Notes :

(1) Although no legisiation has "been enacted in Kerala, vet as per Kerala
Panchayat (Slaughter Houses and Meat Stalls) Rules, 1964 no certificate for slaughter
under Rule 8 in respect of cow, is granted, unless the examining authoriry for reasons
to be recorded in writing is of the opinion that (a) animal is over 10 years of age and
is unfit for work and breeding or (b) the animal has become pérmanently incapacitated
for work or breeding due to injury or deformity.

(2) In Himachal Pradesh. Section 43 of Punjab Laws Act, 1872 has been made
applicable according to which slaughter of kine cannot ‘take place except subject to
rules to be framed from iinie to time, either general or in any particular instance, as
pres¢ribed by the State Government. The Government of Himachal Pradesh have
informed the Government -of India that the religious beliefs of the people provide
protection to cows. The Himachal Pradesh Government have stated that to give legal
protection, the Provision of Section 43 of Punjab Laws Act, 1572, as applicable to
Himachal Pradesh seem to be adequate, , '

(3) In Tripura, accordmg to an exscutive order issued in the year 1296 of the
Tripura Era by the Maharaja of Tripura, cow slaughter is banned.

4} There is ﬁo legislation in Manipur banning cow slaughter but in pursuance

of a resolution issued by the erstwhlle Manipur Darbar in 1936, cattle are not slaugh-

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture (Shri Sher Singh) : (a) Steps
taken by the Government to encourage minor irrigation programme and to make it
more effective and useful include : (i) giving priority to minor irrigation in allocating
funds under the State Plans; (ii) mobilising additional financial resources from the
institutional agencies for minor irrigation and command area development to the
maximum extent possible; (iii) introducing greater sophistication in planning and
execution of minor surface water irrigation projects; (iv) introducing modern methods
for fast drilling of tubewells, bore wells and boring of dugwells and for lifting of
water; (v) strengthening groundwater organisations in the States as well as at the
Centre for looking after the expanded programmes; (vi) extending rural electrification
programme for energising wells/tubewells;  (vii) encouraging conjunctive use of
surface and groundwater for providing more assured irrigation and encouraging
multiple cropping .(viii) undertaking command area development programmes for
more efficient and timely utilisation of the available irrigation water,

(b) According to the procedure in vogue, Central assistance to the State Govern-
ments is reieased in the form of block loans and grants for the Annual Plan as a whole
and is not related to any scheme or group of schemes or head of dovelopmnt. In view
of tais, separale break-up of Central assistance for minor irrigation schemes is not
available.

(c) Minor Irrigation schemes are generally executed by State Governments through
Departments of Agriculture, Cooperation, Ifrigation & Power, Panchayati Raj etc.
In addition, a large number of private contractors, several voluntary agencies and also
State Agro-Industries Corporations in some States provide custom service in boring and
drilling of wells and tubewells to the cultivators.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture (Shri Annasaheb P. Shinde):

(a) Sixty four sugarcane research centres are functioning in the country at

present.
(b) The sugarcane Breeding Institute, Coimbatore, which deals with the

evolving of new varieties suitable for the different agro-climatic regions of the country
has evolved ninteen new varieties in the recent years. In addition, a few varieties have
also been released by the State Research Stations in Bihar and Uttar Pradesh.

(c) Due to susceptibility to some diseases, like red rot, ratoon stunting and
grassy shoot diseases, the older, popular varieties are being given up by the farmers,
‘Government is aware of the problem,

(d) Sugarcane Research Stations are engaged in incorporating resistance to
particular diseases in sugarcane through cross breeding. Some of the varieties have
shown considerable staying capacity due to various degrees of disease tolerance or
resistance, like Co. 419. Among the newer varieties Co 997 and Co 1287 are resistant
to smut while Co 1007 and Co 1148 are resistant to red rot. Research efforts have
no ¥ indicated that ths deterioration of cane varieties could be checked by subjecting the
cane selts to hot air or hot water treatment before planting. This pre-treatment of seed
is now being propagated by the State Extension agencies and sugar mills.

Damage to Foodgrains and Storing Capacity of the Warehouses,

3628, Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : Will the Minister of Agriculture be pleased to
state :

(a) the quantity of foodgrains (in tcnnes) for which warehousing facilities exist in
the country;
- (b) the approximate quantity of foodgrains (in tonnes), which is eaten away by
‘insects and damaged due to carelessness annually;

(c) the approximate value of foodgrains damaged due to .natural calamities and

-other factors every year;

(d) whether at present Government have under consideration any scheme to increase
‘the existing capacity of the warehouses; and '
. (e) if so.'thé main features of the seheme and the quantity of foodgrains which
could be stored there at a time ?

The Minister. of State in_the Ministry of Agriculture (Shri Annasaheb P. Shinde) :
(a) A statement showing the total storage accommodation available with various
agencies is given in the statement attached. Broadly, the owned godowns of the Food
‘Corporation of India and the Central Warehousing Corporation can be said to meet the
highest standards of warehousing facilities required to store foodgrains scientifically.

(b) & (c) : There is as yet no scientific estimates of foodgrains losses conducted on
a sufficiently wide coverage to assess the damage due to various causes, including damages

by insects.

(d) & (e) : Yes, Sir. An Expert Committee of the Planning Commission is currently
studying the additional requirements of foodgrains storage godowns for 1973-74, the last
year of the 4th Five Year Plan, keeping in view the ¢stimates of production, consumption,
buffer and operational stocks of foodgrains. Presently, the Food Corporation of India and
the Central Warehousing Corporation have plans for construction of 22 lakhs and 3.8
lakhs tonnes capacities respectively of godowns for foodgrains during the remaining period
of the 4th Five Year Plan, Besides, the State Warehousing Corporations have a target of
constructing 6.5 lakh tonnes capacity under their general warehousing programmes during
the 4th Five Year plan, a part of which will also be available for storage of foodgrains,

Setting up of Agricultural Farm Communications Centre in Madhya Pradesh
3635. Shri G. C. Dixit : Will the Minister of Agriculture be pleased to state :

(a) whether Goverument propose to set up an Agricultural Farm Communications
Centere in' Madhya Pradesh during the Fourth Five Year Plan period in collaboration
with the Ford Foundation and the U, S, Agency for the International Developmernt with a
view {0 1mparting training to students to maintain effective liasion with the farmers; and

(b) if so, the main features thereof ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture (Shri Annasaheb P, Shinde) : (a)
&(b) : There is at present no proposal under consideration of the Government of India
to set up a Communication Centre in Madhya Pradesh. during the Fourth Five Year
Plan Period, However, a Project entitled, ‘‘Developing an Operational Communication
System” has been in operation at the Jawaharlal Nehru Krishi Vishwa Vidyalaya, Jabal-
pur, in collaboration with the USAID who have provided assistance. The Project has
been in operation since November, 1968 and is due for termination on tte 30th June, 197:,
Its total cost is Rs. 4,97,200/—out of which assistance from USAID is. Rs. 2,93,400/-, It
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will help to train staff and students in modern communications and visual aid methods.
The main objectives of the scheme are :

(i) To design, prepare and print quality educational meterial for staff, students,
cultivators, community groups, Govt, agencies and the public.

(ii) To prepare visual aids like flannel-graphs, flip-charts, posters, slides, film
strips and folders for better transmission of educational information.

(iii) To keep a regular supply of educational material available for campus staff,
mobile and field units of the University.

(iv) To keep a continuous flow of latest information to all clientele of the
University.

(v) To promote unification of the efforts of all disciplines of the University in the
field of information.

(vi) To teach the Wniversity faculty and students the techniques of using audio-
visual technology.

Shortage of Compressors in Madhya Pradesh

3636. Shri G. C. Dixit : Will the Minister of Agriculture be pleased to state :

(a) whether there is shortage of compressors in Madhya Pradesh required for the
boring tube-wells;

(b) if so, whether the shortage of such an important tool required for the smooth
operation of tube-wells is detrimental to agricultural production; and

(c) if so, the action proposed to be taken by Government in this regard ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture (Shri Sher Singh) : (a) Yes,
Sir. There is some shortage of compressors for development of tubewells with the

Directorate of Tubewells in Madhya Pradesh.

(b) & (c) The Tube well Directorate, Madhya Pradesh, is alieady considering
purchase of additional compressors.

Central aid for setting up of a Dairy Plant in Madhya Pradesh
3637. Shri G, C. Dixit : Will the Minister of Agriculture be pleased to state :

(a) whether the State Government of Madhya Pradesh have decided to set up a
Dairy plant in the State during the Fourth Five Year Plan;

(b) if so, whether the State Government have sought assistance from the Central
Government for this purpose; and

(c) if so, the nature thereof and the reaction of Government therto ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture (Shri Sher Singh) : (a) Under
the Fourth Five Year Plan, the Government of Madhya Pradesh propose to set up two
town Milk Supply Schemes at Raipur and Ujjain each having an installed capacity of
6,000 litres of milk per day and, 7 small town milk supply schemes each with a capacity
of 2,000 litres at Ratlam, Khandwa, Burhanpur, Sagar, Katni, Rewa and Bilaspur,

(b) Yes Sir.

(c) Since these schemes are included in the Plan, they are entitled to receive Cen-

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Shri Prabodh Chandra (Gurdaspur) : Sir, I am thankful to the hon. Speaker and
the hon. Minister of Parliamentary Affairs for affording me an opportunity to speak on
the demands of the Ministry of Steel and Mines. The working of this ministry and of
the various undertakings under its contrcl has been quite disheartening.

While laying the foundation of the public sector steel units in the country the then
Prime Minister Pdt, Jawahar Lal Nehru said tnat our Public Sector undertakings will
provide base for our development because no country has developed without being self-
suffient in the production of ste:]l. We cannot fulfil our military requirements without
steel. In this connection I may state that production in the public sector s:eel plant is
not encouraging. Even the cost of production is 30 to 40 percent high as compared to
other couatries. I have fcund that in the Bhillai Steel Plant the actual production is far
below than the ratzd capacity. In 1969-7) the rated capacity of this plant was 25,00,000
tonnes whereas the actual production was only 18,59.000 tonnes. In Durgapur Steel Plant
also only 6,34,000 tonnes steel was produced in 1970-71. It 1s far below the rated capacity.
The rated capacity of the Rourkela Steel Plant in 1970-71 was 18,00 000 whereas it
produced onty 10,38 00U tonnes of steel. It is little more than fifty five percent.

Now take the case of Private Sector. The private sector steel plants have gained
better. The Tata Iron & Steel Co., has produced 17,15,000 tonnes of steel as against its
rated total capacity of 20,00,000 tonnes, It is 25 percent more than the public sector units,

It has been stated that the production of steel has gone down due to the non-
availability of coal, “

Mr, Deputy Speaker in the Chair

All the departments are under the Goverment and hence it is not proper to put
forward one excuse or the other for the less production. In my view the difficulty is
that non-technical personnel such as 1.A S, officers have been appointed on the managerial
posts. I would request the hon. Minister to look into the whole set up of the steel plants
and deploy proper persons in pioper places for the better results.

The hon. Minister is now attaching too much hope on the scheme of having two
labour repre.-entatives in the Board of Directors. In this connection a Joint Wage
Committee has also been set up to solve the problems of the public as well as private
sector plants. But in this conpection I would request that strikes and other labour
troubles have political aspects only. Some parties are trying to have the Government of
their own liking by taking advantage of the labour unrest. So I would like to point out
to the hon, Minister not to ignore this aspect also.

The wages of the labourers should be related to the production as is done in
several other foreign countries.

Distribution is not being made cn the basis of first come first served. Consumption
is rampout in the distribution department also. This matter should also be looked into.

The prices of the steel should also be checked. I know that one Rathy Mill has
increased the price of its products by 110 Rupzes per tonne during the last three months.
Similarly one more Mill named Guest Keer and Williams has increased the price of its
product from Rs. 1490/—to 1950/—per tonne during the last one year. It has adverse
effect on the consumers, Government can also save some lakhs of rupees if it supplies
steel to the contractors at ccntrol rates and ask the contractors to reduce the price of
construction accordingly.

I have an occasion to see the officers of the Hindustan Steel Limited, They behave
like Nawabs We should deal with them firmly.
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There should be greater co-operation between the Ministries of Steel and roibraj.
We should have long term plabning in this regard. Sufficient spare parts should be kept
in store for immediate replacement,

In the end I would request the hon. Minister to appoint technical, able and honest
perscos in the steel plants if he desires that their Mills should work as models for other
factories of the country.

Shri Damodar Pandey (Hazari Bagh) : 1 want to say something about coal industries,
The coal mines Amalgamation Committee constituted in 1956 had reported that if this
condition in the coal industries will be allowed to continue then I think that time is not
very far off when instead of exporting we will have to import coal from outside. Our
steel plants will stop their work in want of coal. Keeping this in view Government should
decide its course of action, The Coal Amalgamation Committee gave its report in 1956
but no decision has been taken on that till today, The mine owners do not wapt loss
in any way. Now the time to nationalise the coal industry has come. It should be done
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immediately. The mine owners do not care for the interest of the country only they are
worried for their money which they have invested. They want their own profit and for
that they can even give any amouut of loss to the country. They are wasting the coal
and not exploiting it fully. So much of coal is going waste in barriers which could make
up the shortage. The mine owners are not paying the Provident Fund and Royalty cess
and a heavy amount of Government is lying with them and as such Government will not
have to pay any compensation while nationalising the coal mines.

On one side we say that employment should increase but just on the other side
machines are being introduced in the coal industry., The labourers are being retrenched
by introducing voluntary retrenchment scheme, They are giving employment to machines
instead of man.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : There is no quoram in the House.

Shri Damodar Pandey : The cooking coal is being used for brick-burning when
third rate coal can be used there. This is being done in the country every where with the
convenience of mine owners and coal controllers,

Most of the mine owners have not introduced Wage Board Rules but even then
pearly 90 percent of them have got the fitness certificate to run the mine.

Nationalisation of coal mines cannot go in loss. N, C. D, C. is having loss due to
Giridih Colliery, where the loss was 5 crores 13 lakhs of rupees when in all the loss was
5 crores 9 lakhs of rupees. National Coal Development Corporation is earning profit
even from the mines which were left by private sector thinking that they are non-
remunerative. Therefore I suggest that why the profit cannont be earned from coal rich
mines after their nationalisation,

It was decided that the sulphuric acid of private mipes in Arah, Bihar will be used
in Sindri Fertilizers, but now due to change 1n policy that the imported acid is cheaper,
this acid is being imported, Government is ready to spend two crores of foreign exchange
but they are not worried about the emplecyment of 5 thousand persons with these words
I support these demands.

Shri K. N, Tiwary (Bettiah) : If the report for 1970-71 wherein,it is said that
prices of plates, hot rolled sheets corrugatted sheets etc. showed downward trend. But
in the open market we sce just the opposite. It is not possible to get these things on the
control price and they are being sold on higher prices in Black Market. Therefore, I
would like to say that this sort of misleading reports should not be given !0 public.

Sheets are very much in demand. Are you importing the sheets after assessing the
country’s demand properly and wbat is your plan for meeting the shortage of these sheets,

Administration in the steel plants is not good; it should be improved. Good
workers and officers should be employed and encouraged to work efficiently.

The prices of house building steel are very high in the market. They are only avail-
able in the black market. The procedure of supply of these articles is faulty and therefore
the articles which are not available to the public are available in the blackmarket only, ’

The manufacturers of stainless steel should get the raw material, There are certain

false industries having the permits of steel and they are sé]ling it in black market This
should be stopped.
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Working in the public sector should be improved. Responsibility should be fixed
on the officers and incharge persons to increase the production in them.

Shri Ishwar Cbaudhry (Gaya) : We in India are not using the minerals properly
and fully. A study regarding the requirements of the minerals in the country should
be made. India and Japan started this at the same time but now position is this that
we are exporting raw material to Japan and getting finished steel from there. This shows
that we are very indifferent in this matter.

Mineral department does not have perfect co-ordination with Trade Department,
Naval Department, Railways and Transport Departments. In the absence of this co-
ordination it has become impossible to utilise the our minerals fully.

There is no proper arrangement for the transporting and marketing of certain
minerals.

The position of Hindustan Steel is also not good, It is going in loss. The prices
of steel are going high. As a result of this the indiginous consumers are not in a position
to utilize the country made steel.

There has been a great downfall in the production of all types of steel in the
country when the capacity is quite enough.

Arrangements for the export of raw material and other finished goods of steel
should be made so as to remove poverty.

Proper steps should be taken for the exploration of lime, and manganese, mica etc,
They are abundantly available in the country,

Shri Satpal Kapoor (Patiala) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, the problem is this that
our Government is allowing the private and the public both the sectors to run the samo
industry. Our policy about iron and steel need basic changes and we are not changing
them.

We should try to detact loop-holes intheir working procedure, We are being bitterly
criticized for low percentage of profits in Public Undertakings as compared with those in
Private Sector.

It is not correct to have the same industry in both Public and Private sectors, It
needs a change in our planning system, We should have a plan to have a particular
industry confined exclusively to one sector. Such an arrangement would make useless
all the efforts of Private Sector to harrass the Public Sector. The hon. Minister should
look into the matter. He should try to bring about a chapge in basic policy and discuss
the matter with Planning Commission and the Cabinet,

The iron and coal mines are in private sector whereas steel unbits are set up in
public sector. This creates confusion., So unless you change the basic policy, this work
will always remain in doldrums.

An Industrial Resolution was passed in 1956 to place steel item in the public
sector. But nothing has been done in this direction and now mine steel plants are
being set up in the private sector, Such wrong policy should not be followed. 1 do
not accept this argument that it isa secondary industry. Due to wrong policy some
steel industries are suffering from set backs. So the basic policy should be changed, Out
of six steel plants only two are in the public sector. Punjab has been given a mini steel
plant in public sector But it exists oply on papers. Actually it has gone to Dalmia
t0 be established in the private sector. The policy of the Government is to associate
private sector and 25 percent share can be sold to them. They further manage to procure
26 percent, Thus they get majority of shares, This is a wrong policy and we should
pnot be satisfied by establishing unit in the public sector, This policy will not go. Ifa
wrong foundation is put, then how-can we expect benifits, I will urge the Government
not to follow a wrong policy, and it demands basic change,

Shri Chandu Lal Chandrakar (Durg) : I regard Steel and Mines Ministry essential
for the industrial development of the country. The success and failure of this Ministry
will influence greatly the industrial development of our country.

Among the three Steel Plants in the public sector only Bhilai Steel Plant is
running on Profit and the rest are not maintaing the level of rated capacity and are thus
incurring heavy losses. Tata Iron and Steel Plant is showing good Performance. As the
steel plants are producing less than the rated capacity, the country is losing 30 lakhs toss
ingot. The people want to know as to who is responsible for this but no reply is coming
from the Government, Unless responsibility is fixed, there cannot be any improvement,
Blackmarketing in steel is going on. The Ministry has mentioned in its report that distri-
bution system of steel is being streamlined in such a way as to frustrate blackmarketing.
But despite such assurances the blackmarketing is going on unabated, It has increased from
Rs. 100/-to Rs.300/-per ton for the last three moaths. If the hon. Minister looks into this
matter,then a lot can be done to eliminate this ill, So far as Bhilai Steel Plant is concerned
many complaints have been sent to Governmeoment of India and the Steel Ministry
regarding this plant but no action has been taken on this for the last many years. It is
assumed that the Bhilai Steel Plant is running on profit and there is no need to
look into its complaints. I warn the Government that if no action is taken in this regard,
the Bhilai Steel plant will also run on loss like others. I want to know from the hon.
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Minister about the production in the Bhilai Steel plant for the month of May. There is
a breakdown in the three Coke-Ovens due to choking of gas line. This has resulted in the
diminishing of production capacity.

Besides this our Present member Shri Jyotirmoy Basuand former member** are
increasing their activities there. Like the fall of production in Durgapur Steel Plant where**
and Shri Jyotirmoy Basu extended their activities, it seems to me the same condition
Will be here, because** and Shri Jyotirmoy Basu are engaged to strengthen their union
there......

Shri Manoranjan Hazra (Arambagh) : ... .. ** is not in the House, why his name is
being mentioned here.

Shri Chandulal Chandrakar : I have not gone in details. Only I said that they are
strenthening their union activities.

Nothing is being done to improve INTUC there. If no action is taken, the
situation may be deteriorated. So it is essential to take co-operation from the officers
and workers, Frustration has prevailed among the workers because they may not get
bonus due to fall in production.

Mr. Chairman** ijs not in the House. The objection raised by him may not go in
records.

Shri D. N, Tiwary (Gopalganj) : He is not an officer,

Mr. Chairman : Being member of this House Shri Jyotirmoy Basu can defend
himself but** is not a member of this House,

Shri Chandulal Chandrakar : I was urging that unless immediate decision 1is taken,
the production capacity will fall. The workers are dissatisflied over leaves and leave-
travelling allowance,

The Bhilai Steel plant has land measuring 4 Sqr. miles out of 40 Sqr. miles
earmarked for it. The rest 36 Sqr, miles land has been occupied by over one lakhs
people and three or four storeyed houses have come up there. But there is no provision
of road, water, electricity etc. So I would like to say that these facilities may be provided
to them. Besides this officers and employees are utilizing thousands acres of land for
agricultural purposes, Those evicted persons, who have been rendered homeless, may
be given compensation or their land may be given back to them. Otherwise the situation
may go WOrse.

Shri Pairsuli (Tehri-Garhwal) : Between Ladakh to Nepha, there exists no industry,
no factory. Forest and mineral reserves are the only source for providing employment
to the people of the area, The possibilities of the mineral reserves of the area have not
so far been explored in full, yet the reserver already found out are not being utilized to
the minimum possible extent.

There is a large maganite reserver available in Almorah district but the mining
operation has not yet been started. [ hope that the work would be done in public sector
so that the profit might not be earned by private parties and the people of the area might
be ewuployed. The Government should not have given contracts to private parties for
exploiting lime stone and Gypsum who are not giving any attention to the amenities of

the local labours.

The long outstanding demand of establishing a cement factory at Dehradun should
be accepted. The projects already started and which are going 1o be started in this
region would require cement in large quantity. The raw material needed for the cement
factory and available in this area is being transported to other areas. It should be
stopped and [ hope that the material would be utilized for providing employment to the
people by establishing a factory in that region.

The arrangements should be made to make use of uranium deposits available in
Almorah, Chamoli, Mahasu and Kulu. The work to explore cock phosphate possibilities
was being carried out by N M.D.C. but the same has been transferred to pysite Phosphate
and Chemicals Limited. Thousands of workers have been 1endered jobless since the work
has been stopped, The Government should look into the matter,

The Governmeat should not give the work to explore mineral possibilities to private

contractors since they exploit the labour and earn huge profits. The matter should be
looked into and necessary steps be taken,

Shri Nathu Ram Ahirwar (Tikamgarh) : Sir, I rise to support the Demands and to
make certain suggestions, The employees in Bhilai Steel Plant employed prior 101-4-1960get
one month’s earned leave and 15days casual leave in a year while those who were recruited
after 14-1960 get only 15 days earned leave and seven days casual leave, I request that
this disparity should be removed.

I also suggest that the percentage of local employees in Heavy Electricals and Bhilai
should be increased. Several junior officers are promoted in these Plants resulting in
resentment of the emploees. The officers in the fmanagement are required to be changed,
A heavy amournt has been invested in these plants and it is the responsibility of the
Government to ensure that these plants give good return to the Nation,

It is said that due to the faulty procedure of distribution of steel, the public sector
undertakings do not get adequate coal supplies, Government should look in to this
matter,

Farmers should be supplied steel and other commodities at cheaper rates. Lead
deposits discovered in the District of Tikamgarh should be exploited soon.
