(¢) the steps being taken to bring about coordination between the Official
Language (Legislative) Commission and the Legislative Departments of the
Hindi-speaking States in order to ensure uniformity in the terminology used in the
State laws; and

(d) the machinery devised by Government to secure maximum possible
identity in the use of scientific, technical and administrative terms in various
[ndian languages ? '

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Hathi) :
(@) to (d). A statement is laid on the Table of the House. '

STATEMENT

The Home Minister had some discussions regarding this with the Chief Minis-
rers of Hindi-speaking States also earlier. Presently, a delegation of the Hindi

1639
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Salahkar Samiti, led by Dr. Govind Das, is touring the Hindi-speaking States.
The Sub-committee of the Hindi Salahkar Samiti which is concerned with this
matter has advised that the joint meeting of the Chief Ministers of the Hindi-
speaking States should be convened after the delegation has completed its tour.

There are four representatives of the Hindi-speaking States on the Official

Languages (Legislative) Commission. The legal terminology evolved by the
Commission has been forwarded to all the States. The draft Hindi texts of Central

Statutes prepared by the Commission are also sent to the State Governments.
The Members and officials of the Commission also hold discussions with the
State representatives, whenever necessary. It is hoped that the terminology
evloved by the Commission will be used uniformly in all the Hindi-speaking
States.

The Education Ministry has constituted a Commission with the aim of
bringing about the maximum possible uniformity in the use of scientific and
technical terminology in the various Indian languages and an Advisory Board
has been constituted with the Union Education Minister as Chairman, and
the State Education Ministers and representatives of Universities and learned

associations as members.

Representatives of the State Governments are also associated with the expert
committees constituted by the Ministry of Education for evolving a standard
terminology in administration. It is hoped that the administrative terminology
published by the Ministry of Education will be used as far as possible in all

States.

Shri M. L. Dwivedi : I would like to know whether there has been any
correspondence of the Centre with the State Governments in the matter of
terminology contemplated by the Home Ministry with a view to bringing uni-
formity in Hindi; whether their instructions will be implemented; and if so,

what are its main features ?

Shri Hathi : We are already in correspondence with them, and the termi-
n ology also has been circulated to them. They have been asked to give their

omments or suggestions, if any; or, approve it and put it to use.

Shri M. L. Dwivedi : I would like to know whether the various Ministries
of the Government of India have put to use the terminology compiled by the
Education Ministry or Ministry of Home Affairs; and if so, whether the language
used over A.L.R. by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting is in line with

the said terminology ?

Shri Hathi : I think the terminology compiled at the moment is in respect
of the terms used in technical and scientific subjects only.

Shri M. L. Dwivedi : I have asked whether or not all the Ministries are
using the same terminology ?

. Shri Hathi : I understand that they must be using that very terminology
for technical and scientific subjects.

Shrimati Savitri Nigam : Some complaints have been received about
certain words to the effect that they are not only difficult but also unintelligible.
I would like to know whether the attention of the Hon. Minister has been drawn

towards them ?

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : How far is the Central Government in agree-
ment with the announcement made by the U.P. Govt. in so far as using Hindi
as administrative language from the 26th January; and whether in view of their
decision the Central Government would advise other Hindi-speaking States

_also to take such a decision ?

Shri Hathi : The Centre are in full agreement with the U.P. Government
and we very much desire other Hindi-speaking States also to follow suit. Per-
haps, the Hon. Member is aware of the fact that we have sent a delegation under
the Chairmanship of Dr. Govind Das to those Hindi-speaking States to see what
other steps are needed for promoting the use of Hindi there.

Shri Jagdev Singh Siddhanti : This has been unanimously recognized
that all Indian languages have tadbkav or tatsam relation with Sanskrit and in
this context the Hon’ble Home Minister will tell us how they propose to avail
of the Sanskrit terminology for all-round development of Hindi ?

Shri Hathi : This is an undisputed fact that Sanskrit forms the basis of all
other languages but Sanskrit terminology is now considered obsolete.

Shri Yashpal Singh : Letters addressed to the authorities in Hindi are
not replied to in the same language. May I know how long will this practice
continue ?

Shri Hathi : It has been decided that heretoafter letter received in Hindi
will be answered in Hindi.

Shri Hathi : Therc has been no such enquiry till now.

Shri Vishram Prasad : Had our patrol party trcspassed into East Pakistan
as claimed by the Pakistanis for lifting cattle?

Mr. Speaker : That was their claim, rotcurs. We have already given our
version. How can we say whether their claim is right ?

Shri Rameshwaranand : The Pakistanis often trespassinto our territory;
sometimes they kidnap people and at others they lift cattle and other property.
Is our border unprotected and we are short of soldiers to defend the borders?

Shri Hathi : We have made arrangements for that.

Mr. Speaker : What Swamiji meant to ask was whether we had troops for the
defence of our borders.

Shri Hathi : And I replied Sir that we had troops guarding our borders.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : The statementsays that the Tripura Government
have lodged a strong protest and have also demanded compensaticn. When  the
number of such incidents is on the increase and when compensation is not paid
by the Pakistan Government as demanded by us, what steps do the Government
take ? Or, do they sit with their fingers crossed aftcr having made the demand
for compensatlon ?

Shri Hathi : We have protested against this and asked for the payment of
compensation. Pakistan has stated that it was the Indian border patrol which
trespassed into Pakistani territory fired on the Pakistanti border patrol and
lifted cattle. We have told the Pakistani Government that the counter-accusation
is wrong and baseless and that no such thing, as climed by them, happened.
We entered into correspondence with the Pakistan Government to impress upon
them the falsity of their counter-charges. After strong protests and a demand for

a joint enquiry into the incidents the Pakistan Government have agreed to hold
such an inquiry.

Kichlu tendered his resignation and wanted to be relieved by grd October, 1964
which was accepted. Earlier, he was given notice in terms of the contract of
his appointment for rcliaquishing the Directorship of the National Physical
Laboratory with effect from gth December, 1964 on which date he would have
crossed the age of 65 years”.

Shri Tan Singh (Barmer) : Sir, I support the resolution moved by Shri Bade.
The constitution has laid down certain pre-conditions for promulgating an Ordi-
nance. We do not find those conditions existing in the present case. The reason
is that even after the promulgation of the present ordinance no case has been re-
gistered against any hoarder. This itself shows that there was no need for such 'a
measure and that the Government have abused the powers given to their under
the Constitution. '

The main question is whether or not our food problem can be solved by such a
measure. We do not think so. It is not going to teach a lesson to the profiteers.
Government could not be  absolved of its responsibility in the matter merely on
the ground that they have passed the Ordinance. Government themselves were
responsible for the existence of black marketing, hoarding and profiteering in the
country. Government has done nothing to raise the moral standards in the coun-
try. They cannot check these malpractices merely through legislation. They
have already got sufficient powers under the existing laws and there was no case
for giving them more powers. We have known what has been the immediate
effect of this Ordinance on the trade ; the prices are going up day by day in Delhi.
That is a proof of the fact that Government policy has failed. I am-not in favour
of reducing the punishment under the Bill ; but I merely want to submit that this
is not the way to tackle the problem, it is only a way to evade it. It would be

“wrong to think that this measure would keep out the trade from indulging in the
y malpractices. ' ' ' | R

I submit that the educated people generally find out ways and means to cir-
cumvent the law ; it is theilliterate villager who is more often than not hauled
up for its violation. Itis necessary that the provision for appeal should be there,
otherwise innocent people would suffer. Afterall Courts are not infallable ; we
should not deprive the accused of his right to appeal. A law which does not pro-
vide for right to appeal cannot be said to be a good law ; it is not going to solve
our problems.

Shri H. C. Roy (Singhabhvm) : I support the Essential Ccmmcdities (Amend-
ment) Bill. In view of the activities of the anti-social elements and the attitude
hoarding and profiteering displayed by the trade, it is essential that we should have
such an enactment on ourstatue book. Of late, a feeling has grown in the country
that the Government have exhibited a week policy in the matter of distribution
of food. People were demanding strict punishment against those indulging in
black marketing and profiteering. Some people here take the plea of denial of
Jjustice or they invoke mercy in the name of petty trade. I cannot share their views.
I have noticed trem=ndous hardship bsing encountered by people in procuring
handful of food corns. I have seen the unmerciful cut given to poor consumers at
the hand of trader and I am in favour of awarding severe punishment to these
profiteers. I would even go to the extent of enhancing the sentence up to three
months and fins extending beyond two thousand rupees. Government are taking
full responsibility in regard to the distribution of foodstuffs. Itis a welcome mea-
sure. There is another salutary provision in this bill; it seeks to bring those govern-
ment officials under the purview of this bill who fail to implement the law proper-
ly or cause obstacles in its successful operation. Government should also take steps
to see that production does not suffer as a result of its policy of afforestation.

Shei K. N. Tewary (Bagaha) : I have been listening to the speeches on the
subject with great attention. I congratulate the Ministry as also the Minister
in charge of food for bringing this measure. We are passing through hard times
and a difficult situation has arisen in the country. Shri Kamath and other hon’ble
Members have stated that all persons have gone corrupt in the country. The
government machinery is corrupt, the officials are corrupt and all else is corrupt.
In the present situation, the Minister really deserves congratulations for conduct-
ing the affairs of the Ministry in a brave manner. I support the ideas under-
lying the measure but I cannot agree with the provisions barring offenders from the
right of appeal. In ordinary cases an offender is free to go in appeal to a superior
court viz., Sessions, High Court or the Supreme Court. Different courts take differ-
ent view. Itis often proved thata particular courtisnot always free from taking
erroneous decisions and the provision of appeal offers an opportunity to rectify
the same. To take away this right of appeal amounts to denial of justice. The
right of appeal should always be there. We witness the situation of food scarcity
in almost all countries of the world save the U.S.A., Japan, France etc. If we try
to put entire blame, as the opposition has done, on the Food Ministry for whatever
bungling is going on in the country in the matter offood, it is not proper. The prob-
lem of food has become chronic disease. The essential commodities have come
to mean food stuffs alone. Today nobody talks of iron, cement, oils etc. We
should remove controls and the zonal system should be done away with.

Shri Ramshekhar Prasad Singh (Chapra) : The Commission deserves
congratulations for the fin€ work done by it in the various fields of education, par-
ticularly for the establishment of centres of advanced studies.

Education is not being given the priority it deserves ; it is apparent from the
meagre grants that the U.G.C. has been able to give. Two of the most important
things that the Commission has to do are : improvement in the standards of higher
education and the bringing of uniformity among the universities. Rescarch has

also to be encouraged. More and more funds, should therefor be provided for the
Commission.

The reason for the large number of failures in our educational institutions is
the dearth of properly qualified teachers. The reason for thatis that the educational
fie'd fails to attract talent because the teachers have not been able to get a place in
the sun. More and more people are attracted towards the administrative services
because of the higher salaries and perquisites as opposed to those available to the
teachers.

The students also are unable to get all the amenities that they require for the
pursuit of their studies. A large number of affiliated colleges are ill-equipped;
they have no recreation facilities for the students, nor have they good libraries and
laboratories. That gives rise to indiscipline among the students. They fail to get
an atmosphere suitable for serious studies.

Government should see that the managing committees of affiliated colleges do
not persecute the teachers or harass them in any way they like as the position ob-
tains today. The managing committees should not be able to dispense with the
services of the teachers.

The universities do not have adequate standards by which they can judge
whether the request of affiliated colleges for starting fresh course of study are justi-
fied. A recent example is the starting of law course in two colleges in Chapra where

there is no court for lawyers to practice and no competent law teachers are avail-
able.

Another ill-equipped colleges in my constituency was allowed to function at
two placed under pressure from the people of the localities concerned. The affi-
liating universities must, therefore, ensure that the applications for affiliation are
properly dealt with and only well-equipped colleges are allowed to function. They
should not submit to political pressures ; otherwise the standards of education
would further fall. A provision should, therefore, be made that the approval for
opening a new college and its affiliation to a university is given by the U.G.C.

The nominations to the senates and syndicates of the universities by their
chancellors should be limited to persons intimately connected with education ;
outsiders should not be nominated as a result of political pressures. This thing is
very much in evidence in all the universities in Bihar. The Commission should
ensure that people nominated to the senates and syndicates by the Governors
are able people and are interested in the affairs of the university,

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Bijnor) & Questions on the Bank of China
affair have been asked 13 times in this House and six times in the Rajya Sabha.
On September 17 last the Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Finance Shri
Bhagat stated that he would try to see that the results of the inquiry are published
during the next session of Parliament. But during this session, namely, on the
21st November last the Finance Minister refused to divulge the result of the in-
quiry. Public interestis being trotted out as a reason for that refusal.

Though China has been encroaching on our territory for the last so many
years and her agents have been stealing our official secrets, her biggest coup has
been her financial aggression through the Bank of China. Firstly the Govern-
ment should not have allowed the establishment of the Bank of China and then
it should not have been allowed to function in the way in which it did. It was
only after the open aggression of China that the Government restricted the acti-
vities of the Bank even though people had been warning thém that the Bank
had become a centre of anti-Indian activities.

The funds of the Bank were used to ¢reaté a pro-China atmosplrere in the
country. The Bank started with a capital of Rs. 4 crores and by the time was
closed down it had Rs. 1+75 crores left with it. The Government should state

the withdrawals from the Bank at the time of elections and the names of parties
who withdrew that money.

The Bank has been using its vast funds to create a pro-China psychology in
the country. The Government should state whether itis not a fact that accounts
ofbeaders of both the right and the left factions of the Comm-inist Party of India
existed in that Bank. Communist publishing houses and the red pres has
a}.lso accounts in that Bank. Why does the Government want to hide those
acts, '

In ¢pite of the fact that the Communist had latge accounts in that Bank awd
withdrew those amounts at the time of the elections the Governtwent sat with
their fingers crossed.
