Shri Durga Chand: In his speech on Railway Budget the Minister of Railways
stated in paragraph 69(iv) on page 28 that “hill concession for specified stations,
which wag available prior to 1975, will be restored.” He also stated that Pathankot
hill station was included in the list. But the people going from Delhi cannot take
advantage of this concession, because Pathankot is only 488 Kilometres away from
Delhi/New Delhi. I would like to know the criterion on the basis on which the
distance of 500 Kms. was fixed. I would also like to know the norms which have

been adopted for declaring such hill stations. About Himachal Pradesh I want to
8ay that there is hardly any place in Himachal Pradesh which is not a hill station.
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People coming from distant places will be in a position to take advantage of
this hill travel concession but people of Haryana and Punjab will not be entiiled
to take this advantage. May 1 know whether the Minister will reconsider this

distance of 500 Kms. fixed for this purpose?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : As regards the point of distance, it has been
reviewed several times from 1951 to 1978. In 1951 hill travel concession was
for 240 Kms. It was reviewed in 1970 and this distance was increased to 400 Kms.
In 1972 it was, on further review, increased to 800 Kms. and in 1975 it was reduced
to 500 Kms. The matter was reviewed again in 1978-79 and after considering all
the aspects it was decided to restore the position which was in 1975 and so con-

cession was given for 500 Kms.

As regards the norms, they are fixed by the Committee after taking into ac-
count the gross earning which accrued from different distances fixed and also the
profit as well as loss accrued therefrom. The intention is to give more benefit
to the tourists as compared to those who go there daily for their own business.
That is why this restriction was imposed. Taking all these aspects into considera-
tion the committee decided to give hill travel concession for a distance of 500 Kms.

As regards Pathankot, I want to repeat it again that it is there is the list of
hill stations and I assure you that all the concessions given for hill stations will be
given in case of Pathankot also, because Pathankot station is a feeding railway
head for going to other hill stations. That is why the name of Pathankot was

included in the list.

Another point is about the basis on which hill stations have been selected.
I think there is no point of discord as to what place is hill station and what not.
Those places are considered hill stations where tourist go in large number, Soine-
times a place of good climate is confused with the hill station. But actually there
is a difference between a hill station and a place of good climate. Hence such
places and the process of pilgrimage have been differentiated from the hill stations.

The list of hill stations is separate.

Shri Durga Chand : The Minister has given an assurance in case of Pathankot.
But for going to Himachal Pradesh Nangal is as much imfportant as Pathankot is.
At present no concession is given to the jpassengers going to Manali Dharamshala,
Palan and Sikander Nagar by Himachal Express. Every passenger who goes o
Simla purchases ticket for Kalka because beyond Kalka railway journey is tco
much time consuming so people catch taxis from there for Simla. In this context
I would like to know whether he would include the names of Nangal and Kalka
also in the list on the basis on which Pathankot’s name was included; if not, the

reasons therefor.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : The Ministry of Railways has got full information
about the railway heads from where people go to hill stations. According to the
information available with us, I can say that Pathankot serves several hill stations
while Nangal does not. That is why we did not give to hill concession to Nangal.
If hon. Member supplies me the information about Nangal as to the hill stations
which it serves, I assure him that I will reconsider the said list.

Chowdhry Balbir Singh : Hon. Minister has told the criterion that a place
Where tourists go on a large scale is a hill station. Nangal stands this test well,
Nangal is a township where tourists go from all over India. In view of it, will the
Hon. Minister give same preference to Nangal? Kalka is also in the same cate-
gory. As Pathankot serves Dalhousie and Kullu, similarly Kalka serves Simla,
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Kasauli Dharampura and certain other places. Will he therefore provide this
facility by keeping both Nangal and Kalka stations in this category since those are
very important stations? ‘

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : As regards Kullu-Manali most of people go there
from Pathankot. In connection with Nangal we shall certainly consider the sug-
gestions on the basis of this information given by the hon. Minister.

Chowdhry Balbir Singh: You are already aware of it. (Interjuptions)

Shri Somjibhai Damor : Will the hon. Minister be pleased to state as to
when is he going to stop this deployment on ad hoc basis since only favourites
are given chances and there are malpractices going on in this system? What steps
is he taking o check it?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : I have already stated in reply to Shri Chatterjee’s
question that it is not so big a work, that there is a meed to recruit regular em-=
ployees. And I would like to inform you that there is no resentment among rail-
way employees over this sort of taking voluntary work since this can provide job
to their own sons and daughters so as to supplement their income. Thus there is
no discontent among them on this issue.

Shri Ram Vilas Paswan : I would like to know from the hon. Minister
whether reservations according to their quota is also given to the Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes employees in these ad hoc appointments or not? If so,
how many appointments have been given and how many persons are working ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : I would like to inform the hon. Member reserva-
tions are kept for temporary and permanent jobs. In this scheme also we are pre-
pared to give them work. Still I assure you that priority would be given to the
persons belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

Official Languages Act, 1963

(b) if so, the total number of general orders, circulars, notices, tenders, permits
¢tc. issued during the last six months of 1977 and the number thereof, out of them,
which were issued in Hindi along with English; and

(c) if the provision of the said section is not being fully implemented, the
reasons therefor and the steps taken by Government for its implementation?

. The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) to (c) : A statement
Is enclosed.
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Statement

As full implementation of the provision of section 3(3) of the Official Lan-
guages Act, as amended, involves creating of a large machinery for undertaking
translation work, attempts are made to implement these provisions to the maxi-
mum extent possible for issuing these documents in both Hindi & English. How-
ever, some-times these are issued only in English due to urgency.

During the last six months of 1977, 568 general orders, circulars, notices,
tenders, permits etc. were issued and out of these 438 were issued in Hindi-English

bilingual form.

Check point has been set up in the Roneo Section, so that copies of such
documents are not made out unless they are presented in both the languages.
Several other steps including, review of quarterly progress reports of various sec-
tions regarding use of Hindi, review of progress at the periodical meetings of the
Official Languages Implementation Committee, monthly special checks in the
Roneo Section and reiteration of Governments’ instructions on the subject, from
time to time, etc., are being taken to ensure maximum implementation of these
provisions. Steps are also being taken to provide suitable machinery for this

purpose.

Shri Nawab Singh Chauhan : I congratulate the hon. Minister for the good
work done. He has enumerated certain difficulties stating that a large number of
employees are required to take up translation work in order to fully implement
the provisions of Section 3(3) of Official Language Amendment Act. Therefore,
because of this difficulty, only 438 orders were issue in Hindi-English diglot form
out of total 568 orders issued during the last 6 months of the year 1977. 1 would
like to know why there is such a difficulty. How long will it take you to make
good the deficiency in the number of translators ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : Sir, I can claim with confidence, that as compard
to all other departments, Railways are doing more work in Hindi. As per the
figures given by me just now, during the last six months of 1977, 568 general
orders, circulars, tenders, permits etc. were issued and out of these 438 were
issued in Hindi-English bilingual form. Only in 130 cases English only was
used. It is our constant effort to cover up this gap also as early as possible. But
the difficulty is that a ban was imposed a few years ago on certain posts in order
to economise expenditure. After this ban, we could not have the number of
translators as per our need. 1In case this ban is released in future we shall be able
to appoint more people or promote people to these posts. I think this difficulty
will not come in future.

Shri Nawab Singh Chauhan : 1 have already congratulated the hon. Minister
for these achievements. He has just now stated that much work has been com-
pleted, and that a ban is there on the recruitments of translators which will be
relaxed in future. I want to know when this work will be completed. Should I
take it that it will be completed soon ? The hon. Minister has told us that steps
has been taken by him and also that a large number of employees would be re-
quired to implement the provisions fully. What steps has he taken in this direc-
tion? He has not given the details thereof.

Prof, Madhe Dandavate : Sir, we shall finish the remaining jobs also very
soon. We hope that and we live on hope. We have full hope that we shall
complete it soon.

New Railway Line in Maharashtra

*931. Shri Keshavrao Dhondge : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased
to state:

(a) whether there is a demand for laying a mew railway line from Nanded
to Udgir or Batur and from Gangakher to Bodhan in the Marathwada region in
Maharashtra State;

(b) whether Government propose to lay a new railway line in the mean time
from Nanded to Kalebar Co-operative Sugar factory right up to Kandhar; and

(c) if not, the reasons therefor?

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) to (c) : Yes, Sir.
Representations have been received for construction of these lines but due to
shortage of resources it will not be possible to take up their construction at
present.

Shri Keshavrao Dhondge : I feel much pained as also agitated to find
that the present Ministers also reply to the questions in the same manner as was
done by the Ministers in the Congress Govt. We want to call them friends but
what is the cure if the friends also behave in that very fashion? I want to know
whether you sympathetically consider or not the demand which has been being
made by Marathwada and which has also been recommended to the centre by
the Maharashtra Administration? Or you would consider that when you get
money? Are you going to stay till that time? So, far several years our demand
i.e. people’s demand is for a line linking Nanded, Parbani and Usmanabad dis-
tricts of Marathwada. I want to know whether you ask us to bring money before
putting our demand to you since you do not have resources. It should not be
so. After all it is your duty. If our demand is legitimate, may I know whether
the Govt, is prepared to amend their answer sympathetically or not ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : First of all I would request Shri Dhondge not to
feel angry. 1 shall certainly give an answer to your satisfaction.

Firstly you have asked whether there will be same of telling that there is
no money and we would not take up any work in hand. I have repeatedly said
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—

in this House the new Govt. will exercise a different policy in regard to new
lines. FEarlier it has been a practice that whenever there had been a demand
an assurance was recorded on the paper, to take up that line. But when the
questions rose for sanction, it used to be stated that there was paucity of funds.
Thus they kept everybody happy but sanctioned none. On the contrary our
policy is to allocate more and more funds to the lines already in our hands and
complete them and thereafter take up the other lines, instead of only approving
lines in a big scale. Therefore I would like to tell the hon. Member last year
seven of the 28 lines have been completed. One line was found unremunerative
and as such it was dropped. Three more lines were added to the remaining 20
lines of which two are in backward areas. Now we shall concentrate on those

thirty lines and would complete them.

I want to assure Shri Dhondge that we are paying more attention towards
backward areas. We are short of resources and we are trying to find a way out.
We should get assistance and support from this House also. That is why I have
submitted a proposal. I have not asked for money from you but only your
approval. We are economising at a large scale with the help of the employess.
Instead of Rs. 32 crores we have saved Rs. 92 crores. But this surplus is dis-
solved in paying the outstanding dues. Therefore, if the Planping Commission
permits us to convert this surplus into a developmental fund............... ,

lopmental fund, we can find some way out for the backward areas. I want to
assure that we are thinking about it day and night.

Shri Keshavrao Dhondge : The reply by the hon. Minister is Parliamentary
trick to reject a legitimate suggestion. They would neither say a ‘no’ nor would
they do it. The former Railway Minister had also said that it would be consider-
ed. After all what is the difference between this reply and that of the former
Minister’s reply. The hon. Minister has said that he is going to order a survey.
I want to know whether all these lines would be surveyed and if so, when ? How
much expenditure is expected on these lines? If the hon. Minister cannot take
up full line at one time; then he should sympathetically consider setting up a line
between Nanded and Kalehar Cooperative Sugar Factory. Or should we wait for
a magic lamp of Alibaba to come here.

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : We shall never go to Alibaba. As regards expen-
diture, I would like to state that Nanded Udagir line is 110 Kilometres long
and at least Rs. 21 crores will have to be spent thereon. The line from Ganga-
ll{hed”to Bandhar is 150 Kilometers long and would entail an expenditure of

s. 27 crores.

Shri Keshavrao Dhondge : How much will be required from Nanded to
Kalehar Sugar Factory and further upto Kandhar?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers.
(Shri Janeshwor Mishra) : (a) to (e): A statement is enclosed.

Statement

(a) and (b): One small scale unit and the Federation of Associations of
Small Industries of India have represented to Government that the Hindustan Orga-
nic Chemicals Ltd. should not be allowed to manufacture para-nitro-phenol as
the small scale units are in a position to meet the total requirements. They ap-
prehend that the Hindustan Organic Chemicals Ltd. would utilise their entire
production of para-nitro-chloro-benzene, an intermediate, for their captive con-
sumpticn for the manufacture of para-nitro-phenol and that this material would
not thus be available to the manufacturers of para-nitro-phenol in the small scale
sector. The output of para-nitro-phenol by the small scale units is insufficient
to meet the domestic requirements and substantial imports are being made to
supplement the indigenous availability.

(¢) and (d): The Hindustan Organic Chemicals Ltd. plan to set up a capa-
city for the manufacture of 500 tonnes per annum of para-nitro-phenol. They
are also expanding their capacity for the manufacture of para-nitro-chloro-benz:ne
which is an intermediate for the manufacture of para-nitro-phenol.

Shri Janeshwar Mishra : Mr. Speaker, Sir, the hon. Member is mainly asking
about P.N.C.B. which is used as raw material for producing PN.P. The commis-
sioner has not so far submitted this Report regarding the number of small scale
units functioning in the country and their production capacity.

(a) whether the present contractor of Chhatisgarh Distillery at¢ Bhilai,
Madhya Pradesh, has recently, expanded its sanctioned capacity of fifteen lakhs
of proof litres of the country spirit to twenty-five lakhs litres inspite of the ban
of Government for any such expansion of the Distilleries of Government;

The Minister of State for Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri
Janeshwar Mishra) : (a) The Chhatisgarh Distillery which is owned by the
Government of Madhya Pradesh and run by a contractor was permitted by the
State Government on 25-3-1977 to expand its capacity by 10 lakh Proof litres
for the manufacture of country liquor subject to the condition that the distillery
does not employ more than 49 workers. This expansion was permitted by the
‘State Government under their own powers as the distillery. employing less than 50
workers does not attract the provisions of the IDR Act.

(b) to (d): These matters are within the purview of the State Government

of Madhya_ Pradesh.

(¢) Does not arise.

Shri Bharat Singh Chowhan : In his reply the hon. Minister has fixed the
entire responsible on the State Government but according to the policy of the
Central Government and under twelve points laid down by the Government there
is clear cut direction to the effect that production capacity of alcohol should not
be increased in the factories. I would like to know whether there is any difference
of opinion in the issue of prohibition between the Central Government and the

State Governments ?

Shri Janeshwar Mishra : The approach of Central Government and the
State Governments is not different on the issue of prohibition. But if there are
less than 50 workers in a distillery, then Central Government cannot interfere;
under the rules this subject is completely within the purview of the State Govern-
ment. Therefore, if this question was raised in the Assembly of Madhya Pradesh
before it has raised in Parliament then it would have been much better.

Shri Bharat Singh Chowhan : This is the clear policy that prohibition should
be made successful with the cooperation of State Governments under the direc-
tion of the Central Government. In these circumstances production of liquor has
mcreased from 15 lakh litres to 25 lakh litres. JIs this decision not quell the
policy of prohibition and does it not encourage drinking? Under 12 point pro-
gramme it has been specifically indicated that industrial institution should be
discouraged to produce liquor, I can read out it. Central Government has im-
‘Posed ban on it. If such a permission is given to distillery in the states then
will it not adversely affect prohibition programme. May I know the steps being
taken by the Central Government to enforce 12 point programme on prohibition ?
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_ Shri Janeshwar Mishra : Mr. Speaker. Sir, I admit even now that prohibition
policy of the Government of India should be enforced in the whole Country but
Chhatisgarh Distillery is completely within the jurisdiction of the State Govern-
ment of Madhya Pradesh and we have no right on it. Therefore, we are unable
to take any step in this matter,

. _The Minister of State for Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri Janeshwar
Mishra): (a) to (c): The steps proposed to be taken during the
year 1978-79 towards conservation of various petroleum products and the manner
of implementation thereof are given below:

1. Furnace oil conservation :

The steps earlier taken in this regard are being continued and the broad
schemc_of the programme for the year 1978-79 will be as under:

(@) Furnace oil utilisation surveys are proposed to be conducted through the
Petroleum Conservation Action Group (PCAG) in the following: —

(i) about 220 units in the organised sector like engincering, processing,
textiles, glass, ceramics, cement etc;
(it) th?i core sector industries such as steel, power and fertilizer industries;
an
(iii) about 300 small scale industries through group discussions/demon-
strations.

(b) Efforts regarding promotion of programmes of switch-over from petroleum
Fuels to coal and producer gas (based on coal), wherever technologically feasible,
are to be continued; and

(¢) The introduction of norms of consumption of furnace oil for certain
selected industries like textile, paper, pulp, glass, etc., is being done in consultation
with the concerned industry associations.

M. Diesel oil comservation :

(a) The PCAG plans to work for the upgradation of skills of drivers and
imechanics in the 24 model depots to be set up by it in State Transport Under-
Rakings. 1Tt is also planning the institution of recommended management control
pystems in those model depots for demonstrating and effecting diesel economy;
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(b) It is proposed to organise a series of meetings with major fleet operators
and arrange several group discussions/demonstrations at important trucking

centres to educate owners and operators on diesel economy measures;

(¢) It is proposed to launch training programmes for motor vehicle inspectors
and driving instructors through training schools at 25 centres on diesel economy
measures;

(d) The PCAG has completed the identification of the potential for diesel
conservation and the measures required to be taken therefor in Itarsi Locoshed of
Central Railway. Studies on similar lines are also planned to be conducted in

other locosheds of Indian Railways; and
(e) A study for Light Diesel Oil (LDO) utilisation in lift irrigation pumps

in the State of Gujarat which is one of the major consumers of this product has
been carried out. A campaign will be launched to educate the farmers on the

methods t6 be adopted for the efficient use of LDO.

1. Technical information service:

(a) It is proposed to produce two films on diesel economy through vehicle
maintenance and better driving habits;

(b) The mailing of Monthly Technical Information Service Bulletin to nearly

1000 engineers in industry and State Transport Undertakings is to continue. The
bulletin gives a wide range of information on fuel saving methods and devices;

and

() A programme is being drawn up by the PCAG in association with the
Directorate of Audio-Visual Publicity to publish booklets, pamphlets and wall
posters to disseminate information on the economy measures covering all petroleum
products to create an awareness at all levels.

(a) The punctuality performance of all passenger carrying trains on different zonal
;&;ﬂsvv?ys during the period January to March, 1978 ranged between 87.9% and

o/ .

(b) The punctual running of trains has been affected generally on account of
factors, such as, alarm chain pulling, disconnection of hose-pipes by miscreants,
heavy storms, rains, foggy weather, public agitations, accidents, time loss due to
loco and signal defects, etc.

(c) The percentage of trains losing punctuality on different zonal railways
ranged between 1.2% and 12.19% during January to March, 1978 as compared to
0.7% and 18.5% during the corresponding months of 1977.

(d) Intensive punctuality drives have been launched on all the Zonal Rail-
ways and special measures have been taken to introduce round the clock monitor-
ing of the important Mail /Express trains at the Divisional, Zonal and Railway
Board’s level. At the Railway Board, punctuality of nearly 140 important Mail/
Express trains is being watched daily. Railways have also been asked to con-
centrate on prevention of accidents and to take preventive steps to guard against

Closure of Maharana Mills Ltd. Porbandar

After the amnedment of Article 133 of the Constitution by the Constitution
(30th Amendment) Act, 1972, clauses (a) & (b) of Article 133(1) under which a
certificate could be granted by the High Courts on grounds of valuation of the
sgbject matter in dispute were deleted,. the valuation of the subject matter in
dispute is no criterion for the grant of certificate of fitness or for grant of special
leave to appeal under Article 136 of the Constitution. The Supreme Court have
further intimated that there is no provision in the Rules for the parties to state

8t679. Shri Shiv Narain Sarsonia : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased
to state:

(a) whether Delhi Municipal Corporation has asked for 4-5 feet wide tract
of vacant Railway land for widening the lane from old Rohtak Road to Bagh
Kade Khan passing through Railway Accounts Office and Fourth Class quarters,
which is as prescribed in the Master Plan;

(b) the reasons as to why Railway Department is not handing over this piece
of land for civic amenities when this land has been earmarked for the Road in the
Master Pillan and Municipal Corporation is prepared to make the payment for the
same; an

(c) the steps so far taken in this connection?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain):
(a) to (c): A 2.9 metres wide passage for pedestrians and cyclists connecting the
old Rohtak Road to Bagh Kade Khan was permitted through the Railway Colony
sometime ago. Widening of this passage is not shown in the Master Plan.

Municipal Corporation has been writing to the Northern Railway for some
time past about their intention to widen this passage and requesting the Railway
Administration to relinquish land required by them for this purpose.

Widening of this passage, as mentioned above, is neither contemplated in the
Master Plan nor is it acceptable to the Railway Administration as the formation
of a pucca public road through the Railway Colony will affect the peace and
privacy of the railway staff living in the quarters close by. The Municipal Cor-
poration has already been advised to this effect.

Ciosure of Barauni Fertilizer Factory

18709. Shri Ram Vilas Paswan : Will the Minister of Petroleum, Chemicals
and Fertiliezrs be pleased to state :

(a) whether Barauni Fertilizers factory has been lying closed for the past
six months;

(b) if so. the loss substained thereby and the authority responsible therefor;
and

(c) the daily production capaci';y of the factory?

The Minister of State for Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertitizers (Shri Jane-
~shwar Mishra) : (a) No, Sir. The plant has been shut-down since 29-1-1978 on
account of heavy leakage in the waste heat boiler in the ammonia synthqs;s
convertor and pre-ponement of the annual maintenance turn around. The plant
is expected to restart production shortly.
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(b) An independent enquiry conducted into the breakdown has revealed that
the breakdown was not in any way within the control of the plant management or
as a result of any failure or negligence on any one’s part. Excluding the period
of normal maintenance turn around of one month, the loss of production during
the remaining two months of unscheduled shutdown has been estimated at about
15,000 tonnes of nitrogen equivalent to about 32,600 tonnes of urea.

() The plant has a daily production capacity of 1000 tonnes of urea.

Electricity to Stations in N. E. & Northem Railways

18710. Shri Phirangi Prasad : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased
to state:

(a) the names of the Stations in North Eastern and Northern Railway on
which there are no electric sub-stations under the department in the absence of
which there is no supply of electricity to such Stations in accordance with the
distribution of electricity prescribed by the concerned States from time to time

with the result that for want of light at the Stations there are train collisions,
passengers are looted and murders are committed;

(b) whether Government will clarify their policy in this regard and indicate
the preventive measures therefor; and

(c) whether Railways propose to set up their own electric Stations for
regular supply of electricity for proper light arrangements at such stations.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain) :
(@) The names of stations in North Eastern and Northern Railways suffering
from irregular electric supply due to absence of electric substations (power
houses) under the Department are enclosed in Annexures I & II respectively.
Electrical power at these Stations is generally purchased from the concerned
State Electricity Boards. On account of general power shortage in the country,
a power crisis has developed due to which the State Electricity Boards resort
to power rostering and unscheduled power interruptions have also become quite
frequent. To cater for such power failures/interruptions, Railway has provided

stand-by diesel generating sets at important Stations essentially to meet the basic
requirements of train operation.

(b) Railway Stations are electrified on the recommendations of Railway
Users’ Consultative Committee based on the guidelines:—

(i) at least one pair of night trains should be halting at the Station.
(ii) there should be commercial importance of the Station especially in
regard to the number of passengers entraining/de-training from the
night trains.
(iii) tariff and service connection charges payable to the concerned State

Electricity Boards for electrification of the Station chould be
reasonable.

At important Stations, generally to meet the requirements of train operations,
stand-by Diesel Generating Sets are also provided.

The Government Railway Police functioning under the control of the State
Governments is entrusted with the responsibility of ensuring the safety of the
passengers and security of their belongings. Railway officials maintain close
coordination and cooperation with the State Police authorities. Whenever there
is a spurt in criminal activities affecting passenger safety, the attention of the
State Governments is drawn. Recently, M. R. had drawn the attention of Chief

Ministers of Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and West Bengal. Their response has been
encouraging.
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(© Railways do not propose to set up their own Electric Stations (Power-
houses) for regular supply of electricity for lighting arrangements at Railway
Stations because the costs are prohibitive. However, to meet the needs of train
operations at important electrified stations, stand-by Diesel Generating Sets are
provided. [Placed in Library. See No. L. T. 2220/78.]

Setting up of Petrol Pumps in Bihar

8727. Shri Hukmdeo Narain Yadav : Will the Minister of Petroleum, Che-
micals and Fertilizers be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government propose to set up at least one petrol pump in each

Block in Bihar to ensure easy supply of diesel and mobile oil to farmers; and

The Minister of State for Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri Jane-
shwar Mishra): (a) The locations of new retail outlets (petrol pumps) are
decided by individual oil companies on the basis of economic viability of such

outlets. The norms now adopted by oil companies for installation of new
retail outlets are broadly as follows: —

(i) In metropolitan cities of Bombay, Calcutta, Delhi and Madras the outlets

would be installed, by and large, according to Metropolitan Master Plans.
and availability of sites.

(i) In other cities/towns having.a population of 2.5 lakhs or above no aew
outlet would be installed within 3 kms. of an existing outlet unless the

average combined monthly sales of High Speed Diesel and Motor Spirit
of the outlet(s) within the 3 km. radiug excr::d 100 KL. PP
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(iii) In other areas excluding National Highways, no new outlet would be
installed within 4 kms. of an existing outlet unless the average combined

monthly sales of High Speed Diesel and Motor Spirit of outlet(s) within
the 4 km. radius exceed 80 KL.

(iv) As regards National Highways no new outlet would be installed
within 15 kms. of an existing outlet unless the average monthly

Like in other parts of the country, these norms will be followed in opening
new outlets in Bihar.

(b) Government are aware of lack of transport facilities in rural areas and
the need for improving these facilities. Opening of new outlets would, however,
have to be based on sustained economic viability in accordance with the norms
indicated above.

(b) and (c): The upgradation of these posts was part of the scheme of cadre
restructuring of Group ‘C’ and ‘D’ cadres on Railways undertaken by the
Ministry of Railways. This scheme which provided that the date of eflect
would be from the date the upgraded posts were filled up as such, was therefore
different from the scheme of creation of Selection Grade posts in respect of
which guidelines were issued by the Ministry of Finance vide their Office Memo-
randum of 10-1-1977, providing for retrospective effect from 1-7-1976.

The actual date of filling up of individual upgraded posts in the different
units on the Zonal Railways, is bound to differ even from employee to employee
and could be from any date either prior to or after 1-8-1976.

As a result of these concenfrated drives, the sale of tickets
and earnings realised therefrom during the period 1-4-1977 to 28-2-1978 have
shown considerable increase over the figures for the corresponding period of
the last year. ' “

(b) The statistics of ticketless travel are maintained railway zone-wise and
not State-wise. It is, therefore, not possible to furnish the requisite information.

(c) On the basis of sample checks conducted on all Indian Railways during
the year 1976-77, the loss on account of ticketless travel was estimated at about
Rs. 18 crores per annum.

(d) The following steps have been taken to contain the evil of . ticketless
travel : — o

(1) Special massive checks against ticketless travel are being conducted by
mobilizing a large force of ticket checking staff, Railway Protection
Force, Government Railway Police and local police personnel under
supervision of semior railway officers.

(2) Joint drives against ticketless travel in co-ordination with the State
Governments.

(3) Frequent concentrated surprise checks, especially by moving the checking
parties accompanied by Railway Protection Force/Police and Railway
Magistrates by road transport.

(4) Incognito checks by travelling ticket examiners in plain clothes.

(5) Replacement checks by headquarters and divisional ticket checking
squads by intercepting the trains in mid-sections.

(6) Deployment of ticket checking staff of one railway system for ticket
checking on another system.

(7) Educative propaganda against ticketless travel is carried out among
the travelling public particularly among the student community.

Rupees 1 Lakh payable to Railways

8790. Shri Brij Raj Singh : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to
refer to the reply given to Unstarred Question No. 4644 on 20th December,

1977 regarding amount outstanding against distillery at Raja-Ka-Sahaspur and
state;

(a) the action taken in this regard;

(b) whether the amount to the tune of more than Rs. one lakh payable
to Railways has since been realised; and

(c) the arrangements available for realising this amount and the action
taken against the Station Master ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain) :
(a) An amount of Rs. 1,33,088.00 was shown as Wharfage Charges outstanding
against M/s Ajudhia Distillery on Coal Consignments allegedly’ stacked on
the Railway land.

(b) Although according to the railway records the land on which coal
was stacked belongs to the railway an examination of the revenue records has
revealed that the title of the railway to this plot of land is not clear. Action

has therefore been taken to- establish the ownership of this land and the case
is subjudice.

Raising Wharfage charges against M/s Ajudhia Distillery on account of
coal stacked on the disputed plot of land was not in order. Accordingly it
is proposed to write off the Wharfage charges against the party.

(c) Does not arise.

Supply of Wagons and Tankers

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(¢) whether every Statlo:u Master- was authorised to supply these wagons
and tankers and if so, whether this jpower has been withdrawn in Bhavnagar
Railway Division and reasons t.herefor,, -

(d) whether it takes a long time in supply of wagons and tankers and
when this power will be restored to every stauon master; and

(¢) number of wagons and tankers in Bhavnagar Division and number
of those supplied during December 1977 and March, 1978, month-wise ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Shri Sheo Narain) :
(a) No information is separately compllecl for the Saurashtra region which is
served by Bhavnagar Division and partly by Rajkot Division of  Western
Railway. Including the outstanding registrations at the end of November,
1977, the demands for wagons placed at stations on these two Divisions totaHed
to 1,34,643 during the period December, 1977-March 1978. Commodity-wise
information is not readily available.

- (b) A total of 122,003 wagons were supplied and loaded in Rajkot and
Bhavnagar Divisions during December 1977-March 1978 which was 6218 wagons
more than the corresponding period of previous year. Supply of wagons to
meet the remammg demands is arranged according to priority and subjectto
operational restrictions.

(c) and (d): Station Masters supply wagons according to allotment orders
issued by Divisional office.

(¢) Wagons are not earmarked for specific Divisions. ' Against target’ of
daily loading of 445 wagons-in Bhavnagar Division, the loading in December,
1977, January, 1978, February, 1978 and March, 1978 was 445, 484, 450 and
473 wagons respectively per day.

The Minister of State for Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri Jane-
shwar Mishra) : (3) to (¢) : The associated gas being produced from Bom-
bay High is at present being flared. From the start of commercial produc-

tion, the total quantity of associated gas flared till the 15th March, 1978, is
of the order of approximately 262 million cubic metres. The value of gas

would vary according to the use to which it is put.

Phase-I and Phase-II development of Bombay High aimed at early produc-
tion of oil and, therefore, a tanker storage with single buoy mooring system
for its loading and unloading was adopted. In view of this the associated gas
produced alongwith oil had to be flared. Afterwards, the laying of the submarine
trunk pipeline for the transport of gas from Bombay High field and North
Bassein field to Uran as well as the laying of the transfer line from Uran to
Trombay was taken up and same is likely to be completed by the end of

May 1978.

(@) The average load of 219 Up Delhi-Mehsana Passenger has been 12 coaches
including 5 second class coaches, one lst-cum-IInd class coach, 2 second class
luggage brake van, and one IInd class-cum-postal van, providing sitting accom-
modaticn for approximately 500 passengers in IInd class.

(b) The first .train from Delhi towards Rewari is 1 BDS Passenger leaving

Delhi at 5.25 hrs. There is however, some overcrowding in 219 Delhi-Mehsana
Passenger particularly beyond Gurgaon.

(c) It is not operationally feasible to attach 12 additional coaches to this
train due to terminal constraints and limited hauling capacity of the locomotive.

{{ovl;rgver, the Railways have been advised to run this train with normal load of
4 bogies.

18837. Dr. Vasant Kumar Pandit : Will the Minister of Railways be
pleased to state;

(a) the number of First Class, 2 tier, 3 tier and general class bogies attached
to the 91 Bikaner Mail which starts from Delhi at 9 p.m.

(c) & (d): 91UP Mail runs with 15 coaches on 3 days and 14 coaches on
the remaining 4 days of the week as against the maximum permissible load
of 15 coaches on Delhi-Rewari-Loharu section. There is thus no room for
attaching any additiona] coach on this train as a regular measure. The possibility
of introducing a shuttle train between Delhi and Rewari for the daily commuters
following 91Up Mail was examined -but not found feasible due to strained line
capacity on Delhi-Rewari section and lack of terminal facilities at Delhi and

Rewari. However, this will be considered as and when these facilities become
available. ‘ '

2-tier/3-tier second class sleeper coaches are fully reserved and it is not
desirable to permit unreserved- passengers in these coaches as this will cause
inconvenience to passengers having reserved accommodation. However, un-
reserved passengers may occupy vacant seats/berths on payment of usual charges.

(c) Safety Organisations on the railways have been engaged in relentless
campaign to create greater safety consciousness amongest the staff connected
with the running of trainy and to ensure that staff do not violate rules or
indulge in short-cut methods. Examination of trains and spot checks in carriage
and wagon depots have been intensified and greater care is being paid to the
proper maintenance of track.

In order to reduce dependence on the human element, various sopl}istigqted
aids like ultrasonic flaw detectors for wheels, axles and rails, track circuiting,
axle counters, automatic warning system etc. are being introduced progressively.

Incident in Calcutta Mail at Igatpuri Station
tg'.8841. Shri Keshavrao Dhondge : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased
to state :

(a) to (d) : Some of the MLAs/MLCs out of the 22 Members who were travelling
without reservations on 1 Dn Mail leaving Bombay V.T. on 23-3-1978 insisted
the Conductor Guard that accommodation must be provided to them in the
train. At Igatpuri station one MLA pulled the alarm chain and insisted that
he should be provided accommodation in the train. Other Members also joined
him and started arguing with the Train Conductor. They were requested by
the Assistant Station Master, Igatpuri and the Guard of 1 Dn Mail not to detain
the train. The train Conductor tried to persuade two passengers bound for
Nasik to vacate the berths in favour of the MLAs/MLCs but they declined
to do so stating that these Members also did not have reservations. The
Conductor informed the MLA who pulled the alarm chain that he would provide
him accommodation at Nasik Road when these two passengers vacated their
berths. The train lefs Igatpuri after a detention of 25 minutes but arrived
Nagpur right time. Enquiries reveal that no specific written complaint has been
Teceived from the Railway staff in this regard. The incident has been brought
o the notice of Government of Maharashtra with a request to take suitable
action to avoid recurrence of such incident, -_

(b) whether the ad-hoc class IIT employees in the Railway Board were
selected by competent authority (Secretaryl, Railway Board) and if so, the
reasons for not regularising their services so far and if not, the reasons why
notices were not served on them like employees of Zonal railways; and

(c) whether there are rules of the Finance and Home Ministries where-
under employees with one year continuous temporary service are treated as
regular employees and if so, whether these orders are being implemented and
if not, the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of State for Railways (Shri Sheo Narain) :(a) It is true that
in 1973, Lower Division Clerks were recruited on purely temporary
and ad-hoc basis through the Employment Exchange. As under the statu-
tory rules, they could not be absorbed in the Railway Board’s Office, these
Lower Division Clerks who continued to work in this office for about two
years were sent to the Railways for absorption in 1975. The exact position
about the regularisation of their services in their parent offices is being collected
and will be placed on the Table of the House. '

(b) Presumably the reference is to another set of ad-hoc employees viz;
8 Hindi typists who were recruited in' 1975 through the Employment Exchange,
out of whom 5 are still serving in the Board’s Office. Their services cannot be
regularised unless they qualify through the Staff Selection Commission and are
nominated by the Department of Personnel.

Shri Kachruial Hemraj Jain (Balaghat) : Sir, corruption is rampant in
D.M.S. No. concrete step has been taken to improve the working of D.M.S. In
many cases D.M.S. employees have taken away money similarly Depot Managers
misbehave with the people and drivers mix waters in milk bottles. No steps have
been taken to remedy the situation. It is only one year that Government has
changed in the country but the working of D.M.S. is far from satisfactory earlier
also.

There is no justification to increase the price of milk. Earlier the price of
Ghee and butter was also increased. The quantum of increase is very high. A
person purchasing four bottles a_day has to pay a sum of Rs, 30/- in addition
to what he has been paying uptil now. It is too much. Our Government has
has invited criticism by increasing the price of milk, :

Milk is an essential item and we cannot reduce the quantum of milk after
the increase in its price. There is already malnutrition in case of Children.
I, therefore, suggest that status quo centre may kindly to restored and the old
prices may be allowed to continue. Otherwise there will be agitations and de-
monstrations.

Shri Surjit Singh Barnala : The milk is purchased from different states. The
milk is cheaper in Delhi than Bombay, Madras and Calcutta. It was being sold

cheaper because of subsidies. The farmers have also raised prices of their pro-
duct and expenditure has, therefore, been increased. ‘

Shri Ram Vilas Paswan (Hajipur) : There should be some policy according to
which the prices should be increased. Government should  give an assurance to
the people that price of certain commodity will not increase beyond a particular
limit. The increase in milk price is about 40—45 per cent whereas Government
employees have been paid D.A. at the rate of 2.5 per cent. Therefore they have
to pay more than what they have got.

There is mo change in the administration set-up. It has been reported in
the press that a driver mixed water with milk in thirteen drums and sold the
milk in resettlement colonies where only poor families live. This is the state of
affairs:

You can increase charges but you must see to it that we must get quality.
Secondly may I know whether government has any scheme to make available
pure milk to poor people? I also want to know administration expenses as well
as charges paid for procurement of milk.

‘Shri Surjit Smgh Barnala' : The price of milk was last fixed in 1973 and were
continuing since then. On the other hand there has been an inerease of 45%
in the price of raw milk during this period. Similarly there has been 59%
increase in the price of SMP also. The increase effected in the price of milk is
not commensurate with this increase.

Shri Mani Ram Bagri (Mathura) : Sir, I have a point of order. A point has
not been replied whether arrangements would be made to supply milk at cheaper
or earlier rates to poorer people living in slums.

Shri Kanwarlal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : I support this Bill with the hope that
the proposed provisions will go a long way in improving the working of State
Electricity Boards.

State Electricity Boards used to get loans from State Governments as well
as Central Government and were required to pay interest over it. But now they
would not be required any more to pay interest as they can get that loan con-
verted into equity shares. This will reduce their burden. The largest portion
of public sector investment is invested to Electricity Boards or Electricity gene-
rating plants but they suffer from utmost inefficiency. These Electricity Boards
have become dens of corruption. Nepotism, favouritism rules in their working
and this affects their working with the result tha# Electricity rates are raised every
year.

I would like to suggest that a meeting of State Electricity Ministers be con-
vened and an Expert Committee set up to look into the working of Electricity
Boards. There is underutilisation of generating Capacity in our country with
the result that our Industrial development is adversly affected. A number of
Industries are shut down for want of Power. Shortage of Power is also affecting
our Agricultural productions.

Some days ago Hon. Minister had given an assurance that there is enough
Power for Delhi and there would not be any need for Power-shedding. But
power-shedding was resorted to. This situation is likely to worsen in the sumi-
mer.

We have not been able to complete our projects as per time-schedule and
as per cost-estimates. Perhaps there is not a single plant in the Country which
has been completed as per time-schedule and according to cost-estimates.

. I have seen in Calcutta that there is no supply of power for 8-10 hours con-
tinuously. I do not know the reason of this thing.

Losses in transmission are to the extent of 23-24 percent and in my opinicon
they are in connivance with the officers concerned. Efforts should be made to
reduce these losses to 10-12 per cent and efficient machinery should be set up
by all the State Governments of the country.

In the matter of electricity distribution priority should be given to the rural
people, to the farmers and to small scale industries and cottage industries. Even
now, there are many big industrialists in this country, who are getting power at
a very cheap rate and farmers pay a heavy price for that. This type of disparity
should go, at least under the Janata Government because people expects you to
give a fair deal to the common man.

Only 36 per cent of our villages have electricity. A phased programme
should be formulated to electricity the remaining 64 percent villages within next
five years.

A machinery should be set up to solve the labour problem.

Power position in Delhi has deteriorated after supply of power to it from
Bhakra at cheaper rates has discontinued. The previous arrangement should
therefore, be restarted, so that the demand of power in the capital may be met.
Plants may be commissioned in time and they must work according to their
mnstalled capacity. I support this Bill.

Dr. Ramji Singh (Bhagalpur): Gandhiji was not against electricity OF
machinery. He always said that he did not hate machinery but the craze for
machinery. It is the responsibility of the Minister to see that our villages are
electrified early. It is a matter of satisfaction that an amount of Rs. 20,800
crores has been provided for power for the Sixth plan, which is 102 per cent

more than the amount of Rs. 10,219 crores provided for the Fifth Plan by the
previous regime.

The Bill has been provided with good intention, but it seems as if it has
been brought in haste. Now when the new dimensions of power are there, it
should be ensured that concerted and coordinated efforts are made in the direc-
tion of their development. I would suggest that a separate new ministry should
be set up to deal with solar energy, atomic energy and electric enmergy. It 1s
necessary with a view to deal with effectively the power crisis in the country.

A national grid system should be set up to look after the completion of
various projects being implemented in various States and also to have their

control and management under one institution at national level to ensure their
effictent and better functioning.

It would be letter if this Bill is referred to a Select Committee and action
is taken to bring a comprehensive legislation on the subject.

Disparity between the rates of electricity supplied to the rural areas and urhan
areas, to the industries and common man should be removed.

The development of industries, agriculture and even our life and culture
depend to a great extent on electricity. The Electricity Industry should, therefore,
be nationalised to ensure the desired development.

Shri Durga Chand (Kangra): This amending Bill has 24 clauses and 15
more amendments have been moved by the Government. Electricity Boards have
been working as white elephants and there is already a good deal of mismanage-
ment in them. If the intention of this legislation is to make these Boards viable,
it should have been redrafted and a comprehensive Bill should have been brought
forward. This legislation ought to have a provision to subsidise or to give grants-

in-aid for the electrification schemes to supply electricity to hilly and backward
areas as well as tribal areas.

. In Himachal Pradesh many small projects are going on. Previously for cer-

made. The Mingister deserves congratulations for taking up these projects under

Hydel Power Generation Corporation and it is now hoped that work would start
on these schemes. I also suggest that a high powered permanent committee should
be formed to supervise the work of generation of electricity and a time-bound pro-
gramme should be made to complete the schemes.

The Rural Electrification Corporation asks for justification for taking electri-
city to hilly areas. It is not easier task to take electricity in hilly areas because
transmission lines are lengthy in these areas. Therefore a provision should be
made in this Bill to subsidise the electricity Boards from the general revenue.

Shri Laxmi Narain Nayak (Khajuraho): I support Electricity Supply
(Amendment) Bill. In this connection I may state that there are many rivers in
Madhya Pradesh but power is not generated from water in spite of the fact that
many dams have also been constructed there. The hon’ble Minister should look

into this matter.

The rate of power being supplied to the industries is Iess whereas it is higher
in case of irrigation. I would request the hon’ble Minister to arrange electricity
for irrigation at cheapest rate so that the farmer may not have to incur heavy
expenditure. Moreover eleetricity- employees should be asked to cooperative with
the farmers and not to exploit their ignorance. Rather they should acquaint the
farmers with minor technicalities so that they can themselves repair their sets.
Every effort should be made to electrify villages so that poor people are alsor
benefitted. It will also benefit cottage industries and other small scale industries.
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Shri Hukamdeo Narain Yadav (Madhubani) : There should be no regional
discrimination in the matter of supply of electricity. There is power crisis in
Bihar. Although the capacity in 700 mwt, only 250 mwt electricity is generated. It
has been observed that small Power Houses have been replaced by big Power
Houses in the cities but they do not supply electricity to the extent i* was done
by Small Power Houses. I therefore suggest that electricity should be supplied
through smaller Power Houses so that remaining electricity could be supplied to
the farmers for agriculture. Whether one runs the motor or not, he has to pay
a sum of Rs. 700 or 800 for the year. So There is no question of any loss. I would
like to point out that cable and transformers are often stolen which results in a

loss of lakhs and crores of rupees. Electricity Board should take necessary steps
in this direction.

Main reasons for the losses are carruption, favouritism and lethargy. If
money is spent on the equipment and proper accounts are not maintained the
department will definitely incur losses. The parts are being created in the
Electricity Board unnecessarily. Although a technocrat has been appointed as
chairman, there is no improvement. He is simply creating the posts of Engineers.
Now it is learnt that some Military man is being posted there.

Before concluding I would suggest that if workers claim bonus for the profit
earned by the public undertakings, they should also share losses unless this is
done, there can be no improvement.

Airconditioners and Refrigerators should not be allowed except for health
services. Power should mot be supplied for Iuxury purposes.

Shri Bhagat Ram (Phillaur): I think electricity is a public utility service and
if it is so Government should take necessary steps to electrify villages or back-
ward areas and bear the expenditure to put the electricity Board on sound footing.
In a way consumers will also contribute towards this expenditure. The rates
of electricity will be enhanced and consumer have to pay. It has been pleaded
that the Bill has been introduced to make the Electricity Board financially sound.
The employees are also denied increase in the wages taking the shelter of this be-
ing a utility service. Electricity Bill was first enacted in 1910 and then in 1948
but now the circumstances have been changed. In the changed circumstances the
Bill should be changed in such a way that consumers and the employees both
are benefitted. So I would suggest that a comprehensive Bill should be drafted
after consulting the representatives of industries, industrial workers and farmers.

Shri Chaudhry Balbir Singh (Hoshiarpur) : We should explore the possibility
of generating power from Solar energy, water, tidal waves and other natural sour-
ces to meet our requirements. Electricity plays a vital role in the progress of any
country. If power is supplied for cottage industries we can make rapid progress.
We will have to take up the administration. First of all copper wire was used
but when many instances of theft were reported Government started the use of
aluminium wires. The result was that whenever the load increased it caught fire.
Electricity Boards should see that proper material is used. Ir has also been ob-
served that some time the number of connections given is very high as compared
to the load available and the result is that bulbs are fused and the motors go out
of order. Government should see that the load does not fluctuate and in case there
15 NO escape, they should make some alternative arrangements so that people may
not have to suffer because every body cannot afford to instal regulators.

Shri Ram Das Singh (Giridih) : A perusal of the proposed amendmentd
shows that foreign Department has not taken the matter seriously.

When the mines were mnationalised in 1972 and 1973, the Government
machinery was not geared to take over these mines. Immediately thereafter
workers complained that mine owners were to pay arrears of their wages. They
had also not deposited Provident Fund dues deducted from the wages of workers
with P. F. Commissioner. A Commissioner was appointed to look into the claims.
Now after 5 years an Assistant Commissioner is proposed to be appointed to
assist him.

I had brought to the notice of the authorities instances relating illegal mining
of coal. But now a bill is proposed to enhance imprisonment from 2 years to
3 years and fine from Rs. 10,000/- to Rs. 20;000/-. During 1976, Inspector
General had raided Chalkani Colliery in Bermo coalfield and defiected theft worth
Rs. 50,000 in a day. In view of this large amount whether enhancing time limit
General had raided Chalkani Colliery in o coalfield and detected theft worth
be able to deal effectively this problem with the help of this amendment?

Even to-day four collieries are being illegally worked near Daniya Station
under Mandu Thanna. Two mines are being illegally run near Chandrapur
Railway Station near Dugdha. These people are very powerful. Nobody can
dare to speak against them. If anybody dares to open his mouth he is murdered
in broad day light. I have been raising the matter of illégal mining of coal from
Dodi Colliery since 1971-72. A casual enquiry was conducted in this regard
which is not satisfactory.
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In the light of above I would suggest that this provision is not enough fo
deal with this problem. Some stringent measures be adopted against those
indulging in such activities. I would request the hon. Minister to take the matter
seriously and stop the misuse of national property.

Shri Durga Chand (Kangra): These amendments seek to remove the
ambiguities that existed in 1972 and 1973 acts, to make them more effective.

The rate of interest payable was not defined in earlier acts. Now it is proposed
to define the same. I would suggest that the rate being paid by nationalised banks
should be prescribed.

. If one sees the ambiguities which are proposed to be removed one wonders
how the original acts were being implemented all these years. The proposed
amendment would help the workers. The management would improve. '

I want to point out that shortages of coal is still continuing at certain places
though it was hoped that nationalisation of the Industry would solve this problem.
The Government should see to it. that it is made available to common people so
that the objectives behind the nationalisation are fulfilled.

Dr. Ramji Singh (Bhagalpur): The prices of coal have increased after
nationalisation of the industry. It has adversely affected public opinion. But there
is complete mismanagement in coal mines and this Industry is running on loss.
Irregular mining of coal is taking place. It is beatening that provisions and this
regard have been made more strict. But those who have experience in this
regard feel that there proposed would still not be enough to deal with this pro-

g:)em. I feel that a special police squad be set up: to check this illegal mining of
oal.

- Coal Industry has been nationalised but Tata’s mines have been excluded
from nationalisation this ambiguity should have been removed through this
Amending Bill. I request that the Government should consider nationalisation of
those mines which were not nationalised earlier. Expedious arrangements
should be made to arrange payments of dues of workers and recover Provident
Fund dues from employers. These dues should be deducted from the amount
of compensation payable to Colliery owners. A time bound programme may be
drawn in this regard losses in the industry have raised doubts in the minds of
people about nationalisation. I suggest that a High Powered Committee be set
up to look into this aspect as well as mine in prices of coal. A comprehensive
amendment bill be brought but keeping in view the recommendations of such a
committee.

Recently it was reported in the newspapers that wagons are not available for
speedy movement of coal. Therefore there should be coordination between Steel
and Mines Department, Railway Department and Energy department.

Before nationalisation there were eight mines in Santhal Pargana. Now only
one mine is under operation where 152 workers are employed. When there is
unemployment and there is adequate coal deposits for which there is a demand,
why efforts are not being made to increase the production. '

I hope that my suggestions would be kept in view while introducing the Coal
Nationalisation (Amendment) Bill. I support the Bill,

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~ Shri Yuwraj (Katihar) : The Coal India Ltd. is incurring huge losses. A sum
of rupees 1800 crores is invested in it and still we are incurring losses. This is
due to mismanagement by the bureaucracy. In 1974-75 the loss ihcurred by the
Coal India Ltd. was Rupees 75.28 crores whereas in 1977-78 the loss is to the
extent of Rs. 88 crores.

Condition of workers of coal mines is very miserable. There is no guarantee
for their safety. On the other, officers are enjoying and getting higher posts.
There is serious corruption charges against Manager of Nagpur Western Coal
fields. He would retire after two months. No action is being taken against him.
Colliery workers of Dhanbad have contributed five rupees each for victims of
cyclone in Tamilnadu and Andhra. That money amounting to many lakhs is
not deposited in the Prime Minister’s National Relief Fund. This is corruption
and nothing less to it.

It appears from the provisions of the Bill that it has been brought to help
the erstwhile colliery owners who have earned crores of rupees. There are a
number of provisions to protect their interests. The officers in this undertaking
are becoming richer and richer, while the company is suffering huge losses.
Although coal is very important for our economy, yet due to maladministration
this company is not functioning properly. This is a matter of great concern for
all of us.

~ Seventy to eighty percent of coal is produced in Bihar and yet there is no
thermal plants in Bihar for generating electricity. This is really unfortunate.

Shri Shrikrishana Singh (Monghyr) : I welcome this Bill but I would say
that the objective of nationalisation has not been fulfilled. Not only the price
of coal has gone up, it is not available even in the State where it is being pro-
duced. It is time for the Government to take some steps to rcgul‘flte the
distribution of coal through co-operatives and put an end to the corruption that
has crept into the present system of distribution. It is hoped that Janata
Government will do something to improve the distribution system so that common
people do not feel any difficulty in its supply. Still corruption is prevalent. It
is unfortunate that during the emergency about 1 lakh workers became out of
employment and they are crying for jobs to this day. It is the duty of present
Government to provide employment to those people. Has any provision been
made for those people in the Bill ? Would the Government pay attention to them
only when they start some agitation?

If those one lakh workers can not be absorbed anywhere let a cooperative
society be formed of those people and let these coal mines be entrusted to them.
I am sure that they would be able to turn there so called uneconomic mines intc
an economic proposition.

Shri Hukamdeo Narain Yadav (Madhubani) : I want to raise a basic
question about the objective of nationalisation. There is a difference between
nationalisation and officialisation. While we support nationalisation, we have
always been opposed to officialisation. Unfortunately the present nationalisation
is not nationalisation at all, it is officialisation. Nationalisation means that there
is less interference by the Government. But at present we find more and more
Government control and bureaucratisation. This is the legacy of the congress
rule and the Janata Government would have to change it. The public sector
institutions are purposely run in loss. Behind it is the conspiracy of the Gov-
ernment officers and capitalists to create an illusion in public mind that the public
sector can never run in profit. Ever since the coal mines in Bibar have been
nationalised, they have been running in loss. Has any attempt ever been made
to find out the reason for it ?

So far as the question of contractors is concerned, it has been rightly pointed
out that big officers are in league with them. So it is not possible to catch bold
of those persons. Those who are running the coal mines in private sector are
so powerful that they can kill anybody whom they do not like. It is these people
who killed Shri B. P. Sinha because he was a person of socialistic ideology and
always struggled against big industrialists.

I support this Bill in the hope that in the coming days the Janata Government
would move towards socialism and set up a permanent commission to go into
the question of recurring losses in the public sector. I also hope that in coming
days the Janata Party would change its attitude towards the question of
nationalisation.

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Shri Ram Sewak Hazari (Rosera) : The labourers were having many hopes
after’ the change of the Government. But nothing has happened. It does not
appeal to reason that coal mines are incurring loss to the extent of Rs. 88 crores
even to-day when the price of coal has been raised from Rs. 27 and Rs. 40 per
ton to Rs. 84 and Rs. 94 per ton respectively. The DVC has already been doing
the mining work but they have been deprived of that work. Why Tata colllery
has not been nationalised. On the other, the Government Department has been
deprived of mining work. Therefore attention must be paid to this aspect.

At the time of nationalisation of coal mines, a great injustice had been done to
the labourers. Such. loading workers as did not collaborate with the corrupt
officers in CCL and DCL were retrenched on a large scale.

The Chasnala accident is a glaring example of corruption rampant in coal
mines because the corrupt officers there have made false bills for lakhs of rupees
on the pretext of filling up earth in the mine where water has emerged. This
accident could have been averted and many labourers could have been saved
but for their corrupt practices this accident has happened. Nevertheless, no action
has been taken against such officers as have been found guilty and responsible
for the accident. An inquiry should be conducted into the whole affair.

When there is an increase in the price of coal, private coal mine owners make
huge profits, then why the nationalised coal mines are running into loss. There-
fore right policy should be pursued in the interests of lakhs: of labourers who are
being exploited by the contractors as well as Government officials. Stringent
legal action should be taken against those officers who are responsible for this
state of affairs. The present Bill is not a very effective legislation. Besides due

attention must be paid to the difficulties faced by workers and labourers. I
support the Bill '

Shri Choudhry Balbir Singh (Hoshiarpur) : The hon’ble Minister has moved
this amendment Bill to remove the deficiencies in the nationalisation of coal
fields. The main purpose of nationalisation is to make the things available at
cheaper rates and spend the profit hitherto earned by the private sector for the
good of the nation. But none of the purposes has been achieved by nationalisa-
tion of coalfields. After nationalisation the previous Government have done
bungling to the extent that instead of profit coal mines have to incur losses. The
hon’ble Minister should look into the reasons for losses because prices have been
increased manifold and as a result thereof there should have been profit. It is not
that the wages of workers have been increased. When the worker has not been paid
any additional wages then why the prices should -have gone up. The hon’ble
Minister claims that the coal is in abundance and the Railway Minister says that
the wagons are available. When both the things are available then why should
there be any crisis. The coal does not reach kilns and the prices of bricks have
been doubled. Who'is responsible for such a situation. The Government should
own the responsibility. They should try to bring down the prices and improve

the working condition of the workmen. There should be no slackness in the
Security measures.
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Shri Rajendra Kumar Sharma (Rampur): I welcome the Nationalisation of
Coalmines (Amendment) Bill, I would like to point out that coal output in our
country is much less as compared to U.S.S.R. and China. The coal does not
reach villages and they use cowdung and as fuel which can be served as good
manure. We have to depend on other type of fertilizers. Similarly crores of tons
of wood is used as fuel. Main reason is that we have not been able to supply
coal to villages. If this situation persists there will be more and more desert.
The aim of nationalisation of coal industry was to increase the output of coal
and solve the problems of the country. Before nationalisation ex-owners earned
crores of rupees and after nationalisation it has became a losing industry. The
Government should look into this aspect.

The productlon of coal should be increased manifold. The Government
should appoint a Committee consisting of some experts alongwith some hon’ble
Members who should look into the causes of loss and suggest remedial measures.
