Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Mr. Speaker, Sir, just now it has been stated by
the hon. Minister that the link canal proposal is perhaps one of the biggest
schemes of water management in the world.

Minister whether it is a fact that our
representative Mr. Menon had met the representative of Bangladesh in this con-
nection and if so what is the reaction thereof? T would also like to know that
whether it is also a fact that Tripura Grovernment has written to the Centre that
near Tripura a dam has been constructed by Bangladesh which is a violation of
the agreement. According to the agreement if any country builds a dam within
the territory of 135 kms. under the jurisdiction of other country, it will have to do
so in consultation with the other country.

But still the expenditure on armaments is on the increase. The Hon’ble Ministep
will agree that no effective agreement in this regard is possible unless big
powers agree.

9062. Shri Keshavrao Dhondge: Will the Minister of Health and Family
Welfare be pleased to state:

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (Shd
Jagdambi Prasad Yadav): (a) and (b): During the Fourth Five Year Plan, §
Mombile Training-Cum-Service Hospitals were set up by the Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare as a pilot project. Under this project, each of these Mobile-
Training-Cum-Service Hospitals was given to the States of Maharashtra, Rajas-
than: Gujarat, Tamil Nadu and Uttar Pradesh and attached to the ‘following
medical colleges; 1. Aurangabad (Maharashtra); 2. Medical College, Ajmer
(R.a]asthan); 3. Medical College, Baroda (Guijardt); 4. Medical College, Madu-
T, (Tamil Nadu); 5. K. G. Medical College, Lucknow (U.P.),
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During the same Plan, the Ministry of Education and Social Welfare decl.
ded to establish 17 such Mobile Training-Cum-Service Hospitals known as
“Chittaranjan Mobile Hospitals” at the rate of one per State which had at least
one medical college. However, against 17 only 13 were established.

The States which established these hospitals were Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat,
Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir, Kerala, Karnataka, Maha-

rashtra, Orissa, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh and West Bengal.
This scheme was, however, discontinued during the Fifth Five Year Plan.

Some State Governments have mobile dispensaries/health units for rural and
tribal population. These States are Gujarat, Jammu & Kashmir, Karnataka,
Kerala, Maharashtra, Orissa, Tamil Nadu, Tripura, Dadra & Nagar Haveli and
Mizoram.

() and (d): It is now proposed to provide mobile clinics to each of the
106 medical colleges in the country with a view to re-orienting medical educa-
tion and also to enable the members of the faculty and students of these medical
colleges to participate in health services to the people in the rural areas. To
each of these medical colleges 3 Primary Health Centres will be attached. One
mobile clinic will be meant for one Primary Health Centre area.

Financial assistance to Individuals informing about Mineral deposits in various
States

9067. Shri Daya Ram Shakya: Will the Minister of Steel and Mines be
pleased to state:

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Steel and Mines (Shri Karig
Munda): (a) Yes, Sir. The Government have schemes to grant financial
awards to those who supply information to the Government leading to the dis-
covery of new minerals or petroleum deposits of economic significance. ‘

(b) No, Sir. Although some individuals do sometimes make such claims,
on investigation these claims are generally not substantiated.

Submission of report of delegations sent abroad

Theré are reported to be many mini steel
plants in various countries, full details of which are not available.

Economic Cooperation with Nepal

19104. Shri Ramanand Tiwary : Will the Minister of External Affairs be

pleased to state the details of the increasing economic cooperation between India
and Nepal?

The Minister of External Affairs (Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee): The visit of
the Prime Minister of Nepal, Rt. Hon’ble Shri Kirti Nidhi Bista, from 15th to
17th April, 1978 to New Delhi, provided an occasion to hold discussions with our
Prime Minister and other Indian leaders to review and intensify the existing close
economic cooperation between India and Nepal. As reflected in the Joint Com-

munique issued on 17th April 1978, the new areas of economic cooperation are
the following :

(i) The Nepalese Prime Minister expressed HM.G.s desite tc promote
Indo-Nepal joint ventures in Nepal in various fields.

(i) The Govt. of India have decided to sead a multi-disciplinary team of

Indian officials to Nepal inter alia to identify area in which joint ventafés

could be set up in such fields as the production of cement r and
pulp, food processing, canning, etc. P ' P
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(iii) In the area of Indian economic assistance to Nepal for the development
of its infrastructure apart from the on-going assistance programmes
covering highway development, irrigation, small industry, etc., 1t was
agreed that agreements will be signed by the two countries for :

(1) a 15-year soil and water conservation project in the KoSi catchment
area ;
(2) a ground survey of the mid-montane Dulalghat-Dhankuta Road; and

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Indian Medical Degrees Derecognised by Britain e

9167. Shri Mrityunjay Prasad : Will the Minister of Health and Family Wel
fare be pleased to state:

(a) whether the British Medical Council bas derecognised the Indian
Medical Degrees as a result of which the Indian doctors are not able o get
admission for the post-graduate degrees unless they successfully pass the qualify-
ing examination of British universities;

(b) whether this is due to the low standard of education in many medical
colleges and shortage of educational facilities and if so, the steps taken or pro-
posed to be taken to raise the education standard; and .

(c) whether the Indian Medical Council has der¢cognised the medical
degrees of Britain and if so, the basis on which it has been done?

Minister of State for Health and Family Welfare ' (Shri Jagdambi Prasad
Yadav) : (a) The General Medical Council of U.P. had unilaterally withdrawn
recognition of all Indian Medical Qualifications when granted on or after 22nd
May, 1975. Indian doctors, who are eligible to get permanent or temporary
registration as per present Rules of General Medical Council of UK, can get
admission in the post-graduate courses and are not required to pass any qualify-
ing examination of British Universities. They are, however, required to satisfy
the requirements prescribed by the Royal Colleges of U.K.

(b) As per information available with the Medical Council of India,
General Medical Council of U.K. de-recognised Indian Medical Qualifiactions
mainly to prevent Indian doctors from going to U.K. and settling down to practise
there.

(c) The Indian and British Medical Qualifications earlier were being re-
cognised on reciprocal basis. General Medical Council of U.K. had unilaterally
withdrawn recognition to the Indian Medical Qualification resulting in the termi-
nation of reciprocity. There was thus no point of continuing recognition being
given to the British Medical Qualifications especially for the foreign nationals.
Medical Council of India, therefore, decided to de-recognise the British Medical
Qualifications after 11th November, 1975, when held by foreign nationals.

(b) The defects developed in the building were investigated by a Com-
mittee of experts under the Chajrmanship of the Chief Engineer, C.P.W.D.,
New Delhi. The Committee’s report indicates that the building developed certain
defects due to inadequacy in structural designs of the building prepared by the

Architects.

(c) The matter was placed before the Central Board of Trustees Employees’

referred to the Legal Adviser.

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Shri Hank&sh Bahadur (Gorakhpur) : Madam Chairman, I fell that such
a concrete programme to remove economic disparities, as was required to be

brought under the circumstances prevailing in the country, had not been brought
forward in this Plan.

While taking steps for the development of cottage and small scale industries,
attention should also be paid to see that the concentration of economic power
in the hands of big industrialists was removed and also that they extended their
cooperation in the development of cottage and small scale industries.

To accelerate the pace of rural development, more aftention is required to
be paid on irrigation facilities, construction of roads and flood control measures.
than that stipulated in the draft Plan.

Educational facilities, transport facilities and medical facilities should also
be provided in all villages, particularly in the backward .areas, like eastern parts
of U.P. It should be ensured that the schemes formulated for the uplift of back-
ward areas are implemented effectively and properly.

It should be seen that the cottage industries are developed on the basis
of local resources of different areas. I appreciate the programme being launch-
ed by the Ministry of Industry in this regard.

It is observed that the research being carried out in our Universities and
research institutions is often of academic importance only. Direction should be
issued to all of them that they should conduct their research programme keeping
in view the practical requirements of the country.

Unemployment among our engineers is a big ‘problem hefore the country
today, anq it has caused a great deal of frustration among them. It should be
seen that the schemes envisaged in the Plan are implemented in a manner which
did not further aggravate their unemployment: problem.

Results of reservations in services for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
had been good. But the condition of Harijan colonies is pitable today. Ade-
quate steps should be taken to provide sanitation, roads electricity etc. in thoss
colonies early.

For the economic development of the country three things are most essen-
tial to eradicate corruption, to control and remove the negligence and feelings
of irresponsibility developed among the bureaucracy during the past so many
years; and, to control the increase in population. Adequate and more effective
steps should be taken in these diections.

Shri Vinayak Prasad Yadav (Saharsa) : Madam Chairman, this plan is very
good. If the aims envisaged therein were achieved, our country would really ad-
vance and poverty of the people would also be removed to some extent.

Shri Stephen had criticised that through this Plan we would be taking our
country back, but the fact is that during the previous Five Year Plan pericds
the rich had become more rich and the poor had become more poor and the
aumber of persons living below the poverty line has increased. A large number
of both the educated and uneducated people is facing unemployment problem
today, as a result of the previous planning. Hence the opinion expressed by Shri
Stephen was not correct.

I am doubtful if the target stipulated in the draft Sixth Plan for removal of
unemployment would be achieved. The reason for this is that the targets of
schemes were fixed by officials sitting in air-conditioned rooms in the Secretariats
and they were not realistic. This is the reason why poverty and unemployment
could not be removed even after completion of five Five Year Plans. This Plan

also, in my opinion, was completely a bureaucratic plan, In this case even the
State Governments had not been consulted.

There is acute backwardness in some areas in our country. Regional im-
balances are also there. Bihar is richest in mineral resources. but it is perhaps
the poorest State of the country. Bihar has no headquarters of any industry,
although it provides all raw material to many industries. This aspect should be
kept in view and more attention should be paid on rapid development of such
backward areas.

About one crore hectares of waste land is lying idle in the country. There
is no provision in this plan to make it cultivable. Steps should be taken in this
direction so that agricultural production can be increased and more employment
opportunities are made available. ..

A scheme should be implemented to utilise the services of matric pass per-

sons, by paying them nominal monthly amount, for removal of illiteracy from
the country.

Shri Ram Murti (Bareilly) : The basic objective of planning is to achieve
all-round development of our society. After 27 years of our planning we find
that 51 percent of our population is below the poverty line. This shows that

there is some shortcoming in our planning process that we cannot achieve our
basic objective.

It is not that we have not achieved anything during the last 30 years. Cur
agricultural production has increased. But fruits of our planning had benefited
small percentage of our  population. 50 per cent of our population made use
of the major portion of our agricultural production, textile prcduction and hous-
ing and other facilities developed as a result of our planning.

Cities have developed and villages have remained neglected. There is large
scale unemployment among our educated youth. All this shows failure of our
planning to achieve the basic objectives. People have now given a chance to
Janata Party to solve our basic problems and if this party fails to meet the aspira-
tions of the people there will be great dissatisfaction among them.

Our country cannot progress if we do not pay attention to agriculture and
rural areas. The Draft Five Year Plan 1978-83 has rightly laid emphasis on
development of rural areas and small scale industry. It has paid special atten-
tion to the problems of the poor people. Certainly with the development of small

scale and cottage industries in rural areas there will be more employment opportu-
nities created.

According to 1971 census 70.5 lakhs of people in our country have land-
less than one hectare. The Government will have to pay special attention to
the problems of these people. They will have to be provided all necessary in-

puts. That will increase our agricultural production and help in making our
plan a success. '

Our block agencies have become out-moded. They are no longer inspired
by the objectives set forth by Mehta Committee. ~We will have to create neces-
sary enthusiasm among the concerned people by giving them honorarium.

We will have to exercise control on dividends and management of big facto-
ries. We will have to replace family type ownership by professional manage-
ment. The relations between employers and workers will have to be improved.

We will have to pay special attention to increase the production of coasu-
mer goods and also to keep prices of essential goods in check.

We will have to pay more attention to labour-intensive industries as coni-

Shri Ram Kishan (Bharatpur) : There are a number of welcome features
in this plan document. We are giving new direction to our planning in the light
of experience gained during the last 27 years. The greatest defect of our plan-
ning has been that purchasing power of majority of our people has not gone up.
Only big industries and cities have developed. Rural arcas were neglected. The
Janata Government is therefore laying stress on the development of rural arcas
and small scale industries. The Government’s policy is not against cities or
big industries. The real need is to increase the purchasing power of our masses.

The policy of development pursued by the previous Government had increas-
ed unemployment and encouraged capitalistic system. There are about 10 to 12
million unemployed persoms in our country and there are 36 crores who are
below the poverty line. If we are able to improve the lot of these people our
planning would succeed.

The previous.Government had spent 15,000 crores of rupees on rural develop-
ment and agriculture. 60 per cent of this money was spent on ad-
ministrative expenditure and not more than 20 per cent was spent on agriculture.
The benefit of this 20 per cent expenditure was reaped by big farmers. Now
the central point of our programme of rural development should be improve-
ment of the lot of Harijans, landless and agricultural labour and poor people.

The affluent section among farmers are not contributing ‘their due share to

resources of the country. There should be no hesitation in imposing more tax
on this section.

The leader of the Opposition has objected to foreign aid being taken. Dur-
ing the first four plans we had taken foreign aid to the extent of 28 per cent. In
this plan we would not take more than 4 per cent foreign aid.

The progress made in the matter of land distribution has been slow. It
should be stepped up.

We will have to increase our savings for purposes of resource mobilization.
Well-to-do sections both in urban and rural areas shouid contribute to our effort
for resource mobilization.

An amount of Rs. 600 crores has been allotted for irrigation in the pian

documgnt. .Tl)js amount should be increased as there is need for creating more
and more irrigation facilities.

At present even drinking water is not available in certain parts of our coun-
try. ~~We should provide adequate funds for this item so that we are able to
provide drinking water in all areas.

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Shri Ram Sewak Hazari (Rosera) : The draft of the new Plan clearly shows
what had been the attitude of the former Government in regard to the problems
of the country. Ours is an agricultural country, But how much allocation was
made by that Government for the 1974-79 Plan. They had given only Rs. 3109
crores. But the new Government has allocated Rs. 5800 crores for the 1978-83
Plan. Similar is the position in regard to irrigation and power. It also gives
an indication that the new Government has paid attention to the problems of
the country and the farmers and poor people.

However, it has to be pointed out that the provision of electricity made for
the North-Eastern region is not adequate. The Prime Minister should pay spe-
cial attention to the need of that region and see that it is fulfilled.

Yesterday the Leader of the Opposition said that Indira Gandhi had
brought a new light for the country. But what was that new light? From 1969
to 1975 the assets of 20 big industrial houses went up from Rs. 2500 crores to
Rs. 4500 crores. This shows what that new light was. So there is no use talking
about such a thing.

So far as industries are concerned, an agitation is going on in many coun-
tries that workers should get adequate participation in their management. We
will like to draw the attention of the Prime Minister to this and also like our
workers to get the same.

It has also to be pointed out that while we had various development schemes
even in the past they were not being properly implemented, It is very essential
to implement these schemes properly and Government shouid pay attention to it.
We would also like that the schemes should be time-bound. Only then will they
be properly implemented? Otherwise, they will remain confined to papers.

So far as Bihar is concerned, it is a very backward State. It can make pro-
gress only when the head offices of the various mines and factories running in
the State are opened in the State itself. There are about 450 such offices which
are running in Delhi, Bombay, Calcutta and other places. If they are opencd
in the State itself it will be very beneficial for that State,

The people in the rural areas need three things namely roads, electrification
and irrigation. If these three things are made available to those people in a
planned manner, development will come about automatically and no special effort
will have to be made for it. The previous Government did not pay attention
to these things. Let the Janata Government make these things available so that
the people become happy.

S!ll'i S. R. Reddy (Gulbarga): The Janata Party had made some promises
in their election manifesto. Tt is regrettable that we do not find anything in this

Plan for the fulfilment of those promises. If a government do not fulfil its pro-
muses it has no right to govern.

. As regards the Plan priorities, they are in no way different from the priori-
ties of the previous government. It is being said that the previous government

not pay attention to agriculture. This is quite wrong. Agriculture is not

them produce so much foodgrains that we are not getting warehouses for stocing

So far as rural development is concerned, we have to keep in mind that 80-
90 per cent of the rural people are dependent on agriculture. We have to see
whether these people have any land or not. If we want to improve the lot of
those people, land reforms are a must. But for this purpose political will is
very necessary. If the Janata Government do not have that will, it will be very
difficult to implement this plan,

Since the number of landless people in the country is very large, it is not
possible to provide land to all of them. Therefore, some people will have to be
diverted to other occupations like fisheries, poultry-farming aud animal husban-
dry. In Karnataka this is being done through the small farmers’ development
agencies and it has produced very good results,

There is no doubt a great need to extend irrigation facilities in the country.
But along with this it is also necessary to pay attention to dry farming and fores-
trv. In our State we have launched a farm forestry scheme which is quite
successful at some places. That scheme can be introduced in other States after
a proper examination. -

So far as industries are concerned, they should be sest up in areas where raw
material is available, In Gulbarga there are large deposits of limestone. At
present three cement factories are running there. Some more factories should
be set up there as sufficient limestone deposits are available in the area.

The Vijay Nagar Steel Plant was sanctioned 10 years ago but the work there-
of has not yet started. The matter should be expedited.

In this Plan nothing has been said about the handloom weavers, The an-
nual Plan allocations said that some qualities of cloth would be reserved for the
bandloom weavers. Those weavers are finding it very difficult {0 market their

produce.  So, something would have to be done for marketing the products of
handloom weavers.
