Committee to Assess the Losses of Life and Property caused hy Floods in
Uttar Pradesh

*I. Shri Ram Sewak Yadav : Will the Ministes of Irrigation and Power be pleased
to state :

(a) whether the Central Government had appointed some Committee to look into
“and assess the losses of life and property as a result of floods in Uttar Pradesh ;

(b) if so, the details in regard to the said losses according to the report of the Com-
mittee : and

(c) whether the Committee has made some suggestions in their report in regard to
the remedial measures against floods ; if so, the details thereof ?

1he Deputy-Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddheshwar
Prasad) : (a) to (c). A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

STATEMENT

- (a) and (b). No Committee has been appointed by the Central Government to look
into and assess the loss of life and property as a result of floods in Uttar Pradesh. How-
ever, as is usual at the time of natural calamities, on the request of the Government of
Uttar Pradesh, the Government of India deputed a team of officers in September-October.
1969 for an on the spot assessment of the relief measures. In their report, the Team has
recommended a ceiling of expenditure of Rs. 40 lakhs for restoration of irrigation works
(embankments), Rs. 75 lakhs for repair to roads and bridges, Rs. 150 lakhs for Relief items
such as free distribution of foodgrains and cash assistance, house building grants, test relief
works and Rs. 25 lakhs for loan foi purchase of cattle and other agricultural purposes, as
floods of relief measures in Uttar Pradesh during 1969-70.

(c) The Central Team is not a technical team and its main function is to ascertain
.the extent to which the requirements of funds for the relief operations can be met from the
anpual plan provision, and to what extent additional expenditure on major works and on
various types of gratuitous relief and on the unproductive works is required.

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav : It has been stated in the statement laid on the Table of
the House that a Committee visited U. P. to evaluate the assistance being given to the flood
victims of that State. That Committee indicated certain amounts after making its assess-
ment. I want to know the basis of that assessment ? Was that based on the losses
suffered and the requirements to that effect or on the some other con siderations ?

(c) Proposals for deputation of Government officials abroad are scrutinised strictly
by a Committee of senior Secretaries and ordinarily only such deputations are permitted
as are unavoidable or are likely to lead to substantial saving in foreign exchange or relate
to Defence efforts or to training requirements. Proposals for deputation abroad of
Ministers require the approval of the Finance Minister and the Prime Minister. In view of
this, no further step is considered necessary.

(b) The work undertaken in rural areas includes :

_ A. Motivational and Educational : For popularising Family Planning Programme
In rural areas, following measures have been taken :

(1) Mobile publicity through exhibitions and film shows.
(D) Qr_ga“’:saﬁf-‘ﬂ of orientation camps and seminars for local leaders.
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(iii) Use of mass media such as folk songs, bhajan, Kirtan mandlies, Katha vachaks,
dramas etc.
(iv) Painting of slogans and symbol of Family Pianning on walls in villages.

(v) Distribution of printed literature on Family Planning.

For supporting the Programme, local leaders are identified and appointed as
Helpers (Sahayaks) after giving them necessary orientation and using them as channel of
communication.

B. Services. (1) Regular free services for sterilization and IUCD insertions and
and free supplies of conventional contraceptives are provided in the rural areas through
Rural Family Planning Centres at the Primary Health Centres, Sub-Centres act as focal
points for Maternity and Child Health and Family Planning Services and follow up. .Iﬂ
addition, mobile sterilization/ITUCD Units visit rural areas for rendering services and giving
supplies and Service. Camps are also periodically held depending upon demand.

(2) Supply of Nirodh through commercial channels and Depot holders (through
post offices) has also been started in selected rural areas. This will be cxpanded further.

(c) No basic change has been considered necessary but efforts are being made to
strengthen services and supplies in rural areas not far covered by establishing anflfy
Health Centres and Sub-Centres and by providing special incentives to doctors for being

posted in difficult rural areas.

A joint study team was appointed by the Planning Commission
and the Government of Uttar Pradesh under the Chairmanship of Shri B. P. Patel in 1962
to study economic and social conditions of the four backward districts of Uttar Pradesh
and to suggest administrative and development measures for accelerated progress. This
team submitted its report in 1964.

(b) and (c). The study Team had recommended the acceleration of the flood
control programme which bhad already been drawn up earlier by the State Government.
The State Government have been taking action within the resources available.

(d) if so, full details thereof ?

The Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals and Mines and Metals (Dr. Triguna
Sen) : (a) and (b). The Minister is examining, in consultat'on with the Oil and Natyral
Gas Commissioh, the various technical, operational and manpower aspects of ONGC
cynducting exploratory drilling in the deepwaters off the Arabian sea adjoining Bombay
Boast, under “assisted owner operation” method, whereby a suitable mobile drilling plat-
form would be built and operated initially with some techaical assistance from abroad.

Since it would take about two years to fabricate the equipment, commencement of drilling
in the area may be expected two years after finalisation of the scheme.

(c) and (d). Dialogues will be started soon with foreign groups for obtaining the
necessary foreign exchange and technical assistance.

(c¢) the action being taken by the Government to ensure adequate supply of power in
Delhi ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddheshwar
Prasad) : (a) to (c). Though Unit No. 3 (62.5 MW) of the Indraprastha Power Station of
Delhi Electric Supply Undertaking is under major repairs, the power requirements of Delhi,
Haryana aud Uttar Pradesh are being met. All efforts are being made to expedite the
repairs of Unit No. 3 so that difficulty in maintaining power supply in Delhi and to Haryana
and Uttar Pradesh is avoided.

The Mipister of Petroleum and Chemicals and Mines and Metals (Dr. Triguna
Sen) : (a) It is not correct to say that the prices of all patent medicines needed for the
treatment of common diseases are high in the country. It is well known that the essential
drugs are available under different names and formulations at different levels of prices,
thereby providing scope for choice for the buyer. While the prices of certain medicines
such as cortico-steroids, Broad Spectrum antibiotics are high, the prices of certain medi-

cines such as penicillin, streptomycin sulphate, vitamin preparations and analgesics are
reasonable.

(b) The steps taken by Government to bring down the prices of medicines are
as follows : .

(i) the prices of drugs and medicines are regulated by the Drugs Prices (Display
and Control) Order, 1966. This order stipulates that prior approval of Govern-
ment is required for fixation of prices of new drugs, new preparations and for
increasing the prices of existing drugs. Drugs which are included in the specified
pharmacopoeias and marketed under pharmacopoeial names and Ayurvedic
and Unani drugs are, however, exempted from the provisions of the Order ;

(ii) two of the raw marerials, namely, sugar and alcohol are made available at con-
trolled prices ;

(iii) to enable the manufacturing units to utilise their capacity fully, the industry

has been included in the list of priority industries and full requirements of im.
ported raw materials are made available ; and

(iv) since there was a complaint about high prices charged by manufacturers, Tariff
Commission were requested to enquire into the prices of 18 important basic

drugs and their formulations. Their report which has since been received is
under consideration.

The Annual Meeting of the Board of Governors of the International Monetary Fﬂpd was
held in Washingtoa during September 29 and October 3, 1969. Besides considering the
Annual Reoort of the Executive Directors of the Fund for the year ended April 30,.1969,
the Board of Governors decided to allocate Special Drawing Rights (SDR’s) amountlnl.to
$9.5 billion among the members participating in the recently created Special Drawing
Rights Scheme, during the three years commencing from 1st January, 1970. The allocation
is expected to be of the order of $3.5 billion in 1970 and $3.0 billion each in 1971 and
1972. The allocation of SDR's is to be based on the quotas of individual member
countries. On this basis it is expected that India would get about $130 miltion in 1970
and $105 million each in 1971 and 1972. The Board of Governors also adopted a reso-
lution inviting the Executive Directors to formulate proposals by the end of December, 1969
for the fifth quinquennial review of IMF Quotas.

(a) whether the attention of Government has been drawn to the news-item
published in the ‘Organiser® dated the 9th August, 1969 that Eye Steel Piles imported from
Japan at a cost of Rs 1 crore in foreign exchange have been found useless for the Farakka
Barrage ;

(b) whether it is a fact that these sheets could be manufactured in India also ;
(c) the person held reéponsible for importing defective material ;

(d) the delay likely to be caused in the coastruction of the Barrage thereby ; and
(e) the names of the guilty persons and details of the action taken against them ?
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The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddheshwar
Prasad) : (a) and (b). No “Eye” sheet piles have been procured for the Farakka Barrage
Project. However, if the reference is to ‘“YAWATA YSPF” sheet piles, the position is
that the 7,497 M-tons of flat web sheet piles were procured from Japan, as a part require-
ment for the construction of the Cellular Coffer Dam. These piles were obtained on
deferred payment terms for a sum of Rs. 74.12,309 plus Rs, 14,64,425 interest. The
construction of the Cel'ular Coffer Dam bhad earlier been considered essential to enclose
the working area in the last stages of the construction of the Farakka Barrage. But during
the 1968-69 working season due to favourable river conditions, it was possible to enclose
all the remaining 40 bays of the Barrage within the Coffer Dam itself. Therefore, the

nxeessity for construction of costly Cellular Dam with flat web sheet piles was fortunately
obviated.

The total requirement of flat web sheet piles for the construction of the Cellular
Coffer Dam had been estimated at 30,000 tons. As thers was no indigenous manufacture
of the piles of the required section. an initial quantity of 7,497 tons of sheet piles was
imported and the question of indigenous manufacture of these sheet piles was taken up with
the Bhilai works of the Hindustan Steel Ltd. A suitable section of the sheet piles was
also developed in consultation with the authorities concerned Since, however, the sub-
sequent developments referre! to above obviated the nced for these sheet piles, the
question of manufacture of these piles by the Bhilai works was not pursued further.

Out of the total quantity of 7 497 M-tons of sheet piles imported from Japan, about
1200 tons were utilised satisfactorily for the construction of trial cells and for the
protection of the earthen Coffer Dam  The remaining sheet piles would to transferred to
other projects.

There is no evidence
indicating spread of typhoid and cancer in the country. As regards filaria, spread of
the disease is reported along the coastal areas and along the banks of the big rivers, where
ths climate is not and humid for the greater part of the year.

(c) The information regarding typhoid is being collected from the State Governments
and will be laid on the Table of the Sabha. As regards filaria, except for the urban areas
of Jhansi in Uttar Pradesh and Datia and Chhatarpur in Madhya Pradesh, where there is
moderate endemicity, Bundelkhand is a low endemicity area.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, he has said that whatever infor-
mation was received from the Gujarat Government he was speaking on the basis of that.
May I know whether the Government did not try to get informations through various
sources which are available with the Central Government ? 1 want to say in all seriousness
that after 1947, riots on such a large scale were never seen in any part of the country
except at Ahmedabad in Gujarat. According to the best of my knowledge, no less than
four-five thousands persons have been killed there.

May I know whether the Central Bureau of Investigation or the Government of
Gujarat made it known to the Government that organised riots were likely to be broken
out at Ahmedabad in Gujarat? As I have come to know 22 persons from Ahmedabad
and 9 persons from Palanpur got themselves insured against riots, which shows that the -
people had serious apprehensions about it May I know the steps taken by the State and
the Central Governments at that time in this matter ?

May I know the reasons for which the Government of Gujarat was not sacked when
the law and order was disturbed in the State and the members of the minority Communities
were killed on a large scale ? There were cases of arson and there was no safety of life
and property in the State. May I khow whether the Central Government did not do their
duty because they did not want to disturb the position of Shri Hitu Bhai Desai with the
view to the fact that Shrimati Indira Gandhi wanted to keep him in her group ?

May 1 know whether it is not a fact that the Ministers of the State Government did
not go to the secretariat for ten days during the riots and the held their meetings at their
residents ? I have also come to know that both the States as well as Central Government,
deliberately delayed the utilization of Military forces at that occasion. Therefore, I con-
demn both the Governments. 1t is also to be mentioned that when the General Secretary
of our party, Shri George Fernandes, went to Ahmedabad and urged the Governor of that
State to come out of his bungalow, only then he came out to maintain law and order. I
also come to know that the Government of the State had instructed the Press not to publish
anything about the activities of their Governor so as to keep them from the public. Was it
not the duty of the State Government to arrest goonda elements involved in the incident of
Jagdish Temple. which occurred.on the.18th instant ?  Miscreants must have been arrested.
No doubt, one of them was arrested but it is quite strange that as a protest against his
arrest strike was observed in that area at ithe instance of Ministers,

I want to invite the attention of the-hon Minister to one thing particularly. Refugee

Shri A. S. Saigal (Bilaspur) : I rise to support the Bill. We should try to improve
‘be condition of this library and convert it with a National Library. We should also try to
idd more books of Arabic and Pursian languages to it. We should try to make it an inter-
1ational library.

The books containing teachings of the prominent Sages like Ramkrishna, Gunanand

and Mebr Baba should also be kept in this library if they are not already being kept
there.

Shri Beni Shankar Sharma (Baulca) : I congratulate the Government for introducing
this Bill. It should have been brought forward long before.

Khuda Bakhsh Library is in a very deplorable condition. We should improve its
condition and try to convert it into an institution of national importance. It is said that
books of Arabic and Pursian languages are in abundance in this library. In my view it
should be so because Khuda Bakhsh and his father were great scholars of Pursian and
Arabic languages. But now when we are trying to convert it into a national library, books
of Sanskrit, Hindi, Maithili and other Indian languages should also be kept in it.  Scholars
of all languag:s should be given facilities for research in the library. The name of this

library should also be changed into the National Library of Bihar. This should be done in
the larger interest of the nation.

I would also request the Government to hold an enquiry into the use of the grants
which are given to the various libraries in the villages of Bihar with a view to see whether
the grants given for the purchase of books are being actually spent for the purpose. Com-

munalism and such other nefarious things should be kept away from these libraries. Our
libraries should infact, represent our true culture,

Shri Yashpal Singh (Dehra Dun) : Through my amendment I have suggested that
office bearers of this librzry should be duly elected. It should not be run by the Governor.
Mahatma Gandhi had once said that that Government is the best which governs the least.

So the administration of this library should be entrusted in the hands of the representatives
of the public.

Teachings of Geeta and Quran should be popularised to remove the existing Com-
munal hatred.

We should also teach the people about secularism through such public libraries.

Shri Ramavtar Shastri (Patna) : . Thisis a very old library which is rich not only
in Arabic and Pursian books but also in old manuscripts and valuable pieces of litérdture
which represent our old culture and civilization. Several important books of Urdu litera-~
ture are also available there.

We cannot change its nomenclature because of the Deed but we can make it rich so
that it may become an invaluable thing for the: pation and a model not only for India but
also for the whole world.

Government of Bihar is not able (0 spend huge money on the improvement of this library,
Due to the paucity of further Bibar Government could not make much headway in adding
new books in this library.

I also hope that Central Government will collect various old manu-
scripts which are lying in various places in India and keep them in this library.

Scholars of Urdu, Arabic or Pursian languages should be represented in the Board of
Management. During the last session 1 Tabled an amendment to this effect.

We should not raise Communal things in such matter. With their words I support
the Bill.

Shri Shiv Chandra Jha (Madhubani) : 1 welcome this Bitl. 1 raised this matter
first of all in 1967. I would like to request the Government that while taking over this
library it should also be seck that mismanagemént is not allowed to prevail there as is
prevailent in other libraries . Parliament Library and National Library of Calcutta can be
quoted as examples of mismanagement. Poor people and students cannot take advantage
National Library of Catcutta because they have to deposit the price of the book they want
to have. . Gross mismanagement is also prevailing in the reading room of this library. You
cannot get a book within a specified time of 20 minutes. Onc has to give reminder twice
or thrice. States are not up-to-date in that library. Such mismanagement should not be
allowed to prevail in Khuda Bakhsh Library which Government is going to take over by
this Bill. A good building should also be provided for this library.

The name of Khuda Bakhsh should not be removed from this nomenclature of the
library as be has rendered very valuable service to the nation as a whole,

The library should also be removed from its original place. Nearby shops can be
removed and so vacated space can be given to this library.

Many important books and manuscripts pertaining to India are lying in other
librarfes in the world. These books and manuscripts should be brought here and keépt in

this library, If it is not possible to bring those books and manuscripts then their micro-
films should be prepared and kept in this library.

Through my amendment I have suggested that it should be named as National
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Library. It should be converted into an research institution. Urdu and Pursian Scholars
should be represented in the Board of Management.

With these words 1 welcome this Bill.

Shri Lakhan Lal Kapoor (Kishanganj) : 1 welcome the Bill. I agree with the hon.
Members that mismanagement should not be allowed to prevail in that library. I deadly
oppose the changing of name of this library. Its name should not be changed.

If the present place is not sufficient to accommodate all departments of the
library, I think it is better to shift it to some other proper place. All facilities should

be made available in this library.

‘Shri Atal Bibari Vajpayee (Balrampur) : Th: Government should have apologised
to the people of this country for inviting this humiliation to the nation, because our policy
is responsible for this situation. The conference of Rabat was an Islamic coaference which
was convened to discuss the problems of Islamic countries. India was not an Islamic
country and her participation in that conference cannot be justified. India have been
sending unofficial delegations to such conference. Bat this is the first occasion when
Government of India sent a Government delegation. The Government should clasify as

to why the policy of sending non-official delegations to similar Islamic conferences has been
given up.

There is a huge number of Muslims tiving in India, enjoying rights of citizenship
like others and in case they have any problems, these can be discussed within the country
but there is no need of sending Government delegations to such conferences.

When an Islamic conference was convened in Cairo after the Suez crisis in 1955-56,
Pandit Jawahar Lal Nehru said that we should not sead a Guvernment delegation there.
Even when Dr. Zakir Hussain was approached to send a Government delegation to Islamic
conference, he told the conveners of the conference : Ours is a secular country. May I
know the basis on which that policy has been changed ? In fact out policy was that there
should be no muslim block but now we want to get into it. In case of Rabat we asked
for invitation, but it is now being said that we were invited unanimously. But how this
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unanimous invitation was changed ? We have been told that there was over-night pressure
on the President of Pakistan that India should not be invited. How can it be possible
in a country where there is dictatorship and not democracy and when in our democratic
country we cannot get things done like that ? In fact this unanimous invitation was a
conspirary to humiliate us. Had we pot gone there, we should have not been humiliated.

It is a wrong to suggest that we would pot have been humiliated had there been 1o
riots in Ahmedabad. There were riots in Ahmedabad on 19th and Rabat conference was
held on 25th when the riots had been over. Is it not possible that the same elements
may be responsible for the riots in Ahmedabad who wanted to humiliate India in Rabat ?
It is a matter of profound regret that even our best friends, for which we have given up
our basic policy, could not come to our rescue when we were humiliated in Rabat. May
I know what United Arab Republic had done in Rabat conference ?

Shri Gulam Mohammad Bakshi (Srinagar) : Some hon. Members were of the view
that India had committed a mistake by trying to attend the Rabat conference. But I am
of the view that India did nothing wrong by trying to attend the Rabat Conference. It
was beneficial to attend the conference.

It was not for the first time that India decided to attend a Muslim conference. It had

attended the World Muslim Conference in 1965, Afro-Asian Islamic conference, Muslim
World League and the 1969 International Islamic Conference. .

It is true that those countries have hurt the feelings of our country.

‘The first item on the agenda was ‘“‘the burning of Al Agsa®”. All the 60 crores
people of India protested against it.

The second item on the agenda was ‘The status of Jerusalem’. We have always
been trying in U. N. security council that its status should be restored.

The third item on the agenda was ‘“The withdrawal of Israel from all occupied

territories”. It has been our policy since the very beginning not to allow any country to
unlawfully occupy the territory of another country.

The fourth item on the agenda was “the restitution of the rights of Palestenian
refugees”. We have always been fighting for it.

_Pal‘i“ﬂn have been trying to defame India in the Arab World and Islamic couﬁtries.
If India had not gone to Rabat it would have played in the hands of Pakistan.

_ It we have objection to the world ‘Islamic’, why we have full fledged deplomatic
reletions with Islamic states like Saudi Arbia, Iran and Afghanistan.

It was not wrong on the part of Shri F. A. Ahmed to attend the Rabat conference,
We should agree to the steps taken by the Government.

.Shri Randhir Singh (Rohtak) : We should give due respect to religious places. A
question has been raised as 10 why India went to Rabat. This donates mere parochialism.
I'do not know what is wiong in taking @ progressive step. It was proper for India
‘0 g0 to Rabat to take part in the discussion on an issue which had hurt tke feelings of
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our 6 crore people of this country. In fact Pakistaa wanted to subotage the friendly
relaiion betwesa India and other Islamic countries but how can India allow them to do so.
We have also felt strongly about one or two incidents, but we zannot change our foreign
policy on that account., We have to think of national interest in the first instance,. We
have maintained our diplomatic relations with Pakistan and China in spite of the fact that
they attacked our tecritorry. - In the end I want to say that our foreign policy has been
successtul and therefore I oppose this adjournment moii n.

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Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : As to Shri Nambiar’s comments I can only say that he
has already been severely criticised by all sections of the House and there is not much for
me to add now.

As regards the Rabat affair, I want to ask three or four questions from the
Minister of Foreign Affairs. Firstly, may I know whether the Ahmedabad riots had been
directly or indirectly placed on the agenda of the Conference and if not, the basis of the
Government’s apprehension that Pakistan was likely to raise this issue and that for counter-
ing that India’s presence was warranted ? May I also know whether there are some such
elements in our country who were dancing to the tune of the organisers of the Conference
and who forced the Government of India in taking a decision to attend the conference and
who also asked the organisers to send the invitation ?

Secondly, may I know whether it is a fact that some U. A. R. men advised our
Government to seek admission to the Conference and that when India was humiliated there,
the U. A. R. delegates kept mum and did not stage a walk out in protest against that move
and they came here to show lip sympathy ?

Thirdly, may I now the basis on which the Government accepted the invitation
while the king of Moracco had specifically stated in his letter that only those nations
were being invited to the conference whose heads of the state and majority population
happened to be Muslims ?

Fourthly, our Government has been in the habit of exploiting Gandhi’s name to
justify their acts of commissions and ommissions. They have been quoting Gandbhiji in
reason and out of season for his supporting the Khilafat movement. But they conveniently
forget that Gaodhiji ¢xacted some tangible gains out of that. In view of this may I know
benefits which weighed with the Government in their gate-crossing the Rabat. conference
which only brought humiliation and dishonour to our nation ?

When Shii Fakhruddin Ahmed landed on the Delhi airport he had stated before the
Press reporters that India should review its policy towards the West Asian countries, but the
very next day he withdrew his statement, I should like to know whether he was
pressur-wised by the External Affairs Ministry or the Prime Minister into changing his
statement.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr) : Shri Dange has made the best speech on behalf o
the ruling party and therefore the External Affairs Minister need not make a speech and
waste time of the House. It would be better if he gives a little of his time to me. Much
has already been said about the dishonour and humiliation suffered at Rabat Conference and
therefore I do not wish to dilate on this point. Shri Dange said that we should not con-
demn those whose nolicies led to the sufferance of insults but those should be condemned
who insulted the Indian delegates. My contention is that insult is always related to one
who has some self-respect and Government of India has no self-respect. Is this House

not aware that last time when Shri Bali Ram Bhagat visited Kenya, not a dog came to
receive him ?

The President of Kenya refused to see the representative of India. We were told
here that we were not insulted thereby.

This question is to be considered whether India’s participation in the Rabat Con-
terence was consistent with the basic principles cherished by our country. The principle of

secularism is one of them. I will criticise the Government whenever the principle of
, secularism is violated.

Now I would like to say something about the objective for which this Conference was
convened. The Conference was not initiated by the progressive countries like U. A R.,
Syria and Iraq but it was convened by reactionary Arab countries headed by kings and
others who want to arrest the progressive forces in West Asia. Among the conveners were
Turkey, Iran and Pakistan, who are members of a military pacts. It was not proper for
India to participate in such a Conference. By going to Rabat the Government have

discredited our policy of non-alignmeat, anti-colonialism and of encouraging progressive
forces.

There is a2 basic difference between the policies of India and Pakistan, Pakistan,
Iran, Turkey and other reactionary Arab States have made an attempt to form a separate
reactionary bloc so that the politics in countries in Asia and Africa is based on religion,
whereas secularism is one of the basic principles of our policy. Therefore I again say that
instead of getting humiliated at Rabat, India should have tried to sabotage such a re-
actionary conference in co-operation with Iraq, Syria and U. A. R. The Government
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should apologise for their mistake in this matter and give an assurance not to repeat such
a mistake in future,
