Shri Shiv Chandra Jha: May I know whether it isa fact that the system of inner
line regulations blocks the economic development in NEEA ; whether it has not been suggested
in the said Report that this system should be abolished and if so, whether Government are going
to abolish this system without affecting the pattern of the Ladakhi culture?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : This system of inner line regulations has been introduced
with a view ol security. The report submitted by the Natiopal council of Applied Economic
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Research deals only with the aspect of economic development and not with the aspect of security
of the area. Efforts are being made to bring about an economic development in that area in a
way which may not distrub the tribal life and offend the tribal people.

Shri Shiv Chandra Jha: It has been suggested in techno-economic survey report that
the inner line regulations should be relaxed and tribal interests should be protected in a fast
changing situation. It also states that a gradual process of integration should be encouraged. I
would like to know whether the pattern of trial culture will be protected while relaxing the sys-

tem of inner line regulations.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla: We are doing every thing possible to develop that area
from techo-economic point of view.

Shri Shiv Chandra Jha: May I know whether it is a fact the quantity of rice supplied
to NEFA, is not distributed among the general public of NEFA ; whether any solution to this
problem has been suggested in the said report; and the suggestions made therein in respect of
land ownership in NEFA ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla: The report is being studied and it is still to be decided
as to what kind of actions are required for the purpose.

Shri Sashi Bhushan Bajpai : Whether the attention of the Government has been drawn
to the statement of the Chief Executive Counsellor in which he has stated that the Delhi Admi-
nistration is not holding the examination of students because the Administration has no faith in
the teachers ? If so, the reaction of the Government thereto and whether the student discipline

can be maintained in this way ?

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad: The first reason advanced by the Delhi Adwinistration for
not holding the formal examination this year is that there were many interruptions in the studies
of the students including teachers strike. Secondly, the parents had their fears that the students
would be victimised as they were attending the schools regularly. This reason might be baseless
but another reason advanced by the parents was that there is animosity between the students and
teachers. Thirdly, the Admistration stated that they wanted to overhaul the examination system
of which a beginning was made in 1965 when greater emphasis was laid on internal assessment.
For all these reasons they have done away with the examinations.

Shri Sashi Bhushan Bajpai: The Government is aware that there is no ill-will between.
the teachers and students. The teachers have shown great attention towards the students and
have offered themselves to teach the students after school hour (o compensate their studies after
fifteen days strike. Inspite of this the Administration has spread this ill-will. What is the.

reaction of the Government thereto ?

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : It is a fact that we have not recevied any report of ill-will
between the students and teachers ; rather we have found that the teachers are prepared to teach
the students after school hour for the days of strike. ‘This is one of the three possible reasons-

enumerated by the Administration,

Shri Raghbuvir Singh Shastri : The basis of the proposal for abolishing the annual
examination in Delhi was to assess the class-room performance of the student of the whole year
and to watch his progress in monthly and three monthly tests. Whether the Minister feels that

the reasons advanced for abolishing examination are justified ?
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-Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : Instead of expressing my views on the subject, I want to lay
before the House the basis on which the Delhi Administration has abolished examinations this
year. Firstly, there were interruptions in the studies this year; secondly, there was the possibility
of some ill-will between the students and the teachers ; thirdly and mainly the Delhi Adminise
tration wanted to overhaul the examination system. In 1965 they adopted the system of internal
assessment in place of formal examination and thus they have abolished the examination

Shrimati Sucheta Kripalani : Is the Minister aware that even those schools who want to

hold the examination are being asked by the Administration not to hold the examinations ? If
s0, whether he will take some suitable action in the matter ?

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad: The decision taken by the Administration notto hold

examinations except that of class V, VIIT and XI applies to all the schools. Therefore, it would
not be possible for Administration to exclude some schools.

Shri Bal Raj Madhok : Is it not a fact that the Kothari Commission suggested clearly in
its report that the examination system should be completly overhauled ; the public examinations
should ‘be held only for class VIII and XI and the rest of the students would be promoted
according to teacher’s internal assessment ; and that the Delhi Administration was considering
this scheme,? When the Governnient also recognizes that this year there were interruptions in the

studies then what is the harm in implementing this decision of the Kothari Commission Report
by the Delhi Administration ?

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad: Hon’ble Member -'is.right in saying that the Kothari

Commission has recommended thorough change in the present cxamination system and this is
the main reason stated by the Delhi Administration for abolishing the examinations.

Damage Caused to Indian Ship at Dilburi Port

(@) whether it is a fact that according to the information received from London, a
6,000-ton motor-driven Indian Ship was damaged as a result of fire that broke out in the ship at
Dilburi port in February, 1968 ;

‘Jalaganga’ belonging to M/s Scindia Steam Navigation Co. Ltd. had fire on board on 22rd
February, 1968, while she was in Tilbury Docks, London. There has been no loss of life. Deck
plates, side battens, electric lines, beams etc. of the vessel are reported to have been damaged
due to fire. Essential repairs have been carried out. The exact causes of the fire and extent
of loss/damage to vessel and cargo will be known on arrival of vessel at Bdrﬁbay scheduled for
10th April, 1968, presumably after unloading of affected cargo holds for inspection.

Arvind Arville Colony, Pondiéherry

(b) The Government of India welcome the project and have brought it to the notice
of National Commissions of UNESCO in foreign countries. On our initiative, the 14th General
Conference of UNESCO held in 1966 passed a resolution commending it to all those interested
in Unesco’s ideals. The Government have not however accepted any financial liability for the
project which is completely controlled by the Sri Aurobindo Society.

Attack on “Mahor” Police Station in Kashmir by Pakistani Supporters

(a) whether it is a fact that during the 1965 Indo-Pakistan conflict, 35 Pakistani supporters
attacked “Mahor” Police Station in Gulmarg in Kashmir ; -

(c) whether it is a fact that 2 of the sixteen personsare still in Kashmir Government

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan
Shukla): (a) Yes, Sir. :

(b) and (d). The Jammu and Kashmir Government have intimated that 19 persons
were arrested and tried. The court acquitted all of them. Eight accused were declared
absconding. The State Government have further stated that efforts continue to apprchend the

absconders.
(c) Information is being collected and will be laid on the Table of the House.

Pro-Chinese Communists

5672, Shri Ram Avatar Sharma : Will the Ministcr of Home Affairs be pleased

to state :

(a) whetheritis a fact that extremist pro-Chinese communists have formed a new -
organisation by the name of Girijan Mahasabha on the lines of Lachit Sena and the said
organisation has been actively indulging in anti-national activities in an organised manner in
the hill areas covering about 2,500 square miles in Anidhra Pradesh’ and Orissa F
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(b) whether it is also a fact that the said organization has been instigating hilly tribes in
those areas against Governrnent officers and the nationalists ; and '

fc) if so, the action taken by Government against such anti-national organisation so far ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan
Shukla) : (a) and (b). It is not correct that a new organization by the name of Girijan Maha
Sabha has been formed on the lines of the Lachit Sena. A Girijan Sangh has been in existence:
since 1958, and is now under the influence of the CPM. However it has been organizing
agitations for the last 4 or 5 years during transplantation and harvest seasons, and clashes
between Girijans and landlords on the issue of wages have been reported. Recently its activities
have been intensified leading to Jooting of shandies and properties belonging to persons from
plains in agency hilly areas of Andhra Pradesh. In Orissa a unit of the Girijan Maha Sabha
has been formed in Ganjam District by the extremist elements and thc Girijans are being
instigated to fell reserve forests and to occupy forcibly areas cleared by them. As a result large
scale felling of forests has taken place,

(c) Adequate preventive and other measures have been instituted by the State Government
to maintain law and order. Action to redress genuine economic grievances of Girijans and
scttle their land disputes is also being taken.

Hindi Teaching in Madras Schools

Lateral Road Project in Bihar

5674. Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri: Will the Ministry of Transport and Shipping
be pleased to state:

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technical employees have become unemployed asa result of the suspension of work on lateral
road project in Bihar ;

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Transport and Shipping (Shri Bhakt
Darshan): (a2) The position is that due to financial stringency, work on the lateral road pro-
ject, which had gained momentum and was in full swing in 1966-67, had to be slowed down.
This necessarily had an impact on the utilisation of machinery, which in the changed situation
could not be utilised in full and efforts are, therefore, being made to shift some of them to other
States wherever they could be more usefully utilised. Similarly, there may have been an

impact on the employment of the technical employees in the project for which necessary
information is being gathered from the State Government and will be laid on the table of the

Sabha in due course.

(b) and (c). Bihar Government have urged the completion of the project as early as
possible. Due to constraint on resources, however, it is now proposed to limit the scope of
further work on the project in such a way that the expenditure already incurred does not become
infructuous and the main lateral road becomes fit for vehicular traffic.

Arrangements for mechanical loading of iron ore from Baileadilla in large ships at an
average loading rate of about 1500 tonnes per hour exist at Visakhapatnam Port. These
arrangements are quite satisfactory and no complaints have been received. 'All the ore that is
being offered [rom Bailadilla at present is being satisfactorily handled. However, certain modi-
fications and improvements to the mechanical ore loading plant at the port are being
carried out with a view to step up its capacity to about 3000 tonnes per hour.
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Sheikh Abdullah’s Talks with Home Minister

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidhya Charan
Shukla):(2) The Government of Uttar Pradesh, within whose jurisdiction the journal is published,
havce given instructions (o the local authorities to examine each issue of the journal and take
legal action against the editor, printer and publisher of the weekly in respect of the issue
containing obscene material. The State Government have reported that prosecution against
the editor of the journal is pending in the court in sixteen cases.

(b) The information is being collected and will be laid on the Table of the House.

(c) All the State Governments and Union Territories’ Administrations have again been
requested to take effective steps to put a check on the production, sale and circulation of all
obscene publications. A Private Member’s Bill, called the “Indian Penal Code (Amendment)
Bill, 1967,” which secks to strengthen the existing provisions of I. P. C. for dealing with obscene
publications and to cnable the State Governments to forfeit obscene publications, is under the
consideration of the House.

Agricultural Engineering Colleges

5714. Shri Deorao Patil: Will the Minister of Education be pleased to state :

{a) the names of the States where Agricultural Engineering Colleges and Colleges for
Home Science were opened during 1967-68 and are proposed to be opened during 1968-69 ; and

(b) the details of the proposal ?

The Minister of Education (Dr. Triguna Sen): (a) and (b). As far as is known
to the Government of India, only one Agricultural Engineering College was started at
Jawaharla] Nehru Krishi Vishwa Vidyalaya, Jabalpur, Madhya Pradesh during 1967-68. No
proposal for starting an Agricultural Engineering College or 2 Home Science College as a
constituent unit of an Agricultural University during 1968-69 has so far been received from any
of the States where Agricultural Universities are situated.

As regards Home Science Colleges outside the Agricultural Universities, the matter
concerns primarily the State Governments and according to the available information, no such
college was established during 1967-68.

Painting of I. A. C. Aircraft

5715. Shri Nihal Singh: Will the Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation be
pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that a firm of Ahmedabad has been given contract for painting
aircrafts of the Indian Airlines Corporation ; and
(b) ifso, the name of the firm and the value of the contract ?

The Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation (Dr. Karan Singh): (a) and (b).
No, Sir. The Indian Airlines did not give any contract for the painting of its aircraft to any
firm. The work is done by the Corporation departmentally, but they took the assistance of the
National Design Institute, Ahmedabad in designing the new emblem, logotype and livery for
their aircraft. For this the Corporation paid a fee of Rs. 3,000/- to the Institute.

Construction of Main Gate at Palam Airport

5716. Shri Nihal Singh: Will the Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation be
pleased to state the amount spent on the construction of the main gate at Palam and the names
of the firms to whom contract of this work was given?

The Minister of Tourisrn and Civil Aviation (Dg_ Karan Singh): Now new
main gate has been constructed at Palam airport. However, an estimate for improving the
facade on the airfield side to give the airport building a distinctive look and to provide addi-
tional facilities for passengers etc. at a total cost of about Rs. 3.5 lakhs has been sanctioned by
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Government. The main items of the facade, namely, arches, platform, canopies and the Ashoka
emblem are estimated to cost about Rs. 98,000.

The work on this project has not so far been awarded to any firm.

Its functions are to conmsider matters suggested by the State Governments
concerned and to make appropriate recommendations for the consideration of the concerned
State Governments and the Central Government. In the Central Zone, the solitary road bridge
project of inter-State importance recommended by the Council for Central financial assistance
relates to the construction of bridges over the Chambal and the Yamuna on the Bhind-Etawah
road passing through Madya Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh. Grants-in-aid aggregating Rs. 54'26
lakhs to meet 1/3rd of cost of these two bridges have already been sanctioned by the Government
of India and the work is in progress. As regards the proposals sent by the State Government,
decision will be taken only after the New Fourth Five Year Plan has been finalised.

" Uniform Pay Scales of Teachers

5751. Shri Prakash Vir Shastri:
Shri S. M, Bunerjee :

Will the Ministers of Education be pleased to state :

(a) whether any decision has been taken in regard to the uniform scales of pay for
teachers all over the country on the basis of suggestions made by the Kothari Commission ;

(b) ifso, when the uniform scales would be given to teachers; and

(c) whether Government are contemplating to take immediate steps for enhancement of

pay of Primary and Secondary School teachers of Uttar Pradesh where these teachers are
getting the lowest pay ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Education (Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad):
(a) and (b). The Education Commission has not suggested a uniform scale of pay all over the
country for teachers at the school stage, but only the laying down ofa minimum scale, the
equivalent of which or something higher could be adopted by State Government {Union Terri-
tory to suit its local conditions and in accordance with their resources.

In so far as college teachers are concerned, the Governments of Assam, Andhra Pradesh,
Gujarat, Haryana, Jammu and Kashmir, Kerala, Madras, Maharashtra, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh,
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West Bengal and Pondicherry have issued orders revising pay scales for University andfor college
teachers. These are scales approved by the Central Government and are identical with those
recommended by the Kothari Commission. The proposals of the Government of Bihar, for
revision of pay scales have also been approved by the Central Government. The Governments
of Mysore, Himachal Pradesh and Goa, Daman and Diu have also accepted the scheme in

principle.

(c) The matter primarily concerns the State Government.

Theft of Photographs of Strategic Importance

5773. Shri O.P. Tyagi: Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to state :

(a) whether itis a fact that the photographs of the Testom: bridge and those of places of
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the strategic importance in District Jalpaiguri were stolen from the exhibition organised on the
eve of Gandhi Memorial Fund Conference in Dalimpur, 50 miles away from Jalpaiguri (Assam);

(b) if so, whether agents of some enemy countries had a hand in that theft ;
(c) if so, the results of the enquiry made in the matter ; and

(d) the reasons for which Government permitted the photographs of places of strategic
importance to be exhibited ? ’

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan
Shukla) : (a) Two photographs of the Teesta bridge and some other photographs werc stolen
from the exhibition. These exhibits were not of strategic importance.

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Border Roads in gikaner

5778. Shri P.L. Barupal: Will the Minister of Transport and Shipping be pleased

to state :
(a) whether Government had sanctioned the construction of border roads from Bikaner
to Poogal and from Bikaner to Khajuwala in 1966-67 and the construction work of these roads
had also been started by the contractor and some earth work upto 10 miles on the road from

Poogal to Khajuwala had been completed ;
(b) if so, the reasons as to. why the work was discontinued after completion of the work

to that extent ; and

(c) whether Government propose to complete the work that has already been taken in
‘hand and partially completed, with a view to developing the means of transport in the said
border area, so that the amount already spent on the aforesaid work may be fully utilised ?

The Deputy Minister in the Minisiry of Transport and Shipping (Shri Bhakt
Darsl:an): (a) to {c). The Hon’ble Member is presumably having in mind the recads—
(i) from Bikaner to Poogal and (ii) from Poogal to Beriwala (Khajuwala)., Thesc roads were
included in the project for the construction of strategic roads in Rajasthan, as sanctioned by
Government in 1966-67. However, the requirements of these road works were reviewed from
time to time. The latest review was made in June-July, 1967 and, as a result thereof, it was
decided to concentrate attention on top priority roads. Consequently, the construction of the
above-mentioned two roads has been given low priority and further progress will depend on  the

availability of funds.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr) : This year the Ministry of Defence has demanded
Rs. 1,015 crores for defence expenditure. It is about 44% of the total national production.
This House is going to pass these demands in only six hours’ time. How can the representatives
of the people have control over the defence expenditure involving such a colossal amount by
having only 6 hours’ debate on the matter ? Thisis a very short time. I would like to suggest
that a small standing Parliamentary Committee should be appointed to exercise Parlia-
mentary control over the defence expenditure. This committee will also give suggestions about
checking the waste and inefficiency in defence preparedness. Secondly I want to emphasize
the need of giving more detailed information about the Ministry of Defence. The information,
which we get from the Report and other documents of the Ministry, is not adequate and it
becomes difficult for us to have a debate on the basis of the facts and the information made

available tows, Even in En gland, what to speak of U.S.A., more information about defence
matters is given to Parliament.

Now the time has come when the people and the Government of India should seriously
as1o what should be the objects of our defence and foreign policies.

. 2 o,' ¢ should have a powerful and fully equipped naval fleet at our command. It is
a dire necessfty of the time, and there are grounds for it. With the withdrawal of British Forces
from the Indian Ocean a void will be created there. Moreover there about 300 small islands jn
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Indian Ocean and Arabian sea, which belonged to India and the responsibility of defending
them, Our Government have failed in protecting Kachchativu Island. Ceylon has tried to take
over that Island. On the other hand Burma is going to take possession of Narkondam Island.
In view of bad intentions of neighbour countries now it has became necessary to set up posts in
all Islands which are ours. Patroiling on coastal frontiers should also be introduced.

It is often said that China and Pakistan are helping miscreants and hostile elements in
Kashmir and northern part of India. But what counter-measures are being taken by Govern-
ment of India, In my opinion they should help those elements in Pakistan and China which
want autonomy. Our Government should help Tibet and Pakhtoonistan in this matter. Our
Government should adopt bold and active policy in respect of East Pakistan, Pakhtoonistan and
Tibet.

In view of the security of the country people suggest that there should be ban on nuclear
arms. But I would like to know whether Government favour nuclear non-proliferation treaty
or prohibition of nuclear arms and destruction of the existing stock-piles. To favour the non-
proliferation treaty will be to favour the move to give veto power to the five nations U. S. 8. R.,
U.S.A,, Britain, France and China, which possess the nuclear arms. It will create two class of
nations—the privileged class possessing nuclear arms and the other unprivileged class not posses-
sing them. We want that India should sign the treaty for prohibitions of nuclear arms and
destruction of the existing stock-piles and not the mere nuclear non-proliferation treaty. So
in respect of this question our Government should state their policy clearly. They should
not succumb to U.S.-U.S.S.R. pressure being exerted for signing the nuclear noo-prolifera-
tion treaty. If necessary India should call a conference of non-nuclear nations to resist this
move.

To effect economy in the defence expenditure it has been decided to reduce the consump-
tion of meat for the troops on experimental basis for 3 years. Such a step is not desirable
and hence the consumption of the meat should be restored to full. We should not save money
at the cost of our troopsin peace and field areas. Moreover, I would like to suggest that the
Border Security force should be brought at par with the military in respect of facilities provided.
The Government should not relieve the Emergency Commissioned officers of their duties in the
Army and send back to their original posts. May I know whether they are thrown out of the
army for the more fact that these officers belong to lower strata of the society, while it is consi-
dered the monopoly of higher strata of the society to join the army? This is not justice with
the E.C.Os, if E.C.Os, are shunted back Jike this, nobody will come to join army and serve the
country, if any emergency arises in future.

Shri Kushok Bakula (Ladakh): Mr, Deputy speaker, I Support the demands of the
Ministry of Finance. I congratulate the Defence Minister for the fact that Ladakh Militia has
been given all those facilities which are available for our army personnel. Secondly, he deserved
to be congratulated for providing an air service between Ladakh and Jammu and Kashmir,
because the link road is closed for six months due to snowfall.

Ladakhi youths fought with bravery for defending India against external aggression in
1947 and 1962. No doubt, they were provided gallantry awards but no land is given to their
families as the families of Jawans of Punjab and Rajasthan got. The dependents of those, who
sacrificed their lives on the altar of defending the Motherland, got nothing except a petty
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amount of Rs. 300 or Rs. 400. They are still facing great difficulties. They should be given
more help. The Minister of Defence should pay special attention towards them.

I would like to suggest that the facility of waiting room should be provided at Leh aero~
drome, because it is situated at distance of three miles from the town. During winter and in
bad weather passengers have to wait sometimes for full day. Sosuch an arrangement is
necessary there. The Leh-Manali road should also be constructed from both points of view—
security of the country as well as providing road tacility of the local people for their convenience,

Now traders have to bring their goods from Delbi or Bombay via Kashmir. If this Leh-Manali
road is constructed, the distance will be sufficiently reduced.

Pakistan is trying to danger our freedom with the connivance of China. The post of
Kargil, the highest hill in Ladakh is occupied by Pakistan. In 1965 conflict our Jawans
successfully occupied the Kargil post. But afier the conclusion of Tashkent the same post was
returned back to Pakistan with the hope that Pakistan will restore peaceful and friendly
relations with us. In the same hope tract of land measuring 300-350 miles was given to
Pakistan in Kutch of Rann. But I do not think that Pakistan will fulfil our sacred hope.

The high altitude allowance of Rs. 30/- being given to our troops stationed on high
altitudes in Ladakh should be at least doubled to Rs. 60/, because they have to stay in open

while defending Indian frontiers in cold weather at an altitude ranging from 135,000 feet to
20,000 feet.

I do not agree with one of the Hon. Members, who said that the Budget Demands of
the Defence Minisury involved huge amount and it should have been reduced. In view of the
unholy alliance of China and Pakistan, which may jointly attack India and in view of the
atmosphere of lawlessness prevailing in the country I suggest that more funds should be allotted

ta this Ministry so that there may not be any kind of slackness in defence preparedness and in
ensuring security to the country,

With these words I support the Demands of the Defence
Ministry in full,

Shri Madhu Limaye: Mr, Deputy-Speaker, the Bill Provides for making it obliga-
tory for employers to recognise representative unions. It is essential to do so because employers
had in the past not observed the Code of conduct.

At present there are more than one union in certain industries, The conflicts among
these unions often disturbs industrial peace. Thesc unions quarrel among themselves on the

question of getting recognition. A machinery should be evolved to decide as to which union
is a representative union.

The Bill also seeks to modify the provision regarding decision about a representative union
in the Bombay Relation Act. It is being provided that workers should be given a chance one
in two years to decide by ballot whether a particular union is representative or not.
