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Shri Narain Swarup Sharma (Domaria Ganj): It is long since I gave notice of
this question, by now all the information from the States should have been collected. I

would like to koow from the Hon. Minister, the relevant provisions of law under which
Security Guards are provided for various officers.

I would also like to know the category of public of which officers are afraid of and
how it becomes necessary to provide the Security Guards. Is it not that the officers
are suspected to be the spies and it becomes necessary to keep a watch over them ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : No special law is necessary to provide for the Security
Guards. It is done under the normal administrative duties. I have already stated in
reply to the original question that Security Guards are provided for only those officers
who by virtue of their duties are exposed to security risks. No question of fear is involved

in it. Administration has the discretion to decide as to where the Security Guards should
be provided and where not.

Shri Narain Swarup Sharma : The Hon. Minister has stated that it is the nature
of work which npecessitates the provisions of Security Guards. I would like to know
whether it is inevitable to spend 20 thousand rupees on an I. A. S. officer in Chandigarh.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : I think he is referring to the Security arrangements
provided at the Chief Commissioner’s residence at Chandigarh, I shall reply to it after
going through the details.

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Imparting Moral Education in Educational Institution

859. Sbri Om Prakash Tyagi : Will the Minister of Education and Youth Services
be pleased to state ;

Aerodromes and Airstrips in Madbya Pradesh

Indian
Airlines are operating scheduled services through 3 of them i, Bhopal, Indore and
Khajuraho, In addition, Indian Airlines are also operating a scheduled service to Gwalior
aerodrome which is controlled by the Air Force. There are also 17 aerodromes/airstrips in
this State under the control of State Government of Madhya Pradesh and various private
parties.

(b) No, Sir. Indian Airlines have plans to airlink Raipur when their fleet is
augmented.

(c) and (d). Proposals are under consideration for the construction of a terminal
building at Khajuraho.

Development of Tourist Centres in Madhya Pradesh

862. Shri G. C. Dixit : Will the Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation be pleased
to state :

(@) the number of tourist centres proposed to be developed in Madhya Pradesh in
the Fourth Five Year Plan and the details of the development plans for each centre ;

(b) the estimated cost involved on the development of each centre ; and
(c) the amount of Central assistance proposed to be given in this regard ?

The Minister of Tourlsm and Civil Avlation (Dr. Karan Singh): (a) to (¢). The
Central Government have no plans to develop any new tourist centres in Madhya Pradesh.
They propose, however to improve tourist racilities at Khajuraho duriog the Fourth Plan
period and an amount of Rs. 5 lakhs has been set apart for this purpose. It is also
proposed to provide two vehicles for the transport of tourists and two units of accommoda-
tion each consisting of four double rooms at Kanha-Kisli National Park, at an expenditure
of Rs. 3.70 lakhs. In addition, water supply arrangements and a 50-bed tourist hostel
are proposed to be provided at Sanchi under the scheme for development of Buddhist pilgrim
traffic in India.

Literacy in India and Spread of Education in Rural and Backward Areas

Fine Arts, and Crafts. The number of foreign students studying/receiving training in India
as on 1.1.1970 is 805.

Communal Riots in Bhilai

§70. Shri Ramavatar Shastri : Shri Deven Sen :
Shri Arjun Singh Bhadoria : Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri :

Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to state :

(2) whether it is a fact that some workers were killed in the communal riots that
broke out in Bhilai a few days back ;

(b) if so, the number of persons killed and the names thereof ;
(c) the causes of the communal riots and the remedial action taken by Government ;

(d) whether Government have made any arrangements tor the security and rebabili-
tation of the riot affected persons ; and

(e) if so0, the details thereof ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan
Shukla) : (a) to (e). According to information received from the State Government
trouble took place on Japuary 26, 1970, in Boria and Hingana Labour Camps near Bhilai
Steel Plant, following rumours in the township about the slaughtering of a cow and sale of
beef. Five persons were reported to have been killed. Police rushed to the affected areas
immediately and brought the situation under control. An order under section 144 Cr. P. C.
was promulgated. Prominent persons were contacted by the authorities to make efforts for
the maintenance of peace and restoring confidence among the people. No untoward incident
took place thereafter. 43 persons were arrested for specific offences. The names of the
persons killed in the incidents and facts regarding the relief measures undertaken by the
State Government are being ascertained.

Prosecution of Some Members of Parliament in Connection with
Strike of September, 1968

871. Shrl Ramavatar Shastri : Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to
state :

_ (a) whether some Members of Parliament are being prosecuted in connection with the
strike by the Central Govetnment employees on the 19th September, 1968 ;

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan

received from the Government of U. P. and Delhi Administration, the cases against the MPs

are subjudice No case is now pending in Maharashtra. The present position in respect
of the cases in Bthar and Wes! Bengal is being ascertained.

(c) and (d). The Central Goveranment do not advise the State Governments to
withdraw cases pending in Couts.

Development of Ramsheela Hill near Gaya Town as Tourist Resort

(a) whether it is a fact that the Ramsheela hill situated on the northern end of the
Gaya town in Bihar is a renowned religious and historic place ;

(b) whether it is also a fact that the fame of the said hill has been referred to in the
Bengal Gazetteer of the year 1919,

(c) whether it is further a fact that lakhs of pilgrims, inspired by their religious
feclings, visit the said place every year from the entire country and Nepal ;

(d) whether the Mining Department of the Government of Bihar is dismantling the
said hill which is a tourist resort, through a lease to the contractors ;

(e) if so, whether Government propose to protect the said hill and develop it into a
tourist resort ; and

(f) if not, the reasons therefor ?

Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation (Dr. Karan Singh): (a) to (¢). Yes, Sir.
‘The Ramsheela hill is a place of religious importance and is visited by pilgrims performing
shraddha ceremonies at Gaya. It is also referred to in various Gazetteers.

(d) to (f). According to information received from the State Goveinment, about a
dozen mining leases for minor minerals were granted for a period of five years. The terms
of these leases are to expire shortly and the State Government have decided not to extend

them or grant any new ones in respect of the Ramsheela hill. This decision has been taken
with a view to protect the hill. '

Due to the limited resources available and other priorities, the Centeral Government
is not in a position to develop the hill into & tourist resort.

STATEMENT

The position about the revision of pay scales of school teachers in the States of Bihar,
Haryana, Punjab and Uttar Pradesh is as follows :

Bihar : This S:ate was under President’s rule from 29-6-1968 to 26-2-1969 and
4-7-1969 to 16-2-1970. The orders of revision of scale of pay/emoluments of school teachers
were issued on 4-5-1968 and made effective from 1-4-1968, It will thus be seen that
orders for revision of scales of pay were not issued during President’s rule.

Haryana : This State was under President’s rule from 21-11-1967 to 21-5-1968. The
orders of revision of scales of pay/emoluments were issued on 5-1-1968 and made effective
from 1-12-1967. It will thus be seen that orders for revision of scale of pay were issued
during President’s rule.

Punjab : This State was under President’s rule from 5-7-1966 to 1-11-1966 and again
from 23-8-1968 to 17-2-1969. The orders of revision of scales of pay/emoluments of school
teachers were issued on 29-7-1967 and made effective from 1-11-1966. It will thus be seen
that orders of revision of scales of pay were not issued during President’s rule but were made
effective from a date when President rule was in force.

Uttar Pradesh : This State was under President’s rule from 25-2-1968 to 26-2-1969.
In this case the emoluments of primary and junior high school teachers were revised from
1-7-1968 so as to give them benefits ranging from Rs. 10/- to Rs. 18/- per month. A further
ad-hoc increase of Rs. 15 per month to trained teachers and of Rs. 10/- per month to un-
trained teachers was given from January, 1969. Accordingly the minimum emoluments of
the trained and untrained teachers in Uttar Pradesh went up to Rs. 125/- and Rs. 100/- per
month and Rs. 90/- per month respectively, during President’s rule. It will thus be seen
that some increases of teachers’ emoluments in Uttar Pradesh were sanctioned during Presi-
dent’s rule in that State.

It may be added that there is no proposal before the Government for suggesting to
the Uttar Pradesh Government to take-over all the High Schools, Higher Secondary Schools
and Intermediate Colleges of their State.

Grants to Students and Teachers for Conducting Tours

(b) the manner in which the tours of teachers and students are conducted within the
country and abroad ?

The minister of Education and Youth Services (Dr. V. K. R. V. Rao) : (a) and (b),
A statement is attached. .

STATEMENT

I. The University Grants Commission operates a scheme of visiting studentship
under which grants are given for tours by students and teachers within the country with the
objective of providing them opportunities to visit places of outstanding interest in the field
of national development, culiure, history, education, etc. The students should visit places/
universities. in another State and not more than two places which are not far away from
ecach other, are to be covered so that the visiting students would come in close contact with
the students and teacher communities of the host university and also gain intimate know-
ledge about the academic, cultural or industrial deuelopments around the places visited.
A teacher accompanies each student party. The programme whichis- of about 2 weeks
duration, is orgapised, more with a cultural object than with an academic aim. It includes
visits to neighbouring rural and industrial aseas to enable the visiting students to know
about their way of life, their aspirations and culture. Seminars and group discussions are
also held between visiting students and their hosts. The host university is involved in the
organisation of the programmes for the visiting group. The selection of the students under
this scheme is left to the discretion of the sponsoring and the host universities.

The Univesity Grants Commission’s assistance is limited to a ceiling of Rs. 5,000/-
per annum for each team.

II. The University Grants Commission also gives grants to teachers for attending
international conferences abroad and for visiting centres of research or to attend academic
conferences/seminars in India.

In the case of grants for international travel, the. Commission’s grant is limited
to 509, of the expenses on Ist class rail travel in India and economy class air travel
abroad, provided the other 509, is met by the University from its own sources.
No grant is given for maintenance abroad or for incidental expenses.

For travel within India, T. A. and D. A., according to University rules, is contributed
by the U. G. C.

III. The' University Graots Commission also operates a_scheme. of Exchange of
Teachers for which they grant 100% assistance.

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Shri Madhu Limaye : I oppose this Bill. I oppose the payment of 87 crores of
rupees to the banks as compensation. This is too big a amount to be paid to the banks.
This large amount is being paid to them keeping in view the decision of the Supreme
Court, I have also seen that decision and in my view is that the Supreme Court has not
indicated any where in their decision that such a big amount should be paid to them as Com-
pensation. However I would like to confine myself on constitutional points,

According to this Bill will replace the Advisory Board. It means that former. bank
employees and laboures will not be represented in these Boards.

The Supreme Court has also stated in its decision that class destination can not be
done. The Government has clearly made this distinction as it has not brought the foreign
banks under the perview of this Bill. 1Itis, therefore, feared that this Bill may not, once
again, be struck down by the Supreme Court. I would, therefore, request the hon. Minister
to bring forward a new Bill covering all the banks and reducing the amount of Conpensation.

Shri Kanwar lal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : Sir, my first objection is that why only
fourteen major Indian banks have been nationalised and the foreign banks have been left
untouched. These also shoul!d be nationalised. Secundly, it has been done in great haste.
They should have thought over the legal and constitutional implications. It is'a politcial
decision. I cannot say anything in that respect. But Government should make clear its
schemes in this regard. How do they want to run these financial institution. This scheme
should be made public, because it is a very important matter for the people.

Anotber point is that when House was to meet after a week, why an ordinance was
issued. It is an act of disregard towards this House. There was no emergency., Lastly
the matter of payment of Compensation is very vital. It should be considered keeping in
view all aspects,

FOREIGN AID (MAINTENANCE OF ACCOUNT) BILL

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi Dadar) : Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir with your permis-
sion, ] put the Bill before the House. I have stated one thing in the Bill that strick vigilance
should be kept over the foreign money which comes by unfair means in our country. I
have Stated that if any Party, any institution, any individual receives money from foreign
sources he should inform the Government. That individual, or institution should maintain
the account of that money and after a year he should present the whole account to the
Government so that Government should be aware that how much money has come from
foreign countries and how that is spent,

The Home Minister himself had Stated that he will bring a Bill in this regard but no
Bill has been brought forward so far. If any Indian says today that he has received this
money from America or Russia or China or J pan, he cannot be prosecuted. There is no
law in our country to put restriction over it that money should be brought hera from
foreign sources if it is possible. Today, money is coming into our country from America,
Russia, China and Pakistan. If you pay attention towards its expension and its effects you
will become worried and will seec a problem standing before you. If it goes on, it can be
said that the security and democracy of the country will be in danger. The quality, in which
the foreign money is flowing in our country has created alarming situation and the security
and the defence of our country is falling in danger.

May I know whether it is a polical field or social field or economic field or educa-
tional field, the foreigners are sitting ready to strangle us through foreign money. Its big
cities your will see that people are being made spies by giving money to them.

In sensitive areas, Assam, Ranchi, Kashmir, Nagaland and Mizoland you will find that
we are being deceived through foreign money.

Even in Universities this play is being played. In pilgrim places you will find such
people working in the guise of Sanyasis (Sadhus). Churches and Temples are also being
influenced by taking mony from foreign.

As a sequel, the security of our country has fell in danger, It is a national problem
and it should be solved by joint efforts.

They are traitors who have used foreign money in their elections. The amount of
foreign money runs into crores. The Home Minieter himself has said that foreign money has
been used in clections. Because the Home Minister has not brought forward any Bill in
this connection therefore I am bringing this Bill.

I bave respectedly said that there are some newspapers who receive money from
foreign countries and sing the songs of their policies. This has been confirmed by the C.B.I.
report also. It has Stated that Patriot and Link received Rs. 50 lakhs {from Russia during
the last seven years, but the Government have taken no action against them so far.

Dr. George Thomas of Kerala reccived Rs. 16,39,472 from foreign sources during
1059 to 1962 and he spend this money in his newspapers and in American propaganda. 1ls
it good ?

There is an impression among the people that Re. 1 crore of Russian was spent in
Presidential election. This impression should be vanished. I want that an enquiry, an
investigation should be made in this matter,

The Andhra tobacco Scandle is also related with Russia. Similarly Shri Narayan of
Calicut received money four times irom Chinese embassy.

‘This is the case with America also. It is not good to send persons in the border

arcas, whether they may be experts or technicians. I do not think that there is any
necessity of American volunteers which you have called for. Why the Government do not
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§end them back. This cannot he Tolerated that the spies should roam about every where
in the Country. What is the necessity of them ?

The Christian Missioneries are receiving about Rs. 100 crores from foreign sources,
The activities of the foreign missioneries are not in the interest of the country. The acconnt
should be maintained of the money wh'ch the Christian missioneries receive. This should
be made clear that how much money was received, for what purpose it was received and
how it was spent.

I have heard that Government have made agreements with other Governments that
no duty will be charged for the gifts or presents receivced by some organisations including
Chritian missioneries. Government have no account or detials about it. I would like that
Government should think again about those agreements. If I ask for any thing from
England, I will have to pay Rs, 5000 for that while it will cost Rs. 1000 only to christian
missioneries and other institutions. In this way Government’s money is spent against the
Government and the country. Government should take some action in this respect.

So far as the educational field is concerned, I am happy that Government have issued
orders for the closure of Asia Foundation and perhaps that has ceased to function now. But
there are dozens of other Foundations also which receive money from foreign and with that
money they influence those persons which are called learned. Besides, there are some big
Government officers, who have sold there brains to Russia or America. This undesirable
influence should go and they should be Indianised. I charge that Government are giving
encouragement for the last 6 months to those experts who are inclined towards a particular
country. This tendency should be stopped. Government should make enquiry about such
Foundations and should see that from where they get this money and how it is spent.

The modus operandi of mcney comming from foreign sources is that there are trade
agents of Russia and America in this country and through them foreign money comes here.
Money comes through diplomatic bags also. Besides, money comes here in the guise of
publications also. The books are sold here at a very low cost.

I have heard that there are 33 such publishing House in India which get subsidy from
Russia or America and publishing their literature. Similarly, in some Printing Presses the
material of these embassies is printed. Rupees two lacs are shown for the book of rupees
two thousand only. Enquiry should be made in this respect.

The foreign powers make riots in our country and advance money for that propose*
They instigate people, There is foreign hand behind the Nagaland and Mizo Hill agitation.
There is Pakistani hand behind the movement spreeding in Kashmir. But Government have
done nothing except submitting a report. I charge the Home Minister with the criminal
negligence. The Government should solve this national problem because it is a question of
country’s security and self-respect.

I ask the Governmenr to strengthen her machinery and from a separate cell for this
purpose. In Delhi, one Russian is missing for the last 10 or 15 days and one does not
know his whereabouts This is reflection on our Intelligence Machiney. There should be full
investigation about the foreigners who come here. Full enquiry should be made about such
cultural, social, and educational institutions,

Lastly, I want to say that I agree that only law will not do. You will have to
educate the people. There is a necessity to crerte such an effective public opinion which
should condemn those who receive such foreign money. He should not be given any res-
pectable place in the society or in the Government. With these words, I respect the hon.
Home Minister to support this Bill after considering it because I have only said that account
should be maintained of the money received from foreign and after a year it should bo made
clear to the Government that how it was spent.

Shri P. G. Sen (Purnea): 1 admit that the spirit behind this Bill is really
very noble, This Bill compels us to think whether the aid we have been receiving is with
strings or without strings.

Report about corruption have been appearing in papers daily on such a large scale
that people are forced to think otherwise when it has been admitted that foreign money
has be en utilised in elections, there is no resson why Government should not disclose the
sourceS of it Government declined to place on the Table of the House facts about the
closure of cultural society, It indicates that there is something black in the bottom details
about China Bank have also not been given in spite of so many questions about it. Such
things are going on in the couniry. You will have to maintain some standard for the
protection of democracy and to set an example for others. A large amount is spent on
your visits which is quite wasteful why the amount on your security during tours of states
is spent. It means that you have no standard at all and therefore, you need security. It
means that your life is more precious than those of poor people.
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Therefore, I have to urge upon you that you should think over this. We have never
got an explicit reply whenever the question about aid has been raised in the House. With
these words, I support this Bill.

Shri K. N. Tiwari in the Chair

It is well known that a number of capitalists in this country are in collusion with
foreign capitalists and they are standing in the way of development of national industries,
Morcover there capitalists are keeping their hold over the press. It will not be out of
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place (0 mention that foreign money has coirupted not only politics but even our services.
A retired militory officer has admitted in his book that he had been war correspondent of
a big newspaper of America. I view of the position stated above we should discuss this
matter in a comprehensive manner and resist the entry of foreign money from all the four
corners. I would request the honble Home Minister to take effective steps in this matter.

Shri Tuilshidas Jadhav (Baramati) : The Mover desires that an account should be
maintained for the foreign money received some persons and institutions in the form of
assistance and that account should be sent to the Government who should place the same
before the Parliament. In order to maintain our cultural relations with other countries
institutions like Indo-Soviet cultural society and Indo-German cultural society are function-

. question ia this House. In case foreign money is used for undesirable activities, then the
Ministry of Home Affairs should take nacessary action in the matter. Our country cannot
be isolated from other countries in cultural, economic and political fields particularly in
this age of science and technology. I want to tell the hon’ble Member that the world is
changing fast and in view of this he has to change himself accordingly. He has stated in
the statement of objects and reasons that it is necessary to keep Indian life away from the
foreign influence. Today various countries of the world are coming so close that they are
found to be influenced by one another. '

It has been alleged that foreign missionaries influence our people by giving them
money. In case we stop the foreign missionaries from working in our country than other
countries may also take similar action against our missions. In order to stop the misure
of foreign money Government can use its power under normal law of the land which is
quite sufficient for this purpose.

The hon’ble Member has objected to the sale of castly books at cheap rates. I think
we should not have any objection to it because the poor people of country can also afford
to purchase and read such books. In this manner they find an appartunity to compare and
contrast various types of ideologies.

The hon’ble Member has also alleged that some officers are working as agents of
U. S. A. T would suggest that he should not make any such allegation in the absence of
a documentry proof. He should not make any wild allegations because he is holding res-
ponsible position as a Member of Parliament. o

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : On a point of personal explanation. I have never alleged
that all the officers in the country take money from U.S. A. or U. S. S. R. I had stated
that there are som: officers who have some inclination towards U. S. A. or U. S. S. R,
He should not refer to the things which I have not stated.

Shri Tulshidas Jadhav : I have not reffered to any such things. I mean to say that
we should not make our country as a water tight compartment. It is always better to
exchange cultural and religious views so that we may be benefitted by new ideologies.

Shrl Randhir Singh (Robtak) : Fifty six perceat of power is being consumed in

the cities of Delhi, Bombay, Madras and Calcutta. One seventh of the covatry’s wealth
is being sepent in Bombay alone. There is large disparity between the cities and the
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viliages. The village boys and girls who are cducated are eager to go to citics. Thereis a
feeling that one become’s cultured man by Jliving in a city and on the other hand living in a
village make one wild.

Most of the development schemes arc made for the cities electrify the villages and
start Agro industries and cottage industries in the villages and construct roads in the
villages. You have dumped 4000 crores of rupees in public undertakings. If only 2000
crores of rupees is invested in the villages, there would be a lot of production and the
country would became prosperous,

1 want that the fourth plan be made village oriented. What percentage of clectricity
has gone to villages ? What is the percentage of investment on irrigation. Agro-industries
and roads for villages ? Would you give some more importance to the villuges ?

Our large population lives in the villages but there is a great disparity. I want that
the standard of living in the villages be improved. If you do not give attention to what
I have said your big plans would go futile.

Shri Shiv Chandra Jha (Madhubani) . The private sectors has prospered in the three
five year plans. It has exceeded it set target in these plans and it is likely thatit would
exceed the target set for the fourth plan.

In spite of the so-called green revolution, May I know whether the price index has
not risen above the last year’s ? Deficit financing is on the increase and it is hoped to
reach 1000-1100 crores of rupees in five year time. What attempts have been made in the
plan to check it ?

It is apparent from the fourth plan that dependence on foreign aid is on the increase
What would be the foreign aid in the fourth plan vis-a vis in the third plan.

You are maintaing a huge establishment on the planning commission. But may I
know that when this responsibility would be shifted to states and how long the economic
condition would remain in an sustained position ?

Your economic pragramme of 1954 has tatally became out of date. In fact your
plan is far from socialistic pattern and is more near to capitalistic pattern. You cannot
bring socialism by such a Five Year Plan.
