Shri Rabi Ray :
Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state ;

(a) whether Government have studied the assessment made by Prof. Nicholar
Kaldor that income-tax amounting to Rs. 200 to 300 crores is often evaded in India; and

(b) if s0, the measures adopted by Government to realise the income-tax which is
still being evaded and the results thereof ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K. C. Pant) : (2) Yes, Sir.
(b) A statement is laid on the Table of the House. [Placed in the Library, See No.

L. T. 929/67)

Dr. Ram Manobar Lohia ; Do the Government agree with the report of Professor
Kaldor or they think that more amount of income tax is being evaded. To what extent the
income tax revenue will be augmented if evaluation of the perquisites enjoyed by the
bureaucrats, Ministers, and M. Ps. and expense account of capitalists is made on the basis
of actuals ? Have the Government made any assessment in this regard, if not the reasons

therefor ?
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_ Shri K. C. Pant : Itis very difficult to give correct figures of the income tax
evasion. I have no information with regard to the extent to which income tax proceeds
would be supplemented, on account of the proposed evaluation.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lobia ;: What is the quantium of incoms tax evasion according
to Government’s estimate ?

Syrl K. C. Pant: Ido nothave the precise estimates. We try to check income
tax evasion whenever we come to know of any specific instance, Therefore it is very diffi-
cult to give the correct figure.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : Are Government aware one gentleman by the name of
Seth who had been the Chairman of Kannoj Municipal Committee and who is also a stru-
nch man of the District Congress, has not been paying income tax for the last 12 years,
if so, the reasons for not taking any action against him ?

Shri K. C. Pant: I require notice for this.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : This question was raised in the past also and at that
time also the same answer was given. Therefore I urge upon you, Sir, to get me the ans-
wer to this question as to why no action has been taken against that gentleman as also to
the first question as to the extent to which the income tax receipts would increase if the
expense account of the capitalists and the perquisites enjoyed by the bureaucrats etc. are
taken into account. Please get me the answer to both these questions without my writing
to the Minister. :

The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance (Shri Morarji Desai) : It is not
that we are not at all prepared to answer this question, but the question is that it is very
difficult to give the precise estimate as we have to make some allowance for the expenses
incurred by the capitalists. However, I can put it roughly at about Rs. 10-15 crores and
not more than that. '

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : It is a question of billions of rupees.
Sbri Morarji Desai : It can never come to that much amount.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : If perquisites are taken into account, it comes to that
much amount,

Shri Morarji Desai : After all some facilities have to be given to capitalists. How
can they be withdrawn ? The question of withdrawing the facilities is under consideration,
but it will take 4-6 months before results can be achieved. As regards the other question,
unless the hon, Member gives the name how can I conduct an enquiry.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : His name is Seth. He continues to be chairman of
Kannoj Municipal Committee for the last 12 years.

.Shri Morarji Desei : For this you will have to give notice.

Shri Madhu Limaye : I think the amount of tax evasion must be somewhere bet-
ween 500-700 cores of rupees. Will the hon. Minister conduct a detailed enquiry into the
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corruption in Income Tax Department and the cases in which Ministers have shielded the
culprints ?

Scri Morarji Desai : It is not feasible to bold a detailed enquiry. The hon. Mem-
ber has put the income tax evasion at Rs. 500-700 cores. It is a matter of opinion. There
is no doubt about it that there is some evasion. It is impossible to eliminate the tax evasion
completely.

Shri Rabi Ray : What is the result of the enquiry being held into the affairs of the
Kalinga Trust ?

Shri Morarji Desai : It is very difficult for me to answer individual cases under
this question.

Shri 8. M. Joshi : In the statement placed on the Table of the House it is told
that in 1964-65. 28 prosecutions were launched and that efforts were being made to Jaunch
prosections in 7 other cases. I want to know why the figures for 1965-66 have not been
given and how many persons have been punished. Were the Department personnel also
prosecuted and if so, what is the number of those punished.

(i) expansion of employmeni opportunities, through planned development;

(ii) launching of a special rural works programme to provide additional
employment in the slack season in areas with a high incider.ce of unemploy-
ment and underemployment;

(iii) Government aid to small producers in the form of financial, technical,
research. supplv, marketing, promotional and other assistance through
State or cooperative agencies;

(iv) fixing of statutory minimum wages;
(v) expansion of social services for the benefit mainly of low income strata;

(vi) institutional changes such as abolition of intermediaries and tenaocy
protection;

(vii) measures to reduce caste, class or any other rigidities that inhibit vertical
social mobility; and

(viii) special programmes for the welfare of scheduled clasces, tribes and hill
areas.

Smuggling of Siiver

1966 was 207 Kgs , as against the total quantity of approximately 19,450 Kgs. of silver
seized by the Customs authorities for attempted smuggling out of the country, during

the same year.

In view of the position stated above, the question of taking special steps to check
smuggling of silver in to India does not arise.

4740. Shri Mabaraj Singh Bharati : Will the Minister of Fainance be pleased to
refer to the reply given to Unstarred Question No. 1107 on the Ist June, 1967 and state
the reasons for the loss of about Rs. 6 lakhs in the Government transaction on opium in
the year 1965-66, which has always been a revenue -earning item ?

The Deputy Prime Minister and the Ministry of Finance, (Sori Morarji Desal) :
The loss of about Rs. six lakhs in the Government transaction of opium in the year 1965-
66 is due to increase in the cost of production of opium and reduction in export price.
The total quantity of opium to be produced and the area to be licenced for such produc-
tion in a year depend largely on the world demand for opium and the quantity likely to
be exported by India in the following year. Ian 1965-66. the quantity produced was only
436 tons as against 625 tons producted in the previous year. In view of the smaller produ-
ction in 1965-66, the cost of production of opium increased by about Rupee 1/- per kg.
Futher, during this year additional dearness allowance to the staff to the extent of about
Rs. 1.15 lakhs had to be paid. The export price had to be reduced slightly during the
course of the year in the face of competition from another exporting country as well as
from morphine produced directly from supplystraw in certain European countries.

Electricity for Tube Wells

4741. Shri Maharaj Singh Bharati : Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be
pleased to refer to the reply given to Unstarred Question No. 1224 oo the Ist June, 1967

and state :

(a) the total wattage of electricity which would be required for the 4,000 Govern-
ment tube-wells, 50,000 private tubc-wells and 8 lakhs pumping sets;

(b) whether the State Governments have given an assurance to the Central Govern-
ment that they would supply ¢lectricity after making an assessment thereof; and
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(c) the percentage of electricly that would be utilised for agricultural purposes by
the end of the Fourth Plan period ?

The Minister of Irrigation and Power (Dr.K.L.Rao) : (a) and (b) The total
cenccted load for 4,000 Government tube-wells, 50,000 private tube-wells and 8 lakhs
pumping sets will be about 3 million kw. These targets having been fixed in consultation
with the State Governments, they are expected to fulfil them in the Fourth Plan period.

(€) Accoording to present estimates, the energy consumption at the end of Fourth
Plan for agricultural purposses may be about 6% of the total energy consumption in
1970-71,

Rural Electrification in U. P.

4742, Shbri Maharaj Singh Bharati : Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be
pleased to refer to the reply given to Unstarred Question No. 1225 on the 1st June, 1967
and state : .

(a) the reasons on account of which the number of electrified villages has come
down from 2152 in 1964-65 to 110 in 1966-67, while the amount of assistance provided by
the Central to U. P. for rural electrification during the latter period was raised from Ras.
265 lakhs to Rs 1,529 lakbs; and

(b) whether it is a fact that the U. P. Government has prepared an estimate of
rupees five thousands per tube~well for supplying electricity but for the same work it has
taken the assistance from the Centre at the rate of ruppes ten thousands per tube well ?

The Minister of Irrigation and.Power ( Dr.K. L. Rao ) : (a) While up.to the last-
year of the Third Plan, the rural electrification programmes were mainly village oriented
the emphasis during the Fourth Plan for such,programmes has been shifted to energisation
of clusters of pumping sets in group of villages having definite group water resources
for augmenting food production. Due to this agricultural bias given to the rural electri-
fication programmes, there has been reduction in the number of villages electrified “after
1964-65. : .

The Aid India Consortium in its meeting held at Paris on April 4-6, 1967, aflter reviewing
India's overall aid requirments for 1967-68, was of the opinion that for planoing purposes
a target of approximately 1300 million (including food) for new aid to be provided in
non-project form was appropriate. Of this, excluding food apd related assistance which
are also non-project assistance, the aid for maintenance requirements is expected to be
900 million for 1967-68. The contribution of each of the members of the Consortium will be

made kno'vn after the completion of necessary legislative and governmental action in the
respective countries.

Certain colonies with favourable location, altitude, elc., get water supply round the
clock.

Shri Gange Reddy (Adilabad): We are very much dependent on rains for the
production of foodgrains. Although 80 par cent of our population is involved in agrigul
ture yet we do not produce sufficient for oprslves, The reason that seems js that we
.did not attach much importance to the irrigation projects during the First and Second
Five Year]Plans, I would therefore, say that more Funds should be allocated for the
_minor irrigation schemes to become s¢lf-sufficient in foodgrains.

The big projects which are already under execution are not being completed
acgording to schedule for want of funds. T would request the hos. Minister to allocate
necgssssary funds for the complgtioa of these projects - beforg an other project is taken
“up. For instance if for the next two years ten crores of rupees are allotted every year for
“the- ooruplehon of the Nasarjun Sagar Dam in- Andhra -Pradesh. 4t will be in a

position to meet the demands of Madrs and Kerala so for as foodgrains are conceroed.
During the First Second and jThird Five Year Plans we spent only 28, 18 and 15 per cent

respectively on the irrigation, This precentage should be increase as we are facing acute
shortage of foograins,

The life of the Dhulewari-Maricut (Godavri Barrage) is on the expiry as it was const-
racted twenty years back. Ibope .thc hon. Minister will take necessary steps in this

connection. The production of rice in the Telngana area is being suffering due to the
accumulation of sand in the Nizam Sagar Dam.

The hon. Minister should also pay attention to this problem.

Althogh several schemes were formulated for my district also but they were not imple-
mented for waat of funds. I would request the hon. Minister to also allocate nessary
funds for the purpose I would also request that Central Government should take over all
the big projects as it will be difficult for the State Governments to complete them. So far
-as inter State water disputes are concerned they should be solsed while keeping in mind
“the food producing. Capacity of disputing States.

I would requst the hon. Minister to pay more sttention on the Life Irrigation
Scheme. Necessary Boring Machines should be imported and supplied to the farmers to
locate the underground water in the areas covered by rocky soils.

I would atso suggest that electricity should be made available to the farmers for
‘irrigation purposes. More attention should also be paid for electrification of more
villages in Andhra Pradesh. There is an accute shortage of electricity in Andhra Pradesh.
1 would there fore, request that the hon, Minister should pay more attention to the
demands of this States, Same drastic steps should be taken to provide more irrigation faci-
lities and to make available more electricity.
