Shri Har Dayal Devgun: Prince Sihanouk has formed a parallel Government in
Peking and the Chinese Government has recognised it also, Circumstances have changed after
we gave notice of this question. Probably a privy purse has also been fixed for him. Hon’ble
Minister has stated that Chinese policies in this field are creating a serious situation and posing a
serious danger. China has created and developed internal disturbances and mutinies in this
area in such a manner as has posed a danger to the countries of South-East Asia. Would the
Government organise those countries whose freedomis in danger, to fight against this danger
unitedly ? Would the Government try to form a united front to fight against this expansionism of
China and cooperate with Malaysia, Singapore, Indonesia and other countries for this purpose ?

Shri Dinesh Singh : No, Sir.: We neither ‘propose to form a front against China
nor we have any such policy to pursue. :

Shri Balraj Madhok : You do not have even courage to do it.

Shri Dinesh Singh : So far as the question of South-East Asia is concerned, people of
those countries are responsible for their defence. If freedom of any country is in danger, how
can we or any other country help that country, this question arises only when that country
makes a request to that effect. But so far as our policy is concerned, we feel that as soon as
economic condition of the countries of this area improves, their power to defend and people’s
determination for freedom would also increase. Therefore a policy was formulated for having an
economic co-operation among themselves so that they may take part in one another’s progress.
So far as Defence treaty or Defence arrangement is concerned, we are not in favour of that.

Export of Iron Scrap

*1447. Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastei: Will the Minister of Foreign Trade be
pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that export of iron scrap has registered a decline this year, particulars
ly in the month of March ;
(b) if so, the reasons therefor ;
(c) the present stock of iron scrap in the country ; and

(d) the action taken by Government to boost its export ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade (Shri Ram Sewak):
(2) There has been some decline in the export of ferrous scrap in recent months, Against
average monthly export of 37,635 M/T valued at Rs. 74 lakhs during 1969, average monthly
exports during quarter ended March, 1970 has- been 28,478 M/T valued at Rs. 72.31 lakhs,
Exports during March, 1970, were 25,463 M/T valued at Rs.71.88 lakhs as compared
to 77,251 M|T valued at Rs, 136.61 lakhs in March, 1969.

(b) The main reason for decline is the increased internal consumption of ferrous scrap

by domestic users.

(c) Precise estimate of the present stock is not available. However, availability of scrap
arisings for 1970-71 is placed at about 3} million tonnes on the basis of estimate made in a
commodity survey undertaken by Metal Scrap Trade Corporation in 1968.

(d) To boost exports ferrous scrap, a special agcticy, viz, Metal Scrap Trading Corpora-
tion has been set up with Government participation through MMTC, to undertake coordinated
exports and to organise better collection and processing of ferrous scrap. In addition cash come
pensatory support at 57 of the fob value of exports is allowed which is meant to strengthen the
collection effort. Periodical market surveys are conducted and when considered necessary, trade
delegations are sponsored to explore new markets.

Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri : Sir, whether it is a fact that the Iron and Steel Scrap
Association has told the Government that the big obstacle in the way of scrap export is that they
have to give double the quantity of scrap than they export, at subsidised rate to the indigenous
buyers ? Because of this supply at subsidised rate they are not in a position to export scrap.
May I know whether Government have considered their demand that if Government remove

this condition, they are ready to forgo the 5%, rebate they are getting ?

Shri Ram Sewak : Tt is a fact that this association has to supply some material to the
indigenous furnaces.

Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri: Don’t they supply double the quantity of the scrap
that they have to export ?

Shri Ram Sewak : They have not to supply double the quantity to the indigenous furnaces,

Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri ¢ Mr. Sperker, the remaining part of my question has
not been replied. If Government can remove this condition, they are ready to forgo the 5%
rebate they are getting.

The Minister of External Affairs (Shri Dinesh Singh): Mr. Speaker, the hon,
Member is aware that the shortage of iron has been felt by other countries also like us, but we
have to meet our requirements first because it is used in those things which we exported after-
ward. Ifwe will export iron, we will find difficulty in making finished product. Therefore, it
has been considered in favour of exports to supply some quantity of it where things are being
produced for export.

Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri: May I know whether it is also a fact that they also
stated that it is useless to supply raw material to the owhers of indigenous furnaces, because there
is no control on their production and the price of their production has bccome double during
the last 8-9 months ? Whether it is also a fact that the foreigners purchase our material at one
and a half times of the price, and pay import duty also and even then they complete with the
indigenous furnace owners in the market ?

Shri Dinesh Singh : They stated something like this. Its price is also increased, but
the hon. Member is aware that there has been some decrease in these prices recently. This
difficulty has arisen this year, because the production of iron is not according to our require
ments. But as soon as this situation improves the trade position will also improve,

Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that Ballia Bariya Bandh at village Gayaghat is being eroded by
river Ganga for many years and it is feared that the Bandh will be completely washed away this
year ;

(b) whether it is also a fact that Government are delaying this work even after they have
discussed it with the Irrigation Minister of Uttar Pradesh ; and

(c) if so, the reasons therefor and the time by which this work is likely to be completed ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddeshwar
Prasad) : (a) to (c). During the last few years, the Ganga has been eroding its left bank near
village Gaighat and has been threatening the safety of the Ballia Beria Bund. The problem has
assumed serious proportions during the last two years. The State Government have been doing
some work to prevent further encroachment of the river. To provide permanent protection to the
Bund, model studies have been carried out recently which have indicated that four solid spurs and
five submerged bars should be provided for the effective protection of the area. The work is
estimated to cost Rs. 1.5 crores, On account of paucity of funds, the State Government is
finding it difficult to start the permanent works. However, they propose to carry out necessary
temporary protection works to prevent further erosion. Collection and transport of materials
required for prot ection of bank is being done.

Shri Chand rika Prasad : This bandh will not last this year with temporary protection,
This work has been going on for the last 4-5 years and about 50 lakh rupees have been spent on
it. Dr. K. L. Rao has also gone there. Permanent protection wiil cost rupees 1.5 crores where
as 50 lakhs have already been spent on temporary protections. Considering the seriousness of the
situation the attention of Finance Minister was drawn towards it, and an inquiry is being conducted
to help in this work. Therefore I want to know if the Central Government will give a written
assurance to the U. P. Government for financial assistance so that work on permanent protection
can be started ?

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Financial aid to Backward States

8685. Shri K. M. Madhukar: Will the Prime Minister be pleased to state :

(a) whether the State of Bihar has also been included in the States which are likely
to be provided all under the scheme of providing aid to the backward States in the budget for
the current year ;

(b) if so, the details thereof;

(c) whether Government have sought the opinion of the State Government in this
regard ;

(d) if so, the names of the States from which the opinions have been received and the
nature thereof ;

(e) whether any State Government have themselves approached the Central Government
for help ; and

(f) if so, the names thereof and the amount of help asked for by them and the amount
proposed to be provided by the Central Government to them ?

The Prime Minister, Minister of Finance, Minister of Atomic Energy and Minis-
ter of Planning (Shrimati Indira Gandhi) : (a) to (f ). The Central assistance for State Plans
provided for in the current year’s budget will be distributed among all States (including Bihar)
in accordance with the criteria laid down by the National Development Council which give due
weightage for backwardness. There is no other provision in the budget for giving any aid to
States specifically on account of backwardness.

Government have, however, agreed in principle to provide special accommodation (by
way of loans) to those States which in the assessment of the Planning Commission may have
inescapable gaps in resources. For 1970-71 this assessment has not yet been made. The exact
amount to be provided to individual States would be settled after a review of the resources
position of all the States in consultation with them during the course of the current financial
year.

All State Governments have in one form or anather and in different contexts either asked
for an increase in their State Plan outlays and the Central assistance related thereto, or have
requested for an allocation out of the special accommodation that isto be provided to some
States. The plea in all such cases generally is that the outlays fixed do not adequately provide
for all the development projects or schemes that the States would like to im plement during the
Fourth Plan period. However, the State Plan outlays having been fixed on the basis of the total
resources available, a general increase in the Plan outlays in the manner desired by the State
Governments is not possible.

(a) whether it is a fact that the boring work in respect of many sanctioned tube-
wells in Jaunpur Division (Uttar Pradesh) came to stand still in 1969-70 due to shortage of
big rig machines ;

(c) whether it is also a fact that there is shortage of electric-wire and electric poles for
transmitting electricity to Jaunpur ; and

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddheshwar
Prasad): (a) and (b). Drilling in some areas of Jaunpur District where water bearing strata
were found to be below 500-600° had to be deferred because of shortage of big rig machines. The

big rig machines have now started arriving and they would be utilised for drilling work in the
concerned areas in this District during this year.

(c) and (d). The countrywide shortage of E. C. Grade aluminium for manufacture of
aluminium conductors and steel for line supports has affected the progress of rural electrification
in Jaunpur District. Measures have been taken to expedite supplies of the raw materials
required, if necessary, by imports. It is not possible to indicate a definite period for complete
removal of these shortages as this would depend on the improvement of theindigenous production
and receipt of imported items for which action has already been taken by the concerned
of the Departments Government of India.

Export of Bata Shoes

8723, Shri Ramavatar Shastri: Will the Minister of Foreign Trade be pleased to
state ;

(a) whether it is a fact that the shoes manufactured by Bata Shoes Company in India are
exported to various foreign countries ;

(b) if so, the names of the countries to which these are exported ;

(¢) the details of exports made to various countries during the last threc years ;

(d) the annual foreign exchange earnings by the said export during the above
period ; and

(e) whether Government have formulated a scheme to promote the export of shoes and if
s0, the details thereof ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade (Shri Ram Sewak): (a)
to (d). The Directorate General of Commercial Intelligence and Statics, Calcutta, which is
the main source of statistics, does not maintain and publish export statistics firmwise.

(e) (1) The following basic raw materials required for leather footwear industry are per-
mitted for import under O. G, I.

(i) Hides and Skins, raw or salted, where the value of hides and skins is more thﬁﬁ
that of wool/hair thereon,

(i) Pickled hides, skins, pelts, splits and parts thereof.
(iii) Wattle barks'and other barks for tanning,

(iv) Wattle extracts

(v) Quebracho extracts and chestnut extracts.

) Import replenishment is allowed at the rate of 159, of the FOB value of the export
of leather shoes and at 257 on export of rubber footwear, Some compensatory support is also
allowed on export of rubber shoes.

Compensation for Land Acquired in Village Mubarakpur Danapur Cantonment

8724, Shri Ramavtar Shastri: Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to
state :
(a) whether it is a fact that Government had sanctioned some amount in 1969-70 for

making compensation for the land acquired from the farmers of village Mubarakpur near Dana-
pur Cantonment ;

(b) if so, the details thereof ;

(c) whether it is a fact that the compensation has not so far been paid to the farmers if
so, the reasons therefor ; and

(d) the steps being taken or proposed to be taken by Government to ensure that the
compensation is paid expeditiously ?

The Minister of Defence and Steel and Heavy Engineering (Shri Swaran Singh) :
(a) to (d). A lump sum provision for land acquisition is made in the Budget Estimates on the
basis of the expenditure likely to be incurred during a financial year in respect of the lands
sanctioned. or likely to be sanctioned for acquisition. Separate amounts are not earmarked for
each of the various acquisition cases.
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" It is correct that no payment of acquisition compensation hasso far been made for the
lands in question. As mentioned in answer to Unstarred Parliament Question 5240 on the 24th
December 1969, an area of approximately 77.37 acres of requisitioned land from village Mubark-
pur has been sanctioned for acquisition on 10th October 1969 and it is the responsibility of the
Land Acquisition Collector to fix the acquisition compensation in accordance with law and
disburse the same. The Land Acquisition Collector has been requested to expedite the comple-
tion of the acquisition proceedings.

Complaint Against Officers of Bihata Airport

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Trade Relations between Kashmir and Pakistan

8733. Shri Deven Sen: Will the Minister of Foreign Trade be pleased to state:

(a) whether itisa fact thatin a meeting at Sopure, Mirza Afzal Beg, President of
Kashmir Plebiscite Front stated that Government should reopen the “Sri Nagar-Rawalpindi
Road” and establish trade relations between Kashmir and Pakistan ; and

(b) if so, the reaction of Government thereto ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade (Shri Ram Sewak): (a)
Government have seen press reports to this effect.

(b) The Government of India have on a number of occasion taken up the question of
resumption of trade between the two countries, but without success. The ban on trade with
Pakistan was unilaterally lifted by India in May, 1966, but the Government of Pakistan have not
reciprocated this gesture so far. Resumption of trade between the two countries is thus entirely
dependent on the attitude of the Government of Pakistan. The Government of India are conti-
nuing their efforts in this regard.

Singh) : (a) The Government have not seen the news report., However, the Prime Minister
of India in her talk with Mr. Van Tien had said that India’s policy has always been constant
and firm that the Vietnamese people should be allowed to decide their own future without any
outside interference and that she was glad to express her admiration for the heroic struggle of
the Vietnamese people against tremendous odds to achieve this. She had also stated that India
was against the use of foreign troops in other countries.

(b) Does not arise.

(c) Prime Minister’s statement covered all foreign troops.
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Use of English in Army Headguarters

8760. Shri Om Prakash Tyagi: Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to state :

(a) whetheritis a fact that much importance is attached to the use of English in Army
Headquarters and if any employee of lower rank can not express himself well in English, he is
warned for that ;

(b) if so, the number of such warnings issued during the years 1969 and 1970 (upto
the 30th March) ; and

(c) whether Government propose to issue orders so that employees of lower ranks are
not considered inefficient on the basis of their incapability to express themselves well in English ?

The Minister of Defence and Steel and Heavy Engineering (Shri Swaran Singh) ;
(a) and (b). Asthe work in Army Headquarters is conducted in English, a reasonable profi-
ciency in English is expected of persons employed in Army Headquarters. Remarks on ‘Skill in
noting and drafting’ and on ‘clarity, comprehension and originality in thinking and expression’
have to be given in the prescribed Annual Confidential Reports of these employees. Any adverse
remarks made in the confidential reports are communicated to the officials concerned. Remarks
on lack of knowledge in English were communicated in one case during 1969-70, This is not

viewed as a warning.

(c) There is no such proposal under consideration. Efficiency or inefficiency of an
employee is judged on the basis of his overall performance and not on the basis of one aspect

of his work only.

Slave Trading in Indian Girls

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : There is one clause regarding charitable Trust. Some chari-
table institution in our country are not working for the charitable purposes. They are using
the money for the purposes of evasion of taxes. The practice of making donations for the
charitable purposes should not be stopped. There should be some strictness in this policy. To
make a policy that the charitable institutions should spend their income for the religious purposes
during the same year or during the next three months, is a very strict policy. In that case the
institutions will not spend money for charitable purposes.

The Minister of Finance has not given the number of the charitable trusts functioning at
present in the country and their capital and the way in which they are misusing the funds of
the trusts.

It is not proper to make such provisions without any basis. Discrimination has been
made in the provision with regard to the institutions established before 1962 and after 1962, I
want to know the reasons of this discrimination. All the trusts should be treated on equal foot-
ing. This clause should be withdrawn and a separate amendment Bill should be introduced.

Shri Shiva Chandra Jha (Madhubani) : Regarding my amendment No. 97, I submit
that the money in charitable and religious trusts is generally misused and it is a good thing that
the Government want to exempt only that money from income-tax which has actually been used
for the genuine purposes of the trusts, But I object to the permission to accumulate incometax
arrers upto 10 years. This period should be reduced to 5 years. It can be extended if the work
of the trust is found satisfactory and the funds are properly used.

There is a lot of extravagance and wastage of huge amounts of money in the name of
religious trusts. The Government do not take strict action against the heads of Maths and the

trusts. The Government should have all the religious activities at least for ten years till our
economy reaches a take-off stage and confiscate all the properties of these Maths and trusts,

“in a case where the concern is a company, ifits shares (not being shares entitled to
a fixed rate of dividend whether with or without a further eight to participate in profits)
carrying not less them twenty per cent....”

I want that this should be amended so as to provide that a person would be deemed to
have substantial interest in a concern if its shares carrying not less than 10 per cent of the

voting power were owned by such person.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi-Sadar) : There is some improvement in the thinking
of the Government. You will admit the fact that in the Income tax assessment the salaried class
suffers much in comparison with others.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I would like to move two
amendments in this regard. Jammu and Kashmir has been given a privilege that whatever
assets are there, they will not be included in wealth tax, I would like to ask the Prime Minister
why this privilege is given to the people of Jammu and Kashmir only ? Why the rest of the
population is also not given ? This privilege is going to be given with retrospective effect. My
complaint is that basically the people of India are one. Then why the Government is doing
this kind of discriminatory action ? Ifthe Governmentis giving privileges and facilities, it
should be given to the entire people. \ :

My second amendment is that if the total incidence of tax when wealth tax and income
tax are put together, is exceeding the income tax, the exceeding amount should be reduced from
the wealth tax. Now-a-days what happens is the total incidence of tax goes to 127 percent
and more than that. Thisis an unwarranted act. This will destroy the incentive in the people
and most probably it will force the people to resort to unlawful activities. In order to avoid these
unnecessary evils the Government should accept my amendment.

Shri Shiva Chandra Jha : Clause 26 is about wealth tax, Ours is a poor country. Here
the wealth is concentrated in a few hands, We are committed to socialism. Hence it is the
duty of the Government to impose taxes on the property and use it for public purposes. The rate
fixed by the Government is very low.

My amendment seeks to provide that the limit must be Rs. 50,000 instead of 1 lakh.
The provision of 1.5 lakh should be broughtdown to 1 lakh,

My amendment No. 117 seeks to provide that the rate of 1.5 percent fixed under Part I
should be raised to 5 percent. Part I provids for exemption upto one lakh rupees from payment
of tax. The Government is proposing to levy tax on the rate of 1 percent on an amount more
than one lakh upto 5 lakhs, But my amendment seeks to provide that 10 percent tax should be
levied. Under ‘C’ the Government proposes to levy 2 per cent tax but my amendment says
that 20 percent tax should be levied. Under ‘D’ 80 percent tax should be levied instead of-
4 percent. Where the Governmentis proposing to levy 5 percent, 99,9 percent tax should be
levied.

As far as the Hindu undivided family is concerned, the Government is proposing to
levy ano tax on wealth up to 2 lakhs. But my demand is that 5 percent should be levied on
that. Tax on property worth 5 lakhs to 10 lakhs should be 20 percent instead of 2 percent,
40 percent tax should levied on property worth 10 lakhs to 15 lakhs instead of 3 percent. 80 per~
cent tax should be levied on property worth Rs. 151lakhs to 20 lakhs, instead of 4 percent.
THe tax on property worth more than 20 lakhs must be 99.9 percent.

Urban assets worth upto Rs. 5 lakhs are exempted from payment of tax. My demand
is that 10 percent tax should be levied. Assets worth above Rs, 5 lakhs up to 10 lakhs, should
be taxed in the tune of 50 percent instead of 5 Percent, and 99.9 percent should be levied on
assets worth more than Rs. 10 lakhs.

Shri George Fernandes : My suggestion is to attach a clarification note to the wealth
Tax. In the Income Tax Act it is clarified that when the Co-operative Society disposes of a
building or a portion of it to any individual he becomes the owner of that building or the
portion of it, as the case may be, to whom it is given, and not the Co-operative Society.
I want this clarification to be made in the Wealth Tax also. Othcrwise the Society, even if it
ceases to be the owner of the building concerned, will be compelled to pay the wealth tax.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Mr. Speaker, Sir, my amendments No. 10 to 18, seek to
provide that taxation on Tea, Sugar, Coffee, Books, chocolate will affect middle class group. I
challenge that prices of above mentioned commodities have increased by 15 percent.

Shri Shiva Chandra Jha: Mr, Speaker, Sir, excise dutyimposed on sugar, tea etc, will
affect common people. In clause 32(i) Government are increasing taxes. I would suggest that
30 percent ad valorem and 50 percent ad valorem should be substituted by 20 percent ad
valorem and 10 percent ad valorem. Similarly in case of tea ‘70 paise kilogram’ should be
substituted by ‘50 paise kilogram’, ‘Not exceeding two rupees’ should be substituted by ‘50 paise’,
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Similarly for package tea ‘1.25 paise’ should be substituted by ‘40 paise’. In case of instant tea
10 percent ad valorem should be reduced to 5 percent.
Item No. 6 of the Finance Bill reads :

“In item No. 4 under “II. manufactured tobacco.”, for the entry in the third column
against sub item (2) the entry ‘one hundred and fifty percent ad valorem shall be substitated.”
In this regard T have suggested that one hundred and fifty percent ad valorem should be subs-
tituted by 300 percent ad valorem. Government should impose more taxes upon intoxicating
drugs and cigarettes.

There is entry in third column of item No. 6 which reads:

“(vii) In item No. 6 for the entry in the third column the entry scven hundred and
twenty rupees per kilolitre at 15 degrees centigrade of thermometer shall be substituted.” My
amendment is that it should be 500 rupees per kilolitre.

It will not be unjustified if Government impose taxes upon luxury goods because that will
affect only upper class group. Similarly Government should reduce the prices of the articles used

by common people. 1 would suggest that excise duty upon book post and registered parcels of
books, sugar and tea should be reduced.
