Shri Shiv Chandra Jha: It has been reported in the press that India has repudiated
it. Government does not agree with it in principle. When this will be discussed in U. N. Q.
in April, there would be pressure. I want to know what steps are being taken in this regard ?

Incentive to Small Newspapers
*322. Shri Onkar Lal Bohra? Will the Minister of Information and Broadcasting

(a) and (b) Systematic encouragenment and assistance was given to small newspapers by
way of suitable advertisement support, preferential allocation of newsprint, sustained supply
of press releases, feature articles, photographs, ebonoid blocks etc. Enhanced postal rates pro-
posed on the budget were dropped and the then existing rate of 2 paise upto 60 grammes was re-
tained.

Newspapers and periodicals having a circulation of belowl0,000 copies were given on
application, 509 increase on newsprint over their entitlement for 1966-67. The newsprint
allocation policy for 1968-69 has not yet been formulated. The needs of small newspapers would,
however, be borne in mind when it is framed.

News Broadcast on the Death of Skri Din Dayal Upadhyay

Earlier reports
said that the Jana Sangh President was found dead in the eighteen-down Express train near the
station. The exact cause of the death is not known. One report said Mr. Upadhyaya had got
down from the train while his bogie was being shunted and tried to get back while the train was in
motion, The report added that he might have been hit by an clectric mast. According to police
sources, the body was recovered from the railway track, about 200 yards from the outer signal’,

Leave Salary to Armed Forces Personnel wounded in the Field

2081. shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee: Will the Minister of Defence be_pleased to refex
to the reply given to Unstarred Question No. 113 on the 13th November, 1967 and state:

(a) whether Government have come to know of certain cases in which the military per-
sonnel wounded in the field area were paid full salary for the first six months of their medical
treatment and after the expiry of six months, their salaries were reduced; and

(b) if so, the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of Defence (Shri Swaran Singh):

(a) and (b) o Unstarred Question No. 113 answeredjon the 13th November, 1967, related
to Jawans only i. e. J unior Commissioned Oﬂicexs and Othcr Ranks. In their case, the entire
period spent in a recognised hospital is treated as on duty and full pay and allowances are ad-
missible. After discharge from hospital, sick leave on full pay and allowances is granted on the
recommendation of the compentent wmedical authority, such leave being restricted to a
period in which thereis a reasonable prospect of the personnel becoming fit for duty.

On the other hand, Services officers are entitled to full pay sick leave for a period of six
months including the period of annual leave for the year and thereafter sick leave on- furlough
rates of pay (i. e. 50 per cent of the pay) up to a period of 24 months. However, as a
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special case, full pay sick leave has been allowed for the entire period of hospitalisation to
officers who were wounded during the Chinese aggression in 1961 or during the Indo-Pak
conflict, 1965.

During sick leave beyond six months spent outside hospital by officers, furlough rates
of pay are allowed under the normal rules. It has, however, been recently decidod that
for the period beyond the six months mentioned above, in the case of officers wounded in
the field, full pay sick leave will be allowed up to a maximum period of 90 days, provided
such leave was granted for convalescence on the recommendation of the competent medical
medical authority, This decision will also apply to past cases ofofficers wounded during

the Indo-Pak conflict

The Minister of State (Defence Production) in the Ministry of Defence (Shri
L. N. Mishra): ‘

(a) to (c) : Three types of vehicles, namely, Shaktiman, Nissan 1-ton trucks and Nissan
Patrols are at present being manufactured at Ordnace Factories, utilising their spare capacity;
a few components are imported. No engine as such is being imported but in the absence of
indigenous manufacturing facilities some major and some minor components, like Steering Gear,
Crankshaft, Ball Bearings etc. are being imported. At present the indigenous content is appro-

ximately 729 of the cost of Shaktiman trucks, 459 of the cost of Nissan I- ton trucks and 339, of
the cost of Nissan Patrols.

The imported items are being progressively replaced by thosc of indigenous manufacture,
and it is planned to increase its indigenous content to over 909 some time after the establishment

of the self-contained vehicle production unit at Jabalpur. This factory is expected to be commis-
sioned in 1970.

Terminal Ballistics Research Station
2001. shri Maharaj Singh Bharati: Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to state:

Research Station in Chandigarh and the average number of experiments per day actually being
performed since the beginning of this year to-date;

The
number of such firings is limited by the time required for setting up the experiments and the ins-
truments. Arranging for safety precautions preliminary to a firing is also time consuming. As
the costly and sophisticated instruments have been commissioned only recently and the staff is not
yet fully trained in the use of this equipment, it is not easy at this stage to lay down a yardstickas

to :llow many experiments T. B.R.L. can conduct per day. After about a year, it should be possible
to do this.

(c) and (d): The Terminal Ballistics Research Laboratory has been set up only for work

on terminal ballistics and for that it is the best equipped laboratory in the country. All Defence
Research on Terminal Ballistics is concentrated in this institution.

It has been argued that the Late Prime Minister, Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri had assured
that our case is cast iron case and therfore, it ought to be referred to the tribunal. It is true that
Shri Shastri thought that our case was strong in the matter but at the same time he gave a
warning that in such cases of referring any matter to a tribunal, a certain amount of risk is also

involved.

It has also been alleged that our case was not properly represented. This allegation is
entirely baseless. Judge Babler held that India has very ably represented her case.

After going through the judgment of the majorty, it becomes evident that those judges hav®
clearly violated the recognised principles of internatioanl law. Their decision is based not on
justice but on something else. It is also wrong to say that the decision does not go against us
since we had to part with only ten percent of the disputed land. The area awarded to Pakistan
under the award is very important from strategic point of view.

The opposition parties want to take political advantage of this matter but they should not
causec anarchy , illwill, lawlessness and disorder in the country. We will have to honour the

award and also implement it.

Shri Baswant (Bhiwandi) : Some criticism is bound to be there but it will not be proper
if the House is not beng informed of the exact position. In Bombay, the people are mostly de.
penidng upon Railways. It is, therefore necessary to give more attention to suburban trains.
The Railway Ministry had surveyed regarding linking Central Railways with Western Railways
in Bombay suburban areas.

So far as the recent accident at Malar station is cencerned, it is caused due to six coaches
train runin the suburban area. In 1957 I suggested the General Manager, Railways that the
suburban train should be of nine coaches instead of six coaches. But it could not be done because
of short of coaches with th e Railways. On the one side we have agreed to supply 10,000 coaches
10 Russia on the other hand we are not able to increase even three coaches in the suburban
trains, Railway Ministry never agree to the appropriate demands of the people.

I suggest that a twelve mile underground train should be started for Bombay so that
the traffic difficultties may be solved.

Only,six cattle are permitted to
be taken in a wagon from Rohtak to Bombay. Even seven cattle are not permitted to be taken
in & wagon. Whercas people more than four times can sit in a compartment of a capacity of 72
passengers. It is pity that there are such typc of facilities for the cattle but not for the passengers.
