Shri Maharaj Singh Bharati : What is the value of the Amonium Di Phosphate to
be imported under the long term agreement or the establishment of the Factory for the manu-
facture of Phosphate amonium ? Secondly, what quantity of phosphates is proposed to be pur-
chased in addition to the one to be puchased under the long-term agreement ? Have any long-
term agreements been concluded or not ?  Have the licences of the nitrogenous fertiliser been
permitted to import uria by the time the factories go into production to make markets for them ?

Shri Igbal Singh : We have not allowed anybody to imort uria form outside, because
the imported uria is of the same kind as that manufactured here. As regard Diamonium we
purchase from where it is comparatively cheaper. Peviously we used to purckasc by inviting

tenders, but later we found that it costs less through negotiations and therefore we adopted this
policy.

Shri Maharaj Singh Bharati: I wantcd to know the quantity of uria to be imported under

the agreement concluded by the I.C.1. Factory, Kanpur ? Similarly there is an agreement for
the import of Di-amonia.

Shri Iqbal Singh : The question regarding the permission given to I.C.I. should be addres-
sed to the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals. As regards the permission given for the import

Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(a) whether it a fact that Government have formulated a policy in which they have em-
phasised the need for peaceful and planned transfer of capital from the developed countries;

(b) whether Government have urged other countries for the adoption of this policy ; and

(c) if so, what is their response ?

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance (Shri Morarji Desai ): (a) to (c) :
Government have always emphasised the need for peaceful and planned transfer of capital resources
from developed to developing countries, to support the economic development of the latter. Govern-
ment have supported this policy in forums such as the U. N. and the UNCTAD :where it has
been discussed. The General Assembly of United Nations adopted a resolution in 1960 expres-
sing “the hope that the flow of international assistance and capital should be increased subs-
tantially so as to reach as soon as possible approximately one percent of the combined national
incomes of ecnomically advanced countries”. The hope expressed in the rcsolutlon has not so
far been fulfilled. But théneed for peaceful and planned transfers capital from the developed

countries is generally recognised.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri: The Minister has told that the resolution was passed in 1960
and the developed countries accepted the same in principle. I would like to know whether Gov-
ernment have ever tried to know the reasons of non-implementation of the said resolution.

Shri Morarji Desai : People and organisations often pass good resdlutions but their imple-
mentation is always delayed. I hope that if they have started to pass such resolutions, they will
begin sooner or later to implement them fully.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : May I know the names of those countries which were
prepared to implemnt the resolution in part or full at the same time ?

Shri Morarji Desai : All countries are prepared for it. All are contributing for it more
orless. This process slowed down during last three or four years on account of political develop-
ments in the countries concerned. I hope progress will be made in this direction.

. Shri Shiv Kumar Slustri If the desired policy. of the Government is implemented, how
will it affect our economlc situation ?

Shri Morarii Desai : Our economc siutation will ease.

Shri Y. S. Kushwah : Inspite of the foreign aid, our plans have not been successful.
Moreover, the bl}rden of debt on our country is increasing. May 1 know the steps Government is
considering to check it ?

Shri Morarji Desai : It is not a fact that our plans have not ‘been successful. It may,
however, be said that our plans have not fully been successful. As far as the burden of debt s
concerned, if we want to make more development, the indebtedness will futher increase. But ,t
will be repaid out of development advantages.
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Shri Chandra Jeet Yadav : As far as I know all the developing countries favour this
policy. But inspite of it no definite progress has been made in this respect. May I know whether
Government have taken any steps to contact those developled countries which are individually
prepared to help in this matter ?

Shri Morarji Desai : Both things are going on. But unless developed countries are pre-
pared for it, developing countries can do nothing.

Shri Rabi Ray: Raw materials from India are sent to foreign countries and they send ﬁnis!'nc.d
goods to us. Thus India is being exploited by developed countries in an imperialistic
manner. In this what percentage of foreign aid we receive?

Shri Morarji Desai : The percentage varies from country to country. The details o
the same, if desired, can be laid on the table of the House. But it is not correct to say that we are
being exploited. We sell and purchase our goods on our own accord.

Shri Prem Chand Verma : Do Government propose to give rebate to the subscribers
for the timely payment of the rental bills, if so, at what rate and when this sckeme is going to be
announced ?’
Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : For the first time now we are introducing a scheme from the
Ist April under which a rebate of Rs4 per bill will be given.
Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Some three, four months back the General Manager Tele-

phones had made certain commitments in the telephone directory. Is it a fact that most of them
are yet to be fulfilled and if so, what are the unfulfilled assurances, what are the reasons for their

non-fulfilment and by what time are they likely to be fulfilled?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : There was a time-schedule for the implementation of those
things. If anything has not been done within the stipuated time, the hon. Member may please
inform us about that. .

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : By what time the directories will be printed in-Hindi ?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: Hindi directories have already been brought out by Madhya
Pradesh, Rajasthan, Bihar and Uttar Pradesh. Hindi directory is being published in Delhi also.

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav : Why the printing of Hindi directory has been delayed in Uttar
Pradesh ?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh :The delay was due to the agitations there. Hindi directory
there is coming shorily.

Shri Sheo Narain : What steps are being taken to reduce the inordinately long time taken
in getting the line for Lucknow? Secondly, have any steps been taken to check the erratic meter
readings ?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : I promise that such delays will not recur in future. Secondly,
I will get his telephone bill corrected and he will not have to pay the extra money.

Shri Ram Charan: The brass telephone wire in Khurja is cut in the evening and in its
place iron wire is put in the morning with the result that trunk call line does not operate
after evening. In view of this do Government propose to replace the brass wire -with alumi-
nium wire.to prevent such dislocations in future?
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Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : I would request the hon. Member to prevail upon the people
of his area and foster among them the desire to be more law-abiding to prevent such cutting of
telephone wire. The Government is also exercising an added degree of vigliance in this regard
and efforts are under way to introduce the iron wire with a brass coating.

Shri Meetha Lal Mezna: In reply to one of my qustions the hon. Minister had stated that
in the years 1966-67 and 1967-68 there had been the theft of telephone wires between Bayana
and Agra of the order of Rs. 5000}- and Rs. 6,000, but no thief has so far been apprehended.

Do Government propose to take some effective steps in this regard ?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : It is the responsiblity of the State Government to apprehend
the tkieses. Qur duty is to put the telephone wire. We have written to the State Governments
to make the police more vigilant and we are also makng efforts in that direction.

Shei Y. D. Sharma : As the Hon. Minister knows, Telephone is today’s most
essential facility. So. is there any plan with the Telephone Department to make immediate

efforts to connect the country’s distant and separated areas wth the rest without any

consideration of profit ?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : Certainly there is a plan and I know that there is some in-
convenience in Hon. Member’s area. But this Telephone System is to connect those places which .
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are at least Tahsils and have a population of more than four to five thousand each. If the people
there are ready to have telephones we shall certainly try to provide them with this facility. There
is a.difficulty that so much co-axial is not produced here as we need. Therefore we have
to import it. Copper-wire is also necessary to be imported. Wherever we need an import, we
come across a difficulty. Therefore we, will shortly execute a co-ordinated policy consisting of
both connecting the distant places as well as reducing imports.

Shri O.P. Tyagi: Has the attention of the Government been drawn towards it that instead
of considering the merit of the applications for- telephone, the officials of the Telephones Department
are giving Telephone connection on receiving bribe ? Have you received any complaint from
Moradabad, in particular ? If reccived has any inquiry been made in this matter ? If done,

what are the results ?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : If there is any such complaint, then instead of generalising
it, the Hon. Member may please tell us, we shall examine it. But I don’t admit that if some
wrong has happened in Moradabad, it has happened in whole India. Hon. Member has said it
in such a way. If he tells us about what happened in Moradabad, we will investigate it and

action will be taken against the culprit.

Shri Shiv Chandika Prasad: I want to know whether it is fact that during last election
those candidates who deposited their security for getting telephone lines, their money has not been
refunded even one year hence ?

Dr. Ram Subhag Sﬁ:gh :  If the Hon. Member Shri Shiv -Chandika Prasad has not
reen refunded his money, he may send his aplication’ and I shall get it refunded immedately, But

we don’t know ywhether his application has reached us or not.

Shri Mahant Digvijai Nath : I want to tell the Hon. Minister that trunk call bills have been
sent to those persons also who never did trunk-calls, For instance, Hon, Member Shri Atam
Das has received a bill for Rs.35 but he never did even one trunk-call.

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh : I agree with the Hon’ Mahant, If such a bill has been sent,
1 shall get it back. But I cite my own example that I am out of my house thorughout the day, but
many such guests or some other poeple come to my house who do trunk-calls .. None is there to
ask them to pay for.

He was also receiving a monthly allowance of akcut Rs.1,500 frem the Congress
Party for meeting his personal expenses. The monthly allowance received and the value of
perquisites was liable to income-tax.

2. The complaint was examined by the Government. It was ascertained that Shri Kam
was not in receipt of taxable income after he ceased to be the Chief Minister of Madras from

2-10-1962, He was, therefore not bound to file the returns for the assessment years
1964765 to 1967-68 nor could he be called upon to file the returns.

8. Government have been advised that the value of perquisites which are not convertiable
into money, like rent-free accommodation and free use of car is not taxable unless the per-
son receiving the perquisite is an employee (Sectionl7 of Income-tax Act, 1961)or the perquisites
arisc from business or exercise of profession (Section 28(iv) of the Income-tax Act, 1961). As Shri
Kamraj was neither an employee nor did the he carry on any business or profession, the value of
such perquitites was not taxable in his hands,

5. As regards the alleged monthly allowance’paid to Shri Kamraj, it was ascertained that
no such' allowance was given to him. Hence the question of taxing the allowance did not arise.

Raids on Premises of certain Companies
2641. Shri Madhu Limaye: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that the officials of the Enforcement Directorate and the customs
Department raided the premises of May and Baker, Kant and Co., Tulsidas Jeevraj and Goverdhan
Dass (Calcutta) and three other firms in 1967-68.

(b) if so, the. cash, documents and other things recovered from them :and

(c) the action taken against these firms ?

The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance (Shri Morar ji Desai):(a) During
the financial year 1967-68 the officials of the Enforcement Directorate and the Customs Department

at major Centres of Bombay, Calcutta, Madras and Delhi have not searched the premises of May
and Baker, Kant and Co., Tulsidas Jeevraj and Goverdhan Dass (Calcutta).

However, the premises of one firm, namely Messrs. Gordhandas Jeerambhai, Calcutta were
raided by the officers of the Ccalutta Custom House in August, 1967,

A number of other firms have been searched by the officials of the Enforcement Directorate
and Customs Department 'during the year 1967-68. In the absence of any particulars of the
three other firms mentioned in the question, it is not possible to state whether they were raided or
not.

(b) and () From the prcmlses of Messrs. Gordhandas Jeerambhai, incriminating docu-
ments were seized, on scrutiny of which the Customs authorities in Calcutta have found prima facie
evidence in support of the allegation that this firm has been exporting goods in contravention of
the provisions of the Gustoms Act, 1962, and the Foreign exchange Regulation Act, 1947. Show-
cause notice for the alleged contravention has  been issued to the firm and the case is under
adjudication.

Shrimati Laxmi Bai (Medok ) : I come form an area of Hyderabad which is backward

one. 'There are still 4 districtsin Hyderabad  where there is no railway line. The Government
acquired the Railway lines worth Rs.200 crores from Hyderabad and took Rs50 crores ruj:ccs in
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cash also but there is no planning for laying railway lines there. There are ccriain head-
quarters like Sangareddy, Karimnagar, Nelganda where there is no railway line. 1 have been
repeatedly drawing the attention of Ministry of Railways to this effect but all in vain. I do not
know how the money earned by Railways has been utilised.

The speed of the train running from Zaheerabad to Beedar is very slow. Similarly I had
requested to change the timings of the trains running from Beeder to Vikarabad via Zaheerabad
but I have not received any reply. It has been observed that entire income of Railways is
spent out and there is no saving. The expenditure of the Railway Board has been increased to the
tune of Rs.5 lakhs during the last one year. It is observed from the budget figures that most of
the income of Railways is from passengers travellingin III class but amenities given to them are
not sufficient. The goods sent by railways are not safe. Property worth lakhs of rupees goes to
dogs but nobody cares to see towards it. Morecver goods sent by railways do not reach the
consignee in time. Fruits and vegatables perish in transit. Worthless food is served by Railtway
in their dining car. I therefore request that efforts should be made to supply better food. It has
also been seen that bulbs of the compartments are removed. In case bulbs canot be provided,
some other arrangements of light should be made. I would request that special attention
should be paid to ladies compartments. Their compartments should not be attached at the end.
Nobody bothers whether arrangement of drinking water is there or not. The authorities should pay
more attention towards sanitary conditions of the compartments. Bathrooms are often found

to be very dirty.

The charges for sleeper berth has been raised to Rs.4 per night which has no justification. It
i not proper to throw more burden on the passengers travelling in III class compartments. The
charge for platform ticket should not be raised to 20 paise.

Shri George Fernandes (Bcmbay South) : The labourers working in the cities belong
to far off places and the have to go there once or twice a year. Theincreasein the 3rd class fare
and sleeping berth have directly affected them. The increasein the rajlway freight would enhance
the cost of living.

Railway budget has shown a deficit of about Rs.27 crores. It has been due to the irrespon-
sible and bureaucratic behavior of the officers of the railway. It was not necessary for the Govern-

ment to place the burden of Rs.27 to 28 crores on the people.

The Railway Minister has told that they are trying to minimise the stores. The fact is that
during the last year the Railway have got the stores of the value of Rs.139 crores whereas today its
value is about Rs.146 crores. Its income has increased from Rs. 250 crores to Rs. 260 crores.

Goods worth Rs.15 crores are wasted every year in these stores.

The hon.Minister has mentioned regarding economy in the railways.But the fact is otherwise.
Last year there were 7 lakh_and 95 thousand 4th class employees in the Railway whereas there has
been an increase of 3,000 in their number this year. Rs.]1 crore and 30 lakh have been spent on
the officers of class D and class II. It comes to Rs.2,000 per officer. On the one side you plead to
economise in the administrative expenses on the other side you spend so lavishly.

We had been demanding to discontinue those saloons provided to officers and Ministers,
If it is done so, the burden on the people may be reduced.

Some device should be adopted to reduce these accidents and a Committee to investigate
reasons of these accidents should be formulated. Attention should also be paid to implement

the recommendations of the Committee.

Medical facilities provided to the railway employees are not adequate. On the one hand
the average age of the General public has increased on the other hand the age of the railway
employees have been reduced due to lack of medical facilities. This state of affairs should be ended,
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Railway Budget—General Discussion—contd. 4 March, 1968

Last year Rs.75 lakhs had to be paid as compensation to the employees. The Railway
Ministry should look into this matter,

Out of 18 lakh employees of the railways, 5 lakhs employees are temporary. They have been
paid very low. I request that a committee to consider to give them facilities and to make them
permanent should be set up immediately,

So far as the question of absorbing Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes is concerned,
their number is very small in the lower ranks and their position in the case of higher officer
still worse. These figures have shown a continnous decline inthe recent past. Therefore railways
have never been successul in providing jobs to them.

If you want to increase the efficiency of the railway employees you should set up job
training schools for them. Unless some incentive is being given to them they may not work.

There is great discontentment among the railway employees, it is, therefore, necessary to
take some steps to remove them.

Uneconomic lines should not be closed, because these lines served the undeveloped regions.
In that case you have to close the North West Fronticr Railway also because it is goingon in losa.
Private railway lines should also be taken over by the Government.

Shri Vidya Dhar Bajpai (Amethi) : I want to give certain constructive suggestions in
this regard.
[ reqel HAET GBI ET
Mr. Speakerin the Chair
Railway Department has been profit-earning organisation but now this Department is
running at a loss. It is gross indiscipline which has crept into the Railway administration. To
day there is great risk in travelling by rail because of fear of accidents.
It is regretted that the third class passengers who contributed the major portion of the zail-
way revenues, do not get the proper facilities, They are harassed by the railway employees. There

bave been cases when uneducated villagers have been charged more fares and they have issued
old and invalid tickets. Itis very strange that although the police have been posted at the Stations

yet no action has been taken in this regard.
The pick-pocketing cases have been on the increase in the waiting halls.
There have been increase in the cases of scuffles between the Railway Protection Force per-
* sonnel and the Railway employces. These people are also sometime party in the theft cases on
the Railways.
Before giving them more powers the present position should be compared with the past
and a Parliamentary Committee should look into their working.

It has come to notice that on most of branch lines, there are no arrangements of light and
water.
- At present there is only one train running in between Lucknow and Delhi. In that train

80 percent seats are reserved. It is not able to cope up with the rush. It is, therefore, necessary
that one more train should be started between Lucknow and Delhi and at least two. third class

coaches should be attached in 83 up train.

There should be a provision for reservaton of fifty percent seats in the 2nd class Compart-
ments beteen Delhi and Bombay.

There have been increase in accidents due to late arrivals of the trains at the platforms.
The Railway doctors object to reach at the accidental spots and they demand fee from the doctors

which is inhuman.

Vendors at the railway stations are earning very high profits of the things sold at the stations.
It is not proper. If the Government is unable to sell the things at reasonable prices it should
entrust this work to some contractors. More powers should be given to Vending Reforms Com-
mittee so that it may be able to improve the matters.

After Government has taken the catering arrangements in its hand, its standard has fallen
and it is running in loss. In order to stop the smuggling of the catering goods the Government

should keep an eye on its officers.
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Low paid employees are retrenched in the Railways in the name of economy. It causes
great unrest among employces and inconvenience to the passengers. The economy can be done
by other methods also. It is suggested that strength of thc inspector at various zones on which
several lakhs of rupces are spent, should be reduced. Thereby about Rs.20 lakhbs can be  saved.
In Railway Headquarters and Zonal Gffices there is much scope for reduction in the strength of
staff. This matter should be entrusted to thc Administrative Reform Committee. At least 4 crores
of rupees should be saved on that account. Expenditure on air-conditioning and pomp and
show in the offices should also be avoided.

Shri Vidya Dhar Bajpai: Although the Railway Works Department is capable of doing
constructive work, this work has been entrusted to contractors. As a result of it moral standard
will fall and corruption will increase.

The big saloons should be converted to passenger coaches. It will result in a saving of about
two lakh rupees. A Parliamentary Committee should also be set upto make necessary investigation,

The relations between the management and labours are not healthy, The hon. Minister
should look into the reasons of this tension.

The Railway Ministry has established a Labour Welfare Department and a lot of money is
being spent on it but that money is being spent for punishing them instead of their welfare.
Employees have not been confirmed even after ten to twelve years of services. There have been
complaints of favourtism in transferring the employees. Railway Ministry should try to stop
such things and if necessary it may intervene.

Satisfaction of the labour is the best test of any system. The Railway drivers, firemen,
Station Masters and Assistant Station Masters etc. are overworked. The Railway Minister has

not mentioned anything about them. The Railway Ministry should immediately look into these
matters. The facilities necessary for the drivers and the fireman must immediately be provided.

Proper repairs of the engines should be done. It will greatly help in avoiding accidents.
In order to increase railway revenue permission of advertisements similar to that of adver-

tisement at the railway stations should be given.

Shri Ramavatar Shastri ( Patna ) : The hon. Railway Minister has presented a
deficit budget. On the one side the Government pleads socialism on the other side it imposes
more burden on the people to make up this deficit. Instead of imposing more burden on common
man the Railways should try to economise in the aministrative expenses. The Railway Pro-
tection Force hasalso a share in the thefts committed at the stations, If the Railways really
want to avoid deficit it should abolish Railway Board. Strength of the high paid officers should be
cut down. Third class sleeper fare should not be increased and the common man should not be
burdened like this. Instead of this other methods suggested by me should be adopted. Pilferage
of goods should be checked. As a result of it payment of compensation for loss will be saved.

Facilities to railway’s labourers are being given. But their condition are deteriorating day
by day.

The Railway employees are very low paid. They are overworked. A high powered Com-
mittee should be formed to investigate their work and and to give them more facilities. They

should be given better pay scales and more amenities.
Four employees of the Samastipur Hospital were dismissed last year. But no decision has
been taken so far on their fate. Similarly Railway High School Clerks and teahers are being

harassed.
The recent accident at Luckeesarai Station could have been averted, had proper measures

been taken in time earlier. The demand of the poeple is that a Judicial inquiry should be made
of the accident. Departmental inquiries will not do. Had the Station Master used the farsight-

dness, this accident would have been averted. But he did not do that and the responsibility is
being tried to be thrown upon lower staff.
The rail track should be straightened in order to avoid accidents.

The R. M. S. building has not been built so far though about ten to fifteen thousand employees
are working there. A new building should be constructed. The R. M. 8. office in Jamshedpur is

working in rented building. A new buliding should also be constructed for it.
Bridges should be constructed on the river Ganges at Patna.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : (Delhi Sadar) : My question was :

“The reasons for which Government did not take any action againt General Kaul for writing
the book “Untold Story”, although the Ministry of Law had made a recommendation to that
effect”.

In reply to my question the hon. Minister assured the House that action in this connection
will be taken on receiving opinion from law Ministry . But he did not fulfil his promise. This is
against public interest and against Parlaimentary system.

'Now the Government has told that the secrets divulged in the above book have become
outdated and outmoded. According to Official Secrets Act, Government employees and particu-
larly army officials are bound to keep secrecy during their tenure of office and even afterwards.
Action can be taken against the persons who do not keep the secrrets. In this case General
Kaul has received rupees two lakhs out of the book.

Government should file a suit against General. Kaul. I may agree not to do that if it had
been in the public interest. But I cannot agree to your views.Whether the Henderson’s Com-
mittee Report of 1965 has become outdated? It is but natural that with the passing of time
military strength becomes outdated. You are not prepared to place the Herderson’s Com-
mittee’s report at the Table of the House, But in your opinion the disclosure made by General Kaul
in his book has become outdated. It is very strange. In my opinion the culprit must be punished

Not to speak of filing a suit against General Kaul, even his pension has not been stopped.
Why Government has not stopped his Provident Fund and Gratuity? It is not done because he
has got an approach up to the top level.

If the Hon. Minister is of the view that the present legislation is not sufficient to deal
with, new legislation should be brought to take necessary action in future at least.

Shri Rabi Ray (Puri) : At the time of Chinese attack on India in 1962 India had to suffer
a great loss, For this loss some high and responsible officer must be responsible. An inquiry should
be made to fix the responsibility. When the Law Ministry had suggested to take action against
them why the Defence Minister did not agree to it ? To say that no action should be taken
aganist General Kaul because the confidential things mentioned in the book written by General
Kaul have become outdated will not create a healthy precedent. Action should be taken against
them so that it may set up an example for others in future.
