The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Foreign Trade (Chowdhary Ram Sewak) :
(a) and (b) : This suggestion was put forward at a Seminar in Calcntta recently. No
detailed proposals have however been sent by the Association to date.

(c) and (d) : Government have a number of continuing schemes to help expor-
ters to increase export production and their marketing capabilities, A statement of some
such schemes in force is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement
Scheme for build-up of Export Production and Export Capability

1. The schemes to increase export production include-

(a) provision of imported raw material to registered exporters under a replenish-
ment licensing scheme.

(b) Supply of indigineous raw material like steel and aluminium on priority.

(c) A system of ““On account® import licences to registered manufacturers-exs«
porters, having a minimum export performance of Rs. 10 lakhs or more during the year
1969-70 in respect of non-traditional goods. Along with this facility, the facilities regar-
ding advance and imprest licences enable securing of raw materials for export production.

(d) ‘- A provision of preferential treatment to export-oriented units in the matter

of licensing of expanded capacity, improvement in installed capacity and also for imports
from preferred sources,

(¢) The grant of licences to export oriented units for import of machinery
required for expansion, modernisation, diversification of production facilitics as well as
for research and development, against specially allocated foreign exchange.

(f) Organising of bulk imports of certain raw materials by public sector agencies.
The Industrial Raw Material Assistance Centre of STC and similar Cells of other agencies
nominated for bulk-imports will enable registered-exporters to obtain supplies off-the-
shelf as and when they are required, on surrender of replenishment licences,

(8) Foreign collaborations in the case of export oriented units will be accorded

special consideration. The existing agreements providing for restrictions on export
frenchise are expected to be suitably revised when due for renewal. Foreign collaborations
in trading activities can also be considered on merits, if such collaboration is for export,

(h) A provision has been made for grant of import facilities to eligible merchan-
dising export houses to facilitate production according to export needs.

(i) Units in the small scale sector who export more than 25  or more of their

production are made eligible to receive allocation from free foreign exchange areas for
their import peeds.

2. For increasing export marketing capabilities important schemes in force are
as under; -

(a) Compensatory support is allowed on exports of selected products to develop

marketing competence and to nautralise the disadvantages inherent in the present stage of
development of the economy.

(b) Trade agreements provide for export of non-traditional goods.

(c) Under a scheme of assistance from the MDF financial assistance is provided to
¢xporters for export activities like market surveys, sales-teams, publicity participaﬁon in

2
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exhibitions and fairs, etc. This assistance is given to recognised export houses and other
approved organisations,

(d) Tax relief and concessions are provided on expenditure connected with ex-
ports like overseas publicity, foreign office (s) abroad, supply of technical know-how and
other services,

(e) Drawback of customs and Central Excise duties as also concessional railway
freight is allowed on a number of export products.

(f) A scheme of registration of contracts insulates the registered exporters agai-
nst disadvantageous changes in the pattern of assistance subsequent to their dates of
contract.

(g) Export finance is made available at a concessional rate of 69,. ECGC cover
is available for different export requirements. The IDBI participates along with other
approved commercial banks in the provision of deferred payment facilities.

3. Several priority industries have been selected and placed under export obliga-
tion., Adhoc obligation have also been placed on a number of units.

4. In process quality control has been introduced in several industries.

Shri Om Prakash Tyagi © The Chairman of the Engineering Association has done
a very good thing and has drawn his attention towards it. At present the export of En-
gineering goods is about 60 percent out of total exportes. At present, the export has
increased, the credit of which goes to the Engincering goods. And one of the main
reasons of this export is the closure of Suez Canal and not your own special efforts and
most of your good is being exported to the Asian countries, specially West Asia, African
Countries and South Asia. You have stated just now that you have not received any
proposal from the Association. Whea a developed country like England establishes
National Council in its own country for improving the standard and quality of the Engi-
neering goods do the Government also propose to set up a National Council for improving
the standard and quality and also for increasing the export of Engineering Goods, so that
after the opening of Suez Canal we may face the competition in the open maiket. What
steps are Government taking to improve the standard of Engiuneering goods ?

The Minister of Foreign Trade (Shri B- R. Bhagat) : The hon, member has stated
that export of the Engineering Goods has increased due to the closure of the Suez Canal
but that is not the case. It is possible that export might have increased in some Countries,
which are on this side of the Sucz Canal. but we are exporting our Engineering Goods
to the big countries on the other side of Suez Canal after the closure of that Canal, i. e.
Europe, Africa, Middle East. Therefore, it is not correct to say that this was due to the
closure of the Suez Canal. In our country there is good production and the export of
our goods is being increased on the basis of competition in the world market.

. The hon. Member has said that the proposal of National Council, which had been
implemented in England, why was it not being introduced in our country. In this regard
I have to say that we are ourselves introducing the same, which has been mentioned in
the st.at.ement in detailed. As he has said that the quality should be good, If this is
goae Jf:unlly by Industry and the Government, Exporter and the Government people, then
you WI!] know th:}t these both elements have been combined in the Engineering Export
ir;:?;)fu&n ?)ou]r:lcﬂ.

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Shri Om Prakash Tyagi : Just now the hon. Minister has replied that the
Government had not formulated any programme of their own for the important of the
quality of the Engineering goods.

Shri B, R. Bhagat : I have not said that,

Shri Om Prakash Tyagi : I want to ask the other question that whether the
Government feel, the need for increasing the Factories in the Private Sector or Public
Sector on the basis of increasing demand of the Engineering goods from foreign countries
and increasing its consumption in the country, so that the export of the Engineeiing goods
may be increased ?

Do the Government feel that the present Factories are not producing the goods to
the required exent due to the shortage of the steel and if no, what step have the Govern-
ment taken to meet the shortag e of the steel ?

Shri B. R, Bhagat : Yes Sir, the hon, Member has said the correct thing. Mainly
the difficulty is being experienced in the export of the Engineering Goods, because we
have a shortage of the steel at some places. Last year we approached the Steel Ministr y
with a view to get the maximum quantity of steel from steel plants to meet the require-
ments of our Engineering industry. We will also import the steel for increasing the
export of the Engineering Goods. That was why inspite of all the difficulties engineering
goods worth more than Rs, 100/- crores has been exported. This year the difficulty has
increased, as the requirements in the Country has increased and our import of enginee-
ring goods has also increased. We are making efforts to meet the demand of steel and
raw materials of the engineering goods industry consulting the steel Ministry, our Ministry
has accepted it in principal and we will try to meet this shortage.

Shri Om Parkash Tyagi : Is the number of Factories being increased ?

Shri B. R. Bhagat : Export engineering goods can not be increased without
increasing the rate of industrial production.

1970-71.

(c) and (d) . In consultation with the Central Water & Power Commission, the
following measures have been taken by the Bihar State Electricity Board to improve its
financial position :-

( i) Upward revision of tariffs;

Sudan, Swaziland, Syria, Tunisia, Uganda United Arab Republic, United Republic of
Tanzania, Yemen Arab Republic, Yugoslavia and Zambia.

Committee to review the requirements of funds for the Fourth Plan power programme to
eosure adequate generating capacity. A deputation of the Sub-Committee met the Prime
Minister and the Deputy Chairman of the Planning Commission, The Chief Ministers of
States were also addressed for their assistance in ensuring that more funds would be
provided when the Fourth Five Year Plan was finalised. The provision for power deve-
lopment in the public sector has been raised from Rs. 2085 crores in the draft Fourth
Plan to Rs. 2455 crores in the revised Fourth Plan and correspondingly the target of
installed generating capacity has been raised from 22 million kw to 23 million kw. Neces-
sary steps are being taken to ensure that the target of 23 million kw of installed generating
capacity is achieved by the end of the Fourth Plan Members of the Power Wing of the
Central Water & Power Commission have been assigned individually to each of the power
projects in progress for reviewing progress so as to ensure necessary assistance and co-
ordination for commissioning the projects according to schedule.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Mr, Speaker, I think that it is a very serious matter,.
There is no doubt ‘that the House has certain absolute rights. But in certain areas the
Supreme Court has also got some rights and thete should be no clash between the two.

There is a difference between communications received from the High Court has
Supreme Court. What the High Court has sent was a summon but what the Supreme:
Court has sent was only a notice, If the member to whom the notice was served does not
attend the court he is not going to be punished for it.

After the receipt of the notices the Attorney General was asked to clarify the
constitutional provisions to the Supreme Court. But the Attorney General has not clarified
the position so far. However, it is hoped that when the case is fixed and the Attorney
General clarifies the position, the court will dismiss it. Therefore there is no question of
any breach of privilege, Let the Parliament and Supreme Court remain confined to their
respective fields and let us not create an atmosphere of confrontation between the two in.
the Country.

Shri Madhua Limaye (Monghyr) : Mr, Speaker, Sir, there is no question of any
confrontatian between the Supreme Court and Parliament, When I had raised the matter
in the House, I had not talked of summons. I had said only about the notice. This is clear

As regards CSIR, it is full of corruption, party-politics and officialdom. One
finds from the press reports that the Director-General of CSIR and the Director of the
Regional Laboratory, Hyderabad are levelling charges against each other. Steps should be
taken to check this tendency.

The Government have done nothing to improve our educational system during
-the last 20 years, It was faild even to honour the constitutional commitment that within
a period of ten years, it will provide compulsory and free education to the children up
to 14 years of age. The Minister has said that the Ministry do not get sufficient funds.
These are lame excuses, It is his responsibility to get money. If he cannot do this, what
is the use of his being there,

We have got two types of primary schools in the country, ordinary, schools and
the public schools. The ordinary primary schools are most ill-equipped while the public
schools, wherein children of only rich study, have all the necessary facilities.
The result is that the childern studying in ordinary schools rarely rise to any height in
their life. In order to have a uniform standard of education for children, it is necessary
that public schools are abolished.

As regards secondary education, the conditions are equally bad, The teachers do
not get the amount of pay for what they have to sign the receipt in acknowledgement, In
U. P., the teachers of secondary schools have not got their pay for two years, It is
because that a number of schools are controlled by one and the same person. This
practice must end and the teachers should get their full pay every month.

The Kothari Commission has said that the pay of a primary school teacher, a
secondary school teacher, and a University teacher should be in the ratio of 1,2 and 3.
But the fact is this that their pay happens to be in the ratio of 1,15, and 35. The Govt.
should look into the matter,

There are certain Central Universities in the country. Of these one is a Hindu
University, another is a Muslim University. and so on. Itis quite wrong to call a
university by the name of a religion.

This practice does not do any good, rather it encourages communal feelings. If we
want to create an atmosphere of secularism in the country. no University or educational
institution should be named after any religion or person.

The Government have complicated the language issue to such an extent that a
student from one part of the country is unable to continue his education in any other
region. For instance, if a student does not opt, English as a compulsory subjcct in B, A,
he is not given admission in higher classes in the region where English is one of the
compulsory subjects in B. A. It is most unfortunate. Steps should be taken to ensure

that University education is not denied to a student on this basis and the compact fabric
of the country is not further impaired.

The code of discipline has not served its purpose. The reason of this is the
'slackness on the part of our officials. 1Itis, therefore, necessary that the code of Disci-
‘pline is strictly enforced.

So far as the public sector is concerned there is hardly any undertaking which is
not burning in loss, The reason is that wages is more but output is very little, There
are people who regard the public sector as their energy and create all sorts of difficul-
ties in 1ts working. Since we have invested a huge amount in this sector, Government
should see that it working improves, Otherwise all the investment will go waste.

Government should be a little more strict in regard to the recognition of trade
unions. Those who indulge in acts of indiscipline should never be given recognition.

In labour department two schemes have been started. The Provident Fund and
the Employees State Insurance. So far as the latter is concerned, since the labours
-contribute their share, they are entitled to get certain medical facilities. Have the Govern-
ment ever tried to find out that thess facilities are actually being made available to the
Jabours. A committee should be appointed to go into this question and collect the
necessary informations.

Then there is the question of Provident Fund which is not being properly realised
and arrears have accumulated to the extent of Rs. 14 crores, There is a feeling among
the people that perhaps Government are not serious abtout its realisation. This is not
good. A committece should be appointed to inspire confidence among the people that
‘Government are making all efforts to realise these arrears.

As regards industrial disputes, the position is that out of 896 cases only 70 were
arbitrated under the Industrial Dispute Act. If thisis the peace of the settlement of
industrial disputes, how can there be any industrial peace in the country ?

The problem of unemployment is very serious but what is the Government doing
to solve it 2. By the end of the Fourth Plan there will be 2 crores and 80 lakhs unem-
ployed people in the country and out of them only 4 lakhs people will be provided with
job, In this way how long will it take to solve the problem and whether the problem
will ever be solved.

Some indsutrial training institutes have been started to train people in different
trades and these trainees are given some stipend. It is hoped that all these people
will be able to get jobs. But have these hopes been fulfilled ?. If it is not so, what is
‘the use of spending so much money on these institutes ?

The report of the Sugar Wage Board should be accepted without further delay.
No time should be wasted in calling the tripartite conference., The recommendations
which have been made in the report should be implemented immedialely, Otherwise it
‘will be very difficult for the millowners to pay the huge wagea arrears.

Shri Shiv Chandika Prasad (Jamshedpur) : Mr. Chairman, I congratulate the
Prime Minister for implementing the pension scheme and making a declaration for the
appointment of the Third Pay Commission for the welfare of the labours.

Shri Shri Chand Goya) in the Chair .
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The Minister of Labour and Employment is doing some good work to improve
the condition of labour. The appointment of the Malviya committeee and the National
Commission on labecur bear the testimony 1o the sincere desire of the Ministry to work for
the welfare of the labour class and make the maximum possible facilities available to them.

The majority of the entreprencurs are interested only in extracting work from the.
workers. They do not look to their difficulties and problems. The workers should
realise that if they are united and sincere in their work they will always be successful
in their efforts and will get their due.

The Government has been acting very slowly in getting the recommendations of
the Engineering Wage Board implemented. In West Bengal and Bihar the workers.
remained on strike for 48 days to press their demands., During this period 37 workers
have been discharged and 40-50 workers have been suspended. The strike justified
because the industrialists concerned had the money to pay which they paid after the
strike, This should not have happened. The Government should look into the matter
and ensure that no victimisation takes place.

The recommendations of the Wage Board in respect of annual increment, con--
tract and construction labour should be implemented without delay.

There is unrest amongst the workers in the Iron and Steel plants. They want
that there should be a new wage board for them. Instead, the Government has appo-
inted a committee, so that the management and the labour can mutually settle the:

question of wages, But the Government should tell us whether they intend to consti-
tute another wage board.

There should be a hospital at Jamshedpur so that the workers can avail of the

medical facility, The hospital should be set up with the funds received under the health
scheme.

The Government is giving money to the states for putting up labour colonies.
and at several places such colonitcs have come up. But so far as the labour colonies.
at Bagbera, Chhota Govindpur and Adityapur near Jamshedpur are concerned, inspite
of the fact that the workers are regularly paying their monthly dues, there is no facility
of drinking water, light, roads etc, There is no school for the Children of the workers,.
All the facilities should be made available to them without delay.

So far as the question of giving recognition to the labour unions is concerned,
only that labour union should be recognised which adheres to the code of Discipline..
If any one violates an agreement arrived at between the management and the union in a
fectory, he should be proceeded with in accordance with the code of Discipline.

‘ Siu'ce the presentation of th_e Budget, prices have gone up by at least 15 percent.
This has hit the poor and the working class very hard. The Government should take

steps to open cc‘)oper.a(ive stores in the industrial areas so that the workers can get at
least the essential things at reasonable rates.

With these words I support the demands of the Ministry.
