Sbri Hukam Chand Kachwai : The hon., Minister has stated that it is not
in the public interest to disclose the names. I want to know which Ministers
were of the view that their life wasin danger, and they request you for pro-
viding security arrangements ? As you have made security arrangements in
Bengal, similarly, will you make similar security arrangements for other ex-
ministers in other states also; and whether you have done that and if so, in
which states and for whom ?

Sbri Vidya Charan Shukla : I have stated in reply to the main question
that it is decided by the State Governments, the State Governments are also
authorised to make such security arrangements, and they have also to see
assess whether there is really any danger or not. And if they judge so, they
make these arrangements. As regards West Bengal, it was found that security
arrangements for certain persons were necessary and accordingly there arrange-
ments were made. If the other States also think that it is essential to make se-
curity arrangements for certain ex-ministers, they too will do that,

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : Was it demanded by those Ministers or
you forcibly made such arrangements ? What are the names of those Minis-
ters ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : My answer is clear that we ourself assess and
then make arrangements, they do not have to demand for it.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : My question too was clear for which I have
not got the answer, I am not satisfied with the answer given. The hon. Minister

is evading it. Please get us a clear answer.
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Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : As far as my information goes, none in West
Bengal has asked for security arrangements.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : Were thoy forced to have security
arrangements ?

Shri Sharda Nand : This had been the practice of Congress Governments
that they execute elections when the atmosphere was in their favour. As such
my direct question is that how long they have delayed these elections and
would be given assurance to this house that these elections would be in time.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : His allegation in the first part of his question
18 quite wrong. We never do such things (Interrputions) this may be the opinion
of the hon.

So far as the question of holding the elections is concerned, there is no
question of delaying them. I do not have the information about the past elec-
tions.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : As has been stated in the answer of the main
question that we want to hold elections & question of its postponement is not
at all under our consideration and it means that we will hold elections in time.

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Shri Sharda Nand : I want to know whether you have started correct-
ing the electoral roll ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : This is to be done by the Delhi Administration
in collaboration with Election Commission. Home Ministry is not at all con-
cerned with it (Interruptions). Both Delhi Administration and Elcetion Com-
mission will decide the programme of doing it.

Shri Suraj Bhan : Previously these elections were held twice with the
general elections after cxtending them for one ycarevery time. Is it because
at that time tho congress was in power and now it is being done like this
because Jan Sangh is in power. 1 want to know whether the elections will

be extended this time also, so that they may be held  with general
elections.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : I have stated that no such thing is under
our copsideration and nor we do such things on political ground.

Shri Lakhan Lal Kapoor : I would like to know the names of the nwjor
ports surveyed by the survey team.

The idca of this survey was to reduce and improve the freight structure.
I would like to know the suggestions received by you in this connection and
have you made any allocation in the Fourth I'lan so as to make Improvement
in these ports so that we may increase our carnings of foreign exchange by
export.

16
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Shri Iqbal Singh : The study was done to know that how frieght is reflected
in Foreign Trade. Keeping this in view that iron ore is the biggest export
trade of India. We have decided to establish Handling plants in major ports
like Vishakhapatnam, Madras, Haldia and Goa. We did it according to the
indirect reflestion it had.

So far as the delay i3 concerned including long waiting by the shifts is
also reflected in this. Indian Ports had a capacity of 56 million tonnes and
it was expected to be 7778 million tonnes by the end of Fourth Plan and we
are trying to provide a capacity of 90 million tonues so that there may be no
delay. We have tried to put all the unportant things for improvement men-
tioned in their report.

Shri Valmiki Chaudhary : From the reply of the minister it can be said
that attention has not been paid for the improvement of the ports. I would like
to know what arrangements thev have made to modernise the system of hand-

bing the cargo.

My second question is - what arrangements you have made to improve
the major ports like Vishakhapatnam and Kandla. When other countries ask
them to enquire only then they examine the situation, they have not done
anything on their own accord. I would like to know what steps you have
taken in order to make your ports better in comparison to the ports of
other countries.

Shri Iqbal Singh : This report was not ol other countries. It was the report
of Baroda Opetation Research Group, in which U.S. aid advisers were also
there.

This 1s not true to say that we have not tried to increase the efficiency of
loading and un-loading on the ports. We have to improve working on the ports
and now the ships are not delayed. It is alsonot correot that all this has been
done due to the report, this we have done on our own accord.

(@) and (b) In the earlier part of 1949. when the question of removal
of the ban on the Rashtriya Swayam Sewak Sangh was being considered
by the Government, the terms of a draft constitution forwarded by
the RXSSS leader were examined by the Government. The reactions on
the draft were communicated to himi. The -clarifications made by him
and the constitution of the Sangh later published led to a hope that
the Constitution of the Sangh was intended to be worked in the spirit
contemplated by the Government of India. In particular the Rashtriya
Swayam Sewak Sangh leader had undertaken to make the loyalty to
the Constitution and respect for the National Flag more explicit in the
constitution of the RSSS and to provide clearly that persons be-
lieving in or resorting to violent and sccret methods would have no
place in the Sangh. The published constitution also states that ‘‘the Sangh
as such has no politics and is devoted to purely cultural work.”

In addition to the son-et-lumiere show at the Red Fort, two more shows are
being mounted at the Sabarmati Ashram, Ahmedabad, and Shalimar Gardens,
Srinagar. The question of mounting a show at tho Meenakashi Temple, Madu-

rai, is also under consideration.

The Department of Tourism has been making efforts to organise cultural
shows specially suited for foreign tourists. Two such functions were put up in
Delhi in March 1970 by cultural organisations under a subsidy from the De-
partment. It is proposed to continue the arrangement and to extend it to other
cities.

The field offices of the Department of Tourism organise ‘People-to-people’
programmes under which arrangements are made for foreign tourists to viait
Indian homes and meet their counter parts in various professions.

Shri Shiva Chandra Jha (Madhubani) : Mr, Speaker, it has been stated in the

Bill regarding the term of chairman and that of the members of V.G.C. that
“a person who has held office as chairman shall be eligible for further appoint-
ment as chairman or other member”. I would like the term “eligible” to be
replaced by the term “ineligible”’. The members should also be ineligible for
holding the office for a second term. It has been further stated in the Bill that
“so, however, that in either case, a person who has held office for two terms, in
any capacity, whether as chairman or other member shall be ineligible for any
further appointment as chairman or other member”. The chairman as well as
member should hold office only for one term and that too comprising of three
years. The corruption and favouratism is prevalent in all the Departments at
all levels*, When an officer holds an office for twoormore than two terms, the
situation gets worse. It may be argued that if a member holds an office for two
terms, he would be able to gain more experience and would be able to discharge
his functions more efficiently. If you want to do away with the corruption

prevalent in the universities, my amendment for having only one term for the
chairman as well as members should be accepted.

Shri Isbag Sambhali (Amroha): Sir, more powers are being given to
University Grants Commission through this Bil. I do not mind if U.G.C.
becomes more powerful, but I would like that government should pay attention
to the way of working of this Commission. U.G.C. did nothing on the represen-
tations sent to it against the orders of Magadh University prohibiting the stu-
dents to answer their questions in examination through the medium of Bengali,
Urdu and Oriya. Similarly the Cornmission took no heed of the Urdu library
of Magadh University, which was set on fire. One more thing that Urdu lang-

uage is being denied its equal status. I request the Minister to pay attention to
this fact and the injustice being met to Urdu in this respect should be removed.

8hri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr): As the University grants Commission
enjoys financial powers and it has its impact on all the universities, it can be
moved bring about desired changes in the set up of various universities, I
would like to know whether there are still such rules in some universities that a
man who gives one lakh rupees in donation to any university, will be life-long
member of the senate of that university, if so , how long this practice will
continue. May I know the steps taken by government to put an end to the
influence of rich people on universities or academic institutions? Is the Minister
aware that on the universities including the Delhi University America is
leaving its educational and cultural impact; if so whether the Minister will
be given an assurance that no such interference by America or U.S.8.R. will
be allowed in educational and cultural sphere. May I also know whether govern-
ment propose to take such action through U.G.C. as will facilitate the parti-
cipation of students’ unions in management of universities?
