Shri Prem Chand Verma: What is the percentage of business of L.I.C. 1n rural
and urban areas and the nature of concrete steps taken by L.I.C. to promote business in rural
areas during the last two years and the results achieved during 1966-67 and 1967-68 as com-

pared to their performance during 1965-66.

The amount of claims filed during 1966-67 and 1967-68 as compared with the claims of
1965-66 and the number of claims not settled for more than a year and the amount thereof ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Jagannath Pahadia) !
Sir, as regards percentage, it is 71 per cent in the case of urban areas and 28 per cent in the

case of rural areas.

As regards settlement of claims, 30 per cent are still outstanding and all others have

been settled.

Shri Prem Chand Verma: Isita fact that L.I.C.’s investment in shares amounted
to Rs. 149.83 crores on 31st December, 1967 and out of it, only 3 per cent, that is Rs. 5.16
crores, had been invested in the Public Sector and the rest thatis 97 per cent, had been
invested in Private Sector. Out of it, Rs. 7.72 crores have been invested in the shares of
Indian Iron and Steel Company Ltd. whereas the profit of this company had come down by
30 per cent in 1966-67 as compared to 1965-66 and its present position is deplorable; if so,
the reasons for not selling the shares of this company when a profit of Rs. 2 crores could be
realised by the sale of shares of this company at this juncture and why the amount is not
invested in an item which may not resultinloss? Will the Hon. Minister be pleased to

furnish information in regard to this question of investment ?

Shri Jagannath Pahadia: Ifa separate question is asked, the information would be

collected and furnished.

Shri Rabi Roy: The quantum of business secured on behalf of persons drawing less
than Rs. 1,000°?

Shri Jagannath Pahadia: The figures will have to be collected in this regard.

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‘Go-Slow’ and Strikes in the Banks

¥1357. Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to
state :

(a) whether it isa fact that ‘Go-Slow’ campaign, strikes, etc. in the banks of the country
are on the increase and the standard of service is constantly falling ; and

(b) if so, the action that Government propose to take in this connection keepingin
view the economic condition of the country and the public interest involved therein ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Finance (Shri Jagannath Pahadia) :
(a) Although the bank employees continue to resort to strikes and go slow methods in support
of their demands and although the standard of service to constituents leaves scope for im-
provement, there does not appear to have been any marked deterioration in the situation in
recent months.

(b) An Industrial Committee on the Banking Industry has been set up recently to
improve labour-management relations. The National Commission on Labour have also
constituted a study group on this industry. Specific proposals, if any, made by these bodies will
be considered.

Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri: Two Worker’s Unions are functioning in Banking
Industry viz All-India Bank Employees Association and All India Bank Employees Federation.
There are some differences between these two Unions on the question of bargaining on
behalf of workers. Is it a fact that the All-India Bank Employees Association hold the opinion
that they are in majority and they have the authority to bargain on behalf of the workers
and the Federation maintains that they represent the employees, therefore they should have
the authority to bargain ? How the Government propose to solve it ?

Shri Jagannath Pahadia : ‘There are many Associations of Bank employces. We call
for information in regard to the representations received from them and justified demands
are taken into consideration.

Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri : Whatis your policy about it.

The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance (Shri Morarji Desai) :
I have nothing to do in it ; the Bank authorities are to deal with it.

Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri : May I know whether the social control on Banks
would result in lesser number of disputes of this kind and would it be possible to inculcate
confidence among the Bank employees ?

Shri Morarji Dasai: Even now the Bank employees are dealt with sympathetically.
But sometimes excess of sympathy also results in greater number of disputes. This is also kept

in view and in future also, it will be kept in mind.

The Minister of Health, Family Planning and Urban Development (Shri Satya
Narain Sinha) ¢+ It is true that the progress that should have been made has not bcen made.
‘We want that people coming from elsewhere should be stopped and people already living in
these areas should be adequately settled. We shall endeavour to expedite progress of develop-
ment in these townships.

Shri Bal Raj Madhok : In respect of 2 number of colonies in the adjoining areas of
Delhi situated in U. P. and Haryana, it appears that the respective State Governments are not
inclined to release land unless they get the share of profits accruing to the colonizers etc. As
a result thereof, the plot holders are put to great financial loss and harassment. I want to know
whether the Central Government propose to ask the State Government to release these lands by
charging regional development charges from colonizers, for example if 2 2-3 mile long road is
constructed from Wazirabad bridge to Loni area a number of colonies can spring up but this is
not being done for 2 number of years. I want to know the action taken in this regard if
any.

Shri Satya Narayan Sinha : As far as [ am aware no representation has been received
against Haryana or U.P. Government. If some such thing happens or any specific case
brought to our notice we would certainly take action thereon. This road has not been
constructed so far but we would see that it is constructed as early as possible.

Shri D. N. Tiwary : Around Delhi and New Delhi, a number of houses have been
constructed by people after purchasing land from private colonizers ? "I want to know whether
any compensation would be given to them if their constructions are demolished as per notices
received by them to this effect ?

Shri Satya Narayan Sinha I have no such imformation. I would look into the matter
if notice is given to me.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : According to the Eelhl Master Plan prepared in 1958
its population would be 45 crores in 1980, where its present populauon is 36 lakhs, but as the
Hon. Minister, himself admitted very little progress has bccn mads in developing satellite
townships of the capital. 1n the meantime prices of land and rents have been sky-rocketting
and the number of unauthorised constructions have swelled from 30,000 to one lakh. In the
light of this, I want to know whether any phased development programme has been chalked
out and if so, the extent of work proposed to be done by the end of next year ?

Shri Satya Narayan Sinha : It would not be feasible to fix any targets at present. I
can only add that the rate of progress should be increased.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : I want to know the programme of Government for the
future ?

Shri Satya Narayan Sinba: Master Plan is there. If the Hon. Member has any
suggestions in this regard, it would be welcome. The Hon. Member is well aware of the problem
of forcible squatting and Jhuggis etc. In some respects we are helpless.

Shri Molahu Prasad : Shantis are being demolished on the one hand and on the
other air-conditioned buildings are coming up. Whether Government propose to nationalise
Urban land and build cheap houses to solve this problem ?

Damage Due to Floods in Delhi

*1366. Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta: Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power
be pleased to state:

(a) the extent of loss suffered in Delhi due to floods during the last two years ;
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(b) the steps taken by Government to avoid such losses in future ; and

(c) -the schemes prepared by Government for flood control during the next three years?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Sidheshwar
Prasad): (a) to (c). A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) The flood damage in Delhi in 1966 and 1967 was estimated to be Rs. 20 lakhs
and Rs. 154 lakhs respectively.

(b) and (¢). Remodelling of the Najafgarh Drain to carry 3,000 cusecs has been com-
pleted in the city limits. Work on providing a capacity of 3,000 cusecs between the Dhasa
regulator and Kakraula regulator is in progress and is expected to be completed by 1963-70.

Improvements are also being carried out to the drainage systems in Kanjhawala and
Alipore blocks and these are expected to be completed in all respects by 1969-70. The flood
protection bunds along the Yamuna are being strengthened wherever necessary. It is also
proposed, if resources permit, to start work on regrading and lining of Najafgarh Drain within
the city limits to increase its capacity to about 5,000 cusecs ; take up schemes for the drainage
of Shahdara area, as also the construction of the Sahibi flood control and irrigation Dam in
Rajasthan in order to moderate the inflow into Dhasa bund.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta: Sir, Last year Delhi suffered a loss of nearly seven and a
half crore of rupees due to floods. So is the case after floods each year. Each year we hear stories
of this and that being done. But floods come each year and play havoc in villages. Whether
it is a fact that targets fixed for 1967-68 have not been achieved so far. I want to know the
details about them and the reasons for not achieving them. Secondly, the targets fixed for the
next year ?

Excise Duty on Steel Furniture and Hospital Equipment

Shri Hardayal Devgun: May I know whether Government propose to exempt hos-
pital equipment manufacturing industry form excise duty in view of the fact that it is 2 new
industry and that it is engaged in gaining foreign exchange and rendering very useful service ?

Shri Morarji Desai: They are not engaged in manufacturing hospital furniture only.
Duty has been imposed on furniture only. All aspects are considered. It is also not a fact that

such furniture was exported.

Shri Hardayal Devgun : May I know whether it is a fact that the Minister had
given an assurance that as such industries are not there in Organised Sector, therefore they
would be exempted (rom taxation. If so, the definition of such industries ?

Shri Morarji Desai: I did not give any assurance. Ionly said that it is under
consideration and it is being considered in fact.

For 1968-69, a target of
energisation of 3000 irrigation pumping sets and 700 villages has been tentatively fixed. The
allocation of Central assistance for taking up this programme will be decided after the quantum
of overall Central assistance for the State Plan is finalised.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Works, Housing and Supply (Shri Igbal
Singh): (a) and (b). Publications are printed and published in accordance with the direc-
tions given in the requisitions by the various indentors. Delays have occurred occasionally in
the printing of Hindi publications. This was mainly due to inadequate capacity of the
Government Presses for Hindi printing. To the extent possible, the requirements of the
Departments are now being met by farming out Hindi printing jobs to private Presses.

(c) The following actions have been taken for expanding Hindi printing capacity of the

Presses : .

(1) The capacity of the Government of India Press, New Delhi, is being increased by
25% commissioning all the available equipment which can be used for Hindi
printing.

(2) The capacity of the Government of India Press, is being increased by 70% by

introducing the second shift on machines and by augmenting the staff strength.

A new unit—IBM-cum-Ofiset unit—capable of handling 100 pages a day for

3)
printing all essential papers of Parliament is expected to be set up before the end of

the year.

(4) Inthe new Press which is being constructed at Ring Road, New Delhi, a capa-
city of 110 pages per day is being apportioned for Hindi printing subject to avail-
ability of foreign exchange for the equipment.

Petroleum and Chemicals Industries

7951. Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri: Will the Minister of Petroleum and

Chemicals be pleased to state :
(a) whether it is a fact that all the petro-chemical factories in the public sector are.

constantly running in loss ;
(b) if 5o, the year-wise amount of loss sustained by each factory and the causes thereof;

and
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(c) the steps taken for improving the working of the factories in the public sector ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals and of
Social Welfare (Shri Raghuramaiah): (a) There is at present no petro-chemical factory
as such in the public sector. However, there is a methanol plant at Trombay which is an

adjunct to the fertilizer factory located there.

(b) The methanol plant sustained a loss of Rs. 32.32 lakhs in 1966-67 and Rs. 6.62
lakhs in 1967-68. 1In 1968-69 it is expected that the working results of the factory would show

a gain of about Rs, 40 lakhs.
The lossin 1966-67 was due to repeated catalyst failure. Further it was the first year
(about six months only) of operation of the factory. In 1967-68 the loss was due to catalyst

failure.

(c) Possible alternative catalysts that are available in different parts of the world have
been systematically studied by the factory management and as a result they have selected a
new catalyst which has been in operation since August 1967. This catalyst is proving satisfac-
tory and has enabled good production to be achieved in 1967-68 thereby reducing the loss.
Steps are also being taken to develop a suitable catalyst indigenously.

such Jhonpari dwellers as are entitled to alternative accommodation and on those who are

not entitled respectively ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Works, Housing and Supply (Shri Igbal
Singh) : (a) In June-July 1960, the number of squatter families on Government and public
lands in Delhi was about 50,000. Their present number (both pre-July and post-July 1960)
is estimated to be about one lakh.

(b) and (c). The eligible squatter families i. e. those who squatted on Government and
public lands prior to 31st July, 1960 are to be taken to regular colonies planned for them.
The ineligible families i. €. those who squatted on Government and public lands after 31st
July, 1960 are to be taken to areas on the periphery of Delhi. The regular colonies are pro-
vided with basic amenities such as roads, water supply, community latrines and street light-
ing. In addition, school and medical facilities are also provided in these colonies. The areas, to
which the ineligible are shifted, are generally to be provided with drinking water and commu-
-nity latrines.

(d) Families shifted to regular colonies have either been allotted plots of 80 square
yards or 25 square yards each estimated to cost Rs. 2200/- and Rs. 1000/- respectively.
‘According to the existing policy, ineligible squatter families are not entitled to alternative
accommodation under the Jhuggis and Jhopris Removal Scheme. However, some cost on
shifting such families to Nangloi, Hastsal and Seemapuri has been incurred. The exact

cost per family has not yet been worked out.

Phulrenu
Guha) : (a) The Government of India do not give regular financial assistance to schools
for handicapped children in Delhi. During 1967-68, however, a sum of Rs. 1,38,132 was
paid to the Blind Relief Association, New Delhi as an instalment of the Government of
India’s contribution towards the cost of construction of the new building for the insdustrial
home and school for the blind. The total contribution promised by the Government of
India is Rs. 6,438,460,

(b) and (c). The Government of India promote the education of handicapped
children by providing financial assistance to institutions for the handicapped for developmental

purposes.

During 1967-68, a sum of Rs. 6,550,000 was paid to 25 organisations. A comprchensive
National Centre for the Blind has been established at Dechra Dun. The nuclei of National
Centres for the Deaf and Mentally Retarded have been set up at Hydcrabad and New Delhi

respectively.

Steps are being taken to formulate new schemes for inclusion in the IV Plan., Mean
while, provision has been made in the budget for 1958-69 for the establishment of a school
for partially-sighted children at Dehra Dun and for partially-deaf children at Hyderabad.

The ineligible families i.e. those who squatted on Government and public lands after 31st July,
1960 are to be taken to areas on the periphery of Delhi. The regular colonies are provided
with basic amenities such as roads, water supply, community latrines and street lightiog.
In addition, school and medical facilities are also provided in these colonies. The areas, to
which the ineligibles are shifted, are generally to be provided with drinking water and

community laterines.

(d) Families shifted to regular colonies have cither been allotted plots of 80 square
yards or 23 square yards each, estimated to cost Rs. 2,200/- and Rs. 1,000/- respectively.
According to the existing policy, ineligible squatter families are not entitled to alternative
accommodation under the Jhuggies and Jhopries Removal Scheme. However, some cost on
shifting such families to Nangloi, Hastsal and Seema Puri has been incurred. The exact cost
per family has not yet been worked out.
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Restricted Water Supply Hours in R. K. Puram, Delhi ete.

7975. Shri Yashpal Singh : Will the Minister of Health, Family Planning and
Urban Development be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that water is suplied in Ramakrishna Puram, Lajpat Nagar and
other areas in South Delhi upto 3 A. M. only ;

(b) if so, the reasons therefor ; and

(c) whether Government propose to extend it upto 11 A. M.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Health, Family Planning and Urban
Development (Shri B. S. Murthy): (a) Yes. Water supply in Ramakrishna Puram is
available upto 9 A. M. only, but Lajpat Nagar and other areas in South Delhi get water
supply upto 11 A. M,

(b) On account of extensive expansion of R, K. Puram and also due to the large scale
development of 450 acres of residential areas by different Co-operative Societies in the neigh=
bourhood of R. K. Puram, the hours of water supply in R. K, Puram have to be restricted
from5 A.M.to9A. M. and 5P. M. to 9 P. M.

(c) Efforts to increase the water supply hours for R. K. Puram will be made by the
Water Supply and Sewage Disposal Undertaking of the Delhi Municipal Corporation after the
peak summer demands of this year have been met.

Construction of Reservoir Near Palwal

Cultivation of Poppy

7984. Shri Molahu Prasad : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

(a) the names of districts in Uttar Pradesh where poppy is cultivated and the District-
wise area in respect of which licences were issued for such cultivation during 1966-67 ;

(b) whether it is a fact that Poppy used to be cultivated in Gorakhpur sometime back
and if so, the reasons for discountinuance thereof ;: and

(c) whether any scheme is under the consideration of Government to increase the area
of Poppy cultivation and if so, the details thereof ?

The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance (Shri Morarji Desai) :
(a) (i) During 1966-67 poppy was cultivated in the districts, of Faizabad, Gonda, Ghazipur,
Azamgarh, Bara Banki, Basti, Bareilly and Shahjahanpur in Uttar Pradesh.
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(1) The district-wise area under poppy cultivation in these districts during 1966-67
opium season was as under :

(b) Yes, Sir. Poppy was permitted to be cultivated in the district of Gorakhpur prior
to the 1954-55 opium season. From and alter 1954-55 opium season cultivation of poppy was
stopped in Gorakhpur district.

The licensing policy of the Government of India in regard to cultivation of poppy is
governed by international conventions on narcotics which limit the production of opium to
world’s medicinal and scientific needs. These conventions also enjoin that cultivation of poppy
should be restricted to compact and contiguous areas where effective preventive control over
smuggling of opium could be exercised and to eliminate cultivation in sparse and remote
areas. In pursuance of this policy cultivation of poppy in Gorakhpur District was stopped

from the 1954-55 opium season.

(c) The total quantity of opium to be produced and the area to be licensed for such
production in a year depend largely on the world demand for opium and the quantity likely
to be exported by India in the following year. The world demand for opium being limited
the scope for any large scale increase in the arca under poppy cultivation is also limited. As
such Government have no special scheme for increasing the area under cultivation of poppy.

(b) Figures of production of opium in other countries are available only for calendar
years. From the figures given under column (2) of the reply against part (a)above it would
be observed that India produced 436.343 metric tonnes in 1966 outof a total known world
production of 782.354 metric tonnes. In terms of percentage India’s share works out to about

56% for 1966.
(¢) During the financial year 1966-67, the quantity of opium exported by India was
574 tonnes and the amount of foreign exchange earned was equivalent to about Rs. 4.28

Crores.

Generation of Hydel-Power in Leh and Kargil

7994. Shri Kushok Bakula: Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be pleased
to state :

(a) whether there is any scheme for generating hydelspower in Leh and Kargil 5

(b) if so, the target, in Kilowatts, fixed for generation of power in these areas under
that Scheme and the progress made in the implementation of that Scheme ;

(c) incase the work of implementing the said scheme has not been started so far the

reason therefor and the time by which that would be implemented ;and

(d) whether Government would generate power with small generators in case the
implementation of the scheme, would take some time ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddheshwar
Prasad): (a)to (d). Certain proposals for hydel-power generation in Leh have been for-
mulated by the Government of Jammu and Kashmir which are under consideration by the
Government of India. Besides, certain potential hydro power sites both in Leh and Kargil
are being investigated. No scheme for generation of hydel-power in Leh and Kargil has been
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sanctioned for implementation. No target for power generation in these areas has, therefore,

been fixed.
However, pending implementation of the hydel schemes in Leh and Kargil areas, small
diesel power stations have been installed for supply of electricity.

(c) The Collector of Customs and Central Excise, Delhi, in 'his order in original
No. 2/68 dated 15th February, 1968 has referred to six cases where gold appears to have been
taken in transit through India under the declaration of ‘Metal’ or ‘Metal V’. It is, however,
not known whether in these cases the gold was of South African origin.

(d) Thereis at present no proposal under consideration for cancelling the licence of
the B.O. A.C. Fines and penaltics have been imposed on B. O. A. C, for violations of
Customs and allied laws.

Awards Given to Custom Officials to Check Smuggling

8030. Shri O.P. Tyagi: Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state ¢

(a) the nature of awards given be Government to those Customs officials who extended

their fullest co-operation to Government in checking smuggling during the year 1967-68 ;

(b) the list of Customs officials awarded prizes ?

The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister Finance of (Shri Morarji Desai) : (a)
The following two types of Presidential awards are given to the officers and staff of the Central
Excise, Customs and Narcotics Departments and the Enforcement Directorate :

(i) Appreciation Certificates for exceptionally meritorious service rendered even at the
risk of life Cash allowance varying from Rs. 25/- to Rs. 10/-P. M.is paid for a period of
5 years to officers not above Class II gazetted rank. If a person loses his life in the performance
of the meritorious service his widow or dependents are entitled to the monetary allowance for
a period of 10 years or till the remarriage of widow whichever is earlier. Where a person who
has already beéen granted a monetary allowance under this scheme receives a further Certifi-
cate of Appreciation, he will be entitled to an additional monetary allowance ranging from
Rs. 5/- to Rs. 12/- P. M. for a period of 5 years from the date on which the further merito-
rious act is done ; and

(ii) Appreciation Certificate for specially distinguished record of service.
No monetary allowance is attached to this type of certificate.

(b) (i) ShriJ. N. Ramchandani, Preventive Inspector, Customs House, Bombay was
awarded an Appreciation Certificate for specially distinguished record of service on Republic
Day, 1968.

(ii) Late Shri Jayant Sitaram Patole, Inspector of Central Excise, Bombay Collectorate,
was awarded an Appreciation Certificate (posthumous) for exceptionally meritorious service
even at risk to life, on the Independence Day 1967. This carries along with it a cash allo-
wance of Rs. 25/- p. m. payable to his widow for a period of 10 years ordinarily, from the date
of the meritorious act.

(iii) Shri S. Sabapathi, Superintendent of Central Excise, Madras Collectorate, was
awarded an Appreciation Certificate for specially distinguished record of service, on the
Republic Day 1968.

National Committee for Social Problems

consideration in connection with the Fourth Plan.
Refining of Petroleum by.Barauni Oil Refinery for Air-Crafts

8032. Shri Mrityunjay Prasad : Will the Minister of Petroleumm and Chemicals
be pleased to state :

(a) whether the Barauni Oil refinery is refining petroleum for air-crafts ;

{(b) if so, whether the oil has been found suitable for aircrafts in every way and no
complaint has been received in regard to any defect or disorder caused to engines of aircrafts

due to usage of this oil ; and
(c) if so, how far the news item published in the “Current” of the 30th March, 1968

to the effect that as the refined oil was likely to be analysed, a large quantity of such oil was

destroyed with a view to evade analysis thereof ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals and of
Social Welfare (Shri Raghuramaiah) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) The oil produced at the refinery fulfils the specifications adopted by the usersin
India. Howeverin July, 1967, the I. A, F. and H. A. L. pointed out that owing to lack of
lubricating quality in the fuel, 12 fuel pumps of the Gnat Aircrafts had failed and, in one or
two cases, the moving parts welded together by the excessive heat. In the light of that experi-
ence steps were taken thereafter to improve the lubricating quality of the oil. Since then there
has been no complaints from the users.

(¢) The Government have no information to this effect. As has already been intimated
to the House, a Commission of Inquiry has been set up to go into the facts regarding water
pollution of Ganges near Monghyr and allied matters.

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Giving Rewards to Informants about Income-tax Evasion

Similar agreements already exist with most of the other socialist countries,
and during the last two years economic co-operation agreements were signed with U. S. S, R.,
Hungary, Yugoslavia and Bulgaria.

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Disparity in Electricity Rates in Rajasthan

8102. Shri Onkar Lal Bohra: Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be
pleased to state the reasons for the disparity in rates of the electricity supplied for industrial
use in Rajasthan and for not formulating a co-ordinated policy in this behalf ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Shri Siddhesh-
war Prasad) : The rate of power supply for industrial use depends upon the voltage of
supply, quantum of load and load characteristics. The higher the voltage of supply and the
greater the demand and the load factor, the lesser will be the rate. Accordingly there are
different sets of tariff for different categories of industries such as small, medium, large and
heavy industries. In Rajasthan, the tariff ranges from an average rate of 14.53 paise per
kWh for small industries (10 KW demand and 20% load factor) to 8 paise per kWh for heavy
industries (5000 KW demand and 60% load factor). In Rajasthan also, there are different
sets of tariff for areas served by hydro and steam/diesel stations, since the cost of generation
from hydro is lower than the cost of generation from steam/diesel. The Government of India
have accepted in principle the adoption of uniform electricity rates for each category of
consumers. The implementation of this policy has been taken up with the Rajasthan State
Electricity Board and was discussed again recently at the meeting of Chairmen of Electricity
Boards and Secretaries dealing with Power of the State Governmeats of the Northern Region
on 5th March, 1968. With the commissioning of the Rana Pratap Sagar Project, the
Rajasthan State Electricity Board propose taking up the introduction of uniform tariff for each
category of consumers in the State.

Shri Chandrika Sinha (Ballia) : We are grateful to former Minister Shri K.D.
Malviya, who was responsible for the exploration of oil in different parts of the country and for
the establishment of public sector undertakings in this field. If these undertakings in public
sector are not working properly, it is only due to those difficulties which have been put by the
opposition parties. These parties incite the employees for resorting to strike which adversely
affects production. Co-operation from every political party is required for the success of under-
takings in public sector.

It is 2 matter of regret that the foreign oil companies are being favoured in the matter of
providing sites. We cannot depend on these companies and hope that they would be doing
well in emergency also. Therefore, it is advisable that these companies should be nationalised.

I am grateful to the Ministry for the establishment of a fertiliser factory at Gorakhpur

in Uttar Pradesh but those farmers who have been evacuated should be given priority in the
matter of employment whose land has been acquired.

There is great shortage of kerosene oil in the villages. Proper attention should be paid
to the work of oil distribution. Local Committee should be formed for this purpose.

The price of fertilisers have gone very high. These prices should be brought down and
.the subsidy, which was stopped, should be restored. In the end, I would again request that raw
material and other amenities are available in abundance for the chemical industries in eastern
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districts of Uttar Pradesh. Therefore, more and more chemical industries should be established

in these areas.

Shri Suraj Bhan (Ambala) : Mr. Chairman, after seeing the record of working of
different departments of the Government including the P & T Department, I am compelled to
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say that the present Government is equal to British Government minus efficiency plus corrup-
tion, The false show of efficiency is being created in which inefficiency is being projected to

look like efficiency.

From the figures available with me it is evident that efficiency in the P & T Department
is on the decline, where as cases of fraud and theft are increasing. In the year 1966-67 the
P & T employees were involved in many cases of fraud in which an amount of Rs. 9,65,880
was involved. Likewise there have been 11,478 cases of theft of the copper wire, though I am
unable to give the figures of the amount involved in them. There are huge arrears of telephone
revenue. According to the Hon. Minister himself the amount of telephone arrears in July,
1967 was Rs. 5 crores, which had increased to Rs. 10 crores in March, 1968.

So far as the question of medical reimbursement to the employees of P & T is concerned,
T want to point out that the figure of the medical reimbursement to the employees is very
astonishing. As against an amount of Rs. 1,79,80,000 which was paid as pay and allowances
to the employees last year. The amount of medical reimbursement paid to them was as high as
Rs. 4.08 crores. This is how the department is functioning.

Now I would like to say something about the enhancement of postal rates. The postal
department has proposed to raise the price of 2 post card from 6 paisc to 10 paise, the price of
an inland letter from 10 paise to 15 paise and the price of an ordinary letter from 15 paise to
20 paise. A proposal has also been made for the enhancement of postal rates in respect of news-
papers. It is possible that the demand not to increase the postal rates in respect of newspapers
may be conceded to, because this Government have certain fears from the newspapers. I am
fully aware of the fact that no reduction in the proposed postal rates will be made, inspite of
our utmost pleading in favour of the reduction of postal rates. Even then I want to say that
it will be a very heavy burden on the common man to raise the price of post cards from
6 paise to 10 paise. In case this Government is not in a position to reduce the price of post cards,
then I have one suggestion and my suggestion is that the post cards may be priced at 5 paise
for an ordinary person and 10 paise for business firms. Secondly an air surcharge may be
levied on those postal articles which are sent by air. The enhancement may be effected only
for those post cards and inland letters etc. which are actually sent by air.

So far as the working of the Postal Department is concerned the cause of its inefficiency
to often subscribed to the negligence of duty on the part of subordinate staff. I want to say
that it is not the real cause of inefficiency. The subordinate staff is being blamed without any
reason. The real cause of inefficiency is that the number of posts of officers is being increased,
whereas the Department requires operative stafl, So my submission is that instead of increas-
ing the number of the posts of the officers, the number of posts of the operative staff should be
increased.

The postal clerks are promoted to the post of Inspector of post offices and R.M.S.
Inspectors. Itisa competitive examination. Suppose 100 persons qualify this examination,
then 10 persons from the top are promoted and the rest remain {rustrated, because there are
only 10 vacancies in this cadre. My suggestion is that those who qualify the examination of
Inspector post offices or RMS Inspectors, but are not promoted to those posts should be pro-
moted as Town Inspectors. So far the post of the Town Inspector is a tenure post. These
Posts should be converted into permanent ones, because at present those persons who work as

Town Inspectors for three years are again reverted to clerical cadre and this creates
frustration. If my above suggestions ‘are accepted the frustration will be removed and

efficiency will be increased.

My next point is the great injustice is being made to departmental promotees. They
are not promoted to class I posts, whereas their much junior counterparts, who are direct
recruits are promoted to class I post within a period of few years. The direct recruits are
promoted after three years where as departmental promotees are not promoted even after 10
or more years of service. This discrimination should be removed.

Now I would like to say a few words about R.M.S, I think for the efficient working of
R.M.S. proper coordination between the Postal Department and the Railways is essential, but it
is very much lacking. The result is that the condition of R. M. S. offices is pitiable. Most of the
buildings of the R.M.S. offices are the same, as they were twenty years before and the accom-
modation there is too little for the staff which had increased manifold. The RM.S. office
at Ambala Cantt. is very small and there is no accommodation there for the postal mails. The
result is that the mail bags have to be dumped on the platform. At many places the R. M. S.
offices have no proper lighting arrargements in the night. Facilities of rest houses for scrters
are also very inadequate. All these things should be looked into.

It has been said that a very heavy amount of Rs. 10 crores is outstanding as telephone
arrears. I suggest that a high power telephone revenue committee should be constituted to go
into the question of the huge telephone arrears of 10 crores.

In order to improve the working of P & T Depariment, my next suggestion is that the
accountants of the P & T Department should not be kept under the administrative control of
this Department, bccause so long as they are under their control they are bound to bow
before the undue interference of their senior officers and as such they are unable to work freely
and fearlessly. Therefore the accountants of the P & T Department should be separated from
that Department and put under the A. G. If that is done, they will be able to work freely

and fearlessly.

Next I want to point out that we should have a classificaticn of telegraphists. At
present undue overtime is being paid to them, which leads many bad results. It results in losses
to the Departments, it has a bad effect on the health of those engaged in overtime and it
minimises the employment opportunities of the job-seekers cut side.

It has been observed that there is much political interference in the P & T Department
especially in the cases of transfer etc. It is most undesirable and it undermines the position
of the officers. It should be avoided and the oflicers should be allowed to have a free hand
in the matter.

My Hon. friend Shri Lobo Prabhu has observed that P & T Board should be scrapped.

I do not agrec with him that P & T Board should be scrapped, but I must say that certzin

mprovements must be made in the Board. There are many superfluous posts in the Depart-

ment and I suggest that these superfluous posts such as the posts of Deputy Director General

(which are eleven in number) Deputy Chief Engince:r and the superintendent of Post Offices
should be done away with.

Shri A. S. Saigal (Bilaspur) : While participating in the debate on the Demands of the
P & T Department, I would like to draw the attention of the Hon. Member to the rate of
interest being paid by Post Offices on savings deposit accounts. The rate of interest of the
post oflice on savings deposit account is lower than what is being paid by other banks, The
post offices will attract more savings deposits if the rate of interest is increased to the level of
other Banks. The Hon. Minister should reconsider this question.

Now I come to the question of commemorative stamps. Commemorative stamps have

been issued in the name of International year of human rights. Tamil study symposium, U.N.C.

T.A.D. and Amrit Bazar Patrika Centenary etc. In this connection I want to submit that

while issuing commemorative stamps, Government should not ignore those who have been

preaching spiritualism. A commemorative stamp should be issued in honour of Shri Mehr Baba
who has been preaching spiritualism silently for the last 43 years.

The P & T Department has given the (acility of sending telegrams in Hindi. I want to
say that there are 14 languages in our constitution and facility should be given to send tele-

grams in all the languages. People in various regions should have the facility of sending tele-
grams in their own mother-tongue.

The P & T Department deserves our congratulation for the achievement of opening Cross
Bar Exchanges. I have seen those Exchanges. My submission is that Cross Bar Exchanges
should be oper.ed at Calcutta, Hyderabad and Bhopal.

While proposing the enhancement in the rate of post cards it has been said that mostly
post cards are used by businessmen. I am not saying that the Department should run in loss

and we should not enhance the rates of postal articles. My submission is that the enhance-
ment is on the high side. The post card may be priced at 9 paise for businessmen and for the
common public its rate should be allowed to remain unchanged. Likewise the increase in the

rates of inland letters and envelopes is too high, It should be reduced.
I would request the hon. Minister to pay visits to Tclephone Exchages, so that he may
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come to know what improvements are required to be made in our exchanges. Winter dress
should be given to the girls working in Telephone Exchanges, so that they may save them-

selves from cold.

It has been decided by Government that post offices will be opened in the village hav-
ing a population of 500 or more. My suggestion is that a post office should be opened for a

group of villages having a total populatian of 500 or more

Lastly I want to say that Government should open telephone and telegraph offices at
Padriya, Lormi, Pali, Baloda and Patharia in Madhya Pradesh. There should be full-fledged

post offices at Patharia, Pali, Baloda, shildaha and Jarhagaon.

Shri Mudrika Singh (Aurangabad): The P and T workers are discharging their
duties more honestly and efficiently than their counterparts in other departments of the Govern-
ment of India. But we are not providing them certain facilities which we should provide in
order to maintain their efficiency. Sometimes it is complained that the P and T Department
is gradually becoming inefficient. Sometimes inordinate delay takes place in the delivery of
letters or telephone calls. For this workers alone cannot be blamed. It is our duty to create
conditions in which they can work efficiently. In other departments like Railways, 30 to 40
per cent workers have been provided with residential quarters but it is very sad that this per-
centage is only 3 to 4 in P and T Department.; They cannot afford to pay the exorbitant rent
and Government do not provide them quarters to live in. In such circumstances they are coms
pelled to pass their nights at foot paths. In these circumstances, we cannot expect them to be
honest and efficient.

R. M. 8. workers have to sort out letters etc. the whole night in the running traia in
some IIlrd class compartments and there is no arrangement for fans and lights for them.
Sometimes, they are compelled to work in the lantern lights. Besides, there is no arrangement
for rest houses for them at the end of their journey. Under such hard conditions, how can we

expect efficiency from them ?

It is often said that the workers in the public utility services should not be allowed to go
on strikes. I fully agree with this wiew but in the present circumstances, the poor worker has no
other alternative to seek redress of his grievances. The Joint Consultative Committee has been
constituted so that the matters could be decided across the table but this committee has failed
) to serve any useful purpose in the abscence of the arbitration board.
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As I said, the P and T workers are quite honest and perform their duties sincerely and

efficiently and at times they have to fight against heavy odds to perform their duties but their
- officers are not so. These officers sleep over matters for 2 considerable length of time due to

which a good deal of inconvenience is caused to the public. To cite one example, there was a
casc in which all equipments for a telephone exchange had been installed but it could not be
commissioned for the last four years because the relay plate had not yet come.

There should be a telephone public call office “in every block and a post office within a
radius of 2 miles, even if it becomes necessary to subsidise the post offices.

I am also of the view that the income of the P and T Department should be increased
and to meet the increased expenditure the postal rates may be increased. But I would say
that the rates of the post-cards should be brought down. If possible, we may introduce rural
post-cards and rural inland letters and the increased rates should apply to urban areas only.

Shri Rabi Ray: The Pand T Department is in no way less important than any other
department of Government of India and, therefore, due importance should be attached to this
Department. The P and T Department brings the Central Government in touch with the
remotest corner in our country. ‘This Department has a role to play to preserve the national
unity.

The use of Hindi and other regional languages should be encouraged in this Department
and the use of English should be stopped at least in the four Hindi-speaking States of Uttar
Pradesh, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan.

People in the rural areas mostly make use of the post-cards. It would, therefore, not be
proper to increase the price of post-card because this would cause hardship to the ordinary
people.

The Government should open a second R.M.S. Division at Jharchhobra in Orissa.
This demand of the people of Orissa should be met. A R.M.S. van should be attached to the
Hyderabad Express. 1t would expedite clearance of postage.

Post and Telegraph facilities should be increased. More telephone facilities should also
be provided. ' ’ |
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Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri: (Bagpat): People have to deal with the P& T
Department more than any other department of the Government of India. It has rightly been
said that this Department brings the Central Government in touch with the remotest corner in
our country. Therefore, special steps should be taken to provide more postal facilities in rural
areas. “About half of our rural population do not get the benefit of postal facilities. -

It has been said in the report of the Ministry that in 1967-68 3,000 post offices were
to be opened. But till the 31st December, 1967 only 506 were opened and out of them 409 were
opened in the rural areas. When till Detember, 1967 only 506 were opened, it is not under-
stood as to how the remaining 2500 post offices would be opened in the remaining three

_months, Government must open a post office in a village with a population of 2,000.
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During British days P & T Department has a good reputation but now like other
departments of the Government of India, this Department has also fallen an easy prey to the
red-tapism and bureaucracy.

I had written a letter to the Hon’ble Minister in which I had brought to his notice
that in my constituency there are certain towns whose population exceeds 10,000 or 12,000 but
there the telephone facilities have not been provided though in certain such towns there are
colleges and Hospitals etc.

Sometimes telegrams take longer time to reach than ordinary letters even. The villagers
have much to complain against this state of affairs. Government should pay attention to this
matter.

This Department is very closely concerned with the public and therefore, its work
should be carried on in the regional languages. Facilities for Devnagari telegrams should
be extended to more post offices. The Government should chalk out a programme and fix
targets for extension of those facilities. The production of Hindi teleprinters should also

be expedited.

From every nook and corner of the country, a demand is being made against increasing
the postal rates, as this would hit the common people. Goveroment should reconsider  the
matter sympathetically.

_ Shrimati Laxmi Bai (Medak) : I support the Demand of the Ministry. Post and
Telegraphs Department did well in difficult situations faced by Andhra Pradesh during last
two years. But there has been no expansion in P. and T. facilities in Andhra Pradesh during
two or three years. Posts and Telegraphs facilities should be expanded in Andhra Pradesh and
more funds should be allocated in the Budget for this purpose. Direct Dialling System should
be introduced to Andhra Pradesh and Hyderabad the capital of A. P. should be directly
connected with Vijaywada, Kurnool, Chittoor and other important cities under the Direct
Dialling system. There are only 30 head post offices in Andhra Pradesh with a population
of about 3.50 crores of population. More head post offices should be opened there. Govern-
ment should take steps to recover the outstanding dues from the subscribers instead of increas-
ing the rates of postal articles.

The area of Medak district which is my constituency is very much backward.
Telephone facilities should be provided in that area also. It is a good business centre.
Telephone facilities should be made available at Kohir. Telephone facilities should be provided
at platforms of all big stations as have been provided at Hyderabad and Secunderabad
stations. In Andhra Pradesh telegrams are communicated to the addressees on telephone.
I think this a very good system and it should be introduced where it does not exist already.
The Minister inaugurated the ‘micro-wave system’ in ourstate. It is a kind of Direct
Dialling system. But the work on this project has not been completed so far. The work
should be expedited. The trunk calls from Nizamabad to Adalabad should be routed via
Hyderabad instcad of Kamredi. ' ‘

We face a lot of difficuties in. making Trunk Calls from Delhi. We have to ask about
it from the Exchange. I suggest that the Exchange should themselves give the necessary
information to the one who has booked the Trunk call, There is a great demand for telephones
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from my constituency because the businessmen have to experience several difficulties in the
absence of telephones. Such people are prepared to advance an interest free loan of Rs. 50-

60 thousand to the Government to meet the expenditure likely to be involved in extending
the telephone lines. I hope the Minister will pay due attention to my suggestions and will take

proper steps in that regard.

We should appreciate their high
sense of duty and give them all sorts of encouragement.

Postal, telegraph and telephone facilities should be provided in Lahul, Spiti and other
border areas so as to enable the people of those areas to maintain relations with other parts of

the country.

Rules and regulations of the P and T Department were framed during the British days.
They should be suitably revised. Government should pay more attention to the needs of the
hilly areas like Kangra. There should be a post-office within a radius of 2 miles and a tele-

graph office and a public call office within a radius of 5 miles.

By increasing postal rates, medium and small newspapers are being made to suffer.
Postal charges should not be increased for the small and medium newspapers.

Sbri Sheo Narain (Basti): Government should pay special attention to provide tele-
phone facilities to the border areas, so that Government could get information from those areas
without any dclay.  This is very essential from the point of view of defence.

P and T Dcpartment is undoubtedly the best and most honest department as compared
to the other departments of the Government of India. It would not be proper for the Govern-
ment to increase the postal rates. Government should provide more employment facilities to
the Harijans in the P and T Department. Harijans are very hard-working and they are most
suitable for the P and T Department.
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Postal Savings Bank f{acilities should be expanded in the rural areas. This would pro-
vide money to the Government and facilities to the people to deposit their savings. Post
Offices should be opened at least in big villages.

Direct dialling system should be introduced in Bareilly.
Government should take concrete steps to recover outstanding dues from the subscribers.

Shri Deorao Patil (Yeotmal): There is only one postal citcle in a state now-a-days.
For this purpose Government should take into account the population of the state also. States
with larger population should have two circles. There should be two postal circles in
Maharashtra. Nagpur should be made the headquarters of a new P and T circle. The pro-
posed new factory for manufacture of transmission equipment should be opened at Nagpur.

The number of employees in the telephone department is inadequate. The number of
line-men should be increased.

It is regrettable that no attention has so far been paid to the complaints made by the
employees of Nagpur. Government should pay more attention to the grievances of the low-
paid employees and should consider their demands sympathetically.

Government should inquire into the cases of late delivery or non-delivery of the T.M.Os.
A T.M.O. was sent on the 30th but the Money Order has not been delivered so far nor

the money has been refunded to the sender. The officials concerned should be punished for
this lapse.

The principle of opening post offices in villages where people contribute money for this
purpose is unjust. Villagers are poor people. It is not possible for them to contribute money

towards the cost of running a post office. Government should themselves open more post
offices in the rural areas.
