(b) The oustees to be displéced following the constl;uction of the Pong Dam
are proposed to be rehabilitated in the areas served by the Rajasthan Canal Project
lying in the districts of Ganganagar and Bikaner.

Besides rehablhtation grants, oustees will be given transportation charges in
respect of themselves, their families and their live-stock. Sheiter accommodation and
drinking water diggies are being constructed for them in-their new place of settle-
ment. Temporary transit camps and certain other facilities regarding schoolmg,
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medical, grant of loans, improved seeds and fertilizers have also been agreed to be
provided to the oustees who settle in Rajasthan Canal area.

(c) All steps are being taken to ensure that the Pong Dam oustees are
re-settled in Rajasthan Canal area before they are-rooted from their present homes.

(e) Tke report of the Central team does not indicate separately the requirement
of funds for various relief measures in Swai Madhopur district. The requirements for
this district were, however, taken into account by the team in making its recommen-

dations,

INo separate statictics are maintained department-wise for
the ‘general pool’ accommodation. However, a small quota of quarters are placed at
the disposal of the Director General, Health Services for allotment to essential staff
working in C. G. H. S. dispensaries. The criteria followed in making these allotmeats
is the administrative requirements of the C. G. H. S. and the needs of public servies.

Opening of a T, B. Hospital in Delhi

The total number
of new T. B, cases diagnosed during the past three years were as under :--

1966 - 18948
1967 - 16872
1968 - 20370
1-1-69 to 30-9-69 - 14192

The slight increase in the number of diagnosed cases may not be attributed to
the increase in the incidence of the disease, but to the intensive services being provided
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to unearth the hidden cases and is also proportional to the annual incre.se in the
population,

All the T, B. cases registered through various T. B, Ciinics are considered for
admission every month and only sputum positive cases with toxemea are admitted in
the T. B. Hospital, Besides this, emergency cases and cases needing surgery, are also
admitted to these beds.

(b) There is no proposal to open another T. B. Hospital in Delhi, The Municipal
Corporation of Delhi has, however, a plan to increase the present bed strength (I528)
for T. B. Patients in the various Hospitals of Delhi by 102 beds which will be attached
to the existing T, B. Clinics ?

Funds for Irrigation Facilities

. 3110, Shri Maharaj Singh Bharti : Will the Minister of Irrigation and Power be
pleased to state :

(a) the percentage of the amount of 7,000 crores of rupees likely to be contributed
each by the nationalised Banks, Life Insurance Corporation World Bank and the

The outlay in the Fourth Plan in the States Sector has been fixed at Rs. 6066
crores, Whlie fixing this outlay, the resources likely to be available from loans from
foreign countries and international agencies, L. I, C., Central and State resources, etc.,
have been taken into account by the Planning Commission.

The Fourth Plan envisages an outlay of Rs, 857 crores on major and medium
Irrigation Projects, Rs, 475.7 crores in the public sector for minor irrigation progra-
mmes and Rs, 650 crores from institutional sector for minor irrigation, and yearwise
outlays are incorporated in the Annual Plans framed by the Planning Commission.

Nationalisation of the Major banks will not by itself add to the resources which
are available for financing irrigation facilities. '

Utilisation of Rock Phosphate Available in Rajasthan

Out of this, 24,235 tonnes have been
sold to various phosphate manufacturiog units of the country, Among the main buyers

have been Hindustan Zinc Ltd., Debari, Fertilzer Corporation of India Ltd., Trombay
and D, C. M., Delhi.
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Setting up of Fertilizér Factories in Private Sector during 4th Plan

3112, Sbri Mabharaj Singh Bharati ; Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals
and Mines and Metals be pleased to state the reasons for setting up most of the forti-
lizer factories in the private sector during the Fourth Plan Period ?

The Minister of Stale in the Ministry of Petrolesm and Chemicals and Mines
and Metals ( Shri D. R, Chavap ) : It is not correct to say that most of the
fertilizer factories are being set up in the private sector during the Fourth Plan period
Liceoces have been issued to two private sector projects, which have yet to start cons-
truction. Basides, there are seven cases in which letters of Intent have been issued.
As regards the public sector, there are four projects under construction and eight new
proposals at various stages of consideration,

All'India Consumers price index of working class

3172. Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased
to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that All India Consumer’s Price index of working
class has increased by 71 percent in 1968-69 as compared to 1960-61 and there has
been an increase of 25 percent in the last three years;

(b) if 30, the reasons therefor; and
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(c) the action proposed to be taken by Government to arrest the continuous
fall in the actual wages of the working class due to increase in the prices ?

The State Minister in the Ministry of Finance (Shri P. C. Sethi) : (a) Yes, .Sil'-
The indsx increased from 124 in 195061 to 169 in 1965-66 and further by 22 points
each year in 1955-67 and 1957-68 to reach 213. In 1963-69 it declined to 212

During 1960-61 to 1965-66 the Working class codsumer Price Index number in-
creased by 36 3 percent. However, the index increased sharply during 1966-67 and
1967-68 due to unprecedented drought conditions in many parts of the country which
resulted in significant increases in prices of food articles and other consumer goods.
In 1968-69, however, with the improvement in the agricultural situation and the
revival in industrial production the consumer price index actually declined by 0.5
percent.

(¢) Government has been taking steps from time to time to ensure stability in
prices, particularly of essential commodities. The two-pronged approach consists of
measures to stimulate production and to curb upward trends in prices. Among the
various steps taken by the Governmzot in pursuance of this approach, mention may
be made of the new agricultural strategy with its emphasis on high yielding varieties
and multiple cropping policy to guarantee nemunerative prices to agricultural produ-
cers and the various fiscal concessions t0 encourage larger industrial production. A
system of public distribution of essential commodities of mass consumption is main-
tained in order to give protection to the wvulnerable sections of society. Government
has pursued and continues to pursue its policy of making internal procurement of
foodgrains and of augmenting domsstic production through imports of foodgrains
for supply to the public distribution channel for current consumption. A buffer
stock is being built up with a view to be able to ensure in future greater stability in
food prices in the face of fluctuations in output.

Government has imposed statutory/informal control on a number of commodities
of consumer interest e. g. sugar (70 p:rcent of the output), kerosene, matches. soap,
bicycles, rubber tyres and tubes, vegetable oil products, drugs and medicines (sold
with specific brand names) and mill cloth (25 percent of the production). Govern-
ment maintains a constaunt watch over the prices and distribution of essential commo-
dities through a civil supplies organization and has also delegated to State Govern-
ments and Union Territories necessary powars under the Essential Commodities
Act, 1955.

The Minister of State for Health and Family Planning and Works, Housing and Urban
Developmeut (Dr, S, Chandrasekhar) : (a) and (b). No. The Family Planning Prog-
ramme has been making progress at different palce in all the districts in the country.

(¢) In a fast developing programme no absolute yardstick to corelate the
expenditure with the progress is feasibld. The Family Planning Programme has
created widespread awareness in the country towards acceptance of a small family
norm. Over 6.5 million sterilization operations and 3 million I. U, C. D. insertions
have so far been made under the Programme besides use of conventional contracep-
tives by over a million people. The total effect of the work already done upto
1968-69 in future years upto 1978-79 will lead to approximately 15 million births
being averted, There will be additional prospective prevention of births even beyond
the year 1978-79 as a result of the work already done upto 1968-69. The economic
effect of averting these births is estimated to be many times the expenditure incurred
on the Family Planning Programme,

(d) The steps being taken for further invigorating the Family Planning Prog-
ramme in the country have been mentioned in reply to part (c) of the Unstarred
Question No. 1144 replied in the Lok Sabha on the 24th November, 1969

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Though the Defence Ministry has given a certificate
that hose documents were not secret and were ordinary drawings. yet it think this
has been done to cover their criminal negligence. With your permission Sir, 1 want
to read a few lines from a letter writteen by the Director to the Chief Inspector of
Instruments, Raipur, Dehradun from which it is clear that it was a very serious matter
because it was written in that letter that was not merely a case of displacement of docus
menis but there was something more in that which would require a detailed scrutiny
from Ceatral Intelligence Experts, So it is a very serious matter that the drawing were
of vital importance and of such equipments which has not so far been manufactured
in the country and which are being imported by now. It is a clear case of espionage,
because Pakistans agents had been active in Chandigarh and certain I. A. F. officers
have also been arrested along with Pakistani agents. ] want to know from the hon,
Minister what was done on those drawing during the period of two and a half years
and why those documents were not returned ?

The hon, Minister has just now said that he had no information regarding
this matter and the first information he got about it was from the ‘‘Statesmen™ of
5.12.1969. Isit correct that a letter was written by the Director to the Prime
Minister and perhaps a copy of that letter was endorsed to the hon. Minister on
26th and 27th November ia which all details were given and if so, what action has
been taken on that letter during the 'ast one month and three days ? Is it correct for
the Government to treat the security of the country so lightly and sabbily ?

_ 1 also want to know whether the hon. Minister is prepared to institute an
inquiry by an independent expert whether the drawing were of top secret nature
or not ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Defence (Shri L. N, Mishra) : So far
as the question of top secrecy in concerned the drawings were not of top secret nature
as has just now been read out by the Education Munister from the statement. The
hon, Member has stated that this was written to cover the criminal negligence, But
that is not so, This was written three jyears ago and not now. This was written
when those documents were sent and more over those documents were sent not
only to that laboratory but also to three or four other firms, Out of those three or four
firms, tow or three firms have labricated that instrument and when that instrumeant
‘was developzd and sufficient suppply of that was made to us it was written by our
officers to the incharge of the laboratory whether he was in a position to labricate
those instruments and if not the drawings might be returned to them.
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So far as the question as to what happened to those document for three years
and why nothing was done in this regard [ want to submit that there had been oral
discussions between our officers and the incharge of the laboratory, The discussions
were regarding cost etc. No doubt it is sad that those documents were found missing.
Butitisnota very serious matier. Fortunately the docnments were not of extra
ordinary importance. Even then we are sorry for that, whatever has happened. I
want to tell the Hous:> that the items which we manufacture are available with Pakistan
also and those were also used in Secound World War, So there is no question of
grave concern about their importance. Even then it is sad that those items documents

were found missing,

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : The hon. Minister has not replied the question as
to what action was taken by Government after it came to their notice that the docu-

menis were missing.

Shri L. N, Mishra : Wec asked the Laboratory incharge as to what has happened
to those documents, They replied that they were not able to find them. We asked
them to trace those documents and return them to us. The items were manufactured
by the private firms, Though our iniention was to get them manufactured in the
public sector, but there was no difference in the cost and it was cheaper to get them
manufactured in private sector and that is why we wrote to them to return the docu-
meuts, He had been stated that the documents were being traced arid would be
returned. It was more then one month before when it was reported that the documents
were missing but they continued to say that they are tracing them.

Shri Amrit Nahata : I was saying that communal riots are predictable because
these riots do not spread spontanecously, These riots remained restricted to those cities
and industrial colonies which are thickly populated by Muslims. If has also been found
that the communal riots occur on the religious festivals, and spread like wild fire only
on religious matters. It has been rightly stated that these communal riots take
place in order to divert the attention of the people from some important progressive
steps proposed to be taken in the country. Therefore, the hon, Minister for Home
Affairs should see and keep this fact in his mind while taking progressive steps in
the country that reactionary forces would create communal disturbance ard for that
he should be fully prepared to tackle them. Just before the out break of communal
disturbances in Allahabad and some other places, some kind of well planned, well
organised but baseless rumours were spread. Even the all India Radio did not keep
off those rumours, though they were later on contradicated and declared as false.
In order to tackle such runiours the hon, Home Minister should take some concrete

steps.

These disturbances cannot take place in case police feel its responsiblity and
become vigilant Our police have been unsuccessful in curbing these riots. No useful
purpose would be served by appointing an inquiry commision to go into the causes of
communal riots. The riots would not step thereby. These communal riots can be chec-
ked and curbed if the local administration is held responsible for them. The admiois-
tration and our police themselves, have communal feelings and communal thinkings
which has already been proved in this House earlier, State Governments should be
made to resign if disturbances are not curbed within twenty four hours and police
officers and the Collector concerned must be punished. There is no scope for appoin-
ting inquiry Commission.

Shri Shripati Misra (Suitanpur) : This House is a new place for me as I have
come here for the first time and after listening to the speeches and statements made
so far, I have come to the conclusion that no concrete suggestion has been givcn to
check communal riots, and much has been said as to whose hand was behind them
and who planned them. The persent condition of our country is very aimful and criti-
cal. This communal issue has become a great obstacle in the progress of our country.
We attained independence but these ills could not be removed . The feelings and emoti-
oas of our leaders and great men and their actions influence the minds of the people
of the country. Our great leaders should see that the candidate they chose for conte-
sting political elec;ions has direct contact with the people of his constituency, irres-
pective of caste or creed. They should see that people of all walks of life like him.
But on the contrary, they chose their candidate on communal basis and as much they

are responsible for the communal disharmony and trouble, not only in some particu-
lar, areas but all over the country. Therefore, our leaders should cease taking decisions
on the communal basis. Most of the laws enacted 'by Government are based on commu-
nal feelings. Our leaders and Government should see that eommunal feelings are
removed from the minds of the people and communal harmoney is created amongst
the masses of the country. Government must take stern action against these reactionary
forces that create communal conditions in the contry.

Moreover, the conclusions of various committees’ reports regarding these distru-
bances shou'd be taken into consideration and adequate and proper action should be
taken against the elements responsible for such riois. if we take initiative to effect
improvement in the conditions of the country, its outcome is bound to be fruitful.
Instead of taking undue advantage of communal feelings, we should take stern action
to check them,

Shri A, S. Saigal (Bilaspur) : Itis an admitted fact that State Governments
are responsible for any riots or disturbances that take place in the states. State
Governmeat is also responsible for keeping law and order in the state. But I do not
agree with what my hon. Frlends have said that Central Government is responsible for
keepmg law and order in the states when this responsiblity has been entrusted to the
states. We have to see and find out the causes of communal riots which has resulted
in huge loss of property and claimed so many lives. We have been taught and educa-
ted to dominate others and ‘not to be dominated by others. This shall not b allowed
to go now. We shall have to find ways of removing mutual hatred, we shall have to
find out root causes of the communal tention and communal riots and we shall have
to fight the forces responsible for these riots. We should inculcate in people a sense
of integration and harmoneous life and this could remove communal feeling and reac-
tionary thinking from the minds of the people in country,

The books containing such discourses should be made available to the people in
the libraries, so that people may read them anq fight forces of disintegration,

Government should persuade the State Government also to follow suit. Itis a
matter of joy that the hon. Home Minister has gone to Ahmedabad and has studied the
conditions. This has given some satisfaction and relief to the people of Ahmedabad.

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Shri Sheo Narain (Basti) : The Government should pay attention towards the
welfare of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, There is a lot of unemploy-
ment amongst the educated persons. There is no appropriate reservation of post for
the people of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. 1 have asked the people in
my constituncy to demand food, clothes and houses from the Government. I am not
against this Bill The Government has not provided jobs to the educated scheduled
caste and scheduled tribes people. Iwant to know how many persons have been emplo-
yed after Bank nationalization ? The Indra Government has not adopted a proper atti-
tude towards Harijans. Proper representation has not been given to them in her Gove-
rnment, No Harijan candidate was put up for Presidential and Vice Presidential electi-
ons. We had requested Shri Jagjivan Ram to stand for Presidentship but at that time
he said that he should not be asked to retire from active politics when he was only 61.
But why should he become the president of Congress now. The present Government
which adopted divide and rule policy and which is mainly relying and depending
on the support of Communists who believe in subversive activities and extra-territorial
loyalty, wiil not last long. You khow how the Communists treat one of our Deputy
Ministers in Bengal, B

The socio political conditions in the country during the last some centuries were
responsible for making Harijans and Adivasis backward. So long as casteism is
there, neither Harijans nor Rajputs nor Brahmins will be able to progress. The Gove-
rnment should work honestly if they believe in democratic set-up and socialistie
pattern of society, What we want is that the provision of reservation should be done
away with, We are prepared to fully support the Government. Provided our genuine
demands for social justice are conceded. 1 want to make it clear to Shri Jagjiwan
Ram that he is being bluffed. He is beiig ousted in a polite manner.

There has been anutter failure on the part of the Government to solve the
problems of and to improve the lot of Harijans in the country. They are still leadii g
a miserable life and are treated stabiity by caste Hindus. Their plight particularly
in the castern part of U. P. is really miserable and they deserve sympathetic conside-
ration on compassionate grounds. But the Government have done nothing
for them so far and have adopted am indifferent attitude towards them. There
is still time to do some thing to improve their Jot, otherwise a revolution under
the red flag will be errupting in the country.

With thzse words [ support the Bill. 1 request the Law Minister to translate
into reality the piomises and commitments which the Governnent have made to the

people at large,

Shri Ramji Ram (Akbarpur) : The Bill to provide for extension of reservation
for another ten years is a political stunt aimed at gaining the support of Harijans. On
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the basis of my personal experience I can say that the plight of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes in the rural areas is miserable. Their problems can not be solved

unless and until some ordinance to abolish caste systsm is promulgated or some
revolutionary amendment is made to this effect.

Untouchablity is still in practice in rural areas and the children of Scheduled.
Castes and Scheduled Tribes are meted out a discriminatory attitude in the matter of
admission to schools eic., If Government are really sincere about improving their
econmic ccndition, steps should be taken to see that every facility is given to them
for their education right from primary standard to the College level,

The condition of Scheduled Tribes is really very miserable. They have no land
to cultivate, They are landless agricultural labourers who have to live at the whims
and mercy of their landlords. The claims of the U, P. Government, as appeared

in the newspapers, that they have distributed 70 percent of the follow land among
landless agriculturists is not correct,

Untouchability is still being practised in rural areas where Harijans are meted
out shabby treatment by Caste Hindus. The only way to remove untouchability is
encourage inter caste marriages, Governmefit should formulate schemes and make
provisions to popularise such marriages. The problems of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes cannot be solved and their lot cannot be improved unless their problems
are treatd as national problems. We cannot achieve socialism wunless we give social
justice to the.an. A lot can be done by political parties to bring them at par with
others in society. There is a smouldering fire in the hearts of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes which may one day explode in to flames and destrby the entire
structure based on social discriminations and injustice.

In the end I would request the Government to implement all the schems drawn
for their betterment with all earnestness.

Shri lulshidas Jadhav (Baramati) : The period of reservation for Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes should be extended for another 20 years instead of 10
years as provided in the Bill with a view to providing them with ample opportunity
to improve their lot. The Goverament can there after appoint a commission to go
in to the question of whether the provision so made could be allowed to continue
further even after the expiration of the suggested period, if they did not come at par
with others.

There cannot be two opinions about the fact that their plight is very miserable.
They are still treated stablity in rural areas and social rights and other facilities
available to other people are denicd to them.

There are some organisations particularly the Jan Sangh and R. 8. S. which by
theire behaviour in public life create an atmosphere that encourages and foments
communal tension in the society, This is what I am saying on the basis of my personal
experience of 40 years’ public life. I would, therefore request these parties and their
workers to work with these people and take them into confidence and remove this
feeling from their mind so that a healthy climate is created for the uplift and develop-
ment of the down trodder classes. They should not be subjected to inhuman treatment
which is meted out to them by caste Hindus, They can be brought at par with others
only when their economic condition is improved,
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With these words I support this measure with the request that the concession
- should be continued as long as they feel necessity thereof,

Shri B. P, Mandal (Madhipura) : Sir, I had given notice of a motion to circulate
the Bill for eliciting public opinion thereon. This is my firm conviction that our
country cannot march forward till social exploitation is put an end to.

There is no improvement in the economic and social condition of Harijans even
after the expiration of this period of twenty years. They are still subjected to inbuman

treatment,

Mr, Chairman . The hon, Member may continue his speech temorrow, The
