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RAILWAY BUDGET 1964-65—GENERAL DISCUSSION—co td.

Shrimati Jayaben Shah (Amreli): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir it appears:
from Budget estimates presented by the hon. Minister that we have made some
advance over the past and have removed some of the bottlenecks confronting
Railway Ministry. Nevertheless we had more hopes from the new Railway
Minister, over which I desire to throw some light,

It can be seen that most of the income earned by Railways comes from
Third Class Fare or from goods traffic. Therefore it would have been fair if
more amenities were given to third class passengers.
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[Shrimati Jayaben Shah]

It was expected that the surcharge which was levied on the fares few
years ago and which was merged in the fares last year, would be removed this
time and that some concessions would be given to short journey passengers.
Nothing has been done in this matter.

Railways have been called Commercial concerns by the Ministry concerned.

Itlis but natural that a concern when it earns large profits should share it to

-some extent with its patrons. Instead, it is regrettable, that freights to the
-extent of two percent has been further increased on goods traffic. It would be
taken as a pretext for raising the prices and thus adding to the hardship of the

people.

Some statistics have been produced to prove that Railways have acquired
more efficiency and punctuality and that the bottlenecks regarding the movement
of coal have been removed. I would like to draw your attention to the difficul-
. ties of third class passengers. They experience great difficulty in securing a
seat in the Railway compartments. They should be provided better amenities.
Separate coaches should be provided for long journey passengers and Second
‘Class should be abolished. Sleeping berths should be provided to each

long journey passenger train.

I would like to say a few words regarding the movement of coal about which
some improvement has been claimed by the Government, It has been said that
coal is lying in heaps and that wagons are also lying surplus in U.P. But
in Gujarat the condition is such that one has to stand in a long queue for ob-
taining coal for domestic purpose and industries, too, suffer for want of coal.
Plans should be devised for better utilization of moving capacity of wagons.

More industries have been set up in several big cities and in some district
.too, nevertheless facilities for Railway siding have not been increased with
the result that large quantities of goods lie unremoved on the stations. Arrange-
ments should be made for providing more yards.

Goods traffic has been diverting towards Road transport toa considerable
extent as the chances of theft and damage are lesser there. Some measure
need to be evolved for removing the shortcomings obtaining ingoods transport

in Railways.

The pace of development in Gujarat has been quite slow, Only the work
on Udaipur-Himmatnagar line has been taken up. There was provision for
Jhund-Kandla line in the Third Plan but the work on that line has not yet
been started. A broad gauge line should be constructed there if you want to

develop Kandla port.

Saurashtra was lucky in having a number of Railway lines. But nothing
‘has been done by our national Government. Even the meagre demands of
people there, if providing mixing. links on old metre gauge and narrow gauge
lines, of setting up some small lines, have not been met.

The licences issued for the production of cement and soda ash in Jafarabad
are lying unutilized and even the minerals available in that area are lying
unexploited because want of transport. Government should consider the
.demand of the people for Jafarabad-Rajula line.

Saurashtra has a number of industrial towns, as well as a long sea coast,
_A broad gauge line is a much needed thing in that area.
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The headquarters of Western Railways which are at present at Bombay
should be shifted to some suitable place in Rajasthan or Gujarat as most of the
lines under Western Railway lie in these two states and Bombay is situated
in the far end at the place from where Central Railways start.

It is claimed that Railways are keeping up upto their time scheduled in this
respect. I would like to say that sufficient margin has been provided in the time-
tables for making up delays which enables the trains to reach their destinations

in time. As such, the claim for increased punctuality and efficiency on this
account is not correct.

Railways should make purchases from small scale industries also. It would
give them incentive and they will flourish.

At the end I would say that there is much scope for effecting economy and
increasing efficiency in the Railways.

Shri Bibhuti Mishra (Motihari) : Sir, I come from the area bordering
with Nepal. In view of the situation obtaining on our borders today it is
necessary that Railways should be strengthened in that area.

Sonpur bridge is the only link between my district and the rest of the
world. One more bridge should be constructed on Gandak river. A rail-
cum-road bridge should also be constructed at Dumariya Ghat. I 1_would
also suggest for laying down a railway line from Chakiya to Sighavaliya.

A.H. Whealer & Co. has been given the sole monopoly of running book
stalls on all the stations. This monopoly should be ended and the contract
of the book stalls should be given to different concerns on every station.

Despite the fact that Bihar has a large population of 46.50 million. There
is no office of Railway Commissioner anywhere in the State. People have to go
to Allahabad for work concerning metre gauge and to Calcutta for relating to
broad gauge work. Regional system should be reintroduced to save people

botheration of running to Samastipur and Gorakhpur for getting their work
done. - '

The area from which I come is a backward area. People do not get
entry in services. The employees of Class III and IV face many difficulties.
It is surplus district in several commodities. But people there do not get
employment even for Class III jobs. If we pelad for remedy we are charged
with regionalism. I would like to submit that we are also a part of Indian
Union. We took part in freedom struggles, we participated in Satyagrah
movement. But today the condition is such that even the tea stalls and other
stalls on the stations are given to other people.

There is only one, Mokameh bridge, over river Ganges in Bihar which
connects us to Calcutta, But to reach patna via this bridge is to incur double
the expenditure. Patna is our capital. A bridge over Ganges should be
constructed which should directly connect us with Patna so the hardships and
difficulties experienced by people in this region are removed.

The North Bihar broad gauge line runs upto Samastipur beyond which
one has to travel on metre gauge lines with a slumbering speed of twelve or
thirteen miles in unworthy compartments. The area is seldom visited by
officials, Ministers or Deputy Ministers. I suggest that Railway Ministers
should travel in train in place of planes so that they may have anidea of the
difficulties of passengers. They should travel in third class.
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[Shti Bibhuti Mishra]

The broad gauge line ending at Samastipur should be extended upto Muza-
flarpur and Champaran and then back to Lucknow. Gandak and Kosi Project
are under construction in our area and the movement of goods is hampered
due to shortage of transport.

Only one or two Members of Parliament are included in the Railway Time
Table Committee. The percentage should be increased. The Committee
does not entertain the suggestions sent ot it. Shri T.N. Singh had long tried
to secure that Upper India arrives at Delhi in the forenoon. The suggestion was
not accepted by Railway administration for some difficulties. But afterwards
when Shri Singh resigned, the matter came to an end and now the train in
question-arrives at Delhi at 11.00 hour. How Railways can improve if even in
such things as preparing the time table our voice is not heard ?

In my town colleges etc. are situated on the other side of the railway line,
and students experience great difficulty in coming and going. The Railway
Ministry should construct over bridges in such places where they are most
needed.

It is strange that most of the accidents, as pointed by Kunzru Committee
took place on metre gauge lines on which trains move with comparatively
slow speed. The reason underlying these accidents should be sought and
set right.

On some of the branch lines people travel without tickets where they are
not issued. The checking exercised by the magistrate is of little awail. More
attention should be paid towards this factor so that incomes of Railways are
enhanced.

In the end I submit that Ministry should try to remove the difficulties of
the people.

Shri A.S. Saigal (Janjgir): On seeing the budget and the ‘working of
the Railway Ministry one has to congratulate the new Railway Minister.

I would submit that the reports submitted by the officers who are sent
abroad by the Railway Administration, are not implemented. Steps should
be taken to implement them.

Moreover the reports of the Research Department of the Railways are not
put into practice. Their recommendations should be implemented after
resolving the difference of opinion.

Action should be taken on the report of the Accidents Committee and
measures should be adopted to prevent accidents. For this purpose half of
the persons living near the railway lines can be taken.

Since long requests are being made to construct a direct route from Viza-
gapattam to Delhi. Now people have to come via Nagpur. That is very un-
comfortable. Exchange of trains at Bina is all the more troublesome. So a direct
line via Raipur, Bilaspur and Katni must be provided.

I request that a two tyres sleeper coach should be provided in the ex-
press train which runs from Bilaspur to Indore. The train leaves at g-45
or 9.50. It would be better if it leaves two hours after this prescribed time.

The bar association of the Jabalpur High Court has passed a resolution
that there should be some connecting train from Katni because the lawyers
who came from Bilaspur to attend courts at Jabalpur do not get any train at
{‘(atni and are put to much discomfort. This should be taken into consi-

eration.

We had agitated for the department catering. But if difficulties are being
encountered in it, I would request that the whole question shouldbe reconsider-
ed. At Umarya Station the contractor has given his contract on sublease and
you can well imagine the state of affairs.

Shri D.N. Tiwari (Gopalganj): I would submit that replies are not given
to all the points expressed by the members in their speeches. There should
be arrangement whereby the speeches of the members be shifted by some
member of the board and then replies should be given. Otherwise what is the
use of bewailing in the wilderness.

There is no doubt that there has been some improvement in the Railway
Administration but we have still to find whether the improvement is commen-
surate with the expenditure incurred thereon.

The staff in the administration is heavily increasing. b is i )i

Railway minister has said in his speech that :—

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But how this setting up of an organisation has proved to be of any utility
to the people.
On page 23 of his speech it is said :

But we are not told as to what is the function of this Agency.

As regards improvement in the performance there is no progress because
a little improvement here and there is virtually no improvement. There is no
decrease in the accidents.

The Vigilence Division and Vigilence Directorate are subservient to the
Railway Board. Unless and until they are made independent organisations.
they cannot catch big officials and corruption cannot be checked.

It has been repeatedly said here that the complaints of the people are not
redressed. There appears to be no improvement in this regard.

Discrimination is being shown in dealings with the employees and the
caterers. The circulars issued by the Board are not adhered to. At least
two units should be entrusted to a vendor. Ifthere is one unit at station then
one unit should be given. If more units would be given to them they would:
indulge in subletting.

As regards the performance of the railways I would submit one thing
that over aged coaches have increased heavily, They should be replaced.

Bihar has a population of 4 crores and 35 lakhs, but no railway Service
Commission has been provided for that state. The condidates of Bihar are
at a disadvantage because after the swith over to Hindi there medium of instruc--
tion is Hindi and they cannot compete in examinations held by Service Com-
missions at Allahabad and Kanpur. They should be allowed to give answers.
in Hindi. Bihar should be relieved of such like drudgeries.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : (Farrukhabad) : Mr. Speaker, it has been
claimed that the peformance of our Railways in regard to Wagon-kilometre:
per day is highest in the world. I would like to know the over all financial.
position of our Railways vis-g-vis other countries of the world.

I venture to cite some cases of mismanagement and corruption prevailing'
in Railways. Double fare is charged for some places. For example the dis--
tance between Fatehpur and Churu is 27 miles whereas fare is being charged
for 54 miles. Again in place of finding out some suitable measure for adjust
ing late running of trains their running time has been increased in the time-
;iat;}cs. Several cases of corruption in the allotment of wagons have come to

ght.

I would like to put forth some suggestions for action by the Railways.

Railways should utilize its surplus revenue for the construction of culverts:
for outletting the water which submerges vast acreage of cultivable land every
year on both sides of the Railway bund. I would like to advice the affected.
persons to treat the railway line with a view to provide an outlet for stagnant:
water if Government fails to do so.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shrii
Shahnawaz Khan) : He is advising to break railway lines.

Dr.Ram Manohar Lohia : Iwasonlyasking for providing outl ets:
for the stagnant water . The hon. Minister should rather have appreciated the.
situation and should have taken a pledge to remedy it.
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Shri Shanawaz Khan : We will see if he writes about some particular
place where damage is caused by stagnant water.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : There are thousands of such places. In
Balia it was done to provide an outlet.

Shri Sinhasan Singh (Gorakhpur) : we have repeatedly requested in
-writing about Rohi-Rapti bridge in Gorakhpur without any response what-
soever.
Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : The question of setting up factories on
_both the sides of railway line should also be considered.

More attention is paid to the regions which have stronger voice. It is diffi-
cult to understand why one crore rupees have been wasted in remodelling the
Allahabad station when the money could have been better utilized in cons-
tructing a bridge in Farrukhabad or at strategic points in border areas.

The concentration of industries in a single particular area should be avoided.
The proposed workshop for repair of wagons should be set up at Raipur which
is a tribal area. The proposed 150-bed hospital with a n estimated expenditure
of Rs. 7.20 million should be located at Jalgaon or Chalisgaon in place of
Bombay. =

Mughalsarai is a congested place known for transport bottle-neck. A rail
link between Chirmisi and Laltenganj would divert much of the traffic from

Mughalsarai.

Third class passengers would contribute Rs. 161 crores to the Railway
Revenues whereas other classes contribute only Rs. 22 crores, a considerable
portion of which would be adjusted by book adjustment, I would suggest
that higher classes should be abolished. The alternative way is to stop the
“very manufacture of upper classes compartments at Perambur or at some other
place. It would help in correcting the present tendency of Railway personnel
‘in paying more attention to the maintenance of upper class compartments
in which dignitaries travel. It would not curb the revenue earned by the Rail-
“way as the number of third class passengers would increase. In addition,
more attention would be paid for providing better amenities to third class
passengers when distinguished persons begin to travel in this class.

The argument that I myself should give a lead by abandoning travel in
upper class does not hold good.  Althouoh often travel in third class one is
prone to utilize a facility, when it exists. The best way is to abolish upper
- classes altogether.

The recent increase in dearness allowance is inadequate for the employees
at the lower rank who have been given an increase of Rs. 2 because the lower
‘income group is the worst victim of rising prices. The best remedy is.to hold
the price line for which Railway workers should put forth a demand, should
organise themselves and compel the Government to take effective steps for

checking the rising prices.

One thing more I would like to say about Government servants. They
~are not permitted to take part in politics, to join a political party or to contest
an election. Itis not fair. They should also be allowed to enjoy their funda-
-mental rights.

There is a growing tendency to initiate what happens in other countries’
-of Burope or in America, without having regard to the enviornment of India.
I do not approve of this tendency. With these words I thank you, Sir.

Shri Gahmari (Ghazipur) : It is an encouraging feature that the railways
add to their revenue. But I feel that railways could have done better in this
direction if they had taken eftective steps to check the ticketless travel and have-
controlled the pilferage of goods etc. Ten per cent of passengers travel without
tickets. Without offering bribe people cannot transport their goods. The
railways had to pay heavy damages for the goods lost in the transit. With
little vigilance on our part we can save this loss.

It is generally observed that T.T.Es. who are supposed to check the ticket-
less travellers allow the passengers to go by accepting the illegal gratifications.
In this connection I feel it would be better to pay to these T.T.Es. the com-
mission so that they could do better in this direction. I think there cannot be
any other way to check the corruption of this type.

Ghazipur-Balia-Azamgarh region is a very poor and backward region.
There has been no change in railways here for the last hundred years. No-
thing has been done for the extension of lines here. I submit that the area.
should be well connected by rail communications. An over bridge should
be constructed over the river near Ghazipur. The demand for this bridge has
been pressed for the last so many years, and the agitation for that had been go-
ing on. Demand should be conceded, foritis accepted to give a boost to the:
backward economy of this region. It will also help in the quicker movement
of the goods. Eastern districts should also be connected with railways so that
business should flourish there. There is extreme poverty in this region of the
country, in spite of it crores of people reside here. There is no dearth of men
but scarcity of wheat, cloth and communications. Agiculture is also not profita-
ble. In my village alone about four thousand people are on active service and
about 6 thousand are ex-servicemen. We are great fighters, therefore some
attention should be given towards us,

We are happy that sleeping berths have been started. There is a great:
rush for the sleeping berths. We should have sufficient number of trains
with this arrangement of sleeping berths in order to avoid over-crowding.
Numb:gr of bogies should also be increased so that people may not be involved.
in accidents.

Shri Mate (Tikamgarh) : In 1952, when late Dr. Rajendra Prasad came
.to Tikamgarh to unveil the Statue of the Father of the Nation, we took the
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opportunity to draw his attention to the conditions prevailing in this backward
area. In his inaugural speech the then Rashtrapati said, “One or two railway
lines be provided to the people of this area as they are poor and backward.”

Therefore it is my request that the railway administration should take
steps to provide a railway line from Jhansi to Jabalpur via Tikamgath. A
Railway line should also be provided for Chhatarpur and Panna. These two
railway lines are very necessary for the general development of this area.

Shri Sheo Narain (Bansi) : My greatest complaint against the railway
department is that the Britishers have left but have handed over their traditions
to us, which are being kept up. Britishers introduced the three types of railways
and they are still there. I thank Mr. Dassapa for the introduction of railway
pension scheme, in which new concession has been given to the railway workers.
I welcome it. I also appeal to the Railway Minister that those who were
dismissed in 1960 should be reinstated. I have this complaint that Railway

Ministers are paying proper attention to this area which 1s situated on Indo-
Nepal boarder.

Departmental catering has failed to cater to the needs of the passengers.
The employees of the Department care a fig even for the Members of Parliament
what to speak of the other citizens. They indulge in malpractices. Much im-
provement in the catering system can be effected if it is given to either Kilner
Company or someone else in the private sector. Income from this Depart-

ment should be utilised to expand it and also to give more facilities to its
employees.

Government had a plan to construct a railway line from Sehjanwa upto
Uttrawal via Mendawal and Bansi. That project should be implemented, since
Government had taken its responsibility upon itself. Whatever we produce in
that area does not reach the cities because of lack of means of transportation.

I suggest that a railway line be constructed from Shahganj upto Gorakh-
pur via Faizabad and Basti. Government should pay heed to this suggestion
and not throw it in the waste paper basket. We talk so much of Democracy,
but the suggestions of the Members are not heeded to. That is not the case
in Britain. In Britain, every suggestion of a Member is given due weight.
The officials of this bureaucratic set-up should either care for our suggestions
or take their hands off the administration.

None of the speakers, who spoke before me, referred to Harijan’s recruit-
ment in service. During the period when Shri Jagjeevan Ram was there, there
used to be reservation for Harijans, but their promotions were stopped subse-
quently. Today educated Harijans are unable to seek employment. I want to
know whether Harijans have been taken according to the number of reserva-
tions ? I don’t say that you give more chances to them than your previous com-
mitments. Since Harijans are the largest minority in the country, we must
provide them with reasonable chances of employment.

U.P. Roadways should become a model for the Railways. That Roadways
is free from the elements of corruption and nepotism. In order to end corrup-
tion, deterrent punishments should be given to those found guilty.

Trees should be planted on the Railway lands lying without any use.

. After 14 years of slumber, the Government have woken up now, and it
should not forget the sad experience of 1962. Railway lines should be laid
upto Nepal and also all through the NEFA area, so that we may be able to
transport men and material to such areas as and when the need arises.
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[Shri Shib Narain]
Railway employees show the least courtsey to passengers. Condition of

the third class passengers is miserable. They are hudled together like cattle
and pigs. When Railways earn most from the poor, why not give them the best
facilities. In order to pruvide relief to the poorer classes, railway fare should

be decreased.

Shri T. Ram (Sonbarsa) : Corruption is the greatest evil of our society
today. Our plans have failed and progress checked, simply because there is
widespread corruption in the administrative circles. I will cite one
instance here in support of my argument. A bridge was to be constructed at
Jhansi in the year 1963, for which the tenders were called, the lowest tender
was that of 6 lakhs and 38 thousand. That tender was rejected and
fresh tenders were invited second time, the lowest tender
was of the amount of § lakhs and 82 thousand. The first committee
accepted that tender but the decision was cancelled thereafter. The second
cammittee did not call the contractors. As a result, complaints were lodged.
Even the Railway Minister was apprised of the situation. In fact, a bribe of

. Rs. 30 thousand was demanded of the contractor. I myself met the hon.
Minister in that connection. I feel that an enquiry should be held regarding
this case, and I assure you that I have sufficient material to prove the charge

. of corruption. The officer responsible should be suspended immediately.
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Mr. Deputy Speaker n the Chair

I can quote other cases of corruption as well. The burnt coal from the
engine contains only 25 per cent ash and 75 per cent coal. That1s collectively
supplied to the contractors by the railway employees. This way corruption
goes on. I can prove these charges against a contractor at Saharsa.

The Government should try to uplift the weaker sections of the'masses,
especially the Harijans. Previously reservations used to be made for Harijans,
but now they are by and by deprived of that privilege. Government should
take particular care of the oppressed and the poor. Today we talk of socialism
and welfare State, but unless the weaker sections are uplifted, our dreams of a
Welfare State cannot come true. Whatever policy we make regarding such
people, that should be implemented strictly.

The eating material supplied by the catering department is of below
standard. We must bring improvements in this Department.

Northern Bihar, which is also the border of Nepal, is exposed to Chinese
attack. If Chinese attack on that side, the Nepalese won’t be able to withstand
that. Hence we must take precautions on that side. A railway line should be
constructed from Suboder upto Forbesgan wvia Ragharpur. That will be
particularly useful for Defence purposes.

An overbridge should be constructed at Saharsa station and another at
Virpur, which is a station as well as Thana.

One of the Deluxe trains from New Delhi should run via Patna also, so
that the people of North Bihar may also benefit from it.

Shri Ohkar Lal Berwa (Kotah) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, in view of the
large amount of savings in Railways this year we had hoped that the increase
in the freight rates effected previously would be withdrawn. But, instead,
the freight charges have been increased by two per cent.

‘The recent increase of Rs. 2 in dearness allowance of the Railway workers
is quite meagre, seen in contrast with the prevailing prices which have gone
up by 35 or 40 percent.

Rajasthan has not been paid sufficient attention by the Railway Minister
regarding lying of new lines, whereas it is the area where railway lines are most
needed. The journey from Kotah to Ajmer would be reduced to 6 hours if
these places are connected through a direct rail link via Bundi Baran, which
lies on Kotah-Bina section, should be connected with Shahbund and Kishangar
The distance between Kotah and Chittor Garh would be reduced to 150 miles
from 250 miles if a direct rail link is introduced between these places. Janata
should have a stoppage at Lakheri station. This is an important station which
loads cement for other places worth lacs of rupees. People wishing to go to
Bombay or Delhi have to wait for next 24 hours if they miss 20 up or 19 down
as the case may be. It would also benefit the dealers having business at
Indragarh which is at the distance of 6-7 miles from Lakheri and which is a
big business centre,

. More than one speakers have thrown light on the corruption prevalent in
Railways. I myself had an occasion to witness such a case where a conductor
guard, Shri U.L. Dubey charged two businessmen travelling from Delhi to
Bombay. They were charged for travelling under false tickets when they had

bonafide on€s later authenticated by the Station Master of Delhi in his letter No.
216E/WR/64 dated 24-2-64. The decision against the complaints made
against the Guard with G.M. and Railway Board have not yet been taken.
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[Shri Onkar Lal Berwa]

Zonal Tourist Guides should be stationed at the reservation office or at the
tourist office of the Central Government in place of at the Railway Heade
quarter with which tourists have no concern.

Railway Enquiry clerk and Reservation clerks should be given higher
grade percentages.

More attention should be paid towards providing adequate amenities to
third class passengers. Special compartments and other facilities should be
made available in the marriage season.

There should be a gap of at least half an-hour between the arrival of con-
necting trains and starting of departing trains and the latter should wait
in case connecting trains are late.

Measures should be evolved to eradicate nepotism and other corrupt
practices now in vogue in Railways. Inquiry should be made into R.P.F.
firing over Railway workers on 7th December 1963 in Kotah.

An Inquiry Commission regarding appointment and promotion of Sche-
duled Castes should be set up.

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Shri Balgovind Verma (Kheri) Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I congratulate
the Railway Minister for presenting a budget which has been universally appre-
ciated. Railways are a commercial undertaking which have shown commendable
performance and have come to the task even at the time of Emergency. Rail-
ways have also a achieved considerable efficiency in their operational work
despite the fact that it is a large concern. Nevertheless late running of trains
still persists which needs considerable attention.

It is also our duty to improve the condition of Railway employees. In
addition to the fact that thay are low paid and thay have to pear the strain in
rising prices. There is widespread discontentment among them about the
arrogant behaviour of their officers. It is not fair on the part of officers to behave:
in this way and this tendency needs to be corrected. The employees should
not be subjected to heavy punishment for meagre offences and increments
should not be stopped for small mistakes which justify only simple warning.

Railway gangmen are made to look after such domestic work of the P.W. I’s,
which would suit only a menial servant. I can produce some photographs to
substantiate my statement.

The Railway staff working on small stations have to face so many diffi-
culties, water and electric connection should be extended to their residence on
the stations where electricity and water system is working. It would increase to-
their efficiency.

Instance of public harassment cited by the hon. member a few minutes
ago is not an islolated one. Multiple cases of the kind when passengers are
charged, despite their having tickets, have been coming to the notice now and
then. In one case a passenger who boarded the train at Kukar with a ticket
was charged by the T.T.and when I interfered the T.T., knowing that I was a
member of Parliament began apologetically to explain that he himself had no
liking for adopting corrupt or unfair means or for harassing the public; but
it is a binding on him to submit the full amount of quota fixed in respect of
collection of charges. He has to collect the fixed amount and as such is forced
to charge the innocent ticket holders. This quota system is a stigma on-the
fair name of the Railways which should immediately be stopped.

There is one other way in which harrassment of passenger is going on.
In spite of clear instructions laid down in the circular issued by the Railway
Board, that passengers without tickets should be charged by T.T.’s at the.
spot, they are being provided before the Magistrates. Magistrates intimidate the-
T. T.’s. for handing over the cases to them with the fear that if the passengers.
use directly charged they would not have any cases and for the same reason
they also launch the raids in their own supervision. Passengers have to travel
in train because of some compelling circumstances and as such they should not
be treated in this unfair way.

I would now, venture to place some of the difficulties experienced by the
people.

Palia Kalan is a station of considerable importance where a great deal of
traffic is going on every day. The recommendations of the Railway users’
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consultative Committee for raising the platform and for providing a third class
waiting room on that station have not been implemented so far, urgent steps
should be taken to provide requisite facilities there.

The remodelling of the Mailanistation has not been done in accordance
with well-laid designs. Now the Department intends to reconstruct the narrow
gates on that station. Such wasteful expenditure should be avoided by exer-
cising more care.

The Railway crossing at Lakhimpur station remains closed most of the
time causing great hardship to the public. The alleway which passes from
in front of the quarters should be widened and made open to the public.

The construction of the bridge over river Sharda, now under hand, should
be expedited. Railway crossing should be provided at Dhanrara Khurd and
Samalpur.
