Shri Prem Chand Verma : The Minister has not included one important point in the
reply given by him. The most important point is that in case of small newspapers recom-
mendation is made by the Registrar of Newspapers for India. It has been stated that licences
are issued within two weeks from the date of receipt of the recommendation. But there are
hundreds of complaints that licences are not issued for two-three months after the receipt of
recommendation from the Registrar of  Newspapers. Small newspapers are able
to get licences for import of newsprint of the value of Rs. 3000 after making many attempts
for three months or so. What difficulty has been experienced by Government in the old system
of issuing licences under which the licences were issued by a Section Officer of the Ministry
of Information and Broadcasting on the basis of the said recommendation? In case no
difficulty was being experienced, in what manner the small newspapers would be benefited
by this change?

Shrii. K. Gujral : Two steps have been taken in this regard. Firstly, the small news-
papers need not be issued any licences and if they want they could obtain required quantity
of newsprint through State Trading Corporation. We are considering some measures by
which S. T. C. would be able to keep stocks in big cities like Calcutta, Bombay etc. so that
the ncwspapers being published from those cities could obtain their quota of newsprint there
itself and will not have to coma to Dzlhi for gatting supply of their quotas of newsprint. Such
system Is being evolved under which a newspaper would be able to get its quota within its
area.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwal : The big newspapers sell a large quantity of newsprint out
of their quota to small newspapers in the black market and such a situation has been created
in which it has become impossible for small newspapers to run without purchasing the news«
print in black market. Has the attention of Government been drawn to it or do Government
propose to look into it? My other question is—whether it is a fact that many newspapers of
Communist ideology, like Blitz, Patriot etc., are being published in the country which get their
quota of newsprint and in addition declare the communist literature printed in USSR etc. and
obtained in India as printed in this country and thereby get additional quota against it and
than sell a part of their quota and the quota in the black market ?

Shril. K. Gujral : Whenever it is brought to our notice that any newspaperis indulging
in this practice, we take action against it. In addition to it we have set up a Wi ng in our Ministrys
they go to newspapers® offices for checking and they see whether the quota of newsprint
given to them has been utilised by them or not and incase it has been utilised to what
extent it has been utilised. Whenever it comes to our notice that any newspaper has
obtained quota from us ageinst false statistics of its circulation, a cut is effected in the
Quota and if considered necessary the case is handed over to the Police.

Shri Maharaj Siogh Bharati : The Hon'ble Minister has told that the demand for fine
cloth cannot be reduced and it is increasing. It is well-known that the long staple cotton can

be grown on that land where it does not rain and where irrigation facilities are -available.

(b) In view of the increase in livestock population as represented by a 2-29%; growth
during the aquinquennial 1961—66, the presssure on the available pastures and grasslands
isincreasing. . This has reduced the availability of grazing per head of cattle, thereby necessitat-
ing their increased dependence on fodder crops and bhusa etc.

(¢) Attention is being given by the State Forest Departments to the development of pastures
and grazing. The Soil Conservation Programmes of the State Governments provide
for afforestation and pasture development. A centrally Sponsored River Valley Project
Scheme provides for development of pastures in the water-shed areas.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Development aad
Cooperation (Shri Annasahib Shinde) : (a) and (b). Ihe following steps have been tﬁkﬂ[f.
from time to time during the priod 1966—69 to supply fertilisers to the farmers at cheap rates :

(i) The operations of the Central Fertiliser Pool are oriented to the procuremen.t .and
supply of fertilisers to the farmers at the cheapest possible cost by importing f‘-"ml'_“" =
from foreign countries at the most competitive prices through a system of centtallftﬁd
purchasing by the Department of Supply, by engaging ships at the most competitive
freight rates, by increasing imports of fertilisers in bulk subject to limitations of the
material and the port capacities, etc.

(ii) " Till January 1969, the domestic production of fertilisers was mainly being distribn.%wd'
through the Central Fertiliser Pool by paying the local factories the retention prices
based on the cost of production of the factories as determined by the Cost Accounts

" Officers of the Ministry of Finance. These, together with the imported material,
were sold to the farmers at a ‘no-profit, no-loss’ price. With a view to encouraging
local manufacturers to develop competitive marketing and cost reductions in
their operations, it was decided not to take any part of their output fot_distributio_q
through the Pool from the 1st January, 1969. However, the Government have
still the option to take over 309 of their domestic production, should that be
necessary to maintain reasonable prices of fertilisers.

(iii) The farmer-oriented price policy of the Central Fertiliser Pool is also followed by the
Public Sector fertiliser manufacturers who account for more than 60% of the total
Nitrogen capacity at present. They have been asked to allow, the same Pool prices
and not to charge higher prices than the maximum retail prices fixed for each fertilisers.

(iv) The Government of India have fixed ditribution margins separately for each type of
fertiliser to prevent the distributing system from over-charging the farmers.

(V) The prices of four major fertilisers, viz., Ammonium Sulphate, Urea, Calclum Ammo-
nium Nitrate and Ammonium Sulphate Nitrate, are statutorily controlled and any
instance of sellingthem at higher prices is immediately investigated by the State Govern-
ment and action taken under the Fertiliser Control Order, 1957.

(vi) The business operations of the Pool are constantly reviewed and attempts are made

to pass on to the farmers the economies effected in the import costs of fertilisers.
Recently, the price of Ammonium Sulphate was reduced by Rs. 10/- as a result of this
review,
(Vi) When the Rupee was de-valued in 1966, Government took a decision not to increase
the prices of fertilisers upto 31st March, 1967 and thus subsidise the prices at a cost of
Rs. 40-65 crores to,the Pool.

Training of farmers about Modern Methods of Cultivation

These activities have been
continuing now for several years and are being progressively intensified to cover more and more
farmers. Under the scheme ‘Farmers Training and Education’ already taken up in 50 selected
High Yielding Varieties Programme Districts and proposed to be extended to another 50 dis-
tricts during the Fourth Plan period, farmers are to be afforded comprehcnslvc knowledge about
the package of improved practices ; this effort is to be carried out through demonstrations
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supported by audio-visual aids ; visit to State Farms, research stations, etc., is an integral
clement of the effort. Under this programme, farmers will, to the extent possible be provided:

opportunities to visit the Government farms and other farms of progressive farmers, within
and outside the states.

(¢} The scheme of ‘Farmers Training and Education’ was started on a pilot basis in 1966-67
and has been expanded from year to year thereafter,

(@) No complaints expressed specifically in these
terms have been received but complaints are being received about delay in the delivery of
telegrams. The total number of complain

ts of late delivery of telegrams received during the
L6
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last year was 9,514. The telegrams were delayed in delivery due to interruption over the cir-
cuits caused by natural or other reasons beyond the control of the Department and also some
times due to lapses on the part of the staff. Steps are taken to avert such situations and the
officials at fault brought to book suitably.

(b) The existing regulations already include instructions to the staff in this regard.

(¢) Complaints regarding delay in delivery of telegrams filed in Devnagri script are not
dealt with separately and separate figures of delay to such telegrams are not available. It may
be stated that Devnagri telegrams are routed on the same circuits as the telegrams in Roman
script. Delay to Davnagari telegrams is, however, sometimes caused by sudden absenteeism
of Davnagari siénallers in remote telegraph offices where only one signaller may be working.

In addition to these the Freedom From Hunger Campaign which is an organisation under
the auspices of the Ministry of Food & Agriculture had also considered proposals involving both
foreign assistance as well as indigenous resources. Not all these schemes were finalised
during 1968-69; some were continuing from earlier years and some were initiated during the
year. Approximately the increase in the value of the projects both under consideration and
under implementation, over projects in the preceding year under FFHC ;wag Rs. 4. 28 crores.
The list is given in Annexure Il. (Placed in Library. See No. LT-1758/69).

‘ ! _ ‘ . or
immediatc attention were summarised on page 17 of the Review and arc indicated below :
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(1) Administrative arrangements for enforcement and supervision are often inadequate
and public opinion has not been sufficiently built up to quicken the pace of reforms.

(2) Records of tenants which are essential for effective implementation of land reforms
do not exist in several States and are often incomplete and out of date even where they

exist.

(3) The economic condition of tenants, even where they have been conferred permanent
rights still continues to be weak. They should have the right to make improvements
and get timely agricultural credit from cooperatives and governmental agencies to
carry out improvements.

(4) In some States, such as Andhra Pradesh (Andhra Area), Assam, Bihar, Tamil Nadu
and West Bengal, existing provisions for security of tenure are of an interim nature
and comprehensive measures to bring tenants and share croppers into direct relation
with the State have yet to be adopted.

(5) Most ejectments take the form of voluntary surrendres. Several States have yet to
adopt suggestions made in the plans in this regard. In future surrender should-
not be permitted except to Government,

(6) The right to resumption widens the scope of ejectments. In view of the period that
has elapsed, there should be no further right of resumption.

(7) In Andhra Pradesh (Andhra Area) Jammu and Kashmir, Tamil Nadu, Punjab and
West Bengal rents have yet to be brought down to 1/4th of the gross produce or less.
Besides, produce rents have yet to be replaced by fixed cash rents in these and several
other States. This is necessary so that the uncertainties arising out of annual fluctua-
tions in rents may be eliminated and the tiller assured of the full benefit of his invest-
ment.

(8) Several States have yet to provide for conferment of ownership on tenants, and in
some others where the provisions exist, active steps have not yet been taken to imple-
ment them.

(9) Security of tenure for the tiller is crucial to the whole scheme of tenancy reform.
Experience has shown that it is difficult to ensure security of tenure and effective
enforcement of rentals, unless the landlord-tenant bond is broken. It is necessary,
therefore, that immediate steps should be taken to break the landlord-tenant relation-
ship, the State interposing between landlords and tenants to collect fair rents from
tenants and pay them to landlords after deducting land revenue and the collection
charges.

(10) Although legislation for ceilings has been adopted, steps for dealing with the problem
of transfers have yet to be adopted in several States.

The Review was forwarded to the State Governments with the expectation that they would
take necessary action on the recommendations made in the Review. The view of the State
Governments on the recommendations made by the Committee have also been included in the
Publication. Some States such as Gujarat, Kerala, Maharashtra have taken specific steps in
the light of the recommendations made by the Land Reforms Implementation Committee.  In
Assam, Tamil Nadu and West Bengal further measures are under consideration. The response
from other States has been rather slow.

It is, therefore, not possible to indicate specifically how many
of the persons who came to India during the last 6 months have already been settied or provided
rehabilitation assistance.

However, during the said period of six months, 1502 families (consisting of "-approximately
6308 persons) of new migrants from East Pakistan were settled in agricultural and non-agricul-
tural occupations in different States, in Dandakarany_a Project and inthe Andamanand
Nicobar Islands. 1853 Burma Repatriates were given rehabilitation assistance in the shape
of business loans. Besides, employment was found for 241 Burma repatriates. During the

same period, rehabilitation assistance was provided to 245 Ceylon repatriates. These figures
are inclusive of migrants/repatriates who came to India prior to 1-1-1969. .

. Allpossible efforts are being made for the speedy rehabilitation of migrants and repatriates.
It 1s not, however. possible to say when exactly this work is likely to be completed.

Requirement of Rigs in the Country

4423, Shri Yashwant Singh Kushwah: Will the Minister of Food and Agriculture be
pleased to state the present requirement of rigs in the country for drilling tubewells for irriga-
tion and the arrangements made to meet the requirement ?

Steps
have been taken to expand the indigenous manufacturing programme of rigs and it is expec-
ted that most of the requirement would be met from the indigenous market. Only some spe-
cialised and highly sophisticated rigs are now required to be imported. Foreign exchange
amounting to Rs. 291'04 lakhs has already been released for import of these rigs.

Supply of latest varieties of paddy seeds to states

(d) Efforts to prevent the adulteration of all foodstuffs, including ghee, are constantly

engazing Government’s attention.
(e) So far as ghee is concerned, pursuant to the recommendations of the Committee
Experts the following measures have been initiated to prevent or at least minimize, its adulter-

ation with vanaspati :—

(i) The addition of sesame oil to serve as a latent colour for vanaspati is being continued;
and the drawal of samples of vanaspati both at manufacturer’s and market stages,
for checking compliance with the Baudouin Test (for checking the presence of sesame
oil) is being intensified.

(ii) Large-scale sampling of ghee sold in the markets for checking its freedom from adul-
teration with vanaspati, as reflected by a negative Baudouin Test,

(iii) More vigorous enforcement of the Prevention of Food Adulteration Act, 1954, and
the Rules framed thereunder.

(iv) Encouraging the marketing of ghee in small containers under AGMARK seal.

The administration of the Employees’ Provident Fund
is the concern of the Central Board of Trustees, an autonomous Organisation under the
Employees’ Provident Funds Act, 1952 and is not the concern of the Government of India.
The Provident Fund Authorities have reported as under :—

Information is not readily available regarding the amount of Employees’ Provident
Fund dues payable by Public Undertakings to the Employees’ Provident Fund Organisation,
this will be collected and laid on the Table of the House. The majority of Public Sector enter-
prises and  departmental undertakings of the Central and the State Governments are
implementing the provisions of the Employees’ Provident Funds Act. Of the remaining
establishments, a large number . have retirement benefits which are not less
favourable than those provided for under the Scheme and would therefore, qualifiy for exemp-
tion under Section 17. Efforts continue te be made to ask tke concerned emterprises either to
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seek exemption or to implement the Employees’ Provident Funds Scheme and during the l:asdt
two months, 21 departmental undertakings of the Central Government have complie
with the law by obtaining exemption under Section 17 of the Act.

(c) and (d). The power to sanction prosecution under the Employees’ Provident Funds
Act now vests with the State Governments. A proposal to amend the Af:t to empower oﬂiFers
of the Employees’ Provident Fund Organisation to sanction prosecutions is under consideration.

Classification of Inspectors in the Employees’ Provident Fund Organisation

The Research Branch
of the Department has taken up development of a cheaper type of communication system
to meet such needs.

The Scheme is ne
likely to be extended to other places in Rajasthan during the current year.
(¢) No, Sir

(d) Does not arise. The scheme involves provision of a large number.of high grade trans-
mission circuits between the two stations to be connected. In the present state of resources
position such schemes are being undertaken only between the large cities having automatic
exchanges with a very large number of trunk calls. The trunk traffic between Agra and Ganga-
pur is quite small still and Gangapur is a manual exchange.

Shri Lakhan Lal Kapur (Kishanganj) : Mr. Chairman Sit, [opposc the demands present-
ed. The Government have asked for money for survey work on four railways. But then
the Railways are maintaining their permanent engineering stafl, there is no nced to have
separate staff for this purpose; the existing staff could be transferred to the site of work and

thus the cxpenditure sought for can be avoided.

There is a Railway bridge, Rajendra Pul, between Barauni and Mokameh which has only
one line. As the traffic on this section has considerably increased during the recent past, the
existing single line on the bridge was insufficient to cope with it. Therefore. steps should be
taken to provide double track on the bridge.

The construction work of Farrakka barrage has been going on for years. Crores of rupees
were wasted every year on shifting the ghat. If the barrage is completed. a direct railway
line from Calcutta to Siliguri and New Jalpaiguri via Baree Gaon could be constructed.
Steps should be taken to expedite the work.

Shri Bhola Nath Master (Alwar) : The Indian States in Rajasthan owned their own
railway lines. They had formulated schemes to undertake surveys of new lines and had ear-
marked funds for the purpose. But alter independence the railways have been taken over
by the Government. Now it is the duly of the Government that it undertake these surveys.
Accordingly, the Government should undertake the survey to connect Alwar with Mathura
or Bharatpur by a broad gauge line.

A new flag Station at Khatahas between Phulera and Rewari should be provided. The
opening of this station would solve many problems of the local people.

The passenger train running between Alwar and Bandikui during day time should be
extenaed up to Jaipur. It would enable the people who had to go to Jaipur to attend courls
of law etc. to reach Jaipur, do their work and then to return to their places in time.

Shri D. N. Tiwari (Gopalganj) : When divisional system was introduced in the North-
Eastern Railway, the divisional headquarters were shifted from Sonepur to Samastipur with
a view to improving the working of the railway. But it was a matter of regret that the work-
ing instead of improving, has deteriorated. The trains are running late.

Samastipur is a small place and do not have staff quarters and sufficient office accom-
modation. On the other hand, the staff quarters are lying vacant in Sonepur. One do not
know as to why at one place, the existing recommendation was not being utilised while at the
other place, the Government we spending money for the same purpose.

There is the question of surplus staff. They are neither retrenched nor given any work. It
is a peculiar situation.  Steps should be taken to make use of their services.

Assam and Bihar had almost the same mileage of railway lines. But what we fo'ned
is that while Assam has three divisional office, Bihar has only one. We want that at least
one more divisional office should be opened in{Bihar.

Shri Mohammad Tsmail (Barackpur) : There had been talks for circular i‘ailwa)'iﬂ West
B_e'ng-al. Surveys have been done several times and lakhs of rupees have been spent. The
Minister of State for Railways, Shri Parimal Ghosh, has now stated that this work would be
taken up. But the fact that the requisite staff for that work would be recruited B.y the Depart-
ment and then posted there had created some doubts in the minds of the people.

Bangaon line passes near Pakistan border. Lakhs of displaced persons have been
residing there. Being a single line, people have been facing great difficulties. In spite of
several representations from Passengers’ Association and general public, this line has not
been doubled so for. '

The Railway line between Dum Dum and Basirhat should be doubled. Surveys for the
construction of a railway line between Malda and Belurghat has been done long ago, but the
same has not been laid down. Malda and Belurghat are situated on Pakistan border.

A departmental enquiry was conducted for opening a halt station at Nawapara near Dum
Dum. After verifying the facts that opening of this station would fetch Rs. 25,000 even a
Flag station has not been opened so far there. Inthe absence of proper means of communi-
cations, the industry there as well as the public have been facing great difficuities.

In Panihatti a vast tract of railway land is lying vacant. The local municipal committee
hadrequested the railway authorities to allot thatland tothe committee so thata market could
be constructed there. Their request had not been acceded to by the railway authorities on
the plea that they had some future plan in which that land would be utilised. Recently
railway traffic at Ulta Danga has considerably increased. Butthereis only one booking office.
The people have to face lot of difficulties in getting tickets and sometimes they are involved
in accidents. More booking offices should be opened there.

At Katwa station thefts of railway material from the wagons are committed in con-
nivance with C.R.P. and Station Master. The Minister for Railways, Dr. Ram Subhag Singh
gave an assurance that an enquiry would be conducted there. The result was that the S.M.
and his colleagues were transferred from there.
