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Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : I am not asking a question of details in regard to principle.
It is, therefore, desirable that the hon Minister should reply that on what principles Insurance
of unemployed has been referred to in the report? Whether it has tobe fixed on pay or income
or on the ratio or percentage or cost of living ? If it is a percentage of income, how much
it should be and if itis cost of living, how much of it should be given ? The hon. Minister

may please let me know this and what is his reaction to that in principle.

Shri Shah Nawaz Khan : I have just now stated that it is a draft of the scheme and
is still under consideration,

Mr. Speaker : The first thing he asks is that as a matter of policy has it been accepted
that arrangement would be made for according compensation to the jobless people ?

Shri Shah Nawaz Khan : Principally this has been accepted. Secondly the whole scheme
would be kept before the Standing Labour Committee. The General opinion is that all
those employees ‘who are insured and come under Employees Provident Fund and Employees
State Insurance scheme, will first of all be absorbed in it and afterwards other categories would

be accommodated.

Mr. Speaker : The question is while doing this whether it will be seen that whatever
pay they get some percentage of it or fully it would be paid to them or they would be peid as
much as is needed for making their both endsmeet ? Have I put correctly ?

i
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Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : Yes, Sir.

Shri Shah Nawaz Khan : The question to provide them facilities according to the
pay they get will be considered.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : Mr. Speaker, today this is your question you may elicit
answer for this. Under consideration has no meaning.

Mr. Speaker : Dr. Saheb if the Government has not taken siny decisiononit..........
'Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : They are doing nothing.
Mr. Speaker : You may put another question now.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia: It is useless to put questions when such answers are being given.
You may see that I asked a very simple questionand my another question is also fthe same.
I may humbly submit that these Ministers do not know anything regarding their departments,

Mr. Speaker : Can you throw some more light on this ?

Shri Shah Nawaz Khan : Final decision has not been taken on this so far.

Shri Madhu Limaye : What is the reason Shri Jagjiwan Ram is not present in the House
even for answering such important questions ? He could have probably answered this, This
is an important Department but the Minister is absent.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : Please elicit answer in regard to principle if not regarding
to details.

Mr. Speaker : You have said that your another question is also the same. He says that
no more light can be thrown on this. Let me know what should I do?

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : Take that very action against the persons that side {.e. on
Treasury Benches which you are taking against the persons on this side. Please ask them
to leave the house for some time.

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav : The hon. Minister has said that details are being considered.
I do not want the details but only the salient features of it.  Secondly are they thinking
about those employeesalso who will become jobless because they will come under the manage-
ment of big industries? Will those also be included ?

Mr. Speaker : He has already stated that all those employees would be included who come
under Employees State Insurance Scheme and Employees State Provident Fund.

Sh_ri Ram Sewak Yadav : What are its salient features ?

Shri Shah Nawaz Khan : No final decision has been taken on this o far.
Shri Yashpal Singh : May I know whether some amount has been allotted for according

priority to those 85 percent village employees whose services are terminated after 8 or 6 months
of their service and the amount Government will spend on this ?

Mr. Speaker : Another questionis................
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Shri Yeshpal Singh : I would like to point out that priorities are everywhere accorded
to cities only and not to villages.

Shri K. N. Tiwary : Have the Government conducted any survey as to whatis the number
of such employees and of 'what Category ?

Shri Shah Nawaz Khan : I have said there are 4. § million employees under Employees
Provident Fund, All of them are included in this Scheme.

Shri Madhu Limaye : Mr. Speaker, I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether
he has ever paid attention to the three Directive Principles regarding employment and un-
smployment in our constitution ? As in Section3g, it has been said that everybody
should get employment. Section 4I pertains to the problem of unemployment and Section
45 relates to nourishment,

Shri Madhu Limaye : Has attention been paid to these Directive Principles ? How long
will these principles remain like God ;without any image or will these be given solid form and
shape of a practical Government in five, ten or fifteen years ? Have you ever thought about

(a)and (b). In March, 1966, a few persons, including a P&k national, were arrested at Jullundur
on chasges of espionage for Pakistan.
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(¢) and (d). , The case is still under investigation and it w1ll not be in the public interest to
disclose further details at this stage, as such disclosures are likely to affect the course of
investigation.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiya : What material has been captured from those who
have been arrested ? Have some weapons and papers been found from those who have been

arrested for espionage ? If 50, what types of weapons and papers were those ?

Shri Hathi : I am not in a position to tell you all that has been found with the Pakistani
spies but I can say this much that no weapons have been found.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachhavaiya : Have these arrested, persons disclosed on enquiry
that the spies of their group are spreading in some more places in the Country ? If so,what
action is being taken for arresting them by the Government ?

Sh ri Hathi : We cannot disclose the whole thing now, because as the hon. merﬁber has
stated that certain clues have been found and provided we do not disclose them, it would be

easier to detect them otherwise it is very difficult,
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Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : Have such Pakistani spies been detected apart from Jullundur
after Indo-Pakistan conflict who had been working in Government or semi-Government
concerns and who had settled here and married after coming to India ? If so, what is their
number and secondly why this search has only been started after conflict with Pakistan and

why have our Government not been vigilant before ?

Shri Hathi : Yes, Sir in some parts of Panjab there are such people who have been detected.
They were detected and apprehended before also.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : What is their number ?
Shri Hathi : Barring Panjab, they are 80-85 in all.

Shri Ramashwarananda : Mr. Speaker, I would like | to know whether the spies whe
come from Pakistan and mingle with people here, live with Hindus, Sikhs and Christans
also apart from Muslims ?

Shri Hathi : I could not follow.

Mr. Speaker : What he wants to say is that whether spies live with Indian citizens here and
are helped by them in thejr activities ?

Shri Hathi : There are two types of people. Firstly there are people who live here and
indulge in espionage and secondly those who come from Pakistan and live with Indian citizens
and carry on their undesirable activities of espionage.

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : Is it a fact that during the last few months the espionage
activities of the Pakistanis have increased in areas like Jammu and Kashmir and since the
state Government is taking action against them, they have shifted the bases of their espionage
activities to places like Jullundur, and if so, the steps being taken by Government to smash
those bases ?

Shri Hathi : It is notthat they have come to Punjab from Kashmir but they weré already
carrying on some activities in Punjab and they have been apprehended [also and as the action
egainst them has been precipitated more persons are being arrested.
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Shri Bade : For how long the Pakistani soldiers, caught in Jullundur as stated by yow,
had been carrying on the espionage activities there and why did the Jullundur Police not taken
any action against them at that time ?

The National
Integration Conference which was convened in September-October 1961 and which was attend-
ed by the representatives of political parties evolved such a code a copy of which I am laying
on the Table. [Placed in the Library See No, LT-6502/66]. The conference was of the
opinion that the representatives of various political parties at the State level and at the national
level should continue to endeavour to develop the code of conduct and to evolve a machinery
of mutual conciliation and consultation. The National Integration Council at its meeting
held on June 1-2, 1962, re-affirmed the code and urged the various political parties in the
country effectually to implement it in regulating the conduct of their members.

Prior to the suspension of the service in Sept. ‘65 the mails for and from West Pakistan were
carried by train between Amritsar and Lahore and exchanged at Lahore. Pending resump-
tion of train service between Amritsar and Lahore, the mails are exchanged at Hussainiwala
Bridge near Ferozepore.

Telecommunication facilities + The telegraph and telephone links have’® been partially
restored between India and Pakistan wig Amritsar-Lahore route.

A total number of 4 pairs of copper wires were originally existing between Amritsar
and Lahore which were completely disrupted during Sept. ‘65 conflict. One pair of copper
wires was restored between Amristar and Lahore during the month of February, 1966. Direct
speech circuits between Amritsar and Lahore and New Delhi-Lahore were provided on 11-2-66.
The telegraph outlet between New Delhi and Lahore was commissioned on 14-2-1966.

Non—availability of licence fee stamps of certain denominations at local treasuries and short-
age of licence books at certain post offices were rectified quickly. Such shortages were partly
due to the stamps and the books havipg been introduced for the first time and are less likely to
recur in future.

Remedial action has been takea in all cases where issue and renewal of licences were delayed
®n account of wrong interpretation of rules by postal staff or other failure on their part.
