Shri Bibhuti Mishra: In what proportion this three lakh
be distributed amongst those people ?
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The Minister of Irrigation and Power (Shri Fakhruddin Ahmed) : This has
not been decided as yet. At present the two Governments are discussing as to how much land
Rajasthan Government can give. The Punjab Government will be mformecl about it and
then the Punjab Government will decide s to how miich land should: bé givén to every cultivator.
Now the Chief Minister of Rajasthan has stated that the. matter . is-under. consideration of the
Expert Committee which will give its report by September and then this question will arise as
to whether this much land is required for rehabilitation or not.

Shri Bibhuti Mishra: Apart from land what other kinds of assistance will be given
to the displaced persons so as to enable them to raise crops propcrly?’
Shri Fakbruddin Ahmed: Apart from land the facilities of water, road, school etc.
will be given. .

Sari K.N. Tiwary: Just now the hon. Minister stated that this matter of displaced
persons has been referred to a Committe and that negotiations. are going on with the two
Governments. What are the terms of reference of the committee and when this will be
finalised so as to provide facilities to these people without causing any further trouble to
them?

Shri Fakhruddin Abmed: In the recent meeting the Chief Minister of Rajasthan
had stated that instead of extensive irrigation facilities intensive -irrigation facilities should be
given as it would yield greater benefits to the people and augment the production also. He
also put forth certain schemes which we have referred to the Expert Committee which is
examining them. At the end of this month atter the report is receivéd it will be decided as
to how far the Rajasthan Canal is to be extended and whether the work should be commenced
in accordance with the intensjve scheme.

Shri Kashi Ram Gupta: Just now the hon. Minister stated that the Chief Minister
of Rajasthan has given a new scheme. Under the previous scheme it was envisaged that
an area of 50 lakh acres of land will be irrigated. Now under the new scheme there will
obviously be a reduction in the irrigated area. So I want to know whether it will also have
a beating upon the allocation of land to Punjab for the rescttlement of oustees and in
case it will reduce the earmarked land of 3.5 lakh acres for Punjab, whcre those oustees are
proposed to be resettled.

Shri Fakhruddin Ahmied: The farmers are definitely included but besides them
landless labourers have also been given consideration. ;

Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad : In view of the experience of displaced persons in Bihar
due to such schemes, may I know- whether the amount of money referred by you is an
interim grant or whether the Government have undertaken to make complete arrangements
for the rehabilitation of persons displaced due to this river project?

Shri Fakhrnddin Ahmed: As regards their rehabilitation, this matter is between
the two Governments of Punjab and Rajasthan. No uniform policy can be framed for this.
As and when a contingency arises, measures will be thought out accordingly.

Wwill the Minister of Finance be pleased to refer to his statement on the 9th
March, 1966 regarding Hunger Strike by the employees of the Indian Audit and Aceounts

Department and state:

(a) whether Government have since received the report of the Conference of all
India Audit and Accounts office Employees’ Union held at Ranchi;

(b) whether Government have recommended to the Comptroller and Auditor
General, in accordance with the assurances given by it, to recognise the 1'nion; and

(c) The reaction of the Comptroller and Auditor General thereto?

The Deputy Minister of Finance (Shri L. N. Mishra):

(a) Yes, Sir.

(b) No such assurance was given. However, the C. & A.G. was advised to deal

with the Association and its office bearers on the basis of de facto recognition as there are
no rules at present under which formal recognition can be accorded.

(¢) The G. & A.G. is considering the matter in discussion with the Home
Ministry. He has also written to the Association with a view to seeing that the necessary steps
are takeu to get it recognised de facto.

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Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia : There is a contradiction in what the hon. Minister has
stated just now and the decision taken by the Home Ministry in May, 1965 to the effect that
a union conforming to the rules, which though abrogated, will be given defacto recognition.
In view of this and also in view of the fact that the union had submitted a list of its office
bearers and members of the working committee to Government as desired by the Finance
Minister, may I know why the union has not been recognised despite the fact that all the
conditions laid by the Government have been fulfilled ?

Shri L. N. Mishra: I would like to reply to Shri Banerjec and Doctor Lohia at one
and the same time. Either Shri Banerjee did not try to understand the answer or perhaps
he has misunderstood it. It is not that we do not want to recognise. The assurance given
by the Finance Minister on the 9th March stands even now. Some days back they were
told that they would be given defacto recognition. There is difficulty in giving the formal
recognition. According to the judgment of the Supreme Court we cannot give formal
recognition in that condition, but we are desirous of giving defacto recognition. ~We have
told them and he is going to meet them.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia: Why dont yow anmounce now that you are giving
them defacto recognition ?

Shri L. N. Mishra: That we cannot do.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia: Then who candoit ?

Shri S. M. Banerjee : Was not the assurance given by you in Parliament ?

Shri L. N. Mishra: I cannot give the recognition. It will be discussed mutually
between the owners and the employees there. We the Ministers do mnot go there to give them
advice. We sent our opinion from here that they may be given defacto recognition and it is
hoped that it will be given. But how can I commit here that it will be given ?

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia: What are the total emoluments of the lowest paid
employee as also of the highest paid officer in the Audit?

Shri L. N. Mishra: The main question, Sir,is regarding the giving of recognition.
As regards the disparity in pay, I am to submit that it will be in accordance with the
present social set up in the country.

Mr. Speaker : The question was regarding giving of recognition; at this time he
cannot tell about emoluments and disparity etc.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia ; It is correct that he cannot tell now regarding the
disparity in pays, but you should direct the Ministers to come prepared here with atleast the
basic and ordinary knowledge of the subjeet.

Mr. Speaker: Itis reasonable to expect that they should come prepared with the
necessary information. But the main question was regarding recognition and now he does not
have the information regarding the highest and the lowest pay.

Shyi Bagri: The hon. Minister has stated in his reply that they do not have the
authority to give recognition to their union. As these employees are Government employees,
I want to koow who has got the power to give them recognition. If so, what will be
relationship between the Minister and the officers who grant recognition.

Shri L. N. Mishra: The relations are very cordial. We do not interfere in their
daily affairs. It was a matter of policy that whether we should accord them de facto recogni-

tion or de jore recognition. It was thought proper to accord them de facto recognition. They
are doing it and it is in their benefit also. Their election took place in 1960 and they selected
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office bearers in 1963 but during this period, no election for office bearers was held. Now
they have taken decision on these issues and the Government was informed in April. The
Government decided to accord recognition. There is no diflerence on principle between the
Government and . them.

Shri Bagri : Who would accord recognition to Government employeces. The
hon. Minister has said that they are not being recognised. . He should have at least make
a declaration that they are being accorded recognition.

Shri Madhu Limaye: Last time I asked a question from the hon. Minister of Finance
that whether after the new election, recognition would be accorded immediately. I am sorry
to state that recognition has so far not been accorded. 1t is a fact that Auditor General
is appointed by the President and the rules for employees there are made no recommendation
by the President but so far as the question of union is concerned, whether some such rule is
going to be made which will cover all the employees irrespective of department. If such rule is
there, when and how the same is going to be implemented ? '

Shri L. N. Mishra : Actually I have not got experience on this sybject. When I
was incharge of labour, it was there that in what circumstances recognition should be
granted and in what circumstances recognition should not be granted. But as the hon.
Minister replied last time I still say that Government has ordered for the de facto
recognition.

Shri Madhu Limaye : When the recognition is going to be accorded?

Skri L. N. Mishra: I caanot tell any definite date. It is also likely that they had
already got the recognition. But there were certain happenings in 1958 on account of which
recognition was not granted.

Shri Kishen Pattnayak: The Government stated on the floor of the house on the
9th March that rules regarding recognition are on the point of being flnalised. Have the
rules been finalised; if not why not and what is the machinery at present for hearing their
grievances ?

_ Shri L. N, Mishra : This union was recogniscd but due to certain activities in
1958, they could not be recognised.

_ Shri Kishen Pattnayak: He has not said when the rules will be finalised. Last time
it was said that it was on the point of being finalised. '

Mr. Speaker: When the rules be finalised?

Shri L. N. Mishra s There are two-three things. It will take time to tell all this..
(interruptions)

Mr. Speaker: Shri Vasudevan Nair.
Shri Ram Sewak Yadav : The question has not been replied to.

Mr. Speaker: When the hon. Minister starts replying commentary goes on
incessantly.

Sir, Inspite of asking by you for detailed
reply he is misleading the House. He did not reply my question regarding his relationship
with solicitors firm.

Now I would like to draw the attention of the House to Section 2(a) and Section 19
(a) (1) of the Foreign Exchange Regulation Act which empower an office to conduct a raid.
Section 2(a) says 3

““The Central Government may appoint a Director of Enforcement as many Deputy
Directors of Enforcement, Assistant Directors of Enforcement and such officers as
it thinks fit to be officers of enforcement for the purpose of enforcing the provisions
of this Act.”

then Section 19(a)(1) says :

“If any office of enforcement authorised in this behalf by the Central Government
by general or special order has reason to believe that any person has secreted
about his person any document which will be useful for or relevent to any pro-
ceeding under this Act, he may search that person.”

Under these Sections of the Act the officers concerned are fully empowered to
conduct raids. Even then the office was demoralised and asked to tender apology by Shri
R. C. Dutta. Government give protection to persons found guilty by the P.A.C. and ask for
explanation who perform their duty under law and then the Minister is misleading the
House.

(a) w!:ether ‘Government have made any special arrangements to supply medicines to
the States like Orissa, Mysore, Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra, Gujarat, Rajasthan . and
Madhya Pradesh where famine-like conditions are prevailing;

.(b) whcthcz: it is a fact that health of the people of these areas has deteriorated due
to an lnadcquatc intake of calories; and
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(c) if so, the nature of the assistance rendered to these people by Government so far
for the purpose ?

The Minister of Health and Family Planning (Dr. Sushila Nayar) : (a) Yes,
Sir.

{(b)~In areas of food scarcity, caloric in take is usually reduced and this may affect the
health of the people. Wide spread and severe cases of mal-nutrition have not been
reported.

(c) : The following measures have been taken for drought affected areas :

1. Supply of different types of food, skimmed milk powder and other milk powder.

2. Supply of dieftiry supplements like vitamins, weaning foods ; for infants and toddlers,
‘vaccimes for prophylactic purposes against possible epidemics and equipment for augmenting
the water supply.

3. An intensive programme of immunisation ageinst Smallpox, Cholera and Typhoid
by mass vaceination through Primary Health Gentres, Rural Dispensaries, ' M. C. H. Centres,
Hospitals and at the Works-site camps which have-been opganised in such areas.

4. Al Primary Health Centres, Hospitals. Dispensaries, etc., have been -stocked with
sufficient amount of drugs for tackling any possible out-break of diseases.

5. Disinfection of water supply sources and the sinking of tube wells to augment the
water supply. In areas which are severely affected by drought, water is being taken by water
tankers. lorries, etc,, for’ distribution.

Drinking Water Booths in Delhi

3957. Shri Rameshwaranand : Shri Raghunath Singh :
Will the Minister of Health and Family Planning be pleased to state @

(a) whether it is a fact that there is no facility of drinking water in the Capital on
long and shore distance routes on account of which great hardship is caused to public during

summer ; and

(b) if so, the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of Health and Family Planning (Dr. Sushila Nayar): (a) The
Municipal Corporation of Delhi have reported that -adequate facilities exist in Delhi on
most of the short distance routes, There are over 4000 public stand posts provided in the
entire area of thc Delhi Municipal Corporation. 5

There are about 100 public hydrants on  roadsides for usec of the general public
in the New Delhi Municipal Committec area at important points. In addition to the
hydrants, a number of Pizos have been set up on road sides, Water Coolers have also
been installed jointly with donors in Connaught Place and l.odi Road for supply of
drinking watcr to the public.

There is no provision for such faciliies being extended by the Delhi Municipal
Corporation on long distance routes like Ring Road, Mathura Road ctc.

Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state ¢

(a) whether some papers werc seized by the Income-tax Officers in Bombay from
some financial agents in .December, 1964 ;

(b) if so, the names of the firms with whom they had connections ;

(c) the number of firms agains’t whom action was initiated by Government ;
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(d) the nature of action taken against the firms found guilty ; and
(c) the reasons for not taking action against other firms?

The Minister of Finance (Shri Sachindra Chaudhuri): (a) Yes, Sir.

(h) Each hundi banker had lent his name to a number of his clients for introducing
their own moneys as hundi loans. A very large number of persons in and outside Bombay
had introduced their own moneys as hundi loaas. This was done for a number of years.
Morcover, some of them did not maintain accounts. 1t will, therefore, not be possible to
make a complete list. Even an incomplete list will take a long time as the number may be

over a thousand.

(c) A list of bankers, who had lent their names, was circulated among all Income-
tax Officers in the country 8nd they were asked not to accept moneys introduced as loans
from these name-lenders as genuine without strict proof. It will involve tremendous labour
to collect, from Income-tax Officers, all over the country, the names of persons who had
introduced nmoneys in these names.

(d) A number of persons, who had  introduced their own moneys as hundiloans
took advantage of the Voluntary Disclosure Scheme under sectjon 68 of Finance Act, 1965
and Section 24 of Iinance (No.2) Act, 1965 and offered the amounts of hundi loans for
assessment. No penalty could be levied under these Schemes. A number of persons offered
for assessments as income, the amounts of hundi loans and requested for waiver or reduct-
ion of penalty under section 271 (4A) of Income-tax Act and the quantum of penalty was
fixed on the merits of cach case. The total amount thus offered for assessment is Rs. 32,58,
605 till 30-9-1965. Similar figure for subsequent period is not available, In cases of those
persons who did not so offer hundi Joans for assessment, wassessments are being made in the
‘normal course and the quantum of penalties considored in the circumstances of each case,

Increase in Sales Tax.

3989, Shri Sarjoo Pandey: Will the Minister of - Finance be pleased to state :
(a) whether Sales Tax has been increased from 2 percent to 3 per centin the

whole of the country ;
(b) whether it is a fact that the said tax is only 9 percent in Delhi; and

(c) if so, the reasons therefor ?

The Minister Finance (Shri Sachindra Chaudhuri): (a) The reference pre-

sumably is to Central Sales Tax which is governed by Central legislation, and not to Sales
Tax generally which is determined by State legislation. The Central Sales Tax was in-
creased from 2 p.c. to 3 p.c. with effect from Ist July, 1966.

(b) The ceiling in respect of Central Sales Tax being 3 p.c. it cannot be levied at
9 p.c. in Delhi. In fact, thc normal rate of Central Sales Tax in Delhi is 3 p.c., but for
certain categories of goods re-cxported from Delhi subject to certain conditions, if such
goods have suffcred Central sales tax at the time of their import into Delhi, the Central
Sales Tax is levied at | p.c.

(c) The concessions of 1 p.c. for certain type of transactions is allowed in Delhi
beeause unlike other States, a large portion of Delhi’s trade consists of exports to neigh-
bouring States, of gonds imported from othcr States.

Shri Fakhruddin Ahmed : The embankments which have been constructed check
the floods to a large extent. Alongwith that Dectention reserveirs etc. are also beirg con-
strncted on many places.

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav (Barabanki): I would like to know whether during the
recent floods in Bihar more harvest has been destroyed, more land has been aflected and
more animals have been killed as compared to the earlier floods. If so, the action takcn by the
Flood Central Board and its programme= to check the floods.

Shri Fakhruddin Ahmed : I have been told that the recent flood was not an
cxtensive one but it was more intensive than the previous one. There is no other way
except that we shoull  construct Detention Dam and that we may strengthen the existing
embankments.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr). I want to kanow whether the collection of lcvy
and otner taxes will be suspended from the flood affected area ?

Shri Fakhruddin Ahmed : This matter concerors the State Government.

~ Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia (Farrukhabad) : I would like to know whether the Hon.
Minister has assessed the usefulness of the projects because more floods are occuring now ?
If not, why ? I would also like to kncw the proposals being considered by Government to
solve this problem.

Shri Fakhruddin Ahmed : During these years about two thousand embankments
have been constructed. Duc to lack of finance the State Government could not pay much
attention to them. So when there is a violent gush of water the weak embankments are
broken and that eauses great damage. We arc thinking on the ways as to how the cen-
tre can help the State Governnients fer strengthening the embankment and to erect as soon

o ¥

as possible detention Dams.

Shri Shree Narayan Dass (Darbhanga): As these embankemcnts could not provie
dec avalid defence against the floods may I know whether Government is considering to
adopt some other line leaving this policy of constructing embankment.

Shri Fakhruddin Ahmad : Policy willbesame, But as 1 have stated we will
strengthen the embankments so that breaches may not occur  due to gush of water.
