Shri Vishwa Nath Pandey: Is it a fact that the Mizo Rebels are procuring arms and
ammunition from Pakistan and other countries with the money they collect forcibly from the
villagers ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla: As far as I know they are not paying money to Pakistan
for arms,

Shri Maurya: May I know the cash amount and the value of property so far looted
by the Mizo Rebels ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla: We have no figures of the cash. T have figures in respect
of other property etc. which I can read out or place on the Table of the House,

Mr. Speaker : The Hon. Minister may place them on the Table of the House. ,

Shri Ram Sahai Pandey: When the Government received information about these
activities of the Mizo Rebels and what steps have been taken by the Ministry of Home Affairs
in thisregard ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla: The reports began to come a few days after their revolt
and with the help of loyal Mizos we set up various new Administrative Centres in order to
curb their activities. This step has proved very effective to lessen their activities.

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav: May I know whether the people, whose property was
looted have properly reported the matter to the concerned authorities and if so, what is their
number ? Keeping in view the fact that Shri Chaliha has said in the Legislative Assembly
that foreign powers are behind the subversive element, may I know whether foreign powers
are also behind the tax collection by the Mizo Rebels?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla: I have already stated we received reports from the
affected persons. I will place it on the Table of the House. So far as the foreign powers are
concerned we apprehend that Pakistan is behind these activities. It is difficult to say whether
it has any bearing with the tax collection. We are successful in our efforts in curbing the
activities of Mizo Rebels. )

Shri Bibhuti Mishra: The Hon. Minister, in his reply has just stated that he has no
information but according to the statement given by Shri Chaliha and according to the press
reports foreign powers are behind it. May I know whether Government have made any
enquiry in regard to the fact that where the Ministry of Home Affairs has restored law and
order to find out the extent of truth ; and if so, what is the outcome of the inquiry ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : I have stated that they are behind it.

Shri Kishen Pattnayak: Not only Pakistanis, but Britishers are also behind it. May
I know whether Government propose to take such steps to prevent the foreign influence on
social, educational or economic fields in the border areas?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla: Yes, Sir, it has declined to a great extent in this area.

Shri Vishwa Nath Pandey: Has any survey been made by Government indepen-
dently to find out whether substantial quantity of raw material is available and petro-chemical
complex can be set up there? Are Government thinking of setting up a petro-chemical
complex there ?

Shri Igbal Singh : We do propose but negotiations are still going on for setting up a

petro-chemical complex there. Further action can be taken only after the negotiations are

over?

Shri Vishwa Nath Pandey: My question was: whether substantial quantity of raw
material is available there or not ?

Shri Igbal Singh : Raw material is available thecre. We require Naphtha for this
purpose and that is surplus there.

Shri Vishwa Nath Pandey: May I know the time by which the American companies
will give their decision about it so that a petro-chemical complex can be set up there
immediately ?

Shri Igbal Singh: Negotiations are going on with three companies. The final draft
of the agreement was submitted by them in March, 1966. The petro-chemical complex can
be set up only after the negotiations are over.

Shri M. L. Dwivedi: Besides these American firms, may I know whcthcr negotiations
have also been held with any otherécountry and if so, what is the name of that country and at

what stage the negotiations are going on ?

Shri Igbal Singh : First of all two offers were received in regard to Koyali. One of
them was from the ICCI and Phillips Petroleum. But they were later on withdrawn by them.
At present negotiations are going on with the Union Carbide International Oil and Dow
Chemicals. There is, now, only one offer.

Shrl Bhagwat Jha Azad : Has any assessment been made about the present capacity
of the Petro-Chemical Industry and if so, what percentage of our requirements is being met by
it? Isit a fact that these companies are putting pressure on you and the matter has thus been
delayed ? Instead of carrying on negotiations with these firms, why collaboration is not being
sought from those countries who have so far been lending us help ?

Shri Igbal Singh : So far as an enquiry into this matter is concerned, first of all Kane
Committee was constituted in 1961 to decide as to which type of petro-chemical complex should
be set up in India and where it should be set up. Thereafter, Dr. Haini was invited from -
France who gave his report about the type of things to be manufactured in the petro-chemical
complex and where it should be set up. Then the working group of the Ministry of Industries
and Supplics and thc'worl-:ing group of the Planning Commission went into the question and
certain definite type of rccommendations were made by them. So far as the question as to
what percéntagc of our requirements is being met in India, is concerned, it is very low. Two
Naphtha crackers are being set up in private sector. Thereafter we can think of other matters
relating to petro-chemicals complex. In regard to those countries who have so far been giving
us help, we are ready to take help from any country who is ready to give us help provided it is
a proper type of help.

The Planning
Commission and the Ministry of Education were requested to assess the impact of measures
adopted by them to reduce economic imbalance among various regions and to promote feelings
of National Integration through a positive educational policy, respectively. The Planning
Commission have stated that they are continuing their attempts to achieve the objective of re-
moving economic disparities through the Planning process. A number of educational measures
have already been taken by the Ministry of Education to promote emotional integration in the
country. The All India Education Commission, set up under the Chairmanship of Dr. D. S.
Kothari, has since submitted its report to the Ministry of Education. The implementation of
the various recommendations of this Commission will be taken in hand after they have been
examined in detail. The implementation of various decisions taken ‘by the Committees of
Zonal Council for National Integration is being reviewed. Home Minister has decided to ad-

dress letter to Chief Ministers regarding decisions which have not yet been implemented
fully.

They have analysed the results
for 1965-66 and found that percentage of failures is relatively higher in English, Music,
Physics, Chemistry and Commerce.

(c) Several schemes for qualitative improvement have been taken up with this object ;
such as improving the competance of teachers and preparation of better syllabii, text books and
rcading materials. In some fields where shortage of trained teachers has been most acutely
felt, special courses have been taken up in Regional Colleges of Teachers’ Education and other
institutions.

As soon as they realised their mistake they hastened to return to Indian terri-
tory. While they were returning, one of the constables, who was a few yards behind the others,
was suddenly surrounded and seized by 15 Pakistan nationals and taken away along with his
rifle and 50 rounds of ammunition.
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(c) The Government of Pakistan have been requested to return the constable to India
along with his rifle and ammunition.

(a) and (c). The scheme for preparation, translation and publication of standard works of
University level in Hindi and regional languages, which is being implemented by the Standing
Commission for Scientific and Technical Terminology, has been widely publicised and effective
cooperation of the universities, academic bodies and private publishers has been sought for
bringing out as many books as possible. Some translation work has been undertaken depart-
mentally also. The existing bottlenecks, both at the administrative and production stages, are
being eliminated. Efforts are also being made to set up new Translating Agencies to accelerate
pace of work. A provision of Rs. 1'75 crores has been made for the continuance of the
scheme during the Fourth Five Year Plan.

(b) At present, 5 whole-time Cells and 36 Translating Agencies are engaged in this
work. Although the scheme was started in 1960, much progress could not be made inthe
first few years, due to the time taken in approving the titles, procurement of copy-rights and
setting up of translating Agencies. The scheme has gained momentum only during the last
three years. So far, 380 titles for translation and 82 for original writings in Hindi have been
approved. 46 translations and 12 original books have been published. 36 translations and
7 original books are in the Press. 301 translations and 63 original books are in various stages

of translation and production.

As the border is, however, only a few hundred yards from
the house of occurrence, the dacoits succeeded in escaping to Pakistan with cash, ornaments
etc. worth Rs. 1,500/-.

A case has been registercd in Chhapra P. S. vide case No. 9 dated 20-7-1966 under
Section 396 I.P.C.

Protest has been lodged with the local authorities of East Pakistan who have also been
requested to enquire into the matter and award deterrent punishment to the culprits.

One internal 50-line exchange has been provided by the Indian Telephone Industries.
On receipt of acomplaint in June, 1966 of the Exchange going out of order, the Indian
Telephone Industries deputed their senior inspectors who rectified the defects and informed the
Hospital authorities that the damage had been caused by the seepage and leakage of water
from the ceiling of the exchange room and requested them to remove this defect. Anotter
report of the Exchange going out of order was received early in July, 1966, which was also
attendcd by L.T.I., who again requested the hospital authorities to rectify the defects in the
ceiling of the exchange room as the unsatisfactory working of the exchange was mainly due
to the water leaking into the equipment and causing errosion of contacts and low insulation.
No further complaints have becn received by the I.T.I. in this matter, but they have, in view
of the improved weather conditions, again written to the hospital authorities offering their
services for rectifying any defects which may still be present.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan
Shukla): (a) This part of the question is not quite clear, Reference to Rule 35 of the
Central Civil Services (Classification, Control and Appeal) Rules, 1957, which provides for
removal of doubts, does not appear to be germane to the question. If the Hon’ble Member
desires information whether the operation of an order passed by the disciplinary authority is to
be stayed till the disposal of an appeal, the ‘reply isin the negative. It may be added that
the Central Civil Services (Classification, Control and Appeal) Rules, 1957, have since been
repealed and replaced by the Central Civil Services (Classification, Control and Appeal) Rules,
1965, with effect from December 1, 1965.

(b) There is no provision in the 1957 or 1965 Rules for the staying of an order passed
by a disciplinary authority, during the pendency of an appeal. The 1957 Rules provided, and
the 1965 Rules also provide, for the passing of orders by the Appellate Authority confirming,
enhancing, reducing or setting aside a penalty which is already in force or for remitting the

case to the authority which imposed the penalty or to any other authority with such directions
as it may deem fit,

Shri Buta Singh (Moga) : The Hon. Home Minister had explained the background of
this problem. But he forgot that there are great sacrifices behind it. Dozens of people were
killed and many people liad down their lives. This goes to the credit of the pcople of Punjab
that during eighteen years of struggle they did not indulge in subversive activities and no loss was
incurred to the public property. I am paying my homage to the people who laid down their
lives for this purpose.

Punjab was behaving like an appendix to Delhi. The Ministers of Punjab used to bring
down their differences in Delhi. This had an adverse cflect on the national element of Punjab.
There was no democracy left in Punjab. There was Congress administration. The people of
Punjab did not like the frequent changes in the administration resulting from political pres~

sures.

Shri Nanda had said that the conditions in Punjab had become such that it had become
essential to introduce President’s preclamation.  But the Chief Minister of that State at the time
of tendering his resignation had said “My resignation would create a cordial and congeneal
atmosphere in the State.” This shows that cordial and congeneal atmosphere was not there in
the cabinet- The second preof of this thing is the actions of Shri Dharamvir whom some Hon.

friends have given the name “Karamvir”.

The political condition of Punjab was known to everybody before Shri Dharamvir took

over charge.

Earlier Shri Ujjal Singh was appointed the Governor of Punjab but was later transferred
because a strong communal group was opposed toit. Thisisa very bad thing. Such a thing
cannot be tolerated in a secular State.

Now I want to repeat the words of Shri Ujjal Singh which he had uttered at the time of
his farewell party :—
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“I am leaving Punjab with a heavy heart after serving the State to the best of my
ability.”
I would like the Home Minister to see that such circumstances are not created that

people feel in this way.

Why do we like presidential rule ? What did Shri Dharamvir see in Punjab. He
said :

“In India, on the slightest pretext, people burn the national properties. But I have not
seen anyone destroying the property of black-marketeers.”

This is the statement made by a capable and wise Administrator who saw that there is
adulteration in almost every thing there. I would like that let there be a presidential rule till

the next elections.
The present Governor of Punjab has done a very good thing by making improvements in

the administration and taking action against hoarders, profiteers and adulterators.

The administration under Congress Cabinet had deteriorated to a great extent and
people are suffering from the above evils. It would be better, therefore, if presidential

rule continues there till the next elections.

It is very strange that legislature is there in Punjab but is ineffective. The Members are
getting their pay and allowances without doing any work. The legislature should be done

away with,

The Government is very slow in taking action in regard to the bills relating to Punjab.

Shri Yudhvir Singh (Mahendragarh) : I entirely agree with this view that the im-
position of President’s rule in Punjab was the result of the force of circumstances and changing
conditions. However, the predominant factor responsible for this situation is that there was
division in the Ram Kishan Ministry on the question of reorganisation of Punjab. Things
came to such a pass that there was particularly no administration in Punjab. It is good that
President’s rule has been imposed there.

The Governor had taken certain steps against hoarders, blackmarketeers and profiteers.
He had been doing a commendable job which was very much appreciated by the people of
Punjab and the whole country. But certain congress leaders of Punjab have criticised the
Governor’s actions and have approached the Central Leaders with the request to put pressure
on the Governor to stop action against the blackmarketeers etc. It is learnt that same direc-
tive has heen given by the Centre in the matter.

The other day it was announced by the Congress President, Shri Kamraj that Governor’s
rule in Punjab would continue till the coming general elections. But the decision has now
been revised in the interest of the ruling party and it has been decided that new Ministries
would be formed in both the new States by the Ist November, 1966. It is evident that they
want to make political capital out of this and everything is motivated by its own cliquish
party interest. In fact the Government are handling the situation in a most anti-democratic
manner and are not prepared to tackle the problems in a thorough going manner on the basis
of well defined principles.

The demand for restoring popular Government in the reorganised states is being made to
serve the interest of the Congress Party. If the Central Government is honest they should
continue President’s rule in both the new States.

Shri Jagdev Singh Siddhanti (Jhajjar) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I always examine
a thing on the basis of its merits and demerits and I am not motivated by provincialism and
party-feeling. Injustice has always been done to the people of Hariyana. The Home Minister,
Shri Nanda deserves congratulations for putting an end to this injustice.

So far as Chandigarh is concerned, some people hold that it should go to Punjab but it
is a part of Hariyana. Even the Punjab Boundary Commission has given this verdict. So it
should come to Hariyana.

I would like to invite the attention of the Hon. Minister to this most important point that
most of the institutions now in existence in Punjab have the prefix ‘Punjab’, in their names such
as Punjab University, Punjab Agricultural University, Punjab Medical College, Punjab Engineer-
ing College, Punjab High Court etc.; and what we want is such institutions as will belong both
to Punjab and Hariyana should not have this prefix in their names. Hariyana which has
inadequate representation in various fields should get due representation in different forums of the
Punjab University as well as in other institutions. Even in the matter of distribution of water
and electricity, which is not equitable, justice should be done to the people of Hariyana.

Punjab and Hariyana are now two different States and as such these should have
separate Governors and High Courts.

Efforts should be made to develop Hariyana in such a manner that it becomes a self-

supporting State.

Shri Ram Sewak Yadav (Bara Banki) : It is because of Government’s confused policies
on matters like language and reorganisation of states fissiparous tendencies and disintegrating
for:es are gaining strength in the country. It is time for the Government to consider the matter
in all seriousness and think of ways and means so that the kind of situation which we have seen
in some parts of the country, where people had to put up a fight against the fight for their
demands, is averted. In fact if the Congress Government had followed its declared policy on
the linguistic reorganisation of states, there would not have been any trouble anywhere. The
confused policies of the Government itself are responsible for all such disturbing situations as
arose out of the demands for creating states on linguistic basis. The Government did not
pursue a firm policy in this regard.

As regards President’s rule in Punjab, there is no justification for the imposition of the
President’s rule there. The rule is against democratic ideas and principles. It only means an
extension of the rule of the Congress Government at the Centre, and the ruling party wants to
make a political capital out of the situation as the next general clections are nearing. Hence
it is not a step in the right direction and as such it cannot be supported.

Now I would like to conclude by inviting the attention of the House to clause 2 of the
Bill whereby powers are being taken for constituting a consultative committee ar¢ wide and
likely to be misused. It is not desirable to give such powers unless certain guiding principles
are prescribed. As I am against the President’s rule in Punjab, I oppose this Bill.

Shri Hem Raj (Kangra) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, the Home Minister, Shri Nanda
deserves congratulations for the very amicable and feasible manner in which he has been able to
solve this ticklish problem of the reorganisation of Punjab to the satisfaction of the people of all
the three units, i- e. Punjab, Hariyana and Himachal Pradesh.

As regards President’s rule in Punjab, I think it was a step in the right direction and it
has, in fact, benefited the people of Punjab.

In the demarcation of the boundaries of the three new States, injustice has been done to
Himachal Pradesh in respect of the hilly areas of Dhar Kalan, Una and Kalka which rightfully
belong to Himachal Pradesh and should have been included in it. Certain Villages of Una
Block and an area covering Kosari village should also have formed part of Himachal Pradesh,
but they have been given over to Punjab. I feel that justice has not been done to the people of
Himachal Pradesh and these things should be set right.

So far as Governor’s administration under President’s rule in Punjab is concerned, the
Governor has said that on account of lack of people’s enthusiasm he is finding it difficult to take
stringent action against the hoarders, blackmarketecrs, profiteers and deal with the anti-social
elements firmly.  With a view to restoring people’s enthusiasm it is, necessary to put an end to
President’s rule and set up popular Government there as early as possible.

As regards reorganisation of services, it should be ensured that certain high officers who

take interest in the uplift and welfare of the people of the hilly areas and who have been doing
very good work in the hilly areas of Punjab which will now form part of Himachal Pradesh are
retained in Himachal Pradesh.

As regards the proposed High Court at Delhi, its jurisdiction will be extended to Hima-
chal Pradesh also. I would therefore, like to suggest in this connection that so long as the new
legislative assemblies in the new States do not come into existence and meet after the general
elections and consider the matter, further consideration of the Delhi High Court Bill should be

adjourned.

With these words I support the Bill.

Shri R. S. Pandey (Guna) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, in a democracy, it becomes necessary
to honour the public opinion even if it goes against the national interest. Strong and convincing
arguments have been advanced against the creation of States on the linguistic basis. But a de-

mand which is universal in character and is put forth in a logical manner based on the princi-
ples of democracy has got to be conceded.

We had already adopted a resolution at Karachi that we would reorganise the whole
country on the linguistic basis with a view to facilitating administrative matters and propagating

and expanding education.

I congratulate all concerned on the formation of these three States within the Indian
Union. I wish them asuccess and hope the basic emotional integrity will be maintained, and
the language will not be made a political issue. It will be better to have one Common Governor
for all the three States.

Shri Gulshan (Bhatinda) : It is beyond my comprehension that the Bill has been
brought before the House in such a form. On the one hand there is existence of legislature
but on the other hand proceeds are being taken. I support the Presidents Rule in Punjab till
the general election. It has become necessary in view of the situation that has been created
there. The Administration there had become completely corrupt. The former Chief Minister said
in one Congress Meeting on the 25th and 26th of this month that he had given the list of
corrupt officers to the Governor.

The Punjabi Suba has been created by the Government at last. And it is due to the
sacrifices which have been made by the fighters for this cause. Tt should be understood that
it is because of the refusal of the Government to apply the principle of reorganization of States
on a linguistic basis that the trouble started in the Punjab. Such linguistic troubles in other states
were also due to the fact that the Government were not willing to honour its past commitments.
It is gratifying that ultimately the Government had to yield. In Punjab the Shiromani Akali
Dal sponsored this movement. And it is to the credit of this Dal, that movement remained
peaceful throughout. There has been never any incident of violence. I am of the opinion that
Government aré not willing to give us a full Punjabi Suba. Chandigarh is not kept in the
Suba. The Punjab University and the Medical College has also been taken in the Central
Control.

Let it be understood that the proposal of common links will not be acceptable
tous. It is also not correct to cut away certain villages which should be the part of the Suba.
In this way injustice has been done to the Punjabi Suba. I want to make very clear that there
would be no peace in the region until each and every Punjabi speaking village is included in
the Punjabi Suba. It is wrong to state that Sikhs ever sided with the forces of disruption in
the country. Sikhs never betrayed the cause of independence. It is really strange that without
any sacrifice a beautiful portion of Punjab has been added to the Himachal Pradesh.

HALF-AN-HOUR DISCUSSION Re. DECONTROL OF CEMENT

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Bijnor) : I want to refer to the Starred Question No. 125
dated 29th July, and begin this discussion regarding the decontrol of cement. The situation
regarding cement is becoming acute day by day. The cement industry occupied a prominent
place in the reconstruction of modern India. This is very unfortunate that the price of cement
is very high and it is not possible for the common man to procure cement very easily. It is also
very strange to note that the price of cement has gone up even after decontrol. Half of the
production of cement is taken over by the Government.

The policy which our Government are pursuing, gives encouragement to the urbaniza-
tion. Towns are expanding and villages are coming to the level of towns. 82 per cent. of the
population of the country is living in the villages. But they are not getting the required quota of
cement for themselves. In view of this our Government cannot claim that they are attending
to the needs of the rural people. Only 20 per cent. of the country’s cement production is given
to the farmers. Anditis very clear in the modern days that electricity and cement are the
two primary needs of the farmers, which should be fulfilled. If we want that the country’s
agricultural production to go up, it is essential these needs of the farmers are attended to.

Even the industrial development is not possible without the development of the agricultural
side.

The prices of cement have gone up from Rs. 10 a bag to Rs. 20 a bag. And at the
same time it is difficult to get it. T want to know the arrangement Government have made to
sce that the farmers get their due quota ?  Indirectly Government have admitted 50 per cent.
of complaints regarding distribution of cément by the retail dealers had some substance. I want
to know what punishment has becn given to such retail dealers who were not rightfully distri-
buting the cement to those about whom it was meant. Together with this difficulty, the difficulty
of transport is also there. The complaints of the industrialists have been that the cement pro-
duced by them is not reaching the market, for there is a shortage of railway wagons. 1 want to
know whether this matter has been taken up with the Railway Ministry.

It is sad that Government have not been able to come up to targets of production,
already fixed. In the third plan period the target was of 1 crore 8 lakh tonnes. I want to
know from the Honourable Minister the steps the Government are taking to produce 2 crores
tonnies of cement in the fourth plan period. Thesc are the few things which I am placing

before the House through this Half-An-Hour discussion. I hope the Minister will give satisfying
replies to all the queries which I have raised.
