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Shri Molha Prasad : May I know the amount of money, mcludmg foreign exchange
so far spent on the experimentation in having the arificial rain, (h¢ number of foreign
experts whose assistance has been received the names and number of officers with thelr
designations who are working there and the total amount of momey spent on their pay and

sllowances? Do Government propose to drop this scheme and utilise the funds on small
frrigation schemes ?

The Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation (Dr. Karaa Singh): Thre annual recurring and
non-recurring expenditure of this project is Rs. 30,000 and Rs. 45,000 respectively. At
the moment I do not have the information about the staff of this project. Small irrigation.
b & scparate subject and I agrec with the Hon. Member that smallirrigation is more important
than artificial rain, but still the later has its own advantages to the country. At present
we are not spending much on artificial rain.

As far as I know, no foreign experts arc working in this project at present. Of course,
such experiments have been carried out in foreign countries and we obtain infor-
mation from there.

Dr. Karan Singh : There is no such apprehension that if artificial rain is caused at a
certain place, there will be no natural rain there. The artificial rain will in no way affect
the natural rain. Wherever there danger of hailstorm, efforts are made to prevent it. It is
gtll in an embryonic stage and we are only trying to make a head way.

Shri George Fernandes : I have before me volume 2 of “The Times Atlas of the World"',
which I have brought from the Parliament Library and which was printed by wtiting **ID edi-
cated by gracious permission to her Majesty Queen Elizabeth 11" It was placed in our
Library in 1960. It contains acknowledgements of “The High Commission of India, Londoa,
Survey of India, Dehra Dun,U. P., Professor George Kuriyan, University of Madras, Oxferd:
University Press, Bombay, Dr. M. Safi, Muslim University, Aligarh, Professor O, P. Bhar-
dwaj, Puniab, University, Ludhiana, India, Professor P. Dayal, Patna University Professor
S. P. Chatterjee, Calcutta University"”, which are written against their names in black letters.

This contains two maps. One at plate 29 and the other at Plate 31. On Plate 29 it has
been written about Junagarh as follows :

“oiffeA Fro Fmar femm v d——wafag Pramaiear aa

It was placed in our Library in 1960 and was printed as : ‘“Dedicated by gracious permis-
slon to her Majestly’’. And in plate No. 31 the same position has been indicated about Juna-
gath. The entire boundry of Kashmir has been shown in plate No. 31 as ‘undefined frontier
arta’. Mr. Speaker, the most important things about this is that the Tribunal has givea the
award on this very basis. Kutch has also been shown as Disputed Border Line, The whole
of the disputed border which has been shown in this map has been given to Pakistan. Big
men and including the names of surveyor of India are also involved in this and the name
of & University Professor is also there. This Atlas has been placed in our Library and it is
our table in other countries also. We have lost our territory in the case on the basis of this
map. Whether Government have taken any steps in this respect, whether Govemment wili
s¢t this map on fire in protest ?

Shri Rabi Ray : It seems that the Indian Standards Institution has become 2 den of:
imperious officers. 1 want to ask from the hon. Minister why did he not mention about that
on March 8, 1968, the Deputy Director Shri Bhatia slapped Shri G.K. Srivastava, the General
Secretary of the 1.S.I. Employess’ Union, and surprisingly he suspended the latter after sus-
pending him, and that 1600 employees of 1.5.1. have been on strike since March, 11, 1968 ?
I want to point out to him that it is not the first instance of this kind. On January, 19 also,
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Shri J.N. Bhatia slapped Shri Amar Nath, a Junior Assistant, Later on, Shri Jagdish Mishra,
a peon, was also slapped by a senior officer. In fact, it appears that particulary the Union
workers are being harrassed. This strike has been going on under the nose of the Hon. Minister
for the last 12 days ; and since the officers are behaving with human beings like animals, I
would like to know from the hon. Minister whether he has made any provision for shunting
eut those officers who slapped the employees ? Has he held any investigation in this regard ?

The Minister of Industrial Development and Company Affairs (Shri F.A. Ahmed) : I have
replied to the questions put forward by the hon. member. As he mentioned that on such
and such date the Deputy Director and other senior officers slapped the employees, I may
say that we 'do. not have any such complaint pending with us and the question of harassment
does not arise. I have admitted that a complaint has been received about the incident on March
8, and you will be glad to know the strike has been called off there and the workers are return-
ing to their work. [ hope that such a question will not be put here so as agreement reached
may oot be effective.

. Shei Rabi Ray : | want the hon. Minister to explain whether he is holding any investi-

gations against then officers.

Shri F.A. Ahmed : The complaint will be inquired into and culprits will be punished
for the wrong then proved.

Shri Rabi Ray : What is being considered about the demands put by the workers ? Is
it a fact that Rs. 5,000 are spent in order to enablc 10-15 officers of 1.S.I. to pay commercial
rent for their residences whereas the demand of the workers for an increase of 159 in their

 salarfes is not acceded to ?

My second question is whether.an amount of Rs. 40,000.has been spent on an air con-
ditioning plant for those officers but it rernalncd unused during the last summer as there was.

pno power there. I want to know as to what action is being taken to meet the workers
demands?

Shri F.A. Ahmed : As regards the workers® demands, those were placed before thé-
«1.8.1. Management and a mutual agreement had been reached. The work is being done in
accordingly, therefore, I did not find it necessary that we should approach the labour Com-
ssission for a decision. The agrecment includes the issue of rents also and that issue too has
been scttled in accordance with the demands.

* also not allowed to advertise its flights.

The only revenue which Government derives from these flights is by way of the normal
airport charges .

expenditure Incurred by them on 1009, basis. During 1966-67, the Madras Government asked
for a grant of Rs. 90,000 for appointment of Hindi Teachers and Rs. 77,900 for running
the Hindi Teachers Training College which was duly sanctioned.

1,24,232 has been asked for out of which Rs. 50,000 has already been released and the balance -
to the extent admissible will be released before the end of jthe current ¥inancial year. The
question of instituting any inquiry in the matter does not arise.

‘Over and above this, out of a length of 690 miles of low-priority roads, work on 312 miles length
of roads has also been completed.

Work on these roads is being continued, so as to ensure completion according to schedule.

Facilities to Foreign Tourists in Udaipur

(i) The Central Government has released a subsidy of Rs. 3.30 lakhs to the State Go-
vernment for beautification of the island in Fatehsagar Lake.

(iii) The Central Government has given a further subsidy of Rs. 1,21,800 for the im-
provement of the approach road to the Sasbahu Temple near Udaipur.

(iv) A Tourist Bungalow Class I has also been constructed at Udaipur by the Stato
Government with 509, subsidy by the Central Government.

Besides these, the Department of Tourism has produced a folder and insert on Udai-
pur and a guide-book on Rajasthan. This literature is distributed to prospective visitors and
travel agents by our overseas Tourist Offices. Indian Missions and sales offices of Air India,
A colour film on Udaipur is also widely screened by our overseas Tourist Offices. Attrac-
tions of Udaipur features in the travel advertisements released by the Department of Tourism,
and there have been number of articles in popular periodicals and newspapers in different parts
of the world.

(i) lmprovements to the Sajjangarh Palace at Udaipur.
(i) Extension of Tourist Bungalow (Class II) at Udaipur.

Shri Madhu Limaye : (Monghyr) According to the Civil Budget Estimates Govern-
ment of West Bengal would collect Rs. 6.36 crores from Land Revenues and 13.41 crores
in the form of Excise Duty and similarly they are expected to collect Rs. 57.20 crores in [the
form of Sales Tax, It has also been stated that Rs. 5.75 crores would be spent for collection
of land revenues. It would be observed from these figures that there is very little gap between
income and expenditure thereon. Our party had rightly suggested abolition of land revenues
in West Bengal as the same would help the poor peasants financially. If more vigorous efforts
are made to realise the taxes, there will be no need of imposing fresh taxes. The position
ef financial resources can be improved to great extent by realisation of Excise Duty and jSales

Tax.
We regret that even United Front Government could not abolish land revenue in  West
Bengal.

It has been envisaged in our constitution that Primary education would be made §free and
compulsary after 15 years. But nothing has been done in thisregard. Even today feeis being
charged in the Government Primary Schools in West Bengal. It is a matter of regret that
even United Front Government has not done this job. I had drawn the attention of the
Government towards the fact that during the last 17 years not a single new primary school
has been opened for the general public. Morever Congress Government have not taken any
effective steps to replace English by Bengali in the working of High Court of Calcutta and

other Government offices.

Sir, it is unnecessary to continue President’s rule in U.P. I want to say that the U. F. enjoys
clear majority there and they are in a position to form Government. If there is any doubt
about the majority of U. F. then the Legislative Assembly may be summoned and it will be
decided on the floor of the House whether U.F. has got the majority support or not. It
does not matter that some party have left U.F. and they are not willing to join Government.
The fact is that U.F, has got the support of all parties, whether they join Government or not
fs a different matter. Though the Communists and Socialists have withdrawn from U. F.
Government, but they have made it clear that they will continue to support U.F. Government.

Shri Madbu Limaye (Monghyr): According to Shri Masani’s contention this Resolution
has been drafted in the form of an opinion, but I want to point out that this Resolution in not
in the form of an opinion or recommendation, rather it is in the form of an order. - The Re-
solution says that this House is of the opinion that the Left Communist Party of India be deo-
clared unlawful. So if this Resolution is passed by this House, it will be obligatory on the
part of Government to implement it. Hence it is an order and not an opinion.

Now the question is whether this Resolution can be moved under the Rules. I say
that this Resolution can not be moved under the rules, because no rule can go against the
Constitution. If this Resolution is adopted, the Government will have no option but to
implement it. Now Article 19(1) (c) of the constitution gives a fundamental right to form
Associations or Unions. But at the same time some reasonable restrictions have been placed
on that right by Article 19(4), which is as follows :

‘“Nothing in sub-clause (c) of the said clause shall effect the operation of any existing law
in 8o far as it imposes, or prevent the State from making any law imposing, in the interests

of the sovereignty and integrity of India or public order or morality, reasonable restrictions
on the exercise of the right conferred by the said sub-clause.”

Now under this Article, the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act has been enacted in
which it has been defined as to what an unlawful association means and it is in this whole
context that the resolution has not been drafted in a proper form and its present form is

against the Rules and the Constitution. The Resolution should have been in the following
form : '

“This House recommends to the Government to examine whether it is possible
to declare the CPI (Marxists) unlawful on the ground that it advocates cession
or secession of parts of Indian territory.”

When Ian Smith set up his illegal minority Government. the people all over the world,
quite naturally expected the U.K. Government to take stringent and prompt action against
that illegal Government. But their hopes were belied because the British Government did
mOt want to use force against the white minority Government. It is most unfortunate that
the Indian Government did raise its voice against the atrocities perpiterated upon the coloured
people and that is why the Asians arc being deported from Kenya.

It is no use remaining in Commonwealth which believes in apartheid policy. Our
Government must  quit it forthwith and alongside extend all possible help to the people of
Rhodesia in their freedom struggle.

Just like
Korea a United Nation Force drawn from all countries should be sent to Rhodesia to throw
out the White Regime there. 2 lakh Englishmen are ruling over 40 lakh Kikins. To-day
United Nations is dominated by U.S.A. and their allies, who are interested to push on their
business and trade by holding on to their colonies. British Government no doubt applied
same economic sanctions but failed to take some direct action. Out of 110 persons arrested
by Smith Government five persons have already been executed.

10 stop the execution of Africans by the Smith Government. If we continue to pursue a
beral attitude 1050f our brethern will be hanged. Everyone turns a deaf ear to the wcaker
person but the force of might and weaponary is well reckoned. Our Government should take
strong measures and treat it as a test case to judge the effectiveness of U.N.O. otherwise it

should be considered as a purposeless organisation.

Shri Balraj Madhok (South Dclhi) ; Whatever is happening in Rhodesia deserves severest -
condemnation. Same is the condition in Angola, South Africa and iTibet. Still there are
imperialistic forces in the world, who are persecuting the people. There can be no two opinions
that India has full sympathy with the freedom fighters of Rhodesia, South Africa, Angol
and Tibet.

But we have to see how far the expression of sympathy is going to help them ? U.N.O.
is not going to do anything for the weaker countries. If we are strong, if these nations are
strong we get things done according to our wishes. It is a matter of great regret that Mohan
Ranade and his associates are still rotting in the Portuguese jail. It is really unfortunate “that
nobody comes forward to press his release although we cry from the house top for the cauwe

-of Africans.

Shri Bhagat has just come back from Kenya. It was only yesterday that he was saying

.even after independence Britishers still enjoy the real power, the persecution of Asians, whick
.are mostly Indians, still continues there. Today India is a weak nation and has got no pre-
stige in the world, Our position can weil be compared to a bankrupt person, to whom nobody

.comes forward to offer credit. Might is respected in the world. If we want ourselves to be
heard and be effective in the world, we must make our country strong. During the frecdom
struggle age the Lahore session of Congress Shri Jawaharlal Nehru had said that we wanted
-complete freedom and no dominion status or any link with Britain. Mahatma Gandhi re-
presented the liberals. It was quite possible that India would have attained freedom in 1930-31,
‘had we accepted the dominion status within the British commonwealth. But we [insisted on
complete independence. The country was partitioned and we forgot complete independence
and became a member of the Commonwealth. Britian has done the greatest harm to us by
‘partitioning the country. After attaining we should have secured all connections with Britain.

We enjoy no longer the benefits for which we remained in the Commonwealth. Britain’s
entry into E.E.C. will take away the trade preferences which we enjoy. The travel concessions
in regard to visc which we enjoy has lost its significance when Britain is not prepared to take
‘back the British passport holders from Kenya. After the treatment meted out to Kenya
Asians, who held Britain passports, there is no justification in our continuing in the Common-
‘wealth.

Instead of advantages now there are in fact many disadvantages in our remaining in the
Commonwealth. Many countries see us through the eyes of Britain and do not try to assess
.our policies independently. Though we are an independent nation to-day, we have not beem
able to develop an independent personality of our own. The policy of many countries on issues
-concerning India for example U.S. approach at Kashmir issue—is guided by the British ap-
proach. Britain exercised pressure on Lal Bahadur Shastri to agree to arbitration on the Kuich
issue, the consequences of which are well before us. Our link with the Commonwezith is
responsible for British influence on us psychologically.

Whatever little benefits we had in being a member of ‘the Commonwealth are fast
declining and the disadvantages are many. The advantages of E.C.M., common citizenship
-et¢c. are no more there. Therefore, it is time for us to seriously consider the question of leaviﬁg
the eommonwealth, Our national interest, self-respect demand that we quit the Commonwecalth
.and ‘stand on our own.
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Resolution re. Quitting the common wealth Chaitra 2, 1890 (Saka)

Shri Vidya Dhar Bajpai (Amethi). Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I rise to support the res
solution before us. There can be no two opinions that India should withdraw from the Com-
monwealth which is a symbol of imperialism. Ever since partition the Commonwealth and -
England have always sided with Pakistan on major issues. Their sympathies have always been
against India. We are wedded to socialism and as such we should take no conncetion with
an imperialistic organisatiop. The freedom fighters in Rhodesia are being hanged and im-
prisoned and the order of Commonwealth against their execution is violated. They express
their helplessness in the matter. It is a worthless organisation and by continuing in it we suffer
in prestige in the world.

We should place before the world our views boldly and with full confidence. We have
fought for complete freedom. why should we continued in a organisation which is head-
ed by-the Queen of England ? We should give up weak-kneed policies, We have failed to
present a clear image of ourselves that is why we look to Commonwealth and U.N.O. We
tried them well but still we have not opened our eyes. These very pcople who ignore us
and our views will pay heed to us if we take a bold step and tell them that you are politically
corrupt and dishonest and as such we do not wish to have link with you.

Shri Chandra Jeet Yadav (Azamgarh) : We should be bold enough to take a decisiom
‘to quit the Ccmmonwealth. Britain has not been behaving with us as a friend. - When we
decided to become a member of the Commonwealth, at that time also national .feeling wis
against becoming a member of the Commonwealth. No doubt, we were freeto carve outour
own independent forein policy and wz were free to take any decision that we thought was'i' i
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etir national interest while remainin 3 in the Commonwealth. But our experience during the
last 15-16 years has b::n this that Britain never supprted our cause and she acted against our
interests. On the other hand, Britain’s attitude towards Pakistan has always been friendly
and even on the question of Kashmir, Britain’s policy appears to be favourable for Pakistan
Britain has overlooked our trade interests by dcciding to enter in the Europzan Common Mar
ket. Keeping all these things into consideration, we should review our stand in this mattor.

Britain has passed the National Immigration Control Act and has thus slapped us in
theface. Shegaveonly 24 hr. notice to us to express our reactions We told them that we were
against the passing of such an Act, still the Britis" G ovrnment went ahead with it and passcd
it into a law. By the passing of this Bill Asian’s l‘wing‘_in Kenya will lose their citizenship and
become homeless. [t will be nothing but bankruptcy of our political understanding and alyo
against our interest if we do not withdraw from the Commonwealth.

I am for use of force against the Smith Regime. Economicsanctions should be enforced
to oust the ilicgal regime. We should also put pressure on the United Nations to make some

move in this matter.

The tieatment meied out to Shri B.R. Bhagat in Kenya isreally shocking for us. We
should now make bold to leave the Commen wealth which has not stood up to its ideals so far.

Shri Kanwarlal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : The recent happenings in Rhodesia are not oaly
a slur on Rhodesia and its Goyernment but are also a challenge to the civilized world. Itisa
challenge to all the peace-loving nations. Itis a challenge which should be accepted by all
the civilised countries of the world. A minority Government should not be allowed to rule
over the destiny of the majority of the Africans in Rhodesia. The UNO has not been able
to terminate the illegal Smith Regime. The Government of the U.K. has also not done any-
thing to bring the Smith regime to its knees.

A number of Asians living in Kenya and other African countries are British citizens
and hold U.K. passports. By passing the Immigration Bill the British Government have
deprived those Asians of their citizenship right but their obligations as British citizens continue
as they were. This action of the British Government is unprecedented in the history of the
world. When the U.K. Government itself practises racial discrimination it has no moral
steength to take any action against the illegal Smith regime. Not only U.K. even the U.S.A.
practises racial discrimination. We should not expect any effective steps from either the U.K.
or U.5.A. against the Smith regime. Therefore, the Asian and African countries will have (o

take initiative and do something. The Government of India instead of showing lips
sympathy should take effective steps in this matter. India should call a conference of Asian
and African oations to deal with the Rhodesian problem.

‘The Minister of State in the Ministry of External Affairs Shri Bhagat went to Kenya
and stayed their for 6 days but he could not have a meeting with the President of Kenya. The
treatment meted out to him there shows the bankruptcy of our foreign policy. Our foreign
policy should be reviewed and revised keeping in view the above facts.

Shri Shashibhushan Bajpai (Khargone) : Freedom fighters in Rhodesia are being
treated very cruelly,. We have sympathy for those freedom fighters who have been hanged
recently by the Rhodesian Government. Asian and African countries should rally behind
these freedom fighters and help them in liberating their motherland. We should help Africans
engaged in guerilla warfare to win their freedom.

So far as Britain is concerned, it has pever supported just and good causes in the world.
- It has always followed a policy of dividing people. India should oppose imperialism in the
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“world. Attitude of Britain towards Asian and African countries is very bad. We should get
-out of the Commonwealth. There is no other course left for us.

Shri Madhue Limaye (Monghyr) : It had been admitted by the Bharat Sewak Samaj
that they had received money from foreign sources. But the Government said that there was
po set Government procedure for scrutinising receipts of foreign donations by private organisa-
tions in thiscountry and they hadno such information in regard to the amount received by them.
This is a very serious thing which invalues the question of the security of the country. A
comprehensive inquiry should be conducted not only in regard to the assistance received by the
Bharat Sewak Samaj but also in regard to all other voluntary organisations which had received
such assistance.

Shri Yamuna Prasad Mandal (Samastipur) : The B.S.S. had been doing a very useful
work for the country. It had been regularly submitting a certificate of expenditure. Even
the consolidated account of twelve years had been submitted. Therefore it is not fair to raise
the issue now. B.D.S. has awakened feeling of mass cooperation in the nation. Whether
it 1s not a fact that it has given new aspiration to the people.

in the general financial rules.  In view of this, was it not against the rules when the PAC. asked
‘for a consolidated account of the last twelve years from the Bharat Sewak Samaj ?

The charges of embezzlement and misappropriation against this organisaticn are highly
frresponsible in view of the fact that it has been submitting proper utilisation certificate
every year. If the Government wanted to institute any inquiry,it could do so but the grants
should not be stopped on that basis and the organisation should be allowed to function.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi-Sadar) * The history of Bharat Sewak Samaj is repleto
with cases of fraud and criminal wastage. The grants given by the centre and the State Gov-
ermmments had not been properly utilised. In view of these things, will the Government freeze
fts assets and stop future grants. It should also be stated whether it is proper in principle, to
give grants to such volintary organisations ? Whether Government is prepared to conduct

.a judicial inquiry and punish those found guilty ?

Shri Gunanand Thakur (Saharsa) : In the Kosi Project, there are reports of large-scale
rregularities and misappropriation of money in certain quarters and the PAC report had also
shown that the Bharat Sweak Samaj is a bigcentre of corruption where large amounts have
been misappropriated. In view of all this, whether the Minister i3 prepared to set up a
judicial Inquiry ?

It has been alleged that Shri L.N. Misra and Shri Lakhan Chaudhary have withdrawn
twenty-seven lakhs of rupees from a bank from the accounts of B.S.S. which has not been
accounted for, We want to know whether it is a fact ?

Shri Randhir Singh (Rohtak) : First of all I would like to know whether chairman
State Legislaiure councils or Speakers of Legislative Assemblies had been conveners of BSS
who were men of integrity. Secondly, Kisan leaders and non-Congressmen had been associat-
ed with it and lastly whether it ia fact that the consolidated account had been submitted to

the Government and Government have certified it ?

Sbrl Ckardr ka Prasad (Ballia) : Had the officers of the Planning Commission, who
appeared before P.A.C. not admitted that the BSS had submitted audited accounts every
year which were sufficient for the purpose of giving grants ?

Shri Ramavatar Shastri (Patna) : Whether it is a fact that the Congress leaders and
workers are managing the affairs of B.S.S., if not, whether the hon. Minister is prepared to
place a copy of list of Directors, Leaders and workers of B.S.S. on the Table of the House.

During last year’s drought and floods in Bihar, the B.S.S. had received various articles
in addition to cash assistance for relief purposes. These articles were not utilised and were
rofting.
