Meeting of Chief Minister, Assam with underground Nagas
2058. Dr. Mahadeva Prasad : Will the Minister of External Affairs be
pleased to state :

(a) whether the Chief Minister of Assam, had a meeting with the underground
Nagas at Dimapur on the 28th August last and discussed with them the question
of resuming peace talks; and

The Minister of External Affairs (Sardar Swaran Singh) : (a) A news
item appearing in the Press stated that Shri B. P. Chaliba, Chief Minister of Assam,
met some underground leaders at Dimapore cn 28th August and discussed with
them matters relating to the peace talks.

(b) Shri Chaliha met the underground Nagas in his capacity as a member of
the Peace Mission and the details of his discussion with them are not available.
It is, however, stated in the said news item that peace talk between the Govern-
ment of India delegation and the underground Nagas are likely to be resumed
towards the end of September, 1965, when Rev. Michael Scott, another member
of the Peace Mission, is also expected to be back from London.

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Shri U. M. Trivedi (Mandsaur) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I want to draw
your attention to the Demand relating to Opium. All the matters relating to
Opium—the area, the production etc.— are finally determined at the time of
annual budget. Now I do not see any reason why supplementary demand has
been made. Due to political pressure more land was brought under the cultivation

of opium and now when the production has increased due to this Government has
to pay more. '

Whose mistake is thig? Will the Finance Ministry give attention to this and see
that such things do nct recur? .

_ One thing which I want to point out in this regard is that discremination
1s made between the employees from Uttar Pradesh and those frcm Rajasthan and
Madhya Pradesh. One is treated as class III employee and the other as class IV
employee. I do not see any reason for not removing this anamoly when the nature
of work is the same in both the cases and the expenditure involved is very little.

The alkaloid factory is situated at Ghazipur. The raw opium has to be trans-
ported from Neemach in a great quantity. There is lot of trouble involved in this
transportation as it carries with it the risk of smuggling and theft. Either this fac-
tory at Ghazipur should be shifted to Neemach or a new alkaloid plant be estab-
lished there as it would facilitate the matters very much.

Now I come to Demand No, 71. You are establishing an institute and the.can-
didates for training will be selected by the Government. You are playing fraud
with the people. You will send your own persons there for training. Those train-
Ing courses should have been provided in some of the Universities and powers
of selection given to them. In the Central Information Service persons having
political pull are recruited from the backdoor.

Regarding the recruitment for different Services you are following a policy

under which a circle is formed of persons with a particular ideology. That is very
bad. We should follow democratic principles in this regard.

Whatever I have said just now also apply to Demand No. 102. All the scien-
tific knowledge of this country is limited to Government controlled societies or

the registered societies. To make this knowledge available to the people, courses
should be introduced in the universities.

Now I want to say something about Demand No. 133. Tt is stated that a new
Company entitled “Triveni Structurals Private Ltd.’ has been incorporated on
the 3rd July, 1965. I only want to suggest that we should not establish such like big
Companies and factories near big cities. They should be cairied to the far flying
areas in the villages where there is little danger of the enemy approaching there,

Moreover we are already suffering from overcrowding and concentration in the
cities.

In the end I want to say something about Demand No. 141 relating to Capital
outlay on roads. The condition of Delhi-Mathura is very bad. It has fallen into

disrepair. There is much pressure upon this Road as it is one of the vital links of

the country. This road shculd be widened and made more strong so that even
tanks can be rua on it.

With these words I support the Demands.

Shri Raghunath Singh (Varanasi) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I want
to say something about demand No. 12 relating to Defence Services, effective
Navy. The Indian Navy was so far neglected. Our position regarding submarines

and fighting ships is very weak.

According to International Law if one Country is at war with the other, then
all the previous commitments come to end. Thus all our commitments with
Pakistan relating to Jammu and Kashmir and cease-fire have ceased.

The question of cease-fire can arise only in relation to Punjab where our
forces are inside Pakistani territory, but so far as the occupied Kashmir is con-
cerned the cease-fire does not apply there and we should get back that part of
Kashmir as it is ours. Pakistan has encroached upon our territory and the only

way to turn him out is to use a mighty force.

Our conflict with Pakistan is the conflict of ideologies. India isa secular
state; Pakistan a theocratic State. Pakistan is a dictatorship; India a democracy.
Before proceeding to help Pakistan the lovers of democracy should ponder that it
was due to the silence of democratic countries that the dictators of the world
like Hitler, Mussolini etc. rose to power and brought under their subjugation
many countries. I want torequest Indonesia, China, Turkey and Iran that they
should not help Pakistan as we are fighting for the democracy. Our’s is an
ideological war waged against a theocratic state.

Turkey should remember that in 1920 when Khilafat movement was
launched there, the Government of India and Congress Party fully supported
Kamal Pasha and lakhs of people supporting ZXhilafat were put into jails here.

We have been baving good relations with Iran. Sometime back we welcomed
the Shah of Iran here. I want to appeal to the people of Turkey, Indonesia and
Iran that the people of India have untoward against them and therefore they

should oppose all such moves.

In the end we hail our Jawans and other persons who have rendered valua-
ble services to the motherland.

We do not mind granting money for defence purposes, in fact the defence
expenditure has increased manifolds what it was a few years back. Weshould

strive to make our country self-sufficient in our defence requirements at a rapid
speed.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Bijnor; : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I want to
say something regarding Demand No. 12 relating to effective Navy. The
attack of Pakistan has forced usfor an introspection, to recorsider our require-
ments regarding submarines and other Defence preparations. At this jur.cture
we should not delay our supplies to the defence forces in any event. It appears
that due to some political reasons we have changed our decision to obtai:: sub-
marine from Britain and now we propose to obtai-. them from Russia. We should
get the submarines at the earliest as thereis c<ollusion between Pakistan and

Indonesia.

The efforts to protect Andamq.n and Nicobar islands should be further inter.-
sified in view ofthe assurance given by Indonesia to help Pakistan.

The whole of the Country is full of appreciation ard has hailed the gallant
deeds of our Jawans.

All our internal differences have been relegated to the background. But
in spite of all this if Government fails in its policy on tl.e diplomatic front all
our hopes will be dashed to the ground. The sacrifices of our Jawans has sur-
charged the atmosphere in the country with feelings of patriotism and pride and
strength. The Government should be cautious not to make a diplomatic mistake

and spoil this atmosphere.

We should not agree to the terms of the truce offered by Pakistan. We should
put three conditions before the Secretary General as pre-requisite to the
cease fire. First of all the Prime Minister should feel the pulse ofthe Secrecary
General and then put these conditions. The first condition that the U. N. O. sho-
uld declare Pakistan as an aggressor and ask her to give the damages. Secondly,
the line where the fighting is stopped in Punjab only that should be treated as
cease fire line and Pakistan should give a guarantee for not committing aggression.
Thirdly, there should be no aggressor or outside forces left in the Jammu & Kash-
mir which is an integral part of India. In the end we should be repentent for
the mistake which we committed in 1947, partilcuarly in Punjab and we should
at least capture the Ravi River.

Shri Mohammad Tahir (Kishanganj) : Democracy is the best form of
Government and any force trying to clash with democracy shall be smashed.
Pakistan is making a false claim that Pakistan is an Islamic state, because Islam
does not recogmse.d::ctato.rshlp. Every son of India will lay dowan his life to end the
Conflict started by Pakistan. Many Members have pointed out certain short-
coming in our defence system.I would urge upon the Government to stfcngthcn
our defence, so that no country should dare attack us.

Shri Balmiki (Khurja) : I support these excess demands but would like
to say something in this connection. I don’t want to object to the expenditure
which is incurred in connection with the war, in the present situation. But I
have certainly objection, if something spent uselessly in any department. I feel
that there is a great need for effecting economy in all departments. Uptil now
Government has completely failed in this connection. Everywhere we find
corruption, and I am of the opinion that this is the root cause of the whole
trouble. Until and unless this is remedied the expenditure cannot be cur tailed.

It is really very sad that people who are low-paid are terribly neglected and
are given no rise at all. I have also complaint regardirg the meagre salaries
of the Jawans who are fighting at the battle field. They should be given a fair
deal. The Minister should check the irregular expenditure and eradicate red
tapism. Sound economic policy should be adopted. Country cannot tolerate

the reckeless expenditure which is being incurred in different departments of the
Government. ‘

I want to say something regarding demand No. 24 and smuggling. I want
that firm steps should be taken to check smuggling.

Lastly I come to the expenditure of Delhi Administration. The expenditure
of the Delhi administration is increasing constantly. At the same time the land
which has been acquired by the administration is not developed at all. Landless
people are not getting land. I will urge upon the Government that the steps
should be taken to see that Delhi should become self-sufficient unit in the matters
of finance.

The need of the hour is to make our armed forces very strong in every direc-
tion. Army, navy and airforce all our wings should be sufficiently strong to
meet the enemy’s challenge. We shall have to cut our other expenditure
very drastically in order to meet the defence needs. Government should set up
an example of simplicity and austerity. We are on the right path, and there is
no doub about it that we shall be victorious.

Shri Priya Gupta : Demands for excess grants have been put forward.
There is demand No. 2 . T would like to say one thing in this connection and
that is that whenever labour is recruited in  connection with any works,
undertaken by the Railways, their wages should be decided in accordance
with the existing living conditions. They should at least get the minimum
to keep their body and soul together. The wages of the casual labour should
be the same as that of the regular labour. This is a very important point.

I may also state that when the scheme for the electrification of Railways is
undertaken, the efforts should be made to absorb the workers who were already

employed in the Steam locomotives in a regular way. Those persons should not be
thrown away on the street.

Now as far as the question of compensation is concerned, i.e. the compensa-
tion for the land taken from the public in connection with the laying of railway
lines etc. is not given in time. The poor people have to wait for years and
undergo much hardship. I want to urge upon the Minister that proper proce-
dure should be evolved in this direction. The payment should be made as quickly

as possible. Also I may state that attention should be paid to the Service condi-
tions of the construction staff.

I am also to state that the Railway Minister should see that no favouritism
or nepotism is done in the name of the emergency. Emergency should not be
used for any type of exploitation. The official attitude should change. The
problems of trade unions should be settled in an atmosphere of mutual under-

standing. The areas which are scarce should be provided with the subsidised
ration, General transfers should also be stopped, '

electrified.

Minister is that Roorkee
which is not only a big military base, but also is the seat of perhaps the biggest
Engineering University in Asia as also the seat of Building Research Institute and
therefore many people make use of its Ra'lway station which neither has an
overbridge nor tonga and rickshaw sheds causing great difficulty to the travelling
public both Civil and Defence.

The Railway Board remains indifferent to the real problems faced by this
department and could be branded indifferent to its Ministers who are considered
nothing more than migratory birds. Ahmedabad is connected directly to Delhi
by a meter gauge. Much time and money has unneccessarily been spent on
doubling the track between Godra and Ratlam. A new line between Ahmedabad
and Kotah should be opened without resorting to doubling the track. Bari Sadri
should be connected to Neemuch and Neemuch should be directly linked with
Kotah and this could avoid the necessity of survey work between Kotah and
Chittoor. A direct line from Ahmedabad to Kotah could ease the burden of
traffic. Banswada and Pratabgarh areas are very rich in minerals but are facing
difficulties in transporting this wealth. In many parts of Gujarat, very many
bits of tracks have been abandoned in the face of increased road traffic. This
should be looked into. ' .

Shri Balmiki (Khurja) : Railways have acquitted themselves very credi-
tably in the present test. The present times demand strict economy and thus
these Excess Demands seem superfluous. Still T am in favour of token grants
which appear necessary in view of the necessity of carrying the Defence equip-
ment and other necessities for Jawans in an efficient manner. Other works
should also be taken in hand as early as possible.

I would suggest that the Railway eniployecs at Railway Stations in the for-
ward areas should be equipped with arms to enable them to face the enemy
effectively. '
