Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to state:

(a) whether a Delegation of Leaders of Assam Hill Districts recently met
the Prime Minister in connection with the grant of autonomy to certain Hill
Districts;
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(b) if'so, the reaction of Government thereto ; and

(¢) the stage at which the setting up of the proposed Commission to study
the autonomy issue to these Hill Districts stands ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Hathi):

(a) to (c). Yes, Sir; a deputation of the All-Party Hill Leaders’ Conference
from Assam called on the Prime Minister in the second week of December,
1964 and urged the immediate appointment of a Commision to work out the
details of the scheme for grant of the largest possible autonomy to hill districts
subject to their funcnonmg within the framework of the State of Assam. The
Commission has since been appointed and has started functioning. A copy of
the Resolution constituting the Commission is laid on the Table of the House.
[Placed in the Library. See LT No. 4226'65]

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri: May I know the difficulties put forth before
the Government by this delegation of leaders of Assam Hill Districts, which
urged upon them to take this decision ?

Shri Hathi: The difficulties were the same which were put forth before
the late Prime Minister, Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, that is, their economic de-
velopment should be made and they should be given larger opportunities for
participation in a greater measure for their economic development.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri: May I know whether this aspect has been
taken into consideration that such a decision may not encourage the seces-
sionist elements there ?

Shri Hathi: This aspect was also before us. They first demanded a
separate State but the late Prime Minister made it clear to them that it was in
their interest to remain with Assam and, therefore, we should evolve some solu-
tion which might enable them to maintain the unity of Assam, the Cabinet
form of Government, to develop their lot and make them feel that they are
participating in the development.

Shri Jagdev Singh Siddhanti: May I know the terms of reference of the
Commission appointed for the purpose and the time by which they are likely to
submit their report?

Mr. Speaker : Thisinformation has been given in the statement.

Shri Onkar Lal Berwa : May I know the area about which the delega-
tion had made negotiations and how the present administration is being run

‘there?
Shri Hathi: Four districts.

Shri Yashpal Singh : May I know whether the Government have
considered this aspact that from the security point of view, instead of giving
autonomy to these districts the people of that area should be militarised ?

Shri Hathi: It has been made clear in the statement that autonomy does
not imply the autonomy in the form of the State.

Shri Bade: May I know whether it is a fact that the demand for autonomy
of Hill Districts is being prompted by Christian Missionaries in the same way
as the demand of Nagaland is being prompted by foreign missionaries ?

Shri Hathi: So far as activities behind the scene are concerned it is a
different thing. As regards our talks, we have to take up this matter with the
representatives of the Hill Districts.
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Shri Sidheshwar Prasad: It has been stated in the statement that they
had come to certain conclusions as a result of the talks held between the late
Prime Minister Shri Nehru and the Hill Leaders but the statement is silent on
those conclusions. May I know whether (Government propose to arrive at a
decision on the basis of those conclusions or they would like to pursue the matter
further?

Shri Hathi: It will be for the Commission to go into the talks held bet-
ween thera and the conclusions arrived at. It was decided during the talks that
certain powers and subjects might be conferred on the autonomous -districts
in consonance with the Scottish pattern and on the basis of which legislators
of that area were required to work and they should also have a financial adviser
so that they might function independently within their Cabinet.

Shri Vishwanath Pandey : May I know whether the delegation of Hill
Districts which met the late Prime Minister Shri Nehru had urged upon him to
form a separate Hill State for their economic development ?

Shri Hathi: I have already stated that in the first place they demanded
the formaion of a separate Hill State but late Panditji explained to them that
it was in their interest and conducive for their development to remain with
Assam. The Commission will look into the matter and devise means and ways
for their betterment.

Shrimati Jayaben Shah (Amreli) : I am also of the opinion that
industries should be established. But side by side I am also of the opinion
that simply by establishing industries our purpose is not served. We have
to see that whether these industries have started production or not.  In this
connection I also want to draw the attention towards this position that all our
indust-ies arc being established in cities and due to this we find concentration
of wealth there. Therefore all labourers also try to come to cities leaving
their villages. I want to warn the Government that if all this concentration of
labourers will be in the cities then they can wherever they want, go or strike
and stop the working of all the industries. Therefore I suggest and I am of the
opinion that our industries should be established in villages, tahsils so that our
labourers should not get themselves concentrated at one place. Moreover
these industries can find raw materials also in villages and factories will not
bother their heads to bring raw material from villages to cities.

I also find monopoly in the industries. In this connection I suggest that
all this monopoly should be given to Co-operative Sector. Government should
help the industries set up in co-operative sector,

We should also try to develop public sector. We should try to bring
efficiency in this sector but side by side I feel that if we develop co-operative
sector it will be more beneficial for us in comparison to public sector.

Our country is mainly depended on agriculture, therefore, it becomes
necessary for us to co-ordinate agriculture with industries. We :hould also
develop our fertilizer industyy to tone up agricultural production. Iam also of
the opinion thar if this Ministry help Transport Ministry for the development
of shipping industry it will be better for our trade.

I find that persons of Indian origin are coming to India with foreign ex-
change and want to set up industry here with that foreign exchange. I suggest
that a special directorate should be made to guide these people in this regard.

[ also ind that the industrialists are becoming a separate class as Raja,
Maharajas were in the past. We should check thls_ tendency. Therefore
I <uggesr that we should decentralize all thess industries.

Shri R. S. Pandey (Guaa) : While supporting the Demands for Grants
in respect of the Ministry of Industry and Supply, I would like to point out
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[Shri R. S. Pandey]

that it has been recognised all over the world that industrialisation is an essential
medium of achieving rapid development and all the countries are making deve-
lopment through industrialisation. We have also been making concerted efforts
to make our country industrially advanced since the year 1947, but our pro-
gress in this direction has not been very satisfactory due to some or the other
bottlenecks relating to finances, raw materials, foreign exchange etc. In this
connection we should take a lesson from Germans and Japanese who have made
a lot of progress after the Second World war when all their means of development
were destroyed and economy shattered and they had to develop their countries
denovo. There had been increase in their productive capacity at the rate of
25 t0 30 per cent per year in Germany whereas Japan has made history in the
fields of both industry and agriculture, But the annual increase in our production
1s something between 7 and 8 per cent, in spite of the fact that we have enough
man-power. We have 45 to 46 crores of people who are equally labourious
and who are also well-equipped with technical know-how. I do not under-
stand as to why we could not make big strides in this direction like them. With
the present rate of growth and in view of the increasing population, I do not
know how would we be able to achieve our end of setting up of a socialistic
pattern of society and how we would be able to ensure social and economic
justice to our people. For how long they would have to wait for attaining social
and economic freedom which we had promised to them. I would, therefore,
request that more efforts should be made to develop the country more rapidly
so that the promises which we have made to our people could be fulfilled soon.
I am sure if we take some constructive steps after taking into account all the
fa}ctors of industrial development, we would, definitely, succeed to achieve our
aim.

The Government have so far set up only three steel plants whereas our
requirements of Steel in the context of modern industrialisation are at least 20
million tonnes. We want decentralisation of industries so that our rural areas
could be developed. But in villages power is not available to set up small
industries there and even if it is available, itis very dear. Moreover raw materials
such as copper, zinc and corrugated sheets etc. which are necessary for feeding
the industries are also not available. There is shortage of cement and pig
Iron also. We have no foreign exchange to import there raw materials. When
there is nothing available in villages ; neither raw materials and nor power,
!lovuf can industries be started in the villages. While making plans and while
Issuing licences, all these factors should be taken into account and when you
promise to supply raw materials, you must fulfill them. The other day I read
a report from Madhya Pradesh and Iwas simply astonished to note how that
area has totally been neglected. A number of minerals such as coal, iron
bauxite etc. are lying hidden in Madhya Pradesh but these mineral resources
have not so far been exploited. The Central Government can very well say
that it is the duty of the Government of Madhya Pradesh to conduct surveys
and to get the mineral resources exploited. But I would, however, like to
submit that a high power committee should be appointed to look up this matter
and to go into this matter in detail. I think a steel plant can be set up in the:
?}strlct of Bastar in the public sector as iron is available there in large quanti-
ies.

It has been decided that those industrialists who start small scale industries
with a capital of Rs. 5 lakhs and Rs. 10 lakhs, would be given all help and in-
centives, but the Government have failed to supply them requisite quantities of
raw materials. Even the available quantities of raw materials are not being
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distributed equitably among the various States. The State of Madhya Pradesh
has been given the smallest quota of raw materials. If small industries
had been allowed to be set up in Madhya Pradesh as these have been set up in
Punjab, we would have also played a great role in the economic growth of the
country. In 1964-65, 5460 tonnes of pig iron was supplied to us against our
demand of 15,000 tonnes. Similarly 403 tonnes of copper was allotted to us
when our demand was much more that this. Quantity. Our requirements
for zinc were 3,000 tonnes whereas 253 tonnes of zinc was supplied to us.

I would also suggest that the proposed cheap cars’ project should be
started in the district of Guna in Madhya Pradesh. Similarly nine sugar co-
operative mills and five cement factories should also be set up in Madhya Pra-
desh in the public sector. A factory for production of pig iron should also be
started in Gwalior. I hope these few suggestions, which I have made, woul
be considered sympathetically.
