The case was transferred to the investigation
circle. In view of large amounts claimed as deductions, the case was transferred to the
charge of the Commissioner of Income-tax, Central, Bombay. The Board also directed the
Director of Inspection and Investigation to look into the case and give appropriate
instructions. The Director of Inspection and Investigation gave instructions that out of
Rs. 58'72 lakhs claimed in all these years, a sum of Rs. 1823 lakhs was to be disallowed

and the balance was to be allowed”’.

Amijhore Pyrites Project

5823. Shri Maharaj Singh Bharati: Will the Minister of Petroleum and
Chemicals be pleased to state :

1961, but it had to undergo two revisions, once for reducing the production capacity and for
the second time for changing the mining method. The revisions were considered necessary as
this was the first project of its kind in the country involving heavy financial outlay with very
few parallels in the world. The project is scheduled to commence commercial production
during the fourth quarter of the current year (1968).

(b} No. Since the creation of the whole-time post of Managing Director in 1964, there
has been one change only in the incumbent. The change was made in the exigencies of service.
(c) Pyrites are intended to substitute sulphur for the manufacture of sulphuric acid. As
such, the question of any loss of foreign exchange does not arise. The project has not yet gone
into commercial production in view of the peculiar and difficult mining conditions and the
delay in the procurement of suitable mining machinery from abroad. A proposal to strengthen

the management of the Company in view of the expanding operations is under the consideration
of the Government.

(4) The above demands may be accepted by the Government by the ?nd week of April,
otherwise all un-utilised acquired land/Gram Sabha land would be forcibly occu-
pied by the villagers in the 2nd week of May.

() The land finally acquired upto 31-12-1967 has already been allotted/allocated to
various Government Departments/Semi Government Departments/Institutions etc. and the
question of its allotment for cultivation to villagers does not arise. For obtaining Gram Sabha
land the Samiti should approach village-Panchayats under whose control it vests.

Under the scheme of ‘Large Scale Acquisition, Development and Disposal of land’ in
Delhi, 15% of the plots, released under the low income residential schemes of the Delhi Develop-
ment Authority are reserved for allotment to Scheduled Castes/Tribes at reserve price. They:
are also free to participate in draw of lots or auction for the plots exceeding 125 sq. yds. in area.

Rehabilitation of Jhuggi-Dwellers in Delhi

5870, Shri Shashibhushan Bajpai: Will the Minister of Works, Housing and

Supply be pleased to state :
(a) the number of jhuggi-jhopris
(b) the number of jhuggi-jhopri dwellers removed from their old places and shifted to

new places so far;
(c) the amount of total assistance per family or per head provided by Government ; and
(d) the special facilities provided to the jhuggi-jhopri dwellers at new places ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Works, Housing and Supply (Shri Igbal
Singh) : (2) About one lakh families. The eligibles amongst them i. e. those who had squatted
on Government and public lands prior to the 31st July, 1960, are to be taken to regular colonies
planned for them in Delhi and the ineligibles (post-july, 1960 squatters) are to be taken to

proposed to be shifted outside Delhi and New Delhi ;

areas on the periphery of Delhi.

(b) About 46,000 squatter families. Qut of these, ahout 23,000 families have been shifted
to regular colonies. The remaining 23,000 ineligible families were either dispersed or shifted
to sites at Nangloi, Hastsal and Seema Puri.

(c) Families shifted to regular colonies have either been allotted plots of 80 square yards
or 25 square yards each, estimated to cost Rs. 2,200/~ and 1,000/- respectively. According to
the existing policy ineligible squatter families are not entitled to alternative accommodation
under the Jhuggi Jhopri Removal Scheme. However, some cost on shifting such families ¢o
Nangloi, Hastsal and Seema Puri has been incurred but has not yet been worked out.
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(d) The regular colonies are provided with basic amenities such as roads, water supply,
community latrines and street lighting. In addition, school and medical facilities are also pro-
vided in these colonies. The areas, to which the ineligibles are shifted, are generally to be pro-
vided with drinking water and community latrines.

Shifting of Factories from Motia Khan, Delhi

5871. Shri Shashibhushan Bajpai: Will the Minister of Health, Family Planning
and Urban Development be pleased to state :

(a) the site to which the factories from Motia Khan, Delhi are being shifted ;

(b) whether facilities would be provided to the persons shifting their factories to other
new sites ; and

(c) the expenditure likely to be incurred on the development of Motia Khan and the
amount allocated therefor ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Health, Family Planning and Urban
Development (Shri B, S. Murthy): (a) Most of the industries functioning in the Motia
Khan area are such as can be regrouped and accommodated under flatted factories. Others,
which cannot be so accommodated have to be shifted to developed industrial estates. According

to the draft zonal development plan for the Motia Khan zone, an area of about 14 acres is to
be developed for flatted factories.

(b) Services like roads and lanes, water supply, sewerage and storm water drainage,
street lighting and other community facilities and amenities are provided in the industrial estates
where developed land is made available for shifting the factories.

(c) The draft zonal development plan for Motia Khan is still under consideration and
the work on preparation of estimate and provision of funds therefor will be undertaken after the
plan has been finalised.

Factories on Najafgarh Road, Delhi

5872. Shri Shashibhushan Bajpai: Will the Minister of Health, Family Planning
and Urban Development be pleased to state :

individuals who have to bear all expenses in this regard. All Proposals for statues in Delhi
are considered by the above Committee. The Committee held three meetings and recommended

sites for the installation of statues of some leaders. The recommendations are  still under the
consideration of Government.

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Octane Content of Petrol

5915. Shri Maharaj Singh Bharati : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals
be pleased to state :

(a) Whether it is a fact that the production of petrol is more than its consumption in the
country at present and the country is not able to export it as the purity (octane content) of our
petrol is 79 per cent as against 96 per cent in foreign countries ;

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals and of

Social Welfare (Shri Raghu Ramaiah) : (a) Petrol as produced to meet internal market
requirements is in excess of local demands. Lower octane rating for internal consumption is no
handicap for exports. Refineries in India can and are producing high octane Motor Spirit for

export, but petrol is at present surplus on a world-wide basis,
(b) Production of light distillates is restricted to the minimum extent technologically
permissible. The inevitable surplus is exported.

(¢) The octane number is fixed according to local requirements,

Fertilizer Complex by Tatas in Gujarat

Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals be pleased to refer to the reply given
to Unstarred Question No. 1082 on the 19th February, 1968 and state :

(a) the details of the proposals submitted by the Tatas for a fertilizer-cum-chemical
complex in Gujarat ;

(b) whether the proposal has since been considered ; and

(c) if so, the decision taken thereon ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Petroleum and Chemicals and of Social
Welfare {Shri Raghuramaiah) : (a) M/s. Tata Chemicals Ltd. have submitted a proposal
for establishing a fertilizer-cum-chemical complex at Mithapur. On full implementation of the
proposal, in six phases extending over a period of 8 years, the production of over 22 million
tonnes per year of finished, concentrated and balanced fertilizers is expected to be achieved.
In terms of plant nutrients, this production will amount to about 460,000 tonnes Nitrogen,
370,000 tonnes Py Og , 279,000 tonnes Ky O.

Arising out of operations connected with fertilizer production, salt, cement, bromine,
potash and gypsum in sizeable quantities are expected to be produced in a phased manner.

Establishments as in March, 1950 is not available and it is doubtful whether, even if an effort
were to be made now, correct and complete information would be available at this distance of
time. According to the earliest available information, the total number of Central Government
employees as on Ist December, 1951 was 15,29,199 (gazetted: 14,349 and non-gazetted :
15,14,850). Class-wise break-up is not available.

The figures as in March, 1966, are in the process of collection and compilation by the
Director General, Employment and Training, who conducts the annual census of Central
Government employees.

(c) Thereis little scope for reduction in expenditure under heads like Tax Collection,
Police, Audit, External Affairs, etc. Efforts are, however, constantly being made to keep down
the expenditure on “General Administration” which is a small part of the total administrative
expenditure. Some of the more important measures taken recently towards this end include ban
on revision of pay scales, restriction on deputation aliowance in certain kinds of cases, reduction
in rates of travelling allowance, suspension of routine transfers, adoption of austerity standards in
respect of items of contingent expenditure and intensification of staff inspection studies of
Government offices.

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Health, Family Planning and Urban
Development (Shri B. §. Murthy) : (a) Ninety-six group IV Housing Co-operative Socie-
ties in Delhi have heen offered land. The names of these Societies are being ascertained and
will be laid on the Table of the Sabha.
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(b) Thirty three have deposited the full amount of premium. Thirty seven more Societies

have made part payments.

(¢} In certain areas, it was not possible to acquire the land speedily due to legal and
constitutional difficulties arising out of the Supreme Court Judgement in Madhya Pradesh land
acquisition case. The Land Acquisition Act was subsequently amended and the amendment
itself was challenged in the Supreme Court. The Supreme Court upheld the validity of the
amendment on the 6th February, 1968 and the acquisition proceedings have now hearly been
completed in the Pitampura and Rohtak Road areasand allotment of land to the societies
which have asked for allotment in these areas, would be finalized in a month or so. In Shahdara,
the acquisition proceedings would take about six months and allotment would be finalized in

this area within 8 to 9 months.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr): Sir, I would like to invite your attention to the
20th Report of the Public Accounts Committee. The correspondence between the P.A.C and
the Government reveals that some way out has evolved. The P.A.C. here, in the end, said :

“In the light of the difficulties mentioned in the letter and the assurance contained in the
communication that the provision of funds for each of the services would in the current year be
treated as separate and distinct and that no reappropriation of funds as between the services
would be carried out and that from the following year the previous form of estimates would be
restored, the committee consider that with this restoration of the Status-quo the matter may be

regarded as satisfactorily settled.”
They have further added :

“Although in the printed Budget papers that will be circulated on the 29th February,
there will be only one composite revenue demand for all the three services, in the committee’s
view it is desirable that when the demands are put to the vote of the Lok Sabha, the demands in
respect of each of the three services, that is, Army, Air Force and Navy should be put to the
vote of the House, separately, as in previous years.”’

This is my demand. If they agree that they will not reappropriate from one to the other,
then it’s all right.

Shri Shri Chand Goel (Chandigarh) : The charge of this Ministry was entrusted to a
youngman so that he could vigorously pursue the aim of making the country prosperous, which
depended very much on trade and commerce. Last year it was said that our economy and
industries suffered a scrious set back on account of drought for two consecutive years and the
Pakistani aggression. But this year there was no such thing. Somc 300 years back India was
considered to be a country full of natural resources and was known as a golden goose.
Vascodegama has set upon the voyage to find out a shorter route to India so that his country
could be made prosperous through trade with India. Similarly, the British had come to India
to increase their trade. One British writer said, “we came here with a balance and found
ourselves in power.” The balance of trade of a country is the index of its prosperity. Inspitc of
a normal year with normal rain, our balance of trade position has deteriorated in 1967.

It was stated last year that we were eager to curtail our imports and increase exports.
But the figures for 1967 tell a sorry tale. Qur imports have increased from Rs. 1,554'29 crores to
Rs. 1,856'64 crores. Our exports of tea have recorded an appreciable increase but reason is
that the production of tea in Ceylon has not come up to their expectation. We should not be
complacent in the matter and prepare ourselves to outline competition from Ceylon. We have to

improve the quality of tea and explore new markets in the world.

Shri Dinesh Singh : Mr. Deputy Speaker, if the Hon. Member compares the figures
of this year with those of the last year, he will find that our imports have gone down and exports

have increased.
Shri Shri Chand Goel ¢ I am quoting from your publication.

Shri Dinesh Singh : You have not taken into account devaluation.

Shri Shxi Chand Goel : It is less according to dollar.

There are very good prospects for export of our fisheries products. We can find very
good forcign markets for them. Same is the case with engineering goods. Our exports of
leather goods, shoes, manganese ore and cotton textiles have declined during the current year,
We should look into its causes and try to remcve them. Our exports are mainly confined to
U.S. A, Great Britain, Japan and U. S. 8. R., frcm whom our imports account for 58 per ceng,
Therefore, I would urge upon the Government to explore new markets particularly in African

and Asian countries.

I had suggested to the Hon. Minister to avail of the opportunity provided by UNCTAD
{o sign trade agreements with various countries. I will like to know the names of the countrijes

with which they have signed agreement during UNCTAD which will benefit the country.
