SHRI L. N. MISHRA : Lock-oul was declared on 22nd August, 1971 and after 14 days

the lock-out was lifted on 6th September, 1971 and the mill commenced working. It has been
reported that the workers placed their demands and according to the management there was

indiscipline among the workers due to which they were unable to run the ;mill. But the agree-
ment was effected between the management and the workers and the mill has started working.

SHRI MOHAMMED ISMAIL : Is it a fact that during the agitation launched by the
workers demanding Dearness Allowance, 35 workers were suspended by the management, if so
what steps were taken by the Government to solve this problem ? [ also want to know whether
the management is responsible for this lock-out or the workers ? What are the recommenda-
tions of the Government regarding the wages to workers for the period of lock-out ?

(c) The complaint was about the irregular occupation of the Ist Class compartment
by Station House Officer, Government Railway Police, Kotah, one Travelling Ticket
Examiner and one outsider. The Government Railway Police Officer, Kotah had threatened
Shri Dube of dire consequences. The complaint was referred to the Police authorities for
enquiry.

Oil Tanks lying idle at Jodhpur Station

As regards additional expenditure on freight on imports on Government account as
a result of the closure of Suez Canal, the expenditure involved is estimated at Rs. 1 crore
per month on an average during the last 3 years,

These related to :

1. Declaration, as surpius, of Assistant Inspectors of Works on Western Railway not
done in order of their seniority;

. Termination of services of seniors earlier while continuing the juniors in service;

. Payment of retrenchment compensation and condonation of break in service;

. Pay fixation;

. Fixation of seniority as Assistant Permanent Way Inspectors, taking into account
service as Assistant Inspector of Works; and

- Re-absorption as Assistant Tnspector of Works on the Weastern Railway.

(¢) These grievances have been examined and the position is as under :

(1) & (2). On Western Railway Assistant Inspectors of Works were declared sutplus
in the inverse of seniority. Such of those who declined alternative appointment
as clerks were discharged. Later, they, alongwith others who had accepted the
offer of alternative appointment, were given option for the post of Assistant
Permanent Way Inspectors either on Northern Railway or Western Railway. There
were a few cases of A.1.LO.Ws. in the construction Unit at Gandhidham etc. where
junior A.1.O.Ws. continued to work as such, as their relievers (A.].O.Ws. senior
to them) could not take over from them in time, owing to their being engaged on
lhund-Kandla Project where work was in progress. A few seniof A.LO.Ws.,
therefrom, came to be absorbed in alternative appointments as Clerks earlier
than those junior A.I.LO.Ws. at Gandhidham etc.

(3) The Western Railway Administration js considering the question of condonation
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of break in service and payment of retrenchment compensation to concerned
A.1.0.Ws, wherever due and called for.

(4) Under the extant orders, protection Of pay last drawn in a higher grade is not
permissible on appointment to a lower post, on being rendered surplus,

(5) Surplus staff absorbed in alternative posts are not given weightage of their
previous service for the purpose of seniority in the alternative post.

(6) It is not feasible to transfer ex-A.L.O.Ws.of Western Railway, absorbed as
A.P.W.Is. on Northern Railway after imparting them training, back to Western
Railway for posting as A.1.O.Ws,

Employment to Relatives of Porters

2271. SHR1 R. V. BADE : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to state :

(a) whether Government have given preference to the children or near relatives of
Railway porters in thc matter of recruitment against vacancies caused by death or disability of

the porters due to old age, illness or accident; and

(b) whether Railway Board has under consideration any proposal for making arrange-
meats tfor education of the children of porters ?

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI K. HANUMANTHAIYA) : (a). Itis not
clear if the Hon’ble Member is referring to Railway Porters who are Departmental Staft or
porters who are directly licensed by the railway or employed by Contractors, to cafry passen-
gers’ luggage. In case of porters who are departmental staff, appointment of their children or
relatives on compassiopate grounds is made only in deserving cases of staff who die in harness
and whese families are left in indigent circumstances. . In.case of a deceased licensed porter
also, his son, and where there be no som, a near relative is given his licence, if otherwisc
found suitable, on compassionate grounds with a view to supporting the family of dcceased.
However, there are no such orders in regard to porters who are employed by Contractors.
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(b) The children of Railway Porters are eligible for educational facilities provided by
the Railways to their employees in general. The children of licensed porters are also eligible
for admission in Railway School, if spare capacity is available, after admitting children and
wards of railway employees. But no such orders exist in regard to porters employed by
Contractors.

Uniformity in rules for Railway Porters
2272, SHRI R. V. BADE : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to state :

(a) whether rules governing the porters are uniform on all the Railways in the country;
and

(b) a gist of rules applicable to them ?
THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI K, HANUMANTHAIYA) : (a). Yes.

(b) Rules governing working conditions of the Licensed Porters on Indian Railways
are indicated in ANNEXURE ‘A’, [Placed in Library. See. No. L. T.—1183/71.]

Percentage of porters who can absent themselves from Railway Station
2273. SHRI R. V. BADE : Will thc Minister of RAILWAY'S be pleased to state :

(a) the percentage of porters who can absent themselves for any reason on any one
day from a Railway Station and thc number of days of absence admissible to each one of
them during any fixed period without causing any inconvenience to the passengers; and

(b) the alternative arrangements made by Railway administration during their
absence ”

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI1 K, HANUMANTHAIYA) : (a) Neither
any percentage of porters who can absent themselves for any reason from railway station;
nor the number of days of absence admissible to each one of them during any fixed period;
without causing any inconvenience to passengers, has been fixed. Leave is sanctioned on
the merits of each case, keeping in view that the number of licensed porters available at any
station at any time is adequate to meet the needs of the passengers.

(b) The practice of engaging substitute porters during the periods of absence of
licensed porter existed earlier. Jt has been discontinued on recommendation of the Study
Group on Railway Licensed Porters and Commission Vendors.

Recognition of Unjons of Porters

2274, SHRI R. V. BADE : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to state:
the names of different Unions of the porters in each Railway and names of such of them
as have been recognised by the Railway Administration together with their membership in
December, 1970, and their membership when recognition was accorded to them ?

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI K. HANUMANTHAYA) : Licensed
porters are not railway employees and, in regard to the unions formed by them, Government
have no precise information. Such unions are not cligible for recognition under extant orders
nor has any recognition been accorded to any union of licensed porters.

2275. SHRI R. V. BADE : Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to state :

In connection with the processing of the Administrative Reforms Commission’s report on
Railways, a Job Evaluation Team under the Chairmanship of the Deputy Minister of Railways
was constituted by the Minister of Railways to review and determine the number of posts of
Deputy Directors and below required for the efficient disposal of work in the Railway Board’s
office. The Team has since submitted its report, wherein it has recommended reduction of 43
gazetted and 166 non-gazetted posts. The recommendations of the Job Evaluation Team are
now under the consideration of the Government as a part of the Administrative Reforms
Commission’s report on Railways.

Shortage of Low Priced Coarse Cloth

2278. SHR1 SHANKAR DAYAL SINGH : Will the Minister of FOREIGN TRADE
be pleascd to state :

At the instance of the Government the Indian Cotton Mills Federation has issued the follow-

ing directions to all mills :—
(1) Clubbed sales must be stopped forthwith.

(i) Those mills who have their own retail shops must display controlled cloth being
produced by them prominently at such shops. The availability of controlled
cloth at these shops on a continued basis must be ensured.

(iii) The Mills should on a selective basis specifv and advertise the shops in different
parts of the country where the controlled cloth produced by them will remain
available at the prescribed rates.

(iv) Any mill found indu'ging in mal-practices will bec debarred from allotment
of further quota of controlled cloth and will be deterently dealt with.

SHRI H. K. L. BHAGAT (East Delhi) : I congratulate the Prime Minister and the
Law Minister for bringing forth the Constitution (Twenty-fifth Amendment) Bill.

We are committed to a revolution but to a revolution through consent, through law
and through Parliament. This Bill is a radical measure which furthers our march towards
revolution by consent.

Regarding compensation the Supreme Court said that it should be equivalent to
market value. Our endeavour is that this Parliament shall be the Judge to determine the
amount of compensation. If we want to do away with the concentration of wealth in the
possession of certain few persons, we ought to give that power to Parliament.

The Supreme Court had earlier decided that the Fundamental Rights can be amended
by the Parliament. Later it changed its earlier decisions with 6 : 5 majority.

Now the Parliament has brought legislation conferring this right to amend the
Fundamental Rights to Parliament. I feel that Preamble and Directive Principles of State
Policy are the soul of the Constitution. Today we give more importanceé to community and
state than to the individual liberty.

People have given us verdict to amend the Constitution. The people desire a ceiling
on incomes and properties. The present amendment authorises us to make laws in this regard.
There is no fear for the subversion of our Constitution in this process.

The second proviso to Article 31(A) provides that the agricultural property within
the ceiling, if acquired, would be subject to compensation as per market value.

Similar provision is proposed to be made in respect of urban property toa fixed
ceiling.

It is said, the jurisdiction of the Supreme Court is being reduced. [ feel that this is
a step towards right direction. The elected representatives in Parliament represent the people
at large. I request the Prime Minister to examine the Judicial system. Justice is delayed and
it is made more difficult. If the powers of the Supreme Court are to be curbed for that purpose,
it should be done.

Legislatures shall be governed by the Directive Principles in the framing of laws.
There were dircCtions to the lagislatures to keep them in view before framing the laws.

As to the amendmends proposed in the Constitution (Twenty-fiftth Amendment) Bill,

I am totally opposed to them as by these amendments the very purpose of the Bill will be
defeated.
