Shri Bhakt Darshan : 1 want notice for thiat.

Shri Shiv Charan Lal: May 1 know from the hon. Minister how mapy roads are
likely to be constructed during the Fourth Plan and whether the amount realised from
rural areas is spent on roads of rural areas cr on the development of cities 7 I support
Shri Prakash Vir Shastri’s contention that the Public Works Minister Uttar Pradesh,
Shri Rawat, has got roads constructed in his own area and the whole district of Agra has
been neglected.

Shri Bbakt Darshan : 1 respect the feelings of the hon. Member. At present ali
weather roads exist only in one third villages out of about 5 lakh villages in India. Much
work is yet to be done in this field and if all the S:ate Governments undertake this work
together we can achieve success in few years. '

Shri Skeo Narain : Ram Tila Road between Ayodhya and Bihar via Gorakhpur is a
historical road and I would like that Government should help in its construction.

Shri Bhs;kt Darshan: The hon, Member may give in writting and we wi!l forward it
{o the State Government.

Shri Maharaj Singh Bharti : A scheme in respect of rural roads is already under
implementation, of which one third expenditure would be borne by the Central Govern-
ment one third by the State Government and remaining one third would be borne by the
mill owners and agiiculturists on fifty-fifty basis. Neither the Central Government, nor
the State Government and nor the mill owners have paid the amount according to the
amount paid by the agriculturists, May I know whether this scheme has been included
in the plan for road construction and if so how much amount has so far been given
by the Centre ?

Shri Bhakt Darshan : Maintenance of rural road is the mainthing. Lakhs miles
long roads constructed in the past, with the help of Shramdan have totaliy become unser-
viceable. Therefore the Ministry has decided to appoint an expert committee for this
purpose. This Committee will submit a report to the Government as to how these roads
wiill be custructed and maintained. States Government will also be consulted in this
matter and [ hope after receiving the report the work will be executed in a better way,

Shri Bibhuti Mishra : The Central Government wrote to the Bihar Government and
the Uttar Pradesh Government that one third of cost of rural road contruction will be
given by the Centre, one third by the State Governments and rest one third will be borpnée
by mill owners and agriculturists on fifty-fifty basis, The agriculcurists have collected their
share in our state but the Government have not paid their share and roads have not been
constructed. I would like a clarification from the hon, Minister in this regard.

You
have stated that out of the 20 percent grant 40 percent will be given by the Centre. How
much amount has been aiven by the Centre to the States during these two years and what
are the names of States to which this grant has been given ?

Shei Bhakt Darshan : The hon. Member might be aware that no amount has been
giveo for new works during these two years. Therefore question does not arise.

Shri O. P. Tyagi : Is it not a fact that roads are being contructed by the Govern-
ment with a view of economic point of view and this policy is also followed by the State
Governments, But there places in India where the construction of roads is not useful with
economic point of view. May I know whether Government propose to link tribal areas
with the rest of the country by constructing road in those areas ?

Shri Bhakt Darshan : Keeping in view this fact the Planning Commission has put

forth this scheme. Only after receiving the final shape of the Fourth Five Year Plan, some
progress will be made,

Shrimati Jayben Shah : Several States are far behind the Nagpur Plan whereas
several others are much advanced. May I know whether Government propose to take
some specific steps to bring about retionalisation between them ?

Shri Bhakt Darshan : Goveroment do not want.to retard the progress of advan?ud
States. No doubt efforts will be made for the advancement of the States which are behind
the said plan.

Shri Lakhan Lal Kapoor ;: The'hon. Minister has stated that the Planning-Commi-
ssion has prepared a scheme to spend 20 percent of the total- amount allocated: for road
construction, in rural areas. Does the hon. Minister feel that this is a small amount to be
spent on road construction and has he stated that more amount should be spent ?
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Shri Bhakt Darshan : This allocated amount of 20 percent is the minimum. If the
State want to spend more, we will appreciate it.

Medium Term Rs. 8 crores.
Total Rs. 40 crores.

Further, to provide short-term accommodation for the parchase and distrbution of
fertilisers, seed and pesticides, the Central Governmont have in the current year sanction-
ed Rs. 208 lakhs to Madhya Pradesh.

Supply of Gram for Cattle in Delhi

5171, Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : Will the Minister of Food and Agriculture be plea-
sed to state the arrangements made by Government to provide grams at a cheap rate to
the dairy-owners for their cattle and horses in Delhi.

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Development
and Cooperation (Shri Annasahib Shinde) : No arrangement has been made to provide
gram at a cheap rate to the dairy owners and tonga drivers, Instructions are there to ths
wholesale foodgrains licensed dealers in Delhi to issue up to 50 bags of gram in a day to
the ‘Dana’ (feed for cattle and horses) manufacturers. The dana manufacturers have
also instructions to sell dana after adding to their purchase price a margin fixed by the
Delhi Administration on account of conversiou charges and profit. Some difficulty has
arisen of late regarding movement of gram from Haryana to Delhi and the matter is
being looked into.

Tobacco Export Promotion Council has been asked
to send samples to our Embasies in these countrias., The proposal to send a sales team
to these countries is also under consideration,

The elections to local bodies in the State
were, however, Postponed, consequent on the outbreak of the Indo-Pakistan cooflict in
August, 1965. The State Government had also, in the meanwhile, taken in hand amend-
ment to the State legislation pertinent to the establishment of the Panchayat! Raj institu-
tions ; they had set up a Study Group to go into the matter., As things stand, the higher
tier bodies are to be constituted after the Act has been amended. The need for early
establishment of these bodies in thc State has all along been urged by the Central
Government, '

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Food Agriculture Community Development
and Cooperation (Shri Anna Shaib Sindhe) : (a) Detailed surveys have already been carried
out of the culturable wastelands in the country with a view to bringing them under
cultivation and for the resettlement of landless agricultural workers. Originally
the Government of IndiaJfappointed a Wasteland Survey Committe in 1959.
This Committee restricted the scope of survey to large blocks of wastelands i.e.
23G acres and above and recommended reclamation of 12.23 lakh acres in 13 States.
As there were in addition considerable areas of wastelands in small scattered blocks, the
Government of India furtber sponsored a scond survey of wastelands in blocks of less

- than 250 acres to supplement the work done by the Wasteland Survey Committee. This.

survey has been completed in 220 districts and is currently in progress in the rest of about
105 districts. Under this survey approximately 40 lakh acres of wastelands have so far
been located as suitable for reclamation. The survey is likely to be completed by the

“end of the Fourth Five Year Plan. - A provision of Rs. 62.5 lakhs has been made in the

Fourth Plan for this purpose. The Central subsidy available for the scheme is up to
Re. 50,000 per district,

The Minister of State in the Miaistry of Food Agriculture Commauity Development
and Cooperaticn (Shri Annasahib Shinde) : (a) Itis difficult to say categorically which
States in the country are surplus in foodgrains. for all times. Whether a State in surplus
or not depends upon its production and consumption requirements. The former varies
from year to year and the latter depends om a number of factors including growth of
population, changes in consumption patterns, levels of income, etc. However, on the
basis of the pattern of Government distribution of foodgrains during the last few years,
the States of Andhra Pradesh Madhya Pradesh, Orissa and Punjab can be classified as
surplus States in a year of normal production.

(b) A statement giving estimated mid.year populations in 1967 of the States
mentioned above is attached.

(c) There has been no scientific and comprehensive survey on the consumption of
foodgrains in India so far, The requirements of foodgrains are also elastic to some extent
dependiog on the availability of foodgrains and of other substitute, food stuffs their
comparative.prices, level of income, etc. It_is, therefore, not possible to indicate any
preci-e requirement of foodgraias of each State.
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Final Estimates of production of foodgrains for the last year, viz 19.56.57;.-3 oot
yet available.

The low-paid employees find it difficult to make both ends meet, More D, A. should
be paid to them.

The increased rates of trunk calls cause great hardship to the people. Charges for
trunk calls for a distance less than 50 miles should be between one and tow rupees. It would
enable more people to avail of the trunk call facilities and add to the revenue of the Govt.

A departmental examination used to be held for giving promotion to Class IV
employees wherein reservation for scheduled caste employees was also fixed. But this
reservation has been abolished now to reduce their percentage in the services, The reser-
vation of Scheduled Caste employees should be restored in order to give them encourage-
ment,

Shrimati Jayaben Shah (Amreli) ; A new practice in respect of trunk call bills has
been started. The name of the city and date of the call is not mentioned .in the bill now.
This causes a lot of inconvenience to the people. It is reallygratifing that the hon. Mini-
ster.-_hasl now agreed to discontinue this practice,

If there is some error ina trunk call bill the matter is to be taken up-with the heads
quarters, If somehow or other some delay occurs in doing so, the telephone is disconne-
<ted. It causes great inconvenience. Although the Minister has now agreed to remedy
the situation the concerned staff should also be instructed in this respect.

The people in the rural areas require more post and telegraph offices and telephone
facilities. Large amount is not required for providing a po:-t office in a vitllage, It is not
advisable for the Government not to open post offices on this pretext that there is emer~
gency in the country at present, An all-out effort should be made to provide more postal
facilities in the rural areas.

More powers should be given to Divisional and zonal advisory commitees. At
present they have no powsrs and are therefore of no use. .

Shri Yamuna Prasad Mandal : More facilities should be provided to Class IV emplo-
yees. School should be opened for the education of the children of the employees by
this Department as is being done by the Railways.

No doubt, this Department did a commedable job during the last election, it has to
go aloog way yet. More communication facilities should be Provided in the rural areas. At
present influential persons in villages are inchrge of extra departmental post offices, this
old system should be changed. Suitable persoos with new out look should be made in
charge of these post offices. It is of paramount importance to provide adequate postal
and other communication facilities in the backward and border areas of our country,

Air Mail Servise should be expanded. So fur as Air Mail service is concerned, State
capitals should be linked with onc another.

As at present, the P. and T. Board does pot enjoy enough powers. Enough powers
should be vested in it. It should be made an autonomous body.

Sbri George Fernandes (Bombay-South) : There are 5 lakh villages in our country
and the hon. Minister can not deny this fact that about three-fourths of villages of our
country do not have any postal facilities, Goveanment have failed to provide necessary
postal facilities even after 20 years of 8independence. A programme should be drawn up
to provide post offices in all the villages within two or three years.

The position in regard to telephone facilities is no better. There are long wai:ing.
lists of people who have applied for telephone connections, This is perhaps because of
corruption. It plays its role there from the beginning to the end-i. e, from the sanction.
ing of the telephone to its installation and people in the cities can get telephone conne-
ctions by giving them money. Itis not understood that why the Government has not
taken any concrete steps to enhance the production in the Indian Telephone Industries,
Bangalore. At present there is, perhaps, an investment of Rs, 5 crores. It could have
been increased to Rs. 10 crores so that internal requirements could be met and more fore-
ign exchange could also be earned. The hon’ble Minister should consider this matter
seriously, '

The employees of the Telephone Department in Bombay have been insisting on the

construction of a building in which all the telephones offices in Bombay could be accom-
modated. At persent these offices are located in different private buildings for which
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probably heavy rents are being paid. It is understood that Government has purchased
land for the building but the building has not yet been constructed. The Government
should consider the demand of the employees and take a decision in the matter.

The telephone facilities as provided in the cities should also be extended to villages.

The factory of Indian Teleprinters is working for the last seven years, Itis not
understood that why Hindi Teleprinters of better quality could not be manufactured esp-
ecially when Government has already decide | to switch over to Hindi ? Due to lack of
Hindi Teleprinters there is shortage of Hindi News papers. At present they have to get
the news translated and then get them printed in the Newspapers which takes time. The

Communication Minister should him self feel the responsbility and 1ake necessary steps
to solve this problem.

The postmen of Posts and Telegraphs Department stoppzd their work at the comm-
encement of rains because of nonavailability of umbrellas. They have also not been pro-
vided with unifroms, I would therefore ask the Government to provide more facilities
to these employees. Their conditions of service should be improved.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Hapur): Our Government have t me and again annou-
nced that progressive use of Hindi would be made in its departments. The Home Ministry
have also announced that Union Public Service Commission will conduct its examination
through regional languages, But it is only Posts and Telegraphs Department wherein
Hindi is not being used at all. If no change can be made in the working of this Departe
ment even after the 20 years of achievement of independence and if this Department still
wants to maintain status quo, the people will agitate against this. Wherever Hindi has not
been used, Ministry of Communications is on the top, The annpual report on the manu-
facture of teleprinters shows that 2700 teleprinters have been manufactured against the
target of 2200 telepcinters, Will the hon’ble Minister let us know as to how many Hindi
teleprinters are in demand and what was the production. These teleprinters will not only help
the Hindi newspapers but they will also help Marathi and Gujrati newspapers. It has been
agreed to by the Chief Ministers of all the States that Devanagari script should be used as
alternative script., But if Hindi teleprinters are not made available then how Devanagari
script will be used as common script. I want to know whether the Minister of Communi-
cations still feels the essentiality of Manufacturing English teleprinters and their is no
need of Tetepr inters for our national languages ? As English is going to be replaced by
Hindi and other Indian languages, the production of teleprinters should iacrease.

I congratulate the hon'ble Minister for introducing *‘Namaskar’ in place of ‘good
morning or good evening’ on the telephones. But I may suggest that ‘Namaskar’ should
de substituated by ‘Namaste’ which is grammatically more correct.

So far the telephones are concerned I would like to draw the attention of the hon’ble
Ministzr that complaints are not properly looked into, Arrangements should be made to
see that the telephones, which went out of order, were repaired quickly.

The Public Accounts Committee has asked the Ministry of Communications to
make arrangements to recover the outstanding amounts of telephone bills whnch run
into crores.

There should be more offices of Posts and Telegraphs in the villages. Their aim
should be service of the nation and they should not be established simply by keeping in
view the economic gains, There is deterioration in the telegraph service. Most of the
telegrams are sent by post. To day people are more inclined to send their letters by
Express Delivery instead of sending telegrams. I would, therefore, request that steps
should be taksn to improve the telegraph service,
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It is good that Posts and Telegraphs Departme e
- . nt has been issu'ng comm i
stamps in the memory of Shivaji and Rana Pratap, the national heroes.gThey h:\[-:oi;::xt:
mffn.}' such stamps. Amar Shaheed Swami Shradhanang had also faced the bayonets of
British soldiers and sacriliced his life at Chandni Chowk, near Ghanta Ghar. 1 therefore

request that a commemorative stamp in the name of Swami Shradha Nand should
be issued.

Shri Nathu Ram Ahirwar (Tikamgarh) : I support the demands of Posts and Tele-

graphs ‘Department. 1 fully realise the difficulties cxperienced by the staff of this
Department.

_ The employees of the Department of Posts and Telegraphs do not get proper
facllities. They have to attend to what they call *split duty’. They come to their jobs early
1o the morning and then reach their houses late in the evening. They are not provided
with housing accommodation, This problem is more serious in big cities. Because of
{Jon-availability of Governmet accommodation, the employees live at distant places which
Is very ioconvenient especially when they have to attend to their duties in the early hours.

It has been noticed that at several places the post offices are localed in rental
buildings and the stalf has to work while standing because of shortage of acc mmodation,
This seems to be unnecessary expenditure I would therefore suggest that the Department
should construct their own building wherever necessary. The quarters for its employces
should also be constructed at the head offices.

Our country and especially Madhya Pradesh is backward as we have introduced the )
facilities of posts and telegraphs very late, The postal facilities do not exist in the big
Adivasi area, The Police Stations situated in the areas where Dacoits are active do not
have telephone connections and telegraph facilities. The news of dacoities cannot reach the
headquarters for days together. I therefore request that these areas should be provided
with telephone counections and telegraph facilities. Arrangements should also be made to
connect directly Beena with Tikamgarh which would establish direct contact with Bhopal.
Similarly there should be telephone connections between other important Governmentd
agencies.

Shri T. Ram (Araria) : Our agricultural policy bas proved unsuccessful during the
last twenty years, The condition of the agricultural labour remained pitiable:as it was.
wheh we achieved our independence, He is still poor, burdened with loans and was
‘'victimised and exploited, Unless his condition is improved, no measure could bring
.about any remarkable increase in the production of foodgrains.. The purpose of land
_boldings has not been served. The main reasonis that we, the representatives of the

‘people do not realise the difficulties of cultivators. and the labourers, We get the votes
of depressed class but do mot pay attention to their plight. - So long  agricultural landless

labourers are not provided with land, till then land holdings cannot be proved cffective.
In case we cannot encourage the labourers, how can we expect that they will bring any
increase in production. I would appeal to the hon'ble Food Minister to take effective
steps for land holdings and besides consolidation of holdings should also take ptace,

The question of fgod problem should not be considered at State level, There must
be a national policy of agriculture which should apply to the whole country. I cannot
understand this zonal system and restrictions on the movement of foodgrains. When
“people of Bihar are starving why the foodgrains of Punjab cannot be sent there ? They
also belong to the same country, I therefore want to say that this zonal system shouid g0.

I would ask the Government not to depend on the businessmen in the matter of
food. Government should play active roll in this respect. This Government claims to
-be in favour of socialistic pattern of society. In order to stop malpractices of traders and
exploitation of the cultivators, the Government should take over trade in foodgrains.
There is food crisis in the country not because there was shortage of food but tecause of
ineffective control and ineffective control and inefficient distribution machinery. Any
quantity of foodgrains is available in the black market. If foodgrains are not available
then from where these stocks are coming in, The Government should fix a ceiling price
.and take stern measures against those who indulge in profiteering. Irrigation is most
dimportant for agriculture, Irrigation facilities should be stepped up even if we have to give
up certain other projects. We should give up our policy of indecision and take effective
steps in the matter. I would suggest that there should be a ceiling of 15 acres of irrigated
-area of land for a family. The labourers working on the land should get atleast two acres
~of land. They should also be provided with plough, bullocks, inputs etc. by the Govern-
ment. Government should also provide food for four months or till the next harvest.
‘Such revolutionary steps could only solve this problem.

In the programme of community development demonstration farms were supposed
"to set an example for the farmers, But with all the improved methods used therein, the
‘farms bave failed to show results which could encourage the farmers to adopt these means.
The farmers then followed the old methods and its yield was much more.

Shri Yajna Datt Sharma (Amritsar) ; The intensity of famine in Bihar is so ghastly
that it has turned that State into a cremation ground. It is very unfortunate that even
after twenty years of our independence, we have been able to achieve a mere twenty per-
‘cent increase in  food production. To-day we have to import 24 times more foodgrains
-"than we used to import twenty years before. Inspite of the huge amount being spent on
-the imports under P. L. 480. There bad been no substantial increase in the food produc-
tion. The reasonis not far to seek. Wrong policies of the Government have come up
as a wall between the land and the cultivator. The Government should bave paid more
attention to the nceds of the land and they should have tried to know the needs of the
" farmers. Instead of meeting them by way of more wdter, improved seeds and techniques.
the Government have done more paper and desk work. If the money spent on the imports
of foodgrains had been spent on increasing agricultural facilities, we would-have been able
" tosolve the food problem.’ '

) It is unfortunate that the percentage of agricultural production from unirrigated
land is the same as from irrigated land. The Government should have been able to get
more prpducnon from irrigated lands by way of double crops etc,

While creatmg more capital by way of tractors, we must make the best use of exis=
ting capltal, namely the bullocks. Thousands of tractors are not being used due to shor-

tage of spare parts while the quality of bullocks has deteriorated due to wrong policies
of the Government,

The old plan of seed farms has failed because politics was involved in such farms.
It is now proposed to set up bigger seed farms. The experiment of Suratgarh farm in

Kajasthan has shown that these are bound to fail. It will be better for the Government
to give up such schemes

Hybrid seeds require double the resources in the form of water and fertilizers than
the conventional variety of seceds. If we have not been able to provide those resources in
sufficient quantity even for the old variety of sceds, how will be able to meet the require-
ments of those inputs for the new hybrid varieties.

All these difficulties arise because the Plans are not made with the interests of
villages in view, Punjab is suffenng from the problem of water-logglng and floods ha\re
become a permanent feature. The Govemment should do somethi ng to resolve this cnsns.

It is unfortunate that in our country tillers of the soil are not the owners of the
soil. The tiller should have the ownershlp of the land, if we want him to produce mors.

The farmer must be paid a remuneratwe price for his producc. The Jand reforms haye
not benef ltted the farmer in any way. He is not the owner of the land, the farmer is not
compensated for bis labours and he does not get a good price for his produce. The
crisis in the production of sagar i3 a result of injl._ls_ti_ce to the farmer. -

There should be 2 uniform agtjcultm‘al policy for the whole of the country. The
zonal system must be scrapped because it results 1o wasteful expenditure and smuggling
and has done a great harm to the country. A meeting of the representatives of all the
parties should be convened in order to evolve a national agricultural policy. | '
