Shri Ramavatar Shastri : This is the most important question. National Integra-
tion Conference is just held in June in Kashmir. Then the people of Iadia thought that
action would be taken against them who indulge in and spread communalism in the coun-
try and efforts would be made to prevent it. But I am sorry to say that the Goverament
are not guing to take any action in this regard. He bhas given me a list submitted by the
Andhera Government.

The list contains the names of 19 newspapers. There are 6 newspapers in Telugu, one
in Kannda, seven in Urdu, one “Hindu Vijaya’ a weekly in Hindi and four in English.
It is understood that these newspapers are spreading communalism. But there are also a
number of newspapers such as ‘‘organiser’” and *“‘Panch Janya” in the country which are
spreading communalism even after the Kashmir Conference.

Sbri Hukam Chand Kachwai: There is *Blitz’ also.

Shri Ramavatar Shastri : There is ‘“Mother India”, and “Pratap’ in Urdu. Their
pames are not included in that list. This is the state of affairs of Andhra Goveroment.
But may I know from the Government of India whether a list of such newspapers has
been prepared as are continuously spreading communalism ?

I would also like to know that in case you have prepared any list of newspapers,
then state the names and addresses of the newspapers and the languages in which these
newspapers are published ?

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : Include the antinational newspapers also therein,

The Minister of Information and Broadcasting (Shri K. K. Shah) : This case is in
regard to Andhra Pradesh. So far as Government of India are concerned, questions have
been asked several times about it and I have given information also. I have stated that
we do not give advertisements to these newspapers which are communal. But it is not in
the interest of anyone that their names may be laid here.

The action was taken on 18th April. The Conference of Chief Ministers was held
in May and there after the Kashmir Conference was also held,

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Shri George Ferpandes : The Hon. Minister has stated that the Government of
Andhra Pradesh has withdrawn the restriction imposed on ‘Link’, *Patriot’ and ‘Andhra
Jyoti®.

Shri Jagannath Rao Joshi : This question was brought in the National Integration
Council that the advertisements and the newsprint quota of such newspapers as spread
communal tensions and hatred should be stoppzd. At the same time it was suggested
that the newspapers which are found guilty after a legal action, action should be taken
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against them only. Among the names which are given in this list there is one *“Prajavani"
also which is a famous paper of Karnatak and which gets reward every year for its
fine printing and editing etc. Similarly I know myself about another paper *Jagriti”
also included in the list that it is a good weekly From ‘Patriot’ and °‘Link’ dogs and
even rain gods have been included in the list. If this right went into the hands of the
Government then the right to stop the advertisements and newsprint quotas to such new-
spapers as would write agaiost the Government will be taken by the Govt. May I know
whether the Govt. of Andhra Pradesh has oot acted against the suggestion which was

giw_:n in the *National Integration Council and whether the Central Govt. has drawn
their attention to this matter ?

Shri K. K. Shah : This action was taken on the 18th April, 1968, before the mee-
ting of National Integration Council was h:ld in Kashmir. It is true that it was decided
that after filing a suit in the Court, if offence is proved against some newspaper, the act-

ion should be taken against them. The action would be taken in accordance with what-
ever we accept together under the new act that would be enforced.

Shri Sheo Narayan : Why those papers which published the atrocities cormitted
against the Harijans in Andhra Pradesh were banned ? Is that also a communalism?

. Shri K. K. Shah : The Chief Minister has not only given the basis of commu-
nalism in his statement. He has given some more reasons also.

Sbri .M. Joshi : The information, which has been received by the honourable
Minister, from the Govt. of Andhra Pradesh, has been given to this House. May I know
from bim whether he has also enquired from the Govt. of Andhra Pradesh asto why
the names of the newpapers which are given here, have been black-listed. Later on the
Govt, of Andhra Pradesh has acquitted three papers. May I know whether the Govt,
are making any efforts in regard to the rest of the newspapers and whether they have

told the Govt, of Andhra Pradesh that we do not like this thing, and they should also
be acquitted ?

(b) The U. P. Hill Dcvelopment Board has so far held three meetings and has
appointed eleven sub-committees to assist it in the task of examining special problems of
the hill areas and in formulating schemes based on their needs. The Sub-Commitiees on
tourism, transport and horticulture have submitted their reports which have also been
considered by the Board and the recommendations of the Board are being examined by
the U. P. Guvernment.

(¢) The Board is an advisory body and no funds have been placed at the Board’s
disposal for direct execution of development schemes.

(d) The work relating to the preparation of the Fourth Five Year Plan of the
State is in progress and the proposals for the hill areas will be worked out in due course,

New Seeds by Bhabha Atomic Rescarch Centre

TR-1
is an early and high yielding mutant evolved from GEB-24. TR-5 is a stiff-strawed, non-
lodging and dwarf mutant from a salt-resistant variety SR 26-B. Among the groundnut
mutants TG~1 is a large pod mutant which may serve as a good table variety.

(b) All the above mutants are being tested under All Indiz Coordinated Rice and
Groundnut Projects and are at the experimental stage.

Conversion of Soft Wood into Hard Woed by Radiaticn

Shri Brij Bhushan Lal (Bareilly) : Provision has been made in clause 3 of the Bill
that notice of a motion for presenting an address to the President praying for the removal
of the Judges can be gjven after obtaining signatures of not less than one hundred members
of Lok-Sabha, in case a notice is given in that House and in the case of a notice given in
the Rajya-Sabha, it should be signed by not less than fifty members of that House. This
number is very large and it should be changed to 50 and 25 respectively.

As regards the Committee which would be copstituted for making an investigation
into the grounds on which the removal of a judge is prayed for, it will consist of members
of whom one shall be from among the Chief Justices of the High Courts. This should be
amended so as tolprovide that the Committee will consist of members one of whom shall
be a representative of the Supreme Court Bar Association and one will be a representative

of a High Court.

and we had seized property belonging to Pakistani nationals. In the matter of the Tashe
kent Agreement, we released some of the Pakistani goods. Pakistan also released certain
goods. As regards (he question of sale of the Pakistani goods, the value of which is about
Rs 27 crores, we have to hear in mind that if we sell these goods, Pakistan may also sell
our goods, the value of which is more than Rs 100 crores.

It has been suggested that since Pakistan do not abide by the Tashkent Agreemuet,
we should also bid good-bye to it. Qur policy is to abide by every word of the Agreement.
It is for the world to judge who is the defaulter.

It is not our intention to set up a prize court. The Government also do not intend -
to refer the matter 1o the international Court at present.

No agreement has been arrived at in regard to the question of payment of compen-
sation by Pakistan. The matter was also taken up with Russia occasionally, We told -
Russia that we are Implementing the Tashkent Agreement tut Pakistan is not responding.

It has been said that some money should be given by the Government to th.-se
persons whose property has been seized by Pakistan. We are holding Pakistani property
