Restrictions on loans Against Foodzains.

*1006. Dr. Laxminarain Panday : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

India operates selective credit controls from time to time after taking into account the trend
in prices and the supply situation. Recently, the Reserve Bank of India after reviewing the
situation, has made certain relaxations in their controls on bank advances against food-
grains, cotton and kapas, oil-seeds and vegetable-oils including vanaspati, The details of
the relaxations are briefly given in the annexure. While operating its selective credit cont-
rols, Reserve Bank of India ensures that genuine needs for productive and distributive pur-
poses of trade and industry are met and at the same time hoarding and speculative practices
are kept in check. The controls are operated with a view to maintaining reasonable stability
in the price level.

Foodgrains : In view of the larger output of foodgrains this year, banks have been
permitted to increase their advances against foodgrains by 10% (beginning from March-
April, 1972) compared to the level of the advances last year. This additional credit may be
allocated by the banks on a preferential basis to their branches located in those areas where
production and consequential nieed for credit has increased recently, Banks have, however,
been advised to exercise caution and restraint in respect of advances against pulses, as the
output and supply position of pulses is still not comfortable.

2, Cotton and Kapas : In line with the increase in the length of period for which
the mills can hold cotton stocks permitted by Textile Commissioner, the Reserve Bank has
increased the existing specified periods of stock consumption of cotton by textile mills in
respect of which minimum margins are prescribed by the Bank, by four weeks in all case.
Further, with a view to giving relief to parties other than cotton textile mills, the minimum
margins prescribed for advances to such parties in respect of stocks of cotton and kapas
marketed from October 1, 1971 on wards, have been reduced by 10%.

With a view to further encouraging the production of new varieties of cotton, the
concessions relating to lower minimum margin of 259, and eemption from ceiling control
have been extended to some additional new and/or long-staple varieties of cotton viz,
Hampi, Varalaxmi, Maljhari, Narmada A-51/9. Khandwa I and Badnavar, I

3. Oilseeds/Oils : The minimum margin on advances to oil mills in States other than
West Bengal and Bihar against rapeseed/mustardseed equivalent to two months consumption
of each mill has been reduced from 609, to 409%.

4. Warehouse Receipts : With a view to encouraging the use of storage facilities
provided by the warehouses of Central and state warehousing corporations, a reduction of
10%, has been allowed (as in the case of foodgrains) in respect of other controlled commo-

dities also, in the minimum margia to be maintained by banksin respect of their advances

against warehouse receipts issued by such corporations. Bank advances upto Rs. 25,000/—
per borrower against such warehouse receipts have also been exempted from ceiling control
in respect of all the controlled commodities.

5. Exemption in Border Districts : The period of exemption from control, previously
extended upto the end of April, 1972 in respect of bank advances against foodgrains, oilseeds

and vegetable oils (including vanaspati), cotton and kapas, sugar. gur and -khandsari in the
border and near border districts, has been exteanded further upto the end of October,

1972.

Further it has been decided that the banks may, on merits, continue to grant exten-
ded credit facilities to textile mills and dealers for a further period of three months, i,e.

upto the end of July, 1972.

If the amount of the family allotment made by
the soldier was higher, the higher amount is paid for four months, and thereafter special family
alowance is paid. The amount of the allowance has been enhanced to full pay with effect
from 1st February 1972.

All Ranks : (1) Payment of emoluments was authorised, on an ad hoc basis, for the
months of December 1971 and January 1972 in respect of all those reported missing during
the operations against Pakistan in December, 1971, Payments made on accouat of special
family allowance/pensions, pending enquiry awards. family allotments, etc.,, were adjusted
against the full emoluments for these two months,

tii) Children of missing personnel are eligible for the following free educational conc-

Fire opened by Pak troops in Khemkaran and Ajnala (Amritsar)

7575. Shri Shiv Kumar Shastri :
Shri Phosl Chand Verma :
Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to state :

(a) whether Pakistani troops recently opened fire on the Indian patrol parties in
Khemkaran and Ajnala (Amritsar) sector; and

(b) if so, the brief account of the incidents ?
The Ministcr of defence (Shri Jagjivan Ram) (a) Yes, Sir.
(b) A statement is attached.

Statement

At 1645 hours on 3rd April, Pak troops opened fire from across the Line of Actual
Control on our patrol in arca 8 miles North West of Chuganwan, as a result of which two of
our other ranks were wounded: our troops returned the fire effectively. Pak casualties are
not known.

(2) At 1445 hours on 20th April, our patrol while extinguishing a fire in area 8 miles
North, North West of wagah was fired upcn by Pak troops; our patrol returned Pak fire
effectizely. There was no casualty on our side; Pak casualties are not known.

(3) On 30th April and Ist May, Pak troops fired intermittently from across the Line
of Actual Control on our troops in area 2 miles North of Ranian. The fire was returned by
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our troops who did not suffer any casualties.

(4) At 1250 hours on 30th April Pak troops fired from across the Line of Actual Con-
trol on our troops in area 2'5 miles West of Khemkaran: our troops returned the fire.
One of our other ranks was wounded and three Pak soldiers were seen falling down.

Loans to Rickshaw-Pullers and Bullock-Cart Drivers by Nationalised Banks

They can be employed on passive Air Defence Work, manning Civil Defence Posts,
maintenance of essential services, traffic control, Messenger Service, Duties in Hospitals etc.,
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Whenever required. During the recent conflict. NCC cadets and officers performed such
duties in various states whenever called upon to do so. No separate evaluation of the perf-
ormance of NCC cadets and officers in this regard has been made.

It is however, prcposed to set up a Committee to evaluate the functioning of NCC
inits entirety,

Monopolies and Restrictive Trade Practices Act

7579 : Shri M. C, Daga : Will the Minister of Company Affairs be pl-ased to state
whether Government have been able to achieve the aims and objects for which Monopolies

and Restrictive Trade Practices Act; 1969 was enacted and, if so, the broad outlines of the
achievements ?

The Minister of Company Affairs (Shri Raghunatha Reddy) : The M. R. T. P. Act
cam€into force on 1.6.70 Soon after the Act came into force, verious administrative mea-
sures were taken including the setting up of the Monopolies and Registrar of Restrictive
Trade Agreement and the Director of Investigation who are important functionaries under
the scheme of the Act. On account of the working and administration Annual Administra-
tive Report to be laid shortly on the table of both the Houses of Parliament in terms of
Section 62 of the Act.

To state the position very briefly it may be said that within this short pariod the
Act has brought about a new orientation in the thinking of these concerned with the control
and regulation of industrial and economic activities in the country. The monopoly angle has
become one of the important consideration with the administrative ministries and other
functionaries in taking decisions in the economic and industrial field. The Ministries dealing
with industries have become ronscious of the need to ensure that undertakings or inter-
connected group of undertakings which attract the provisions of the Act are not allowed to
expand their activities and business further unless such expansion is found not to lead to
concentration of economic power to common detriment and to be positively expedient in
the public interest. In allowing such expansions special care is taken to ensure that counter-
vailing conditions consistant with public interst such as broad-basing of the equity structure,
convertibility of public loans into equity, export obligations or setting up projects in back-
ward areas are incorporated,

From the date of commencement of the Act upto 30-4-1972 a total No. of 847
undertakings have registered themselves under section 26 (2) of the Act. The Act also
provides for the registration of agreements relating to restrictive trade practices, Upto

30-4-1972 a total of 9229 agreements were filed, with the Registrar out of which 2536
agreements had been examined, Enquiries by the M. R. T. P. Commission into some of

the agreements have also been initiated.
Shortage of Gas Supp y in Kota (Rajasthan)

Residential Facilities Provided to Employees Workinz in Reserve Bank. Patana

(c) The Reserve Bank in spite of their best efforts through the Improvement trust,
State Governmet and advertisement in the press; have not so far been able to secure any land
at Patna for construction of additional quarters. They are however, continuing their efforts in
this regard.

Difference in Payment of Bonus to Employees of Nationalised Banks

7583. Shri Ramavatar Shastri : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state:

(a) Whether there is some difference between the amount of bonus paid to the
employees of the Nationalised Banks and that paid to the employees of the Stit: Bank
of India; .

As the working results of the banks
vary from one another, the amount of bonus paid by each of the banks will consequently
differ, not only between the nationaliced banks on one siad and state Banks of India on the
other, but also amongst the nationalised banks themselves.

(b) The published profits (adjusted) and the bonus provided/paid in the State Bank of
India and the 14 nationalised banks are given in the Annexure.

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6. Water supply scheme at Kisli.
7. Water supply scheme at Khajuraho.

Progress Made and Expenditure Incurred on Development of Tourist
Centres in Madhya Fradesh

7585. Shri G. C. Dixit : Will the Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation be plesed to
refer to the reply given to Unstatred Question No. 447 on the 11th June, 1971 regardinz the
proposal to develop new places as Tourist Centres in Madhya Pradesh and state the progress
made in regard to the development of the places of tourist interest and the expenditure
incurred on them ?

The Minister of Tourtism and Ciril Aviation ((Dr, Karan Sinch) : The progress on the
Tourism schemes taken up in the Central Sector in Madha Pradesh is as follows: —

(1) Bhopal : Work on the construction of a Youth JHostel at an estimated cost of
Rs. 2-50 lakhs is in progress and it is expected to be completed by October this year.

(2) Kanha National Park: Dnring 1971-72. a mini-bus at an estimated cost of
Rs. 43,000/-was provided to the State Government for the use of tourists.

The work on the electrification of the living quarters in the Parks has been completed at a
cost of Rs. 2:50 lakhs. '

.. The work on the construction of the Rest House, estimated to cost about Rs. 11 lakhs.
is in progress.

The work on the provision of water supply scheme in the Park would be started soon.

(3) Khajuraho: An amount of Rs. 1 lakh was given to the State Government last
year for the repair of 2 water tanks and acquisiticn of land for a camping site. This work
has been accomplished.

The work relating to the water supply scheme would be taken in hand shortly.

(4) Sanchi : Work on the Water supply scheme is in progress and is expected to be
completed during the current financial year. The estimated cost of the scheme is Rs. 192
lakhs. An expenditure of Rs. 70,000;-has so far been incurred on the scheme.

India Tourism Develomeat Corporation :

The work on the expansion of the Travelles Lodge at Khajuraho at an estimated
cost of Rs. 32 lakhs is in progress. and is expected to be completed during the current finan-
cial year. As a result 40 rooms will be added to the existing accommodation. The expen-
diture so far incurred on this schems is Rs, 5:73 lakhs. '

that could have been earned since the postal charges would vary according to size and
weight.

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Smuggling of Mica
7616. Shri Phool Chand Verma :

Reports being received by the Government of India show that smuggling of mica from the
areas of Kodarma and Giridih in India to Nepal has been on the decline. However, the
following steps have been taken by the Government of India to check the smuggling of mica
and other goods from India to Nepal :—

(i) At Kodarma and Giridih, some staff have posted since about the last 2 years to
collect and transmit intelligence about smuggling of mica from these areas to Nepal.

(ii) Several mobile preventive parties have been set up on the Indo-Nepal border to
check smuggling of goods from India to Napal and vice versa,

(iii) A number of jeeps have been provided to make the staff more mobile and
effective.

(iv) The man-power in the Preventive parties has been increased.

(v) Close liasion is being maintained with the State authorities on the Indo-Nepal
border to check smuggling of grods to Nepal.

(vi) Co-operation of the H. M, G. of Nepal has also been sought repeatedly in
this connection. Nepal Government have informed that they have stopped issuing fresh licen-
ces for the export of mica form Nepal since the last on year. They have also banned the
export of mica from Nepal by gift parcels.

Procedure Adoptcd for Appointing Hindi Officers in the Excise Department

7648. Shri Ishwar Chaudhry : Will the Minister of ‘Finance be pleased to state the
procdure adopted for appointing Himdi Officers in the Excise Department of his Ministry ?

The Minister of state in the Ministry of Finance (Shri K. R. Ganesh) ;: The posts of

Hindi officers in the Central Excise Department under the Ministry of Finance are gazetted
Class II posts: Normally, appointments to Class II posts by direct recruitment is done
through the Union Public Service Commission and, accordingly, the Commission was

requested for making recruitment to these posts. However, the Commission could not
undertake recruiment to these posts because recruitment conducted by the Commission earlier
for similar posts in other Ministries of the Government of India had become the /subject
matter of a writ petition. The Commission advised that the posts in the Central | Excise
Department may be filled by the Department on an ad hoc basis for a period of one year
without consulting the Commission as was also permissible under the Union Public Service
Commission (Exemption [from consujtation) Regulations. Thereupon these posts were
advertised on an All India basis through the Directorate General of Employment and Tra-
ining and were also notified to the various Departments under the Ministry of Finance. other
Ministries of the Government of India and the Heads of the Departments under the Central
Board of Excise and Customs. Thr various persons who applied for these posts and who
satisfied the prescrited educational and other qualifications, were given a written test, the
paper for which was set and the answers were evaluated by a senicr officer of the Central
Hindi Directorate of the Government of India. Those who qualified in the written test by
securing 40% and more marks were then interviewed by a Selection Committee Comprising
of a Member of the Central Board of Excise and Customs, a Collector of Central Ex-ise,
s senior officer of the Central Hindi Directorate and the Secretary, in charge of Adminis-
tration in the Central Board of Excise and Customs, A select list of 19 candidates strictly
in the order of merit based on the aggregate marks obtained by the candidates in the written
test and in the interview was drawn up and out of them; the first 11 candidates have been
offered appointments to the posts of Hindi Officers in the various offices in the Central
Excise Department. The appointments offered are purely “on ad hoc and temporary basis
pending recruitment to these posts ona regular basis through the Union Public Service

Commissron.

Millions of people in the country get themselves registered with the Employment Exchange

for getting employment but before they get any employment most of them cross their age
limit while they are on the waiting list in the Employment Exchange,

I therefore, suggest that the age of recruitment should be enhanced upto 35 years
for Harijan,Adivasis and women candidates,in view of the fact that due to the non availabi-
lity of educational facilities they are unable to compete with the other candidates and haveto

wait for a long time to get the employment opportunities, Government should accept the
bill.

Shri M. C. Daga (Pali):—I hope this bill would be supported by all the parties
including the party in power.

The present system of education is full of defects, After completing their educa-
tion young persons run after employment. This present education does not make them
capable of having self employment. It is the fault of the Government to have this type of

education in the country,

It has been admitted by the Hon, minister that there is a great need of bringing

basic changes in the education system. It has been observed that 20, 3 persent of the edu-
‘cated'unemployed persons attempt to commit suicide in the country due to frustation
resulting from non avilability of jobs for a long time,
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According to the reports appearing in the newspapers students are adopting
Hippyism not because of any interst in it but because of the frustation (Interruption). If
Government are not able to provide employment to qualified persons in time the age of
recraitment should be enhanced.

The poblem of increasing unemployment is
not existing only in our country but it is a comman problem to all capltalistxc couptries
lik: America and Fngland. Therefor, socialistic system should be fully implemented to
remove unemployment

This bill is an attempt to solve this problem, That is why it is being supported by

- all sides. I would like to suggest that no person in Government or private service :houl

be given extension of service after the age of 55 years in order to increase employment
opportunities. Retired personnal should not be given re-employment.
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It is a matter of serious concern that unemployment has led the educated unemp-
loyed to indulgance incrims like robbery, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, and Punjab have experien-
ced thers anti social activities committed by the educated unemployed. The proposal of
?nhancement of recruitment ag: made in the bill should be accepted by the Government
in vi-w of the fact that it is a good measure to provide more changes to the youths.

Shri Ram Bhagat Paswan (Rosera) : Our couatry is facing a serious Prob-
lem of unemployment. During the existing circumstances, it is not possible  for the
educated unemployed to get in to job within the prescribed age limit. Qualified persons run
pillar to Post to get service but in vain by that time they cross the age limit and thus they
are denied employment. In these circumstances Government should enhance the age of
recruitment. I also suggest that the number of chances to appear in the competitue
examination for I. A. S. and P. C. S. should be increased with these words I support the

bill.

Shri M. Ramgopal Reddy (Nizamabad) : Irise to support the bill. I would like
to point out that there is a defect in this bill. After gring through the bill it is a fact as if

Recently Madhya Pradesh Government have increased the age limit from 25
years to 28 years. I suggest the central Government should increase the age limit so that
educated persons can get more and more chances and political parties could not utilise
then for achieving their interest.
