WOMEN MEMBERS OF PARLIAMENT DETAINED
UNDER MISA AND DISIR

*142. SHRI DHANNA SINGH GULSHAN : Will the Minister of HOME AFFAIRS
be pleased to state :

(a) the number of women Members of Parliament detained under MISA or DISIR
during emergency: and

(b) the jails in which they were detained and the facilities provided to them ?

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI CHARAN SINGH) : (a) According
to information received from State Governments and Union Territory Administrations, two

women Members of Parliament were detained under MISA and one was arrested under
DISIR.

(b) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

STATEMENT
FACILITIES PROVIDED TO WOMEN MEMBERS OF PARLIAMENT
WHO WERE DETAINED DURING THE EMERGENCY
1. Smt. Vijaya Raje Scindia
She was detained at Baisan Lodge Complex Panchmarhi, Hoshangabad District from

9-7-1975 to 2-9-1975. She was provided with following facilities :

(a) Own cook, bedding, clothing, laundry etc.

(b) Newspapers and periodicals at own cost.

(¢) One lady Warden.
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(d) Medical Attendance.
(e) Permitted to keep lady attendant on her own cost.

On 2-9-75 she was transferred to Central Jail, Tihar, New Delhi where she was admitted
on 3-9-75. She was provided with ‘A’ Class facilities. She was released on parole from
22-11-75 to 30-11-75 and again on 23-1-76. The period of her parole was extended from
time to time and order of her detention was revoked on 12-2-77.

2. Smt. Shakuntala Nayar

She was detained in District Jail Lucknow on 9-10-75. She was treated as superior
class prisoner and was given all facilities permissible under the Uttar Pradesh Security
Prisoners Rules, 1972. She was allotted a room for living. She was allowed a separate
kitchen. A female prisoner was made available for cooking food. She was also given
utensils for this purpose. She was given the facility of a separate bathroom which was
provided with a door.

Smt. Nayar was allowed to use her own bedding and was given clothes whenever re-
quired. She was permitted to sleep outside her room. On a complaint that mentally un-
balanced female prisoners caused her disturbance in the night, immediate steps were taken
to shift such prisoners from the jail. Senior officers of jail contacted her about facilities
and she had no complaint.

Smt. Nayar was examined by Senior Medical Superintendent, Women Hospital Lucknow
on 17-10-75. On medical advice, she was released on parole on 1-11-75. The period of
parole was extended from time to time. The order of detentoin was revoked on
21-1-77.

3. Km. Maniben Vallabhbhai Patel

She was arrested under DISIR and admitted in Ahmedabad Central Prison in the
evening of 15-8-76 and was released on 16-8-76. She was provided with a cot and matfress
in the jail.

SHRI DHANNA SINGH GULSHAN : May I know whether it is a fact that Maharani
Gayatri Devi ex-M.P. was kept with lunatic women in Jaipur Jail and was meted out
very shabby treatment ? She was not allowed to sleep and no cot was provided to her.

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : Maharani Gayatri Devi was kept in women ward of
Tihar Jail. Women’s ward is meant for ‘C’ class prisoners. So naturally she was put
lot of difficulties but we used to provide her with meals from our barrack.

-.SHRI DHANNA SINGH GULSHAN : I want to know whether it is a fact that she
was kept with lunatic women ?

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : You cannot call them fully lunatic otherwise they would
have been sent to the lunatic asylum.

SHRI SHEO NARAIN : Maharani Gayatri Devi was not the only one to receive
such treatment in jail, other Maharanis were also there. The brother of George Fernandes
also recewved similar treatment. May I know if any action is proposed to be taken against
the officers responsible for all this.

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : The Shah Commission will take note of all the excesses
committed during the emergency.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : It was a matter of satisfaction that the hon'ble
Minister was with us in Tihar Jail of Delhi. I want to know whether it is a fact that
there is only one women ward and semi-lunatic females, prostitutes and female pickpockets
were kept in the same ward along with Maharani Gayatri Devi and Maharani Scindia
and whether it is also a fact that there was no arrangement for them to cook their food
and food was sent to them from your ward ? If so, whether separate arrangement will
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be made for female political prisoners in future. Although the Janata Party does not
think that any woman will be made prisoner during its tenure yet what steps do you

propose to take to improve the position ?
SHRI CHARAN SINGH : Maharanj Gayatri Devi was arrested under COFEPOSA.

Maharani Scindia was also detained there for some time. Although it is a fact that all
sorts of women were kept there yet lunatic females could not have been detained there

Mentally unbalanced or semi-lunatic women were there.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : Since there is only one women ward in Tihar
Jail, what steps do you propose to take for female political prisoners in future ? )

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : We have not as yet taken the decision in this regard.
The Home Ministry is discussing the matter of jail reforms at the all India level.

SHRI ARJUN SINGH BHADORIA : Sir, May I know the number of other ladies
who were ex-M.Ps detained in different jails of the country in addition to the present
lady M.Ps ? I also want to know the names of places where they were detained.

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : The question is not about lady M.Ps. I require separate
notice for this.

SHRIMATI AHILYA P. RANGNEKAR : Sir, I hope the hon’ble Minister is aware
that I was also detained in the Tihar Jail. The lunatic female prisoners kept there are

given shock treatment. This is the only Jail where lunatic women are kept.

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : I can’t disagree with your experience.

SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWAI : Sir, many women were detained under D.LR.
and were prosecuted. These cases are still pending. May I know if the Government
will make an announcement to withdraw them.

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : Such announcement has already been made and no case
is pending under D.LR. and no female prisoner is detained under D.ILR. This question
related to the lady M.Ps. There were only three such ladies in jail namely Maharani

of Gwalior, Shakuntalaji of Uttar Pradesh and Kumari Maniben Patel daughter of Sardar
Patel. Kumari Patel was detained only for one day and I have told about the other

two.

SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWAI : During emergency many women were taken
prisoner under D.LR. and cases are still pending against them. You have stated that
all have been released but I may tell you that many cases have not been withdrawan.

So it will be better to make another announcement.

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : Sir, the hon’ble Member is saying it with much force so
I will request him to give me specific cases and the orders will be issued today

itself.

SHRI ANANT DAVE : May I know if the Government have received the report
regarding atrocities committed on the women in jails ?

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : It has no connection with this question. I have already
said that the Shah Commission will take care of this matter.

PRIME MINISTER’S RELIEF FUND

*144. SHR1 ARJUN SINGH BHADORIA : Will the PRIME MINISTER be pleased
to state :

(a) the total amount in the Prime Minister’s Relief Fund at present;

(b) the amount of the said Fund at the end of each financial year during the last
three vears and the main sources of the Fund:

(c) the names of persons and institutions which contributed money in the fund during
the last three years along with the amount. they contributed; and

(d) the amounts out of the Fund; spent during the last three years and the purposes
for which these were spent ?

THE PRIME MINISTER (SHRI MORARIJI DESAI) : (a) The balance in the Prime
Minister’s National Relief Fund as on 31st May, 1977 was Rs. 11,89,63,994.83.

(b) The balance in the said Fund at the end of each accounting year (ie. July to
June) during the Ist three years was as under :—

1973-74 Rs. 87,51,977.57
1974-75 Rs. 89,87,145.00
1975-76 Rs. 10,77,59,940.99

The main sources of the Fund are voluntary public contributions and interest om
Bank Deposits.

(¢) Contributions received during the last three years total :

1973-74 Rs. 22,19,153.82

1974-75 Rs. 32,12,853.72

1975-76 Rs. 11,61,01,768.55
Statements of the mames of substantial contributors and the amount of their contribu-
tion are laid on the Table of the House.

(d) The amounts spent out of the Fund during the last three years are :—

1973-74 Rs. 20,95,243.44
1974-75 Rs. 36,08,207.84
1975-76 Rs. 2,00,12,810.00 -
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The money was disbursed for providing relief to persons affected by natural calamities
like, floods, drought, cyclones, earthquakes, mine disaster, fire accidents, etc., through the
State Governments. Grants were also given to a few institutions engaged in relief work
and individuals facing financial hardship mainly connected with educational or medical
problems, in order to enable them to tide over their immediate difficulties; also to one or

two benevolent funds.

SHRI ARJUN SINGH BHADORIA : May I know whether the Central Government
as well as the Prime Minister are aware that head of the R.A.W. Organisation Shri R. L.
Kaw's family was given a big amount on his own advice in 1975-76 ?

SHRI MORARII DESAI : I am not aware of it.

SHRI ARJUN SINGH BHADORIA : Will the Central Government hold an enquiry
by an Enquiry Committee consisting of five or seven Members of both the Houses ?

SHRI MORARIJI DESAI : There is no need of it. I shall enquire into it.

SHRI BALBIR SINGH : If it is found on enquiry that the amount was spent in
an illegal manner. will they take any action against him ?

SHRI MORARII DESAI : Everything necessary will be done.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : The Hon. Minister will admit that Delhi requires.
about 2 lakh dwelling units and majority of scheduled castes are without houses. The
former Government made very inadequate provision for the same. Will the hon. minister

make a survey about the number of houses required for scheduled castes. Is there any
scheme to provide them houses in the current or next year after necessary survey ?

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : I do not agree about the requirement of 2 lakh houses..
Population in 1971 was 40,70,700 out of which 6,35,700 were harijans. One dwelling
unit is required for 5 persons. In this way 1,25,000 dwelling units are required. Now
population has increased. Requirement must now be 1,50,000 dwelling units. They must
not be on the roads. 50,000 units are required. Our scheme depends on the amount sanc--
tioned by the house. 1 hope Guptaji will help us in this behalf.
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SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : How much amount was given to 3,492 families
and what amount has been demanded in the budget.

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : Your question relates to the years 1974-75, 1975-76 and
1976-77. Rs. 12 lakh was sanctioned for 1974-75, Rs. 18 lakh for 1975-76 and Rs. 10

lakh for 1976-77 and a provision of Rs. 24.50 lakh has been kept for the current year
and totai sanctioned amount comes to Rs. 64.50 .lakh.

COMMISSION TO PROBE INTO THE DEATHS OF DETENUS IN POLICE

CUSTODY

#153. SHRI MRITUNJAY PRASAD VARMA : Will the Minister of HOME AFFAIRS
be pleased to state whether Government propose to appoint separate enquiry commission
or a single commission to probe into the deaths of detenus during the last three years
in police custody or in prisons with a view to ascertain whether all the deaths were
natural deaths caused by diseases or some of the detenus were murdered and whether
only those detenus, who tried to escape, were killed in the firing resorted to by the security

guards ?

MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI CHARAN SINGH) : Government have no
such proposal under consideration. It would be primarily for the State Governments con-
cerned to institute inquiries into the cases of deaths of detenus wherever any mala fides
are suspected. The terms of reference of the Commission of Inquiry appointed under the

chairmanship of Justice J. C. Shah would cover the cases of deaths of detenus during the
emergency and the period immediately preceding the same and the aggrieved persons cam
make representations to the Commission in this regard.

SHRI MRITUNJAY PRASAD VERMA : As has been stated in the answer, I would
point out that those who could give such representations are no more alive; they are
dead. Those who have survived have no evidence. About those who dic in jails are
declared dead either on account of illness or are killed for escaping whereas they are
murdered in cold blood. Witnesses of such victims are there and they are present in
this House also. They know in what circumstances those people died or were killed.
Formerly none was aware that Rajan was murdered in Kerala and that Sunder dacoit
was murdered in Delhi. We only knew that he had drowned. But now it is suspected
that he was killed. Many such cases would come out before the Government. 1 want
to know whether the Government propose to set up inquiry and also ask or suggest to the

State Governments to investigate these matters. Would the Government undertake
investigations ?

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : There is no need of giving any suggestions to the State
Governments. If any injustice has been done in their area they are free to investigate
or take any other steps as deemed necessary. There too exist the representatives of the peo-
ple and elected Governments. Such cases, if any, can be and should be raised there only.

Secondly, I have already stated that cases of injustice during emergency could be re-
ferred «0 Shah Commission. In case there is no evidence, then no Government can do
anything. If you have got any complaint you send it to the Commission even if you do
not have evidence. We have appointed most capable police officers on this job. No
Government machinery is spared from Shah Commission. There is no difference if such
complaints are looked into by the Shah Commission or any other Government
agency.

SHRI MRITUNJAY PRASAD VARMA : Many persons have been done to death in
the name of illness but there is suspicion that they did not die of their own but were
killed. Jai Prakashji is also ill. About him also it was said that his kidneys had gone
out of order, but now it is suspected that the kidneys did not get spoiled on their own but
were damaged deliberately. Therefore I want the Government should investigate the cases of
those prisoners who died of illness due to mal-nutrition and bad living conditions. Do
the Government intend to investigate such cases so -that some improvement could be
made and such incidents could be minimised.

HW WEEA : AZ TF A(AT § | THR F§ AW AL |

SHRI LAXMAN RAO MANKAR : The Maharashtra Government has sét up a Com-
mission of Inquiry on Dr. Gabde who was killed in Nagpur Medical College. People who
appeared before the Commission at Nagpur, were not allowed to give their evidences
oroperly. The people who wanted to give evidences have, therefore boycotted the Commis-
sion. If that is so, what arc you going to do in this behalf ? The Congress Government in
Maharashira would like to conceal the facts. I want to know the course of action to be
adopted by the Janta Government.

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : This matter can be referred to the Shah Commission in
case Congress Government in Maharashtra do not set up a Commission.

SHRI LAXMAN RAO MANKAR : A Commission has been set up. People are not
allowed to give their evidences properly. What are you going to do in this behalf ?

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SHRI OM PRAKASH TYAGI : You have set up a Commission to go into the
excesses during emergency. The records dealing with the excesses during emergency has
been started to be destroyed by the officers in States and Union Territories, immediately
after the setting up of Commission. What measures have been taken to check it ?

SHRI CHARAN SINGH : No special measures are required to be taken. It is the
responcibility of the officers to protect the record in their custody. If it is destroyed some-
where, I would like to say that truth can not be suppressed, not even murder. Police will
investigate such incidents and find out the truth inspite of destruction of the record. I do
not want to go into details. The news have appeared in the press. Four F.I.LRs have been
lodged in Delhi. I have knowledge about one such case but the police has found out the
truth. In another case, some officers tried to temper with the record. Record might have
been destroyed in somc cases but C.B.I. and investigator successfully traced out the truth.
The Government has no alternative but to ask the officers to protect the record and to
issue another order in this behalf but it is meaningless. They are already supposed to
protect the record.

SHRI LAXMAN RAO MANKAR : Dr. Gobde died of heart attack in Medical College
Nagpur. He was kept in the surgical ward with the police order whereas he should have
been kept in the Intensive Care Unit. People who wanted to give evidence were not allowed
to do so and they have boycotted the Commission. What are you going to do about all
siich things ?

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : This is an important question. The film deals with
the power hungry and corrupt politicians who suppress the public with a view to keep
on powers and this is a first film forfeited under D.LR. but inspite of that they retained
the chair. As far as I know this film was taken into custody for screening and kept in the
Ministry. I want to know the objections raised against screening of this film ?

The Film Producer approached the Supreme Court which directed the Government to
screen the film twice so that Supreme Court could give its judgement. What was the
reaction of the Government thereto ?

THE MINISTER OF INFORMATION AND BROADCASTING (SHRI L. K.
ADVANI) : It was not taken into custody under D.LR. This film was taken into custody
under Cinematograph Act. It was forefeited under D.LR.

So far as second question of the Hon. Member is concerned, it is correct that the
Producer through various petitions requested the Supreme Court to see the picture itself
and deliver the judgment and the Supreme Court directed the Government to screen the
film on 11th November, 1975. The Government informed the Supreme Court a week
in advance before 11th November that there are some difficulties in screening the film.
Thereafter Supreme Court provided one or two chances to the Government but the Court
was informed that that film got mingled with other films that came for International Film
Festival and it can not be made available. Then the Supreme Court asked the Govern-
ment to prepare a fresh film from the negatives and screen the same and here also the
Government informed that negative is also missing and it is not possible to screen the same.
This is the position.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : What was the objection of the Government ?

SHRI L. K. ADVANI : Under cinematographic Act if Government about a particular
film—thinks :—

Accordingly this film was forfeited under sub-section (1) (B) of Cinematographic
Act. 1952.

SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA : No security of state was involved in this flm but
security of certain person and certain chair was definitely involved. 1T think one of the
objection was exhibition of a man wearing gandhi cap. Now C.B.I is inquiring into it.
According to my information enquiries were also made from some officers of Information
and Broadcasting Ministry. C.B.I. also made enquiries from Shri Shukla and some officers
of Maruti Ltd. Maruti Officers have admitted that Shri Shukla ordered for giving this
film and they have also admitted that it was burnt in the premises of Maruti Ltd. These
things have been admitted in a statement before a Magistrate. Mr Ghandhi was present at
that time. 1 want to kmow whether some letters from the Film producer Shri Amrit
Nahata has been received ? If so, what are the contents thereof and the reply given to

him ?
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The partisan attitude adopted by the Congress party and forfeiture of ‘Andhi’ film
and suspending playing of Kishore Kumar's songs will not be repeated by this Government.
What is the censor policy of the Government in respect of political films and what is the
policy about educating the people about political issues ?

SHRI L. K. ADVANI : I have already stated about the possibility of destroying the
film by burning. C.B.l. is conducting a thorough investigation. Enugiries are being made
from all the officers including officers of Maruti Ltd. and investigations are at its final stages.
I do not want to say more at this stage.

SHR1 KANWAR LAL GUPTA : What is your policy ?

SHRI L. K. ADVANI : There are other occasions to discuss policy matters. Now there
will be no difficulties on account of political considerations. Over all policy of censorship
is being reviewed and overall guidelines are also being reviewed.

SHRI HUKAM CHAND KACHWAI: What action has been taken on the letter of
Shri Nahta ?

(iii) Investment by the Japanese company to the extent of Rs. 15 lakhs partly by
way of supply of plant and machinery and partly by investing the know-how
fee.

The firm was granted industrial licence on 6-4-1966 in view of substantial demand for

power tillers.

RURAL ELECTRIFICATION IN RAJASTHAN AND MADHYA PRADESH

+*155. DR. LAXMINARAYAN PANDEYA : Will the Minister of ENERGY be
pleased to state :

(a) whether schemes received from Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh under the rural
electrification scheme are still under consideration; and

(b) if so, reasons for delay ?

THE MINISTER OF ENERGY (SHRI P. RAMACHANDRAN) : (a) As on 31-5-1977,
34 rural electrification schemes sponsored by the Rajasthan State Electricity Board and 52
schemes sponsored by the Madhya Pradesh Electricity Board to the Rural Electrification
Corporation Ltd. were pending consideration. Of these, 13 schemes of Rajasthan and 27
schemes of Madhya Pradesh had ben returned by the Corporation, after preliminary scrutiny
and/or field appraisal, to the respective Boards for revision. The remaining schemes are
under consideration with the Corporation.

(b) Of the 21 schemes of Rajasthah State Electricify Board pending with the Corpo-
ration, 20 have been received during the last 5 months. One scheme has been pending for
more than 5 months. This could not be considered during 1976-77 as the funds allocated
for the State under Minimum Needs Programme were fully utilised for sanctioning other
schemes on the basis of the priorities indicated by the Board. The area of the scheme has
since been appraised and it will be taken up for approval during the current financial year.

Of the 25 schemes of Madhya Pradesh Electricity Board pending with the Corporation,
22 have been received during the last 5 months. 3 schemes have been pending for more
than 5 months. One of these is Special Transmission scheme and will be considered on
receipt of back-up area schemes to be served by it, which are awaited from the Board
One scheme is not included in the priorities indicated by the Board. The third scheme could
not be sanctioned in 1976-77 due to non-availability of the funds by the State under Mini-
mum Needs Programme. This is being considered for sanction during the current financial

SECOND PAY COMMISSION'S RECOMMENDATIONS REGARDING DISPARITY
IN PAY SCALES OF EMPLOYEES OF J.C.B. AND GOVERNMENT. OF INDIA PRESS

*163. SHRI MAHI LAL : Will the Minister of DEFENCE be pleased to state :

(a) whether Second Pay Commission had recommended identical scales of pay for the
-employees working in Reading Branch of J.C.B. and the employees working in Reading
Branch of the Government India Press;

(b) If so, the reasons for disparity in pay scales of the employees working in Reading
Branches of both these departments as per recommendations of the Third Pay Commission;
and

(c) whether employees working in the Reading Branch of JCB were given lower pay
scales as compared to the pay scales given to their counterparts in Government of India,
Press and if so, the reasons therefor ?

THE MINISTER OF DEFENCE (SHRI JAGJIVAN RAM) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) & (c) There is no disparity in the case of Reader Grade Il but it exists in case
of Reader Grade I and Copy Holder. In 1968, the Pay Scales of Reader Grade I and Copy
Holder were revised upwards in the Government of India Press on the basis of the recom-
mendations of a Committee appointed for categorisation of various posts in that Press. No
such revision was made in the case of the Reading Branch of the JCB. This created a
disparity in the pre-revised scales of pay of Reader Grade I and Copy Holder as between
the Government of India Press and the JCB. Evidently, because the pre-revised scales of
Reader Grade I and Copy Holder in the Reading Branch of the JCB were lower, the
revised pay scales recommended by the Pay Commission for these posts were also lower.

The results of the examinations held in 1976-77 have not yet been declared. It will
not be correct to say that 97.39% of the candidates who appear at Union Public Service
Commission examinations do not succeed. Roughly out of every 100 candidates who
appear, 6 are recommended for appointment. Out of those not recommended, a large
petcentage actually do well in the examinations, but are not recommended for appointment
because of inadequate numbers of vacancies. Government are aware of the problem arising
from a large number of candidates and the inadequate number of jobs to which only the
very best among them could be recommended. This matter has, in general terms, been
considered by the Committee on Recruitment Policy and Selection Methods presided over
by Prof. D. S. Kothari. The recommendations made by this Committee are under considera-

tion of Government.

To equitably distribute the shortfall in production, a cut had also to Le
imposed on the States quota. Government have taken steps to increase the production of
cement by persvading the State Governments to give more power to the cement industry.
The Government Departments have also been requested to stagger their demand for this
quarter to the next quarter so that more cement is available to the general public. State
Governments have also been advised to take suitable measures to prevent hoarding of
cement. Export of cement has also been restricted to the minimum during this quarfer
(April to June) so that maximum quantities are available for domestic consumption.

(a) the percentage of people living below poverty line in the country at present and

PRIME MINISTER (SHRI MORARIJI DESAI) : (a) The number of persons below
the poverty line was estimated in the past from the data on household consumption expen-
diture provided by the National Sample Survey Organisation, after making certain assumpt}ons
on the per capiia cxpcrditure’ required for minimum level of living. These assumptions
vary and consequently no definite and reliable figures can be given.

(b) The Planning Commission have been requested to take into account the pov?rty
laspects in details in the formulation of the Sixth Five Year Plan. They will look into
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both strategy for poverty removal and plans and programmes in this regard. In the mean-
time the existing plans through economic development are intended to improve the economic
condition of the weaker sections of the population. The Annual Plan for 1977-78 has been
recast to allocate 30% of the funds to agricultural and allied items and generate 2.5 million

jobs in the rural industries sector.

REINSTATEMENT OF EMPLOYEES ARRESTED UNDER D.I.R. DURING EMERGENCY

1403, DR. LAXMINARAYAN PANDEYA : Will the Minister of HOME AFFAIRS
be pleased to state whether those persons who were detained under MISA with the motive
of political vengeance and removed from service during the emergency have been reinstated
but similarly the persons who were arrested under D.ILR. have not been reinstated and the

steps taken by Government in this regard ?

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI CHARAN SINGH) : Instructions have
been issued to the effect that Central Government employees who had been detailed under
MISA and who have since been released should be reinstated in service. However, in the
case of Central Govermment employees arrested under DIR, the authorities concerned will
‘have to examine each such case on merits whether the employee concerned should be rein-
stated in service depending on the nature of offence committed by the employee. Even
in the case of those who are convicted under DISIR, the authorities are competent to review
the case of the employee and reinstate the person in service, if mecessary.

FALL IN INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION DUE TO POWER SHORTAGE

THE MINISTER OF INDUSTRY (SHRI BRUJ LAL VERMA) : (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) The following steps have been initiated in the direction of reducing the effects of

power shortage.
(i)’ Guidelines for ensrgy consetvation have been formulated and forwarded to the

State Governments for adoption.

(ii) In a number of industrial units, diesel generating sets are being used to make
up the shortage of electrical energy.

(iii) Power generation through gas turbine sets has been recommended.

(iv) Power supply from surplus States to adjacent deficit areas is being arranged to
the extent possible.

(¢) The information for the month of January, 1977 compiled by the Labour Bureau,
infer-alia, indicated in the manufacturing sector of industry, 10 units in West Bengal,
1 unit in UP, 22 units in Maharashtra and no unit in Tamil Nadu resorted to retrenchment.
However, it is difficult to conclude that the rétrenchment was solely due to power shortage.
The Government of Uttar Pradesh have also confirmed. that there have been no reports of

retrenchment as yet due to power shortage.

I would request the ruling party to behave with a sense of responsibility because they
have to do a lot of service to the country,

In so far as economic policy is concerned, we have not committed mistakes but we have
of course committed certain political mistakes. No individual should be blamed for these
mistakes, we are collectively responsible for the same. People have not rejected the economic
policy of the Congress. Our party handed over a sound economy to the present Government
and it is for them to maintain the same. Even the Finance Minister has admitted that
over economy underwent improvement during the last two days. The Congress Government
left 18 million tons of foodgrains. This is not an ordinary thing.

It is surprising that there is no mention about land reforms and labour wages in the
budget. The Government has only provided consessions to the big industrialists. Why the
former socialists who happens to be in the JYanta Party, are keeping silent ? The Govern-
ment should not forget that is they fail to improve the plight of the poor, there will be
revolution in the country and they will be thrown out by the people. This budget will
help to remove poor instead of removing poverty.

The budget is also silent over the menace of smuggling. Government has not so far
taken any action against smugglers and blackmarketeers.

The budget has highlighted agriculture, roads, poultry farms, vegetables, sericulture,.
drinking water etc. etc. The congress government did a lot for rural development. The
budget has not touched land reforms. Government should pay due attention towards land’
reforms.

70 percent of cultivable land is still unirrigated. As suggested by Dr. K. L. Rao, Ganga
and Cauvery should be linked so that maximum area could come under irrigation.

Some of the river water disputes are still pending. Government should try to settle them:
at the earliest.
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A provision of 56 crores for defence expenditure has been made. There is a cut of
Rs. 21 crores in the budget which will affect the laying of new rail lines in the new areas.

A proposal for nuclear power station has been received from Andhra. In this connection
Government should see the report of expert committee.

Steps should also be taken to complete automobile types project Mangalagiri. Govern-

ment have reduced the provision for the agricultural sector by Rs. 400 crores as compared
to budget of the previous government.

SHRI VDAY KUMAR MALHOTRA (South Delhi) : Some of the Members have
criticized this budget as, according to them this budget does not reflect the assurances and
promises made by the Janta Party. No intelligent person would expect from this budget
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complete reflection of the assurances of Janta Party as the work on this buc!get had start?d
in September or October, 1976 and the work on the budget was completed in January this.
Hence any radical changes could not be effected. During the fourth year of the ‘pla:n.
any radical changes are not possible. The carry-over schemes could not be left in the middle.
These schemes have to be completed. This is a Congress budget, but the Honourable
Ministzr has given it a new direction for which I would like to congratulate him.

The most important thing of this budget is the reduction of deficit fro:m Rs. 632.croi-eg
to Rs. 72 crores. This shows that the Janta Government is bent upon doing away with the
deficit financing so that prices could be controlled.

Shri Subramaniam and other Members have criticized this budget as a capitalist budget
and also that the socialism brought about by Congress should not be ended by the lau.na.
Government. I would like to ask them whether it is not a fact that the big capitalists like
Tatas and the Birlas, who had only 50 crores of rupees in 1950, have now 1800 crores of
rupees. Whereas forty percent of the people have gone below the poverty line. In 1969,
when Congress was split, there were 31 lakhs of people on the live register of employment
exchanges. These figures of unemployed persons rose to 97 lakhs and 84 thousand in 1976.
$,20,000 villages had no drinking water facility and more than 30 crores of people did not
have any Primary Health Centre in the radius of 20 miles. The Janta Government is bent
upon doing away with such disparities.

Our friends from Congress Party and Communist Party have criticized the Honourable
Home Minister as he has said that the consumer items should be manufactured by small
industries and coitage industries and their production by big industries should be banned. I
know why these people are supporting the big industries, because they are getting crores of
rupees from big capitalists.

In the First Five Year Plan, almost equal provision was made for the Small Scale Indus-
tries and the big Industries, but in 1976-77, a provision of Rs. 95 crores was made for the
Small Scale Industries, but a sum of Rs. 2185 crores was provided for the big industries.
The nationalized banks provided 90 per cent of the loans to big industries, whereas small
industries got only 10 per cent of the total loans advanced by the Banks. During the year
1975-76, import licences worth 87 c¢rores of rupees were given to small industries, whereas
import licences worth 620 crores of rupees were given to big industries. 60 percent of the
employment is provided by small industries, whereas big industries provide only 40 percent
of the employment. The rich are growing richer, whercas the poor are becoming poorer.
The only way to do away with these disparities is that consumer items should be produced
by small industries and cottage industries.

The rate of growth in the year 1976-77 has been only 2 percent. Unless the rate of
growth is raised to 6 or 7 percent per annum, the unemployment cannot be removed within
ten vears.

The policy of giving lump sum grants to States should be changed. The Harijans, weaker
sections, slum dwellers and tribal people have suffered because of this policy. There should
be specific allocation for these classes and the states should be asked to spend the amount
only for those specific purposes only. No specifi allocation has been made for the removal
of slums in the metropolitan cities. At present, the Municipal Corporations cannot make
any improvement in the slums on the Government land. This loan should be removed. A
Metropolitan Fund should be established. A capital region fund should also be created
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so that area within 40 miles around Delhi could be developed. If we have to check influx of
people to Delhi, the area around Delhi should be developed by respective States.

The Sales Tax should be abolished throughout India and instead it should be merged with
the Excise Duty, This would benefit both consumer as well producer and would eliminate

Corruption. It should also be considered whether tax on expenditure could be imposed
instead of on Tncome.

There should be specific provisions for the youths, sports, social service as also art and
culture.

India has been given an opportunity to hold Asian games in 1982, but nothing has been
done in this regard during the last two years.

The facilities given to powerlooms would destroy the Handloom industry. The handloomx
industry has to give protection.

The tax exemption limit on donations to charitable institutions has been from two lakhs
of rupees to five lakhs of rupees. This concession should not be misused.

The provision for making infra-structure for agriculture and especially for drinking water
has 1o be welcomed.

Overall it is a realistic budget and has been prepared with utmost care. But next year
there should be radical changes in the budget.
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SHRI U. S. PATIL (Letur) : The Finance Minister has rightly said in his budget
speech that the budget is an instrument to reflect the shape of society emerging out in future.
it is true that Congress gave several slogans for bringing socialism in the country, but
in spite of them the monopolistic industries have increased resulting in poverty, unemployment
and inflation. During the emergency numerous concessions were given to big industrialists.
Not only Indian industrialists but also foreign industrialists, multi-national cooperatives were
united to invest in this country. A slogan land for the tiller was also raised but the
statistics of 1961-71 indicate that the number of labourers has increased. The Congress
has declared decentralisation of economy but one could see that there is more and more of
centralisation. The Finance Minister has reiterated the Gandhian idea of creating self-
reliant rural community but the fact could not be ignored that about 40 per cent of our rural
population is migrating to big industrial centres. The small and marginal farmers are today
unable to maintain themselves because they do not get any profit from their agricultural
production. Unless they are provided with facilities of finance marketing and inputs agri-
cultural economy cannot make much headway.

The measures prepared in this Budget to curb inflation are the same which were adopted
by the Congress during the last 30 years.

In our country small farmers are facing with several handicaps. There is an acute
scarcity of water for irrigation purposes. There is no effective system of banking to advance
loans to farmers. Then, the farmers were also ‘the victims of exploitation in regard to
the marketing of their agricultural produce. The Congress rule during the last 30 years
had shattered our agricultural economy. If a large part of the income is given to 10 per
cent people 90 per cent have to suffer in poverty.

The measures prepared to be adopted to check inflation are not new ones. The Reserve:
Bank effects credit squeeze and balance is maintained in imports and exports. Such measures.
have been adopted by Western countries but without any results. The prices of a t'ew_
commodities came down for 5-6 months but there was no significant fall in the prices of
industrial commodities. Janta Government may not check inflation with these measures.

Irrigation and shortage of water are greatest problems of small farmers. _The farmex:s
have to face highest exploitation in marketing. If any industry does not yield profits it
become a matter of concern from the Government. But a farmer cannot give up his pro-
fession.

Unemployment has increased a good deal rural areas. The Government should give
loan to such farmers who possess 5-6 acres of land at low rate of interest, recoverable in
15 to 20 instalments. The farmers should be able to earn 15 per cent profit on their pro-
duce. Such scheme can go a long way in solving the problems of unemployment.

If we could take resort to intensive cultivation, we could create ten times more employ-
ment opportunities. We have to bring about an increase in the income of poor peasants
and marginal farmers. A labourer must be ensured minimum daily wage ranging between
five to ten rupees. We should adopt such mecasures as may enhance the purchasing power
of the farmers. At present we are importing edible oil and cotton and we try to export our
produce to other countries. '

SHRI LAXMAN RAO MANKAR (Bhandora) : The Finance Minister has pointed
out in his speech that numerous defects of planning during the past 30 years Prices have
gone up and unemployment. I agree that the provisions made for differed items is insufficient,
but the direction given by the Minister is commendable.

Certain Congress members have criticized the budget for unadequate provision agricultural
labour. The provision for this item was 26 crores whereas the allocation in this budget
is 46 crores. We have avoided deficit financing. The Congress Government adopted deficit
financing for the last so many years.
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It is said that state sector has not not been given due attention. In fact we have increased
provision for Bhilai Steel in order to encourage public sector. The budget provides for
Agricultural based and finest based industries. It also provides for employment for rural
sector. But a number of restrictions have been imposed on these persons who depend for
‘their likelihood on forest produce.

GENERAL BUDGET 1977-78—GENERAL DISCUSSION—Conrd.

SHRI LAXMAN RAO MANKAR (Bhandara) : I am talking about village industries.
The Central Government have made a provision of Rs. 35 crores for the Khadi Gramodyog
Commission. T do not accept it as provision for the commission.

I feel that agriculture—based and forest based industries deserve more attention because
a large number of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes depend on these industries for
their livelihood. T will also suggest that these industries should be de-licensed so that more
and morc enterpreneurs be attracted to establish such industries.

There is no case for an increase in excise duty on bidis. This will affect poor bidi workers
in the villages.
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Levy on khandsari has been increased considerably over the years. By April, 1974 this

levy was Rs. 1180 per tonne. It was raised to Rs. 2360 per tonne w.e.f. 1st May, 1974 an
again it was increased to Rs. 5900 per tonne w.e.f. 1st March, 1975. It was a labgﬁr intqms,ﬂiv:i-,l

industry. Therefore, it should not be taxed heavily. Khandsari mills should be opened in
the rural sector only.

The functioning of khadi and village Industries Board is far from satisfactory. Steps
should be taken to improve it,

Agriculture accounts for 50 percent of our gross national income. Still necessary. attention
has not been paid to this sector. Although the prices of agricultural inputs have been
steadily rising, the producer has not been given fair price for his produce. Government should
fix a fair price for his produce. It is also necessary that all the schemes undertaken for
small and marginal farmers should be implemented vigorously.

So far as export is concerned, you have exported oil cakes to the tune of Rs. 141 crore

resulting in its shortage in the country itself. You have fixed the price paddy at
Rs. 74 /- whereas the prices of husk has gone upto Rs. 100/-. The price of oil cakes, which

you have exported, has gone upto Rs. 250—300. I, therefore, request that essential items,
which are required for consumption in our own country should not be allowed to be
exported. Our export policy should be modified accordingly.

Small and marginal farmers, who have uneconomical holdings of less than 6 acres have
hardly any money to invest on their land for purchase of agricultural equipments or for
digging wells, etc. They should be given interest free loan for a period of 3 years and
after that period a marginal interest can be charged.

In the end I would like to say that unless production is not increased, the problems of
price rise and unemployment cannot be solved and inflation cannot be checked. Hence we
should make all our efforts to utilise the entire available resources and increase production.

Only then we can achieve success.

With these words I support the budget proposals.

SHRI MANOHAR LAL (Kanpur) : I rise to support the budget present by the
Finance Minister. I agreée that there is poverty, unemployment, corruption and disparity
among various classes in our country. But who is responsible for this sad state of affairs ?
The Congress Party ruled this country for all these years. Therefore, they are the people
who should be blamed for it. Now for the first time in 30 years, a Government which is
committed to the principles enunciated by Gandhiji has come at the Centre.

Now, as regards the budget, it is a commendable exercise by the Janta Government. In
the first ever budget by the new Government an effort has been made to provide drinking
water to villages, give facilities to agriculturists and develop backward and under developed

areas.

There is large scale unemployment in our country. Even educated and skilled persons find
it difficult to find jobs. I will, therefore suggest that 10 percent total jobs in both private
and public sectors should be reserved for those who are educated and possess technical

qualifications.

Proper attention has not been paid to agricultural sector. In the past huge amount of
money has been invested in heavy industries at the cost of small scale and cottage industries
with the result that the rural sector has remained backward. This policy should be revised.

The population of our country has been steadily increasing. It should also be our
endeavour to sec that the burden on the land is reduced. More and more people should
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be pulled out from agriculture and should be absorbed in small scale and cottage industries.
Therefore, such industries should be established in rural sector in a large number.

There should be a basic change in our policy on education. The Congress Government
had totally failed to change our educational system. The Janta Government should change

it according to tbhe nceds of our country.

Inflation is a legacy of the Congress regime. There is unusual rise in prices. Therefore,
the inflation should bec checked at all cost. Efforts should be made to eliminate the creation
of black money. So long as this is not done, it will be difficult to hold the price line. 1
hope the confidence shown by people in the anta Party will not be belied and the policies
framed by us will be for the welfare of people, for the upliftment of farmers, and for

development of villages.

SHRI OM PRAKASH TYAGI (Bahraich) : The Finance Minister deserves congratula-

tions for presenting this Budget. It is a vigorous step to fulfil the tacget fixed by the
Janta Party,

He has tried to set right the blunder which was continued to be committed right from
the times of Pt. Jawahar Lal Nehru. Our economy was being planned on the European
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Model whereas the conditions in India were quite different. QOur policy should have been
labour based.

Secondly we laid emphasis only on the development of Industry. We tried to achieve
material prosperity and in the process lost moral force.

The real India lives in its villages but their share in prosperity is much less.

It is regrettable that adequate attention has not been paid to agriculture in all the plans.
Very little percentage of the plan allocation i.e. only 22.5 percent has been spent an agri-
culture and the result is the ruination of villages and exhodus of the people to the cities
which in its turn created the problem of Jhuggi Jhompari.

Social amenities have been provided in cities only. 80 percent population of India lives
in villages. Only 30 percent of hospital beds and 20 percent of doctors have been provided
for them. The rest are in cities. A provision of Rs. 189.48 crore was made for house
lbuilding during the Fourth Plan. But only Rs. 17.8 crore have becn allocated in rural
areas. An amount of Rs. 125 crore has been given for water supply in villages out of the
total of Rs. 401 crore earmarked for this purpose in 1.16 lakhs villages.

Injustice has been done to rural areas so far as trade is concerned. Government gave
protection to industries set up in urban areas whereas they neglected the rural areas and
imposed restriction on movement of their products from one zone to another. Power sup-
plied to the farmer is more costly as compared to the rate at which it is supplied in cities,
In this way Government have neglected the rural areas.

When we started the Five Year Plans in 1950-51 the per capita income in villages
was Rs. 197.80. But in 1976-77 it has come down to Rs. 196.50. As against it the per
«<apita income in urban areas was Rs. 399 in 1950-51 and it has increased to Rs. 811 in
1976-77. It is because of the utter neglect of the rural areas in all spheres, whether it is
power, water, medical facilities or trade. This mistake has got to be rectified.

The number of persons living below the poverty line has increased from 172 lakhs to
245 lakhs resulting in accumulation of stock in textile mills because the purchasing power
of persons mostly living in village has gone down. Hence several mills became sick and
were closed down. Unemployment is increasing constantly. In 1951 the number of un-
employed persons was 3 lakh whereas it has increased to 71 lakhs in 1972-73. In our
country per capita average of land holding is 2.30 hectare and population density per sq.
Ikilometre is 178 and our per capita income is Rs. 54/- only. We have copied U.S.A.
where average land holding is 158, population density is only 22 per sq. km. and number
of workers per one thosand hectares is only 17. We have copied U.S.A. and not Japan
where national average of workers per one thousand hectares is 2031 whereas in India it is
only 881. We should have followed the economic policy of Japan instead of U.S.A.

We had hoped that after Independence castism, provincialism and linguism would come
to an end. But it did not happen. Instead bribery, dishonesty and corruption went on
increasing. It is because we do not pay adequate attention to education which alone can
raise the moral stature of a man. It is high time the Finance Minister should pay more

attention to education and make greater allocation for it than what has been made in this
budget.

The Finance Minister has increased the excise duty on bidi, which is used by the poormen.
This is not proper. Instead he should have levied more duty on liquor.

The Finance Minister has given exemption from income tax upto Rs. 10,000. But along
with this he has provided that if the income goes above Rs. 10,000 then he exemption will
be available only upto Rs. 800. This is not proper. All should get uniform benefit upto
Rs. 10.000. '

Government have imposed tax on handtools. I have no objection to it if they are built
in big factories. But in Punjab ctc. these handtools are being manufactured in small scale
industries in rural areas. So, no tax should be imposed on them.
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There is a lar.ge amount of black money in the country. It is because of the present
faulty sys-tem of income tax. It is good that the Finance Minister has given an assurance
that he will simplify it.

The rur:.al. areas are very backward. It would be a great relief to the rural people if the
tax on fertilizers is reduced.

[ congratulate the Finance Minister for having presented a very good budget.

SHRI NAWAB SINGH CHAUHAN (Aligarh) : It is not correct to say that there has
been no development in the country during the last 30 years. There has been considerable
development. Perhaps those who say that nothing has happened say so out of angcr over
what has been witnessed in the country during the last two years.

So far as this budget is concerned, what is more important is that whatever amount is
co}lected by the Government by way of taxes should be properly spent. If this is not ensured
things will not improve. The Finance Minister should pay attention to this matter.

Government should give first priority to give water and power to the farmers. Unfortu-
nately there is much corruption in the matter of distribution of power. A high power com-
mittee should be appointed to go into this question. It must submit its report within a period
of one month. The Committee should find out the extent of shortage and suggest ways to
make it up. Many wrong things were done during emergency. Government employees
were pressurized from above to put these factories into commission. They burnt diesel into
the plant chimnies simply to show that they have been put into commission The result
was their turbine tubes were burst and they suffered heavy losses. All these things should

be investigated.

The problem of increase in population needs careful consideration. We may disapprove
forced sterilization but certainly some other methods will have to be adopted to solve this

problem.

The radio and television can play a very vital role in the all round development of the
country. Unfortunately there is much corruption in our Television Department. During
emergency some people were appointed not on the basis of their qualifications but on some
other consideration. This should be inquired into and the guilty punished.

More attention should be paid to the health of the people. More hospitals should be
opened and steps should be taken to eradicate malaria.

There is great need to bring about radical changes in the system of education. The
previous Government had passed the Aligarh Muslim University Act. This created resent-
ment among the entire Muslim population of the country. I want that this act should be

withdrawn.

With these words I welcome the budget.

SHRI RAMIJI LAL SUMAN (Ferozabad) : The budget presented by the IJinance
Minister is one of the best budgets. It fulfills the premises made by the Janta Party.

The amalgamation of sick industries with healthy industries is not beneficial. These
industrialists do not modernise their industries but invest their profits in other industries.
Consequently the original industries became sick.

A Provision of Rs. 85.67 crores has been made for education. Of which Rs. 4.35 crores
is for school education. If the expenditure on school education continues in this manner it
would not be possible to provide education for all even in 22 years.

A sum of Rs. 83.14 crorcs has been allocated for Health of which 11.48 crores is for
medical treatment. But the allocation for Indian system and homeopathic system the
allocation is only Rs. 2.53 crores. There is no chemical laboratory for the manufacture of
Ayurvedic medicines. It is very much necessary that this may be attended to as eighty
percent population live in villages.

“Janta Party had promised in its election manifesto that it would provide alternative
accommodation. to the persons whose huts were demolished. Janta Party should attend to the
difficulties of those persons who were displaced in the name of beautification.

A sum of Rs. 83.20 crores has been allocated for village and small industries. A
provision for Rs. 35 crores for Khadi and Village Industries and another Rs.'16.75 crores
for handloom industries has becn made. We can provide employment to only 5% with
this amount.

A sum of Rs. 40 crores only has been allocated for road construction. The Government
should increase this amount so that road construction may be taken up urgently.

A sum of Rs. 40 crores has been allocated for the provision of drinking water. It s
necessary that centre should direct the states to implement it properly.

I am sorry that this budget has not done justice to the Harijans. Allocation has not
been made for their education and learning.

The increase in wealth tax is insufficient. It should be 3/4 per cent on wealth of 2.5
lakh rupees.

With these words 1 support this budget.

.SH.RIMAT I CHANDRAVATI (Bhiwani) : T Support this budget. It is correct that our
aspirations have not been fulfilled. In case the purchasing power of the people is enhanced
there is no harm in imposing more taxes.

If the budgets are implemented these can do a lot of good for the people. Their proper
implementation depends on State Governments as well. The fertilizer is very costly.
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Moreover thc peoples do not contain the quantity they are supported to contain. The
farmers have to pay the full price. The Government should see that the farmers get the full
quantity of fertilizer they pay for. They should be supplied sufficient power and water so
that they can increase production.

A schemec for small farmers was introduced. If the State Government are asked 1o
furnish accounts it would be found that the entire funds have been surrendered.

The prices of mill products are decided by the millowners themselves. The prices of mill
products do not fall on over production. Whereas in the case of farm products the prices
fall at times when the produce comes into the hands of the growers. Is there any remedy for
that ? The Government should look into it. The rates create another problem for the
farmers.

A big wheat seed scandle took place during 1972-73. The matter was referred to Bombay.
What ultimately happened is required to be investigated.

There should be no privileged class. Wrist watches should be available to every one in
the markef.

During thc last 10 ycars the girls education, technical education and sewing schools have
all degenerated. Corruption is rampant in Administration Sources. Corrupt politicians have
been removed by the people but how would the corrupt officers be improved ?

We should put a ban on buidings.

So far as irrigation water is concerned, we started a Dam on Beas river. The project
was to be completed in 1973 but it has not as yet been completed and consequently water
is flowing to Pakistan. The former Congress Government is responsible for the delay.

Transfertation can play an important rate in our lives of the people. If we can improve
our transport system and free it from corruption, it would be an achievement. Aeroplanes
should be the means of transportation in our country. It wou!d provide us with merc
planes for Defence purposes.

The Hayana State at Bhivani alone I counted 27 ghost factories. These factories sell
raw material in black market.

The Finance Minister may please see as to how many ghost factories exist there. If
these factories are actually set up and they start production they can provide employment
to a large number of persons. I am not in favour of indirect taxes nor T am for niixed
economy. We should take care of consumers alongside with production. There should be
competition in machine making.

I wish that refrigerators worth Rs. 500/- may be manufactured for common people. 1
remember television worth 40 crores of rupees were required to enhance the image of one
person. The power production in country is 1/8 of Japan which is a small country. Power
failure is very common in our country. Corruption and inefficiency combine is responsible
for this. '

Forests have an important rate to play in our country. If there are more forests the
rivers would not change their direction. Our country can progress only of our villages
and our farmers progress. When weavers install handloom factories then only we can say
that this budget is village oriented.
