ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS

‘Opening of Intensive Production Centres in U.P. by K.V.I.C.
*41. Shri Mahi Lal : Will the Minister of Industry be pleased to state:

(a) the total number of Intensive Production Centres opened in Uttar Pradesh by
Khadi and Village Industries Commission so far;

(b) out of them, how many have been closed down; and

(c) the way by which the property and buildings, etc. of the closed Intensive Produc-
tion Centres are being utilised at present? ' '

The Minister of Industry (Shri Brij Lal Verma): (a) to (c) A statement is placed on the
Table of the House.

Statement

The Khadi and Village Industries Commission does not, and has not directly set up
in U.P., any Intensive Production Centres, and functions through State Khadi and Village
Industries Boards. However, its predecessor agency, the All India Khadi and Vi!lagc Il.'l-
dustries Board started an Intensive Area Scheme in 1954-55, which was discontinued in
1960-61. During this period, 31 Intensive Area Schemes were started in Uttar Pradesh,
out of which 13 were closed and 18 were working at the time of the discontinuance of the
Scheme. With regard to the 13 closed schemes, 9 Intensive Area Centres were closed in the
formative stage and had not acquired or created any property assets. Out of the remaining
4, the properties of three were disposed off to Khadi or Cooperative Institutions. Some
properties/assets are yet to be disposed of. '
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Shri Mahi Lal : May I know from the Hon. Minister the amount of grant given to

Khadi and Gramodhyog Board, Uttar Pradesh, from 1954-55 to 1976-77 and the manner
in which this grant was utilised.

. Shri Brij Lal Varma : 31 units were opened and an amount of Rs. 4500 was given to
€ach unit. '

Shri Mahi Lal : What is the total grant given to Uttar Pradesh and the property
purchased with this grant and the manner in which it was utilised? My information is
that this amount was utilised for air flights, construction of private houses and same people
utilised the money given for the people of weaker sections for their own purposes. An

enquiry may be made into all these allegations so that nobody could misappropriate the
funds in future.

Shri Brij Lal Varma : This is a state subject the funds are allocated by the State
Government and Central Government has no account of these funds.

Shri Gauri Shankar Rai : My information is that main function of U.P. Khadi and
Village Industries Board is to disburse money. Rs. 60 lakhs out of the grant of Rs. 90 lakhs
given to that state has been spent on establishment. Will the Government think over re~
organising such institutions and make them more useful. The Government should also see
that such a huge amount is not spent on establishment.

Shri Brij Lal Varma : We will look into this suggestion. This is an autf)nqmous
body both in the state and centre. Both have different functions. We will consider as to-
how these bodies can coordinate their functions.

Shri Gauri Shankar Rai : I never meant coordination. I wanted to know about
establishment expenditure Rs. 60 lakhs out of total grant of Rs. 90 lakhs are spent on
establishment. Will the Government consider the entire set up of autonomous bodies and
make them more useful, so that they could be run on useful policies.

Shri Brij Lal Varma : If you give more useful suggestions we will consider them.

Shri Motibhai R. Chaudbary : The Janta Government believes in Gandhian philosophy.
We have promised to the people that unemployment can be removed through Village In-
dustries. Ts the Government thinking over running the closed production centres?

Shri Brij Lal Varma : The production centres are run by the Board and same of them
are running efficiently and we are trying to bring about more efficiency.

Shﬁ Om Prakash Tyagi : The Khadi and Village Indug.tries Cc_ommission was consti-
tuted with noble objectives but do you know that the former Government used it as an

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instrument to help their kith and kin and crores of Rupees spent on it was misused. Accor-
ding to my information an intensive area scheme regarding handlooms was prepared but
no handlooms were installed and they continued to purchase the Khadi from individuals
and sold the same and maintained false records. I want to know whether you have a report
regarding utilisation of grant by the states so that you could investigate the matter, is not,
the reasons therefor.

Shri Brij Lal Varma : We have no agency to investigate the same. We will_cunsidcr
specific charges against them.

Shri Om Prakash Tyagi : Do you feel that enquiry is needed ?
Shri Brij Lal Yarma : We will consider the allegations sent to us.

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Increase in crime in Union Territories
*44. Shri Yagya Datt Sharma : Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to state :

(a) whether there has been an increase in the incidents of looting, theft, cheating,
stabbing and kidnapping in the Union Territories during the last three months ; and

(b) the effective steps taken by Government to check them and the result thereof ?

Minister of Home Affairs (Shri Charan Singh) : (a) and (b) A statement is laid on the
Table of the House.

Statement

(a) There has been no increase in the incidence of crime in the Union territories of
Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Goa, Daman & Diu. In the Union territories of
Arunachal Pradesh, Dadra & Nagar Haveli and Lakshadweep, the quantum of crime
in negligible. There has been some increase in the incidence of crime in the Union
territories of Delhi, Chandigarh and Pondicherry. Information from the Union territory
of Mizoram has not been received so far.

(b) The following measures have been taken to curb crime:—
(i) Patrolling has been intensified;

(ii) Surveillance over bad characters has been tightened to check their activities and
preventive action has been taken under relevant sections of the Code of Criminal
Procedure against a number of criminals;

(iji) Police pickets have been established on strategic points to check late night robbe-
ries; and

(iv) Plain clothes detectives are being deployed at crowded places with a view to detec-
ting pick-pockets and robbers. ‘

In addition, in the Union territory of Delhi Home-Guards are being used to assist
the police in patrolling the city. Cases have been prepared for the externment of bad charac-
ter< under the Bombay Police Act, as in force in the Union territory of Delhi.

These measures have resulted in bringing down the rate of crime in May, 1977 as
compared to the preceding month of April, 1977 in the Union territorics of Delhi-and
Chandigarh.

Shri Yagya Datt Sharma : Sir, whether it is a fact that many politicastcrs have been
rendered unemployed after the recent Lok Sabha elections and these people are largely
responsible for the increased incidents of lcoting and cheating. I also want to know if the
crime branck has any such information ?

Shri Charan Singh : [ have placed in the Table whatever figures I had with me. If
the hon'ble Member is able to pass on some special infc rmation, I shall.ask the C.B.1. to
enquire into the matter,

Shri Yagya Datt Sharma : May I know whether Government projose to  take
- certain concrete steps to check these incidents ?

Shri Charan Singh : Every Government tries to check incidents of looting etc. The
Gov=rnment has to face many practical difficulties which can not be disclosed here. Within
that limit and within the scope of available sources, ‘we are making all possible efforts.
I suall be glad if the hon’tle Member makes some suggestio 1s in this regard.

of looting, theft, cheating and kidnapping. On the other hand the incidents of stabbing
have decreascd.

I think the biggest crime is murder and incidents of murder have also decreased.
No .doubt certain crimss have increased in number but infact reporting of the incidents
ha§ Increased. We have issued order to the effect that every complaint should be registered.
It s an offence notto write thcreport. [have go! figures regarding s:rious crimes committed
during the one and half moinith of Janta Governmert i.c. from thc 26th March to 10th

Maé’ and it has bzen found that actually the number is less as compared  with the same
period during the year 1975, -

May
I know the results thercof and what are the reasons for discontinuing the enquiry ?

Shri Charan Singh : I can assurc the hon’ble Mcmb >t that there is no question of
persuing the policy of discrimination. If therc is any such case where job was  denied

simply on the basis of ¢astc, action will be taken againsi the concerned officer afier instituting
an enquiry.

[ am not aware if any ecnquiry is going on but if the hon’ble Member supplics any
information, the enquiry will certainly be instituted.

Shri Chand Ram : May | know whather there is any case of supersession i.c, onc
S.P. due for promotion to the post of D.I.G. was superseded and if so will such cases be
reviewed ?

Shri Charan Singh : If any injustice has been done, then we shall definitely look
into that.

- died because they were ailing when they were relcased and could not recover.  Will they
be included in the list of persons who dicd while in detertion.

Shri Charan Singh : The persons who have died with in three months of their
relcase will be treated as died while in detention.

Shri Gauri Shankar Rai : May [ know whether Government are giving or propose
to give compensation to the families of the deceased ?

~ Shri Charan Singh : The Government have decided reccntly that compensation be
given to the families of these 73 deceased persons if their “nancial position is not satisfac-

tory.

W: also want to know the
figurcs regarding the persons arrested on the 26th June.

Shri Charan Siugh : I think Section 16-A was applied to those persons also who
were arrssted between the 26th & 28th June. All those have been included in this list.

Power Shortage in U.P.
*51, Shri Tej Pratap Singh : Will the Minister of Energy be pleased to state :

(a) the reasons of sudden andhacutc shortage of power in U.P., and

(b) whether Government propose to take some immediatc steps to make up this
shortage ? '

The Minister of Energy (Shri P. Ramachandran): (2) and (b) U.P. has bcen facing
shortage of power from as early as March, 1976. Power cuts on pzak demands were
imposed on continuous industries. There were restrictions on re-rolling mills, arc furnaces
and other non-continuous industries from 6.30 P.M. to 9.00 P.M. Holidays in some
industries were staggered. The situation deteriorated from January, 1977 due to the addi-
tion of new connections into the system without taking into consideration the availability

of energy. The situation was aggravated due to outage of some of the thermal gereratin g
units on planned maintenance and high forced outage rate of other units during thc months
of February ard March, 1977. A'l this resulted in depletion of hydro reservoirs. Avail-
ability of energy from the newly commissioned vnits was also below expectation. Generation
from Yamuna and Ramganga Hydel station was poor due.to low inflaws in the river.
Restrictions on consumption of cncrgy were imposed from the first week of April, 1977,
when the situation was alrcady considerably aggravated. Assistance from Badarpur
got affected bacause of outage of some of the units there. Bharat Heavy Electricals Ltd .
and Utiar Pradesh State Electricity Board have taken vigorous steps to recommission ail
the units which are on forced outage and to recommission units which are on long outage
and to stabilise the parformance of newly commissioned units. Steps have also becn

tak::m to restore assistance pattialy to Uttar Pradesh State Electricity Board electrical system
from Badarpur by the end of this menth,

Minister of Home Affairs (Shri Charan Singh) : (a) & (b) The Central Government ha$
no jail of its own and the prisoners detained, charged or convicted under all laws, including
Central Laws, are lodged in State Jails. The classification of prisoners and the facilities
to be provided to different categories of prisoners are governed under the provisions of
the relevant jail Manuals of the States concerned. As regards detenus, each State is com-
petent to issue rules/instructions regarding the conditions of detention under Section 5
of the MISA.

(c) ‘**Prisons and persons detained therein....” -are included in State List vide
entry No. 4 of VII Schedule to the Constitution of India. However, a model Jail Manual
was drafted and forwarded to the States for adoption 1n 1964. No proposal is at present
pending with the Central Government for bringing about uniformity in the matter of plOV!-
sions of facilities to prisoners in all the jails in the country.

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Stabbing incidents in Delhi

of May this year;

(c) the steps taken against the elements creating anarchy and disturbance?

The Minister of Home Affairs (Shri Charan Singh) : (a) According to information
received from the Delhi Administration 10 cases of stabbing took place in Old Delhi
during the relevant period. A note containing brief facts about these cases is attached.

(b) & (c) Various measures have been taken to improve the law and order situation
in the area. These, inter alia, include intensification of patrolling in the city, setting up of
police pickets at strategic points, preventive action under the Cr. P. C., deployment of plain
clothes detectives and enlistment of public cooperation. The Home Guards are as'o
being deployed to assist the police in patrolling the city.

STATEMENT

I. F.I.R. No. 268 dated 1-5-1977 u/s 307/34 1PC P. S. Hauz Qazi, Delhi.

Shri Firoj Khan was allegedly stabbed by one Rajwan with the help of two others
when Shri Firoj Khan was going to Sadar Bazar on a rickshaw with his brother Abdul
Rahim. Accused Abdul Hamid (2Gama and Rajwan have been arrested.

2. F.LLR. No. 265 dated 2-5-77 u;s 307/34 P.S. Lahori Gate, Delhi.

It is alleged that Shri Suresh Chand was stabbed by one Om Parkash and his accom-
plice at Naya Bazar at 3.30 p.m. on 4-5-77. Both the culprits were apprehended by the
people.

Closure of Road from Bahraich to Lucknow During Rainy Season

*398. Shri Om Parkash Tyagi : Will the Minaister of Shipping and Traasport be
pleased to statc :

Minister of Defence (Shri Jagjivan Ram ) (2) to (¢) : Presumably the Hon’ble Mcmber
is having in mind the Bahraich-Barabanki-Lucknow road along with a biidge ov..1 the
Ghagra river at Ghagraghat. This bridge, when constructed, would fall on a State road.
No report about the closure of the road for a part of th~ ycar duc to flcods has been received
by the Central Government. However, the State authoritics had included this bridge in
their proposals for Central financial assistance under the Central Aid Programme of State
roads/bridges of :nter-State or economic importance during the Fifth Plan. Considering
the varions proposals from the different Staics, including Utiar Piadesh cn the basis of the
inter-se priotity of the various schemes on an All-India basis and the funds available for
the purpose, the Government of India could approve financial assistance amounting to
about Rs. 8.58 crores for certain such schemes only as had been assigned comparatively
higher priority. The proposed bridge which had been assign:d comparatively low priority
(priority No. 13 out of 23 schemes) could not find a place in the list of appraved schemes.

In addition, the State Govt. also, inter-alia, prcposcd inclusion in the National High.
way System in the Fifth Plan of a road link to Nepalganj which might also ccwver this bridge.
However, in view of the current financial stiingency the Government of India have not been
able to accede to this request also as due to financial -limitations thcy are unable to expand
the existing N. H. system at present,

Traffic on Ajmer-Khandwa Road

t 428. Dr. Laxminarayan Pandeya : Will the Minister of Shipping and Traasport be
pleased to state :

(a) whether there is heavy traffic on the Ajmer-Khandwa road;

(b) whether, following the collapse of the Chambal bridge near Dholpur, almost the
entire traffic of Bombay-Delhi road has been diverted to the Amjer-Khandwa road;

(c) whether there is also heavy traffic on the aforesaid road because C.R.P. and Army
headquarters at Nasirabad, Neemuch and Mhow as also the cement factories at Chittor
and Nimbaheda are located on this road;

(d) whether there is a demand for converting this road into a National Highway and
there is also the need for this because of these factors; and

(e) if so, the steps taken by Government in this direction ?

Minister of Defence (Shri Jagjivan Ram) : (a) to (c) No report about (a), (b) and (¢)
has so far been received from the States concerned in rsespect of the Amjer-Khandwa Road
which is a State Highway lying partly in Rajasthan and partly in Madhy Pradesh.

(d) and (e) : The Rajasthan Government requested for the declaration of the Ajmer-
Bhilwara-Chittorgarh-Piploda-Ratlam-Indore Road as a National Highway as part of the
Fifth Five Year plan. A similar request was also received from the Government of Madhya

Pradesh for the declaration of Amjer-Chnttor-Neemuch—Mandsour-Ratlam-Mhow- Khandwa
Road as a National Highway. However, in view of the current financial stringency, the
Government of India have not been able to accede to these requests.
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Use of Hindi in Ministries/Departments
429. Shri Janeshwar Mishra : Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to state :

(a) the percentage by which Hindi work in various Ministries/Departments and
Secretariats has increased after the formation of the new Government;

(b) whether less work is being done now in Hindi as compared to the work that was

Minister of Home Affairs (Shri Charan Singh) : (a), (b) & (c) : According to the
existing provisions the information regarding the progress made in the use of Hindi in the
Ministris/Departments of the Government of India is called for at the end of quarters ending
June, September, December and March. They are required to send the information to the
Department of O.L. upto the last day of next month. The progress report regarding use
of Hindi for the period from April to June is normally expected in July, 1977. However,
in this matter, special information is being collected and will be laid on the table of the
House on its receipt.

Constitution of One Member Commnittee on misuse of mass media during Emergency

438. Shri Uggrasen : Will the Minister of Information and Broadcasting be pleased to
state the progress of the work done by one-Member Committee constituted by the Ministry
to prepare a white paper on misuse of mass media during the emergency and inquiry
thereon and the outlines of further action to be taken in this regard ?

The Minister of Information and Broadcasting (Shri L.K. Advani) : A one-member
Enquiry Committee was set up in this Ministry on 21st May, 1977 under the Chairmanship
of Shri K.K. Dass, I.C.S. (Retd.), a former Secretary of the Ministry of Information &
Broadcasting, to enquire into and collect facts for the preparation of a White Paper by the
Government on the misuse of mass media during the emergency relating to :—

(a) misuse of censorship provisions;

(b) harassment of journalists;

(c) allegations in regard to certification of films;

(d) manipulation of mass media including News Agencies; and
(e¢) Other matters incidental thereto.

A Press Note was issued to the above effect on 21st May, 1977 and the members of the
public and institutions were requested to send specific complaints, with full details, to the
Director (Vigilance ) in this Ministry by June 5, 1977. It was also indicated that adherence
to this date was absolutely essential for the timely preparation of White Paper to be placed
before Parliament in the Budget Session.

2. The Press Note was followed up with an advertisement which was released widely
in the National Press as well as regional and language Press all over India. Wide and
repeated publicity was also given through the network of All India Radio and Doordarshan
Kendras. The Chief Secretaries of the State Governments were requested to send infor-
mation on the various terms of reference of the Enquiry. The Ministry also addressed
letters to the office bearers of Press and Film Associations requesting them to inform their
constituents about this Enquiry and requesting them to forward complaints to the Ministry,
if any.

3. The Das Committee is scrutinising the complaints received as also the records in
the Ministry and Media Units, having a bearing ‘on misuse of mass media. The Enquiry
Committee is likely to complete its work by 30th June, 1977.

The Minister of Energy (Shri P. Ramachandran) : (a) Deccisions were taken during
1973 by Delhi Electric Supply Undertaking management to revise pay scales of (i) Engineers
with effect from 1-4-1971, and (ii) Technical Supervisors and other s.aff including workmen
with effect from 1-4-1972.

(b) Engineers have been paid salary in the revised scale from September, 1973 onward
and the other staff from October, 1973 onwards. The arrears of salary etc. to Engineers
from 1-4-1971 to August, 1973 and to other staff from 1-4-1972 to September, 1973 are
yet to be paid.

(c) Since there was some dispute over certain matters arising out of revision of pay
scales, the same was referred by Delhi Electric Supply Undertaking management to an
Arbitrator who gave his award in March, 1977 and this is under consideration of the
management.

Instructions to States to Liberalise Jail Manuals

449. Shri Krishna Kumar Goyal : Will the Minister of Home Affairs b: pleas:d to

Minister of Hiome Affairs (Shri Charan Singh) : (2) to (d) Instructions were issued by
the Govt. of India to all State Governments and Union Territories on 8-11-1974 to the
effect that handcuffs are normally to be us:2d by the police only where the prisioners are
violent, disorderly, obstructive oi are likely to attempt escape or to commit suicide or are
charged with serious non-bailable offences. The Stat: Governments and Union Terri-
tories have also been advised that indiscriminate handcuffing of prisioners is contrary to
the modern concept of the treatment of offenders and that there should ordinarily be no
occasion to handcuff prisioners such as Satyagrahis, p rsons occupying good position in
public life, and profi:ssionals like jownalists, jurists, doc:iors, writers, educaticnists,etc.
Any specific complaint that is brought to the notice of Government will be taken up with
the State Government.

Regarding specific instances of mal-treatment of detenus during the period of emer-
gency, these will be covered by the terms of reference of the Shah Commission.

According to the material reccived from the State Government, who are excu-
ting the work on this State road, a total expznditure of Rs.38.57 lacs has been incurred on
the road so far and as a result the following physical progress has been achieved :(—

(1) road works completed in a stretch of 21 kilometres out of 33.6 kilometres;

(ii) culverts and bridges completed except for 3 minor bridges and one battery (line)
of Hume Pipe culverts.

Diflicultics in land acquisition and financial stringency under the State Plan are reported to
be the main rason for the delay in the execution of the work. Meanwhile, the cost of the
work has also gone up and it now amounts to Rs.82.33 lacs. . The State Government are
preparing a revised ostimate and exp2ct to compl:te the remaining works after they have
accorded appioval to the revised estimate.

(i) Bharat Heavy Electricals Limited and the concerned power stations are taking
vigorous action to recommission the units which are either on forced outage
or are under planned maintenance. Some of the units such as 120 MW at
Santaldih, another 120 MW at Chandrapur of D.V.C., 100 MW unit at Badarpur
have been re-commissioned recently. Another unit of 100 MW at Badarpur
and 110 MW at-Ennore arc expected to be re-commissioned in the near future.

(i) The generation from the existing power stations is being maximised to the extent

possible,

(iii) Necessary steps are being taken by the Centre and the State Governments for
transfer of power from surplus State to deficit States wherever such exchange
of power is possible through inter-State and inter-regional transmission lincs.

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Utilisation of Waste Products in vrious Industries

482. Shri Mritunjay Prasad Varma : Will the Minister of Industry be pleased to state :

(a) whether there is any scheme or some research work in progress to find out and
ensure proper utilisation of waste products in various industries, check air and water pollu-
tions and increase useful production in the country ; and

(b) if so, the facts thereof ?
The Minister of Industry (Shri Brij Lal Verma ) : (a) Yes, Sir.
(b) A number of measures have been initiated in the direction of useful utilisation of
waste products and anti-pollution, such as :—
(i) A national Committee on Environmental Planning & Coordination has been
set up by the Government for identifying the problems and improving upon the

environment through proper utilisation of waste products in various industries
and other activities pertaining to pollution control.

(ii) Consequent upon the enactment of the Water (Prevention & Control of Pollution)
Act, 1974, several State Governments have set up Poliution Boards to lay
down standards and take preventive measures for controlling pollution.

(iii) Department of Science & Technology through its various Committees and the
Indian Standards Institution are currently working on several projects and stan-

dards for pollution control.

(iv) It is a mandatory condition in industrial licensing that entrepreneurs who wish
to set up industrial plants giving rise to efflusnts and industrial gases should
satisfy the Government about their capacity and means to treat and dispose O
such efluents and gases within the prescribed limits.

(v) Stress has been given to recycling and recoveries of waste which will lead to
productive assets in the economy. Examples of this are slag from blast furnaces
and fly ash from power plants etc. for production of cement; use of agricultural
residues for manufacture of paper; use of coal gas for manufacture of chemicals,
etc.

(vi) A number of Development Councils, Engineers India Limited and other organisa-
tions have been engaged in identification of problems in specific regions and in-

dustries.
(vii) Capacities are being set up for production of pollution control equipment and
instruments.

liadio-Activity Test in Atmosphere and Oceans

548. Shri Nawab Singh Chauhan : Will the Minister of Atomic Energy be pleased to
state :

(a) whether Government conduct tests regarding the extent of radio-activity in the
atmosphere and oceans in the country from time to time;

(b) if so, the areas where these tests were made during the last two years as also theu
number and the extent of radio-activity found; and

(c) the places where its extent was found to be injurious to human being and the
remedial measures taken by Government in this regard?

The Prime Minister (Shri Morarji Desai) : (a) Yes, Sir. Air borne radio-activity is
being monitored in the country for the past several years. No routine monitoring is, how-

ever, being done over the ocean.
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(b) Routine measurement of radio-activity in air is being carried out through a net-
work of monitoring stations located at Gulmarg, Gangtok, New Delhi, Calcutta, Bombay,
Nagpur, Bangaloie, Hyderabad, Ootacmund, Madras and Thumba. Radic-aclivity in
the environment resulting from nuclear opzrations is being monitored by a chain of envi-
ronmental monitoring laboratories located at Bombay, Tarapur, Rana Pratap Sagar
(Kota), Kalpakkam, Hyderabad, Jaduguda, Alwave.

The levels of total atmospheric radio-activity have been found to be in the range
of 0.1—0.5 dpm/cubic meter of air which is the normal level to be expected from natural
sources. The levels of environmental radic-activity have also been found to be well within
parmissible limits prescribed by the [nternational Commission on Radiation Protecticn fcr
the members of the public from time to time.

(c) Thz m:asurem:nts so far dons have revealed that the levels of radio-activity are
within p:rmissible limits and not injurious to human beings. The question of taking
remedial measures has not, therefore, arisen.

Shri Durga Chand (Kangra) i Shri. Qureshi has given a number of suggestions. But
afl the points made out by him are self criticizm. The newspapers have commended this
Budget as “Janta Budget” and have appreciated its contents.

The hilly region of Himachal Pradesh is full of natural beauty and could very well
become Switzerland of India. But the Government has not done anything for its deve-
lopment.

There is great nced for laying new Railway lines in the State. The Pathankot
Sundernagar railway lin: wbich was laid during the British regime could very well be
extended upto Mandi. But that has not bzen done. The Kalka-Simla line could be ex-
tended to Narkunda. But that has also not becn done, It is high time for the Railway
Minister to pay attention to these things.

Itisrcgrettable that there isno mention in the Railway Budget about laying of Railway
lines in Himachal Pradesh. Even for the Nangal-Talware line, the foundation of which was
laid by the then Railway Minister Sh. L. N. Mishra, no provision bas heen made in the
budget. However, it is hcartening to note that the Railway Minister is keen to start some
new lines and the provision for the same would be made in the supplementary Budgct. It
is boped that he would take care of Himachal Pradesh in this regrd.

The Railway Minister has stated that the Indian Railway Act, 1890 nceds to be modi-
fied and he has assured that the draft Bill would be presented before the end of the current
year. [tis hoped that all the drawbacks in that Act would be removed thereby.

The hon. Minister has advocated for labour participation at cvery level. The
provision for settlement of claims is also a welcome venture.

Shri H.L. Patwari (Mangaldoi) : I want to draw the attention of the House to the re-
cent accident to the 13 UP Tezpur Express in which a large number of passengers were kil-
led. I have seen the place of accident. Itis said that this accident was caused by a sudden
flood in the stream at the site of bridge No. 14! resulting in its collapse. The cause of
sudden flood was the closure of the sluice gate. Every body who visited the site said that
the closure of the sluice gate was responsible for raising the walter level at the bridge. But
it is strange that there is no mention about it in the Minister’s statement. It appears that
this fact is sought to be suppressed by the officers concerned.

The maintenance of the sluice gates is governed by some rules. [t appears that thése
rules have not been properly observed. All these facts will come 1o light if the matter is

properly inquired. It is therefore necessary that a high powered commission is appointed
in this regard.
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Some statistics with regard to the operation of the railways have been given. While
the passenger traffic has gone up by only 210 per cent, the consumption of diesel has gone
up by 900 per cent which is quite disproportionate. It appears that there is some kind of
leakage which must be stopped because we have to spend a good amount of foreign exchange
on the purchase of diesel.

So far as eastern region is concerned, it has been much neglected. There is only one
line from Rangia to Lakhimpur which was constructed in 1912. Since then 65 years have
passed but nothing has been done. Almost all the district headquarters in that region are
not connected with a railway line. It is high time that attention is paid to that region. If
a line is provided from Puthimari to Rautabagan via Mangaldai it will greatly benefit the
people there.

The Railway Department should be run on commercial basis. Tt should be complete-
ly re-organised and a Committee should be appointed for this purpose. I hope necessary
attention will be paid towards the points raised bymme.

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Shrimati Mrinal Gore (Bombay North) : I would first of all congratulate the hon. Mi-
nister for introducing a surplus budget without enhancing fares and freight. Also the
assurances given by the hon. Minister to the second class passengers are commendable.

The hon. Minister has assured that more Janta trains would be introduced soon.
1 demand that gradually all trains be converted into Janta trains.

There has been a lot of discussion in this House on corruption. It is rampant at
every level in the Railways. Effective steps should be taken to eradicate this evil so that
the administration could be geared up.

Whenever Railway Board was discussed in this House it has been stated that Rail-
way Board be abolished. The hon. Minister has stated that the suggestions given by the
Administrative Reforms Commission in this regard would be considered. The Railway
Department is vitally concerned with the common people. Whereas the Railway Board
functions in such a manner that people at large are left aloof. The recommendations
of Administrative Reforms Commission on Railway Board be implemented in order to bring
about efficiency in the Administration.

Even today the Railway Administration is governed by the old and obsolete Acts
of 80-90 years. These Acts and rules need wholesale modification in the light of the present
conditions and requirements.

The hon, Minister has referred to the participation by workers in management. This
is a good beginning. In the long run we would have to seek more and more participation
by the workers. I also want that the legitimate demands of the workers should be consider-
ed sympathetically. That would satisfy the workers and increase productivity.

The Railway can play an effective role in removing regional imbalances. In order to
open up backward and under-developed areas in our country new railway lines should
be laid. It is regrettable that the proportion of expenditure as new railway lines to total ex-
penditure on railways is steadily decreasing. [t was 11 per cent to 13.5 per cent in 1948-49
but it had now come down to nearly 4 per cent. Unless the allocation on new lines is raised
it is not possible to provide new railway lines in backward areas. '

I find that no provision has been made for Konkon Railway in the Budget. If the
Government want that the backward area may develop it should be willing to spend more

on new railway lines. The Railway Ministry should convince the Planning Commis-
sion on this aspect.

Bombay is a metropolitan city where lakhs of people travel daily by trains. Most
of these trains are overcrowded and the traffic problem in the city is becoming morc and
more complicated. A metropolitan transport organization was established in 1969 in
order to solve the transport problems of metropolitan cities. It had made many a sugges-
tions and drew certain schemes. These scheme could not be undertaken for want of funds.
Now that the Government has allocated funds the work is likely to start.

In order to tackle the problem of huge rail traffic in Bombay area, the Fort Market
Scheme involving Rs. 40 crores, Bandra-Gcregaon scheme costing Rs. 28 crores .and
Kurla-Bhandup scheme costing Rs. 27 crores should be taken up immediately. Only
then the transport problem of Bombay could be solved to some extent. The scheme to
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Join Western Railway and Central Railway by building a fly over at Bundra at a cost of
Rs. 14 crores should be undertaken. But the purpose would not be solved by the fly over
alone. I think the Bundra-Goregaon and Kurla Bandup schemes should also be under-
taken.

Bombay is a big suburban city. A time table should be drawn for this city.

In view of the increasing number of women passengers the number of Jadies com-
partments should be increased in suburban trains. T suggest that ladies specials be intro-
duced from Bonivili to Churchgate. The Government plans to construct underground
railway from Kurla to Bandra. Iam of the view that such expensive plans need not
be undertaken. The schemes involving lesser expenditure be undertaken soon. A well
laid out and time-bound plan should be prepared to tackle the transport problem of Bom-
bay.

An over bridge has been constructed at Palgarh station but it is at a distance of half
a mile from the original gate. This causes great inconvinience to cyclists. Another over
bridge should be constructed to overcome the difficulty.

A large number of commuters travel daily from Palgarh to Dhaman. They should
be made entitled to seasonal tickets. A person holding a seasonal ticket should be allowed
to carry 35 Kg. This would benefit a large number of hawkers who earn the daily bread
by selling fruits and vegetables.

We should adhere to a policy providing for justice to labourers and the workers shculd
try to minimize the hardships of the people at large. For that we should see that we get
return of the money invested in Railways. It is important to end corruption and itroduce
re-organisation in the railways.

Shri R.D. Ram (Palamau) : The House would be surprised to know that a local
representative has been elected to this house from hilly area for the first time. As yet no
Railway Minister ever visited our area. I request the hon.Minister to pay a visit there and
look into the problems of the people.

The Patna— Daltonganj line particularly needs the attention of the railway Adminis-
tration. It takes 15 hours to reach Patna from Daltonganj which is hardiy 185 Km., while
a journey from Patna to Delhi takes only 16 to 20 hours which is 900 Km. This is the de-
plorable condition which ought to be remedied as early as possible.

I want to draw the attention of the hon. Minister towards the Patari region. A very
important line in the area i.e., Barwadich to Chirmiri is lying incomplete since world war
11. This line is hardly 103 Km. and if it is constructed it would give an opening to the back-
ward area which is rich in natural resources and has immence potential dcvelopment.
It is very easy to complete this linc. 1 am sorry to find out that this line is not included in
the budget.

, 1 welcome the reduction of cost of platform ticket from 50 paise to 30 paise. The
reservation charges from 2nd class may also be reduced.

Ranchi—Lohordege railway linc should be extended and linked with Daltongan;j-
Common line. Casual labourers at Daltonganj who have worked for 8 years are being re-
trenched on the plea that there is no work. The surplus casual labourers may be transfer-
red to Surgaralli where there is good demand for casual labour. The hon. Minister may
give due attention to Palamau District.
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With these words T welcome the railway budget.

Shri Anant Dave (Kutch) : T support the budget presented by the Hon. Railway
Minister.

Kutch is a backward area of Gujarat. New railway lines in this Distt., for which sur-
vey has already been made are not being proceeded with for fear of no return from those
lines. This area has rich mineral deposits.

Secondly, this is a border district. We should think in the context of Defence. These

should be taken up at the earliest.

Two trains start from Gandhidham. No catering facilities are available in these
trains upto Viramgam where a dining car is added to the train. It will be better if the dining
car is added at Gandhidham.
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The work of the railway lines, in backward areas for which survey has been conducted,
should be taken up even if there is no returns from those lines.

There are 199 backward Districts out of total 349 in the country. The work of laying
new lines in the backward Districts with rich mineral deposits should be taken up on the
basis of priority.

I hope Railway Minister will look into these demands.

' Our hon’ble Home Minister is well known as an able administrator, a man of inte=
grity and honesty. It is very strange that all this happened in his time.

The reason is not far to seck. There is no change in the administrative set up in
Bihar. Same old faces who were loyal to the Congress Government continue to hold high
positions. The officers are involved in Belchi incident in which 9 persons were burnt alive.
These atrocities were committed even when armed police including high ranking officers
were present. The Minister should order an enquiry by C.B.l. or some similar agency.

But one thing should bz taken care of. We have to maintain peace without resorting
to firing. Our police should be instructed to use riot guns. The corrupt officers should
also be dealt with firmly.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : Sir, in a Democracy every citizen should feel
secure. His property should be safe. During Emergency even the high ups indulged in
corruption and kidnapping. There was law of jungle.

But today there is total freedom. We have to mezet th:expzctations of the
public while maintaining the democratic tradizions.

The Police Act has become obsolete. We should appoint a high power commission

at the All India level in accordance with the changes that have occurred in economic, social
and political fields. The police force nezds to be moderanised. Although in our country

the crime rate is much less as compared with that of other countries but this does not
mean that we should not take preventive action.

There are certain history sheeters of youth congress who are responsible for deterio-
ration of law and order.  The Home Minister should take stern action against them.

There is urgent need of appointing a Commissioner of Police in Delhi to coordinate
the work. The previous Government had not fully implemented the recommendations of
the Khosla Commission. The recommendations regarding housing, schooling of Children
and proper training etc. should be implemented immediately. The senior officers of police
like S. Ps. should themselves go in the field to see the conditions. They should not waste
time only on the table work.

Bad characters should be held under MISA.  We must take stern action against those
who are professionals in giving sureties etc.

Instead of Bombay Act, Rajasthan Act will be more effective to deal with the Goon-
das and and hooligans.

I suggest separate- departments for investigation, Law and Order and Surveillance.
We should seek public cooperation to maintain law and order.

Sh. M. Ramgopal Reddy (Nizamabad) : Sir, you have released all goondas, hoodlums
and bad characters. That is why law & order situation has deteriorated. They are openly
indulging in crimes.

The Hon’ble Home Minister should take stern action against notorious element to
maintain law & order so that our country could make progress.

The Minister of Home Affairs (Shri Charan Singh) : Sir, there were two or three inci-
dents of crime and some of the members have assured that there is lot of increase in the in-
cidents of crime. The Goondas are now free. There is no doubt in that but they have
been released not by us but by the previous Government. When MISA was withdrawn
hoodiums were freed automatically. In fact, these elements are responsible for crimes.

The Goondas are posing a very serious problem. The problem is increased many
fold when we do not get any witness.

There was some procedural mistake in the implementation of The Bombay Goonda
Act. So l had sent two officers to Bombay to see its working and submit the report. 1
have just received that report and it is now with the Home Secretary who will discuss the
matter with me.

There is another problem. Many murderers and dacoits are released on bail.
They are released on bail so easily and Police do not get any witness against Goondas. A
solution to this intricate problem is necessary.

It is said that setting up of Commissions of enquiry has led to demoralisation in the
police. Commissions have been set up only against those who are responsible for excesses
during emergency. These Commissions will find out excesses made at political level on
orders from higher levels.

Some members made references regarding improvement in the police administration
‘in Delhi. Delhi police cadre is a small cadre and transfers within the capital is no punish-
ment.- Also many officials in Delhi police suggested from a sense of guilt because of the
excesses during the emergency.

Shri Charan Singh : 1t is said that there had been unprecedented voilence in Bihar
during the elections. Statistics show that the number of election incidents in Bihar have
not been more than they were in the past.

Reference has also been made to the incident of murder in Belchi village in Bihar.
Belchi is 22 Km. far away from the police station and Sub-Inspector Police had to go on
foot there. Itissaid that murder at Belchi took place due to negligence of police. The
Hon. Members should know that theic was no negligence on the part of police.

It is also said that situation has worsened after the imposition of President’s rule.
This type of assessment is wrong. We issued some important instructions to the state
Government after the imposition of President’s rule.

Necessary steps will be taken to ensure free and fair elections in Jammu and Kashmir.
A total of 421 persons have been taken into custody under MISA in that state.

It is not correct to say that law and order situation in states has worsened after im-
position of President’s rule. There are differences of opinion among administrators in
regard to the question of appointment of police Commission in Dclhi. I will look into this
mattcr. Appointment of a Central Police Commission is under the consideration of the
Government,
