The Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation( Shri Purushottam Kaushik):
It is with profound grief that I rise to inform the House about the grim
tragedy that overtook a DC-3 aircraft belonging to National Remote
Sensing Agency attached to Department of Science and Technology.

A DC-3 aircraft VT-EEL belonging to National Remote Sensing Agency
departed from Madras at 0615 IST on 5th April 1977 for a survey flight
south east of Maraka Pur and crashed in a village near ONGOLE in
Andhra Pradesh on 5th April, 1977. Five members of crew and five persons
l;elonging to National Remote Sensing Agency were reported to have been

illed.

Shri M. M. Chawla, Controller of Air Safety, Bombay has been detailed
by the Directorate General of Civil Aviation to proceed to the site of crash
for investigation.

The House will share my deep sense of shock and profound sorrow and
join me in expressing sympathies to the bereaved families. The Department of
Science and Technology have sanctioned an ex-gratia payment of Rs. 5,000.00
each to the bereaved families.

Shri Ramjee Singh (Bhagalpur): This Act which is sought to be
repealed has not only hit the treedom of press but has also adversely
affected thc freedom of the Members of this House. This Act created a
barrier between the people and their representatives. This barrier will now
be removed with the passage of this Bill.

Some members have said that the proceedings of the House can be
misreported with some ulterior motive in view. A few instances have also
been cited. If that happens, we have other laws which can be invoked and
the erring journalists can be brought to book. But whatever we say in
Parliament should be reported outside; only then our voters will know if
we are really doing our duty towards them.

It has been said that this Act can be misused for slandering certain
individuals who are not present in the House. This is not correct. Our
people are wise enough to distinguish between true and false.

It is also wrong to say that the press in India is not responsible. The
Indian press is quite responsible and has behaved in a responsible manner.
‘Therefore, putting curbs on its freedom is highly unjustified.

It is a matter of gratitude that the members of opposition party have
supported this Bill. I wish they had supported it openly.

GOVERNMENT OF UNION TERRITORIES (AMENDMENT) BILL
The Minister of Home Affairs (Chaudhury Charan Singh) : Mr. Speaker,

Sir, I beg to move :

“That the Bill to further amend the Government of Union Territories
Act, 1963 be taken into consideration.”

All of us know that an amendment was made by the outgoing Govern-
ment according to which the terms of State assemblies was extended to six
years from five years. That Government was also in favour of increasing
the terms of assemblies of the Union Territories also. But since the Lok
Sabha was dissolved and Rajya Sabha was not meeting at that time, it
was done by taking resort of an ordinance. The present Government is
however against @ six year term and wants to reduce it to 5 years and 7
months. Although the Bill originally provided for a term of 5 years and
4 months, but now it should be read as 5 years and 7 months. This is
being done to overcome the problem of recess. There is hardly anything
which is controversial in it and I hope the House will agree to it.

Shri Karpoori Thakur (Samastipur: This Bill has been brought with

Shri Vijay Kumar Malhotra (South Delhi) : The term of the Metropoli-
tan Council is being extended by four months only. Even then the opposi-
tion members are opposing this Bill. The Representation of Peopie Act
provides that the elections should be held before the term cxpires. But the
previous Government arbitrarily extended the term of the Metropolitan
Cquxillqilf to six years by issuing an Ordinance. Now, we want to undo this
mischief,

Many excesses were committed in Delhi during emergency. The
Executive Council of Delhi is responsible for all the excesses. Twenty
people were shot dead in Turkman Gate area, lakhs of poor pecople were
uprooted and many unauthorised colonies were bulldozed. Thc present
councillors of Delhi cannot disown tesponsibility for all these happenings.
In fact they should not have been allowed to continue for a day longer
than their term. But since other Union Territories have been given similar
extension, four-month period has been allowed to them also.

The Executive Councillors are involved in a number of cases of
corruption. There is sewing machines scandal, transport scandal and
Maruti scandal in which the council is involved. A number of office files
are being destroyed and conspiracies are being hatched in order to black-
mail the Janata Party. This should be looked into seriously.

The Metropolitan Council should be raised to the status of Assembly.
Delhi State is a viable unit. Therefore, it should be granted the status of a
full-fledged State.

With these words I support this Bill.

Chaudhury Brahm Perkash (Outer Delhi) : The Executive Council did
not satisfy the political aspirations of the people of Delhi. It has failed to
deliver goods. This Bill is not going to serve the purpose in view and
therefore it should be withdrawn. I want that a new Bill be brought
forward for dissolving the present council and establishing a full-fledged
Assembly in Delhi.

Shri Shiv Narain Sarsonia (Delhi Karol Bagh: The people of Delhi
have rejected Congress lock, stock and barrel. Therefore, to continue the
Executive Council amounts to a betrayal of the people. Metropolitan Council
should have been dissolved by now. It is surely an act of grace that the
ruling party is extending its term by four months. Therefore, it is strange
that instead of feeling grateful and supporting the Bill the Congress Party
is opposing this Bill.

There is multiplicity of authorities in Delhi. It creates trouble and
difficulties for the people. Therefore, the present set-up needs a drastic
change. The present Metropolitan Council should be dissolved and a full-
fledged Statc Assembly be established.

Shri Kishore Lal (East Delhi: The people of Delhi have always been
the victims of indifference of the Central Government. The State Assembly
was dissolved in 1956. After a lapse of 10 years Metropolitan Council was
established in Delhi in 1966. Now again we are discussing a new Bill which
relates to Delhi.

The fact is that neither the Metropolitan Council of Delhi nor the
Municipal Corporation of Delhi could solve the problems of the people of
Delhi. Therefore, a unified and powerful authority should be established
for Delhi, so that the present overlapping of authorities and consequent
delays and difficulties can be eliminated.

The present set-up needs an immediate change, because there is no
coordination amongst many authorities dealing with Delhi. As a result more
than one Ministry deals with a single issue. This causes difficulty, which
should be looked into seriously.

We have made certain commitments to the people in Delhi. It should
be our endeavour to fulfil them.

The Minister of Home Affairs (Chaudhuri Charan Singh) : The impres-
sion which the previous speaker has created is that Delhi is being discrimi-
nated against and the State of Delhi is not getting the required attention
it deserves from the Central Government. This is not correct. It is also too
much to expect that all problems of Delhi will be solved by establishing an
Assembly here,
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This Government has been installed very recently. Therefore, it is not
possible to declare whether an Assembly will be established in Delhi,
because it needs a thorough study of the problems of Delhi. Thercfore, to
suggest that the present Bill be withdrawn and a new Bill to establish State
Assembly should be brought is not proper. Vacuum will be created if it is
withdrawn. 1n this event we will have to pass some law to run the adminis«
tration. We are extending the term of the Metropolitan Council by four
months, so that elections can be held before 20th July this year.

| Some Members have alleged that there is a political motive in bringing
forward this Bill. There is no political motive behind it. The previous
Government, who had extended the term of the Lok Sabha and State
Assemblies from 5 years to 6 years, had certainly a political motive, whereas
we are reducing the term. How can they impute motive to us?

Shri Malhotra has said that files are being destroyed in Delhi Adminis-
tration, I agree that the Delhi Administration has become inefficient during
the 'last many months. But it is not possible to bring an overall change in
the administration within a short time. However, every effort is being made
to this end. If there is any complaint in regard to destruction of official
files it should be brought to his notices. I do not believe that a State
Assembly will be a penancea for all the ills of Delhi.

" With these words I appeal to the hon. Members of the House to pass
is Bill.
