I would request the hon. Minister of pay attention to these and try to remove these
disparities.

Shri Raj Deo Singh (Jaunpur) : Sir. I thank you for affcrding me an opportunity
to speak on the railway budget,

There is no denying the fact that the railways has made a systematic progress during
the last three Five Year Plans. The progress would have bcen more rapid had the
employees and the officials adopted a humanitarian approach.

Twelve Members of Parliament demanded a direct train service to Bararas or
Mughal Sarai in the consultative committee of the last Lok Sabba wh ch has fallen on deaf
ears.

Inspite of the fact that a little reduction has been allowed in the proposed increase
in the fares still the increase is too heavy to be born by the common man. If the thefts
in the railways are checked proper'y, I am sure the revenues will increase and there wil
be no need to increase the fares, which will put more burden on the common man. The
revenue can be increased further by attracting more goods for transportation. Once there
was a monopoly of tne railway in transporting goods. Now that monopoly is diminishing
gradually. The hon. Minister should pay more attention to this aspect of the problem.

There are three classes in the railway. Idon’t think that there is any need for the
second class compartments. These should be done away with. The remaning classes will
be sufficient to cope with the requirements, More sleeper coaches should be attached to
long route trains such as the trains which are going frem Pathankot to Bombay or
Calcutta. Some restrictions should be imposed on the tkravelling of tke passengers in the
trains meant for short journeys so that more facilities could be provided to the long
distance travellers.

Corruption is rampant in the spheres of the railways. No doubt that there is'a
Vigitlance Department in the railways but this department also consists of railwny emp-
loyees which work in connivance with other railway employees. Some other machinery
should be evolved i. e. independent of the railway employees which may act more effec-

tively to remove the corruption.

Almost every station has got a railway dispensary for allopathy treatment. But
there is not even a single dispensary of the Ayurvedic or ‘Unam® system of medicine in
the railways, ' '
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A through train was running earlier between Jaunpur to Howrah which has besen
stopped. This resulted in great hardships to be common man as well as to the traders
who were moving goods t¢ither way to Calcutta. This train service should be reviewed.
I would also request for a through train between Jaunpur and Gorakhpur,

Shri Ramavtar Shastri (Patna) : Contrary to our expectations, the Minister of
Railways has presented a deficit budget and for that he has taken the plea of extending
passenger facilities to thrid class passengers and railway employees. On that ground he
has raised railway fare. The Railway Minister has not cared to see the famine condi-
tions in Bihar aud eastern Uttar Pradesh. On the one hand the government are provid-
ing relief to famine effected areas and on the other they are taking them away by
increasing the third class fare. Insteao he should have increased the fare of Ist or 2nd
classes in which the rich and well to do section travel. :

There is too much over crowding on the railways. Third class passengers are being
neglected. Even drinking water and waiting room facilities are being denied to them.

Those, who travel by first class cannot imagine the dif6culties experienced by third class
pas engers.

The railway employecs are agitating all over India. They are very dissatisfied.
The attitude of higher officers is not sympathetic to the employees, The employees of
Danapur Division living in ‘C’ class cities do not get house rent. All the employees
living in Pbulwari Sharil, Danapur Cantonment Board and Arrab stations do not get

house rent allowance. When I represented this case to the Divisional Superintendent,
his attitude was airopant. '

I would not refer to a case in Samastipur where a class [V officer was handed over
to the police without any enquiry. When | went to see him, I found him in unconscious
state since he was badly beaten by the Police. Such tendencies of Medical Officers must
be curbed. Thereis a simmering discontentment amongst the railway employees.

Although. we do not subscribe to Gheraws, but I fear that if the present conditions per-
sist, they may have to resort to such a course.

The railway accidents are mounting these days. Whenever an accident occurs, the
lower officials are made a scapegoat and the high ups go scot free.

Bhojpur Shuttle should be extended upto Mokameh as there is constant demand
from the people for extending such a service. Similarly, the Janata Express should be
halted at Gulzarbagh station since no express or mail train ha'ts there. A new railway
line should be constructed from Beharta to rafizanj and another bill should be constructed
from Jabanabad to Bihar Sharif. A third lineis also required from Gaya to Rajgir.

These three lines will go a2 long way in developing that area and it will also add to the
railway revenues,

The railways have to pay a compensation of 8 lakh rupees every year due to pilfe-
rage on the railways, which is carried on with the connivance of railway employees. The
salaries of railway employzes should be increased and the case instituted against some of
them for ho'ding demonstrations in 1690 for increase in pay should be withdrawn. If you
fail to do that, railway employees will have to resort to agitations and gheraos.

Shri Bhola Nath (Alwar) : Fach of ihe former princely States of Rajasthap had
Its own separate railway system. Al thoss States have now been merged but the railway
system has not been developed to meet the chinged circumstances. As a result no industries

can be set up 1hert_: and all the raw material available there is sent toother places. If a
railway net work is provided in that State, several industries can be set up there,

1 had tabled cut motions to demand a board guags railway line connecting Delhi
with Ahmedabad through Rajasthan. Itis unfortunate that thereis only a metre gauge
line between Delhi and Ahmedabad. Alwar is an important tourist centre but the
tourists have 1o facs great inconvenience because there is no over bridge at the level-
crossing in the city. An over bridge should be provided there.

The decrease in railway income on account of goods traffic is due to the lack of
railway facilities through Rajasthan. The deficit can be made up if proper attention is
paid to the developments of transport facilities. All the goods [rom Rajasthan - are trans-
ported through road transport. If railway lie is laid there, the income of railways will
increase substantially.

There is a small railway shuttle service from Rewari to Bandikui. It does not go
upto Jaipur. A board guage line should also be constructed to connot Bharatpur with
Alwar, Railway facilities should be provided in such a way that peopl: from district

headquarters can go to Jaipur and return the same day.

A flag station should be provided at Khatubas near Kund Station on the Phulera-
Rewari line of Western Railway. A level crossing should bz provided near Mahua
village in Alwar district. I hope the suggestion made by me will be accepted at the time

of presentation of next budget.

Shri Shashi Ranjan ( Pupri ): Sir, in the railways effciency and their econ~mic

stability is going down. In this country, agriculture is the biggest industry and railways,
the grealest trade. The condition of both of these is worsening.
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31 g, 1889 () Fgaml A A7 (X@F) Ay

The difficu'ties which the railway w rkers are facing are not less than what the
agriculturist labour is facing. The system of incentives should be introduced in the rail-
ways. It will benefit them economically and will also bring about efficiency. By incentive
I mean bringing about things where for example coal may be consumed less by the railways
for the same journey for which it used to be more previously, there should be lesser
number of accidents and there should be punctuality in running of trains.

There has been no increase in the number of trains in north Bihar but the number
of employees in the railways has increase, ten times during the last ten years : There has
been no increase in the number of trains which run in Chhapra and Darbhanga for all
these years but the fares have been raised considerably. People have to crowd the com-
partments as if they are animals and then something they cannot come out of the compart-
ments even for 14 hours.

There is a factory in an important city in north Bihar viz, Muzaffarpur where
there is a factory too which manufactures wagons. They have not been able to construct
an over bridge there.

We are still using steam engine which consume four times (he coal if compared to
new engines. There is no efficiency either. But they have still not changed them.

In the absence of a bridge over Ganga the people of north and south Bih=r have to
travel by steamers and have to was e sometimes upto six hours extra, About SO thousand
people have to come from one part of Bihar to anotber by means of such steamers. The
steamers too are very old.

Thereisa workshop in Banarss. The employees have told me that production can
be increased four-fold if there is better atmosphere and no provincialism in the factory.
The workshop at Jamelpur is also in a bad condition. Previously the government had

claimed to make it a modern factory, Iwould request them 1o pay more aitention to
north Bihar,

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri ( Hapur ): Delhi is expending fast and so there must be
transport faci ities linking these localities, The same facilities should be provided between
Delhi and its satellinte towns like Ghaziabad, Modi Nagar, Muradnagar, Sonepat, Panipat
etc. as are available to the suburbs of Bombay. I requested the Railway Minister to
extend the shultle service between Delhi and Ghaziabad to Hapur but he has turned down

the request on the ground that there are no halting arrangements at Hapur.

At Ghaziabed railway station so many trains halt in the morning, yet there are no
adequate arrangements of drinking water there. Similarly the number of windows which
issue 111rd class tickets to passengers should also be increased. The Railway Board took
some decisions in this regard but the same have not so far been implemented.

In Meerut Dicstrict there is good production of handioom c'oth but they cannot send
it to Bengal and Bihar where there is a great demand for it due to inadequate railway
?rrangcmems in this regard, They can book the cloth only when there is no demand
or it.

There is a big station between Hapur and Gajraula known as Sambhavli where there
is a sugar mill and a degree col'ege but there is still no bridge on the railway station.

Similarly the people of village Dubai between Ghaziabad and Musadnagar want the
morning trains to stop there.

The railway authorities who want to check ticketless traveliers are not provided with
adequate security to save them for the passengers who sometime attack them when they
are caught while travelling without ticket. This should be done. There should be assistant
guards for 3rd class compartments too as are available for the upper classes.

" More facilities should be provided to Illrd class passengers and thev should not be
made to wait for hours to get trains.

I hope you will provide an over bridge at Aligarh too.

It is good that Railway Board have introduced economy in their own department
itself, I wish they may bring about efficiency there too.

For people of Jamalpur the railway authorities had approved to give aid for a school
for the wards of railway staff but so many years have passed they have not yet imp!emen-
ted the same.

You have started the diesel engines and the electrical engines on certain lines but
you have not yet withdrawn the steam engines fiom therc.

You started a big engineering school at Jamalpur but only the words of high ups are
admitted there and this way the institute is being misused.

It is for the first time that we find the railways running at a loss although it s
always governed a better deal by the government. You should think over it.

Shri George Fernandes (Bombay-South) : The Privilege Committee was oppointed

#0 look into the charges of corruption levelled against Shri Mudgal, Member of consti-

tuer.t Assembly in 1957. The charges were proved and the Member concerned resigned

fr cm his seat in the Assembly. Since then the corruption has not diminished but instead
it is on the increase. Corruption is rampant amongst the public servants.

Recently many charges have been levelled in and out side the House against the
Chief Ministers of various States and also against the Members of this House. It has
been said that two Central Ministers are on the pay roll of Birlas. No proper enquiry
has been held to look into those charges.

The 'questicn of corruption amongst the public servants should be taken up
seriously. It is a matter of regret that the recommendations of the Santhanan Committee

has not been implemented in full.

A rrovision has been made in the code of conduct meant for the Ministers that
the Prime Minister will look into the charges levelled against any of the Central Ministers
and similarly the Chief Minister concerned look into the clbarges levelled against his
Ministers, But who will investigate the charges of corruption levelled against the Chief
Minister of a State ? Charges were levelled almost against all the Chief Ministers of States
but the charges/never ner looked into. I would, therefore, say that such a code of conduct

is useless.

It has been said in the report of the Santhanan Committee that if ten legislatures
or ten Members of parliament may charges against a Chief Minister or Prime Minister
those charges should be looked into. Twenty eight Members of the Mysore Legislative
Assembly made allegations against the Chief Minister but no enquiry has been held

as yet.

The recommendation of the Santhanan Committee in regard to the appointment of
‘National Panel’ to look into the charges corrugtion against the public servants should be
implemented immediately. In fact I would say that all the 1ecommendations of the said
Committee should be implemented charges of corruption made against the public servants

should be looked into properly.

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia (Kannauj): I am surprised to see that on one hand we
talk of Socialism and on the other hand wealth of the Ministers is increasing day by day.
I would, therefore, like to know why a permanent Commission is not appointed to look
into the accumulated wealth of the public servants ? The wealth accumulated by the
publie servants illegally should be confiscated.

Shri S. M. Banerjee (Kanpur) : 1 would like to know whether it is a fact that
the ex-Home Minister has stated that about fifty Members of Lok Sabha are on the pay
roll of the Birlas. Secondly I would also like to know whether the Prime Ministerina
statement has said that a Committee of three Ministers was appointed to look into the
