Structural Fabrication Industry

Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia :

Will the Minister of Industrial Development and Company Affairs be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that according to a survey made by the Indian Engineering
Association, half of the capacity of structural fabrication industry is not being utilized;

(b) whether Government propose tu establish a number of such big factories in the
public sector with foreign collaboration; and

(c) the steps bemg taken in the matter in order to make use of the full capacity of
the private sector ?

The Dupty Minister in the Ministry of Industrial Development and Company Affairs
(Shri Bhanu Prakash Singh) : (a) In August, 1966, the Indian Engineering Association
in their report on the spare capacity in the Structural Fabrication Industry, had stated
that no major orders had been placed on this industry during the preceding year and that
most of the units in the industry were working to 60%, of their capacity. However, accor-
dlﬂs to the Government’s assessi.ent, the spare capacity relates primarily to units fabricat-
ing light structurals, and the capacity available for manufacture of medium and heavy

structurals is relatively better utilised.

(b) Structurals fabrication unit with a capacity of 25,000 tons/anpum for heavy
structurals is being estatlished at Naini, in U. P, as a joint enterprise of the Government
of India and Messrs Voest of Austria. In addition, a Structural Fabrication shop is
being set up with a capacity of approximately 30,500 tonnes per year as an integral part of

the Bokaro Steel Plant, with Soviet essistance.

(¢) All the concerned authoritics responsible for the implementation of approved
projects 1n the Public Sector have been advised to place firm orders for their requirements.
of structurals with the different units in the industry expeditiously. Detailed information
relating to their requirements is collected and passed on to the Panel for Structural Fabri-
cating Industry so as to enable the industry to tender for and undertake the necessary

preparatory work.

The question of export of structurals has also been examined. The Panel for Slruc-
tural Fabricating Industry has been advised to approach the Council to sponsor a team
under its auspices, to conduct a market survey of foreign markets which have not been

studied so far, This is being considered by the Panel.
A Scheme has been evolved by the Joint Plant Committee for re-imbursing the dif-
ference between domestic and international prices of steel and pig iron to fabricators of

engineering goods for export.

A suggestion for the establishment of an Indiar Coasortium which could offer
package deals abroad, and more particularly offer comprehensive consultancy services and

undertake the supply of structurals and equipment, const uct and commission projects in
Asia and Africa oa a turn key basis, is presently under consideration of the Panel.

Shri Rabi Ray : May I know the names of the persoas responsibie for non-utilisa-
tion of the 40 percent capacity in this industry and whether the persons held responsible
for it would be punished ?

The Minister of Industrial Develorment and Company Affairs (Shri Fakhruddin Ali
Ahmed) : As indicated by the Association the units manufacturing heavy, light and
mcdium structurals were working to 60 percent of their capacity. According to our in-
formation 1here is slight recession in the light structural industry and the heavy structural
units have not been much affected. Our Public sector industries are underlying the need
to start manufacturing of heavy and medium structurals within the country. Much needs
to be done. We anticipate sizeable shortage towards the end of the fourth plan and we
have undertaken manufacturing of heavy structurals in the Public Sector just to obviate
import.

Shri Rabi Ray : Does the hon. Minister propose to chalk out a programme for lift
irrigation in the upstream dry lands of the Ganges and the Jamuna by reconditioning the
light structurals ?

Shri F. A. Ahmed : Although the light structural units undertake the maoufacture
of varied items, yet it is such ap industry that cannot be modelled on regional basis or
unitwise, Since most of the items have to be moved to distant places, regional imbulances
are bound to occur. With a view to minimising the effects of recession in the Jight struc-
tural industry we have asked all our public sector undertakings to make a list of their
anticipated requirements and pass on the same for placing indent.

Shri S. M. Joshi : May I know whether there is any idle capacity in the heavy
structurals ?

Shri F. A. Ahmed : The idle capacity is mainly in the light structurals andin the
heavy structurals it is only toa very limited extent. Even so, there is no cause for
anxiety as we have already informed of our requirements to the industry for the Bokaro
Steel Plant.

Shri George Fernandes : The production of the mew print plant which is in the
public sector comes to near about 30,0C0 tonnes per year. [t has been said for near about
seven years that efforts are being made to increase ity production to the extent of 75,000
tonnes. It has also been said that there would have been the production of 75,000 tonnes
of newsprint in the Nepha Milis by July this year. 1 want to know whether the promise of
the Government to produce 75,000 tonnes of newsprint per year at the Nepha Mills would

be fulfilled by the next month.

Shri Dinesh Singh : Yes please. Our promise is resulting into actual practica’. The
work of constructiny the building would begin there in August this year. After that the
machinery has to be installed there. Wc are of the view that some production would also be
startzd by May, 1963. We hope thit th: production of newsprint would start there by the

middleof 1969,

Shri George Feraandes : 1t means that the promise of the Goverament to produce
75,000 tonnes of newsprint by July this year is out of question and the Government has

become a total failure in that regard.

Government promised that during the Third Five Year Plan the production of the
newsprint would be raised from 30,000 tonnes to 1,50,000 tonnes, but it is-still 30.000
toones. it has been said that they are prepared to help the persons working in pri:rate
sector, But the hon. Minister knows that out of the licences given to the persons in-private
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.sector, none has utilised these licences. It is, therefore, clear that thls work of newsPrlrlt
is not possible in private sector.

Government spent foreign currency amounting to rupees ten crores every year on
newsprint. Will it not try to save this foreign currency immediately by bringing the produc-
-tion of newsprint completely under public sector. .

Shri Dinesh Singh : I have replied it is the very beginning.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : There are embassies of several countrieshere. They import
.newsprint for pcnodlcals from foreign and because they import moye then their requlrem-
ents, the remaining newsprint is being sold in black in the open market, 1 want to ktow
whether the Government is aware of the quantities of the néwsprints these embassies
import for their own use during an year ? whether the Government have the control
regarding its use, - the quantity sold in -black. -market ,and what happened. to that

money etc ?

Shri Dinesh Singh : We have no information that the newsprint.has been sold. in
black by the embassies. If the hon. member will give some information in this regard
whether inside the House or .outside the Housc, an investigation in this matter would

be made,

Shri R. S. Vidyarthi : Since when the cycle tyres and tubes have been brought
under the purview of the Essential Commodities Act and how many cases of this type have
been registered ?

Shri F. A. Ahmed : There is no shortage of tyres and tubes on an average. But
people prefer to purchase the tyres and tubes manufactured by M/s. Dunlop India Ltd.,
which produces only about 50 percent and this quantum is not sufficient for ail. From
this point of view there is a shortage. Now ten percent of the production is given to the
cooperative societies for making them available to genuine consumers. Moreover Delhi
Administration have decided (o make tyres and tubes available on the basis of cycle and
¢ycle-riksha licences.

' Shri. R. S. Vidyarthi : May I know whether it is a fact that the tyres and tubes
supplied by the manufactures to Delhi wholesale dealers or cooperative societies, are being
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sent to U. P. or Madhya Pradesh; if so, the steps taken by the Government in the
matter.

Shri F. A, Ahmed : Itis wrong presumption. Such a complaint was received by
the Government in 1966 and a meeting of cycle dealers was called, in which it was made
clearlthat all the tyres and tubes supplied to them should be made available to Delhi
people.

Shri Ram Charan : The riksha-pullers in U.P, are experiencing the acute shortage
of tyres and tubes and they have to purchase them at exorbitant prices of Rs. 30/- each.
Wil| the Government see into it ?
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Shri F.- A. Ahmed : In respect of U. P. I have got no information. I will seck the
required information from the State and place it on the Table.

Shri A. G. Sahgal : Is it a fact that the production of the tyres and tubes is less
than the demand for them in the market ? Will the Government now try to increase
10 percent of the production for commercial supplies ?

Shri F. A. Ahmed : [t is wrong to say that the production is less than the demand.
In 1961, 110 lakhs tyres were produced and now their number is 190 lakhs. In 1965-66
four lakhs 46 thousand tyres were exported. The difficulty is this that people want a
particular brand of tyres. We will consider the suggestion for increase in 10 percent.

(a) In the Programmes of Development and Investments proposed to the Planning
Commission for the Fourth Five Year Plan, it had been suggested by the Industry Minis-
try that a project for the manufacture of 50,000 passenger cars per annum, includiog light
duty vehicles, be included in the public sector, with a total investment of Rs. 350 million
But it has not however been included in the Draft Qutline so far.

(b) and (c) : Final decision as to whether the proposed project, when it is imple-
mented, would be set up in the public sector or the private sector has not yet been taken.
Goverment would, however, prefer the project to be taken up in the public sector in view
of the large investment involved, if the resources needed for the project could be found.

(d) It is estimated that the investment on the establishment ofa factory for an
annual capacity of 50,000 cars would be of the order of Rs. 35 croresto Rs. 40 crores,
with a foreign exchange content of about Rs. 15 crores. Exploratory talks have taken
place with some parties, both Indian and foreign, who have offered to manufacture a low
cost car in the private sector or in the public sector. Every party that has made an offer
has been requested to furnish sufficient details of the offer to enable Government to exa-
mine its economic feasibility. On receipt of these details, all the schemes will be duly ex-
amined before taking a final decision in the matter.

The production of Tata Mercedez Benz and
Leyland Commercial vehicles as also of Fiat and Standard Herald cars has, in fact, shown
an increase during the same period as compared to the production during the correse-
ponding period last year. '

The fall in production of commercial venicles is due to slackness in the demand
for these types of vehicles. Till the demand puts up, there is little scope to increase
production.

(¢) In Decembcr,l%é M/s.Hindustan Motors Ltd.,Culcutta had asked for allocation
of foreign.exchange to the extent of Rs. 908 lacs for one year so as to enable them to step
up their production to the level of 30,000 cars per annum. '

(d) Io January, 1967 M/s. Premier Automobiles Ltd., Bombay had submitted a
proposal for effecting: substantial expansion of their capacity for the production of Fiat cars
to 30,000 Nos. per annum.

Shri P. G. Sen (Purnea);: Bihar is passing through famine and scarcity conditions
and is facing a grave crisis. 'The Jute Traders and Jute mills in the State have created an
artificial scarcity of jute and with a view to meet this so called shortage of raw jute. This
is being imported in huge quantities, by the jute mills whereas the bare fact is that several
lakh maunds of raw jute is lying in stock with the merchants and cultivators in Bibar and
due to lack of purchasers, the price of raw jute has considerably gone down., I would like
to quote a few sentences from the statemsent issued by the Executive Committee of Bibar
Jute Growers and Traders’ Association at a meeting held in the second week of April
regarding import of raw jute from Thailand ;-

““The Members of the Executive Committee of Bihar Jute Growers’ and Traders’
Association at a meeting on 9th April, 1967 held at Gulabbag expressed great concern
over Governments liberal permission to the jute mills for import of raw jute from Thailand
which has very badly affected the ec.. nomy of the cultivators. Members cited that nearly
4-5 years back, Assam bottom raw jute was sold at Rs. 4-5 per maund higher than the
Jjunglee bottom jute of Bihar, but since two years due to beavy imports of raw jute from
Thailand by the mills, the Bihar junglee jute is being sold at Rs. 15 per maund lesser than
the Assam jute. It should be noted that the major portion of Bihar raw jute is of junglee
quality. It is estimated that over 20 lakh maunds of raw jute is still lying in stock with
the merchants and cultivators in Bihar to-day. Due to lack of purchasers, the price of
junglee raw jute has gonc down to Rs. 20 to Rs. 25 per maund effecting the cultivators
very seriously. It is surprising that while cnough raw jute is available in the country, the
mill owners are importing Thailand jute and are intended to consume the foreign jute only
to compel the cultivators to bring the prices of Bihar raw jute even lesser.

The Union Government is adding fuel to the fire by granting the mills subsidy of
Rs. 9 per maund approximately on the imported raw jute.”

So the raw jute is graded as junglee raw jute thare. The retired Chairman of the
Indian Jute Mills Association is still of the view that there is still a shortage of jute in the
State and there is need to import raw jute from Thailand. We had to spend foreign
exchange to the tune of Rs. 3.70 crores on 1.35 miilion bales of jute fibre imported from
Thailand, The traders buy raw jute as a group to deprive the culitivators of remunerative
prices, Since the jute grower is not getting any incentive in terms of price, he is not taking
any interest in augmenting his produce. On the other hand, the rising prices of rice are
attracting him towards paddy cultivation. If the present trend continues, our dream to
achieve sclf sufficiency in jute canpot bc maierialised. On the contrary, when-ever a
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demand for the grant of an increase in the price of raw jute is put forth, it is stated by the
Indian jute Mills Association that jute mills are not in a position to afford any rise in the
price as they are passing through a financial crisis and are finding difficulty in obtaining
finance ever for day to day working. The Association approached the Government for
reduction in import duty and the Government have sanctioned some money for improve-
ment in colouring and bleaching. It says :—

“We have now received permission from Government to set up our fibre conversion
and product development project which will give us 6.4 million.”

Frankly speaking, the jute mill and jute traders are making fat profits while the
actual grower is being denied or deprived of even the reasonable price for his produce.

Sbri P. G. Sen(Purnea) - Mr, Deputy Speaker, Sir there is a Government publi-
cation about jute which say something about the jute of Thailand. Their requirement is
for 20-lakh bales, but the Government says that there is plenty of demand.

It is stated in that, that the raw jute cultivators have thus been denied the benefit of
world prices of jute goods.

The money earned from jute mills is spent on steel. On the one hand they say that
they do not have money but on the other hand they are spending money on other items.

The Thailand jute is being imported in an unwise manner. Our jute is not of
inferior quality. If you want to improve upon that quality you will have to provide aid
for that. Our cultivators do not get much profit. They cannot even earn the money
which they spend in weeding out the grass from their fields.

On the other hand the profit of mill owners is increasing day by day. The picture
put before you by the mill owners it not correct.

The jute commissioner says that the mills have been asked not to buy raw jute as a
group, They should buy jute weekly. Butthe mill owners do not follow this advice.
The mill owne:s have formed an association but the cultivators have not done so and as

such are put to loss.

Shri Shri Chand Goel (Chandigarh) : Mr. Speaker I move my resolution which
seeks that Dalai Lama should be recognised as the head of the Emigre Govemment ol‘
Tibet and all facilities and help be extended Lo him by the Governmeat of India to llbcrate
Tibet from the colonial rule of Communist China.

Tibet was a great country of the world and was connected with India in all the Fields
whether it was the cultural field or the religious field.

History says that when Tartars invaded Tibet, the latter sought and got the help of
Chinese king of that time and thus faced the Tartars. Since then there used to be an agent
of China at Lhasa. But in 1911 when the Manchu dynasty was abolished in China due to
a revolution there the Tibetans revoked the old agreement of having agent at Lhasa. Even
in the Simla convention of 1913-14 Tibet participated as an independent country along
with India and China. Later on the Chinese Goveroment withdrew recognition to their
representative who participated in the Simla convention, In this way the Chinese have lost
even the smali claim if any, about their any central over Tibet.

Now conditions in China have changed.

Tibet was a buflc r state between China and India. We had cultural contacts with
China but these were - at an end to when the communist regime came to power in China.

The area of China was only 10 Lakh sq. miles when they constructed a wall but

" during the last 1500 years they have increased it to 26 Lakh sq. miles. After annexation of

Tibet they have 8 Lakh sq. milets move to it. In this way China is three times bigger than

Tadia now in area, China has a tendeacy to expand.Now they have their eyes on India
Nepal, Sikkim, Bhutan and similarly the countries of West Asia.

Our ambassador to China at that time was Sardar Pannikar but he failed in his duty
to bring all these facts to the notice of the Government of India. He kept India in the dark
about China’s intentions. When Peking radio announced to on 24th October 1950 about
liberation army in Tibet, they in fact had already annexed Tibet. We should have sided
with Tibet at that time. [t was necessary to have Tibet as a buffer State between India
and China. When the 2500th anniversary of Mahatma Budha was being celebrated the
Lamas of Tibet came here and informed Nehru about developments there but the latter
sent them back after consoling themn that he would write to the Communist Government
pot to interfere in the internal affairs of Tibet. We even encouraged the
slogan “Hindi Chini Bhai Bhai’ and signed the Pachsheel Treaty. The Government
never informed the people of India about the real intentions of China.

Shri George Fernandes ( Bombay-South ) : Mr. Speaker, no one can deny the fact
that it is ultimately due to the weak policy adopted by us towards Tibet during these last
15 or /0 years that China had become a major threat to our securi.y and existence. Had
we adopted a tough policy, we would not have found ourselves in the tight corner in
which we are finding ourselves to-day. The weak policy adopted by us had not merely
done enormous harm to us alone, but it had also distorted India’s image in our neighbou-
ring countries like Nepal, Sikkim ar.d Bhutan. Our position in these countries has degra-
ded so much that they are going away from us Even the small state of Sikkim, which was
hitherto considered as a part of India, is trying now to declare herself an independent
nation. I think it is all due to our weak policy towards Tibet.

Now we should not waste time in discussing the mistakes done by us in regard to
Tibet, but we should take an earliest a:tion to r ctify them. We should recognise Tibet as
an independent State and in doing so there should be no fear in our mind that ‘f we give
recognition to Tibet, we would be termed as agents of capitalists or imperialists. I would
like to point out that even Russia’s attitude towards China has completely changed. She
has now declared that China is following an expansionists policy. While commenting on
the explosion of Atom bomb by China, the Russian spokesman has said ““The feudal rulers
of China are now on a expansionist spree.’’ So we should have no apprehension in our mind
‘hat if we recognise Tibet, it will be alleged that we are agents of capitalists or imperia-
lists. Moreover it is no secret that the relations between China and Russia have deteriora-
ted toa very large extent. China had committed more border violations or Russia’s
territory than she had committed territory. There are vast differences between Russia
and China on the questions of Quter Mangolia, Siberia and Kazakistan. So while revie-
wing our policy towards China and Tibet, we should consult Russia and then spell out a
policy correcting our past mistakes.

ibet has been an independent country since time immemorial. She has irore close cul-
tural, historical, geograpbical, religious and linguistic connections with Indias’ than China,
So it is our duty and we should not leave any stone unturne. for getting her independence.
o far we have been adopting a wrong policy towards Dalai Lama. We have not allowed
him to propagate his case from India. We must give him every help which is possible
within the frame work of democracy to get his country freed from the domain of China.
Secondly we should give employment to those Tibetan refugees, who had come here. But
inspite of the fact that we should give them employment. We must side by side inculcate
in them 2n ambition that ultimately they have to go back to their country and regain their
independence.

The question of Tibet is not our internal ques:ion. It is an international problem
and we must recognise it as an international problem. We must take up this question in
the United Nation. Our attitude towards this question should not be of a sl eping part-
ger’s attitude, but we must support Tibet’s cause actively.

Lastly I would like to make a r1efereoce have that some years back certain indica-
tions were given by Edgont Snow, who is considered to be the greatest friend of China.
about the possibilty of a border settlement with China. The matter was raised here in
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this House by Dr. Ram Manohar L« hia. But [ think no serious attempt has been made
so far by Government for exploring the aven ics of a settlement. I am raising this point
only for information and would like to know whether any action has been taken in this
regard or not.
