Shri S. M. Joshi (Poona) : Saveral defence establishments sprang up between
Poona ana Lonavala Jurng the Second World War and after that a number of other
industrics were also established but the present railway lines are insufficient to cope with
the traffic on that Section. 1t is, therefore, necessary to lay two more lines there. I do

not insist on the lines being set up forthwith but I would request that the grievances of
that area should be gone inlo.

The number of industries has increased very much and due to over-congestion in big
towns, the labourers have to come for work (rom long distances. Itis the duty of the
railway. to provide proper tacilities to them. There are certain anomaties which ought
10 be removed for example the season-ticket fare between Poona and Lonavala is Rs. 26.8
while the distance between these two stations is 64 kilometres while the season ticket
between Bombay and Karjat, which is a distance of 100 kilometres is only Rupees 18.70.
It is necessary to revise the fieight structure and to give transport facilities to labourers if

we want to encourage the dispersal of industries. This will also help solve the housing
problem.

There is a scarcity cf loodgrains in the country and the foodgrains have to be
transported from ome place to avother, particulary from the ports to the other cities.

Arrange meats should be made to carry the foodgrains in covered wagons only so that no
-damage is caused by therains.

There is a jun tion called Dhond between Poona and Sholapur. There are no water
facilities aL that station. Arrangements for drinking water should be made there.

People have some doubts in the matter of departmental enquiry being condute _ in

the railway accident between Kuppam and Bangaiore. A judicial enquiry should be held
in this matter,

Shri A. S. Saigal (Bilaspur) : The Ministry should make a proper assessment of
expenditure at the time of preparing the budget. It is possible that new works such as
elecirification, need more expenditure. But at the time of providing for such
contingencies in the budget, care should be taken to see that there is no occassion for the
-Public Accounts Committee to make any adverse remarks against the Miliislry.

Inspite of Railway Protection force being there on the railways, the cases of theft
.on the railways have been very common. The force should be tightened upto see that no
case of theft takes place. Apart from that, the railway department should obtain the O
to shoot on the spo« the person who is found breaking a wagon. That will certainty
reduce the number of such cases.

The doubling of Anooppur-Katni section is welcome. It will be good if necessary
steps to provide double line betweeen Bilaspur and Khipsari and between Pindra Road

and Anooppur on Bilaspur-Katni section are also taken. There should be a direct line
- between Delhi and Katni.

The catering arrangement at Allahabad is very poor. Passengers, Speciailjr third
class passengers are either nol served with food or they do not get what they want, The

“government should take steps to improve the catering arrangements at that station, With
" these words, I support the demand.

Shri Onkar Lal Berwa (Kotab) : The demand for a railway line between Kotah
_and Chittor sbould be considered. The line has not been built so fatalthough survey

bad been made and foundation stone laid, This line passes through quarries from which
the stones are sent to the distants places in the country, If this line had been constructed,
the expenses thereon would bave been made up by its income within a couple of years.

The Kotah-Buran line should touch Shahabad also. It is an Adivasi region and ’is
adjacent to Chambal area which is infested with dacoits. A railway line there will help in

cradicating the dacoit menace there.

The behaviour of high officials with the staff is not proper. It results in a lot of
inconvenience both the passengers and the railway employees. It is particularly so at
Kotah riilway station. The Divisional Superintendent of Kotah is responsible for all that.
fans have been removed from the running rooms and huts of Harijan employees have
been demolished at his instance. On account of his treatment and actions the'e is too
much resentment amongst the staff. He must be removed from tbere, otherwisé a situation

like that of the Southern Railway may develop there also.

There is no special quota for Members of Parliament in the De luxe Express that
runs between Delhi and Bombay. Those Members who like to go from Delhi to Bombay
should be able to travel by this train. Steps to make this facility available to them should

be taken.
The running staff of Western Railway coming to Delhi has no separate place for

rest at Delhi station. If there isany bed available in the room meant for the staff of
central Railway only then lhe staﬂ' of Western Railway can make use of it. It should be

required’ into.

The Controller of Central Railway at Mathura gives priority to Central Railway
trains over those of Western Railway, as consequence of which the Western Railway
traing are generally late, The Government sk ould take steps in that regard.

Shri S. M. Baperjee (Kanpur) : The hon. Minister has not replied to all the points
raised during the discussion. In this connection I would like to mention that general law
and order and Pelice are the State subjects and to make Jaw in the Parliament in regard
to these two subjects is a violation of thé rights of the State so the Police Force ( Restrice

tions of Rights ) Act passed by the Parliament is in cuntravention of the spirit of the
Constitution.

It has also not been told as to when the recommendations of the Khosla Committes
will be implemented. 1 would like to request the hon. Minister to implement the recom-
mendations of the Khosla Committee in toto and release the arrested persons.

I agree that discipline is absolutely necessary in the Police, but alongwith that we
should provide them such forum to ventilate the grievances.

**SCARCITY OF SUGARCANE

Shri Prakash Vir Shastei (Hapur) :  Sir this subject has been discussed many a tims
but unfortunately no satisfactory solution has been found. The production of sugir of our
country in 1965-65 was about 32 lakh tons and it was thought that country would be self
sufficient so far sugar is concerned. Some sugar was exported and about 15 crores of

rupets of foreign exchange were earned. The production declined 1966-67 to 21 lakh tons.
It was due to Government’s wrong policy.

Our country is not able to meet its own requirement. The production of sugarcane
in U, P, is going down due to faulty policy of Government. The area under cultivation
of sugarcane has been reduced, It is because Government has not fixed remunerative
piices of sugarcane. It will result in loss of revenues to Government The sugar factories
will have to be closed down. Thousaods of labourers will be thrown out of employment,
The country will have to face acute shortage of sugar and we will loose our foreign markets.
Further the malpractices like black market will get encouragement.

I give three suggestions in this regard. First is that the price of sugar cane should
be fixed by the growers and Government should not interfere in this matter, The sugar
should be decoatrolled immediately. In case Government wants to fix prices, it should see

that there should not be any difference between the rates of sugar cane supplied for
Khandsari, sugar and Gur.

I do not agree with those friends who say that decontrol of sugar will result in shoo-
ting up of price of sugar. But at present the black marketears are thriving. If control is
removed such malpractices will automatically end.

Almost all the sugarcane growing states have asked the Central Government to raise
the price of sugar cane, but nothing has been done in this matter. The price of sugarcane
has not been increased proportionately during the last 20 years with the increase of prices
of other commodities. The suparcane growers have been discriminated against in this
matter. The cost of irrigation has gone up. The land revenue has been increased, The
manure is costlier now. then before. In these circumstances the farmer is not being shown
any sympathy.

{ suggest that Government should follow the practice that is in vogue in Mexico,
where the interests of farmers are looked after and farmers are paid keeping in view the
prices of sugar. The sugarcane grower should be given some sugar also. Government
should see to this also.
