No imports of barley and maize seeds were made during this period. The above
seeds were distributed to State Governments, National Seeds Corporations ,etc., for further
multiplication. Seed thus obtained was distribuied to the farmers through the State
Governments for cultivation.

The Minister of State in the "Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Development
Ccoperation (Shri Annasahib Shinde) (a): Itis estimated that about 32,000 tonnos of
booemealis aponually produced inIndia asa by-product, by the bone-crushing mills.
Crushed bones are mostly exported outside the country. Bonemeal, except for insignificant
exports, is used as @ mapure within the countey. Statistics regarding production of horn-
meal and hoofmeal are not available.

(b) and (c) : Bonemeal was a controlled commodity in the Export Control Order.
1962 and its export was licensed on production of *‘No Objection” certificate from the
State concerned. Although a ceiling of 10,000 tonnes of bonemeal was fixed for export
during 1963 and again in 1964, no exports thereof took place. 90 tcnpes were exported
during 1965 and 724 tonnes during nine months of the year 1966.
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It is therefore not correct to say that a major portion of fertiliser prepared from
bones is exported.

Superphosphate is not imported from abroad. Rock-phosphate is however imported
and utilised as a raw malerial in the indigenous manufacture of superphosphate,

Shrl Madhu Limaye : A Calling Attention Notice in this connection was admitted
by the Chair on 31st May. Just then I reised the question of privilege. It is no more a
matter pertaining to Calling Attention Notice or an internal affair of the Congress Party.
After the statement of the Prime Minister, this matter will be before the House. At that
time, the Speaker ruled that there isa procedure with regard to such matters. The
procedure adopted in Mudgal case, which came before the Dominion Parliament, would
also be adopted in this case. In his ruling the Speaker said :

“Any one who has reasonable belicf that a Member of Parliament has acted in a
manner which, in bis opinion, is inconsistent with the dignity of the House or the standard
expected of a Member of Parliament may inform the Leader of ths House (Prime Minister)
or the Speaker about it....He should be careful in sifting and arranging facts because, if
the allegations are proved to be frivolous, worthless or based on personal jealousy or
animosity, directly or indirectly, he will himself be liable to a charge of the breach of
privilege of the House. Therefore, it is of the utmost importance that allegations are
based on solid, tested and checked facts,"

Thereafter he narrated the procedure. The procedure is as follows :

“When information regarding the alleged misconduct on the pert of a Member of
Parliament is received, the usual practice is that the Prime Minister examines the whole
evidence and if he is satisfied that the matter should be proceeded with, he should give a
full and fair opportunity to the Member to state his own version of the case, to disprove
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the allegations against him and to place bofore the Prime Minister such information as
may assist him to come to a conclusion. After the Member’s explanation, oral or written,
is received by the Prime Minister, he sifts the evidence critically....”

The case, thereafter, goes before the Speaker. It is then decided whether a prima
facie case has been made out. The statement the Prime Minister is going to make is totally..
against this procedure. She gave a statement in this connection in Rajya Sabha. I know
that the Rajya Sabha proceedings cannot be referred to here but our rules provide that in the
case of a question of privilege, it can be done af er informing the Speaker. I have informed
bim. I am proceeding under the rules.

Sbri D.N. Tiwary (Gopalganj) : The Railway Board isthe highest administrative
authority, policy making body and highest executive body of the Railways. One begins 10

think whether there is eny use -of a Railway Minister in addition to the Railway Board.
The meémbers of the Board behave as if they are omnipotent. The Minister of Railways
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appears to be helpless in the face of the Railway Board, The Members c:f the Board do
not accept the constructive and valuable suggestions of the Members of Parlisament.

The General Managers and authorities of different railways make their own inter-
pretation of the circulars issued by the Railway Board, The circulers are implemented or
not implemented according to the whims of the authorities. Certain instructions were issued
in some circulars but it is very unfortupale that those instructions have not heen complied
with. Vide Circular No. E/11/265/15/15.4.67 instructions were issued that the suspension of
employees should not be made for more than four months, But I have got cases in which
such suspension has been going on for yeara. Such a state: of affairs should not ke allowed
to continue, This tells upon the efficiency of the railways since dissatisfaction amongst
the employees results in the inefficiency of the railways. The Railway Board should be
in a position to get its circulars implemented..

The railway employees are sent on deputstion for a period of three to four years in
the vigilance Department, After the period of deputatiop is over, they have to come back
under those very officers, against whom they have to submit reports. Asa result, they
cannot dare to take action against their former officers. The vigilance Department should
have separate establishment.

Saloons and Air-conditioned trains should be done away Wwith. More accommoda-
ticn can_be provided by taking such a step. A poor country like ours cannot afford such
a luxury.

The rules regarding age of retirement are not applied universally. Extensions are
given on the whims of officers.

The Members of the Railway Board do not -are to know about the condition of
railwey-lines. The railway lines are not looked after properly. That causes accidents.
Steps should be taken for a proper checking- of railway lines: The lines have bzcome
outdated and their inspection and supervision has become a necessity,

It is a curigus thing that trains get late even.at the starting station. It means that
there is 0o body to see that the trains leave in time. Such things should not be altowed
to happen.

The Railway Service Commission for Eastern Railway and South Fastern Railway
shall be Jocated at Patna. This will help in securing employment to the people belonging
to the State of Bibhar on the Railways and justice will be done to them. A quota for
them should be fixed in the matter of railway services.

I have written to the Railway Minister with regard to a case in which a candidate
was declared successful in a written test and interview and he was given a letter of appoint-
ment but when he went to the place where he was asked to repoyt, he was not given the job.
I hope the bon. Minister will look into this matter. '

Shri Brij Bhushan Lal ( Bareilly ) : The Railway Budget used to be a surplus budget
and the railways used to be a good source of income for the Central Government. But the
income of the railway is dwindling day by day and no attempts are being made to check
the loss to railway income. The railways are particularly suffering on account of goods
traffic. People donot want to avail of the railway goods services because of the late
arrival of guods, damage and loss due to careless hanaling of goods, 1he railway have
als0 tO puy Uswages 1o the ¢venc of gouds having been lost in traosit. This loss to the
railway acefuyes oue 1o thne careless- ness of its employees.  bteps should be taken :o check
it. Gouds ¢arried by tne raliways he oa the platiorms fuor a number of days. This results
in damage to he goods and causes loss to the railways. Such goods should be ordered to
~+ semoved from tne railway platforms wichin twelve hours of unloading.

The rallways have also to compete with road transport in the matter of passenger
wraffic. INo lacilities bave been proviaed to passengers inspite of the incressed fare. That
is why, peupie prefer to travel by buses and it results in loss ol income to the railways,
Attention should be paid 10 this matter.

A lew trains reach the destination before the time mentioned in the Time Table.
The railways have, therefore, to pay more allowances to the ewmployees uanecessarly. It
appears, the railway admiaistration is no iaware of actual timiogs of trains.
