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Shri Beni Shanker Sharma : Hon. Minister has told just now that so far as the work
of Audit Department is conceroed, it only audits the revenue. But he should know that
the officers working in that Department have been given some judicial discretion by law.
Accordingly, wheo they work, the Audit Department people ask them whey they have
shown so small a profit in a particular case, and why not so much ? Whether this type of

criticism is within their powers ?

Shri K. C. Pant : It is for audit to judge wherher law and the Rules are correct or

- not and whether they have been correctly followed or not and they have to see that they

have to make some invesfigations in certain cases. But thisis not their aim. Their aim
is to see'that the laws and the rules are being followed.

Shri Beni Shanker Sharma : In many cases the officers of the Income-Tax Department
have been seen arguing to the extent that why had they acted according to the judgment
of that court and why had they not acted according to the judgment of the High Court ?
May I konow what would be Govt’s reaction in such cases 7 It is the duty of the Commiss-
ioner or Assistant Commissioners or at the most of the Central Board of Revenue to ask
these questions and not of the Audit Department. Are they not taking the powers of the
Supreme Court in their hands by acting that way ? I want to know how far it is correct

for the Audit Department ?

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance (Shri Murarji Desai) : H.n. .4ember
thinks that there should not be any audit. Audit mean to see whether the work done has
been done accarding to law or according to discreation or in order to harass some body or
due to some other reasons. The audit checks it and if any reply is asked for, the Inoome-
Tax Officer can give the reply direct. There is no dispute in it.

Shri Hardayal Devgun : TIs it a fact that due to excess of black money the Govern-
ment is not getting the income tax which it ought to get. Income Tax Department
Officers are mainly responsible for that. 1 want to know whether the Government would
consider to make the audit more stnct in order to stop the actmucs of these corrupt
business men aud corrupt officers.

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Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : [ want to know whether the audit has brought some eases
of under and over assessment ? If so, the amount of increase in the revenue and broadly
which are those items which were not in the notice of the Income Tax Department and
have been brought to their notice by the audit ?

Shri K.C. Pant ;: There were 10560 cases of under assessment in 1965, 9141 in 1966
and 9880 in 1967 and the cases of over-asscssment were 1283 in 1965, 1408 in 1966 and
2014 in 1967. The total amount of under assessment in 1965 was 4 crores and 39 lakbs,
in 1960 eight crores and 64 lakhs and in 1967 it was 7 crores and 41 lakhs. I have not
got the statistics of the amount recovered out of it.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : No reply has been given to the second part of my question,
in which I had asked the names of the items that were not in the knowledge of the Income
Tax Department but were brought into their notice by Audit.

Shri Madhe Limaye : Hon, Minister has mentioned in his reply that he could not
tell whether the report of the Christian Science Monitor is correct or not. But some
American firms have shown interest in it. I want to know whether this interest has been
shown at present after the declaration of the fertilizer policy or they had been taking
interest before and what is its result ? Whether it is a fact that they are thinking that if
more pressure is put on this Government it would yield and they would have to give some
new concessions ?

The Minister of Planning, Petroleum and Chemicals and Social Welfare (Shri Ashok
Mehta) : After a Japse of one year when a question to extend this period for few months
was raised in this House, it was told at that time that they had been conducting discu-
ssions with some companies in this regard.

At that time I mentioned the names of seven or eight companies. We are still
discussing with them. Many of them have taken out letters or indents and we hope that
many of them would be able to take out industrial licences out of them, We hope that some
new persons would come. Correspondence is still going on and no solid proposals have
been received by us. If we receive, we would be prepared to consider them. As it has
already been told in the reply that after taking into consideration the steps taken, we hope
that we would be able to produce the Nitrogenous fertilizers to the capacity of 28 lakh
tonnes. No new concessions have been demanded so far, therefore, the question to sanc-
tion them does not arise.

Shri Madhu Limaye : Mr. Speaker, whether the Minister is aware that as a result of
defects in the foundation and the plant of the fertilizer factory, established at Bombay it
would not be possible to get the full production and the complaints of the same nature have
been received from Always factory in Kerala. If so, whether investigation has been

made by the Minister in this regard and whether the persons concerned have been
punished ?

Shri Asoka Mehta : So far as the question of the factory in Kerla is concerned, there
is a trouble of different nature. Those troubles are not connected with plants. As far as
the factory established at Trombay is concerned, it is true that there are certain defects in
it and we are discussing about these defects with the plant suppliers. They have tried to
remove those defects for more than once, We hope that in the near future a decision
would be taken either on this side or on that side. We feel that it would be necessary to
make changes in the process established there.

Sbri Madhu Limaye : My question has been partially answered.] asked whether
any action has been taken against the persons responsible for supplying this plant or
laying defective foundation ? If they are contractors, whether any action has been taken
against them ?

Shri Asoka Mehta : I have already told that the persons who supplied this equip~
ment have come to us for more than once. But no final decision has been taken whether
these defects may or may not be removed. We think that these defects are inherent where
as the contractors and the equipment suppliers are of the opinion that itis due .to some
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defects or maintenance or some other defects, Unless it has been decided, the question to
take any action in this regard does not arise.

Shri Madhu Limaye : ] am asking about the officers. T did not ask about the
foreign suppliers.

Shri Asoka Mehta : Unless it has been decided how can I say that certain person
is responsible and action should be taken against him.

Sbri Madhu Limaye : So many years have lapsed and Government money is being
wasted.

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Shri George Fernandes : Hon. Minister has told in reply to the main question that
the work for expanding the factories in the private and public seclor is going on. Whether
he would tell in detail that some representatives of the co-operative fertilizer factory of
America had come here in April, to hold discussions with the Government and what has
been the result of this discussion, and the nature of discussion at present going on with
those representatives who have come to Delhi or India, and how much capital would be
invested under this plan to establish fertilizer plants and what would be its capacity ?

Shri Asoka Mehta : Some people came from Co-operative Leauge. They discussed
with the people and the Government of India.

Sbri Sita Ram Kesri : Whether the Minister will state that we can or cannot estab-
lish the fertilizer factory within our foreign exchange limit, the production of the present
fertilizer factory and whether we could make the same production from our own

faotory 17

Shri Ashok Mehta : I have just stated that their present capacity is 5.85 lakh tons
and 90 percent of this capacity is in the Public Sector. We hope to increase it to 28 takh
tons and more than 15 lakhs tons out of it will be in the Public Sector. At present
scveral plants are functioning in the Public Sector. Some are under construction and we
bave also undertaken four new projects.

Shri Maharaj Siogh Bharati : 28 lakh tons of fertilizers will not be sufficient to
meet the full requirement of ours agriculturists. Moreover, too much electricity is con-
sumed in running the fertilizer plants. We have already shortage of electricity. We
require 5 times more fertilizers than the target fixed for it, We have also shortage of raw
material used for the production of fertilizers. Keeping in view these facts, how Govern-
ment propose to set up these new plants ? )

Shri Ashoka Mehta : So far the production is concerned we receive directions
from the Ministry of Food and Agriculture and the Plapning Commission, Both of them
have stated that it is necessary to produce 24 lakh tons of Nitrogenous fertilizers and 10
lakh§ tons .of Phosphatic fertilizers in the country by the end of the Fourth Five Year Plan
and in their opinion this quantity is sufficient to meet the requirements of the country.
So far as the consumption of electricity is concerned, we are not following the old process
now. There is a proposal to produce fertilizers by this propasal in Mysore which has
§uﬁic1ent quantity of electricity. This proposal is being examined. We will have to
import Neptha for a few years to meet the shortage of because we cannot increase the
capacity of all the refineries to produce more Neptha.

Sbri K. C. Pant : First of all, I would like to make it clear that the reply given by
the Home Minister pertained to the list furnished by the Nizam in 1950 after the
agreement. 1 do not know the contents of the list.

Shri Madhu Limaye : Sir, unless the value of the movable and immovable property
assessed on the basis of the list furnished by the Nizam in 1950 is disclosed, part (b) of
the main question cannot be replied to and the hon. Minister is evading the reply.

Shri K. C. Pant : The Government have that list with them. Trust in the
Goveroment .

Shri Madhu Limaye: We want information and that you cannot conceal now.

Shri K. C. Pant : There is no question of concealing.

Shri Madhu Limaye : Sir, when will you give your ruling ? Every day we have a
procedural wrangle. During the Third Lok Sabha also, 1 raised this question and the
hon.

(b) whether Government have formulated any definite scheme to avoid ‘the
shortage of water in the Bhakra reservoir; :

(c¢) if so, the broad details therzof; and

(d) the action Government propose to take to avoid any power crisis in future ?

“The Minisier of Irrigation and Power (Dr. K. 1. R4o) :(a) There is no appre-
hension of a power crisis in Delhi now. However, there was an apprehension for about
a-week in the beginning of this month.

(b) and (c) Shortage of water cannot be avoided if the inflow into Sutiej reduces
considerably; but due to the steps indicated in (d), a power crisis can be avoided,

(d) The first of the three 62.5 MW sets which are being installed in Indraprastha
Power Station Extension Project, Delhi, is likely to be. put into comme;cial.ope;_atipn
during the first week of July, 1967. The other two sets are expected to be commissioned
at intervals of 3 to ¢ months there after. In order to meet further load demands, a power
station at Badarpur ncar Delhi with an installed capacity of 300 MW has been sanctioned.
With this, and the power development schemes to be taken up in the Fourth Planin the
States adjoining Delhi, the power supply will he adequate,

Heart and Blood Pressure Diseases in the Country

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Works, Housing and supply ( Shri Iqbal
Singh) : (a) and (b) Yes. The Delhi Development Authority have prepared a draft
zonal development plan of the area and have publithed a notice on the 27th May, 1967
for inviting objections/suggestions to the draft plan as provided in the Delhi Development
Act, 1957, The last date f. r filing objections/suggestions is 26:h June, 1967. The objectiors
and suggestions, when received, will be vetted by the Screening Board set up by the
Authority and the persons making objections etc. will be heard in person. Thereaiter,
the recommendations of the Screening Board will be considered by the Standing Commi-
ttee »nd later by the Authority itself. Last'y, the plans will be examined by the Central
Government' before according approval to the plans. It is not possible at this stage to
indicate when the work on the plan is likely to commence.

(c} No assessment of the cost of implementation of the plan has been attempted.
In any case, such an attempt will be premature at this stage because it is not known what
shape the zonal plan will eventually take after consideration of objections and suggestions,
Secondly. a zonal plan is basically a detailed land use plan and in its implementation,
scveral agencies, Government, local authorities and private property owners, will be con-
cerned. I's implementation will also be spread over a number of years, being dependent
upon the situation prevailing from time to time.

Shri K. N. T:wary (Bettiah) : ] must say that the increase in Railway fares is very
little. On the one hand the labour leaders ask for more wages for the workers and
greater amenities for the passengers but on the other hand they are not prepared for
higher fares. [ cannotunderstand this attitude on their part.

I want to draw the Minister’s attention to the doctors in the railway department.
For promotion only one-third are taken from the railways and two-thirds from outside.
Their status should be equal to that of C. H. S. doctors and they should be given same
facilities as are given to the C. H. S. doctots.

There are two organisations for protection of railway property etc viz. R.P.F.
and G.R. P. TheR. P. F, are giving a better account of themselves than the G. R. P,
Since the G. R. P, come from states to the railways they suffer under the dual control
whereas the R. P, F. do not suffer from such attitude. Hence I want R, P. F. to be given

more encouragement.
It shouid be explained to the Parliament and to the pecple whether the deisel or
the coal engines are working better as this is creating unnecessary misgiving among the

people.
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In order to sugment the income of railways, advertisement posters or sign boards
should be put up inside and outside the railway compartments,

Similerly the cooperation of labour and political leaders should be sought to
increase the income of railways. Public opinion should be mobilised to put an end to
thefts of lighting apparatus and fans in the railways.

There is the demand for a restaurant at bettiah which should be acceded to.
There is encroachment on railway land at Raxol which should not be permitted.

We want the railway trains to halt at Bhiticarba where Gandhiji did some work.
I have been asking for it for the last six years but the same has not been done. T request
again for it.

Shri Bharat Singh Chauhan ( Dhar ) : Mr Deputy Speaker, 1 will like to speak on
my cut motion. The four Districts of Madhya Pradesh inbabited by 25-30 lakh adiv-
asis have bcen badly neglected so far the railways are concerned. Inspite of 20 years
of independence this area has made no progress. The condition of the area in every
respect, i. e, education, railway facilities, industvial development, forest development
etc., is just the same as it was 20 years ago. The people of the area have been agitating
for Daot-Khandwa and Daot-Indore rail links for a long time but their appeals have
gone unheeded. This entire bzlt of 200-250 miles is rich in forest and mineral weal h.
whenever a demind is made for locaition of cement and other industries, the plea of
lack of railway link is put forward. This Daot-Khindwa line is important aot oily for
the economic and industrial progress of the area but from the security point of view

also.

Similiar is the case with Daot-Indore rail link. Tndore is a big industrial centre
but this area is deprives of the link with it. The ‘centrai and western Railways pass
through the region by passing this area of 40-50 thousand sq. miles. Late Shri Lal
Bahad ur Shastri during his visit to indore had declared that it is the first thing of Central
Government policy to provide rail link in such areas and exp'oit the hitherto untepped
wealth worth crores of. rupeces. I will appcal to you to extend the raway faciiities to
these pzople als). If this is done the people of tha! area will no longer remain backward
and poor. T will also like to draw your attention to the fact that position in regard to
Ajmer-Khandwa line is also static, there has been no improvement since its construction.
It takes 12 hours to travel from Delhito Ratlam, a distaace of 500 miles but it takes
4 to 44 hours fo cover a distance of Ju<t 80 miles from Ratlam to Indore. Fast traing
should be introduced in this line. T appeal to you to take up all these measures in the
F ourth Five Year Plan.

Shri Nathu Ram Ahirwar (Tikamegarh) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I wil! like to
draw the attention of the Railway Minister to my constituercy, which is the most
backward area of Madhya Pradesh. Manikpui-Jhansi line, which touches my consti-
tuency, is sick-named as ‘Kangal’ ( bankcrupt ) line and in fact this aresais very poor.
Only, two trains are there, one.in the morning and the other in the evening, that
too without light, fan etc. Some two years back we were told that an Express train
would be introduced but in fact the passenger train was changed into a fact passenger with
the result that it started running late by 3-4 hours instead of 1/2 hour as was the
earlier

In Bundelkhand, Tikamgarh isa rich producer of ginger, sugarcane, oilseeds,
potato, fish, vegetables etc., Panna and Chhatarpur are - abundant in forest wealth and.
betral leaves. Satna has rich potentialities of cement, coal etc., but none of these indu-
stries are able to foster there as the area is devoid of adequate railway facilities. All
these articles are transported to other places, that too, mostly by trucks. People of the
area have been der anding rail link frem Lalitpur to Chhatarpur via Tikamgsrh, to Panna
and Satna viz Khajuraho, a famous tourist centre The railway line from Satna to Rewa, a .
provision for which was made in the First Five Year Plan is yet to be constructed though

the Fourtb Plan has started. T reguest the bon. Railway Minister to provide for these
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raily links in the Fourth Plan so that the 25 lakh people of madhya region may come
out of the extreme poverty and backwardness and a state may be made of the industrial

development of the area,

Next I will draw your attention to the railway facilities al Newari Station, the
only rail link for Tikamgarh District. There is no gopdown or proper storage arrangem-
ents at the station as a result of which the sunnlies of fertilisers, sugar, salt, foodgrains
etc. meant for the people of the area rot there. A number of accidents have taken place
at this station resulting in deaths of passengers. The wall of the plattorm should be raised
as the old people and children find it difficult to board the train. The train from Jhansi for
Manickpur arrives here at 9-9, 15 at night when there is no bus service for Tikamgarh
and as such people find it difficult to pass the night therefor lack of sufficient accomo-
dation in waiting room and drinking water facilities, which is restricted to 4 months in
summer. All these facilities, should be provided there. [ will urge upon the Railway
Minister not to let the truck operators reap a rich harvest mainly on account of absence
of adequate railway facilitics in the area. )

I will repeat in the end my request to make a provision in the Fourth Plan for the
construction of Rewa and Satna railway lines via Lalitpur, Tikamgarh, Chhatarpur and
Panna.

Shri Shinkra (Panjum) : Goa is a small area yet it is providi_ng the cour{try with
Rs. 45 crores of foreign exchange and 74 million tonnes of manganese ore and iron ore.
I would therefore request the Railway Minister to pay more attention to Goa,

People in Goa used to call the railways as ‘‘Baugda railway” which means that
passengers used to be huddled into compartments like fish, If we are provided with better
and more railways Goa can earn Rs. 9¢/- crores as foreign exchange, I therefore do not
want anything for Goa but I want it for India,

The metre gauge line should be converted into broad guage like and the track
should be doubled so that the volume of transport may be inerease, There is no paucity of
road transport in Goa but we badly need railways.

We have requested [or a new railway line from Gunji to Savantvadi through Goa.
This suggestion was put foward not by me but Shri S. K. Patil before the elections.

The Minister should do something for Goa otherwise the impression is gaining
ground there that Goa is being neglected and exploited. Marmagoa is a part of interna-
tional importance and vascoge game is an important city. It is thercfore essential to do
something for the development of the port and the railway stat'on there.

Shri Onkar Lal Bohra (Chittorgarh) : During the timeé of Rajas Rajasthan was very
backward from the point of view of transport facilities. This was specially in regard to
the area where Adivasis live.

The late Shri L al Bahadur Shastri when he was Railway Minister and after him Shri
Jagjiwan Ram and Dr. Ram Subhag Singh gave assurances for the construction of railway
line between Chittorgarh and Kotah but it has not yet been done. If one travels between
Chittorgarh and Kotah, one has to take a circuitous route of 60-70 miles. I therefore
vehemently appeal that a railway line should be constructed in that area as survey for the
same has already been done.

The area of Doongarpur, Basvada & Partapgarh is inhabited by 15 lakh adivasis and
is of vital importance from the point of view of natural resources but the people there have
never even seen a railway line. I therefore suggest that a small gauge railway line should
be constructed from Basavada to Ratlam via Partapgarh.

Even important cities of Rajsthan like Jaipur, which is the Capital of Rajasthan and
Jodhpur, Bikaner and Udaipur are not connected by broad gauge but metre gauge. People
have to suffer great bardships due to this.

[ also request thiat the sleeping coach [acilities should be provided in trains running
between Delhi and Udaipur.

I would again request for the construction of a railway line from Chittorgarh to
Kotah, '

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Dclhi Sadar) : I will speak mainly about the railway prob-
lems in Delhi. But before doing that I may say a few words abou! dissatisfaction in the
railway staff. Tha freights and fares in the railways have also been raised.

I want the hon. minister to appoint a sub-committec or set up a Machinery which
may make 2 thorough enquiry into the working of railway department as to why there is
discontentment in matters of promotion, seniority and pay-scales eic. and make efforts to
remove the same. If that is not done, I am afraid the deficit in the railway budget will

increase year after year.
About the railway problems of Delhi I want the hon. minister to look into the

conditions of the railway colonies in Delhi especially thoes located in Paharganj and
Subzimandi. You will not find a worse slum than this,

Some shantics are set up along the railway line in Delhi. They may indulge in all
sorts of activities which may later on result in railway accident, Hence the same may be

removed.

More quarters should be provided for fﬁilway staff in Delhi.

Some phased programme should be checked out so that over bridges on railway
crossings may be made in Deihi as there is great jam of traffic at railway crossings.

_ The Minister should fix a target about the construction of a ring railway in Delhi as
that is the only way to solve the traffic problems of Delhi. Later on it may become

difficult to carry out such a programme,

More amenities such a fans, light should be prcvided in the third class compart-
ments. Although the fares are being raised yet no attention is being paid to provide
amenities to the passengers,

A new railway line should be laid between Doblighat and Sabjanma because the
labourers working in the handloom industry of this area are facing great difficulty. A halt
should also be provided at Charichori railway station to the Allahabad-Gorakhpur express
train. With these words I conclude.
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Shri Chandrika Prasad (Ballia) : So far as the railways are concerned the area
from west Bibar to eastern Uttar Pradesh has been neglected. I would request the hon.
Minister to convert a metre guage line from Banaras to Samastipur into broad guage line.

The train running from Allahabad to Katihar should be cxtended upto Assem
because pcople have to wait at Katihar for four hours to catch the train for Assam.

Halt stations should be provided at Sanura, Chhata and Dalchhapra, It will solve
the problem of chain pulling in this section.

The question of providing onc over bridge at Balia has been hanging for the last
ten years. The hon. Minister should pay attention to this question.

Shri Manibhai J. Patel (Damoh): Some accommodation in the Third, Second and
First class compartments should be reserved for the - foreign teurists as they [lace lot of

difficulty while travelling.

The hon. Minister should pay attention to connect Delhi with Bombay via Sagar,
Lalitpur and Chhattarpur, Khajurao, Lalitpur and Panna should zlso be connected with
rail so that the minerals of the area can be exploited to the advantage of that area.

There is distance of only 45 miles between Khandwa and Khargaon. Requests have
been made many times by the traders to link these two cities by rail line. I would, there-

fore, request the hon. Minister to provide railway line here.
