Doubling of Kiul-Sahibganj Loop Line (Eastern Railway)

*224. Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to
state ;

_(a) whether several fast and long distance trains have been introduced on Kiul-
Sahibganj loop line on Eastern Railway;

(b) whether there is a proposal to double this loop line in view of the further develop-
ment work on this line; and

(c) if so, the tims by which it is likely to be done?

The Minister of Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) Yes Sir.

(b) No Sir, but a survey is in progress to assess the traffic potential on this route.
(c) Does not arise.

Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav: Whether Government propose to double this main line
keeping in view the development for the next 15 years ?

Shri Madhu Dandavate: As I have stated in my reply, a survey is in progress to assess
the traffic potential. After the receipt of the survey report, it will be ascertained if there
is any need to double this line or not.

So far as Sahibganj loop line is concerned, adequate number of trains have been
provided there. On Kiul-Jamalpur route there are 11 pairs, on Jamalpur-Bhagalpur
route there are 10 pairs, on Bhagalpur-Sahibganj route there are 9 pairs, on Sahibganj-
Barharwa route there are 9 pairs, on Barharwa-Sainthia route there are 11 pairs and Sain-
thia-Khana-Burdwan Route there are 8 pairs of trains. Besides, five new trains have also
been introduced there.

According to our report, the existing line capacity is not being fully utilised. How-

ever, a survey is in progress and a definite decision will be taken on receipt of the survey
report.

Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav : Three trains run in three different directions from Ja-
malpur workshop as a result of which many other trains are detained there. I am sorry
to say that the bureaucrats have always been in favour of having single line. The line upto
Barharwa has already been doubled. I can say from my personal experience that trains
are held up for considerable time due to single line and the goods trains are worst sufferers.
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Shri Madhu Dandavate : It is a question of statistics and not of bureaucracy. I have
got the figures about the charted line capacity and its utilisation there. Charted line capa-
city on Kiul-Jamalpur section is 20 and its utilisation is 75.6 per cent, on Jamalpur-Sahib-
ganj section charted line capacity is 22 and its utilisation is 72.7 per cent and on Sahibganj-
Barharwa section the charted line capacity is 22 whereas its utilisation comes to 69.1 per
cent.

) Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav : Nothing has been said about the detention. If there
is capacity on this line, why the trains run late on this line ?

Shri Madhu Dandavate : It is not the question of jugglery of statistics. I am telling
about the available capacity there and the extent to which it is being utilised. However,
a survey is in progress and action will be taken on receipt of the final report.

Dr. Ramji Singh : I am pained to say that Muzzarpur-Howrah Passenger train did
not run on time e€ven on one occasion after lifting of emergency. Three Workmen trains
i.e., Jamalpur-Kajra, Jamalpur-Sultanganj and Jamalpur-Monghyr make two trips each
from Jamalpur workshop. These trains do not stop because worhshop suffers loss, but
all the passenger and express trains are held up. Whether Muzzarpur-Howrah Passenger
ever reached in time after emergency ? I would like to know when Kiul-Barharwa line
will be doubled after receipt of the survey report keeping safety point in view also ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : We will certainly inquire into the matter that whether trains
referred to by the hon. Member run late due to certain other reasons or due to saturated
Jine capacity. I give an assurance to the hon. Member that we will certainly take neces-
sary action on the basis of the survey report.

Shri Dharma Vir Vasisht : By what time this survey is likely to be completed ?

Prof. Madhu Dandavate : It is likely to be completed within a period of one or two
years. However, we will issue order to complete survey as early as possible. After that
we will place the report before the hon. Members.

Dr. Laxmi Narayan Pandeya : I have categorically asked why Korba project has been
slowed down and the work on other plant has been undertaken particularly when Korba
plant was started first ?

Secondly, how much amount has been spent by Government on this work ? I have
got the following report with me in this respect :

So the coal based plant at Korba is located near the coal mines and for this very reason
this fertilizer plant was cleared to be set up in Madhya Pradesh. Moreover this area of
Madhya Pradesh is backward also. This project has not been slowed down but it has been
closed down. Crores of rupees have been invested in it. I would like to know the rea-
sons for its closure,

Shri Shanti Bhushan : A decision was taken in 1969 to set up three coal based plants
at Korba, Ramgundam and Talcher. So far as expenditure on Korba plant is concerned,
an amount of Rs. 23 crores and 15 lakhs has been spent on it upto March, 1977 as against
its total cost of Rs. 200 crores. An amount of Rs. 134 crores has been spent on Ramgun-
dam plant and Rs. 130 crores have been spent on Talcher plant. The hon. Member has
stated that Korba is located in coal belt but I may point out that Ramgundam and Talcher
are also situated in coal belt. It has been decided that one of these plants is to be dropped
because of increase in expenditure. All the three plants are situated in three different states.
The state where plant is to be dropped, has got some sort complaint. I do not have detail
figures with me. It may be possible that coal facilities at Ramgundam and Talcher may
be more. Hence decision was taken to set up these plants there, but it was certain that ail
the plants cannot go together. So one of them has been slowed down as commitments
already made were to be fulfilled. Hence it has been decided that gas based plants should
be processed and it should be seen whether coal based plants prove successful or not.

Dr. Laxmi Narayan Pandeya : I did not get reply to my question. I had asked that
work on Korba was undertaken first and crores of rupees were spent there than why it
was stopped and work on other project was undertaken ? Whether there are any political
reasons behind it ? In this way Madhya Pradesh has been neglected. Development of
Madhya Pradesh has come to a stand still. I would like to know the reasons for all this.
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Shri Shanti Bhushan : So far as I know, there are not political reasons behind it.

Dr. Laxmi Narayan Pandeya : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I seek your protection. If the hon.
Minister has not got complete information, reply to this question can be postponed. It
is not an ordinary question. This has done to neglect Madhya Pradesh intentionally.
Crores of rupees have already been spent there. The entice machinery is rolling there. Coal
is available there in abundance. It will have to be transported to other places. The action
taken in these circumstances is not proper. I want clear reply from the hon. Minister.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : The work on Korba project was started much earlier
than that on Talcher and Ramgundam projects. If the Government had any plan of closing
any one of them later on, it should not have undertaken Talcher or Ramgundam project
and the Korba project should have been completed. I want to know how much amount
has so far been spent and what would be the expenditure involved for restarting it.  Is it
a fact that it was intended to be completed by 1978 and the Planning Commission had given
its approval. Now how much extra expenditure will have to be incurred on account of the
delay in its completion when will the work be restarted on this project,

Shri Shanti Bhushan : A sum of two crore and thirty lakh rupees had been spent on
Korba project. A committee headed by the Cabinet Secretary that was appointed in 1974
recommended that the work on Korba project should be slow down on account of the rise
in cost. Accordingly the work on Talcher and Ramgundam project was accelerated and
it was decided the question of restarting work on Korba project would be considered only
after seeing how far the coal based plants have proved successful.

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I need your protection. I had asked

how much extra expenditure will be incurred on this project on account of the delay in
its completion.
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Shri Shanti Bhushan : The figures are not available with me at the moment. We
have got very limited resources and the question is whether in such a situation we should
spend money on Gas plants or coal based plants. As gas plant technology is a proven
technology there is no risk involved in it. It was decided to build the maximum gas plants.
As regards the coal based plants it is not certain whether they will prove successful or
not.

Shri Ugra Sen: It was generally broadcast on the Radio that the Government is giv-
ing its due attention to the weaker section of the society. I only want to know what action
has been taken in accordance with the circular that was issued by the cabinet secretariat
in the year 1972 which said that a separate roster should be kept for the promotion of Sche-
dule Caste and Schedule Tribes and the vacancies kept for them should be reserved and the
qualifications should be relaxed, and if no action has been taken the reasons therefor.

Shri Shanti Bhushan : I have no information of the circular referred to by the hon.
mambzr. If a due notice is given I will bz able ta furnish the necessary information.

_Shri Ugra Sen : On the 30th March, 1976 Shri Shashi Bhushan had raised a question
in this regard in this August House. 1In reply to the question it was stated that 39 persons
are working in the grade of 295-520 out of which only 3 persons belong to Schedule Caste
and Schedule Tribes. In the lowest grade of 180-291, 192 persons are working out of which
thirty five persons belong to Schedule Tribes and Schedule Caste. I want to know from

6
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the hon. Minister if he would ensure the reserved quota for Schedule Caste and Schedule
Tribes is made fully available to them. Why after promotion they are sent out of Delhi
inspite of vacancies existing at Delhi. Will the hon. Minister consider it.

Shri Shanti Bhushan : All efforts are being made to fill up the quota reserved for Sche-
dule Castes and Schedule Tribes. The entire northern region is considered as one unit but
the trouble is that the officials do not want to go out of Delhi even on promotion. Take
for instance the case of Shri Jugal Kishore. He was due for promotion on 31-12-76, He
qualified in the written test but during the interview he declined to go out of Delhi. As
even the typists and clerks who are promoted as assistants do not wish to go out of Delhi.
So it was decided to give promotion to those persons also who had put in three years ser-
vice. Accordingly four persons were given promotion. Two out of which agreed to go
out of Delhi while the other two refused to do so. As later on Jugal Kishore intimated
his willingness to go out of Delhi. His promotion was sanctioned for Jodhpur, on 5th
May. On the 11th May, 1977 he again refused to go out of Delhi. The trouble is that
the officials do not want to go out of Delhi.

Shri Yagya Datt Sharma : It is not a question of only one department but it relates
to the treatment of backward classes during the past 30 years. Therefore I would like to
draw the attention of the Prime Minister and want an assurance from him that the breau-
cratic hurdles that have been causing obstructions till now will be removed, and the reserved
quota of 12 per cent will be filled up in stipulated period.

Prime Minister (Shri Morarji R. Desai) : [ am concerned with it and I will look after
them. But it is not right to blame the bureaucracy. If at-all some body is to be blamed it
is the Ministry.

Shri Lalji Bhai : The Schedule Castes and Schedule Tribes people who are permanently
settled at Delhi are considered for this quota but in case of others those who are not per-
manently settled at Delhi only those of Schedule Caste are considered for this quota but
no consideration is given to Schedule Tribes. Will the Government stop this
discriiination.

Shri Shanti Bhushan : All efforts are made to fill the reserved quota and
promotions are also made. The Schedule Tribes and Schedule Caste candidates are pre-
ferred even if they are less qualified to others. But the difficulty arises when they failed
to come up to the minimum standard and the other trouble is that no one wants to get out
of Delhi.

Shri Somji Bhai Damora : I want to know whether the Government is prepared to
fill up the quota that has not been filled up during these thirty years.

Shri Shanti Bhushan : All efforts are made to fill up the quota. But if suitable can-
didate is not available among them then we don’t have any other alternative except to
wait.

Shri Mahi Lal : Government orders are not complied with at central level and state
level. May [ know whether any penal provisions have been made for such officers who
do not comply with the orders in this regard. Will the hon’ble Minister issue such orders
that the officers who ignore Schedule Caste and Schedule Tribes in the matter of pro-
motion or direct recruitment will not be given promotion and bad entry will be made in
his character role.

~ Shri Shanti Bhushan : If any officer deliberately defies the provision of the constitu-
tion and does not fill up the reserved quota, certainly an action will be taken against him.

Shli R.L. Kureel : If the quota is not filled up it should be presumed that the concern -
ed officer was responsible for that and he should be held personally responsible for the lapse.

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If such an action is not taken nothing concrete can be done and it would mean that the pre-
sent Government is also following the footsteps of the previous Government.

Shri Shanti Bhushan : As I have stated earlier all efforts will be made to fill up the
quota; as and when the suitable candidates are available.

ment will extend all help to Harijans. I have full faith in him.

The hon’ble Minister has stated the quota is not filled up for want of qualified candi-
dates. My son is postgraduate from Allahabad University. He sucured 75 percent
marks in the written test. But since he is of dark complexion he was rejected in interview
I submit that undue importance should not be given to interview.

Shri Shanti Bhushan : The Government will ensure that no discrimination will be made
on the basis of complexion full justice will be made to them. Instead of finding faults with
the previous Governments we will prefer to come out with some solid programme.

As far the case of the hon’ble Member’s son is concerned I will try to collect informa-
tion.

Shri Ram Lal Rahi : The hon. Minister has just stated that quota reserved for Sche-
duled Caste has so far not been filled up. The Government is responsible for it not the
administration. May I know when the Government has been issuing orders from time to
time to administrative officers  to fill up the reserved quota and they are not complying
with the orders then who should be held responsible. The Government should be blamed

not the officers.

__ Shri Shanti Bhushan : If any blunder is committed by ignoring Harijans, the respon-
sibility will be that of the Government. If any officer has done a wrong thing in a certain
case, it will be taken note of and the guilty officer will be punished.

Shri Ram Lal Rahi : T will like to ask the hon’ble Prime Minister if he will give an
assurance to the House to fulfill the quota reserved for Harijans within three or four to five
years as he has given to banish poverty -within 10 years.

Shri Shanti Bhushan : We will try out best.

_ Shri Om Prakash Tyagi : Injustice is being donato Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes in all the Ministries of the Government. I would like to know the exact position.
May I know if he will appoint any Commission or a Committee to see whether all the
posts reserved for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are being fulfilled; if not, it

should be able to take suitable action ?
Shri Shanti Bhushan : The Government will consider this suggestion.

_ Shri Bagun Sumbrui : May I know if the Government propose to constitute a special
Parliamentary Committee to enquire into the irregularities being committed in the matter
of appointments and promotions of adivasis & harijans in Government departments ?

Shri Shanti Bhushan : The Government will consider this suggestion.

Shrimati Ahilya P. Rangnekar : The figures given by the Hon’ble Minister refer to the
promotion of those who draw salary from Rs. 250 to Rs. 400/-. But no body has been
promoted among the higher officers. They have not been able to select any capable man
from scheduled castes or schedule tribes, people for class I or higher posts. The Hon’ble
Minister has assured us to remove the injustice done to this section of the society. Will the
process be started from the cabinet ?

Shri Shanti Bhushan : I have given figures with reference to the question asked about
g}ghln tan Oil Corporation and Delhi Marketing Division. The question is not about
€T posts. '

., Shri Ram Vilas Paswan : Ever since the formation of Janta Government, this impres-
Sion 1s sought to be created in the minds of Harijans that this Government will not be able
to protect the rights of Harijans. These sort of complaints were also heard during the elec-
tions that the Janta Party would not be doing anything for Harijans and that their reserva-

tion will be done away with. The Hon’ble Minister has said that the guilty officer will
be punished but if the Government itself commits mistake then what is to be done.I can eite
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dozens of examples. I had written to the hon’ble Minister that a certain person belonging
to the scheduled castes was a suitable candidate for one post reserved for the scheduled
castes.  But no scheduled caste is appointed in Barauni. This time he had assured to
appoint one but it has not been done.

Shri Shanti Bhushan : First of all I will like to tell that there is no such impression
that the Janta Government will not do justice with Harijans. He has said that what will
happen if the Government itself commits mistake. The Government is answerable to the
people. If the Government fails to do justice, the people will take note of it.

Shri Bhagat Ram : Will the hon’ble Minister state the number of promotions withheld
on the basis of confidential reports of persons belonging to non-scheduled castes and non-
scheduled tribes and of those belonging to scheduled castes and scheduled tribes separately
and if the percentage in respect of persons belonging to scheduled castes and scheduled
tribes is more what action is proposed to be taken by him ?

Shri Shanti Bhushan: This percentage is 15 per cent and 7 per cent for scheduled castes
and scheduled tribes respectively in respect of promotions from Class II to Class III as
well as in respect of those promotions from Class Il to Class I where the direct recruitment
1s not more than 50 per cent.

Shri Roop Nath Singh Yadav : The Hon’ble Minister has said that suitable candidates
are not available but may I know if it is not a mandatory provision in the Constitution to
compulsorily fulfill the quota reserved for the Harijans and Adivasis. At present there is

neither direct recruitment nor promotions. They are rejected on the pretext of suitability.
But what is the criterion of suitability ?

_Shri Shanti Bhushan : The criterion of suitability which is well understood is that the
candidate should be able to discharge the work of tha. post on wkhich he is to be appointed.
For example if there is one engine driver and he is not capable of handling the work of a
general manager. But because he is from schedule caste, so he must be appointed as a
general manager to fufill the quota. This sort of logic cannot hold good. But if a capa-
able person is available he should be given a chance.

Shri Arjun Singh Bhadoria : Sir, I think the hon’ble Minister has tried to side-track
this important question about the scheduled castes saying that if any Government officer
or erhployee does anything wrong, the Government will punish him and if the Government
does wrong things, people will not spare it. In this way he wants to side-track this matter
for five years. But I want to submit that this House will punish the Government. This
question cannot be postponed for five years.

. Today this feeling is being created in the minds of backward and Harijans that injustice
is being done to them and that they will be deprived of all the rights & facilities being en-
joyed by them at present. Therefore the Government should immediately make an an-
nouncement that all their rights & interests will be protected. This announcement should
be made not by the Law Minister but by the Prime Minister himself.

. Shri Shanti Bhushan : I will like to tell the hon’ble Member that the question of taking
action against the Government does not arise at all when the Government does not intend
to do anything wrong.

_ Shri Ugra Sen : Sir, my question has been made quite comprehensive and the hon’ble
Minister has also given a detailed reply. My question was about the promotion of employees
in the office of Indian Oil Corporation, Delhi. Length of service, qualification and confi-
dential report are the three factors which are taken into consideration while promoting a
person. It had been told in reply to a question asked by Shri Shanti Bhushan that there
1s not a single officer belonging to the scheduled castes and scheduled tribes in the pay
scale ranging from Rs. 200-300 to Rs. 2000/-. May I know if you will take a lenient view
of the confidential reports ?

Shri Shanti Bhushan : The Government will certainly see to it that no injustice is done
to Harijans.

is permitted by Railway Officers for inspection purposes. - Instructions have also been
issued to ensure that the Inspection Carriages should be used only for track and other out-
door inspection when the location of inspection is at out of the way place, where suitable
accommodation is not available.

(¢) This Ministry has decided not to produce any Inspection Carriages on addi-
tional account. However, the question of reducing the number of Inspection Coaches
is being reviewed. ' '

Special facilities to Students and others for going to Hil: Stations

1*242. Shri Ishwar Choudhary : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :

(a) whether Railways have provided some special facilities to the students and other
persons going to hill stations during the summer vacations ; and

(b) if so, the salient features thereof ?

The Minister for Railways (Prof. Madhu Dandavate) : (a) and (b) A statement is laid
on the Table of the Sabha.

STATEMENT

During the summer months from April to June, the Railways have provided the
following facilities to the students and other persons visiting hill stations :

(i) Concessional hill station return tickets at 13 single journey fares over the rail
portion are being issued to Jammu Tawi serving Jammu & Kashmir State and
Gangtok. Out Agency serving Sikkim State for First class and Second class
available for three months from all stations from which the chargeable distance
is 800 Kms. or more. This concession can be availed of by all persons, including
students, visiting these two hill stations.

(i) Students of recognised educational institutions are also otherwise allowed the
the facility of rail travel concession when undertaking educational tours to
different places in the country, including any hill station, when they travel in
parties of not less than ten subject to the tour being sponsored by their educa-
tional institutions. The element of concession allowed to them for such educa-
tional tours is 159 in First class and 509 in Second class. '

(iii) For the convenience of passengers travelling to and from hill stations during
summer months when schools/colleges close, as many as 270 special
trains are planned to be run. In addition, the loads of exis.ing trains are also
augmented to the extent feasible.

Construction of Gates at Railway Crossings

the need for their manning, taking into account the traffic density, visibility, accident
proneness and other factors. Based on such reviews, some unmanned level crossings are

manned (and thus provided with gates/barriers) every year. During the five years from
1971-72 to 1975-76, 234 level crossings were provided with gates (barriers).

There are more than 22,000 unmanned level crossings on the Indian Railways. If
all these were to be manned it would mean an initial investment of more than Rs. 100 and
recurring annual maintenance cost of about Rs. 30 crores. The Railway Accidents In-
quiry Committee 1968 had also made the following observations:

“The manning of the level crossings does not provide a completely satisfactory re-
medy against accidents at level crossings”.

It is, therefore, neither feasible nor necessary to man all the unmanned level crossings
and provide gates/barrier therefor.

(i) Samastipur-Darbhanga : A final location engineering survey-cum-traffic reapprai-
sal for conversion of MG line from Samastipur-Darbhanga has been completed
recently and it will be possible to take up the construction work after the report is
received and examined and as soon as sufficient funds become available for this purpose.

(i) Sakri-Hasanpur : The project esiima.e for construction of this line is being
revised to effect possible economies. It will be possible to commence the work as soon
as the estimate is received and sanctioned and requisite funds become available.

(iii) Muzaffarpur-Darbhanga : A preliminary engineering cum-traffic survey for

construction of a new BG line from Muzaffarpur to Darbhanga is in progress. Further
action for construction will depend on the results of the survey.

(iv) Nirmali-Saraigarh : A preliminary engineering-cum-traffic survey for restora-
tion of Nirmali-Saraigarh MG line has been completed recently and report is under
examination. It will be possible to take a decision about the construction of the line after
the report has been examined from all angles.

Import of Drugs and Production of Allopathic Drugs

2004. Shri Jagdambi Prasad Yadav : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals
and Fertilizers be pleased to state :

(a) the drugs imported during 1974-75, 1975-76 and 1976-77 separately and whether
the percentage thereof is decreasing or increasing every year ;

. (b) the extent to which success has bas been achieved in producing allopathic drugs
in the country during the aforesaid years and the time by which self-sufficiency woul
be achievsd therein ; and :

(c) the names of the drugs which ar¢ produced in the country by importing raw
material or other material and whether these drugs have also been included in the aforesaid
drugs produced in the country ?

The Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H. N. Bahuguna) :
(a) to (¢) Drugs and Pharmaceuticals can be grouped into several broad categories
like antibiotics, synthetic chemo-therapsuticals, anti-tubzrcular, anti-malarials, amoebi-
cidals, analgesics, hormones, vitamins, sulpha drugs etc. phytochemicals, glandular and
biological products.

The position in regard to the production in various groups of drugs in the organised
sector and imports of drugs under these groups during the 3 years ending 1975/1975-76
is indicated in statements I & II. It is observed from these statements that the production of
drugs is showing an increasing trend whereas the imports are showing a fluctuating trend
depending upon the total demand of various drugs in the country. Import data for the
year 1976-77 is not yet available.

Statement III showing the names of bulk drugs which were imported during 1975-76
for values exceeding Rs. 10 lakhs each is also attached.

Ttems like Streptomycin, semi-synthetic Penicillins, Chloroquin, Motronidazole
Analgin, Amidopyrine, Piperazines, Vitamin Bl. B2, B6, Sulpha drugs, Tetracyclines
Etythromycin, Gentamycin Sulphate, Doxycycline, Griseofulvin, Pentothenate, Pheno-
barbitone, etc. are on the current and further production programme of units in the
public sector. Sufficient capacity in the private sector has also been created for Oxyphenyl-
butazone, Glybenclamide, Vitamin C etc.

., The production of essential drugs like Ampicillin, Sulphamethoxazole, Diloxa-
mide  Furoate, Chlorpheniramine Maleate, Calcium Pantothenate, Ethambutol,
Frusemide and Nitrofurans has started in the country during the years 1975-1976 &
1977. It 1s, thus, observed that the range of self-sufficiency in the field of drugs and phar-
maceuticals in the country is steadily increasing. However the nature of the drug industry
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is such that large amount of obsolescence takes place ; and there is always a need to deep
a constant vigil to get over the situation for bringing in newer items of drugs. Efforts
are however being made in the country to develop a research base with a view to developing
new drugs so as to meet the increasing demand in the country for drugs and avoid depen-
dence on imports to the maximum extent possible.

A wide range of chemical raw materials/intermediates is used in the production of
drug and pharmaceuticals. The present status and the future outlook of availability of
various raw materials/intermediates required by drug industry have been dealt with in detail
in chapter 6 of the report of Committee on Drugs & Pharmaceuticals Industry, a copy
of which was laid on the table of the House on 8th May, 1975. Some of the important/
essential bulk drugs which are still being manufactured partly or wholly based on imported
intermediates are Chloramphenicol, Erythromycin, Ampicillin, Chloroquin Phosphate,
Ethambutol, Hcl, Metronidazole, Chlorpropamide, Sulphamethoxazole etc.

A New Qil Refinery in Gujarat

The Minister of Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilizers (Shri H.N. Bahuguna) (A) No,
Sir. The operating capacity of the existing Refinery at Koyali in Gujarat is 4.3 million
tonnes per annum, and a project to expand its capacity to 7.3 million tonnes per annum is
under implementation.

(b) The total production of crude oil in the country in 1976 was 8.66 million tonnes;
out of which the quantity produced in Gujarat was 4.16 million tonnes.

(c) As on 1st December, 1976, ONGC had drilled a total of 1011 wells and 17,36,333
metres in Gujarat State. Out of 1011 wells, 530 proved oil bearing, 77 were gas bearing,

258 were dry, 29 were being utilised for water injection purposes, 10 were under test/repair
and 107 were to be tested/repaired.

from 1-12-76 to 30-11-77) is estimated at 436 million litres which is expected to match the
domestic requirements. About 309 of the alcohol is converted into potable liquors, which
include country liquor/Arrack and Indian Made Foreign Liquor i.e. Rum, Gin, Brandy,
Whisky etc. The remaining alcohol is used for industrial purposes.

(c) _ The price of industrial alcohol is controlled under Ethyl Alcohol (Price Control)
Order, 1971, which is kept under review. At present there is no proposal under the consider-
ation of Government for a reduction in the price of alcohol.

(c) Recreation club, handicraft centre and 7 children’s parks are provided in this
colony. However library facilities are not available here.

. The overlap has becn due to a spurt in traffic of foodgrains following the remeval of
restrictions in Inter-State movement of wheat on trade account.

(c) Besides regulating loading of traffic, Western Railway authorities have been in
touch with the representatives of the trade and Government to get more wagons released
at Indore Goods Shed. The capacity of movement via Khandwa is also being increased
by running a few diesel hauled goods trains.

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_Shri L.L. Kapoor (Purnea) : Government have admitted that the production of steel
has increased during the last few years as a result of which there has been an increase
in the domestic consumption as well as in exports. But in spite of it, during the last two
years, its price has increased by 50 per cent. Government should, therefore, see that steel
1s made available to people for domestic consumption at lower price. Our object should
be that it is sold on no profit no loss basis.

In regard to the sale of steel the factories in the private sector sell steel in the market
through their private agents at the rate of Rs. 4500 per tonne whereas Government sell it
at Rs. 2500 per tonne through H.S.L. agents. These agents sell to traders at the same price
and that has contributed to the rise in the price of steel in the country. Itis understood
that Government have not given any relief for exporting steel with a view to meeting the
competition from other countries, but they have paid as a subsidy whatever they earned
from increasing the price in the country. This policy is not fair.

 As regards stainless steel, Government have allowed relief to the extent of 35 per
cent In the import duty. It means that the traders will have to sell the imported steel at a
loss of Rs. 30,000 per tonne. 1 feel that in a poor country like India, stainless steel should
not be allowed to be used for manufacturing utensils. It should be used only in chemical
industries and in the manufacture of instruments used in hospitals. The use of stainless
steel for manufacturing ordinary utensils should be altogether stopped. The Minister
should look into the matter.

Government should also pay attention to the thefts being committed regularly in
the steel factories at Rourkela and Du rgapur. Measures should be devised to check these
thefts and the guilty persons should be punished.

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. Shri Gangadhar Appa Burande (Bhir) : The per capita consumption of steel in India
is 14 kgs. per annum which is too less as compared to that in other underdeveloped coun-
tries. On the other side, thereis no market for steel in the country and hardly 25 per cent
of the total production is being consumed within the country. It is expected that Govern-
ment will make concerted efforts to increase domestic consumption of steel but they have
instead laid more stress on exporting it and for that purpose, they are paying a subsidy
of about Rs. 400 per tonne. This policy is not in the interest of the country.

~Itis painful to learn that on the one hand, huge stocks are lyingand on the other,
it is also being imported. The Ministry’s Report says that Government have incurred an
expenditure of Rs. 2.51 crores on the import of railway lines, wheels, sleepers, etc. This
policy is also against the public interest.

It is understood that there is slump at present in the international market and several
countries are competing with each other. In spite of it, Government have not reviewed
their policy of exporting steel. The present policy of the Government will tend to increase
the exploitation of labour in the country and it is not in the national interest.

The Durgapur Steel Plant is not working properly. The management of this steel
plant is not meeting the demands of their labour. The Steel Minister should use his good
offices to see that their demands are fully met.

So far as the problems of the workers are concerned, their most complicated pro-
blem is that of bonus. Due thought be given to pay them minimum bonus of 8.33 per
cent.

The problem of contract labour is another serious problem of this industry. It has
been decided many a time in the bilateral talks that the system of contract labour should
bg;l_)c;ll:ihed. But this system is still in vogue. This system of contract labour should be
abolished.

Another serious problem facing the workers of the steel industry is that of shortage
of residential quarters. So it is requested that steps may please be taken to solve their
housing problem.

I would request the hon. Minister that serious attention should be paid to the pro-
blems being faced by the workers of Bhilai steel plant and that of other steel plants.

Dr. Baldev Prakash (Amritsar) : The Janta Party is committed to provide a clean
administration to the country and root out corruption. The previous had always indulged
in corrupt practice and the present distribution system of steel is the legacy of that Govern-
ment which wanted to please their own men by giving them quotas and permits. So in
order to root out corruption to which our party is committed it is essential that the policy
of distribution of steel is streamlined. As stated by me just now the present system of
distribution of steel was devised by the previous Government, with a view to distribute
favours to their partymen or their patrons. This policy has resulted in corruption and
harassment to consumers. Therefore the whole system requires to be changed. Private
distribution agencies should be done away with and the work of distributing steel be
entrusted to Small Scale Industries Corporation or State Trading Corporation.

I would ‘also like to point out that a number of bogus factories are getting quota of
steel which they sell in black market. All such factories should be removed from the list
of quota holders.

In our budget proposal we have stated that our economic policy will be need-based,
employment oriented and will be directed towards encouraging indigenous industries.
In this connection I would like to draw the attention of the Government to a recent ann-
ouncement made in the budget under which the import duty for stainless steel has been
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reduced from 320 to 120 per cent. This will have an adverse effect on our indigenous
stainless steel industry, which is slowly and steadily coming up and competing with the
imported stainless steel products. As a result of the reduction in the duty the utensils
made of imported stainless steel would be cheaper and would push out the mdlgenous pro-
ducts out of the market. ‘I fear that this will result in the closure of small units numbering
about 1500. This will also affect the employment position in the country and a very
large number of workers will be thrown out of employment.” Therefore this reduction " of
duty shcluld be reconsrdcred '

My next point is about imports. The stainless steel imported by the M.M.T.C.
during last year was about 15000 tonnes, whereas this import has been reduced to only
3000 sonnes as a result of production by our small scale units. My point is that we should
not resort to the import of stainless steel as our small units are in the position of producmg
stainless steel. Moreover we have to spend foreign exchange worth Rs. 16000 for a
tonne of stainless steel. But if we import nickel for producing stainless steel in our country
we have to spend only Rs. 3000 for the same quantity of nickel. Therefore encouragement
should be given to produce stainless steel indigenously by importing nickel. This will be
more profitable to our country. This will give encouragement to our small units, improve
employment opportunities in the country and result in saving foreign exchange.

~_ Chowdhry Balbir Singh (Hoshiarpur) : Mr. Chairman Sir, I would request the hon.
Minister to give proper thought to the basic planning of the steel industry, so that steel can
be made available at reasonable price in the country. The cost of production of a tonne
of steel in Japan is Rs. 1200 only. But in India the cost of one tonne of steel is Rs. 2300.
Therefore our country is unable to compete Japan in the international market.

In regard to stainless steel also, we are meeting 80 per cent of our demand by our
indigenous industry. This industry is not getting raw material at a low price. Steps
should be taken to supply these factories raw material at a low price so that utensils manu-
factured by our small factories could stand in competition with the utensils made from
imported steel.

The Congress Government had been making tall claims about Bhilai, Bokaro and
Durgapur steel plants. The fact is that these plants have always been running in loss since
their inception. If fact, it is not possible to run them profitably. = We should give due
thought to the basic aspects of the steel plants.

I want to bring one thing more to the notice of the Hon’ble Minister. We should
not allow our mineral ores to be exported. This is our real wealth and we should not
sell it. By exporting mineral ores we shall not be depletin jour valuable resources.
Steps should be taken to export our finished goods.

Efforts should be made to bring down prices of various types of steel in our public
sector plants. These plants should be made economically viable because of the incur losses,
taxes would essentially boost and people will be in trouble. By reducing the prices of steel,

My district has a large number of mines. The ‘Blitz’ of 18-6-77 and ‘New Wave’
of 5-6-77 have exposed scandals, involving 200 crores of rupees in ‘Cromite’ mines,
Shri Mishri Lal Jain is proprietor of those mines. His son Shri Dharm Chand Jain is
member of Rajya Sabha. The scandal relates to royalty, sales tax, income tax, export
of goods and bonus. This matter may be lnvestlgated

On 18th December 1976 Shri Sanjay Gandhi visited mines in my constituency. On
that occasion a Government plane, 200 buses of State transport Corporation were used.
For two days production remgined at stand still. I hope that this matter would be investi-

gated by the government.

A number of Adivasis were deprived of their lands. These people should be given
some compensation. They should also be considered for providing employment.

_The Head Office of Meghe Hatu project is at Hyderabad. Itoughttobe in Singhbhum
District. That would affend facilities to the people of that area.

‘Tisco’ and ‘Isco’ companies have been given our lands for development of mining
areas. These companies provide employment only to the kith and kin of the officers of
the company. Even the children of the employees of these companies.are deprived em-
ployment opportunities. If that state of affairs continues, there would be no remedy with
us but to use arms. The Government should take up immediate steps to improve the

situation.

The honourable Minister has direct and indirect connection with the mines. Our
people have complete faith in him. We hope that the present regime would not misuse the

power in their hands.

We have been vigorously demanding minimum wages. for the workers. Till last
December théy have been paid at Rs. 2.25. Now their wagés have been enhanced to
Rs. 5.80. Agricultural labourers are paid Rs. 6.60. The wages of mine workers are lower.

Their wages should be raised.

The congress government withdrew the scheme of 8.33 per cent bonus. In order to
get benefit in election they announced 4 per cent bonus. Janta Government should give

bonus of 8.33 per cent.

) There are A.C.C. cement factories in our area. These factories spread smoke dust
in 6 miles areas. Eflorts should be made to see that the smoke dust does not spoil the

crops.

During 1968 land was acquired for C.P.W.D. and mining office. We have been
demanding 15—20 feet wide passage for the temple. This matter should be dec:ded soon.

Shri Mohan Jain (Durg) : I would like to speak on Bhilai plant only. It is unfor-
tunate that after the installation of the Janta Government there was an incident in which
firing was resorted to an innocent labourers of Rajahara mines near Bhilai as a result
of which 10 persons were killed on the spot and one died in the hospital. It is hoped that
the Minister will remove the causes behind this happening.

About 8000 labourers have been working under contractors at Rajahara and they have
not been given so far the facilities stipulated under the contract. It caused a great resent-
ment among the workers which ulimately led to the unfortunate incident.
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Labour officers working under the Bhilai Steel Plant are not performing their duties.
During the emergency, services of more than 90 workers were terminated. Though they
have been reinstated, they have not been given salary for that period. The Minister
should give clear instructions that they might be paid full salary for about 20 to 22 months.

Operation and Construction workers working in Bhilai plant have represented that
they are not being given facilities thatare allowed to other workers. The General Manager
said that they have no sufficient income to pay for those facilities. It is learnt that corrup-
tion is rampant there. If it is checked, all the demands of the workers could be easily
fulfilled. If workers are neglected, the very existence of Bhilai plant will be in danger.
A steel plant should be constructed at Bailadila.

Shri Phirangi Prasad (Bansgaon): Steel and mines are important factors for the
industrial development of country. There had been an increase in the production of steel
in the country but its consumption is on the decline. The reason is that our goods could
not stand against the competition in the international market as a result of which our
goods are sold below the cost price and we earned lesser foreign exchange. It is hoped
that Minister will take steps to see that goods produced in our country fetched better price
in the international market.

Report published by the Ministry shows that Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
people are badly neglected in Kudremukh Iron Ore Co. Ltd. The Minister should pay
special attention to this matter.

Steps should also be taken to see that adequate compensation is paid to the family
members of those miners who are killed in accidents.

Minister should pay spscial attention to small scale industries under which imple-
ments and tools are manufactucad so that more equipmeat could be provided to unem-
ployed people.
