Delay caused by contractors in the construction of Bokaro Steel Plant

Shri Ramavatar Shastri : It appears from the reply given by Hon. Minister that he
wants to put a cover on the misdeeds of those contractors who were awarded contract for
the construction of Bokaro Plant. Had it not been so or had he seen yesterday’s *‘Patriot”
which says ;

“Demands for higher price, Manufactures of Refractories go back on contract”,
he would not have given such a reply. I do not want to go into details of the news
item given by the correspondent, but I want to ask :

(@) whether it is a fact that in the event of Government not agreeing to the price
rise for items to be supplied to Bokaro and other Steel Plants, the contractors have
threatened to stop supplies in contravention of the provisions of the Contract ? If so, the
Government’s reaction thereto.

(b) whether it is a fact that M/s Indian Fire Bricks and Insulation Company, who
are the biggest contractors have increased the prices by 125% for supplies against current
contracts i.c. they are demanding an amount of Rs. 86 lakhs against a Contract of

Rs. 33.15 lakhs 7 If so, the action taken by the government against the company in this
regard ?
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Mr. Speaker : You are giving information and not asking a question. Now the time is
coming to end. How long you would continue like this ?

Shri Ramavatar Shastri : This is necessary. You should not protect him. The hon.
Minister should furnish a correct reply.

Mr, Speaker : There is no question of protecting. I have also to perform my duty.
You yourself give information and then ask about its authenticity.

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : Whatever I have stated in reply to hon. Members question
is correct. We have held discussions with contractors. There is no bar from Plants’ side.
Secondly, there are certain difficulties with regard to supplies of equipment and machinery
by these contractors. But government solves these difficulties by inviting the attention of
the Management of Bokaro Plant towards these difficulties.

Further, he has asked about M/s Indian Firebricks and Insulation Co. It is correct
ethat this company has supplied 34,000 for Refractories to Bokaro Steel Plant and its cost
comes to about 31 lakhs of rupees. After supplying a portion there, they requested the
government to increase the price and that they should be paid an amount of Rs. 82 lakhs
instead of Rs. 31 lakhs of rupees. The government has not agreed to this request. Recently
i.e. in September an agreement was concluded with them in accordance with which they
have agreed to supply refractories to the Bokaro Steel Plant on old rates. Therefore, the
question of raising the price does not arise.

Shri Ramavatar Shastri : Is it a fact that in a meeting held during last July
between the officials of the Ministry of Steel and Heavy Engineering and Refractory
Owners certain decision was taken after reviewing the whole situation ? If so, what are
details thereof ? Is it also a fact that contractors have disregarded that agreement also ?
If so, what action has been taken-against them ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi : As I have already stated, the government has discussed
the situation with indigenous suppliers of Refractories to Bokaro Steel. They had requested

for increase in prices. But the price has not been increased. Discussions are held on such
matters.

Shri Shashi Bhushan : Bokaro has been suffering losses due to frequent changes in
Schedules. If the companies, which supply bricks for furnaces of Steel Plant and which
have demanded double price now, discontinue supplies, your project would not get completed
in time. Is the government considering the takeover of that company or black-listing
that company and entrusting the job to others ? I also want to know whether the promises
made by Soviet Union for supplies were fulfilled in time or not ?

Shri Mohd. Shafi Qureshi: So far as the first question is concerned the Hon. Member
wanted to know whether government would take over the Plant, if the suppliers of refractories
do not supply bricks and refractories in accordance with the contract ?

Discussions are in progress and if we find that the company is not agreeing to viable
prepositions, the government would not feel hesitant to take over the Plant under the

provisions of Industrial Development Regulation Act and improve the supply of Refrac-
tories.

_ So far as the question of receiving supplies from USSR is concerned these are being
received as per schedule.

*583. Shri Yashwant Singh Kushwah : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :

(a) the number of narrow gauge engines, passenger coaches and wagons proposed
to be manufactured in th ecountry during the Fourth Five Year Plan period ; and

(b) the details of the programme proposed to be chalked out for converting narrow
gauge lines into metre gauge or broad gauge lines ?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Railways (Shri R. L. Chaturvedi) : (a) It is
proposed to manufacture the following narrow gauge locomotives, passenger coaches and
wagons during the Forth Plan period:=-

Locomotives - 10
Passenger Coaches P 139
Other Coaching Vehicles 29
Rail Cars 20
Wagons grs 1181

(b) No specific policy has been laid down in regard to conversion of narrow gauge
lines to either Broad Gauge or Metre Gauge. Each case will be considered on its merits,
depending on the traffic and financial justification and the availability of funds, duly keeping
in view the recommendations of the Uneconomic Branch Lines Committee of 1969 in regard
to these lines ?

Shri Yashwant Singh Kushwah : May I know the time by which the manufacture work
of locomotives etc. would start and will the number of locomotives which the}' are going
to manufacture, would meet the requirement of narrow gauge lines ?

Shri R.L. Chaturvedi: All these matters are being considered at this time and no
final decision has been taken. We have placed certain tentative orders regarding stocks and
locomotives. The report of the Uneconomic Branch Lines Committee about Narrow-gauge
lines is being considered seriously but it will be properly considered only when one financial
position is clear and all these things, the requirement and how far we will be able to meet it,
have to be looked into. _

So far as the second question is concerned, nothing is possible to say at this stage as
to what would be our requirements of Narrow-gauge llnes during this Plan and Fifth Plan
and how far we will be able to fulfil them, ‘

Shri Yashwant Singh Kushwah + Mr. Speaker, Sir, so many years have elapsed since
independance but this Government could not so far decide the time which will be taken
in converting Narrow-gauge lines into Broad-gauge lines in the country and nor any final
scheme has so far been devised in this respect. The Government have also not so far
considered about the requirements of locomotives for these narrow-gauge lines till the time
these lines are converted into Broad-gauge lines: They hzve also not chalked out any final
programme for the construction of these locomotives. What steps the Government are
taking for immediate removal of this carelessness and in supplying the required materials
for meeting the requirements of narrow-gauge lines immediately ?

Shri R. L. Chaturvedi: T have just now stated that we are aware of the requirements

and taking action in this regard. Orders have also been placed for certain materials. As
soon as the locomotives are ready, they will be provided.

Internal Consumption and Export of Steel
*594. Shri Maharaj Singh Bharati : Will the Minister of Steel and Heavy Engineering
be pleased to state:

In view of the shortage of steel within
the country, the export ceiling on steel for 1970-71 has been placed at 675, 170 tonnes.

Training_ to Engineers in Small Scale Industries, Madhya Pradesh

3678. Shri Ramavatar Sharma : Will the Minister of Industrial Development and Inter-
nal Trade be pleased to state :

M.R, Krishna) : (a) to (c) During the last year and 1970 (upto 31st October) 70 applications were
received for industrial licences for setting up of industries in Madhya Pradesh, out of which
45 were for establishment of new industrial undertakings, 12 for manufacture of new articles
and 13 for effecting substantial expansion. Of these applications, 2 were received from the
Public Sector and the remaining 68 from the Private Sector. These related to the manufac-
ture of Chemicals, Electrical Equipments, Automobiles.Vanaspati, Cement, Electronics,Beer,
Rubber Goods, Paper, Agricultural Machinery, Iron and Steel Products and other industries.

Out of the 70 applications, licence and letters of intent have been issued in one and 3
cases, respectively; 19 have been rejected; 2 have been withdrawn by the applicants and in
one case licence was not required and the party has been informed accordingly. The remain-
ing 44 applications are under consideration. 16 of these applications have already been con-
sidered by the Licensing Committee and Government’s decision is either under issue or
expected to be issued shortly. It may be added that 19 applications were received during the
period from 1st August, 1970 to 31st October, 1970.

(a) The Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Industrial Development and Internal Trade
(Shri M. R. Krishna) : (a) Out of the applications received upto 3lst October, 1970, for
industrial licences for setting up industries in Madbya Pradesh, 45 are pending for
disposal, out of which 16 have already been considered by the Licensing Committee and
Government’s decision in these cases is either under issue or expected to be issued shortly.

Of the 45 applications, 19 were received during the period from Ist August, 1970 to 3lst
October 1970.

(b) & (c). As each application has to be examined in detail from various angles, it is
not possible to rigidly adherto any time-limit within which the pending applications could
be disposed of. However, efforts are being made to dispose of the applications as quickly as
possible and to streamline procedures. Further, powers have also been delegated to adminis-
trative Ministreies to dispose of certain type of cases without reference to the Licensing
Committee. Meetings of the Licensing Committee are held frequently, once in every fort-
night. The reasons for the delay are periodically discussed with the representatives of the
various Ministries and directions are given by the Chairman of the Licensing Committee
emphasising on all concerned the need for special attention for expeditious disposal of
applications. Considerable progress has been made in recent months in the disp\osal of

pend_ing applications. Further measures for streamlining the procedures are under
consideration.

New Railway Line Betwé¢en Nagneecha Mandir And Lalgarh Jn.
in Bikaner Division (Northern Railway)

3753. Shri P, L. Barupal : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :

(a) whether a new railway line could be constructed from Lalgarh side via Udasar
Village near Military Cantonment by dismantling the railway line between Bikaner and Lal-
garh Jn. Stations on Bikaner Division of Northern Railway and constructing a new railway
station near Nagneecha Mandir;

(b) whether it is a fact that (i) Bikaner District Congress Committee, (ii) Bikaner
Municipal Committee, and (iii} Bikaner Chamber of Commerce etc. have passed a unanimous
resolution in regard to dismantling of the present railway line and sent it to his Ministry with
the request to shift the present Bikaner Railway Station; and

(c) the time by which the said scheme would be implemented ?

The Minister of Railways (Shri Nanda) : (a) to (c). The question of diverting the
existing Railway line between Bikaner and Lalgarh and shifting Bikaner Station as an alteru-
native to replacement of certain level crossings on the existing Railway line by road over/under
bridges, was examined in detail at a meeting held on 21.12.1961 between the representatives
of Rajasthan Government and Ministry of Railways, and again in another meeting held on
12.9.1966 attended by General Manager, Northern Railway, Revenue Minister of Rajasthan,
Local members of Parliament, Chairman, Urban Improvement Trust, Chairman, Municipal
Board, Bikaner and others. No. final decision has been taken by the State Government. Unless
a final decision together with an undertaking to bear the entire cost of survey and construction
of the diversion in preference to construction of road over/under-bridges is conveyed by the

State Government, it is not possible to indicate the time by which the scheme can be
implemented.

Loading and Unloading of heavy
Consignments by Manual Labour

3786. Shri Shiv Charan Lal: Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :

(a) whether the Railway Administration has recently formulated any rule under which
a consignment weighing upto 28 maunds would have to be loaded and unloaded by manual
labour instead of the one weighing upto 10 maunds ;

(b) whether it is a fact that the said rule is not applicable to the big contractors
whereas it is applicable to thc cooperative societies and their labour ;

(c) whether his Ministry proposes to compensate a worker if he meets with an accident
on account of this discrimination ; and

(d) whether Government propose to provide equal facilities to them ?

The Minister of Railways {Shri Nanda) : (a) Instructions were issued to Railway
Administralions in 1966 that for the purpose of handling contracts at transhipment points,
the Railway Administrations should be generally guided by the fact that a consignment.
weighing one tonne or more should be treated as a crane consignment.
It was further clarified in 1967 that a consignment should be treated as a crane consignment
only when at least one package out of the whole consignment weighed one tonne or more.
Railways were also advised that for the contracts already in force, the extent procedure may
be continued but in future contracts, the above instructions may be implemented.

(b) The instructions referred to in reply to part (a) were applicable to all contractors
at transhipment sheds without any discrimination.

(c) and (d) Do not arise in view of the reply to part (b) above. Further, crane conignment
were defined as per instructions referred to in reply to part (a) for purposes of determining the
free time admissiable for loading/unloading such consignments in wagons, payment of hand-
charges and recovery of crane charges for Railway cranes used etc. Contractors desiring
the use of Railway cranes for loading and unloading of consignments weighing less than
28 maunds could still make use of available cranes on payment of the prescribed charges.

Providing Facilities to Railway Co-operative Societies Which are
given to Big Contractors

3787. Shri Shiv Charan Lal : Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :
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‘(a) whether it is a fact that the Railway Co-operative Societies are provided with the
same facilities which are provided to the big contractors ;

(b) whether it is also a fact that ten maund-cranes are provided to the old contractors
for loading and unloading of goods, whereas this facility is not being provided to the societies

and their labourers : and

(c) the reasons for this discrimination and the action proposed to be taken by Gov-
ernment in providing all the facilities to Societies which are given to big contractors ?

The Minister of Railways (Shri Nanda) : (a) and (b). Facilities provided to a contractor
on the Railways depend upon the nature of the contract and there is no discrimipation in
this matter against a Co-operative Society. In fact, Registered Co-operative Societies are
allowed certain additional facilities for carrying out contracts awarded by Railways.

Reinstatement of Employees Retrenched by Electrification Department,
Allahabad Division (Northern Railway).

Will the Minister of Railways be pleased to state :

(a) whether a large number of employees of Electrification Department in Allahabad
Division of Northern Railway had been retrenched ;

(b) if so, whether some of them had met him and he had given an assurance to
_ reinstate them ;

(c) If so, whether all of them have since been reinstated and if not, the reasons
therefor ; and

(d) whether it is a fact that some of the Members of Parliament also met him in
this connection and if so, the names of those Members of Parliament and the action taken
in this regard ?

The Minister for Railways (Shri Nanda) : (a) to (d) About 350 employees of Railway
Electrification Allahabad were retrenched. Shri S. M. Banerjee alongwith a few employees
of the Railway Electrification discussed their case. Sarvshri Chandrika Prasad and Kalyan
Prasad also handed over a representation. It was explained to Shri Banerjee that when

the work for which the casual labourers were engaged was completed, it was inevitable that
they will be retrenched unless there was some similar work on which they can be re-deployed.
Every effort has been made to re-engage the suitable casual labourers who had been
retrenched. So far, 121 casual labourers have been re-engaged.

ShriKanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi-Sadar) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I returned from Shillong day
before yesterday. I have come to know that Assam is the centre of Espionage activities
and there is large scale infiltration, Mr. George has rightly asked that every thing was
possible between 21 November and 24th Nov. Though the documents are not missing now;,
but they might have been passed over to the Persons across the border and returned back
after taking photostat copies thereof. Similarly the ladies could have come back from
Pakistan, “Similarly, Indian officers appointed at Chandigarh aerodrome had gone to Pakistan
after taking two months leave and after getting training in Espionage activities, they leaked
out secrets to Pakistan, '

The Minister has stated that the Surveyor General of India has appointed an Enquiry
Committee, but conducting of enquiry is not the business of Surveyor General of India.
I want to know whether all the assistance of C. B. I. and Intelligence would be provided
to him. I also want to know the details of the complaints against Maj. Kholi.

The Dy. leader of the opposition also alleged that Major Kohli tried to bribe the
persons. Why no action has so far been taken against Major Kohli. I want to know whether
the Deputy Leader of opposition has been contracted to find out the facts,

What action is being taken to check espionage activities ? It has also been reported
that photostat copies of classified and secret documents were taken and later on were sold
in Hyderabad. I want to know whether Government has made some arrangements for the
safe custody of such documents.

Shrl Ram Niwas Mirdha : So far as discussion in the Assam assembly is concerned, I
have got with me the detailed statement of Assami’s Chief Minister, but it does not seem
proper to have a discussion thereon in this house. If need be, the leader of the opposition
would also be contacted.

So far as enquiry by C. B. 1. is concemed, if Ministry of Education so desires, the
help of not only C.B.1., but of all the other Govt. agencies would be provided to the Enquiry
Committee,

An hon’ble Membe: stated that there is a net-work of spies in all other parts of the
country as well. I do not think it would be proper to have a discussion on this issue here
in the House. If the hon’ble member has some particular information regarding Assam
or Chandigarh, he should disclose that so that we could ascertain the facts.

Shri Chandrika Prasad (Ballia) : My area is mostly inhabited by ex-military personnel
serving military or Central Government employees. inspite of that it is neglected one. Natural
calamities occurted every now and then. During the time of floods and other natural

calamities the Central Government employees should be given three months’ salary in
advance.

The interim relief given to the Central Government employees is inadequate. The
amount of interim relief should be increased,

No Sainik School has bzen opened in Ballia, Azamgarh and Ghazipur which are mostly
inhabited by military personnel. Good military officers can be produced by these areas if a

Sainik School is opened there.

Some industries for the retired military personnel should be started in this area. The
amount of Pensjon of the retire.l persons should also be increased.

There was a proposal to start a sugar facfory in this area in ‘the cooperative sector.
But nothing has come out so far. 1 had written to both the Central and S:ate Governments
to purchase the shares. I would request the Government to pay special attention towards such
neglected areas. A weighing machine should also be set up in this area whichis famous
for sugar cane growing.

The recommendations of Patel Commission which was appointed by Pandit Jawahar
Lal Nehru have not been implimented. The Central Government should do something to
save these districts from being eroded by Ganga and other rivers. This job should not be
left over to the State Government.

The Central Government should also help the educational institutions of this area
which have been facing the crisis due to natural calamities.

The Central Government should also sce that the 18 posts which are reserved for poor
Hatijans are filled in by them only.

Shri K. N, Tiwary (Bettiah) : The number of the unemployed is on the increase. This
problem has taken serious proportions. [n my view this problem can be solved by establish-
ing big as well as small scale industries.

It appears from the newspapers that an industrial production is going down. Our
national income has increased only by 2; per cent. whereas in other countries it has gone up
by 10 or 12 per cent.

In my view it is not good to invest huge_sums in the public sector without providing for
a good management. Checking of the growth of private sector will result in more unemp-
loyment. It appears from the figures of the public sector industries that only a few of
them are running into profit. We have been put to loss of crores of rupees in the Steel
Plants. Bokaro is being delayed and with this delay it’s cost is rising.

There are very few industries in Kerala although the percentage of literacy is highest
there. There is no ll'ldl-lSil')’ in North Bihar except sugar. Similar is the case of eastern

Uttar Pradesh. No comparison can be made between eastern and western wings of Uttar
Pradesh. Eastern Uttar Pradesh is too backward. I clearly’indicates that all parts of the
country have not been equally developed.

It has come to my notice that the next budget will be a deficit budget to the tune of
six hundred _'crorcs of rupees. If this is the position then only God can know what will be
the condition of our country. Demand for increased wages is being made from all sections
of society. I would suggest the money should be spent only on developmental projects. Non-
developmental expenditure should be reduced.

Some concession should be given to the people so that they may convert their black
money into white money. Some declaration should be madc by the Government in this
connection. In this connection I want to submit that not only the business Community but
even the.doctors, lawyers and other pecple have black money with them. It is because
the people have to support more on education and other things I want to suggest that free
education upto matric and B. A. should be provided to children in the country. In this
way people will get some relief in the expenditure. The Government should enforce the
Dowry Act strictly, Every body has to pay thousands of rupees in dowry to his daughter.
This practice should be stopped.

I have no objection if the Government nationalises every inch of our land but they
should also take over our liabilities.

I would request the Government not to bow under pressure as it is neither in the
interest of the development of industry nor agriculture.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Hapur) : Recently the pay scales of the Government emp-
loyees and steel workers have been increased. As a result of this increase the State
Governments were also forced to increase the pay scale of their employees. In this way
they have to bear the extra burden of about two hundred and twenty five crores of rupees
jointly. It has resulted in the deterioration of the economic position of the country. Now
we have heard that in the next budget new taxes to the tune of crores of rupees will be
imposed. Therefore the Government is thinking of holding mid-term poll so that this may
not effect the general elections.

Instead of increasing the wages, time and again, the Government should evolve some
principles. In this connection I may suggest that Government should increase the wages
in accordance with the improvement in the economic position of the country.

The Government should caiefully consider the question of turning the big industries
in foreign countries so that in our country small and medium scale industries could develop.
It will help in solving the unemployment problem.

Floods are causing damages to the tune of crores of rupees in the country every year
but the Government have failed to chalk out any systematic programme to check the floods.

Rs. 172 lakhs are being paid to Delhi Corporation as grants for education under
demand No. 54. I think the Government has not yet taken any decision about the future of
this Corporation but on the other hand the dates have been fixed for holding elections to it.

The Government have admitted itself that from Ist January, 1970 to 6th November,
1970, about 233343 displaced persons have come from FEast Pakistan. Even now about
five hundred people are coming every day. I want to know for how long the Government

will continue the practice of receiving those persons and putting up supplementary demands

for them. Some alternative should be found out. We should demand necessary Jland from
Pakistan f{or their rehabilitation. The Government should not hesitate in demanding land
from Pakistan. I do not know why Government is hesitating in raising this question in
U. N. O. 1 would request the Government to adopt some strong policy in this regard.

Shri S. M. Joshi (Poona) : I would like to draw the attention of the House and
particularly of the hon. Minister to Demand No. 60 regarding industrial houses. Even
after the Commission has been set up there is no change in the attitude of big business
houses and industrialists. Licenses are being granted to such concerns. I have been apprised
?f the license being given to Shri Birla for the exploitation of bauxite required for his
lh(!q?trics. He has been authorised for bauxite exploitation in Madhya Pradesh, and Bihar,
There may be certain other places also where such permission has been granted, If we
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want to check trade monopolies we should not encourage big industrialists and big business
houses. The hon. Minister should pay his attention towards the application moved by
Shri Birla and in view of restricting monopolistic trends in the trade. Birla should not
be authorized for bauxite exploitation.

* Secondly, as regards influx of refugees, I would like to say that it would create
certain troubles in our budgetry provisions. There would be deficit financing, how we
would make good of it ? Pakistan is following the pol.cy of hatred towards India. That
is why a large number of Hindus are migrating from East Pakistan. We, in India cannot
follow the same policy. We have got nothing against the Pakistani people, if we have
something against, that is with the Pakistan Government. Therefore, we should provide
all sorts of necessary- rehabilitation facilities to the refugees coming from East
Pakistan.

Shri Ramavtar Shastri (Patna) : The conditions of primary school teachers in Delhi
is really pitiable. They had to arrange a Dharna infront or the house of Shri Atal Bihari
Vajpayee in order to express their grievances. The Centre has made an allocation of
Rs. 2 crores 64 lakhs to the administration of Delhi Corporation in order to provide more
relief and [acilities to the primary school teachers in Dellii. I would like to suggest that the
Centre should sce that their demands are fulfilled while providing funds to meet the purpose.
I would also request the Centre that they should discuss the matter of Delhi school teachers
promotion with Delhi administration. The Centre should take necessary steps to remove
the grievances and prevailing dissatisfaction among the primary teachers.

As regards construction work of Steal and Heavy Engineering industries, the
Government should abolish the contract system of material supply. Itis only the
contractors who are responsible for delay in completion of the Plant because they are not
supplying refractories in proper time with the intention to get their contract rates increased.
The reactionary elements in this house and in this country do not want the march of the
country towards socialism. They are opposing cach progressive policy.

The hon. Minister has stated that Russia is supplying all the material in time, then
why the completion of the plant is being delayed ? Why the Government is extending
construction time limit ? The Government should abolish contract system, this is the only
remedy of the problem. We should not bow: down to the pressures exercised by the
contractors to get their contract rates increased and see that the plant is completed as early
as possible.

Shri Randhir Singh (Rohtak) : 1 want to say that a few.words about demand No. 53,
5, 8, 54, 57,121 and 42. Rs. two hundred crores have been spent to increase the salary of

Central Government employees. The interim relief has been given because the prices are
shooting up. Why the prices are shooting up ? The prices will continue to rise and the
salary of the Government employees will also continue to be raised. Will there be any
end to it ? There is also a section of our society living in the far flung villages who are
not being ruled by you but by the illiteracy, hunger and ignorance. They work from
morning till evening and at present they are leading a life of animals. The so called
Minimum Wages Act do not apply to them. They are in crores.

The funds are utilised not for productive purposes but for increasing the salary of
Government employecs.  If the production increases the prices will go down and you may
not have to spend the funds for such unproductive purposes.

In a Planning Commission meeting I noticed that Rs. 67 croies have been
earmarked for the farmers. No attention is paid to the section of the society j.e. farmers
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engaged in the productive work. So many Pay Commissions have been set up for
Government employees but not a single commission has so far been set up to ameliorate
the plight of the farmers. I am pained to note that Rs, 67 crores have been earmarked for
the farmers for increasing the production whereas Rs. two hundred crores have been spent
for useless purposes like increasing the salary of the Government employees.

In the changed content of things we have to change our policies and divert the
national resources towards proceeding electricity, roads and irrigational facilities to the
villages. Our friends talk of need based wages. Only the Central Government employees
do not need more wages. Our villagers are more needy than these employees.

I want to caution my friends about the danger of doing injusticé to the _villagers
who are filled with patriotic feelings. I will request the Government to mobilise the
national resources for the betterment of the villages.

Shri Beni Shanker Sharma (Banka) : Every year, the hon. Finance Minister comes
with excess and supplementary demands before this House which is against sound economic

principles.

We should also think of increasing our income, The black money is not only with
the business community, it is also with the officers. This money should come out and
utilised for productive purposes,

The future set up of Delhi Municipal Corporation should be decided upon by the
Government. Decision regarding future set up of MCD should be taken before the next
elections of Delhi Municipal Corporation.

Unfortunately, the influx of refugees is still continuing which is putting great strain
on our economy. The Government should try to protect the interests of minorities in
East Pakistan. We hope that condition will improve after elections in Pakistan. The
assistance being given to refugee camps is inadequate which should be Increased and some
employment should be provided to these refugees.

Our labour policy is also a failure. Frequent strikes in the industries has adversely
effected the production. Some changes are needed in our labour policies to suit the
prevailing conditions of the present. The essential supplies at reasonable rates should be
ensured to the labourers,

The recent floods had adversely effected the people living nearby the Damodar
Valley Project. The Government should formulate multipurpose drainage schemes to avoid
future heavy damages from floods.

It would have been better if more branches could have been opened in the villages
instead-of cities. The money so saved could have been spent on other developmental
projects.

Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri (Baghpat) : On every occasion, I got to speak, I made
a mention of the light railway which runs through my constituency. I always requested
that Government should pay attention to the deplorable condition of the S. S. Light Railway
and do something to make improvement in its condition. Despite my repeated requests it
was not nationalised by Government, Now it has been closed down by the private firm
that was running it. Thus we lost what we earlier had. We requested the Government
either to force the country to run it or lay a big line in its place as the public of this area
is suffering to a great deal. But nothing so far has been done in this respect, though a
period of 4 months has elapsed since its closure. '

I am unable to understand the reason for which the hon. Minister is hesitant in
taking over this light railway. Though he is controlling a concern with an investment of
30,000 crores of rupees, yet he is refusing to take over this 100-mile long line. I request the
hon. Minister to take steps to get this railway run as soon as possible in this area which is
the most fertile part of the country. The Minister should also do something to help the
employees of the S. S. Light Railways in getting their ducs, pension, gratuity and provident
fund etc. Till the time their accounts are cleared by the Company, they should not be
asked to vacate the quarters in which they have been residing.

The Minister had to bring up this proposal of supplementary demands on account
of the increase in the pay bill of railway employees due to the grant of interim relief, I
want to say that G overnment should make some firm policy in regard to enhancing the
emoluments of the!r employees. The increase in the pay of Government employees should
be linked with the increase in national income. We should not ignore those 27 crores of
people who cannot spend more than eight annas a day and those 47 crores of people who
cannot spend more than one rupee a day. The Government shouid take all factors into
account while granting increase in the pay of their employees, otherwise in
future the Parliament will not sanction each and every demand which will be brought
before it.

Shri Balraj Madhok (South Delhi) : Government have allotted very little time for
this important topic.

International competitions are only one aspect of sports. We have to discuss this
topic taking into consideration the health of our people and with a view to create
sportsmanship spirit. If the health of people in the country is good, we will naturally win
in international competitions.

Nothing has been done for the encouragement of sports in public. Lakhs of
rupees are spent on the construction of schools and college buildings bht nothing is spent for
the construction of play grounds and maintaining them. Government should supply hockey,
football and other goods free of charge for the children in schools and colleges. Children
should be given incentive to take part in sports. Encouragement should be given to sports

in schools.

‘Undue importance is being given to cricket. Government should give encourage-
ment to hockey, Kabaddi, Kho-Kho and wrestling. Unless importance is given to these
sports, they cannot develop.

National and State Councils should be given recognition. Sportsmen should be
included in those Councils, They can give better guidance to our sportsmien.

Sports should be held in rural areas to give cncouragement to people living in
villages.

Different types of competitions should be held in each village. Government should
creaie an atmosphere in this regard.

Mountaineering is a good sport, The Government should pay special attention
towards this.
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There is prevailing nepotism and politics in the Selection Boards. Only those
persons should be in the Selection Boards who have some knowledge of sports. There
should not be any politics, favouritism and nepotism in the Selection Boards. The children
should get good food in schools and their health should be maintained. A feeling of
nationalism should be created in our sportsmen. The Government should decide its
sports policy after taking all these aspects into consideration. The Central and State
Sports Council should be reorganised. Sportsmanship spirit should be created in the
country. The Government should make such well planned policy that the sports of country
may develop.
