SHRI SU. THIRUNAVUKKARASAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALLI): There has been a
long pending demand to raise the pension amount to EPS 95 pensioners from
Rs.1,000/- to Rs.5,000/- p.m. The abnormal delay results in great financial
hardship to the beneficiaries. In 2012, Koshiyari Committee recommended Rs.
3,000 minimum pension to be linked with price index. Recently also, the
Parliamentary Standing Committee on Labour in its report stated the minimum
pension announced in 2014 and applicable till date is being grossly
inadequate. In some cases, pension is not disbursed to them owing to various
reasons and as is low as Rs. 460. Besides, they should be covered under
Ayushman Bharat medical scheme as these old age pensioners with low

pension are unable to get treatment at super-speciality hospitals.

Therefore, | urge upon Hon’ble Minister of Labour and Employment to
kindly take immediate necessary action to raise the pension of EPS 95

pensioners to at least Rs.5,000/- p.m.
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(xvii) Regarding completion of construction of Munnar-Kodaikanal
linking road

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): | take this opportunity to
request the Government to kindly take up immediate steps for the completion
of the construction works of the proposed Munnar-Kodaikanal road, which
connects the States of Kerala and Tamil Nadu and is pending since long. The
construction works of the aforementioned road has already been completed
from both the ends of the inter-State border. However, the linking of the road
on the part of the inter-State border is pending. If the Government could
complete the construction works of this road, it would significantly scale up
inter-State road connectivity.

SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): Around 2,50,000 absorbed BSNL
pensioners have been demanding revision of Pension due from 1.1.2017. The
DOT is reportedly taking an incongruous position of linking the 3" pay revision
of the BSNL employees with the revision of pension and declines to address
the justified demand. The stand of DOT is grossly inappropriate because the
liability of paying pension to the absorbed BSNL pensioners lies with the
Government of India while the pay revision of BSNL employees is subject to
the financial viability of BSNL. Rule 37-A in the Central Civil Services (Pension)
rules stipulates conditions for payment of pension. The order of the DOT
issued on 20.7.2016 states in clear terms that the liability of payment of

pension to the BSNL retirees lies squarely with the Government of India.

The Central Government pensioners got their pension revision from
1.1.2016 on the basis of the recommendations of the 7" Central Pay
Commission. Demand for revision of Pension of the BSNL retirees may be

conceded.

The
World Economic Forum's Global Competitiveness Report 2018 ranks India as
53rd out of 140 countries in air transport infrastructure. India is also catching
up with other leading aviation markets in terms of market penetration. In
addition, transportation of cargo is also set to grow at a fast pace in the next
few years to keep pace with the expected growth in economy of the country.
India's domestic air cargo handled grew by 8% Compound Annual Growth
Rate (CAGR) between FY 2013-14 and FY 2019-20, while international air
cargo grew by 6% per annum. From more than 700 registered aircraft, the
figure is likely to reach 1,200 in next few years and the freighter aircrafts
deployed by Indian airlines have increased from 7 (2018) to 28 during the last
three years (2021). It has been forecasted India will cross over into the top 10

air freight markets in the near future.

SHRI N. REDDEPPA (CHITTOOR): Madam Chairperson, the Department of
Social Justice and Empowerment recently released guidelines of the National

Overseas Scholarship Scheme for the year 2022-23. One of the mandatory
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conditions mentioned therein reads, “Topics concerning Indian
culture/heritage/history/social studies on India-based research topic shall not
be covered under NOS." This implies that students whose research work
relates to the above-mentioned areas of study stand summarily excluded from
the purview of this Scholarship Scheme. It says that the final decision as to
which topic can be covered under such category will rest with the Selection-
cum-Screening Committee of NOS. The issue needs immediate attention of
the Government as a scholarship meant specifically for students of
marginalized castes to pursue higher education abroad cannot unreasonably
introduce a criterion whereby such researchers are prevented from
researching about their own marginalized status in Indian history and culture at
an institution of their choice. The moral horizon of universities is by default
universal; it cannot be truncated with the idea of national borders and taboo
subjects. Hence, the Department of Social Justice and Empowerment must
remove the restriction from the notification to encourage and promote research
work on topics concerning the culture and history of marginalized students.
Therefore, | request the Union Government to amend the new guidelines on

the National Overseas Scholarship 2022-23. Thank you.

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Madam, there are more than
40,000 women in India who have been abandoned by their non-resident Indian
husbands. In more than 50 per cent of the cases, women are also harassed by

their husbands’ families. The National Commission for Women received 2,846
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complaints from women who had been abandoned between 2017 and 2021.
The Standing Committee also noted that there are 5,298 complaints related to
NRI marital grievances. According to the provisions of the Registration of
Marriage of Non-Resident Indians Bill, 2019, every NRI who marries an Indian
or another NRI will have to register the marriage within 30 days. In case the

person fails to do so, the passport authority may seize his passport.

Thus, | would request the Minister of External Affairs, through you,
Madam, to make sure that the Bill is brought in the Upper House at the

earliest, and turned into a full-fledged law.

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): Madam, LIC
employees and agents have been staging demonstrations across the country
against the Government’s move to disinvest a five per cent stake in the
company and come out with an Initial Public Offer. The Government claims
that it is not going to privatise LIC and will continue to hold a controlling stake

in it.

The IPO comes at a time of tightening of markets globally, with many
IPOs of Indian companies underperforming in the market. Moreover, this
month, Foreign Portfolio Investors have pulled out Rs.38,000 crore from India.

This is the highest sell-off in 22 months.
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In the light of this situation, | would request the Central Government to
immediately put off the IPO and allow the markets to recalibrate to the new

geopolitical pressures so as to protect the LIC employees and agents.

Therefore, | urge upon the Government to initiate immediate action to
take over the land in Chittoor and surrounding places of KMML Chavara so as
to save the people from the hazards of environmental pollution. The
concerned Minister has visited the place and assured that the land will be
taken over within three months. One year has elapsed but nothing has been

done.
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Therefore, | once again urge upon the Government to take over the land
and protect the people who are living there in a bitter way. The environmental
hazards are there. So, the life and property of these people have to be

protected by rehabilitating them from that place. Thank you, Madam.

SHRI M. SELVARAJ (NAGAPATTINAM): Madam, handloom and handicraft
products have a significant contribution in our economy. They are not only
sold in the domestic market, but are most of the products also exported
abroad. Handloom sector is known for providing employment in rural areas. It

is next only to the agriculture sector.
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Most of the weavers belong to the Other Backward Class, SC/ST and
minority communities. They are all worst hit during the pandemic period as
they have not been getting any work since 2020. However, the demand for
handloom products has been increased by 12.66 per cent compared to the
previous year. Thus, there is an urgent need for the support of the Government

to protect both the weavers and also the traditional economic enterprises.

The Government has launched various schemes for the benefit of
handloom weavers like Mudra Scheme, Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima
Yojana, Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana, Mahatma Gandhi Bunkar
Bima Yojana etc. But the livelihood of the weavers is at stake during the
pandemic period. Hence, the Government should extend some monthly
financial assistance to the families of the handloom weavers immediately.

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SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Thank you, Chairperson. | am
very grateful to you for giving me the opportunity to participate in this
discussion on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Commerce and

Industry for 2022-23.

The Government has set an ambitious export target of 400 billion US
dollars for 2021-22, and if this target does materialize, the eagerly awaited
economic turnaround could be well on its way. During 2021-22, from April to
December, the merchandise export recorded growth of 49.7 per cent to 301.4
billion US dollars, compared to the corresponding period of last year and 26.5
per cent over 2019-20 from April to December. But it is not reflecting in the

economy.

Madam, | hope, the Government is aware that the commercial crops and
spices produced in India are facing steep fall in prices, and the farmers are on
the verge of suicide due to the price fall. There is no mention in this Budget to
help the farmers of cardamom, pepper, and other spices and plantation crops
like rubber, coffee, tea, and cashew. The farmers of these crops are not able to
meet the cost of production of their produce. | hope the hon. Minister will

address this issue while giving the reply.

| would like to request the Government to withdraw itself from the move
to repeal the Rubber Act, 1947, and to introduce the Rubber (Promotion and
Development) Bill 2022. The repealing of the Rubber Act and the introduction

of a new Bill in its place is a deliberate attempt to cripple the Rubber Board by
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stripping off its powers, and also to wipe out rubber cultivation from the
country. At present, fixing the standard prices and testing the quality of natural
rubber are the responsibilities which are vested with the Rubber Board.
Moreover, the import of natural rubber should also be in accordance with the
recommendations of the Board. However, the new Bill seeks to strip off all the
powers of the Rubber Board in this regard. This raises concerns among 11.5
lakh rubber growers in the country. The hon. Minister has denied that the
power of the Rubber Board will be abridged. If it is so, then it is very difficult to

understand why the Government is trying to repeal the Rubber Act, 1947.

If it is required, necessary amendments to the Rubber Act, 1947 can be
made for giving more powers to the Rubber Board and the area of operations

of the Rubber Board can be enhanced.

The Government is providing all agricultural benefits like subsidies,
fertilizers, pesticides, etc. to commercial crops like cotton and jute. Agricultural

benefits should also be granted to the producers of natural rubber.

Madam, Kerala is very much concerned about the fall in prices of natural
rubber. The drastic crash in the price of natural rubber coupled with rising cost
of production and declining yields from the progressively ageing rubber
holdings put the rubber plantation sector into a major crisis. Both large estates
and small holdings were badly affected due to the low price of rubber. About
11.5 lakh small scale rubber cultivators face crisis due to fall in prices of

rubber.
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The main reason for decline in rubber prices is the indiscriminate import
of natural rubber. In order to arrest the price fall, import of rubber should be
stopped with immediate effect. Import of rubber has increased due to less
import duty on rubber and rubber products. At present, rubber price has come
down to Rs.160 per kilogram. It was about Rs. 240 per kilogram ten years
back. This has made rubber cultivation not remunerative at all and the farmers
are leaving rubber cultivation. This affects the economy of the State also.
Ninety-five per cent of the rubber cultivation is in Kerala. So, an appropriate
scheme for natural rubber price stabilization or Income Stabilization Fund to

support the small and marginal farmers is necessary and essential.

The Central Government has the authority to increase import duty in line
with the World Trade Organisation Agreement, but it has not done so, so far. |
also urge upon the Government of India to restrict the import of natural rubber

from outside.

The Government has also been trying hard to grant BIS Mark to cup
lump. The BIS mark is required to import cup lump. If it is granted, large scale
import will take place and result in fall in price of natural rubber. It may also
cause environmental hazards by a possibility of bringing viruses and other
insects as cup lump is an unprocessed product. Thus, the Government is

trying to put the rubber farmers into another trouble.

Not only rubber, all plantation crops - tea, coffee and spices - are

currently passing through an unusually difficult phase, with the basic problem
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of low commodity prices combined with high cost of production owing to low
productivity of labour and land, which is further complicated by climate change.
The plantation sector is crucial to the livelihood of some of the most
marginalised and vulnerable sections of the population. The plantation sector
provides livelihood to 23 million workers and more than 1.5 million growers.
The sector gains prominence as the principal source of livelihood for a large
number of Scheduled Tribes and Scheduled Castes, women, minority

communities and spatially excluded communities.

The specificities of the plantation sector need to be addressed
separately rather than extending the support provided to the agricultural or

industrial sector.

On the supply side, the key issues that need redressal are labour and
capital availability for continued production and smoothening out supply chain
and marketing bottlenecks. The commodity boards had been implementing
various measures to mitigate some of these problems. The Tea Board
extended a moratorium of six months on interest and instalments for the loans
taken through the Special Purpose Tea Fund (SPTF) scheme for replanting,
planting and rejuvenation. The Tea Board also conducted special e-auctions
for special plucking done on 21° May. The Spices Board had intervened to
enhance exports, by relaxing quality checks, to countries not requiring quality
standard certificates. Similarly, the Rubber Board has, through its producer

companies, arranged to buy rubber sheets from the farmers at a base price,
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thus providing liquidity for the farmers. The commodity would be sold as and

when the markets open and the full market price would be reimbursed later.

Nevertheless, as it can be seen from the measures adopted by the
commodity boards, there is very little financial support that the commodity
boards are able to provide, other than institutional adjustments. For this to
occur, the Government of India must take the commodity boards into
confidence and address the specific problems of the sector through the
specific commodity boards. The commodity boards have a vantage position in
reaching out to all the stakeholders in their respective plantation sectors.
Separate financial packages must be reached out to the plantation sector

through the commodity boards.

SHRI S.C. UDASI (HAVERI): Madam Chairperson, thank you very much for
giving me this opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry
of Commerce and Industry for the financial year 2022-23. | also thank my party

for giving me this opportunity to speak on this subject.

Before coming to the subject, | wish to sincerely thank Shri Narendra
Modi, hon. Prime Minister of India and Dr. Jaishankar, hon. Minster of External
Affairs for bringing back more than 22,000 citizens safely from war-struck
Ukraine. A student from my parliamentary constituency, Haveri, Mr. Naveen
Shekharappa who was studying in Kharkiv, unfortunately lost his life. We were
able to bring the mortal remains of Mr. Naveen Shekharappa back home
because of the interventions and relentless efforts of Shri Narendra Modi and
Dr. Jaishankar. | thank them on behalf of the family of Mr. Naveen

Shekharappa for helping them make peace with this terrible loss.

Coming to the subject, | would like to say that we all know the
importance of trade and commerce in the development of a nation and nation
building. During the ancient times, India was the leading exporter of sugar,
textiles, silk, and precious stones. India was also the main exporter of spices to
the West. The prosperity of Indian trade took a backseat with the starting of the

Industrial Revolution in the West and colonisation of India.

The underlying theory post-Independence was that the market could not
be trusted to produce good social outcomes, so the Government in its wisdom

must determine where the country’s scarce resource should be deployed and
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what exactly should be produced, in what location, and by whom. In other
words, the people would be best served when they had no right to decide what
to produce and no right to decide what to consume. That was all to be left to
the Government. The businesses were hamstrung by a million controls,
imposed in the name of socialism. Many were worried that imperial foreign rule
would return in the guise of economic domination through trade and
investment. The number of poor people went on increasing post-
Independence. The policies of the Congress rule in the name of the poor
ended up impoverishing the poor. Later, the UPA rule, before the election of

our Government, was equally disastrous for commerce and trade.

It was infected with corruption and had paralysis in decision making. The
achievement of the UPA Government was the collapse of the public private
partnership model for infrastructure, huge bank losses, loss of investment

projects for the country, and even in the SEZ.

Now, | will talk about growth under Modi Ji. Our Government led by
Narendra Modi Ji has tackled some of the worst challenges through reforms
and transparent governance. For example, today itself, hon. Prime Minister

has said:

“India set an ambitious target of USD 400 billion of goods exports
and achieves this target for the first time ever. | congratulate our

farmers, weavers, MSMEs, manufacturers, exporters for this
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success. This is a key milestone in our Aatmanirbar Bharat

journey. Local goes global.”

So, on behalf of the country, | congratulate the hon. Prime Minister and
also the Ministry of Commerce for having this endeavour on this day when |
am speaking here on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Commerce
and Industry. Our commitment to deep economic reforms is a major reason
that makes it an attractive business and investment destination. We are
committed to being a trusted partner in global supply chain system. Our
Government has made avenues for free trade agreements with many
countries. There was a time when India was known for licence raj. Today we
have promoted ease of doing business and our ranking has significantly
improved from 142 in 2014 to 63 in 2020. Because of our efforts to support the

startup ecosystem, today we have the third largest unicorns in the world.

Self-reliant, that is Aatmanirbhar economy is equally important to absorb
the shocks generated by the ever changing global scenario. Our ‘Make in
India’ programme is a great success and production-linked Incentive schemes
worth USD 26 billion have been implemented in 14 sectors.

The Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code has since its enactment in 2016
helped recover Rs. 2.5 trillion from corporate defaulters. The Government
subsequently recapitalized banks and empowered the NCLT. Post-COVID, our
Government is unlocking infrastructure assets through its Asset Monetisation

Programme which will release substantial revenues.
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India's national infrastructure pipeline at USD 1.5 ftrillion is even more
ambitious than what is being undertaken in the US. The NIP envisages
infrastructure investment of Rs. 111 lakh crore over five years from Financial
Year 2020 to 2025.

The Government's commitment to scale up infrastructure investments
despite fiscal pressures reflects the priority accorded to the infrastructure
sector, which is vital for overall economic growth and recovery due to its
backward linkages in spurring core sector demand. It also holds the maximum
potential for employment elasticity.

Growth in commerce needs stability. The decision taken by our
Government to get rid of retrospective taxation shows our commitment and
shows the consistency in policies.

India has gone from being a slow growing country to one of the fastest
growing major economies in the world today. What used to be a poor country
now has the fifth largest GDP in the world.

So, India is currently known as one of the most important players in the
global economic landscape. Our trade policies, reforms undertaken by Modi
Ji's Government, and our inherent strengths have attributed to India's standing
as one of the most sought-after destinations for foreign investments in the
world. Also, technological, infrastructural development undertaken by our
Government will contribute greatly for the growth of commerce in the years to

come. The pandemic and the war in Ukraine have also caused a small setback
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to the short term goals of our Government, but we are on track to achieve the
long-term vision of economic prosperity for our country.

Now, | will come to exports. Exports worth USD 400 billion were made in
this financial year. The reason behind that was that the hon. Prime Minister
had said that we should have a USD 5 trillion economy. So, if we want to be a
USD 5 trillion economy, exports of goods and services will have to be at least a
trillion dollar. It is 20 per cent of the total of USD 5 trillion because we need to
support our import of oil, and therefore, our exports will have to really go up by
leaps and bounds, so that we can contribute to finance our imports and
strengthen the rupee in the days to come. So, how do we achieve this? To
achieve this, we just need to leverage our 'EDGE’ to give us an edge in the
global completion.

Now, what is EDGE? "E’ stands for economies of scale, ‘D’ stands for
demographic dividend, 'G’ stands for good governance, and 'E’ stands for
encourage innovation in industry. So, Government, through its various bold
reforms, has provided an enabling eco-system for India to make a mark in the
global manufacturing landscape. Quality and productivity will be the hallmark of
India’s future manufacturing eco-system. So, from that angle, the Government
gave a three-point Call to Action for the industry - Explore various FTA
provisions and use them and use to its full potential; take active part in
negotiations - FTAs are two-way traffic. We have to be demanders and also
accommodate their demands. Secondly, through actions, instill a feeling of

pride in our citizens that our products are at par or even better than the global
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products. Make the difference visible. Gone are the days when imported meant
better, 'Made in India’ mark should compete with global brands in every
category.

The third is to focus on development of aspirational districts and tier-I|
and tier-lll cities like Godda, Haveri, Kalaburagi, Yadgir, etc. So, aspirational
districts and tier-ll and tier-1ll cities will be the future of exporters. Furthermore,
what are the initiatives that the Government has taken to reach the target of $
1 trillion in goods and $ 1 trillion in services by 2027 and how this target of $
400 billion was achieved? It was because the Prime Minister took interest in
the Ministry. An Export Monitoring Desk under the Statistics Division of DGFT

has been setup for monthly monitoring of achievement of targets.

The disaggregated targets enabled tight monitoring by country, by
region, by mission, by products, by commodity groups, and by export
promotion councils. The Prime Minister addressed the Ambassadors, High
Commissioners, Commercial Missions, line Ministries, Departments, States,
UTs, EPCs, Commodity Boards, Authorities, Industry Trade Associations, etc.
on 6" August, 2021 and he said ‘Local goes global -- Make in India for the
world’ for achieving the target of $ 1 trillion economy. The target has been
already set. So, in the coming days both in the services and the goods, the
merchandise export now is $ 400 billion and in services sector it is around $

250 billion, which is going to reach $ 1 trillion each by 2027.
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| would like to mention about how the challenge was converted into
opportunity. We all witnessed the turmoil due to COVID-19 pandemic, which
emerged as the biggest threat to the economic growth. The Indian economy
had witnessed sharp contraction of 24.4 per cent in Quarter 1 and 7.3 per cent
in Quarter 2 of the Financial Year 2020-2021. A series of measures have been
taken by this Government to convert those pandemic-related challenges into
opportunities and to improve the economic situation including inter-alia
announcement of the Atmanirbhar Bharat package amounting to the tune of
almost Rs. 30 lakh crore. Targeted interventions were made to support the
economy and livelihood. Moreover, the pace of structural reforms was

expedited.

The major reforms undertaken under Atmanirbhar Bharat package
include credit guarantee for MSME loans, sectoral structural reforms, policy on
strategic disinvestment of CPSEs, reforms in public procurement, setting up of
empowered Group of Secretaries and Project Development Cells for facilitating
investment, reduction in compliance burden, and single window system for
clearances. These measures, in addition to the structural reforms taken up,

have assisted the economy in its early revival.

India, which was not producing N-95, PPE kits, ventilators, etc. prior to
Corona pandemic, started producing the same and is even catering to the
world markets and became self-reliant. The Government has started the

vaccination drive in January, 2021 and indigenously developed Covaxin
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vaccine in its fight against COVID-19 pandemic. As on date, more than 143
crore doses have been administered in India. This has not only saved lives of

people, but has also set the momentum for early recovery of the economy.

The economy has started showing signs of recovery with GDP growth
rebounding to 20.1 per cent in Quarter 1 and 8.4 per cent in Quarter 2 of 2021-
2022. Several high frequency indicators like E-way bills, railway freight, port
traffic, GST collections and power consumption have demonstrated a ‘V’
shaped recovery in the economy. ICI measures the performance of eight core
industries, namely, coal, crude oil, natural gas, petroleum refinery products,
fertilizers, steel, cement and electricity. The industries included in the ICI
comprise 40.27 per cent weightage in the IIP. During 2021, the ICI growth rate
was -6.4 per cent compared to the average growth rate of 3.0 per cent during

the last three years.

The rate of growth has been robust from April to October in the current
financial year, 2021-22, that is, 15.1 per cent. Out of eight core sectors, six
have shown double digit growth with cement and steel sectors leading the
pack with the growth rate of 33.6 per cent and 28.6 per cent respectively. This

is what our Government is doing.

In regard to production-linked incentive scheme, keeping in view of
India’s vision becoming Atmanirbhar to enhance India’s manufacturing
capabilities and exports, an outlay of Rs.1.97 lakh crore has been announced

in the Union Budget 2021-22 for PLI schemes for 14 key manufacturing,
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starting from fiscal year 2021-22. | don’t want to quote them all. The guidelines
for all the PLI Schemes have been issued and applications have also been
received under majority of schemes. The DPIIT has been doing overall
coordination for PLI Scheme. It is the nodal department for PLI Scheme for a
wide variety of goods like air conditioners, LED lights, etc. with an outlay of
Rs.6,238 crore. Guidelines for these schemes were published on 4™ June,
2021; 42 applicants with committed investment of Rs.4,614 crore have been
provisionally selected as beneficiaries under the PLI Scheme. The selected
applicants include 26 for air-conditioner manufacturing with an investment of
Rs.3,898 crore; and 16 for LED manufacturing with an investment of Rs.716

crore.

The Start-Up India initiative was launched by the Prime Minister on 16"
January 2016 as a flagship initiative of Government of India. The initiative was
intended to add a stronger ecosystem for nurturing India's start-up culture that
would further drive our economic growth, support entrepreneurship, and
enable large-scale employment opportunities. With over 60,000 recognized
start-ups, India has transformed into the third largest start-up ecosystem
supplementing employability as well as enhancing our self-reliance. Start-Up
India's role has been vital in nurturing entrepreneurship beyond Tier-1 cities.
The regional growth through the efforts of States and Union Territories (UTs)
has created a national ecosystem to thrust our economic goals. While 55 per

cent of the recognised start-ups are from Tier-1 cities, 45 per cent of the start-
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ups are from Tier-2 and Tier-3 cities respectively, 45 per cent of start-ups are
represented by women entrepreneurs. This shows the roots of start-ups have

grown deep in the country.

On Ease of Doing Business, India has reported meteoric improvement
from 142™ rank in 2014 to 63™ rank in 2020 Ease of Doing Business Report,
containing data as of May 2019. India has ranked first among South Asian
countries as compared to its sixth position in 2014. As per the World Banks’
Doing Business Report (DBR), India has featured in the top ten improvers list
consistently over the last three years. Due to its sustained reform programme,
in DBR 2020, India has improved its rank in seven out of 10 indicators and
moved closer to international best practices. | would give one or two examples

how the indicators have gone up.

On dealing with the construction permits, | would like to state that an
Online Building Permission System (OBPS) was introduced by the Ministry of
Urban Affairs. It is a single window for obtaining building permission and has
been implemented for granting construction permits in Mumbai and Delhi. As
on 1% April 2021, OBPS has been implemented in 2,465 ULBs across the
country. On getting electricity, the procedure to obtain new commercial
electricity connection in Delhi and Mumbai has been reduced to two from
seven days. Earlier, in 2021, it has come down to two days whereas in 2017 it
used to be 15 days. The time has been reduced to 15 days for connection with

a right of way permission from 105 days.
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Earlier, it used to be 105 days, and now it has come down to 15 days.
This is what ease of doing business means. For registering the property and
accessing digitised land property records of last thirty years 24x7 online
through integrated registration property portals of respective States of
Maharashtra and Delhi, these portals provide comprehensive functional
electronic database for checking incumbrance. Getting the credit, protecting
the minority investors, paying taxes, trading across the borders, enforcing the
contract, and resolving the insolvency, are all ease of doing which has been

done by our Government.

Trade Infrastructure for Export Scheme (TIES) is being implemented
from financial year 2017-18 till the financial year 2025-26 with the objective of
assisting the Central and State Government agencies for creation of
appropriate infrastructure for growth of exports. It includes infrastructure
projects for export linkage like the Border Haats, Land Customs Stations,
Quality Testing and Certification Labs, and Trade and Export Promotion

Centres eftc.

ECGC provides the cost-effective export credit insurance on short term,
medium term and long term and trade related services to exporters and banks
to meet the growing needs of the Indian export market, and thereby exports

from India.

The Government of India had approved the capital infusion of Rs. 2,000

crore into ECGC over a period of three years from 2017-18 to 2019-20 to

support more exports through emerging and challenging markets like Africa,
Latin America and Asian countries. The enhanced capital infusion for ECGC
support to export credit was more than Rs. 26 lakh crore. More than 85 per
cent of the customers who have been benefited by the ECGC are small

exporters.

In order to provide an edge over areas where domestic tariff is
applicable to attract investments and ensure favourable balance of trade of the
country, the SEZ units are benefited through financial incentive and fiscal
relaxations. Hence, the levying of minimum alternative tax and introduction of
the sunset clause would adversely affect the competitive advantages of the
SEZ in gaining global investments. Going by the recommendation given by the
Baba Kalyani Committee’s report, the Government is ensuring continuation of
the fiscal benefits and extension of the sunset clause to retain the competence
of SEZ units and it is also going to examine the prospects of inclusion of SEZs
into the ambit of RODTEP Scheme. So, a new legislation which is going to
replace the SEZ Act, 2005, is being brought in to give impetus to the

development and growth of the SEZs in the country.

For SEZs, the revenue forgone was to the tune of more than Rs. 2 lakh
crore. There is a saying, “a politician is one who is worried about his next five
years because he has to face the election but a visionary is one who is worried

about the next generation”.
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Modi ji, according to me, is a socioeconomic, political, cultural, scientist
and ambassador who has studied behavioural psychology at a very micro and
minute level. With his experience as Gujarat Chief Minister and as Prime
Minister of the country for seven years, he has made a lot of difference in this
country which is evident in the growth of all sectors. He understands the
aspirations of the people of the country. In the changing world scenario, he is
building an India in which being a citizen of India is a matter of pride. With

these words | conclude my speech. Thank you very much.

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY (KOLKATA UTTAR): Madam Chairperson,
it appears to me that this Government is actually not in a mood to run the
Ministry of Commerce and Industry. The Government seems to be of the
opinion that it is not the task of the Government to run factories, like the United
States. In the United States, the Government looks after only defence and
external affairs and not any other department. Here it appears that the
importance of this Ministry is gradually being reduced to a great extent. The
Minister may say that it is not so, but we feel many things in our heart and we
can certainly express them on the floor of this House, the sanctum sanctorum

of democracy, with you adorning the Chair.

Madam, the overall trade deficit in 2020-21 was USD 14.06 billion, which
was less than the deficit of USD 76.43 billion in 2019-20. India’s services trade

recorded a negative growth year on year. In 2020-21, this negative growth was
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minus 3.3 per cent in comparison with the previous year. Contribution of
services exports in India’s GDP declined from 7.7 per cent in 2018-19 to 7.4

per cent in 2019-20.

What important items do we export from India and what do we import?
We would certainly like to know about this from the Minister’s reply. We export
engineering goods, gems and jewellery, petroleum products, drugs and
pharmaceuticals, organic and inorganic chemicals, textiles, electronic goods,
cotton yarn, handloom products, rice, and plastic. This is all mentioned in the
Annual Report of the Ministry, a copy of which | have with me. The important
items that we import are: petroleum, electronic goods, gold, machinery
(electrical and nonelectrical), organic and inorganic chemicals, pearls,
semiprecious stones, transport equipment, coal, plastic material, iron and

steel.

The Tea Board Headquarters is situated in my constituency. | would like
to say that this Tea Board has no Chairman since the last four years. It seems
that the Tea Board office is gradually going to be taken away from Kolkata.
Darjeeling Tea is still the best tea in the world. We could have exported this
tea. From number one position, it is gradually coming down. it is now
positioned at number three or four. It does matter to me because | belong to a

State where tea is being produced.

SEZ is being discussed here. HRIGAT, TUAT IHIFITHD S H UfEH ST

&P BT N dhrg TNPN Zﬁgwﬁﬂﬁéﬁﬁ | In India, SEZ is not at all up to the
mark. | could not understand why this attitude is being adopted. SEZ is doing
well in Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, and Maharashtra. In a few other places like

Gujarat, Haryana and Uttar Pradesh, it is doing a little better. But what about
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West Bengal? SEZ could not achieve a better position there as it has done in

some other places. In some places it is much below the standards.

The issue with regard to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and
OBCs has also been discussed here. Definitely, the Government is providing
jobs to these people but still there are a number of vacancies. As | told you
last week, Railways has more than 1,50,000 vacancies. | had categorically
mentioned it to the hon. Railway Minister. He did not agree with it but | was
referring to a Report of the Standing Committee, which | had Chaired for three
long years. We had recorded positive reports, including a report on the high-
speed trains, like bullet train. | do not want to go into that today. The
Government has in its possession a number of Boards, like, Spice Board,

Rubber Board, Coffee Board and Tea Board. There are a number of Boards.

The Government has APEDA. It is a very important organisation. The
Government has MMTC. | have already mentioned about Tea Board. The Coir
Board is also there. The Export Council of India is also there. Madam, | am
very much keen to know about India’s position in the world market with regard

to tea.

Madam Chairperson, there is BRICS comprising of five countries
namely, Brazil, Russia, India, China, and South Africa. This is an association of
five major countries. These countries look after each other's economic
situation and also extend hand of cooperation. Are we really getting any

economic support through the BRICS? Are we really extending our support
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economically through the BRICS? Recently, you must have seen how the
NATO failed. In spite of being a member, that country was attacked repeatedly.
Similarly, as far as the BRICS is concerned, | would like to know what it is

doing.

Madam, as per the IMF, the global recovery continues but the
momentum has slowed and was hampered by the pandemic. Pandemic
outbreaks in critical links of global supply chains have resulted in longer than
expected supply disruptions, further feeding inflation in many countries. In
general, risks to economy have increased and policy trade-offs have become
more difficult. The situation reflects a downgrade for advanced economies and

for low income developing countries as well.

How is APEDA performing? | have already mentioned about APEDA.
The APEDA is Agricultural and Processed Food Products Export Development
Authority. It is a very well-to-do organisation. It is a very powerful wing. | have
the opportunity to come across APEDA when Shri Kamal Nath was the
Commerce Minister of the country. We were involved in one of the APEDA
programmes and we also went abroad. | do not remember the name of the
country. The APEDA can play a major role as a potential alternative in this
world. It has such a huge infrastructure. It is such a huge institution. It has big

markets. After COVID-19, this issue can come up.

Madam Chairperson, export policy is required to be activated here. How

long do we have to import pulses, oilseeds, etc.? | chair the Standing
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Committee on Food, Consumer Affairs and Public Distribution. It has now
become one of the most important Standing Committees. Still, we have to

import pulses, edible oils, and everything.

Ultimately, all this will come under the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry. The Government-led industries are in a very bad condition. Our
industries -- which are public sector undertakings -- are divided into four
categories namely, Maharatna, which is at the top level; then comes Navratna;
third one is Ratna; and the fourth one is Miniratna. Shri Jyotiraditya M. Scindia
has also mentioned about it. So, our public sector undertakings are divided into
these four categories. This Government is not hesitating to sell Navratna units,
Maharatna units, and the profit-making public sector units as well. Without the
public sector undertakings, what industries do we have? Industries are

dominated by the private parties.

These are being controlled by Ambanis, Adanis, Tatas, Birlas, Goenkas
and by a group of people. But there are at least 250 Public Sector
Undertakings, which my memory can recollect. Except few, all are facing
losses. For this, the NDA had to create one Department. The name of that
Department was Ministry of Disinvestment. Does it ever happen that a Ministry
was named as Ministry of Disinvestment? Mr. Arun Shourie was the then
Minister. We want to know about the attempts and efforts with which this

Government is trying to motivate and set up industries. Without industries, we
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cannot create new job opportunities. The unemployed cannot be removed
unless the big industry and medium scale industries are set up in the country.
Unless the State Governments are given a major support, they cannot build up
their own industries. So, without giving major importance or a budgetary
support to this Department, | think, even if any positive proposals are taken by
the Government, those are not being able to fulfil the desire due to crunch of
funds. So, this Department requires more funds for their operations and at the
same time, unemployment is growing day by day. It is skyrocketing. So, is this
Government prepared or ready to extend full scale support to this Ministry by

giving more impetus?

Madam, | have told that the golden era was in India when many
Maharatna and Navratna type of Public Sector Undertakings made our head
high. Today, we discussed about Civil Aviation. But it was not admitted by the
Government that it has been sold to Tata. | was allowed to ask the question.
The entire world knows that Air India was sold to Tatas but no response was
there from the Government. If you are in a mood to go in this passage, why are
you so hesitant? Why are you feeling shy? In this Annual Report, it is
mentioned very categorically about the organisational structure and functions
of the Ministry of Commerce, global economic and trade situation, trend in
India’s foreign trade, foreign trade policy, EXIM trade, and major schemes,
export promotion mechanisms, commercial relations, trade agreements and

international trade organisations, special economic zones and export oriented
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units, specialized agencies, programme undertakings for the welfare of SC,

ST, OBCs, women and disabled persons and so on.

| hope the major issues, which have been placed in the preface of the
Annual Report, each and every item be explained, may be short, but all replies
require immediate attention of the Government and equally on the Opposition

of this side.

So, as such, the way this Budget has been Tabled, | cannot support the

Budget.

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): Madam, post-COVID, the
economy is moving in the right trajectory. If you see the India’s GDP at current
prices, it is estimated to be at Rs. 232.15 trillion and India has the third largest

unicorn base.

Right now, we have around 83 unicorns in our country, creating large
number of jobs and by 2025, it is expected that India will have more than 100
unicorns. It is a report given by NASSCOM. Even our hon. Minister was
saying that in the 75" year of our Independence, there are going to be 75 more
unicorns, one per week for the next 75 weeks. All these are very positive
things that we hear. Exports worth Rs. 650 billion are expected in the year
2021-22 which is a positive sign in the post-COVID scenario, especially, after

the pandemic, in spite of all the constraints. If you look at India’s electronic
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exports, till December 2021, in the financial year 2021-22, it is Rs. 67 billion
and it is expected to grow to Rs. 300 billion by 2025-26. | would also like
appreciate the hon. Minister for having utilised all the Budgetary allocation
given in the last year and also in the previous years. But what surprises me is
that there is a reduction in the Budgetary allocation by Rs. 1919 crore in this
year's Budget. | do not know how the Ministry is going to cover this up. It is
because we are talking of improving infrastructure by setting up of economic
zones and various other things. But a cut in the Budgetary allocation is not the
right thing at this point of time. | think, we need to give a boost to the new

companies which have been set up in the infrastructure sector.

We always talk about competing with China. There is Rs. 125 billion
trade with China. If you see, the exports are worth only Rs. 25 billion, whereas
imports are worth Rs. 100 billion. If we are talking of Atmanirbhar Bharat, we
should not cut Budget allocations and we should boost and support our

entrepreneurs to put up more industries.

With regard to the National Industrial Corridor Development and
Implementation Trust (NICDIT) | would like to submit that they have asked for a
sum of Rs. 3000 crore, but the allocation that has been given to them is Rs.

1500 crore. It is going to delay all the projects that have been taken up.

There have been 11 industrial corridors which have been taken up under
this head. We also have one in Andhra Pradesh, namely, the Vizag — Chennai

Industrial Corridor with five nodes at Visakhapatnam, Machilipatnam,

Donakonda, Yerpedu and Srikalahasti. So, | would like to request the
Government to give the full allocation of Rs. 3000 crore as has been asked for
by NICDIT. Lack of funds should not result in slowing down of the projects at

this juncture.

The other important issue is about the leather sector. The leather sector
creates a lot of jobs; it is also helping the down-trodden people and even small
entrepreneurs can set up small units. So, leather sector should not be
neglected. But there is a shortfall in the Budget allocation by more than Rs.
115 crore, which is not good. We should encourage the leather sector by
putting them under the PLI scheme. The leather sector is expected to
contribute around Rs. 45,000 crore by way of exports in the financial year
2022-23. It is a positive thing. But we need to do the right thing and support

this sector.

Sir, we are talking of economic development and till now 358 SEZ units
have been notified. Of these, only 268 SEZ units are operational and even
amongst these 268 units, all of them are not fully operational. So, the
Government should take steps to fully operationalise all the 268 SEZs and also
those which are not functional. All the 368 SEZs should be put to good use,
otherwise there is no point in coming out with SEZs. They need to be
supported. If you look at the North-Eastern States, they do not have SEZs. So,
we need to give some SEZs to the North-Eastern States so that some

industrial development can take place there. The competitive advantage of
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SEZ units must be protected. One way of doing so is re-looking at the
Minimum Alternative Tax (MAT) and removing the sunset clause so that they

will have some flexibility in expanding their businesses.

The Government should also take into consideration the
recommendations of the Standing Committee. The Standing Committee has
advocated for augmenting infrastructure facilities to boost exports. But if you
have to go with this recommendation, then you cannot cut down the
expenditure; you cannot cut down the Budgetary allocation. | demand that full
Budgetary allocation, as has been asked for the infrastructure projects, should
be given. We also need to re-visit the Intellectual Property Rights regime in

India.

We should be at par with the rest of the world. Our entrepreneurs should
have an advantage. We should give them full support. Export of agricultural

produce, marine products, plantation crops and coir should be given priorities.

| will give you a small example from what the Standing Committee has
said. It is about human hairs. We produce 80 per cent of world’s human hair
but we are getting only two per cent of the value-added products. After the
submission of the Standing Committee’s Report, action has been taken to ban
exports. After that, almost eight lakh jobs have been created. We are talking

about unicorns which are going to create eleven lakh jobs.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Is it the Standing Committee Report on the Demands

for Grants?

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY: Yes, the Standing Committee suggested that

they ban the exports and our Member, Shri Shridhar advocated for that.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: | am asking whether it is there on the Demands for

Grants Report?

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY: It is not there in the Demands for Grants. | am

only suggesting it.

There is one more request from my side. We export chillies which come
to 40 per cent of the volume of spices. Chillies is synonymous with Andhra
Pradesh and maijority of exports are from Andhra Pradesh. It is the largest
exporter of chillies. Guntur produces almost 80 per cent of the produce of
Andhra Pradesh. | request the Government to set up a Chilly Board in Guntur.
Being part of the Spices Board, we are not able to focus much on chillies. So,
a separate Chilly Board will definitely help the farmers and push the export of

chillies which in turn will help the farmers.

| would also like to draw the attention of Shrimati Anupriya Patel to one
point. This is a request from the All India Food Processors Association.
There has been an ambiguity in the classification of mango pulp and mango
puree. Earlier, GST was fixed at 12 per cent but they are asking them to pay

18 per cent in spite of clarifications being given by the Horticulture Research
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Institute that mango puree and mango pulp are the same. This is not correct.
Lakhs and lakhs of farmers are dependent on mango cultivation. This change
in the GST rates and asking them to pay retrospective charges with penalties
is a huge hit to the farmers. So, | request the hon. Minister to look into this

matter.

| will even submit a written representation to her. We want immediate
action on this issue so that the GST issue is resolved and the ambiguity is
cleared. It is just a clarification which is required. It will help lakhs of mango
farmers. Last time, when | went to her, when she was the Minister of State for
Health, she reacted in ten minutes. | hope that she will do the same thing now

also. She helped us to solve the issue.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: The Minister is very responsive.

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY: Sir, when we are talking of unicorns and
industrial development, we have to talk about the problems also. There is
excessive growth in population and unemployment is increasing.
Unemployment is at 8.5 per cent which is a huge number and in employment,
we are ranking at 86 in the world. It is not good for us. So, the Government
should focus on creation of employment. It is not just unicorns which are going
to create employment, we should think of MSMEs, we should think of farmers
and various other sectors like the rural economy. Only then we will be able to

create more employment.
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There is a very low level of per capita income. We should focus on
increasing the income of the rural folks. There is vast inequality. We have the
richest people in our country and also the poorest of the poor in our country.
We are proud of the rich but we should also support the poor. We should make

their livelihoods better. We should work on different things.

The major thing that | want to put forward is agriculture and MSMEs. In
agriculture, we are talking of increasing the farmers’ income. We are talking of
supporting them. On paper, everything is looking perfect but in reality, you may
find that 15 to 20 years earlier, more than 50 per cent of the total GDP was
coming from the farmers. In the last decade, it has come down to 34 per cent.
Now, you may see that it is 14 to 17 per cent. When the farmers’ income is
doubling, why is the figure coming down in the GDP on a regular basis? We
have to act on this aspect. We have 51 per cent of the people who are
dependent on agriculture and they are only generating 14 to 17 per cent of our

GDP.

So, we have to focus on these things. We have to help the farmers.
Otherwise, we cannot create job opportunities for the whole nation. If farming
is profitable and farmers are happy, business will improve and the country will

also prosper.

| would like to state that while the percentage of farmers’ contribution in
the country’s GDP is 14 to 17 per cent, it is growing in Andhra Pradesh. It is 35

per cent in Andhra Pradesh. It is a very good percentage and it is growing
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every year. Andhra Pradesh ranks top in the production of eggs. It ranks
second in the production of meat. Andhra Pradesh ranks top in aquaculture.
We have a share of 32 per cent in the nation’s total fish production. We have a
share of 36 per cent of the total seafood exports in the country. Andhra

Pradesh ranks third in milk production.

Our Chief Minister has started Rythu Bharosa Kendras. We have one
Rythu Bharosa Kendra for every 5,000 people or even below at panchayat
level. The farmers can go there and they can get 17 services, right from
selecting the seeds and the seed is delivered in the villages. They need not be
worried about spurious seeds. They get fertilizers, pesticides and other things.
They can sell their crops there. So, | request the Minister to visit our Rythu
Bharosa Kendras and make a study. We can work together and come out with

better methods for improving the agricultural income and also the economy.

Sir, if you see the MSMEs, they are under severe stress. The whole
industry is suffering just because of a few corporates. The bankers are not
treating them properly. They are not able to get the money in time. The

Government should focus on providing capital to these MSMEs.

If you see the numbers, we have about 3.6 crore MSMEs. Their
businesses have been hit very badly due to COVID-19. It is the right time for
us to support them. Their contribution towards GDP is 29 per cent which is

very good. They are the best creators of jobs. If we have healthy MSME
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companies, we are definitely going to generate a greater number of job

opportunities. The Government should focus on this.

| would also like to state that Andhra Pradesh ranks first in Ease of
Doing Business as per the information given by the Department of Industrial
Policy and Promotion. We supported the MSMEs in our State during the
COVID-19 period. We made sure that all the MSMEs survive during the

pandemic period.

We have to use all our resources to move our country forward,
especially the mining resources. | request the Commerce Ministry to see that
all the mines are made operational. There is no point of having mines here and

importing materials from abroad.

We are talking of saving money. We are trying to sell the loss-making
companies. If we have mineral resources here and if we are importing them
from abroad, it is very unfortunate for us. So, | think we should take steps to

improve the mining areas.

We are talking about the top richest people; we are talking about
unicorns. But we have to have the MSMEs and we have to have the
agricultural sector also. In a car, you have four wheels. If all the wheels are
balanced well, the car can move well. Unless we are not taking care of the
rural economy, we will not proceed in the right direction. There should be a

long-term planning. Thank you very much.
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SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE (RAIGAD): Hon. Chairperson, | am
thankful to you for allowing me to be a part of the discussion on the Demands
for Grants pertaining to the Ministry of Commerce and Industry for the year

2022-23.

| would like to apprise the hon. Minister that | have been diligently
following up with his Ministry and its officials on two issues pertaining to my

Parliamentary Constituency, Raigad, Maharashtra.

One issue is pertaining to the Central Warehousing Corporation at
Bhendkhal in Uran Tehsil of Raigad district. Here, | would like to draw the
attention of this august House on a matter concerning about 600 PAP
employees and their 3000 family members, and around 7000 ancillary
population at the Central Warehousing Corporation in Bhendkhal, Uran. In
1970, the City and Industrial Development Corporation (CIDCO) acquired 75
acres of land and leased it out to HTPL for 15 years to operate a CFS on a

turn-key basis.

Approximately, 600 workers are currently employed as PAP with CWC.
The 15 years’ land lease of HTPL with CWC would expire in May, 2022. An
increase in annual rent by 10 per cent, which translates into Rs. 58 crore, is
causing great hardships. As the Direct Port Delivery Scheme has been
enforced by the Ministry of Shipping, over 70 per cent of the containers which
are passing through JNPT, directly reach their consignees’ destination

avoiding CFS including HTPL; and it has made a serious dent on their overall
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business. It is getting difficult for them to stay afloat. CWC, HTPL is a leading
and integral constituent of JNPT-CFS hub with more than 48 CFSs and over
100 warehouses in the periphery of JNPT, and it has played a key role in

transforming JNPT into a logistics hub.

Sir, for CWC to maintain its towering stature, a biz policy revamp is the
need of the hour as it puts food on the table of the local population of about
25,000 who are staring at abysmal uncertainly once operations grind to a halt

in May, 2022.

Hence, | would sincerely urge the hon. Minister to deliberate on with all
the stakeholders and officials concerned so as to steer towards positive

direction and holistic development of all the stakeholders.

My next point is about the Mega Leather Footwear and Accessories
Cluster (MLFAC). A whopping allocation of Rs. 14,000 crore is surely a step
forward towards promoting industries and indigenous products. In fact ‘One
District-One Product’ vision is possible only when necessary support and
capacity building for infrastructure is worked upon with sincere and diligent

efforts.

| cannot stress more on the fact that MLFAC is considered as one of
the important projects for stimulating the much needed development and
growth of the leather industry in Maharashtra ensuring holistic development.

This shall also contribute towards 400 billion dollar export target for this
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financial year. The Government of Maharashtra wrote a letter No. Sr. Chavim-
2018/C.R.259/Corporations Social Justice and Special Assistance Department,
dated 5" March, 2021. Hence, | would like to draw the attention of the hon.
Minister towards the proposal sent by the Government of Maharashtra
requesting for submission of preliminary proposal for MLFAC project in Raigad
district. In fact, the area of the proposed land in Raigad district has many
advantages. It has close proximity to Mumbai-Goa National Highway No. 66,
and Delhi-Mumbai Industrial Corridor. It is at close quarters to Dighi Port in
Shrivardhan. It is also near Indapur and Kolad Railway Stations on Konkan
Railway. There is Raigad’s propinquity to Mumbai, and so, the availability of a
significantly larger area makes it the best location for the Mega Leather

Footwear and Accessories Cluster project.

| am sure, with PM Gati Shakti, which is driven with seven engines
namely roads, railways, ports, mass transport, waterways, logistics,
infrastructure, would certainly support the leather industry which contributes
about two per cent to India’s GDP. This sector employs over 2.5 million people

and has a potential to create 2 million jobs in the next five years.

The proposed one acre land in Ratwad in Mangaon Taluka in Raigad
District was made available for this mega leather project by the Maharashtra
Industrial Development Corporation of Maharashtra State. | sincerely urge the
hon. Minister and learned Cabinet to kindly approve the new scheme of

footwear leather and accessories development programme at the earliest.
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I, once again, thank the hon. Speaker for allowing me to speak on this
issue. | met hon. Piyush Goyal ji with my mentor and my national leader,
adarniya Pawar sahib. | also met Piyush Goyal ji alongwith Supriya ji. He is
from the State of Maharashtra. | worked with his mother in Maharashtra
Assembly. | urge him to sanction this particular project in Raigad,

Maharashtra.

DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Vanakkam, Chairperson, Sir.
Thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants

under the control of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry.

The Ministry of Commerce and Industry has two departments, the
Department of Commerce and the Department for Promotion of Industry and
Internal Trade. For the Budget 2022-23, the Ministry has been allocated Rs.
14,421 crore. The Department of Commerce for the year 2022-23 has been
allocated Rs 6073 crore which is 18 per cent reduction over the Revised
Estimate of 2021-22. This allocation is less against the projected requirement
of Rs. 7369 crores which lead to a shortfall of Rs. 1296 crores. This comes up
with reduction in allocation to crucial heads such as MPEDA, the Export Credit
Guarantee Corporation, the Tea Board, the Trade Infrastructure for Export
Scheme, NEIA and Interest Equalisation Scheme. As the fundamental work of
the Department of Commerce is to promote export, the deficit in budgetary

allocation to above-mentioned crucial heads would impact the optimal
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functioning of the vital programmes and export promotion since these are the
schemes or boards which are involved in export promotion. Hence the
Departments should be allocated additional funds for realizing the targets

envisaged under various schemes related to the Department of Commerce.

Next comes the Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal
Trade. In 2022-23, the department has been allocated Rs. 8348 crores which
is just a marginal decrease over the Revised Estimate of 2021-22. The
Standing Committee observes that there has been a considerable shortfall in
budgetary allocation over the projected demand made by the department. The
shortfall accounts to Rs 1919.54 crores where originally the department
demanded Rs. 10,267.45 crore. This would impact the infrastructural projects
and schemes envisaged for the year 2022-23. The leather sector has good
potential to create employment, contribute to exports and pave the way for

exponential growth.

As there is a mention of schemes related to the leather and footwear
sector for the year 2022-23, the Ministry may consider extending the
Production Linked Incentive to the leather sector as well. The department has
been able to utilize only 37.46 per cent of the allocation after enhancing the

allocation at RE stage for the Startup India Programme.

The Standing Committee fails to understand as to why the allocation had
to be enhanced at RE stage while the utilization has remained so low and how

the Department proposes to utilize the total allocation before the end of this
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financial year. What are the steps taken by this Ministry to capitalize on China
Plus One strategy? It is the business strategy to avoid investing only in China
and diversifying business into other countries. Is there any policy measure to
benefit from this strategy? Since India is the dominant global player in
pharmaceutical Industry and, at the same time India, has high import
dependency on the Active Pharmaceutical Ingredients as nearly India imports

70 per cent of its API requirements from China.

This huge dependency will affect the pharmaceutical industry. This was
felt in times of the pandemic where the API being imported from China was an
issue. Hence, there should be emphasis on intensive research and
development, and necessary steps should be taken to reduce the import

dependency.

| would once again thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak on
the Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry of Commerce and

Industry.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you very much. | see, nowadays, most of the
hon. Members are reading the texts of the speeches. Actually, that is not the
convention of this House. | request the hon. Members to try to avoid reading

the speeches because the convention of the House is entirely different.

Now, Shri Pinaki Misra.
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SHRI PINAKI MISRA (PURI): Mr. Chairperson, the difficulty is that there are

so many facts and figures. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Definitely, we have to refer the facts and figures but |

am talking about the entire speech.

SHRI PINAKI MISRA : True, Sir. Mr. Chairperson Sir, | stand here to support
the Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry. But at the outset, | must convey my disappointment. Since the hon.
Minister is here, | am sure she must be equally disappointed that from the
projected requirement of Rs. 7,369 crore, only an amount Rs. 6,073 crore has
been granted. There is a massive shortfall of Rs. 1296 crore. | have no doubt
that the Ministry would be disappointed. Particularly, if we see the figures from
2016-17 to 2019-20, which is the pre-pandemic period, the percentage of
actual expenditure has been more than what was granted. This is a Ministry
which is a flagship Ministry, which continues to avail everything that is given to
it, and then to have a shortfall speaks somewhat poorly for the kind of
importance that should be accorded to a Ministry of this nature. As a result of
this, | think, what has happened is this. The lowering of the budgetary support
has gone across the board. My colleagues have already mentioned this. While
the Government is attempting to promote exports, the allocated amounts have
been decreased for very crucial heads like the exports of marine products,
which has a very important export growth potential for a State like Odisha. It

has a massive potential for export of marine products. Then, there has been a
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slump in the tea exports which is one of India’s significant flagship export

items.

The other source of disappointment is the fact that exports have actually
declined in 2021 by around 28.65 billion. This, | think, has been noted all
around, even by economists as well as by the sundry observers. The export to
import quotient has been significantly down this year. The happy thing is that
agricultural exports are rising. That is something good for a country which is so
largely dependent upon agriculture and where our farmers play such a
significant role in the economy of our country. Apart from the services sector,

the agricultural sector is a sunshine sector in the country.

Therefore, the increase in agricultural exports has seen a rise of around
24 per cent between April and November 2020. This is a very happy augury.
But at the same time, there has been a slump in exports in other crucial

sectors like iron ore which affects the States like Odisha and Jharkhand.

The pharmaceutical export has, of course, increased and that is
something which is turning out to be a very important export sector of India.
This is another sunshine sector for India. The hon. Prime Minister has been
right in congratulating the Indian industry for the manner in which we have
come up with our domestic vaccines during this period. We have actually
managed to carve out the niche for ourselves worldwide in the vaccine industry

under the leadership of the hon. Prime Minister. Without a doubt, he has
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personally focussed on it. Therefore, this certainly marks a significant growth

sector in this country.

Mr. Chairperson Sir, | think, the Ministry will do well to ensure that this
WTO-compliant scheme of Remission of Duties or Taxes on Export Products is
extended to the sectors of pharmaceutical, organic and inorganic chemicals,
and iron and steel so that we retain our price competitiveness in global
markets, particularly because of the kind of stiff competition that countries like
China, with their price competitiveness, give to India. Therefore, this is a very
good scheme and this scheme should be more aggressively expanded, |

believe, in India.

There is one disappointment. | know some speakers from the Treasury
Benches have actually remarked on how our index has improved because of
the ‘ease of doing business’. Has it improved sufficiently? Are you still in touch
sufficiently, at the cutting-edge level, at the grass-roots level, with the industry
and industrialists to find out from them, ascertain from them whether they are
finding it easier to do business in India? This is something that is a very

seminal question.

Hon. Chairperson, | am a Counsel who appears day in, day out for the
industry and | have to, day in, day out, hear the lament of the people. While on
paper, India’s rating may have gone up but in actual terms, at the cutting-edge
level, there are still many, many pinpricks and grouses which need to be sorted

out.
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The industry is still not finding that level of ease of doing business which
again is, | think, one of the Prime Minister's dreams. | am not saying that he
does not mean well because | think he has been coming from a State like
Gujarat which is a pioneer in India in doing business. | know that he has
sufficient experience and background, having seen his own State for so long,
doing so well in business and industry, that he would want to promote this in
the rest of India. But it is a very difficult bureaucracy to handle in this country. It
is putting a quagmire which all of us recognise. It is very difficult to navigate.
Therefore, while the intent at the top level may be good, is it sufficiently
aggressive to cut through the labyrinth of red tape in India, which has always

beset us for the last 60-70 years?

It is because, | think, particularly, Mr. Chairman, the Treasury Benches
will be aware of the fact that the kind of hope we had, after COVID-19, that
China was dropping in its attractiveness as a destination for industry, and
therefore, India would automatically become a magnet, has not happened to
the extent that one would have liked it to happen. We thought there will be a
deluge in this country. There has certainly been no deluge. There has been a
trickle. But | think that, perhaps, did miss the trigger too in this period because
what should have been a deluge has only remained, | say again, a trickle.
Therefore, let us hope that the next time this opportunity comes to us, we do

not miss the bus second time around.
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The other thing, Mr. Chairman, is --- | have already said about how in
foreign trade, our exports have slumped --- the reason why our exports have
slumped. | think, the hon. Minister is from UP. One of the really encouraging
sectors in this country and | think, one of the pride sectors was the footwear,
leather and accessories development sector. In UP, your Kanpur and Agra had

become very, very important hubs of the leather industry.

Now this whole politics, | call it, the five-year cyclical problem of
elections in UP, is over. In UP, there is so much of politics involved there that
everything else takes a backseat. But now that, that is over and well-settled for
the next five years, | would certainly expect that the kind of major slump that
has happened in UP in the footwear and the leather industry is taken care of
now, so that it comes back again to becoming one of the pillars of our domestic
market as well as our export market as it had become over the past two

decades or so.

It is a matter of great pride when we were using the Indian products,
which were at par with leather products anywhere in the world. Now on a
personal scale, | can tell you that where we used to source our shoes and
sandals in India, they are now having to import leather, and as a result of
which, there is a waiting period of almost 6-8 months now. If you place an
order with a prominent shoe manufacturing company in Mumbai, for instance,

they say they are not getting leather because the leather has to come from
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Italy. What used to come earlier from Kanpur and Agra has to now come from

Italy or to Spain. Similar is the case with furniture manufacturers.

Therefore, there is an acute shortage of this. Therefore, | think this is
something that can be very easily taken care of. It is a wonderful sector. It has
needlessly gone to seed because of our domestic politics. Now that politics is

over, let us ensure that this business comes back to centre-stage again.

One of the worrisome aspects that the Standing Committee has noted is
that there is a major concentration of SEZ activities only in certain developed
States in India. The potential for this should be more widespread, should be
more far-flung. But that is not happening, number one. Therefore, there is a
lopsided development in this country which again the Prime Minister has taken
note of in the past that perhaps the West of this country has a much faster and
an accelerated rate of growth than in the East, and there should be parity in

that.

Number two, what is also worrisome, Mr. Chairman, is that there are
nearly 268 SEZs functioning in the country today whereas a total number of
358 SEZs have been notified, which means that only two-thirds are functioning
and one-thirds are completely atrophied. What is the reason for this if a
significant investment has gone in in this sector? Therefore, this is something

again which should be looked at.
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| know that Mr. Chairman is looking at me. | will just take a minute more.
| think the Standing Committee has recommended it. There is an institutional
post of a Chief Economist, who would be an independent body in the Ministry
of Commerce. It would be a salutary position which should be looked at.

Perhaps, it would help if the hon. Minister has a look at this.

Let me now come to the Department for Promotion of Industry and
Internal Trade. Again, there is a minor shortfall there. But what is little
disappointing here is the number of patents filed and granted in India is still
miniscule compared to US and China. That does not augur well for our
innovative capacity. | do not even need to start reading out the number of
Indians, which is, | think, more than 25 Indians run the top 25 companies all
over the world, including the US. Therefore, there is no reason why our
number of patents should be so limited and so pitifully few compared to the

patents filed abroad.

Lastly, | believe that the national investment in manufacturing zone
concept is a very good concept again. There has been one which started in
Kalinga Nagar, which has been given final approval by the Department of
Industrial Policy and Promotion. This is spread over 163 square kilometres
which envisages creation of three and a half lakh jobs. This is a massive
employment figure with an investment potential of almost Rs.100,000 crores at

one go in the first phase and then spiral up to Rs.250,000 to Rs.300,000
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crores. So, this will substantially enhance the financial and social status of that

eastern zone.

Mrs. Sarangi is here and she had been one of our brightest bureaucrats
in the State, and she will obviously feel very happy that this is something which
has been very aggressively pursued because we do this, | think, between the
BJP MPs and us, on a bipartisan basis in this House. But the Government of
India ought to take a view on this. Therefore, creation of internal infrastructure
for these kinds of projects which have been approved by the Department for
Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade is a must. Once the final approval has
happened, one, some internal infrastructure must take place at the hands of
the Government of India. Two, environment clearance which has become a
very big salutary provision in our environmental laws, of course, we need it, but
it has become a major road block in many areas too. Therefore, environment
clearance ought to be taken as a simpler process with a single window green

channel kind of a way so that this process is accelerated.

With these words, Mr. Chairman, | thank you once again for having
given me the opportunity to support the Demands for Grants for the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry. | wish the Ministry all luck going forward in this year.
Hopefully this year is going to be a COVID-19 free year and this Ministry
should blossom into one of the really flagship Ministries of the Government.

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SHRI KARTI P. CHIDAMBARAM (SIVAGANGA): Sir, the Indian economy has
suffered from three self-inflicted wounds and one due to external factors. The
three self-inflicted wounds are demonetisation, faulty implementation of GST
and an unplanned lockdown without any safety net for all those who suffered.
The external factor which has just come up on us right now is, of course, the
war situation between Ukraine and Russia. All this affects the Indian economy,
but this Government is blind to that because they are riding a boastful tide

which is whipped by a tornado of sentiments which is far divorced from reality.

Sir, 67 per cent of all MSMEs, which is really the backbone of the Indian
industry, have suffered during the lockdown. Fifty per cent of them have had a
drop of a minimum of 25 per cent in revenue and 11,000 MSME owners have
committed suicides and 17,000 self-employed people have committed suicides
because of the condition of the economy. Let the Minister not think that | am
only gloom and doom about what is happening in the country; there are some
bright spots. One particular person’s wealth has increased by USD 21 billion
during this period and they should be really proud about that. So, it is not all
doom and gloom; there are some bright spots. Nothing is being done for the

MSME sector.

If you look at what has happened in the Budget right now, the Credit
Linked Capital Subsidy Scheme has not been allotted any funds. The
Government must clarify why they have not allotted any funds. Further, for the

Technology Upgradation and Quality Certification Scheme, the budget has
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been cut by 75 per cent. The benefits of IBC are not given to proprietorships;
they are given only to the corporates and other businesses. The benefit, which
would have come to them, has not been given to them. This Government is a

tremendously MSME-unfriendly Government.

Sir, 1 will give you examples of what is happening in three other sectors.
The textile sector is a very important sector in India. They have a scheme
called Production Linked Incentive Scheme. In that scheme, the benefit is
given for the end-product, but not for the intermediary products which come
along the way. You need to have 50 per cent increase in turnover every year in
order to get the benefit of that. This is an unrealistic target. This is almost as
unrealistic as 10-minute grocery delivery which somebody else is announcing
right now. These are all completely MSME-unfriendly policies which this

Government is following.

Regarding the plantation sector, even the Standing Committee has said
that the allocation is below par. Every trade organisation, right from UPASI,
has said that the allocation to the plantation sector is low. You would
appreciate it as you come from a State which has got a lot of plantation sector.
They are going to force people, small plantation growers, to move out of this
sector. The benefits which agriculture gets are not given to the plantation
sector and it is incumbent upon the Government to explain why plantation is

different from agriculture because there are many small plantation owners who
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do not get the benefits of the schemes which are available to the small

farmers.

The other thing to which | would like to bring your attention is — my
colleague, Mr. Pinaki Misra, alluded to it — that the intellectual property
framework in India is seriously lacking. The number of patents filed in India,
compared to China or the US, is low. The methodology of filing patents and the
security of patents is not of global standards. The Government must pay
attention to this if it really wants this country to become a leader in technology
and innovation. Our patent management systems must become world-class

and the Government should pay attention to that.

Sir, this Government is known for its boastful claims. What did this
Government claim when it announced the Make in India Scheme? It said that
25 per cent of the Indian GDP would be made up from manufacturing in India,
but what is the reality? In the year 2015-16, it was 17 per cent; In 2016-17, it
was 16 per cent; in 2017-18, it was 16 per cent; in 2018-19, it was 16 per cent;
in 2019-20, it was 14 per cent; and in 2020-21, it was 14 per cent. In fact, it is
coming down. Contrary to what they say of increasing it to 25 per cent of GDP,
the ratio of manufacturing as a part of our GDP is coming down. This is

another boastful claim.

Yet another boastful claim was that we will become a USD 5 ftrillion

economy, but what is the size of the economy now? It is USD 2.7 trillion. Their
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target is to reach USD 5 trillion by 2024-25. Do they have a path to reach this

target in two years’ time? | think, they do not.

The Prime Minister, in his initial run in 2014, claimed that the strength of
the Indian rupee is something which his Government is really going to focus

on, but what is the situation now?

The rupee is at its all-time low at 76.50 to the dollar today. The rupee
has never sunk to this level ever in the Indian history. The only thing which has
really gone up is the figure of unemployment which is at a 45-year high! This
Government is known for boastful claims. This Government is not capable of
steering our economy. This Government is manned by Ayatollahs who are only
capable of giving us diktats on how to live our personal lives and they do not
have the capacity to steer the economy from the self-inflicted wounds and from

the global crisis.

| hope, the Minister will take these points into account and address them

while he replies.

SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI (BHUBANESWAR): Thank you, Sir, for

this opportunity.

At the outset, | heartily congratulate hon. Prime Minister, Modi, hon.
Minister for Commerce and Industry, and his entire team for two outstanding
achievements. Firstly, the Ministry of Commerce and Industry had set a target
of achieving USD 400 billion worth of exports this year, that is, in the year
2021-22, and today is the day when they have achieved it. This is an all-time
high, and | think you all deserve applause. The highest ever was USD 330
billion worth of exports in a year, but we have achieved USD 400 billion.
Today, in the morning, hon. Prime Minister, Modi has tweeted. He has
congratulated everybody associated with this outstanding feat. He has also
said that this is definitely a major breakthrough in Aatmanirbhar Bharat

journey.

The second outstanding achievement of this Ministry relates to FTA. We
are all aware what FTA is all about. It is Free Trade Agreement. The Ministry of
Commerce and Industry, and the entire team needs to be complimented for
signing the Free Trade Agreement with UAE in record time. | want to let the
House know that this Ministry is currently into negotiations with various
countries and various developed economies. The Ministry is very much serious
about signing the FTAs with developed economies like UK, Canada, Australia,

and maybe US in the near future. This particular Ministry is all serious and we
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definitely need to acknowledge whatever is good. Whatever is being achieved

needs to be applauded.

While | was listening to the discussions and while we were going through
the Demands for Grants of the Commerce and Industry Ministry that has been
tabled, naturally there would be a general impression that this particular budget
provision has been made for rich exporters. | think one of our friends also
mentioned something like rich exporters. But | say in this House — | want to
allay all apprehensions — with all conviction at my command that the exports
from India are closely linked with employment and job creation. | underscore:

“all exports of the country are closely linked with employment and job creation”.

Sir, please allow me to refer to two studies that have been made by the
Government of India which supports my claim. Firstly, in 2012-13 — | do not go
by which Government and when — EXIM Bank had conducted a study by which
USD 1 million worth of exports generate 138 jobs in the country. The second
study was conducted by this Government, by the Government of hon. Prime
Minister Modi in 2018-19 by UNCTAD. This study suggests that USD 1 million
worth of exports lead to 238 jobs in the country. So, | think, we are into it and
we are into employment and job creation, and that is the priority of Prime

Minister Modi’'s Government.

If grapes from Nasik, if vannamei prawns from West Bengal and Odisha,
which is my State, if beautiful handicrafts from Varanasi, if ginger and turmeric

from North-East can find a way into the global market, | think two things are
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implied, and we must take cognisance of these two things. Firstly, our
producers, our farmers are getting better price, which the Government is
ensuring. The second thing, which is very important is that the products that
are being sold in the global market that are produced by our farmers, our
people, definitely are qualitatively superior and that is why they have been

accepted in the global market.

Let me tell you emphatically that our Government, Prime Minister Modi’s
Government, has been trying to create a very conducive environment in the
country so that all people, all those who are associated with production, the
entire chain should be given a facilitating environment. So, | think we all need

to acknowledge this.

As regards the various schemes, | would like to touch upon very few
schemes. | am reminded of the words of H.W. Longfellow, the poet of A Psalm
of Life, "Art is long and time is fleeting’. Everybody has to speak. | would not
like to take much time. But certain schemes need a mention, and that is why,
please give me some more time. Number one is Start-up India initiative —
extremely good, and when it was launched in 2016, the entire idea was to
create and to build a strong eco-system for nurturing entrepreneurship and
innovation. Here, | would like to quote hon. Prime Minister because his vision
has been guiding the entire initiative. He had said, “Today, India is rapidly
moving towards hitting a century of the unicorns. We want 100 unicorns in the
country. The golden era of India’s start-up is starting now. Start-ups are going
to be the backbone of new India.” Last year, we had 42 unicorns. We are
aware of the fact that we have more than 749 districts in the country. In 625
districts, we have at least one start-up. This is a commendable achievement of
the Government, and these start-ups are working with 55 separate industries.
The number of start-ups has increased from 500 about five years back to

60,000 today. So, we have more than 60,000 start-ups today. 500 start-ups
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were just five years back. So, this is a commendable achievement and it

deserves applause.

The Ministry has recently launched the Start-up India Seed Fund
Progrmame, and | am very delighted to inform the House that by the end of
this Financial Year, ending on 31* March, 2022, Rs. 250.75 crore under this
scheme would be given to about 63 incubators. This is not a mean
achievement. We are with the people of the country. We follow the mantra —
‘Sabka saath, sabka vikas, sabka vishwas aur sabka prayas.’ | support the Rs.
50 crore allocation to Start-up India Budget BE this year and 125 per cent
increase in the Start-up India Seed Fund Scheme. | would like to mention here
some figures. From Rs. 126 crore in BE 2021-22, we are proposing Rs. 283.50
crore in BE 2022-23 under the Start-up India Seed Fund Progrmame. This has

to be acknowledged and appreciated.

Now, | will talk about the Global Innovation Index. This is something that
the Indian Government does not do. Where do we stand there? Because of all
the emphasis on entrepreneurship, on creating a conducive environment for
promotion of exports, we are at the 43 rank. At one point of time, we were at

the 81% rank. So, | think we have improved here too.

Sir, as | told you, we are people-oriented. We want our people to have
the right kind of facilitating environment. The Ministry has done phenomenal

work in terms of increasing exports.
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| would mention it again and again. | applaud the Ministry for launching a
dedicated Contact Care Services, an helpdesk to resolve the issues of
exporters, mitigate their grievances, and receive suggestions. | think that we all

need to commend this step.

The Budgetary support in 2022-2023 has been more than adequate for
export promotion. | think that we all are concerned with exports of our goods.
This is very important. | would like to mention here that the Revised Estimate of
2021-2022 has been about 50 per cent more than the BE for 2021-2022. This
indicates the intention of the Government. The RE was 50 per cent more. ...

SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI: Sir, | understand it. | am talking of RE.
What | am trying to mention here is that from BE we moved to RE. Now, if the
intention of the Government is positive, naturally the RE will be more than the

BE.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No, what | am suggesting is that always BE and RE

will be compared.

SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI: | agree. Sir, let me mention here that
when we are talking of BE of 2022-2023, we will definitely be comparing it with

the BE of 2021-2022 when we say whether the Government’s intention is
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positive or negative, but the graph moves and line goes up from BE to RE, |
think that this is absolutely fantastic. So, | think that we need to understand

and appreciate in that regard.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No, comparison of BE and RE is quite common in the

Budgetary process.

| must compliment the Ministry of Commerce and Industry for having
engaged with the State Government agencies and District Collectors. They
have gone down to the District Collectors’ level in 739 districts. It is again in
line with Prime Minister’s vision of ‘Local goes global’. So, | want to emphasise
that there is a roadmap, there is a strategy, and there is a plan of action of
Prime Minister Modi and his team. | will not take much of your time, but | would
definitely like to talk about the Production Linked Incentive Scheme to promote
telecom and networking products manufacturing in India. It has been allocated
Rs. 528 crore and PLI for large-scale electronics and IT hardware has been

allocated Rs. 5,300 crore.
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| would not be doing my duty sufficiently and adequately if | do not
mention the Government e-Marketplace. It is a wonderful initiative, which has
already facilitated over 89 lakh transactions as on 8 February, 2022, and by
the end of this year procurement through GeM is likely to be more than Rs. 1
lakh crore. GeM has proven to be a vital step for strengthening the ecosystem

for trade and commerce in the country.

Our economy has been passing through horrific
times starting with demonetisation and the GST implementation, which
culminated with the onset of COVID-19 pandemic in early 2020. But
unfortunately, this Government has failed to rise to the expectations of the
industrialists, traders and common people of this country during these tough
times. What | meant by industrialists is not about Adani, Ambani or other
corporate giants. If at least 10 per cent of the announcements made by this
Government could have been implemented, it would have brought a big relief
for the small and medium type industries. | was watching the BJP Members
speaking about Rs.20 lakh Atmanirbhar Bharat package. What is the reality?

Have they ever bothered to review whether our economy has benefited from
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this package? | request you to verify about the present situation of the MSME
sector. Shri Kartic Chidambaram has already revealed about the situation of
the MSME sector, how many industrialists are committing suicide, etc. The
reality is that lakhs of industries have been wiped way from the field. This is
one of the major reasons for our highest unemployment ever. Some BJP
Members expressed pride about achievements in exports by the Government
of India. | have to bring to their notice some bitter experience of exports related
to seafood, coir, and cashew. As we all know, the seafood exporting industry
is a major contributor to the country’s forex reserve and plays a major role in
generating employment for women in almost all coastal States including
Kerala. They are facing the problem of four or five-fold increase in ocean
freight charge, which is badly affecting our import and export industry, which

also results in enhancing the unemployment rate.

Has this Government taken any proactive measure to help the seafood
exporting industry during COVID-19? This Government boasts of announcing
Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) for 26 industries. But the
seafood exporting industry was excluded from those 26 industries without any
reason. Instead of helping the exporters, what this Government had done was
to penalize them in multiple ways. Not only were those banks hesitant to renew
the credit limits but also charged high rates for annual processing fee and

service charges. Also, this Government did nothing to overcome the severe
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shortage of containers due to which the shipments have become irregular on a

permanent basis and many of the orders got cancelled.

| am not elaborating further. This is the plight of almost all industries in
the country. lronically, though this Government has no time to help the
industrialists and trades, the hon. Minister has ample time to criticize the
industrial leaders by questioning their integrity and sincerity to the nation. The
hon. Commerce Minister's speech in the meeting of the Confederation of
Indian Industry was widely criticized. | am not going into details on this. Is this
the way to promote the industry and trade in the country? Is this the way to

achieve 2 trillion-dollar exports by 20277 Surely, no.

Sir, coming to the coir industry which is the lifeline of the people of my
constituency, Alappuzha, things are no different there. Due to the lockdown
imposed during COVID-19, factories were closed and orders worth crores of
rupees got cancelled. Even then, no assistance was provided for the coir
industry by this Government and it is still struggling to get orders. The shortage

of containers and the ocean freight charges badly affected the coir industry.

Is there any respite for the cashew industry? Thousands of women used
to work in cashew factories across Kollam and parts of Alappuzha district in my
constituency. This Government turned a blind eye to the demands of the
cashew industry to access credit facilities. Instead, the banks started invoking
the provisions of the SARFAESI to recover the loans which became pending

because of COVID-19. The Ministry of Commerce and industry could not do
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anything to save them from this crisis. The demands of the Cashew Export
Promotion Council of India for loan restructuring were also not considered by

this Government.

Regarding Public Sector Undertakings, you have only one programme
which is disinvesting all of them to the corporates. You are selling out all the
PSUs at throwaway prices to the corporates. You are making losses by selling
them smoothly and easily. On the other hand, your people are proudly
speaking about Make In India, Made In India, Atmanirbhar Bharat etc. | am not

elaborating more.

In each and every sector of industry and trade, not only has the
Government failed to instil confidence but also demoralised with its anti-people
policies. | request the hon. Minister to patiently hear the problems of the
industrialists and the labourers who are dedicated to the growth of each

industry and take steps to fulfil their genuine demands for their survival.

would like to express my views concerning Ministry of Commerce and Industry.
The trade related infrastructure plays vital role in exports. The presence of
adequate and robust infrastructure and services are integral elements for
attaining increased productivity and growth in the exports arena. Investments
and improvements in infrastructure has the potential to significantly lower
production as well as transaction costs, thereby enhancing export

competitiveness and expanding market access.

The availability of a good logistics infrastructure and an effective logistics
management system facilitates uninterrupted movement of goods. Further, the
efficient management and integration of data related to exports facilitates
prompt clearance process, enhance transparency, maintain accountability and
improve business environment. Infrastructure development is, therefore, key to
reducing costs of exports and enhance export competitiveness in global

market thereby boosting our exports.

Trade performance in the COVID-19 years of 2020 and 2021 has
yielded a mixed bag of results reflecting both upswings and downturns in its
growth trajectory. The exports experienced a decline by around USD 28.65
billion in 2020-21 whereas an exponential growth in merchandise export was
Witnessed in December, 2021. It is of the view that export has been an

intrinsic component of India's economic growth and revival which is spiralling

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back to normal from the pandemic-induced dormancy. Hence, it could not be
seen as a stand-alone activity. However, the declining trend in export to GDP
ratio since 2018-19 is a concerning factor which would be affecting the
economy at large. While the surging trend in exports is noteworthy and
commendable, it should be buttressed with proactive measures to sustain the
growth momentum. It also recommended that every constituent sector of
export should be augmented and strengthened in order to economically endure

the growth in exports on a long-term basis.

Being the seventh largest exporter of commercial services, India holds
immense opportunities to become a leading global exporter of services in
future. Hence, it should be ensured that the trade policies and schemes of the
Department that extend support to traders must accord parity to both services
and merchandise export. The Ministry should take efforts to provide thrust on
boosting the export of evolving sectors of IT, ITES, Telecommunications along
with the traditional areas of Tourism and Transport. It further opines that the
niche areas in globally traded services such as financial services, health care,
education, accountancy and other business services should be identified for

promoting their exports.

The Industrial Policy of Islands aims at promoting value added Industries
based on locally available raw materials for generation of the industrial growth
in the last two decades has been very slow due to logistics problems, non-

availability of raw materials and absence of local markets.
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The sectors of Tourism, Value added Fishing, Shipping services etc.,

provide an attractive environment for the industries to flourish.

There are few demands regarding my constituency which | would want
to bring to the notice of the Minister. The Islands have a unique topography
and living system which cannot be seen anywhere else in the country in such
dimensions. For example, Shipping is the life line of the Islands and Shipping
based industries can flourish in the state. The domain knowledge available in
the shipping and port management sectors can be successfully exploited. |
request the Minister to promote investment in shipping sector in Andaman and
Nicobar Islands. Ship building and ship repairing dry dock at shore point and
Campbell Bay. The two major dry docks should be developed as in Singapore,
Kuala Lumpur and Bangkok, Major dry docks will enable better business and
employment opportunities for the Islanders. This will also benefit Indian Navy

as they have a big fleet of ships.

Tourism sector has been recognized by the A & N Administration as the
'Sun Rise' sector with tremendous opportunities for the private sector to come
in. | request the government to promote Sustainable and Eco-Friendly projects
in Tourism sector that can be the keystone for the development of the islands
as it has almost limitless potential. Promoting tourism by connecting the
islands with South Asian countries will solve the unemployment issue and the

economy of the Islands can also be increased manifold.
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Rural industries based on handicrafts, coir processing, wooden,
bamboo, fish pickles and cane etc. Unemployment is one of the major factors
in the social structure of A & N Islands. Hence, to improve the scenario,
Handicraft Industry can play a major role in eradication of unemployment. It
has been estimated that around 500 artisans are involved in handicraft-
oriented work in the A & N Islands, but they face major difficulties in Marketing
their products & Transportation problems. | request the Government to frame a

policy for upliftment of handicraft industry.

There is vast potential of Andaman and Nicobar Islands in the fisheries
sector with an estimated potential of 1.48 lakh MT of fishes which is 3.8
percent of our total potential. | demand that the Government of India and
Department of Fisheries should chalk out a comprehensive policy which
focuses on promoting investment in this sector through policy incentives and
promote exports. The development of fisheries in Andaman and Nicobar
Islands will generate large scale employment both direct and Indirect along
with contributing to the vision of a 5 trillion-dollar economy. The islands have
one third of the coastal area of the country. The Government should promote
deep sea fishing, should install fish processing units, cold storages, ice plants.

Also provide Air transportation for export of the fishes.

| demand that in order to address the widespread unemployment in
Andaman & Nicobar Islands, there is a need to create IT Enabled Services

(ITeS). In order to promote service sector export, government should establish
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BPO and IT industry m my constituency which has an advantage due to its

strategic location and proximity to South East Asian countries.

In FY 2022, the top three Indian IT companies, TCS, Wipro and Infosys,
are expected to offer 1.05 lakh job opportunities, due to the increasing demand
for talent and skill. India's IT and business services market is projected to
reach USD 19.93 billion by 2025. IT spending in India is estimated to reach
USD 98.5 billion in 2022. Keeping these upcoming opportunities in mind,
setting up of IT industry in the Islands will lead to job opportunities for the
youths of Islands and will also lead to the economic development of my

Parliamentary Constituency.

"SHRI K. NAVASKANI (RAMANATHAPURAM): Hon. Chairman Sir,
Vanakkam. Thank you for allowing me to take part in the discussion on
Demands for Grants pertaining to Ministry of Commerce and Industry. Industry
is very much important for the growth and development of any country. Exports
and the industrial growth of a country determine the important role it plays in
the international arena. We have to really introspect the status of our industrial
growth in our country. We are second largest country in the world in terms of
population. We have huge manpower. But | am duty bound to register that yet

we are dependent on several countries for several products. Year after year

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our imports are on the rise. The Government held the campaign of ‘Make in
India’ with a pomp and show. But after that announcement, You should think
whether you have done anything to make it happen. Whether this Government
is so serious in implementing Make in India programme? Whether this
Government is ready to clarify as to how many schemes it has planned for
implementation? Whether this Government is ready to inform the people of this
country about the Schemes in which we have progressed? How many
entrepreneurs were benefitted? How much funds have been allocated? Can

this Government elaborate on these aspects?

To be frank, | can say there is no ‘Make in India’ Scheme in the country.
It is only ‘Sale in India’ which is in existence. You have not created anything.
Rather you are selling everything which was created by the previous
Governments. Profit making PSUs including Railways are gradually being sold
to private players. While the countries of the world got themselves engaged in
getting them on developmental track after corona pandemic, In Canada, the
Government there gives one-third of rent amount as its contribution to Industry.
Moreover 50 per cent of the salary to employees was given by the Government
of Canada there. The people expect direct help from the Government in such a
way. For revival of Industry, they expect direct financial help from the
Government. Government should not only engage in giving loans but they
should research and come forward to ensure development of Industry in our

country.
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In such a period of crisis, we have to revive our Industry back on track.
Last year as much as Rs 7431 Crore was allocated. But this year this has been
reduces to Rs. 6073 Crore which amounts to 18 per cent reduction. We have
the largest manpower in the world. But due to lack of encouragement given to
creating technology, we are forced to be dependent on foreign nations. We are
in a situation to just procure several equipments and assemble them in India
besides using them. Several computer related technological devices are
imported from foreign countries. We assemble them and then go for marketing.
Therefore Government should execute plans for implementing manufacturing
of these products domestically. Domestic products should be encouraged.
Investors are facing several difficulties in several Special Economic Zones of
our country. As a result several SEZs could not function up to their optimum
level of utilization. Therefore there are several issues relating to attracting
investors. We are aware of the fact that even small countries in the world are
attracting big investments. Therefore Government should act with a clear mind
as regards attracting Foreign Investments. Our policies should be reviewed in
such a way that will lead to attracting investments. Exports should be
increased. Quality testing should be in sufficient number that can help in
increasing our exports of products. In my Ramanathapuram parliamentary
constituency, Ramanathapuram district is a backward district. It is drought
affected part without water resources and industrial development. Government
should act upon to create industries in this area. In Ramanathapuram area,

round Chilly is cultivated in more than 40000 acres of land under traditional
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farming. This round chilly production is a specific identity of our district.
Farmers of our area have been consistently demanding for an international
certification to be give to Ramanathapuram round chilly. | have raised in this
august House a demand for getting international certification for Paramakkudi
chilly. Hon Minister for Commerce had even assured on the floor of the House
that my demand will be considered favourably. Our chilly has a market value
among the chilly powder makers of the world. | urge that, keeping in view, this
Government should consider this demand and help in getting GI special sign
for its world standardization certification for round chilly of Ramanathapuram.

Mostly this round chilly is exported.

Therefore, special training camps should be organized through Spices
Board in Ramanathapuram as regards manufacturing and marketing of this
produce. A Regional Office of the Spices Board should also be set up in
Ramanathapuram, which produces chilly in large quantities. Ramanathapuram
district is in the list of backward districts. There is no industrial set up in this
Ramanathapuram district. Therefore Union Government should analyze the
feasibility of setting up of a Heavy Industry which can manufacture equipments
in Ramanathapuram area through SIPCOT. Coconut farmers are in large
numbers in Aranthangi assembly constituency of Pudukkottai district in my
Constituency. There is a sizeable amount of production of coconut related

products in this area.
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Therefore, | urge upon the Union Government to set up a factory for
manufacturing byproducts of coconut in Aranthangi of Pudukkottai. The raw
material for this is in abundance in this area besides generating revenue. This
industry will also provide employment to the people of this area. Therfore
Government should consider about fulfilling this demand. Similarly groundnut
and paddy cultivation are in large scale in Aranthangi. Modern Mills should be
created in this area by the Government. Similarly, in Tiruchuli assembly
constituency in my Ramanathapuram constituency, is also a backward area
where cotton is cultivated in large scale. Therfore the Government should
come forward to set up a factory to manufacture and export cotton-related
products from this area. My Ramanathapuram parliamentary constituency has
a long coastline. There is a great scope for export of fishes. There is a high
demand in foreign countries for the fishes of Ramanathapuram. Due to lack of

facilities, fishes could not be exported.

Therefore, | urge upon the Union Government to set up a fish exporting

centre in my Ramanathapuram constituency.

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Thank you very much, Sir, for
giving me an opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Demands for
Grants under the control of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry for 2022-

23.
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Unfortunately, the allocation made for the Ministry of Commerce in the
current year is about Rs.1,348 crore less than the Revised Estimates of the
previous year. This is reflected in the allocations made to the various
Commodity Boards in the country. Last year, the Rubber Board was allocated
Rs.268 crore and in the current year it has been allocated Rs.263 crore. The
Spices Board was allocated Rs.115 crore last year, and this year also it has
been allocated the same amount. The Tea Board was allocated Rs.353 crore

last year, and in the current year it has been allocated only Rs.131 crore.

Sir, with regard to allocation, the Coffee Board has been given a slight
increase, that is, from Rs. 188 crore to Rs. 226 crore. The reduction in the
allocation for these Commodity Boards will definitely affect the welfare
measures, which are for the farmers. The Rubber Board is giving subsidies to
the rubber growers. Definitely, this lower allocation will reduce the subsidies

being given to the rubber producers.

A major share of rubber production in the country is coming from the
State of Kerala, of which, almost 85 per cent of the share is coming from my
Kottayam district. The reduction in the price of natural rubber is affecting the
economy of the State in general and my Kottayam district in particular. For the
last so many years, we have been requesting that a Minimum Support Price for
rubber should be fixed at Rs. 250. There is a base for that claim. In 2018, the
then Commerce Minister had written to the then hon. MP that the cost of

production of rubber was Rs. 172 per kilogram. In reply to my Question No.
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2939 in the Lok Sabha, it was stated that the cost of production of rubber was

only Rs. 99.46 per kilogram.

| verified it with the Rubber Board. They informed me about the
methodology. According to the methodology -- which was informed to me in
writing -- they are not taking into consideration the rental value of the land
where the rubber is planted; whereas as per the methodology of 2018, they
were taking into consideration the cost of the land also and that was the right

way of calculating the cost of production.

My humble request is that the Government should give a direction to the
Rubber Board to calculate the cost of production including the rental value of

the land on which rubber is planted.

Now, | come to natural rubber. The Government is proposing to repeal
the Rubber Act of 1947. The new Bill is also circulated to us. Earlier, we were
supposed to give our opinions up to 21° January. Now, the opinions can be
given up to 8" of April. Therefore, our humble request is that there should be

some changes in the provisions of the proposed Bill.

Firstly, rubber should be considered as an agricultural produce. As per
the Bill, rubber is an industrial product. It should not be like that. Rubber is
grown on land. It is an agricultural produce. So, it should be declared or

defined as an agricultural produce. Secondly, as | have already mentioned,
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natural rubber should have the MSP. In the Bill, there should be provisions to

declare Minimum Support Price of Rs. 250 per kilogram of natural rubber.

Thirdly, in the new proposed Bill, the Government has got exorbitant
powers. Clauses 27 to 29 give right to the Government to override the decision
of the Rubber Board. That is not correct. The autonomy of the Rubber Board
should be retained. Once a decision is taken by the Rubber Board consisting
of thirteen representatives/members from various areas, the Government
should not override such a decision. It is something like curbing the autonomy

of the Rubber Board. That should not be allowed.

Clause 30 of the new Bill proposes that there will be a minimum price as
well as a maximum price and whoever purchases or sells rubber above the
maximum price or below the minimum price, will be punished with
imprisonment plus fine. This is something which is totally against the interest
of the rubber growers. That should be withdrawn. That should not be allowed

to continue.

Sir, | have two more points to be raised. As far as cardamom is
concerned, it had reached a price of Rs. 7,000 per kg earlier. It came down to
Rs. 2,500 and then somewhere to Rs. 3,000. Now, it is stabilized somewhere
near Rs. 800. The cost of production per kg of cardamom is Rs. 1,000. So, the
reason for the fall in price of cardamom is mainly because of the unauthorised

import of cardamom from ASEAN countries.
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Guatemala cardamom which is of lower quality is being unauthorisedly
imported through the ASEAN countries. So, that should be prevented and the

Government should take steps for that.

Sir, in the case of black pepper, it is fetching only Rs. 500. It has gone
down to Rs. 300. Now, it has come up to Rs. 500. Earlier, it was Rs. 750 per
kg. Here also, they are importing from ASEAN countries. They are importing
Vietnam pepper. It is being done through ASEAN countries. That should not be

permitted.

| have one single point. There was an Order given by the Directorate
General of Foreign Trade. No import of black pepper should be made below
the price of Rs. 500 per kg. That was challenged in the High Court of Kerala.
The High Court of Kerala has now stayed this Order on the reason that the
Directorate General of Foreign Trade has no powers to issue such notification
and the Government of India should issue, if at all, it is required. It should be
issued by the Government of India and | would request the hon. Minister to

take steps in this regard.

Yesterday, we met hon. Minister of State for Commerce. We requested
the hon. Minister. | would request that steps should be taken immediately. The
Government of India should issue an Order prohibiting import of black pepper

costing below Rs. 500.

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compliments to your Government if you have achieved it. But is it by volume or
is it purely because of inflation that has come? So, | really need to know this. Is

it directly through jobs and wealth created in this country? | do not want to use

the word ... (Interruptions) ... “because it is probably a little unparliamentary in
a debate but that is what | mean. So, could you kindly explain to me the reality
of this number? The fact that the hon. Prime Minister has reached the number,
of course, there has to be some great might behind it but | just need to know
whether it is in volume or it is in real numbers. This is my humble request to the

hon. Minister here.

There are two or three other questions. It was very nice to see a very
healthy banter between my two colleagues, our new MP, who has just come,
Smt. Aparajita, and my learned colleague, who is senior to all of us, is Mr.

Pinaki Misra about the budget.

Sir, | appreciate your intervention and | would like to look at it in their
own way. They are both right because | think what the Treasury Bench
Member was trying to explain to us, or what she was saying is what was asked
for last year and then what was revised. What we expect this year is what was
revised or what it has spent. So, that is what the Government needs. So, they
should add to RE and not to BE. So, to last year’s RE, they should have added

this year’s BE. That should have been this year’s BE.

Another question that | would like to ask the hon. Minister is about the
Industrial Infrastructure Upgradation Scheme. This Government is talking
about industries so much. | appreciate that. But the point is that there is a
mismatch between what your aims are and what the funds allocated are. There
were seven approved projects by your Government. Out of which, according to
the report of the Standing Committee, only one is done and the rest is left high
and dry. So, is that why it matches that the money is not spent or allotted?

That is a clarification that we need from the Government.

The other thing is about the Intellectual Property Rights. We are very
proud about the patents that are coming. But this Government commits that it

has reduced it from 12 months, but the Standing Committee report says that
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there is absolutely no improvement. Innovations, fast tracking applications and

so much of technology gets in and we want that to happen.

We all talk about Start-ups. Treasury Bench Members also talked about
it, in the Report of the Government only | am happy to say that Maharashtra is
the State, the State | come from, which has the highest number of Start-ups
that are doing well. They are from Maja Maharashtra and | take a lot of pride
when | say that. There are some times when it is not just about which party we
are in, eventually we are one country. | think, we all at some point, when it
comes to such larger issues of the nation, we need to complement each other,
because eventually some issues are common. Country comes first and then
our ideological differences. | think, my State has done well in this particular

aspect.

A lot has been said about pharmaceutical companies. That has a big
potential; it is our big ticket. But | appreciate what has been said by the two
speakers from the Treasury Benches and they gave a lot of credit to the hon.
Prime Minister, but |, very humbly, would like to say that one of these
companies which the whole of India is talking about and taking credit for
comes from Pune district where | belong, the Serum Institute of India. They did

not start this vaccination in 2014. There are a few things that happened. IR

The Serum Institute was started in the 50s by the Poonawala family and

they did not start exporting in 2014 or 2022. They have been preparing
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vaccines and exporting them for the last 50 years. So, that is something which
we must give credit to. Of course, during COVID, there were no differences. It
was we all of us versus the COVID. But let us put some facts on the paper.
These are private companies. If this Government feels so strongly about
pharmaceuticals, then there is a pharmaceutical company which is owned by
the Department of Chemicals and Fertilizers based in Pune district. Why does
the Government not put in a good administration and run it efficiently? There
will be Serum Institute, there will be Covaxin and there will be even our
products which are run by the Government. Most pharmaceutical companies in
India which are doing exceptionally well are privately owned. So, the industry
has to be supported. | appreciate the point made by Pinaki ji. Actually, they do
live in fear. Every day you read in some newspapers, or see in some TV
channel that some companies are being raided. | am not against raids. If
somebody is doing a bad job; if somebody has done something unethical,
please raid them. But this Government’s data says, | am not saying this, that
maximum raids that have happened have happened in the last two years. This
is in the reply of the Government in the Rajya Sabha. | do not speak ever
without data. What Shri Pinaki ji has said is right. | would like to quote a very
dear friend of mine who gave an interview. With your permission, | will not take
his name because he may get raided after that and | really feel that he has
contributed a lot to this country. He says that | know industrialists today think

that this Government is not open to any criticism. He explains that there is fear
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that there will be consequences and that is why the industrialists today restrain

and they do not want to say anything.

Anyway, this is in the public domain. Shri Rahul Bajaj unfortunately is no
more with us and he would say that and this was Naushad Firms.

This entire Department is totally interconnected with the
Ministry of External Affairs. So, | would like to make sure that this Department
thinks over all these things. Please do not fall in for jingoism. This is a very
serious Department. It has repercussions on everybody, right from the top to
the bottom to the last farmer in this country. Please think it through before you

do anything.

| But industry is something which has absolutely contributed for generations.
The Baba Kalyani Report that everybody quotes is from my district again. The

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"SHRI C.N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALAI): Financial accountability, in a
democracy, envisages efficient management and monitoring of public
resources in a transparent manner. The total budget allocation for the FY
2022-23 is 6073.00 crores for Department of Commerce. The total budgetary
allocation for Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade for FY
2022-23 is 8348 crores. The Parliamentary Standing Committee on Commerce
notes that against the projected requirement of Rs. 7369 crores submitted to
the Ministry of Finance, an amount of Rs. 6073 crores has been allocated to
the Department in BE 2022-23. A shortfall of Rs. 1296 crore in the total
allocation is due to the lowering of budgetary support for the crucial heads of
MPEDA, Tea Board, ECGC, TIES, NEIA and Interest Equalisation Scheme.
The Committee recommends the Department to scrutinize the reasons for the
slump in export of crucial sectors of iron ore, oil seeds, oil meals and tea in
2021-22. The Department should identify the infirmities and opt for a more
focused approach in increasing market access of the sectors that exhibit a

downtrend in exports.

In the Budget allocation of DPIIT, the major problem of low utilization of
fund has been seen in IPRPM. Patent filing system is not world class and
needs more improvement. Most of the projects are having very slow progress

and need close monitoring.

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In view of China Plus One strategy, the Government of India should
seize the opportunity to attract foreign investment to the country, creating
business-friendly environment and world-class facility and manufacturing
infrastructure. We should encourage free trade agreement with countries which

want to leave China and invest in India.

The Government of India should, in view of the emergency situation
caused due to COVID-19 pandemic, enhance the production of good quality
drugs and vaccine. We must also reduce the dependency on foreign countries
for API by creating necessary infrastructure and research and development as

well as promote non-traditional markets for pharmaceutical exports.

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"SHRI PON GAUTHAM SIGAMANI (KALLAKURICHI): Budget 2022 has
made no change to the existing income tax structure, leaving the common man
and major sections disappointed. Budget 2022 cut import duty on cut and
polished diamonds and gemstones to 5% from 7.5% and customs duty on

imitation jewellery raised to higher of 20% or Rs 400/kg.

The Budget has been brought to "woo the public with new promises" but
the Union Govt has forgotten to implement its old announcements. The Union
Govt is planning a gradual phase out of concessional tariff rates offered for
capital goods & project imports. Budget 2022-23 has proposed a 7.5% tariff on
all such products & services. These Production Linked Incentive (PLI)
Schemes and other government measures will increase investments in food,
textile, electronics & chemicals sectors. However, the dependency on import of
capital goods still continues.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: All right. The time of the House is extended till the

Industry is over. Yes, Mr. Gogoi, please continue.
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SHRI GAURAV GOGOI: Sir, you would be surprised to know that in 2021
before the States of Assam and West Bengal went into elections, in her Budget
Speech, the hon. Finance Minister announced a Rs. 1,000 crore package for
the development of tea estates and tea workers. What has happened to that?

Absolutely nothing.

This was known as the Pradhan Mantri Cha Shramik Protsahan Yojana.
| would ask the Ministry to please tell us what has happened to the Rs. 1,000
crore because the Government went into the two States of West Bengal and
Assam tom-tomming this proposal. Once the elections are done, that is it! We
are in 2022, and we have not heard anything about it. The tea plantation
workers live in abject poverty. They do not have access to clean water; and
they do not have access to good education. | welcome this proposal of Rs.
1,000 crore. | welcome it provided they spend it on sanitation, provided they
spend it on education, provided they spend it on electricity, and provided they
spend it on hygiene and maternal health. These are the problems of tea

planation workers. But where is that proposal?

Sir, today, 30 per cent of Assam’s tea is being produced by small tea
growers. It is no longer an industry becoming a livelihood. That is the case
everywhere. Now, in a case where there are small tea growers, they need
handholding. One big problem is the quality of tea coming from small tea
growers. So, they need handholding. But where will that handholding come

from? The Ministry of Commerce does not have that kind of extension
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mechanism which the Ministry of Agriculture has. Through the KVKs, they
really handhold farmers, give them machineries, give them trainings, give them

incentives.

So, | would ask the Government that today to let us have a goal that our
Indian tea will be number one, and it will sell beyond the Chinese tea. But for
that, we need to focus on the small tea growers, and come up with a clear
policy. If certain things are not possible in the Ministry of Commerce, then
have a mechanism, think innovatively and creatively like the Ministry of
Agriculture is doing, and also give those necessary trainings, subsidies,
incentives, and quality planting materials, quality pesticides to the small tea

growers. Then, you see what the small tea growers will do for you.

Sir, 1 will now move to a different subject. | would move to the subject of
FTAs. Now, this Government needs to clarify its stand on FTAs because there
has been a flip-flop since 2014. After 2014, when the Prime Minister Modi-ji
took office, he went to Israel, he went to Australia and gave a one-year
deadline to FTAs, that in one year, the India-Australia FTA should be done in
2017. When he went to Israel, he said that in one year, we should do an FTA.

When he came back, absolutely nothing happened on the FTAs.

Then, the signals that come from the Government is that ‘No; FTAs are
bad. In the past, UPA Government did a lot of FTAs; those FTAs did not help
us.” They did not do FTAs. They went on and they withdrew from the RCEP.

So many years of negotiations were held for India to join the ASEAN-led
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RCEP. But in the end, what did this Government do? They walked out. They

walked out leaving our ASEAN partners in a lurch.

Now, what is the new signal which has come up? The new thing that is
coming from this Government is that, ‘No, FTAs are actually good. Let us

again focus on FTAs.

Now, the Minister, Piyush Goyal ji, is trying to form a BIT with his
American counterpart. In the previous Administration, Lighthizer had come
and met Piyush Goyal many a time but nothing has come out. Even now, we
are talking about India-Australia and India-Israel free trade. All these free
trade negotiations are pending. India’s strength in these free trade
negotiations is our services, our IT workers, our engineers and our nursing
staff. So, we have to ensure that our young professionals are able to access
these markets because the world is ageing. Countries like America and Japan
do not have the workforce but we have the workforce. In future, our workforce
will be our strength. The remittances are so strong a form of contribution
towards a State’s economy. Sir, you are from Kerala and you know how
important remittances are. Just look at what is happening in Sri Lanka. So
many workers have come back and the remittances have gone down. That
has been another major factor why their economy currently is not doing well.
So, let us put through these FTA negotiations, complete them within the time,

and ensure that our workforce is able to access the global economy.
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My third point, Sir, is on air pollution. This is something that | speak and
feel about strongly. My sense is that air pollution is just not the responsibility of
the Ministry of Environment and Forests. The carbon emission from industries
is one of the most significant sources of pollution whether that is into the air or
into the water. What responsibility is this Ministry taking? What responsibilities
are the companies taking? Have these companies been registered? These
days the companies report their data to the Central Pollution Control Board
and the State Pollution Control Board. They know that these Boards do not
have any tooth or power to act on them. That is why, | am asking this Ministry
to amend this Act, bring some legislation, and give teeth to this Companies Act
so that the companies are forced to report their emissions to SEBI and to the
Registrar because the world is going in that way. Today, the European
countries are planning to impose additional tax on Indian goods calling it EU
Border Tax. That will make our goods much more uncompetitive in European
markets. Therefore, the companies in India have to re-engineer their
processes so that their products become greener and cleaner and they can
compete in those markets. Otherwise, they will be shut out of the European
markets. It is the prerogative of the Ministry of Industry and not just the

Ministry of Commerce.

In the end, | would just say, Sir, that this Government is talking about
private investment. | understand that this Government, in this Ministry is,

talking about private investment. | know, the Government has invested a lot
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through public investment. But public investment is not a substitute of private
investment. The private investment today is stagnant. It is stagnant in the
North-East. The new North-East Industrial Policy has led to a stagnation of
private investment. | agree that public investment has come but there is no
private investment. Where are the jobs? The current North-East Policy has
come to an end in March of this year. | request the Government to take the
right lessons of the previous Industrial Policies that were extremely successful
during the tenure of our former Prime Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh.

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Hon.

Chairperson, Sir, | thank you very much for giving me this opportunity to speak.

Sir, many people have spoken about retrospective tax, but | want to put
this on record that it is an embarrassing thing that we have seen in this
country. It was one of the most regressive steps that we have seen. It has
embarrassed us not only in this country but across the world. It had spooked
the investors’ confidence and it took many years to bring that confidence back
to the investors. When | say this, | am sure that the Treasury Benches will be
very happy because it had happened when a different Government was in

power.
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| want to remind them, | want to put this in the House with respect to
aquaculture, of the steps that they have taken in the last one year with regard
to Merchandise Exports from India Scheme, MEIS. In Andhra Pradesh,
aquaculture is one of the highest exporters in the country. We have been
exporting to many countries across the world. The MEIS had been a boon for
the aqua exporters. They had given a letter of discontinuation of MEIS on
31.08.2021 and they discontinued it within one day from 01.09.2021, without
giving any prior information that it would be discontinued from so and so date.

They have just discontinued this scheme in a knee-jerk fashion.

In addition, from September, 2020 to December, 2020, they had capped
MEIS at rupees two crore. They did not take into consideration the value of the
commodity they were exporting; they just said that they were capping it at the
value of rupees two crore. | would like to point out that only two per cent of the
companies are above rupees two crore. Only two per cent of companies are
able to take the benefit of MEIS. They have not taken the value of export as
the basis; they have just taken rupees two crore for the purpose of capping. It
is ironical that on the one side, they said that they were going to cap it at
rupees two crore for these companies and also said that only two per cent of
the companies would get affected because of this move and on the other side,
they said that under the PLI Scheme that they are bringing, they want to make
the better companies that are exporting and the bigger companies that are

exporting to get further bigger and better. So, it is an irony and a contradiction
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has happened with respect to discontinuation of MEIS and bringing out of PLI

Scheme with respect to food processing industry, mainly aquaculture.

Now, | come to the Tobacco Board. It was there in my constituency. It is
there in Guntur District. It has done an amazing service to the farmers. It is
because of the Tobacco Board, direct payments are done to the farmers. The
Tobacco Board could regulate the number of acreages that the farmers can

sow and could regulate the crop size as well.

It brought price stability to the farmers. This also created unity amongst
the farmers. There are supposed to be 700 people in the Tobacco Board but
only 400 employees are available right now. Tobacco Board which is
profitable, which is doing a lot of service to the farmers, you are not
encouraging it, you are not making it grow. | want the Ministry to look into this
matter. Also, a three per cent DA hike is pending for those 400 employees that

are already working there. | request the Ministry to look into it.

| would like to make a final point with regard to the Chilli Board. India is
the world’s largest exporter of chillies. Andhra Pradesh is the highest producer
of chillies in India. In the whole country, 37 per cent of chillies are produced in
Guntur district, that is from my district, and mostly from my constituency
Narasaraopet. The Standing Committee on Commerce has also recommended
for the Chilli Board to be established at Guntur district so that whatever the
Tobacco Board is doing for the farmers, in the same way, the Chilli Board can

help the farmers, make the price stable, and make the farmers confident.
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However, the Government is not coming forward. They are saying that
Government is not in the business; we do not want to regulate the Tobacco
Board or the Chilli Board. We are not asking you to regulate. There is a
difference between regulating and facilitating. We are asking the Government
to facilitate it by establishing the Chilli Board at Guntur and strengthening the

Tobacco Board at Guntur.
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“SHRI G. SELVAM (KANCHEEPURAM): The Department of Commerce has
been allotted Rs. 6073 for the year 2022-23 which is 80 per cent escalation

over the RE of 2021-22.

The Department should be allotted additional funds for targets

envisaged under various schemes related to the Department of Commerce.

The Standing Committee observes that there has been a considerable

shortfall in budgetary allocation over the proposed demand by the Department.

The leather sector has good potential create employment and contribute
to exports for exponential growth. As there is mention of scheme related to the

leather and footwear sector for the year 2022-23.

The pharmaceutical industry and this was felt in times of pandemic

where importing APl from China was an issue.

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supply chains. This has to be taken very seriously not only because of it but
because of the present global situation, the geopolitical situation. Yesterday,
Mr. Joe Biden, the President of United States of America has even warned
China for having direct alliance with Russia, and also the ASEAN countries
which for the last 20 years are planning to have the alternate investment
destination. But this is the best time for India to be able to rise to the occasion.
Definitely, we can be one of the global leaders especially in trade and industry.
India should have a proactive policy so as to utilise the political situation,
especially the current geopolitical situation. That is the first point which | would

like to make.

The second point is regarding the situation which is prevailing in our
country. Regarding ease of doing business, the Government is always claiming
that the ranking has come down from 86 to 36, a good atmosphere is also
there, and also world-class manufacturing infrastructure is also there for having
the investments in the country. That is the claim which the Government is
making. Just now, Shri Gaurav Gogoi has already stated that when UPA
Government was going for the Free Trade Agreement, big criticism was
coming from the part of the BJP. | still remember, even Late Arun Jaitley, the
learned Member, also opposed the Free Trade Agreement. But now even the
Government is also proposing the Free Trade Agreement. | would like to quote

the Standing Committee’s Report:
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“...Free or Preferential Trade Agreements or an interim and mini-
trade agreement with countries that seek to invest in India under

the ‘China Plus One’ strategy.”

It is also concentrating on China Plus One strategy. That means we
have to be careful in entering into Free Trade Agreements in which we have to
safeguard and protect the interests of the domestic farmers and the domestic
industry. That is why when so many agreements have come, big opposition
has also come because the domestic industry, the domestic farming
community have not been taken into consideration in entering into Free Trade

Agreement with the foreign countries.

Here, the recommendation is absolutely welcome, but only subject to the
condition that the interests of Indian industry as well as the farming community
have to be taken care of. These are the suggestions which | would like to
quote from the recommendation of the Departmentally-related Standing
Committee on Commerce and Industry in respect of the Demands for Grants
for the Financial Year 2022-23. The Committee has noted that the amount
which has been allocated to the Ministry has been utilized in an optimum way.
That has already been utilized. There is no fault on the part of the Ministry in
spending the money, but unfortunately, the Budget allocation for 2022-23 is
very less when compared to that of the Revised Estimates of 2021-22 and the
Budget Estimate of 2021-22. That is why, when | was in the Chair, | was

saying that Revised Estimate is also one of the important ingredients in
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deciding the performance of the Ministry. The Revised Estimate, in a way, is
the actual expenditure of the Ministry. So, we have to compare the Revised
Estimate with the Budget Estimate of the coming Financial Year. That has to
be done. If that be the case, the allocation for 2022-23 for the Department of
Industrial Promotion and Internal Trade or the Department of Commerce is
very less when compared to the Revised Estimate of 2021-22. So, further
allocation has to be there. This is the recommendation of the Standing

Committee. | fully support the recommendation of the Standing Committee.

Coming to the critical and controversial issues which we have to look
into to have a critical analysis of the industrial or the investment climate which
is prevailing in our country. Ease of doing business and best infrastructure are
the two conditions by which Foreign Direct Investment may come to our

country or more investment will be attracted.

The Government is always claiming that their performance is wonderful
and they have done a wonderful thing when compared to the UPA
Government. What is its impact? It should reflect in the result. If we are having
a climate-friendly environment and investment-friendly environment in our
country, and if we are having good infrastructure facilities for starting
industries, definitely, it should reflect in the Foreign Direct Investment; it should
reflect in the investment in the country. What is the Foreign Direct Investment
in India? In 2014-15, that is seven years back, USD 45.15 billion was the

Foreign Direct Investment and now it has just come to USD 81.97 billion after
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these seven years, after all these reforms. So, if we had such reforms of ease
of doing business in other sectors, the FDI would have been much better. So,
the claim of the Government, as Karti Chidambaram has just now stated and
Gogoi has also repeated, that most of the claims are not based on ground
reality and not based on the real facts. Instead of that, big claims are being
made by the Government so as to create an atmosphere through the PR
exercise. Hon. Prime Minister is also making a tweet today regarding the
exports. We are not sure in respect of the numbers. We will hear from the hon.
Minister what is the actual position of the exports of our country, and after that

we will be able to comment on that issue also.

Similarly, during the lockdown period and during the COVID-19 period,
in order to address and combat this COVID-19 period, Aatmanirbhar Abhiyan,
Make in India had been announced by the hon. Finance Minister. We would
like to know what its real impact is. A sum of Rs. 1.97 lakh crore, that is, USD
26 billion had been announced in the Union Budget 2021-22 also. The
production-linked incentive is also given for 14 sectors. | fully agree with the
production-linked incentive, but that is applicable to the big houses. Supriya
Sule Ji has indirectly said "big boys’, | would specifically point out that it is only
for big corporate business houses. What about the MSMEs? What about the
small scale industries? So, this production-linked incentive has to be made
applicable to all. But the conditions are very stringent. You have to make 50

per cent of the profit. It means it is practically not feasible in such a situation.
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Then to whom it is applicable? It is applicable only to the big business houses
and corporates. They will be entitled to get production-linked incentive. So, this

scheme has to be reviewed.

There also, if you see, the result is not being reflected because
unemployment situation in the country is rocketing like anything. It is at 8.5 per
cent. We are having the festival of Amrit Mahotsav to celebrate our
Independence. What is the rate of unemployment? If you are having
investment-friendly atmosphere, FDI, etc., then definitely unemployment issue

will also be addressed. So, that has also to be reviewed.

| would like to seek a clarification and get a specific answer from the
hon. Minister. What is the direct policy in respect of disinvestment? | am asking
this because mergers and acquisitions have been proved to be an effective
tool for the purpose of corporate or industrial restructuring activities. Telecom
industry is one of the most profitable and rapidly developing industries and
Indian telecommunication industry is the world’s second largest. It is relating to
another Department, but | would like to know the policy of the Government as

a whole.

The recent merger of Vodafone India and Idea Cellular is an interesting
example of the Government’s policy contradiction. The NDA was always
alleging that there was a policy paralysis at the time of the UPA Government,
but now there is a policy contradiction on the part of the NDA Government. |

am saying this because you are privatising the profit-making public sector
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undertakings and you are investing in the loss-making private units. This is
what has happened in Vodafone Idea. | am not going into the details. If you
examine, 38.7 per cent of the share is being held by the Government of India
in a loss-making company. Rs. 1,60,000 crore has been invested by the
Government of India in a loss-making private unit, and public sector
undertakings like BPCL are being privatised. This is what is called policy

contradiction. This policy contradiction has to be explained.

Lastly, regarding my Constituency, | would like to mention about the
cashew sector. | have met the hon. Minister, Shrimati Anupriya Patel ji and she
had responded well. | appreciate it. | had also met the Cabinet Minister.
Cashew industry not only in Kerala, but throughout the country is facing severe
crisis. Nearly, 95 per cent of the workers in the cashew industry are women
and that too backward Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and weaker

sections of the society.

We are seeking a revival package for the cashew industry when it is
facing a big crisis. Further, 2.5 per cent of import of raw cashew nuts is also

there. This has to be eliminated so as to save the industry.

| would suggest a meeting of the hon. Finance Minister, Commerce
Minister with representatives of Members of Parliament so as to resolve this
issue. | demand a cashew revival package for a traditional industry by which

lakhs and lakhs of poor workers will be protected.
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With these suggestions, once again | express my sincere thanks and

A department in the Ministry monitors Intellectual Property Rights. As
per a report of the Department of Science and Technology, on R&D
expenditure, India spends a mere 0.7 per cent of its GDP, which is lesser than

the other countries such as, China, Brazil, Russia, and South Africa.

The logistics cost in India is higher in comparison with developed
countries and reducing it is crucial for bringing down overall cost in exports and
achieving a competitive edge in the export market. The Ministry has formulated
a National Logistics Policy to address logistical issues in a holistic manner.
However, the policy has not been finalized. | would request the Minister to

finalize and implement the policy as early as possible.

Sir, | come from West Bengal and my neighbouring State is Assam.
Welfare of the tea workers is not in a good condition. There has been

considerable reduction in the budgetary allocation from Rs.353.65 crore in
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Revised Estimate in 2021-22 to Rs. 131.92 crore in BE 2022-23. | would want
the Minister to clarify on this injustice to tea workers of West Bengal and the
reasons for the decline in budget. Also, a Scheme - Pradhan
Mantri Rojgar Protsahan Yojana - was proposed in the budget speech of FY
2021-22 but the same has not yet seen the light of the day despite the fact that
an allocation of Rs. 1000 crore has been made for the Scheme which aims to

enhance the quality of life of tea workers.

The Standing Committee of Commerce observed that there has been a
considerable shortfall in budgetary allocation of Rs. 8,348.00 crore for the year
2022-23 vis-a-vis demand of Rs. 10,267.45 crore made by the Department.
The Committee notes with concern that there is a massive shortfall of Rs.
1,919.54 crore which could have an adverse impact on the infrastructural

projects and schemes envisaged for the year 2022-23.

The Committee is also of the opinion that serious efforts have to be
made to reduce the time taken for the patent examination, specifically in the

field of communication, computer, biomedical, food, biotechnology and textiles.

Lastly, we should take immediate steps to ensure that adequate number
of employment is generated in the country in this financial year of 2022-23 in

order to address this serious problem of unemployment in the country.
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SHRI RITESH PANDEY (AMBEDKAR NAGAR): Sir, a lot of hon. Members
have raised various issues. | am just going to quickly go through the demands
for grants that have been allocated and the ones which have been reduced in

this year’s budget.

The hon. Members and, especially Shri Gaurav Gogoi, who spoke
before me have already mentioned the plight of the tea workers and this grant
from the Revised Estimates of 2021 of Rs. 353.65 crore has come down to
Rs. 131 crore. We have also seen the same situation with the National Export
Insurance Account for which the grant has come down from Rs. 744 crore in
2021 to Rs. 450 crore in the year 2022. This again hurts our exporters because
their goods require insurance. The grant for gems and jewellery sector which
was Rs. 8.67 crore has come down to Rs. 0 this year. Investment in Export
Credit Guarantee Corporation has also reduced from Rs. 760 crore to Rs. 400
crore. The budget for Central Sector Schemes has been revised from
Rs. 6,646 crore in 2021 to Rs. 5,209 crore in 2022. For the Export Inspection
Council, the grant is Rs. 0 and the grant for Northeastern areas has been
revised from Rs. 300 crore to Rs. 125 crore which is extremely sad given the

fact that our Northeastern India really needs this support in order to progress.

We have been constantly talking about unicorns and how the country is
going to gain from the employment that the unicorn companies are going to
generate. We also know that most of these unicorns have come through the

sector of technology. They have used the vast and ever-increasing linkages of
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internet that is going in the far-flung areas of this country and people are
increasing their consumption through online purchases. These unicorns have
capitalised these purchases and have grown into very, very big companies.
But when we look at the new e-commerce rules, we certainly can see some
hindrances in this leap that our unicorns have made in the recent past. Several
contradictions in the new e-commerce draft rules have triggered confusion
among many people in this sector. We have also seen that they have flagged
these confusions and some provisions actually run contrary to the existing

rules that are governing these sectors.

| would like to point out that the draft policy is too broadly laid out and it
is also outdated. It follows the 1998 WTO definition of the e-commerce as
‘buying, selling, marketing and distributing of goods and services through the
electronic network’. This definition includes industries and entities that do not
traditionally fall under the e-commerce umbrella such as financial products or
services, news and other publications, and cultural products such as traditional
handicrafts and textiles. In China’s model, there are restrictions of application
of stringent laws to a limited number of stakeholders which our model lacks.
So, we need to actually look back and consider these red flags that industry

members have raised.

The second part of the rules is the definition of ‘Related Party’. This is
also very concerning as it potentially includes all entities such as those

involved in logistics and joint ventures. There are many companies that provide

the backend work. If you order something, they deliver the goods to your
house. They cannot be included in this policy as defined under ‘Related

Parties’.

These logistics companies are the ones which are generating a lot of
employment. Once you increase costs for them, they would not be incentivised
enough to compete in the market and provide these services. We need to

create a very competitive market.

While the FDI policy prohibits companies such as Amazon and Flipkart
from having control over the inventory sold on their platforms, on the other
hand, e-commerce rules of Consumer Affairs Department hold these platforms
liable in case the seller fails to deliver. Therefore, on the one hand you are not
allowing these companies to have control over the goods that they are selling
on their platform, and on the other hand if those goods do not get delivered, -
which they do not have any control over because the intermediaries are
supplying and they are providing the platform - it essentially holds them liable
for something they are not responsible for. That too deters these companies,
and it can in the future hurt bigger companies that the Government is inviting,

like Tata and Reliance.

Sir, | would like to talk about my Constituency a little bit and the Export
Trade Promotion Policy. My Constituency is a weaver majority area. A lot of
weavers there are facing huge competition and policy paralysis from the

Government.
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Today, the unchecked export of cotton and cotton yarn that is happening
from our country to Bangladesh, Vietnam, Thailand and China is affecting this
industry adversely. Today, because of advance agreements for cotton yarn
that is going out of our country, the supply of cotton yarn within the country is
reducing. That affects the weavers in our country because they are not being
able to procure yarn in time even though they have time-bound agreements to

supply goods.

In conclusion | would just like to say that while India’s export of cotton
yarn increased by 66 per cent but, there is a mere 24 per cent increase where
weavers are involved and shipments have to go out. There has to be a parity
there. The export of cotton yarn has to be limited so that our local industry is

protected. Thank you.

Request for sanction and setting up of Mega Textile Park at Kalaburagi:
The Kalaburagi District in Kalyana Karnataka region which has been accorded
Special Status under Article 371 () of the Constitution by Govt. of India is
lagging behind in industrial development. The mainstay of the people of this
District is rain-fed agriculture and in case of failure of monsoon the people
have no alternative vocation and migrate to Mumbai and other places in search
of their livelihood. The city was home to now defunct MSK Textiles Mills which
was started during pre-independence days and has been closed down about
two decades back by National Textiles Corporation of India to whom it was
entrusted to run. The Kalyana Karnataka region extensively grow cotton in the
Taluks of Jewargi in Kalaburagi District, Shahapur, Surpur and Yadgir in
Yadgir District and Raichur District and the cotton grown in these
Taluks/Districts is sent to Gujrat Textile Mills, in the absence of any Textile

Mills in Kalaburagi District.

The setting up of Mega Textile Park will provide employment
opportunities to the industry-starved District of Kalaburagi and also the
neighbouring Special Status accorded Districts of Bidar, Yadgir, Raichur and
Koppal. It will also afford an opportunity of employment to the skilled workers

of erstwhile MSK mill displaced by its closure.

We therefore request the Government kindly set up Textile Park in

Kalaburagi District under the Scheme of "Mega Investment Textile Parks
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(MITRA)" and help elimination of poverty of this region in general and

Kalaburagi District. In particular.

Industrial development of Kalyan Karnataka region: Our region of Kalyan
Karnataka has been accorded Special Status by the Govt. of India under
Article 371 (i) of the Constitution. Our Kalaburagi District is one of the District in

this region. The Kalaburagi District lies on Mumbai-Chennai rail line.

The Kalyan Karnataka region including Kalaburagi District have
remained industrially backward. The people of this region are heavily
dependent upon agriculture for their livelihood. In case of failure of agriculture
in a given year due to failure of monsoon etc. people have no other alternative
vocation. Hence there is urgent need to undertake massive industrial
development of the region. We therefore request your honour to kindly

sanction the following industrial projects to Kalyan Karnataka region.

Industrial Township under the Surat-Chennai Industrial corridor: The
Govt. of India, we believe, has drawn up a massive and ambitious Surat-

Hence, we request your honour to
sanction and create a land bank of 1000 acres in each of the five Districts of
Kalyan Karnataka region for the industrial development of a region which has

Request to start Grinding Unit at CCIL, Kurkunta: Speaker Sir, CCI

Already, Rs.25 crore have been allocated to the Tea Board for undertaking the
welfare measures of our workers. | would again like to say that this budgetary

allocation is not at all sufficient.
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Due to a drastic fall in the prices of commodities, our farmers are under
severe crisis. For the commercial crops, we cannot demand for the agricultural
benefits. We are not getting anything from the Agriculture Department, and
that is why we have been demanding for MSP for each product. In the case of
rubber, as per the Swaminathan formula, MSP is calculated as the total cost of
the crop plus 50 per cent profit thereon. As per that, we have been demanding
Rs.250 per kg. as MSP for rubber. In the case of cardamom, we are
demanding an MSP of Rs.1,500 per kg.; Rs.1,000 is the production cost plus

on Demands for Grants pertaining to the Ministry of Commerce and Industry

Kerala is the major and highest producer of natural rubber in the country,
providing employment to several lakhs of people in the State. The Rubber
Board headquartered at Kottayam in Kerala, has been providing assistance in
all forms to the rubber growers in the country and it has been acting as the
custodian of all matters related to natural rubber. The board has been a source
for anything related to issues related to natural rubber for the growers and the

people connected with it till now. Now this government wants to reduce or

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curtail the power of the Rubber Board or in other words cut down to size, by
repealing the Rubber Act, 1947 and replace it with the proposed Rubber
(Promotion and Development) Bill, 2022. Once this Bill is passed the Rubber
Board will become a mere rubber stamp made out of the rubber produced by
the grower. No more free and fair debates of new ideas. Board will have to toe
the "official" line. No functional autonomy. This will definitely defeat the whole

purpose of having a Board.

Rubber growers are small and marginal farmers, and safeguarding their
interests is crucial to sustaining rubber production in the country. Natural
rubber cultivation gives livelihood to more than 1.3 million households. The
proposed Bill defines a 'grower' as one who owns the estate. The mean size of
a rubber holding is hardly 0.5 hectare. The proposed Bill defines the
cultivations of rubber as an industrial activity which will prevent the rubber
growers seeking agricultural loan from banks as well as the government is
once and for all closing the doors of renegotiating with the World Trade
Organisation to make rubber an agricultural product. By this bill the
advantageous people of it will exploit the rubber growers as the Rubber Board
will not have any say in such a situation. Therefore, it is urged that the
Government should not go ahead with the proposed bill if the same is not in

the interest of natural rubber growers.
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The Ayurvedic products from India especially from Kerala is gaining
momentum worldwide, but the fact is that we are not giving much thrust into it

as there is no council for the same.

When we talk about Ayurveda, certainly our mind goes towards Kerala
as | can say it is a hub of Ayurveda, not now, but time immemorial. This is one
of the avenues by which we can certainly get much more foreign exchange.
Therefore, | urge upon the Ministry of Commerce to take necessary steps in

tandem with the Ministry of AYUSH

Palakkad is a rice bowl of Kerala producing good varieties of rice,
especially Palakkadan Matta which is famous worldwide. However, export of
rice from this part of Keyla is very negligible. Therefore, | urge upon the
Ministry to take steps to encourage export of these varieties of rice from

Palakkad.

The ongoing trade deficit is a big issue and is expected to stay elevated
in coming months. The trade deficit with China has grown into US Dollar 69.4
billion in 2021 as against US Dollar 45.9 billion in 2020. Why does this
increase? We are talking about Atmanirbhar, but the reality is that we are
depending on China for everything. If China closes any segment of industry
there, which will have an impact in India too. The word Atmanirbhar should not
be used for emotional purposes, it should be put into reality, and then only we

can reduce the trade deficit. | hope that our Hon'ble Minister will definitely look
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into it and shall try to reduce the trade deficit by taking steps towards

enhancing exports and reducing imports.

The new foreign trade policy of the government is yet to come out and it
is being delayed by six months. | urge the Hon'ble Minister to make exports a
more attractive venture, by giving further incentives, etc. so that we can bring
many more people into this trade and bring many more items in our export
basket which will definitely generate more employment and this should begin

with the creation of export activities from each district level across the country

With this | conclude and urge upon the Hon'ble Minister to implement the
abovesaid few suggestions or demands, including issue concerning my

parliamentary constituency, Palakkad.

"SHRI VIJAYKUMAR ALIAS VIJAY VASANTH (KANYAKUMARI): | would
like to place my views on the subject. Especially for extending the Emergency
Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) by a year, till March 2023. Although
the Budget recognises MSMEs as the key drivers of growth and employment in
the country, measures to revitalize the sector doesn't seem to be concrete

enough.

As we all agree MSMEs are the backbone of our economy which

creates employment in huge numbers and contributes to 29% of our GDP. Our

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leader Shri Rahul Gandhi is stressing upon this point for a while and he has
cited how our economy can recover by helping MSMEs. Though the Govt has
plans for organized sector, we have to remember that 90% of MSMEs are in
unorganized sector. The unemployment crisis faced by our Nation can be
largely solved by helping unorganized sectors create employment. Govt should
offer lifeline to unorganized sector also so that they can get back on their feet

and provide employment.

Income tax up to 35% for LLPs and partnership firms should had been re
considered helping smaller firms. Statutory Compliances has become a burden
on the business owners with so much complications and tedious efforts. These
needs to be cut down. In case of a seller and buyer if either of them fail to
adhere to the compliances, then both the parties are affected. | fail to
understand why the party which has adhered to the compliances has to suffer

here.

Other industry which has been not given a helping hand is the tourism
sector. No concrete proposal is made for reviving the Tourism industry. Many
small industries connected to tourism like handicrafts and handlooms will also

prosper once tourism sector revives.

A lot of new schemes are being announced for new startups. But the
Govt is not supporting the already existing Startups which are struggling. Such

a situation shall discourage the new entrants to start any business.
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The scarcity in availability of raw materials, capital equipment and
machinery required for industry is affecting the electronics. Automakers and

other industries in a big way.

Manufacturers are depending on China for equipment and raw materials
and supply from China has drastically reduced post Covid and its affecting
Indian market. | request the Govt to assist and encourage industries and

manufacturers in large scale manufacturing that would make India self-reliant.

With respect to my constituency Kanyakumari we are mostly into

cultivation of products like rubber, clove and honey.

There is a huge opportunity for rubber-based industries in my
constituency. After so much struggle a rubber research institute has been
allotted for the district. However, the non-ability of rubber board to commit for
the lease amount of the land has delayed the functions. | take this opportunity
to request the honourable commerce and industries minister to give suitable
direction to the rubber board for release of Rs 10 lakhs per annum as lease

amount.

Further | would request the minister to reduce the GST on rubber that
will help to prop up the dwindling rubber plantations because of loss to the

rubber farmers.

The cloves of Kanyakumari District have been awarded Gl tag recently.

Clove is cultivated in around 2000 acres within my constituency. Kanyakumari
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itself contributes 65% of cloves grown in our country. | would urge upon the
Hon. Minister that Government should promote and encourage clove of
Kanyakumari. Also my request is that while importing clove for domestic
consumption the commercial interests of Kanyakumari clove farmers has to be

protected.

As part of expanding and developing Tuticorin port | learned that an
industrial corridor is being planned. | would request the hon minister to extend
the same up to Kanyakumari so it would boost the small industries of

Kanyakumari Dist.

We all know that other countries
are also talking of programmes very similar to Aatmanirbhar Bharat and | think
there can be no better endorsement of the importance and the success of this
vision than the fact that the world today wants to emulate the India story. Shri
Goyal called for taking India among the top 3 nations in Global Services Trade.
He called for supporting MSMEs in foreign trade, besides creating Top 10 R&D
labs/innovation centres to position ourselves as a leader in technology during
the next 25 years as India embarks upon the Amrit Kaal towards India @100.
This budget is also aims towards strengthening India's Manufacturing

ecosystem in a collaborative approach.

Kalanamak Rice, also known as 'Buddha ka Mahaprasad' (an offering to
Lord Buddha), the Kala Namak Rice has been rebranded as 'Buddha Rice',
presenting it as an offering made to the Buddhist monks, in order to promote it
in Buddhist countries. the export of the rice is being seen as a morale booster

for farmers cultivating Buddha Rice in Gorakhpur, Deoria, Kushinagar,

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Maharajganj, Siddharth Nagar, Sant Kabeer Nagar, Bahraich, Balrampur,
Gonda, Shravasti, which according to the Geographical Indications (Gl) share

a similar climate.

In order to promote the production, processing packaging and branding
of Kala Namak Rice, the UP Government has declared it as the One District
One Product (ODOP) of Siddharth Nagar whereas the Central Government
has announced it as the ODOP of Basti, Gorakhpur, Maharajganj and Sant
Kabir Nagar as well. | am glad to share that the monumental efforts of the
Central and State Government we have exported 35 tons of Kalanamak Rice
to Singapore and 10 tons to Nepal in 2021-22. Further, last year 20 tons of

Kalanamak rice were exported to Singapore.

The export of maize has touched USD 816.31 million in the first ten
months of current fiscal 2021-22 (April-January), already exceeding the USD
634.85 million achieved during the last financial year. From an exports
realization of USD 142.8 million in 2019-20, the export of maize increased
nearly six fold, taking the total value of shipment to USD 1593.73 million in the
last three years despite logistical challenges posed by the COVID19 pandemic
outbreak. Neighbouring countries like Bangladesh and Nepal are the major
importers of maize from India. Bangladesh has imported maize worth USD
345.5 million in the current fiscal (April-January), while Nepal has imported

maize worth USD 132.16 million during this period.
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With initiatives of the Ministry of Commerce & Industry to explore and
diversify new markets, Vietham has emerged as a major destination for export
of maize. India exported maize worth USD 244.24 million to Vietham in the first
ten months of current fiscal (April-January 2021-22). Other prominent importing

countries are Malaysia, Myanmar, Sri Lanka, Bhutan, Taiwan, Oman, etc.

Maize, which is globally known as the queen of cereals, has emerged as
one of the significant foreign exchange earners under the commodities
covered under the Agricultural and Processed Food Products Export

Development Authority (APEDA) ambit.

The significant rise in agri-exports is seen as a testimony of the
government's commitment to increase farmers' income through creating
requisite infrastructure and improving value chains on boosting exports of

agricultural and processed food products

Maize is the third most important cereal crop in India after rice and
wheat. The cereal crop is primarily cultivated in the states of Karnataka,
Madhya Pradesh, Kerala, Bihar, Tamil Nadu, Telangana, Maharashtra and

Andhra Pradesh.

In India, maize is grown throughout the year and it is predominantly a

kharif crop with 85 percent of the area under cultivation in the season.

In addition to staple food for human beings and quality feed for animals,

maize serves as a basic raw material/ingredient to many of industrial products
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that includes starch, oil, protein, alcoholic beverages, food sweeteners,

pharmaceutical, cosmetic, film, textile, gum, package and paper industries etc.

The rise in export of agricultural and processed food products has been
largely due to the various initiatives taken by APEDA such as organizing B2B
exhibitions in different countries, exploring new potential markets through
product specific and general marketing campaigns by active involvement of

Indian Embassies.

APEDA has also taken several initiatives to promote Geographical
Indications (Gl) registered agricultural and processed food products in India by
organizing virtual Buyer-Seller Meets on agricultural and food products with the

major importing countries across the world.

In order to ensure seamless quality certification of products to be
exported, APEDA has recognized 220 labs across India to provide services of

testing to a wide range of products and exporters.

APEDA organizes participation of exporters in the International Trade
Fairs, which provides a platform to the exporters to market their food products
in the global marketplace. APEDA also organizes national events like AAHAR,

Organic World Congress, BioFach India etc. to promote agri-exports.

I, therefore strongly support the Demands for Grants under the control of

Ministry of Commerce and Industry for the year 2022-23.
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SHRI S. JAGATHRAKSHAKAN (ARAKKONAM): Sir, commerce and industry

is the lifeline of India’s economy.

The ruling Governments of the past have taken so much pain to build
our economy to this level. It took not only sixty years but also several ups and
downs for India to reach this success in trade, commerce, and industrial

growth.

From Jawaharlal Nehru Ji to Dr. Manmohan Singh, every great leader
has helped in building Indian business brick by brick. All existing industries,
particularly, small, medium scale industries which boomed for several decades

are in the worst condition. | am not exaggerating. It is a fact.

The ground reality is very disturbing. More than one crore business

houses from small to medium to big were buried by the Government.

Almost 90 per cent of the existing business houses are debt-ridden.
Today in India, at the moment, only the Big Ten can do business and others
cannot. Even if others try to do business, they will be forced to leave. This is
the sad ground reality. The Government has no proper answers to this

grievance of the people.

The hurriedly introduced GST has disturbed the small businesses and
has damaged the sales tax system. Several lakh companies are not able to
cope up with GST procedures. Unfortunately, in most of the cases, the Central

Government does not have proper data in this regard.
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The SMB sectors had to overcome three big hurdles in the last five
years — The first was demonetisation, second was GST, and third was the
COVID pandemic. An estimated 12 crore jobs were lost and an equal number
of people got affected in one way or the other due to the COVID-19 crisis. In a
nation like India, how can over 80 million SMBs, which contribute roughly 40
per cent to the GDPO sustain themselves? The Government has totally failed

in this regard.

There are challenges with regard to supply of raw materials, manpower,
and working capital. Policy-makers should support local manufacturing,
especially the SMBs which can play a major role in making India self-sufficient
in certain areas. | hope the Government will at least listen to the problems and
issues of the industries and take appropriate steps to enable them to come out

of economic uncertainty. The Government has a responsibility towards them.

Sir, with regard to 100 per cent credit guarantee scheme at a
concessional rate of 9.25 per cent for the MSMEs, | would like to submit that
after the Rs. 3 lakh crore scheme, the second biggest component was a Rs. 20
lakh crore package that was announced in May, 2020. But nothing happened.
We heard a slogan of 'Ease of doing business’ and ‘one crore loan in 59
minutes’! The hon. Finance Minister prodded the public sector banks to ensure
easier flow of credit to micro, small, and medium enterprises and asked them
to simplify the process. But bankers are refusing to heed to the words of the

Finance Minister of this country. The Finance Minister discussed as to how we
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can take forward the MSME credit guarantee scheme and now there is need
for quick disbursal of additional loans to MSMEs and urged bankers to simplify
the process. Currently, the rate of interest on loans given by banks to MSMEs
varies from 9.5 per cent to 17 per cent depending on the risk. But no one is
getting loans at 9.5 per cent. It normally goes up to 14 to 15 per cent and even

to 17 per cent.

Sir, before | conclude my speech, | would like to quote a few lines of

Thirukkural as a goodwill gesture to this Government ---

“Allalpattu Aatraadhu Azhudha Kanneerandre
Selvathai Theikkum Padai”
It means, tears shed by the people who suffer due to authoritative and
oppressive treatment by the Government have the propensity to dethrone the

king.

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | thank
you for giving me the opportunity to participate in the discussion on the
Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry for the financial

year 2022-23.

| am very happy to note that the hon. Minister of Commerce and Industry
is present here. His Ministers of State Shrimati Anupriya Patel and Shri Som
Parkash are also present here. Normally, | do not participate in the discussion
relating to the Ministry of Commerce and Industry because | am not an expert
on this subject. My colleagues like Karti Chidambaram and many others are
experts on this subject. At the same time, | was compelled to participate in this

discussion because of my State Kerala.

Sir, as everybody knows Kerala is a cash crop State. We produce spices
like pepper, cardamom and also rubber and tea. But what is the condition of
these cash crops now? This sector is facing the worst crisis in the history,
because the Government is totally ignoring this sector. Apart from this,
allocation of funds to this sector is also very meagre. That is why, | am
participating in this debate on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry and through this debate, | would like to bring to the
kind attention of the hon. Minister some issues faced by this sector in Kerala. |
am not going into all the problems faced by this sector. But | would specifically
highlight the problems faced by the cashew industry which is affecting the

people of my Parliamentary Constituency.
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The cashew sector in Kerala, and various parts of my constituency
Mavelikkara, is facing an existential threat as almost 90 per cent of cashew
factories are remaining shut now and the rest are closing down fast. Due to
this situation, more than three lakh cashew sector workers, the majority of
whom are women and people from the deprived sections of the society, are
facing a very serious crisis. | wish to inform that 30 per cent of the workers
belong to the Scheduled Castes, 35 per cent workers are from Other Backward
Classes and there is a relatively low presence of young workers; 8.6 per cent
of workers are engaged in private cashew processing units; SC category
workers are predominantly engaged in shelling and cutting work; 59 per cent of
them are engaged in shelling; and 50 per cent of them are involved in cutting

work.

| would like to invite the hon. Minister to visit some cashew factories in
my constituency so that he can understand the lives and working conditions of

these workers.

Sir, it is clear that the work force is primarily composed of socially and
economically backward communities whose basic rights are not protected by
the State and Central Governments. The pandemic as well as the crisis in the
cashew sector have worsened the problems faced by these workers. The State
Government has completely failed to address the issues of the cashew sector
and with 90-plus cashew factories closed in Kollam District itself, the situation

is worrying. The State Government could not protect the cashew sector
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workers or exporters or factory owners and as a result of this, more than five
cashew factory owners have committed suicide. The Government of India also
has not done anything in particular to improve the situation in the cashew
sector and the main reason for the crisis in the cashew sector is charging of
five per cent cess on raw cashew kernel, and this situation has forced the
cashew processing factory owners to close down their factories. | would also
like to detail the reasons for the suicide of five cashew processing unit owners
as it exposes the gross negligence the authorities are showing towards the

cashew sector as a whole.

Even with the Kerala Government taking up the issue of financial
troubles of the cashew factory workers with the banks, and the Government
issuing orders declaring a moratorium on the recovery of loans till 31°
December, the banks and lenders went ahead with serving notices to the
cashew entrepreneurs who had defaulted on paying loans, and published the

names of defaulters asking them to clear their dues within 60 days.

The notice served under the SARFAESI Act, 2002 meant that the banks
are going ahead with loan recovery, notwithstanding the Government
intervention to find ways to revive the industry, is an abject failure of the State
Government and the Central Governmnet to address the financial crisis issue

in the cashew sector.

| must remind the House that the crisis in the cashew sector is

widespread as only around 100 factories are currently functioning out of 836
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factories that are spread around Kollam and the neighbouring districts in

Kerala.

Sir, today | am very happy because the Demands for Grants relating to
Commerce and Industry are being discussed in this House. So, | want to
expose the failure of the Ministry in protecting the interests of the cashew
sector. The Government of India and the State Government are earning a lot
of foreign exchange by way of cashew sector. But at the same time, the
Government is duty-bound to protect the interest of poor cashew workers. But

they never listened to them.

The impact of COVID 19 had also complicated the situation of the
cashew factory owners as they could not recover from the already worsening

situation, as more and more loan accounts became non-performing assets.

Therefore, by taking up the crisis and concerns of the cashew factory
and processing centre owners, the Government must declare a loan
moratorium for the cashew sector, restrict the existing loans with easy payment
options and waive-off all possible charges, and also stop invoking SARFAESI

Act.

Sir, | would also request the Government to consider credit guarantee
schemes to facilitate the cashew business. The banks and the Government
should consider restructuring the non-performing assets, waive-off interests or

postpone the demand for payment, and resize the principal amount in smaller
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instalments so as to revive the entire cashew sector, which will otherwise die a

slow and very painful death.

Sir, | would also highlight the problems being faced by the cashew
sector for which fresh and targeted solutions are required. They are: 1)
unavailability of raw cashew nuts, 2) rising input costs, 3) stiff international
competition, 4) rising debts, 5) delay in resolving financial crisis, 6) low
domestic production of raw cashew nuts, 7) bad loans and banks, 8) total loan
exposure of over Rs. 3,500 crores, 9) five out of 22 banks having major
exposure to cashew industry, 10) 200 entrepreneurs in the sector had faced
revenue recovery in 2018 and the number is still rising, and 11) more and more

running cashew business accounts are turning as non-performing assets.

Sir, these are the 11 reasons for the crisis in the cashew sector.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude, now.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH: Sir, | am just concluding. From my party, | am

the last speaker today.

These problems are complicated even further by the Central
Government’s policies that include the Government allowing cashew kernels to
be imported from Vietnam, which is also affecting the Indian cashew sector. In
this matter, | would urge upon the Government to declare a special package of

Rs. 5,000 crore for revamping of cashew sector in Kerala.
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The workers are working in closed factories. They are living in a
miserable condition. So, | would request the Government to announce Rs.
10,000 ex-gratia for those poor workers who are working in the closed
factories. The Government of India is not giving any support to the workers.
The Government of India earned the foreign exchange when the factory was
running but after the closing down of these factories, they are not protecting
the interest of the workers. At least, they should give some incentives or an

ex-gratia amount of Rs. 10,000 to the poor cashew workers.

Sir, before | conclude, | would like to make one more point regarding
rubber sector. This issue is also related to the people of my constituency. |
am not going to take much time. The rubber cultivation in Kerala is facing
extraordinary challenges. Hon. Minister is very much aware of that. For the
last ten years, the prices of rubber have been falling down. The previous
Commerce and Industry Minister, Nirmala Sitharaman ji had several rounds of
discussions with all the stakeholders but nothing has happened. The rubber
growers are facing the same problem. The policies of the Government of India
are totally against the rubber farmers. The price of rubber is continuously

going down.

With these words, Sir, | conclude my speech and request the hon.

Minister to respond on these issues. Thank you very much.

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): Thank you, Sir.
First of all, as a woman Member of Parliament, | would like to congratulate the
hon. Minister, Smt. Anupriya Patel. | would also like to congratulate the hon.
Minister for Commerce and Industry, Piyush Goyal ji for utilizing 100 per cent

of allocation in the last few years.

Sir, due to shortage of time, | wish to raise only two particular issues of
my constituency as well as my State with regard to the Ministry of Commerce.

The Ministry of Commerce has sanctioned the establishment of two institutions

in my constituency. One is the Indian Institute of Foreign Trade (lIFT) and the
other is Indian Institute of Packaging (IIP). Both are sanctioned at Kakinada,
East Godavari, Andhra Pradesh. A piece of land of about 25 acres each has
been allocated free of cost to both the institutes. That has been handed over to
the Department of Commerce. But since then many years have passed by but

no development has taken place.

Sir, the National Building Construction Corporation (NBCC) has already

submitted a DPR report for construction of IIFT at Kakinada.

On the other side, IIFT has also been issuing notification for admissions
for three years, but due to lack of building, the academic year has not yet
started. | humbly request the hon. Minister to sanction the budget for IIFT,

Kakinada and also for Indian Institute of Packaging, Kakinada.

Madam, | would like to bring to your notice one very unfortunate thing.
There are three institutions — IIFT, Delhi; IIFT, Kolkata; and |IFT, Kakinada.
[IFT, Delhi and IIFT, Kolkata were sanctioned 100 per cent budget for the
construction of their buildings, but in respect of IIFT, Kakinada, Andhra
Pradesh Government is being asked to contribute 50 per cent towards
construction of building. | think, the hon. Minister knows about the Andhra
Pradesh. After the bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh, Andhra Pradesh is facing a

paucity of funds. Hence, | would humbly request the hon. Minister to allocate
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100 per cent funds for construction of building. | have met hon. Piyush Goyalji
many times. He also forwarded the letters. The file is circulating, but the results

have not yet come.

My last point is about an SEZ at Kakinada. In Andhra Pradesh, three or
four SEZs are there. In my constituency, Kakinada, 10,000 acres of land was
allocated for an SEZ. Out of that, farmers owning 2,000 acres of land were
agitating and not willing to give their lands. For 12 years, they had been
fighting. They went to courts also. But nobody took care of them. Our hon.
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, Mr. Jagan Mohan Reddy garu gave back
2,000 acres of land to those farmers and solved the problem of SEZ,
Kakinada. | humbly request the hon. Minister to develop the Kakinada SEZ for

the development of the area and for employment opportunities.
