THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Sir, with your permission, | want to
join in here. On the NBFCs, already, through the amendments made to the
IBC, we have brought in a kind of a formulation with which NBFCs and related
issues of solvency can be addressed.

Minister
can give a rough breakup of the types of companies in which the candidates in
Tamil Nadu have been placed. | would like to know what types of companies
are recruiting the candidates who have been skilled in Tamil Nadu.

Therefore, what we track is the number of candidates
placed after the short-term training programme.

With regard to the Aspirational District
Virudhunagar, | would like to say that it has one-JSS, 12-ITls, and 58- PMKVY
Training Centres. One District One Product Scheme is being run by the
Ministry of Food Processing Industry. Will the Government help in skilling the
local people working in industries like, firework industry, match industry,
printing industry, handloom industry, or textile industry, which are popular
industries in Virudhunagar and Madurai? How many people were given skill
training in the previous year? Please let me know the number, if you have

data in this regard.
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SHRI RAJEEV CHANDRASEKHAR: Sir, as the hon. Member has
acknowledged, we have given a comprehensive answer. The skilling schemes
and programmes are being run as demand-driven programmes. For example,
in Tamil Nadu the top seven job roles are: self-employed tailors, sewing
machine operators, commercial vehicle drivers, unarmed security guards, self-
employed retailers, etc. These are demand-driven jobs.

The district skilling requirements are planned by the District Collector in
consultation with the District Skiling Committee. The Government of India -
through the skilling network - therefore, only allocates the monies for enabling
skilling that is projected by the District Skiling Committee and the District
Collector. That is the model that has been underway all this while.

However, under SANKALP we are now undertaking a special
programme for each district, as the hon. Member has said, which is to address
the local economies, both farming and non-farming economies, and skilling
aimed at the youth so that they can find opportunities in the local economies.

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“biological samples and their analysis’ in clause 2 (i) (b) of the Bill could extend
to narco analysis and brain mapping and when it is made coercive in terms of
clause 5, it is clearly violative of article 20 (3) of the Constitution of India.
Further, the implied use of force in clause 6(1) to take measurements violates
the rights of prisoners laid down in a catena of Supreme Court judgements
beginning with A K Gopalan, 1950, Kharag Singh, 1964, Charles Sobhraj,
1978, Sheela Barse, 1983, Pramod Kumar Saxena, 2008. Section 4(2) of the
Bill states that the record of measurement shall be retained for 75 years from
the date of collection. This is in violation of the Right to be Forgotten enshrined
in the Right to Life under article 21 of the Constitution in terms of the
Puttaswamy Judgement.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, | conclude by saying that this august assembly must,
very seriously, deliberate whether it is in the legislative competence of the
Treasury to sponsor legislation which squarely hits the Fundamental Rights
guaranteed to the citizens of India under Part Il of the Constitution and
whether it is within the legislative competence of this august House to consider
such illegal legislation. That is my objection to the Bill.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): | fully support the observations
made by hon. Member Shri Manish Tewari ji. | rise to strongly oppose the
introduction of this Bill because this is a Draconian legislation being brought
forward by this Government. | am saying this because this is in total violation of
the Fundamental Rights of the citizens guaranteed in Part Ill of the

Constitution. Clause 3 (c) of the Bill says that if a person who is arrested in
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connection with an offence punishable under any law for the time being in
force, his biological specimens can be taken for investigation. If | am arrested
for picketing for protection of civil rights for any genuine demand, and if a FIR
has been launched against me, then a DNA test be taken. What is this? This is
violation of the basic right of an individual. What is the logic? What is the
reason? What is the intention of the Bill? The Government may kindly explain
this. That is why | am saying that this is in direct violation of the Fundamental
Right of an individual.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, this is regarding the convict. Now, convict for which
offence? Suppose, it is for a penal offence and a sum of Rs. 100 is imposed for
that offence and in that case his biological specimen can be taken. Then, how
is his Fundamental Right protected? This is in violation of the Fundamental
Right of a citizen as enshrined in Part Il of the Constitution. That is the first
point.

Sir, secondly, this is against the Human Rights Declaration. That is also
very specific. Since it is in violation of human rights and also Fundamental
Rights, it is not within the legislative competence of this House to pass such a
legislation. This definitely will be struck down by the hon. Supreme Court or the
High Court. So, | would like to urge upon you not to allow the Government to

introduce this Bill since it is violative of the article of the Constitution.

Sir, you will know from common sense that it is the basic principle of law
that nobody is found guilty unless proved in a court of law. The second right
that people have is, if somebody is arrested, he has to be produced before the
court within 24 hours and he has a right to be represented by a lawyer.

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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, | rise to vehemently oppose,
under Rule 72 (1), the introduction of the Criminal Procedure (Identification )
Bill, 2022. The reason is as follows.

The law can ask those people who have been convicted by the court to
keep their biometric measurements. However, the present Bill, | reiterate,
seeks to empower the police and court to take measurements of persons who
are under trial or who are suspected to be involved in a case or there is a
presumption against some person that he may, in future, do any illegal act.

These provisions are violative of Article 21 of the Constitution that is
right to freedom and personal liberty.

The provisions of the Bill also violate the judgements given by the
Supreme Court in Puttaswamy case which means the provisions are against
the right to privacy as propounded in Puttaswamy case. That is also being
violated by this kind of a draconian law.

Sir, given that the cases of custodial violence are high in India, there is a
high possibility of forceful measurements resulting in life long stigmatisation
and grave violation of human rights.

In the absence of any form of data protection statute, the Bill might do
more harm than good. Additionally, in such a highly unregulated area, there is
little empirical data supporting the accuracy of criminal profiling in addition to

the absence of criteria for what constitutes an expert in the discipline.
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There are other small points like lack of technology and margin of grave
error. Currently, India does not have any advanced technological equipment to
profile offenders. Even in far more technologically advanced countries, there
has always been a margin of error in such profiling. There have been several
cases where these errors have resulted in incarceration of innocent citizens.

SHRI T. R. BAALU (SRIPERUMBUDUR): Sir, day in day out, the common

man and salaried class people are very much affected because of the price
rise. That is why at the start of the problem itself, my leader, Dr. M.K. Stalin,
the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu had reduced the price of petrol by Rs 3 per
litre.

But how come, every day, prices of petrol and diesel are rising? For the
past one week, there has been an increase of more than Rs. 4 per litre on the
price of petrol, and diesel also. This is not fair on the part of this Government.

During the elections time, Modi Saheb himself had said: “We will reduce
the prices of petrol by 50 per cent.” But now, he is keeping quiet. He is
keeping lukewarm. During the past one week, entire India is under fire.

Initially, special cess had been levied on petroleum sector. Here, they
have mopped up Rs. 22 lakh crore for the past four years. Similarly, for the
past seven years, ever since the inception of this Government, they have
mopped up Rs. 26 lakh crore towards taxes and dividends.

Sir, they are mopping up a huge amount of money. Is it not possible for
the Government to see that the petrol prices are reduced? Or, they may do just
like what the UPA Government had done during their period when they gave

Rs. 10 lakh crore as subsidy and kept the prices of petrol under check.
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Otherwise, let them bring back the Administrative Price Mechanism (APM) so
that as and when prices are raised, the petroleum sector would take care of it.

Sir, kindly see that the petrol prices are reduced. The Government
should come forward to see that prices of petroleum are checked and brought
under control immediately. Otherwise, common people will suffer like anything.

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(v) Need for establishment of a National Tribal University in Eastern
region

SHRI KUNAR HEMBRAM (JHARGRAM): Madam, Santali language has its
unique distinct script called ‘Ol Chiki’ invented and developed by late Pandit
Raghunath Murmu, a great scholar and philosopher. The speakers of Santali
language are largely inhabitants of the States of West Bengal, Odisha,
Jharkhand, Bihar, Assam and Tripura. The Santali language is enlisted in the
8th Schedule of the Constitution. In spite of that the Santali language and
script has not got its due and, therefore, not developed to the desirable level.
Reason being there is no any national level Tribal University in the country fully
devoted to the higher studies and research activities. However, Indira Gandhi
National Tribal University has been established in 2007 at Amarkantak in
Madhya Pradesh which is at a far-off distance from these Santal dominated
States. On the other hand, there are no facilities of studies on Santali language
and literature. Consequently, the students, speaking Santali language find it
much difficult to study Santali Literature and take up their research activities.

Therefore, it is my demand to the Government of India for the
establishment of a National Tribal University after the name of Pandit
Raghunath Murmu, the inventor of Santali script ‘Ol Chiki in the Eastern region
of India.

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(xiii) Regarding silver line project in Kerala

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): | request the Government not to
give any approval for implementation of proposed silver line high speed
Railway corridor from Thiruvananthapuram to Kasargod in Kerala and
necessary instructions may be given to the State Government to stop the
implementation activities as it is totally against the interest of the State. The
proposed project, if implemented, will divide the State into two parts due to the
construction of protection wall for the railway line. The Government has started
the implementation work and now saying that it will conduct required studies
such as environmental, socio-economic, etc., for the project. Large-scale
protest is going on in Kerala on a daily basis. State Government is allegedly
trying to bulldoze all the agitation and filing criminal cases against agitators,
including women and children. As we all are aware, during the last few years,
the State faced unprecedented flood situation and several thousands lost their
livelihood and everything due to waterlogging after the flood. Implementation of
this project will cause environmental impact as it requires to construct

protection wall for safety. This will lead to further floods.
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(xiv) Regarding rail coach factory at Kanjikode, Palakkad.
SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): The foundation stone was laid for
the proposed Rail Coach Factory at Kanjikode in Palakkad, under Public
Private Participation for manufacture of fuel efficient and lightweight aluminium
coaches at an estimated cost of Rs.550 crore, a long ago. A total of 236 acres
of land had been acquired for the project and a sum of nearly Rs.7 crore was
also spent for construction of boundary wall. This project appears in the pink
book of railways and even a token amount of Rs.1,000 is earmarked every
year. Production has already commenced in the units for which foundation
stones were laid along with the proposed rail coach factory at Kanjikode. The
Kanjikode unit is yet to be put on track. The acquired 236 acres of land is lying
unutilised. This proposed project was also found in PRAGATI and this was
debated in the 38th meeting of the PRAGATI. Therefore, it is urged that the
said proposed project be brought under Gati Shakti scheme to expedite it or
make use of the said land and infrastructure for any other project of railways.
This will create employment for the people and also meet the requirement of

railways of any goods whatsoever.
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(xv) Regarding direct train connectivity between Chennai and
Tiruvannamalai.
SHRI C.N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALALI): There is a demand by a large
number of public for direct train connectivity between Chennai and
Tiruvannamalai. Tiruvannamalai Railway Station in Tamil Nadu is 125 years
old. The Passenger Train from Tambaram to Tiruvannamalai was running till
2007 on narrow gauge. The work relating to conversion of narrow gauge to
broad gauge commenced in the year 2007 which temporarily disrupted the
railway connectivity to Tiruvannamalai. After completion of conversion of
railway track, the daily passenger train which was operating between
Tambaram to Tiruvannamalai has not been restored. Needless to reiterate that
the Temple city of Tiruvannamalai attracts lakhs of visitors for Dharshan of
Lord Arunachaleshwarar and Girivalam. The hon. Railway Minister, may,
therefore, take necessary action to resume daily direct train between Chennai

to Tiruvannamalai without any delay.
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(xvi) Regarding reducing the net borrowing limit of Andhra Pradesh.
SHRI BELLANA CHANDRA SEKHAR (VIZIANAGARAM): Sir, | wish to
highlight the plight of the state of Andhra Pradesh which must be immediately
mitigated by the Central Government. The ruling Government of Andhra
Pradesh is trying its best to recover from the impact on finances of an unjust
bifurcation. However, the Central Government's move of reducing the net
borrowing limit of the state by Rs 17,923.24 crores on account of "over-
borrowing" of the state during 2016-17 is further increasing the plight caused
by stressed finances. The originally fixed limit was Rs 42,472 crores, which
has now been significantly reduced. This is a gross injustice as "over-
borrowing" mentioned was done by the previous Government of the State
during the financial year 2016-17, after which the borrowing limit for the
previous Government should have been adjusted for the years 2017-18 and
2018-19. The same was not done, and it is at a critical juncture of reeling from
the financial losses of the COVID-19 pandemic and an unjust bifurcation for
which the current ruling regime is being punished.

Since the current Government had no involvement in this over-
borrowing, the Central Government has set a dangerous precedent by
curtailing our finances. Despite multiple requests by the State Government to
correct this, the Ministry of Finance has not accepted our request. | urge the
concerned Ministry to immediately resolve this issue and ensure that the State

Government of Andhra Pradesh does not have to suffer another injustice.
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(xvii) Regarding policy intervention to retain students graduating from
Indian Institute of Space Science and Technology (lIST)

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Madam, Indian Institute of
Space Science and Technology (lIST) was founded in 2007 to launch new
generation of young space scientists into the control rooms of the Indian Space
Research Organisation. It comes under the aegis of the Department of Space
and offers both B. Tech and integrated M. Tech courses focussed around three
main areas of aerospace engineering, avionics and physical sciences. Upon
Graduation, the students are typically absorbed by ISRO, subject to available
positions. They are contractually obligated to work at the agency for a
minimum of three years, a necessary condition for acceptance into IIST.
Starting from the very first batch that joined ISRO in 2011, former IIST students
have been quitting the organisation even before their stipulated contract ends,
paying lakhs out of their pocket to leave. The absence of a culture of
innovation and a lack of focus on research were among the issues along with
no choice in picking the area of specialisation they wish to work on. This has
resulted in many graduating with one specialisation and ending up working in
another. | request the Government to kindly intervene and take suitable policy
measures to retain our home-grown talent and control the unusual high rate of
attrition of students graduating from IIST in order to bolster our space
programme.

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(xix) Regarding allocation and release of funds for AMU Centre,
Malappuram

DR. M P ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (MALAPPURAM): Madam, | hereby
draw the attention of the Government towards the pathetic condition of AMU
Centre, Malappuram and request for saving an ambitious higher education
project of the country. The Centre was established with the approval of the
President of India in 2010. The DPR envisaged acquiring of autonomy by 2018
and becoming an independent Centre by 2020. But it is very unfortunate that
the Centre is running only three Departments and it has fewer than 500
students at present. All the hurdles are due to lack of funding by the
Government. Although the DPR had proposed for Rs. 1200 crore, appraisals
for Rs. 104.93 crore only was sanctioned initially. The concerned Departments
released only Rs. 60 crore till 2017 and there was no further allocation of funds
for the development of the Centre.

AMU Malappuram Centre deserves special consideration in the context
of National Education Policy which recommends that regions with significantly
larger populations from the socio-economically disadvantaged groups should
be declared Special Education Zones. Malappuram Centre of AMU was
established following the Sachar Committee findings.

| request the Government to do the needful for the immediate allocation
and release of at least 500 crore and for more programmes from the UGC as

per the DPR for saving this great Centre of higher education.
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(xx) Regarding urban revitalization of Municipalities in Darjeeling and
Kalimgpong districts

SHRI RAJU BISTA (DARJEELING): The districts of Darjeeling and Kalimpong
comprise of four Municipalities, namely, Darjeeling, Kurseong, Mirik,
Kalimpong and One Municipal Corporation Siliguri.

The urban population in these two districts nearly touch ten lakh people.
Among these, Darjeeling holds the distinction of being the first Municipality
among mountain towns in India, established in 1850. Siliguri is the only
Municipal Corporation in the entire North Bengal region.

Through decades, these Municipalities have not received adequate
share of financial and infrastructural support needed to cater to the ever-
increasing urban population.

This has resulted in massive under development, urban sprawl and
unplanned growth. These towns suffer from massive traffic congestions, lack of
solid waste management, lack of drainage and sewerage facilities, provisioning
of drinking water and lack of health care facilities.

Sir, there is an urgent need for the Central Government to intervene to
change this sorry state.

I, therefore, request the Ministry of Urban Development to kindly develop
a plan for the urban revitalization of all the Municipalities in the districts of

Darjeeling and Kalimpong.
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| also request the Central Government to allocate special grants and
funds for the development of Darjeeling, Kurseong, Mirik, Kalimpong and

Siliguri Municipalities.

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SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NOWGONG): Madam Chairperson, as the hon.

Tribes) Order, 1950 which specifies the civil tribes in the State of Tripura.

Tripura has 19 very distinct, recognised ethnic tribal groups and among
these 19 distinct ethnic tribal groups, there are also 9 distinct tribal languages
used by these tribal people.

The Bill seeks to recognize the Darlong community as a sub-tribe of the
Kuki tribe in the list of STs in the State of Tripura. It is heartening to know that
this particular tribal group, the Darlong community, is comparatively more
advanced in Tripura because the literacy rate of the Darlong community is
higher in comparison to other tribes. Let me tell you one thing. There is no
question of not supporting this move of the Government but what is intriguing
about this sudden move of the Government to bring this Bill and having it
passed in the Parliament is this. The State of Tripura is about to go in for
elections very soon. It is known that the Government is a past master of giving
out different election-oriented measures. There is nothing harm in it. But
actually, that is what is intriguing. The Government is probably hoping to reap
political benefits by singling out Tripura just before the elections that are going
to take place in a couple of months.

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SHRI A. RAJA (NILGIRIS): Madam Chairperson, thank you for giving me the
opportunity to speak on the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order
(Amendment) Bill, 2022.

Though the legislation came into existence by virtue of the constitutional
provision in the year 1950, it is a shock and surprise for the House — not only
for me — after 70 years, still this exercise is going on, on the part of the
Government as to who is Scheduled Caste and who is Scheduled Tribe. Is it
not a shame on our part, whoever be in the Government, notwithstanding the
political integrity so far for 70 years? Is it not a shame on our part to say after
70 years a tribal community is being identified by this House and the
discussion is going on?

My submission is, this exercise is not final and holistic. More demands
are also there. That is why | wanted to speak on this Bill. Of course, this type of
exercise was started not only after Independence but even before
Independence, the British people were so humanitarian to us. They wanted to
identify who are Scheduled Castes, untouchables, unseeable,
unapproachable, and tribals. They wanted to have upliftment of these people
on par with the rest of the people in the society. | welcome this Bill. | appreciate
the Minister for taking these efforts, at least, to bring this Bill at this belated
time. But does it mean that it is holistic? We are having a National Commission
for SCs & STs. We are having so many mechanisms in the Government. But

yet, the social topography of this country has not been reviewed and redressal
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mechanism is not at all fully addressed. That is why this Bill came into
existence. As the time passes, some more Bills will come. | will come to it later.
| do not want to speak much. | am having only one demand for my State.
Our hon. Chief Minister, Dr. MK Stalin, who is also the President of our DMK
Party, wrote recently to the Prime Minister to include Narikuravar community in
Tamil Nadu whose social and cultural identifications are not only unique but
something distinct. They have been completely neglected in terms of education
and other basic facilities. Even basic amenities are not at all provided to them.
They are landless poor. The literacy rate is around one per cent. There
is no representation in the Government service at all. So, these communities
are almost neglected so far for more than 70 years. In 1965, the State of Tamil
Nadu demanded to include Narikuravar community in the Tribal list. On the
basis of the State Government’s demand in 1969 — when our beloved leader,
Dr. Kalaignar Karunanidhi was the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu — again the
attention of the Central Government was drawn to this. On the basis of the
recommendation made by the State Government, a Lokur Commission was
constituted and its report was also referred to the Joint Parliamentary
Committee as to whether these two communities can be included in the Tribal
list. The JPC gave the recommendation; the Lokur Commission gave the
recommendation; the Director of Tribal Affairs gave the recommendation; and
also, the National Commission for Tribals gave the recommendation. What
else do you need? National Commission, State Government, your Director,

your Ministry, and your Cabinet, all recommended to include the Narikuravar
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community in Tamil Nadu and Kurumba community in Ooty, Nilgris, which in
my constituency, in the Tribal list. In spite of that, no fruitful result came. Of
course, in 2016, the credit may go to this Government, a Bill was brought
before this House to include these communities on the recommendation of the
DMK Government but for reasons best known to you, the Bill was lapsed.

My only submission is this. You were fully aware that a draft Bill was
submitted before this House to include two communities from Tamil Nadu,
Narikuravar and Kurumba but the Bill was allowed to lapse, and now you are
bringing another Bill. What does it mean? Where is the parity? You must be
fair to everybody. That is what | am saying. | am not saying that it should be
withdrawn. | have a high regard for the hon. Minister and the Government but
at least, on the floor of the House you must give the assurance that the
Narikuravar community of Tamil Nadu and the Kurumba and Kuruman
community of Nilgiris must be listed in the Tribal list since the recommendation
has already been made to you.

My another demand is this. In my own constituency, Badaga community
is demanding the same status. | am representing those people. They are
having unique and separate cultural values, and customary laws.

They are also associated with forest lands. They are having their own
customary laws which cannot be equated even with Hindu laws. Some unique
features are in the society. They demanded for the ST status. Similarly,
fishermen in some parts of Tamil Nadu demanded for ST status. They are also

very poor. Their social status is also very low.
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So, what | am submitting before the House is this. Your intention is good
but it must be holistic throughout the country. You are having your own system
in the name of the Commission for SCs & STs. You are even having a
separate ST Commission. The National Commission has a constitutional
status. It is having its own mechanism. Please get the details from all over the
country, not only from Tripura or Tamil Nadu or Andhra or Gujarat. Have a
holistic study. After the study, you list out what other communities can be
included in the Tribal list or in the Scheduled Castes list. That is why the
accusation came from my hon. friend, Shri Praduyt from Congress that you are
politically motivated for this exercise. You may be genuine but unnecessarily
you are giving it political colour on your part because it is a piecemeal
legislation. So, do not have a piecemeal exercise. Be fair to every part or
section of this country. Otherwise, | welcome this Bill. Please take my demand
into consideration and give some assurance.

Thank you.
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KUMARI GODDETI MADHAVI (ARAKU): Thank you, Madam, for the
opportunity to speak on such an important Bill.

The Scheduled Tribes have been one of the most deprived and
neglected sections of India for thousands of years. After the country got
Independence, our Constitution makers provided constitutional protection to
the deprived classes to get rid of discrimination. Constitutional provisions
under articles 15, 16, 46, 330, 332, 335, and 342 were made to give
reservation to the marginalised classes in education and jobs, but despite
many social security schemes by the Government, Scheduled Tribes are living
in deprivation and poverty.

Now that our country is preparing to celebrate the 75th anniversary of
its Independence, there is an urgent need to take concrete and meaningful
steps to bring the above-mentioned sections into the mainstream of the
country's development.

Madam, it is a progressive Bill, as it ensures that the tribal Darlong
community are recognized under Article 342 of the Constitution. It will attract
several benefits including reservation in jobs and education, scholarships after
passing class X, national overseas scholarship for studies, national
fellowships, soft loans, free residential and food facilities in the student hostels
for the community. There is no denying the fact that societies must not only
feel a collective responsibility for injustice done to communities, but also
attempt to atone for it in concrete ways. The Bill is a significant step in the

direction of establishing tribal rights. Tribal youth in India are facing inequality
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in terms of educational attainment, employment opportunities, healthcare
infrastructure and facilities, stigmatization, lack of proper awareness, and
ecological constraints. Both tribal men and women are suffering from
vulnerability during the pandemic. While the men are suffering from loss of jobs
and economic sustenance, the women are suffering from the burden of the
family's economic conditions, nutrition, hunger problems, and domestic
violence. Unlike initiatives taken by other countries like Australia, Costa Rica,
New Zealand, the initiatives taken by the Indian government are very few.
Without the help of SHGs, and cooperative efforts at the village level, it is very
difficult to conceive that the tribals could handle the precariousness during the
pandemic.

Tribals are the most wvulnerable community to food insecurity,
malnutrition and illness. In 2019, India ranked 102 out of 117 countries in the
Global Hunger Index, and falls under the serious hunger category. COVID-19
and the subsequent lockdown have threatened the livelihood of tribals. Tribals
are having inherited diseases and there is a need for deep study for its
permanent eradication. Imparting employability and training skills to tribal
migrants will improve their skills and empower them to look for other income-
generating opportunities. The skil-mapping approach will help in the
assignment of jobs as per their unique skill set. Employment creation via start-
ups and small and medium enterprises should be encouraged by engaging
tribals to make local products. The promotion of tribal products in collaboration

with public figures will quickly push sales.
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Ekalavya Model Residential Schools have been started with the support
of the Government of India. The objective of EMRS is to provide quality and
high-level education to Scheduled Tribe students in remote areas, not only to
enable them to avail of reservation in higher and professional education
courses as also jobs in the Government, public and private sectors, but also to
have access to the best opportunities in education at par with non-ST
population. The Ministry has sanctioned 28 EMRSs for the State of Andhra
Pradesh, out of which seven EMRSs in Visakhapatnam and two schools in
East Godavari are yet non-functional. Efforts should be made to make all the
EMRSs functional for the comprehensive physical, mental and social
development of all students enrolled in each and every EMRS.

| would also like to request the Central Government to consider the
setting up of Special Educational Zones in scheduled areas for better
educational facilities for students from the tribal community especially when
EMRS schools cannot cater to all the students. This creation of Special
Educational Zones would be extremely beneficial for the current generation of
students from the community to compete with other students.

There has been a successive decrease in the funds released to the
State of Andhra Pradesh under the Grants-in-aid under Article 275(1) of the
Constitution, from Rs. 63.9 crore in 2018-19 to Rs. 20.5 crore in 2020-21. To
achieve the basic objective of the scheme to support the State Government in

bridging the gap of tribal population, the Centre must ensure the release of
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funds, especially for the States in the Fifth Schedule, having more tribal
population like the State of Andhra Pradesh.

The AP State Government too recently has a specific ST Sub-Plan of
Rs. 6,145 crore and such a system can also be followed at the national level.

| would like to bring to the notice of this House the support that the hon.
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh has extended to the tribal community,
especially for women. The Deputy-Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh is a
woman from the tribal community, and he also provides all the schemes,
especially for the development of women.

| would like to request the Government to support the tribal communities
in all the States, and especially ensure that the budget allocated for welfare
programmes do not get lapsed and are implemented effectively. Furthermore, |
would like to request the Government to ensure that public sector institutions
are not shut down. | would like to mention the example of Vizag Steel Plant as
disinvesting this Plant would result in a loss of jobs to 4,000 people from the
SC and ST community. If the Government instead of starting new institutions
begins to shut down institutions, then the last hope of people from the
community to get jobs also gets lost.

Hence, | would request the Government to create more Government
jobs in the Government sector for comprehensive development of the tribal
community and not to close down institutions. With these suggestions, |

support the Bill. Thank you for giving me this opportunity.

Thank you, Madam. | rise to speak on the Constitution (Scheduled
Tribes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2022.

The Bill seeks to include Darlong community as a sub tribe of Kuki tribe
of Tripura into the Scheduled Tribes list. But the problems lying at the core
cannot be solved just by including more categories into the list. The
Government has to make progressive changes in order to ensure development
of Scheduled Tribe population. | say this because the Scheduled Tribes fall
under the category of India’s poorest people with five out of 10 people falling
into the lowest wealth bracket. This poverty-stricken state leads to all sorts of
problems that they face be it lack of education, dependency on forest produces
or resorting to Maoist activities.

Here, | would like to take the opportunity to mention that under the
Leadership of our hon. Chief Minister, Mamata Bandhopadhyay, the
Government of West Bengal has been largely successful in abolishing Maoist
activities by bringing about development in the districts. Not only this, districts
with highest population of Scheduled Tribes like Bankura, Birbhum, Jhargram,
Purulia and others have reflected a significant rise in education and
employment levels. Further, women from Scheduled Caste and Scheduled
Tribe communities are receiving Rs. 1,000 per month under Laxmi Bhandar
scheme as a symbol of women empowerment, and people above the age of 60

years are also receiving Rs. 1,000 per month under Jai Johar scheme for
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Scheduled Tribes and Taposili Bandhu for Scheduled Castes. This has to be
ensured in all the areas dominated by Scheduled Tribes and also Scheduled
Castes across the nation.

The unending miseries related to land for tribal population began with
the increasing pressure on extracting minerals from these areas. This led to
displacement of people from their own homeland. The growth led to springing
up of industries by depleting forests, thus worsening the scenario. Currently,
the status of our tribal men and women -- affected by rampant industrialisation
-- is not even being studied. This clearly depicts the lack of concern from the
Government’s end.

The railway connectivity project in the North West areas is being
opposed by numerous groups of tribal people as they are fearful of being
uprooted from their cultural habitats and with no secure means of livelihood.

Why should any person be fearful in a democratic county? Just ponder
upon that question. | would like to put forth my views that it is because the
Government is taking steps which instead of helping people is affecting them
negatively.

| would like to request the hon. Minister that before using or getting the
lands of tribals, permission from panchayats must be made compulsory and
the Government should take necessary steps in this regard.

Madam, it is because of economic backwardness and insecure
livelihood, the tribals face health problems, such as prevalence of diseases,

like malaria, cholera, tuberculosis, diarrhoea and jaundice, problems
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associated with malnutrition like iron deficiency and anaemia, high infant
mortality rates, low levels of life expectancy, etc. The Government must allot
more funds and set up at least one major hospital having best facilities in all
the remote areas inhabited by the tribes.

The degradation of the natural environment, particularly through the
destruction of forests and a rapidly shrinking resource base, has had its impact
on the status of women. The opening of the tribal belts to mining, industries
and commercialisation has exposed tribal men and women to the ruthless
operations of the market economy, giving rise to consumerism. This must be
combatted by promoting women self-help groups, MSMEs, which does not
impact environment negatively.

The most critical and delicate problem faced by the tribal population of
the nation is related to their identity. Increasingly the traditional institutions and
laws of tribals are coming into conflict with modern institutions which create
apprehensions among the tribals about preserving their identity. Extinction of
tribal dialects and languages is another cause of concern as it indicates an
erosion of tribal identity in certain areas.

So, the Government must go beyond the listed languages and promote
the protection of hundreds of languages spoken in the country. But along with
that | seriously believe that English must be taught to not only Scheduled
Tribes people but every citizen or at least youth and children of India. The
language is very critical to enhance their pool of knowledge and required for

every Government examination as well.
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Madam, | would like to conclude by saying that the object of the Bill is
very positive but the Government cannot shrug off its duty by doing just this. It
has to address the real problem and bring about positive changes. The
Government must bring a comprehensive Bill to include more tribes to the list
after good research.

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SHRI INDRA HANG SUBBA (SIKKIM): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank you for
giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Scheduled
Tribes Orders (Constitution Amendment) Bill, 2022. | rise to support this Bill
which seeks to recognise the Darlong community as a Scheduled Tribe in
Tripura.

Sir, on behalf of the Sikkim Krantikari Morcha and our leader Shri P. S.
Tamang, | would like to congratulate the Darlong community for being included
in the list of Scheduled Tribes. At the same time, | belong to a small State and |
am the lone member representing my State in this House. Sikkim was merged
into the Indian Union in 1975. Before that every community in Sikkim was
equal though they had different cultures and traditions of their own, but all of
them belonged to the tribal communities. After 1975, of the three major
communities, Sikkimese Bhutia, Lepcha and Sikkimese Nepali, only Sikkimese
Bhutia and Lepcha were included in the Scheduled Tribes list in 1978. Later
on, in 2002, two more Tribes, Limboo and Tamang were included in the
Scheduled Tribes list. | am sure, the hon. Minister is well aware that people
belonging to these two communities are yet to have seat reservation in the
Sikkim Legislative Assembly. Despite a number of requests from the State
Government, people belonging to these two communities are yet to have
reservation in the State Assembly. At the same time, we have other
communities within the Sikkimese Nepali community which do have traits of
tribals, however they have not been recognised as tribals in the Constitution of

India. These twelve communities are Gurung, Mangar, Bhujel, Thami, Bahun,
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Chhetri, Sanyasi (Jogi), Newar, Kirat Khambu Rai, Kirat Dewan, Sunwar,
Majhi. The people belonging to these communities share the same socio-
economic status and cultural traditions as that of the other Sikkimese
communities. They also deserve to be given the status of Scheduled Tribes.
But they are yet to get their share and be recognised as Scheduled Tribes. So,
| take this opportunity to request the hon. Minister and the Government of India
to take into account these two very important issues of Sikkim, namely, the
issue of the Limboo and Tamang communities which are yet to get their share
of seat reservation in Sikkim Legislative Assembly; and the remaining 12
communities, as | mentioned above, which share the same tradition and
culture as other tribal groups in Sikkim but have not been recognised as
Scheduled Tribes.

So, | take this opportunity to request the hon. Minister and the
Government and also thank the Government for all the policies that they have

taken up to uplift the tribal communities. With these words, | support the Bill.

Sir, at the outset, on behalf of my political party, the National People’s
Party, | would like give our support to this amendment that is being brought in
order to include the Darlong community into the list of Scheduled Tribes by the
Constitution (Scheduled Tribe) Order, (Amendment) Bill, 1950.

While we support this amendment, | would like to say that there are very
important issues regarding Scheduled Tribes in this country that need to be
given due attention.

According to the NITI Aayog’s Allocation for the Welfare of Scheduled
Tribes (AWST) guidelines, it is mandatory to allocate an amount which is
proportionate to the tribal population. Initially the budgetary allocation of Rs.
7355.76 crore and Rs. 7084.07 crore were made for the Ministry of Tribal
Affairs for the year 2020-21 and 2021-22 respectively to administer the Central
Sector and Centrally Sponsored Schemes, besides two official programmes,
Special Central Assistance to Tribal Sub-Scheme and the Grants-in-Aid under
Article 275(1) of the Constitution.

However, the allocation was reduced to Rs.5,470.50 crore in 2020-21
and Rs.6,126.46 crore in 2021-22 at the RE stage. The Ministry of Tribal
Affairs could not fully spend the RE allocation in 2020-21 and have been able
to spend only Rs.4070.04 crore in 2021-22 up to 15" February, 2022, leaving
apart the cut in allocation made by the Ministry of Finance for all the Ministries

due to COVID-19.
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Sir, in the National Commission for Scheduled Tribes Report, the
Standing Committee on Social Justice and Empowerment has found that the
Commission has been dysfunctional for the last four years and has not
delivered a single report to the Parliament. The Standing Committee found that
these reports, though finalised by the Commission, are withheld with the Union
Ministry of Tribal Affairs, as was pointed out by Shri Pradyut Bordoloi. The
Ministry needs to expedite the working and presentation of the reports and
address the issue of the Commission’s manpower and budget shortages so
that it can actively work towards the welfare of ST communities.

Regarding the Tribal Health Report, as | said, we need to look at the
holistic development of the Scheduled Tribe communities. The Expert
Committee on Tribal Health was constituted jointly by the Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare and the Ministry of Tribal Affairs in 2013. The report was
submitted in 2018, ‘Tribal Health: Tribal Health in India — Bridging the gap and
the roadmap for the future’. It was India’s first comprehensive report on tribal
health. It is still awaiting implementation. The tribal population has endured
historic and systematic discrimination which needs to be corrected....

KUMARI AGATHA K. SANGMA : Sir, according to the Tribal Health Report of

2018, about 55 per cent of the country’s tribal population now resides outside

their traditional habitats. The report cites that the Census of 2011 found that
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there was 32 per cent decline in the number of villages with 100 per cent tribal
population between 2001 and 2011.

The impact of displacement and denial of access to forests have
impacted the lives and health, especially of the particularly vulnerable tribal
groups. These communities have lived in forests and are traditionally
dependent on forest resources for subsistence, as identified by the
Government of India itself. In the absence of adequate access to the forests,
Adivasi and other communities are deprived of their food security and
livelihood’s security, which inevitably results in poor health outcome. Studies
on women’s experiences of such displacements in India have shown that their
ordeals include vulnerability to violence and early marriage.  According to
the Tribal Health Report, about 41 per cent of the tribal population is
illiterate.... (Interruptions)

KUMARI AGATHA K. SANGMA: Sir, in conclusion, | would just like to say that
my Party, the National People’s Party, welcomes the amendment to include
Darlong Community in the Scheduled Tribe List. We urge upon the
Government to look at the holistic well-being of the tribal communities. In order
to ensure that, | want to request the hon. Minister to look into the various
aspects that have already been pointed out. That would give us a holistic

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Sir, | will make just three
points relating to this Bill. This Bill was introduced in the month of February of
this year. Article 46 of the Constitutions enjoins the State to take special care
in promoting the educational and economic interests of the weaker sections.
The State of Tripura has requested to include Darlong Community as a sub-
tribe of Kuki in Entry 9 in the Scheduled Tribe List in respect of the State
Tripura.

That is why, this Bill is confined to that issue only. But taking advantage
of this Bill being discussed here, every State has their own issue to bring forth
before the Government through this House and | have a perspective of Odisha.

The Scheduled Tribes identified from Odisha are 62 in number including
the tribes of Gadaba, Ghara, Kharia, Khond, Matya, Oraons, Rajuar, Santhals,
etc. As far as the Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups (PVTG) are concerned,
Odisha has the highest number of PVTGs. In 2020, the Government of Odisha
further identified 888 villages/hamlets inhabited by PVTGs. Since 1978
onwards, 169 proposals have been sent to the Ministry of Tribal Affairs of
Government of India at different points of time for inclusion in the ST List of
Odisha. At present, 149 proposals, which includes 140 new proposals and 9
resubmitted proposals, are pending with the Ministry of Tribal Affairs for
inclusion in the ST List of Odisha. The hon. Chief Minister of Odisha had

written a letter to the Ministry of Tribal Affairs dated 19" February, 2021 for
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consideration of these tribes to be included in the ST List. Some of these
communities proposed for inclusion are actually subsets or phonetic variations
of the name of the existing ST communities, but are still deprived of the
benefits availed by the Scheduled Tribes with similar tribal characteristics
residing in different parts of the State who have since been notified as
Scheduled Tribes. Inclusion of the left-out communities will give them their
much-needed recognition as Scheduled Tribe and ensure them social justice in
accordance with the provisions of the Constitution of India. The Ruling Party in
the State, Biju Janata Dal, has also been pressing for its longstanding demand
for a caste-based census to ascertain the actual population of the various
classes and, as a result, take up several developmental activities for their all-
round development. Odisha Cabinet passed a resolution in 2020 to that effect.
Sir, | would like to place my demands here on behalf of my State. The
Task Force constituted by the Ministry of Tribal Affairs examined the proposals
for inclusion of communities from various States including 107 proposals from
Odisha and, in its report of 2014, had recommended the following 10
communities of Odisha for inclusion in the ST List of the State on priority basis.
They are inclusion of Bhanja Puran, Tamadia, Tamudia, Tamaria, Tamuria,
Puran, Bhagata, Bhukta, Bhogta or Bhokta. These are only spelling
differences. Then, they also recommended that Durua, Kalanga, Nakasia,
Paba, Khandayat Bhuyan, Tamudia or Tamadia, Chapua Kamar and Kandhia
have to be included in this list. Some other changes sought are, Kandha

Kumbhar as Subset of Kandha at S. No. 31 of the ST List of Odisha. Then,
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there is the community called Jodia or Jhodia. When we pronounce it, both are
same. It can be written as Jadia or Jhadia also. These are all synonyms.
Similarly, Chuktia Bhunjia and Saara have also to be included in this list. |
would like to mention here that earlier also | have repeatedly drawn the
attention of the Minister that the Revenue Inspector, who goes out for
enumeration, writes the name as he hears it and that is the main problem that
these communities get excluded from the benefits that a Scheduled Tribe is
expected to get. Similarly, Mankidia should be included as a synonym of
Mankridiaat in S.No. 47 of the ST List of Odisha. All these lists have been
provided to the Government of India by the Government of Odisha. All these
are still pending with the Ministry of Tribal Affairs. Of course, the Minister will
say that it has to do with the census and with the population register.

Paudi Bhuyan and Chukta Bhunijia Tribes are also to be included. Here, |
would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister regarding a judgment of
the Supreme Court. Perhaps day before, the Supreme Court has come out
with a judgment. It said: “The Supreme Court wants to fix fool-proof parameters
to determine if a person belongs to a Schedule Tribe category and is entitled to
the benefits due to the community.”

In its judgment, it has further said: “The Judiciary is no longer sure about
an affinity test.” Earlier what was being done was that ‘yes, he is similar to the
other Tribe.” So, that was an affinity test. But the Supreme Court has, day
before yesterday, only last week, has said that ‘this affinity test will not do

because they migrate.
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They are in urban areas. In that respect, the anthropological and
ethnological traits to link a person to a Tribe, is not complete. So, a separate
method has to be done.”

So, now, the Supreme Court has taken the onus on itself — not allowing
the Parliament to determine — that a larger Bench will decide.

| hope, the Government will respond to it through this deliberation today.
If they want to do it later, that is for them to decide. But this is what is
happening in the Supreme Court.

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Thank you, hon.
Chairperson Sir, for giving me the opportunity to participate in the discussion
on the Constitution (Schedule Tribes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2022.

Sir, of course, this Bill is related to inclusion of certain communities in
the list of Scheduled Tribes in relation to the State of Tripura. But at the same
time, throughout the country, the Scheduled Tribes community is facing so
many problems.

But in the House, we are not getting the chance to expose the problems
of the Scheduled Tribes. Whenever these types of Bills come to the House, at
that time only, the Scheduled Caste MPs or the Scheduled Tribe MPs get an
opportunity to expose the problems of these deprived communities. Now, you
are in a hurry to pass this Bill. Of course, we are ready to allow you to pass this
Bill. But at the same time, you have to give us sufficient time to discuss this
subject. As | said earlier, of course, this matter is related to Tripura. But
throughout the country, the Scheduled Tribe people face problem. Sir, you are
also very much aware of it in Gujarat. So, | would like to request the hon.
Minister and also the Parliamentary Affairs Minister to give us sufficient time. In
this House, we are not discussing the Demands for Grants of the Tribal Affairs
Ministry. We are not getting any other opportunity to raise the tribal issues. We
are only getting these types of Bills.

So, | would like to request the hon. Chair and the hon. Speaker to please
give us sufficient time to participate in the discussion. From time to time,

various Governments, either this Government or that Government or every
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Government, have been inserting various communities into the Scheduled
Tribes List. | have no objection. The Government can include or insert any
eligible community in the Scheduled Tribes List. | am not against it. But at the
same time, what is the reservation for the Scheduled Tribes? They are getting
two per cent or three per cent or four per cent. The existing tribal communities
are not getting benefit out of the present Reservation Policy. It is due to the
compulsion of various Governments, various political parties and due to vote
bank politics, we are including, from time to time, so many communities in the
Scheduled Tribes List. But you are not enhancing the reservation.

The existing reservation is not being enhanced, but in every Session,
you are inserting more and more communities. It is a very, very serious matter.

Also, the allocation for the Tribal Sub-Plan is not increasing. The
allocation for the various Ministries under this plan is also not increasing. So,
without increasing the allocation and without increasing the reservation, how
will these people survive? Sir, you are also very much aware of this. So, |
would like to appeal to the Government that you may insert any community in
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes List but at the same time, you
have to enhance the reservation; and you have to enhance the allocation for
the tribal fund. ... (Interruptions)

| am concluding, Sir. Initially, | told you about the importance of giving
sufficient time. In my State, Kerala, there is one ‘Vedar’ community. Their living
conditions, their backwardness, and everything comes under the category of

Scheduled Tribes. Unfortunately, this community is still in the Scheduled
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Castes List. The Government of Kerala has already recommended about this
to the Department of Tribal Affairs, Government of India. Also, the Registrar of
Government of India has also recommended about this. But the proposal has
been lying in the Ministry of Tribal Affairs since long years back because there
is no compulsion; there is no political pressure. That is why, the Vedar
community from Kerala has not been inserted into the Scheduled Tribes List.

| would like to appeal to the hon. Minister of Tribal Affairs, Munda Ji to
look into this. You also gave assurances so many times in the House but you
did not do it. | would like to appeal to you to include Vedar community from
Kerala into the ST list.

*Thank you Hon’ble Chairman Sir, today | take the floor to support the
Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2022 which Hon’ble
Tribal Affairs Minister has brought. There are more than 750 tribal groups in
our country. The first list was out in the year 1950, as per proviso 342, we
know that the tribals are closely associated with nature. Wherever there is
forestland or hilly area, tribal people are found. They reside in difficult terrain.
But proper survey has not taken place in such difficult terrain. The officials, the
staffs who are entrusted with the duty of conducting survey do not want to go
to the far flung areas very often. Therefore in our country many tribals do not
figure or find mention in the list. | thank Hon’ble Arjun Munda ji whole-heartedly
for bringing the Bill to include Tripura’s Darlong tribe in the Scheduled Tribes
category. | also thank Hon’ble Prime Minister Narendra Modi for reassuring
that this government will continue to work for the backward communities, dalits
and tribals. This Bill is a step towards achieving the objective. We know that
there are many tribals who are treated as tribe in one state but do not get the
same status in another state. Like in Jharkhand, Odisha, West Bengal, Tripura,
Santhals are tribals, but Santhals of Assam are not treated as tribals. During
British period they were taken from Bihar, West Bengal, Odisha to work as

labourers in the tea gardens of Assam. They still inhabit the region but do not

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get any privileges due to them, as they do not figure in the ST list. Similarly
many other tribes have not been included in the list. Thus we need to find out
how many tribal people are actually there in the country, incorporate them in
the list and extend the benefits to them. In West Bengal, the problem is that
numerous fake ST certificates are being distributed. The general category
people are enjoying the benefits of the tribes. The Ministry therefore should
identify the fake certificate holders and remove them from the ST list at the

earliest, so that the real beneficiaries can get their due. Thank you.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this
Bill seeks to amend the List of Scheduled Tribes in respect of Tripura. They
have fulfilled all the formalities and sent it to the Parliament and we are making
an enactment on that. Of course, it is okay. That is welcome also.

While participating in this discussion, | would like to mention certain
general things in brief. Firstly, programmes are there, legislations are there
and various kinds of Commission Reports are also there. Despite all these
things, things are going from bad to worse as far as tribals are concerned. My
learned friend Mr. Suresh has mentioned certain things. | would like to support
them. | wish to mention here the Action Taken Report on the 26" Report (16th
Lok Sabha) on the subject ‘Monitoring of the Scheduled Tribes Sub Plan
(STSP) now called as Scheduled Tribe Component (STC) by the Ministry of
Tribal Affairs and its implementation for Development and Welfare of
Scheduled Tribes.” | wish to quote certain things, because there is not much
time, from the authentic report of the Parliamentary Standing Committee with
regard to implementation of the schemes for the welfare of the tribals. | will just
quote:

“The Committee is sad to note that most of the Central
Ministries/Departments and States/UTs have not followed the
guidelines in letter and spirit. The Committee note that most of the
Central Ministries have not earmarked allocation of funds according

to the guidelines. The earmarked funds are much less than the
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stipulated allocation of fund e.g. Ministry of Rural Development has
earmarked only 5.45 per cent for TSP whereas the TSP earmarking
for this Ministry is 17.5 per cent. The Committee feel that this utter
disregard and non-compliance by most of the Central Ministries and
States/Union Territories in implementing the extant guidelines is one
reason for which the TSP strategy is not able to achieve its objectives
as originally envisaged.”
Sir, it is a sad thing that this section of society is neglected like anything
and they are not getting the benefits of the schemes we have passed.
My second point is about the false SC/ST certificates. That is also a bad
thing going on. However, they also say that known sections of the tribals also
obtain, in a wrong way, the caste certificates. That is a misuse which needs to

be curbed. That is what | want to suggest.

Lastly, | would submit that TSP fund is lapsable. In this regard, | would
suggest that there must be a non-lapsable pool for TSP. If that is not there, its
misuse and re-appropriation will continue to take place in future also. | would
humbly request the hon. Minister and the Government to ensure justice to this
section of the society.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you, Sir. | would like
to raise a matter of urgent public importance which deals with the Ansupa Lake
which is Odisha’s largest freshwater lake spread around two-square-kilometre
stretch in Cuttack district. It played host to five species of threatened avian
species this winter. According to the joint survey conducted by Chilika
Development Authority and Odisha Biodiversity Board, this lake attracted 46
species of migratory birds during winter months. The rare and endangered
species sighted this time are Black- bellied Tern Sterna acuticauda, River Tern
Sterna aurantia, Lapwing Vanellus duvaucelii, etc.  For the first time, the
population of Red-crested Pochard Rhodonessa rufina was reported to be
more than 1000 from this Lake. Similarly, species like Cotton Teal Nettapus
coromandelianus and Lesser Whistling Duck Dendrocygna javanica were also
recorded in good numbers among all resident birds.

Ansupa lake is an ideal eco-tourism destination with forest cover
surrounding the Lake. Tourists’ footfalls here may rise if it is duly exposed
through tourism promotion plans. | would, therefore, urge upon the
Government to come out with an integrated management Plan for Ansupa lake
so that this place can become hotspot for endangered migrated birds and
tourists also.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir.
My ‘Zero Hour’ submission is in respect of one of the important demands of my
constituency, Kollam in Kerala. Punalur town is a municipal town on the
eastern part of Kollam district and it belongs to my constituency. There are
numerous people who are employed outside in foreign countries and a lot of
people are going abroad for employment, study and even for visit. But it is
quite unfortunate to note that there is no Passport Seva Kendra in Punalur
area. Though it is densely populated and a large number of people are
working abroad, but there is no Passport Seva Kendra. The nearest Passport
Seva Kendra is in Kollam town and the next one is at Thiruvananthapuram. As
far as the people of Punalur are concerned, it is very difficult for them to go to
Thiruvananthapuram and Kollam to get the passport facilities.

So, my humble submission, through you, to the Government, especially
to the External Affairs Minister is to commence a Passport Seva Kendra on the
eastern part of Kollam district, that is at Punalur. That is one of the necessities
of the district. | once again urge upon the Minister of External Affairs to give
sanction for commencing a Passport Seva Kendra at Punalur.

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DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Vanakkam Chairperson, Sir.
This is regarding the recent hike in petrol price, diesel price and price of LPG
cylinders. This affects the common man. What is the Government going to do
to regulate the continuous increase of the fuel price?

We have seen that often the Government comes out saying that they do
not have anything to regulate the prices. They say that it is the oil companies
which regulate the prices.

But during elections, the prices freeze magically. There is no price rise
during that time in spite of the oil price going above 100 dollar a barrel. There
will be no fluctuation in prices. Recently, we have seen, despite start of the
Russia-Ukraine conflict there has not been any increase in the prices of petrol
and diesel as it was the election time here.

So, | sincerely urge upon the Government, through the Chairperson, to
direct the Election Commission to keep on conducting elections throughout the
year, because that is the only way by which the common man can be saved
from the price hike of petrol and diesel. Or, we will be in a state of fear that the
price of petrol, diesel and LPG may fluctuate from morning to evening. There
may be one price in the morning and another in the evening. So, to save the
common man, | urge upon this Government to come up with a proposal to
have elections throughout the year.

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DR. UMESH G. JADAV (GULBARGA): | would like to raise a very important
issue pertaining to the shortage of teachers in Kalaburagi Kendriya Vidyalaya
in the State of Karnataka.

Sir, the vacancy in the post of teachers is having a negative impact on
the educational system. This in turn creates instability among parents who
have enrolled their children in these schools.

It is estimated that around 50-60 per cent of the teachers’ posts in 50
Central Schools, in the State of Karnataka itself, are lying vacant and these
Kendriya Vidyalayas are running their classes with guest faculties. With the
guest faculties, we cannot expect quality education which was being imparted
by the permanent faculties as tough procedures are followed while recruiting
the permanent faculty. Sir, | would like to take the example of Kalaburagi
Kendriya Vidyalaya itself, where there are 12 sanctioned posts of teachers in
Primary Section, out of which only five posts are filled, and the rest seven
posts are vacant. In Higher Secondary section, out of 15 sanctioned posts
only four are filled and 11 posts are vacant. The reason behind this vacancy is,
the Government has relaxed its transfer policy. Teachers from North India are
being recruited in the schools of Karnataka. After relaxation of the transfer
policy, they have taken transfer to north, and this is creating a lot of problems.

Kalaburagi is the most backward area. We had also requested for one

more Kendriya Vidyalaya in the north part of Kalaburagi.

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DR. SANJEEV KUMAR SINGARI (KURNOOL): Thank you, hon. Chairperson,
Sir. | am raising a matter with regard to a bridge connecting Andhra Pradesh
and Karnataka. For more than a decade, the people of Andhra Pradesh and
Karnataka have been requesting for the construction of a bridge across
Vedavathi river, which is also called Hagari river. The river divides Andhra
Pradesh and Karnataka, which forms the boundary line for nearly twenty
kilometres. A bridge connecting Gulyam village of Andhra Pradesh and
Basarkod village of Karnataka will benefit lakhs of people of Bellary district and
Halaharvi Mandal of Andhra Pradesh. A few years back, during his visit to the
Bellary district, the hon. Minister of Road Transport and Highways had
promised to sanction a bridge here. Hon. Chairperson, Sir, there are four
points of justification for the request of a bridge. Firstly, Gulyam village of
Andhra Pradesh is famous for 200 years old Gadilingeswara Temple. Daily,
hundreds of people from Karnataka traverse the riverbed and visit the temple.
Likewise, thousands of devotees visit the temple every new moon day and
lakhs of people visit the temple annually on the car festival day. Similarly,
Chellaguriki village of Bellary district has famous Sri Yerrithatha Swamy
temple, which attracts thousands of devotees from Andhra Pradesh. The

proposed bridge facilitates pilgrims from Andhra Pradesh.
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There is an alternate route which is 27 kilometres long. The journey is
very tedious. It is an arduous journey. So, majority of the commuters prefer to
cross the river bed and this bridge reduces nearly 27 kilometres of that hard
journey.

There is a lot of human loss and property loss during flash floods. So, |
request the hon. Minister to consider this promise. People of both States have
social networking since ages. The proposed bridge can strengthen inter-State
social networking for health, education, business and marriages. Sir, there is a
famous quote. ‘American roads are not good because America is rich but
America is rich because American roads are good. The same quotation is
seen on the walls of office of the hon. Minister of Road, Transport and
Highways.

SHRI M. K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): The National Pharmaceutical Pricing
Authority of India on 25" March, 2022 has announced a 10.7 percent change
in the Wholesale Price Index for the calendar year 2021 over the
corresponding period in 2020. This would mean that nearly 800 scheduled
medicines included in the National List of Essential Medicines, used in most
common ailments, will now increase by a steep 10.7 percent beginning 1
April, 2022. This list will include medicines such as paracetamol, Azithromycin,

other antibiotics, other mineral and vitamin tablets etc. These medicines are
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used to treat common conditions such as fever, infections, heart diseases,
hypertension, skin diseases and anaemia, among others. If such a hike is
effected, it can significantly affect a large number of Indians. Such a price
increase will lead to disruption of our pharma chains and will only help the
private companies in amassing huge profits. This situation is quite unwarranted
in a country like India where lifestyle diseases and neglected tropical diseases
are on the rise. A significant number of our people depends upon these
essential medicines to save lives. | request the Government to urgently
intervene and do the needful so that this draconian measure is not

implemented. Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Thank you, Chairman.
Chairman Sir, | invite the attention of this august House and the
Government to the plight of the MBBS students returned to India from Ukraine.
Their future is under the shadow of uncertainty as they could not complete the
course. More than 25000 Indian students, ranging from the first year to the
final year, pursue their MBBS Degree in Ukraine. They have already spent
several lakhs of rupees as a course fee. These students are very much worried
about their future. The Government may take up the issue with the officers
concerned and find out a solution to help the students. If it is difficult to
continue studying in Ukraine, the National Medical Commission may come up
with a solution to help these students so that they can successfully complete
their courses. | also request the Government to kindly waive off the educational
loans taken by the students, who are doing courses in Ukraine. As this August
House is aware of more than 25000 Indian students have enrolled in various
medical colleges and universities in Ukraine, out of this, more than 5000
students are from Kerala. These students joined the course with the help of
educational loans from various nationalised banks in our country. However, the
future of these students is under question now. Therefore, | request the
Government to kindly waive off their loan amount and also provide an
alternative mechanism to complete their studies without any interruption.

They are poor people and have been working in these depots and living
in the undivided Koraput district for the last 30 years and now if they are
transferred to such a distant place, how will these people sustain their
livelihood? They are not getting their allowances and have filed a Writ Petition
in the High Court of Odisha. Sir, through you, | would like to request the
Ministry of Food, Consumer Affairs and Civil Supplies, Government of India to
immediately cancel their transfer orders and prevent such an injustice and
make sure that justice is provided to these poor people who have been
transferred to Jharsuguda. They cannot sustain themselves in such a distant

"SHRI Y. DEVENDRAPPA (BELLARY): Hon. Chairperson, Sharanu
sharanarthy to all. Thank you for allowing me to raise an important issue
today. As a Kannada poet said: “Before we breathe our last, let us do some
worthy job to make our names alive.” Sir, last year on 13" February, 2021, |
raised an issue pertaining to fixing the Maximum Retail Price for farm
machineries and publishing the same in the websites of the manufacturing
companies and also in the Government Website. Accordingly, the Government
of India issued Notification No0.132420 dated 11.05.2021 and also Circular
No0.132 dated 16.02.2021. As per the order, MRP was printed on the farm
machineries, which are covered under the government subsidy. There is no
direct impact on Maximum Retail Price of farm machineries and the subsidized
farm machineries. As per the norms it is the responsibility of the manufacturing
companies to ensure that MRP is printed on all of their products irrespective of
whether they are placed under subsidized category or under the general
group. However, MRP is not printed on farm machineries belonging to the
general category. It is very unfortunate. So | am of the opinion that there is a
need for modification in the Government Order to ensure that all manufacturing
companies adhere to the norms of printing MRP on their products. As desired
by the farmers the price tags of all the farm machineries including tractor, tiller,
weed cutter etc., should be disclosed on the product itself. It would help the

farmers to buy farm machineries easily. All the other companies disclose the

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MRP on their products. Similarly companies manufacturing farm machineries
should also disclose the price tags of their products such as tractor, ftriller,
weed cutter, wheat cutter and cane cutter, cultivator. etc. The Chief Executives

giving any opportunity for fake price lists so that our farmers would get proper
machineries with better prices.

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SHRI KARADI SANGANNA AMARAPPA (KOPPAL): Mr. Chairman, Sir, |
would like to draw the kind attention of the Government to the announcement
made by the hon. Finance Minister during her Budget Speech of 2021 in
Parliament. In the Budget Speech of 2021, the hon. Minister announced about
the opening of new Eklavya Model Residential Schools across the country.
This visionary step was taken by the hon. Prime Minister and the hon.
Finance Minister to provide best education for students belonging to the
Scheduled Tribes. Many Scheduled Tribe students are not able to get good
education and so, this new set up will be very much useful to them by
providing quality education. Koppal constituency comes under Article 37 (j) of
the Indian Constitution. In my constituency, Siruguppa Block in Bellary District
and Maski Block in Raichur District come under the Legislative Assembly
constituencies of Karnataka. Both these are reserved for Scheduled Tribes.
Therefore, the guidelines for commencing of new Eklavya Model Residential
Schools are fulfilled. The letter issued on 6.9.2021 by the Ministry of Tribal
Affairs stated that Siruguppa and Maski Blocks of Koppal constituency do not
qualify for this and their proposals have not been considered. The authority
letter issued is not correct. Both Assembly constituencies are declared as ST
constituencies. Therefore, the area is very much backward and the scheme is
very much suitable for these constituencies. Therefore, | request the hon.
Minister of Tribal Affairs, through you, to approve the proposal and take
necessary action for commencement of Eklavya Model Residential Schools at

Siruguppa and Maski so that the students belonging to the Scheduled Tribes
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can get good quality education without putting any financial burden on their

parents.
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"SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA (AMRITSAR): | thank you, Sir, for giving me
permission to speak on a matter of urgent public importance. After the partition
of India, in 1948, a new capital was announced for Punjab. In 1966, Haryana
was created and Chandigarh became the joint capital of Haryana and Punjab.
Right from the beginning, Punjab had demanded that Punjab should get an
independent capital. So, Haryana should be given a new, separate capital. In
1986, under the Rajiv-Longowal Accord too, it was decided that Punjab will
retain Chandigarh and Haryana will be given a new capital. But it never saw
the light of the day.

Yesterday, the Central Home Minister Amit Shah ji visited Punjab and
announced that employees of Chandigarh will henceforth be brought under
Central Civil Services Act. Earlier, they came under Punjab Civil Service Act.

We oppose this unilateral announcement tooth and nail. In Punjab,
sometimes, BSF jurisdiction area is increased. In Bhakra Board Management,
Centre starts meddling directly. Centre meddles in Punjab University affairs
directly. Similarly, in Punjab Agricultural University, members are appointed
indirectly by the Centre.

KUMARI RAMYA HARIDAS (ALATHUR): Sir, COVID cases are decreasing

with a weekly TPR of only 0.29 per cent in the country. People have started
their routine life and everything is becoming normal. The industries,
Government Offices, and MSMEs are working with full strength. Schools and
colleges have also been opened and have started working regularly.

The problem | want to point out here is this. The Ministry of Railways is
not yet ready even to reinstate the pre-COVID situation in the case of
passenger trains. Most of the passenger trains are not operating.

Some of them have been changed to express trains with limited
stoppages, and halt stations are not operational. So, the common people and
daily passengers who depend upon passenger trains are suffering more.

Throughout Kerala, especially in my constituency, most of the people
travel to the neighbouring State of Tamil Nadu every day for their jobs and
depend upon passenger trains for the Palakkad-Pollachi-Thiruchendur route.
As there is a shortage of passenger trains and also the halt stations are not

operational, their journeys have become miserable.

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DR. K. JAYAKUMAR (TIRUVALLUR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thanks for the
opportunity. | rise here to draw the attention of the Minister of Chemicals and
Fertilizers regarding the subsidy on fertilizers being provided for the farmers. In
this year's Budget, that is, the coming year Budget, the subsidy has been
reduced to an extent of 25 per cent compared with the previous year. This is
going to affect the farmers across the country very severely, particularly the
Tamil Nadu farmers will lose about Rs.1,500 crore of subsidy.

This will result in more agricultural production cost. At the same time,
another negative effect is that the prices of all the ingredients that are used for
manufacturing fertilizers are going up like anything. The reduction in subsidy
compounded with the increase in ingredient cost would raise the market price
of fertilizers heavily, which would affect the food price at the end and the
consumers have to pay for it. Therefore, | request the Government to take

serious note of it, and contain the increase in the cost of fertilizers.
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“SHRI OM PAVAN RAJENIMBALKAR (OSMANABAD): Hon. Chairman Sir,
thank you very much for giving me this opportunity to speak on a very
important issue in this ‘Zero Hour’. Pradhan Mantri Aawas Yojana is a very
popular scheme. But the eligibility conditions are very weird. If you have a gas
connection, mobile, TV set or a motor cycle, then you are not eligible for this
scheme. The Central government forced people to take gas connection and
they are now considered ineligible for the PMAY Scheme just because they
have Ujjwala Gas connection. This is very ridiculous and unfortunate. People
in rural areas are very agitated. Hence, | would like to request the Central
government to amend the criteria fixed for the scheme so that the maximum
number of people should take the benefits of this scheme.

SHRI BELLANA CHANDRA SEKHAR (VIZIANAGARAM): Thank you very
much, Sir, for giving me the opportunity to raise an important issue related to
my parliamentary constituency.

The Central Government has sanctioned numerous road and national
highway projects in Andhra Pradesh over the last few years. A new highway is
planned from Visakhapatnam Port to Bhogapuram in Vizianagaram district,
where a greenfield airport is coming up. The proposed highway would be
extremely useful as it would shorten the distance between Visakhapatnam port
and the States of Odisha and Chhattisgarh. It would pass through Rushikonda

and Bheemili beach corridor projects along the coast.

SHRI RAJMOHAN UNNITHAN (KASARAGOD): Wild boar is classed as least
concern for wildlife protection by the International Union for Conservation of
Nature and it has become an invasive species posing threat to crops and
human life in part of its introduced ranges.

In Kerala, wild boar has turned into a menace for the farmers as the
animal has been causing widespread crop loss in the State. Recently, wild
boar attacks claimed several lives in my constituency, Kasaragod. The
Government of Kerala has approached the Wildlife Institute of India, Dehradun,

for classifying wild boar as vermin. If wild boar is declared vermin under the
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Wild Life (Protection) Act, it can be culled. Since the Act is a Central Act, only
the Union Government can modify it and reclassify the animals.

The Central Government may by notification, declare any wild animal,
other than those specified in Schedule | and Part 11 of Schedule H of the Act,
to be vermin for any area for a given period of time. As long as the notification
is in force, such wild animal shall be included in Schedule V of the Act,
depriving them of any protection under the Act. Wild boar is classed as least
concern by the International Union for Conservation of Nature and it has turned
into a menace for the farmers in Kerala, especially in my constituency,
Kasaragod.

So, | urge upon the Union Government to declare wild boar as vermin in
Kerala. Thank you very much, Sir.

Sir, there is a huge uncertainty and concern amongst the students and
their parents who are pursuing the medical education. Especially after the

COVID pandemic and the Russia-Ukraine war, the situation has been very
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pathetic. More than 90 per cent of students have taken heavy educational
loans and their future is uncertain. The COVID-19 induced pandemic has
destabilized the practices in the education sector. With the new normal
changing the practices and norms of the education sector, there has been a
major shift in the medium of teaching. The shift to online classes has been
greatly lauded and has benefitted many students to continue their education.
While these online classes serve their purpose of teaching theory subjects, the
students that have enrolled for degrees such as Medicine and other Science
courses are being deprived of practical classes which are vital for their
practice. For the last two years, foreign medical students enrolled in
universities, especially in China and Ukraine and Phillipines etc., have been
going through a tough time with mounting mental stress, worrying about
uncertainties in completing their degree course. Most of them are on the verge
of committing suicide with the current travel restrictions in place.

As per a reply from the Directorate of Health Services, Kerala,
assistance in clinical training can be provided with appropriate permission from
host universities, which the students have obtained. Therefore, | request the
Union Government and the State Government to look into the matter, so that
suitable help can be provided to the students in any possible form for the

hands-on training in authorized hospitals of respective States.
