THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE

(a) to (d). Fixed medical allowance of
Rs. 40-/p.m. is granted to such of those
Punjab Gowt. pensioners who have opted for
the same. This allowance as well as the
prescribed reimbursement of cost of spec-
tacles are admissible to all Punjab Govern-
ment pensioners irrespective of their dates
of retirement. There is no “Pension benefit
like Rs. 40/- for dental charges”™ for Punjab
Government pensioners.

1990, 4593 persons were apprehended in
the state of Jammu and Kashmir, of whom,
2044 were arrested under TADA after pre-
liminary enquiries.

In Jammu and Kashmir TADA cases
have been started and 892 persons are
under detention. In Punjab the State Gov-
ernment is taking appropriate action under
the law.

Package of Economic Measures for J&k

To alleviate the sufferings of the people due
to present disturbed conditions in the State
certain measures have been taken to assist
the persons engaged in the traditional eco-
nomic activities in the Valley. A Statement
containing the main features is given below:

STATEMENT

The main occupation involving about
half of the working force in the State is
Agriculture. With a view to sustaining some
ofthetraditional activities, marketing of apples
and other fruits/produce were organised by
the Government and figures indicate that the
sale outside the State was higher bsing
181,459 M.T. between July to Novwember,
1990 as against the sale of only 162450 M.T.
during the corresponding period of the previ-
ous year. These sale ensured reasonable
returns to the producers.

Similarly, to assist and sustain the arti-
sans producing traditional handicrafts who
had been selling them i, tha Valley as dis-
tinct from regular sale outlets through pri-
vate traders, the State Handicrafts Corpora-
tion purchased handicrafts/goods worth Rs.
6 crores. 'Crafts-Mela have been organised
. One is going on in Delhi and will take place
in 9 other metropolitan cities. i is estimated
that so far handicrafts worth Rs. 5 crores
have been sold.

Efforts are in hand to enlarge employ-
ment opportunities. For this purpose, 2500,
Persons are being recruited from the state
for employment in B.S.F. Other employment
