THE MINISTER OF ENERGY AND 
MINISTEROF CIVIL AVIATION (SHRIARIF 
MOHAMMAD KHAN): (a) to (c). A feasibility 
report in respect of the installation of a Ther­
mal Power Statk>n (2x500MW) at an esti­
mated cost of Rs. 1477.34 crores at 
Visakhapatnam. Andhra Pradesh was re­
ceived In the Central Electrk:ity Authority in 
September. 1988 from the Andhra Pradesh 
State Electrk;ity Board. It would be possible 
for the Central Electricity Authority to ap­
praise the project techno-economk»illy after 
all the essential inputs such as water and 
coal availability, etc.. are tied up and neces­
sary deararwes including from environmental 
angle obtained by the State Authorities.
